CALLING ATTENTION TO MATTER
OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE

REPORTED MAaSSACRE OF HaRLANs I
DEerroLI 'VILLAG,E N MAINPURI DIsSTRICT,
U.P. o~ 184 NovEMEBER, 1981

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY (Calcutta South): I call the
attention of the Minister of Home
Affairs to the following matter of
urgent public importance and request
that he may pleass make a statement
thereon:

‘The reported massacre of 24
Harijans in Deholi village, Main-
puri District, Uttar Pradesh on 18th
November, 1981.

THE MINISTER OF HOME AF-
FAIRS (SHRI ZAIL SINGH): It is
with deep sense of anguish and pain
that I have to report ebout the ghastly
incident which eccurred on the 18th
November, 1881 in Deholi village,
Mainpuri District of U.P, in which
24 Harijang were killed. According
to the report received from the Ge-
vernment of U.P. due to mmny_l de-
speradoes (5 Thakurs, 1 Nai 1-Teli
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apng 1 Muslim) and their associates
raided the houses of Jatavas at about
S p.M, on 1B-11-1981 while most of ine
menfolk were out in their fleids, The
desperadoes armed with fire arms
“were led by Santosha and Radhey,
Thakturs of the same village. Both
are wanted in several crimina] cases
of the district, They were armed with
Buns and were about 20 in number,.
The outrage resulted in killing of 9
males, 6 females and 9 children while
6 persons have been injured by gun
shots. All the dead and injured be-
long o il Jatav families. Property
worth Rs. 5.000 - was taken away,
QOn receiving information DI.G. Agra
range and D.M, 8P. alongwith suffi-
cient force reached the spot. TRaids
and combing operations were imme-
diately started to apprehend .he cul-
prits. Police have rgistered a crime
case ang are investigating Vigorous
eflorts for the arrest of the eculpri.s
ara bzing made. A sum of Rs. 10,000,
has been distributed to the family
members by the District Magistraie
on the spot as immediate relief

As soon as word was received of
the incident the Prime Minister de-
sired me to visit the viilage to convey
her horrer at the outrage and to pro-
vide relief anq succour to the be-
reaved families. 1 visiteyq Deholi on
ithe 20th November. forenoon, The
Chief Ministey and the Home Minis-
ter of U.P. were alsp there. It is
needless to narrate the .gory sene
and the devastation Jeft bzhing by
the desperadoes. Be:ides conveying
the Government of Indja’s grief at
the gutrage I took the occasion of dis-
cussing in detail with the Chief
Minister and Home Minister of U.P.
and other officials about the adminis-
trative measures to be taken in order
%0 bring offenders to book without
delay and restore confidence among
she people. 1 announced a grant of
Re, 5,000/~ for every dead member in
a family and a grant of Rs. 2,000/-
for evi injured member from the
Prims Minister’'s Relief Fund, The

Chief Minister of U.P. has alsp an-
nounced @ similar scale of reliel on
behalf of the Government of UP.

1 am sure that the House will with
one voice condemn, in the strongest
terms, such barbarous behaviour and
convey itg heart felt sympathies to
all the families who are victims of
this brutal outrage.

SHR! SATYASADHAN C(CHAKRA-
BRORTY: Mr. Speaker, Sir, I hang
my head in shame on what has hap-
pened in D-holi wvillage in Mainpuri
Distriet of U.P.

Sir, this is not the only case
of atrocities perpstrated on the poor
Harijans in our couniry.

1 woud like to draw th: attention
of the House to the events which are
taking place in our country siarting
from Belchi. Pipri ang Bihar Sharif.

We find that a large number of our
countirymen have been condemned to
abject slavery. Of these bonded lab-
ourers, 60 per cent are Harijans.
These people have been suffering for
ages and this is ap incident which
shows the true depth of the problem.

They live in the village al the mercy
of the landed gentry. Their women-
folk are not at all secure, These
powerfu] elements in the village not
only kilj them at their sweet Wiil, but
they also rape their wumen,- burn
their houses, anq loot their household
goods,

Mr. Speaker, Sir, these t¥pes of
incidents have been going on for 2
pretly long time. In the Parliament,
when we discuss these things, we all
agree that the wriminals should be
brought to book; but afterwards the
same thing recurs in different parts
of the country. This incident is nqt
the gnly one; within thig year a simi-
lar incident took place where more
than 20 Harijans werg butthereq by
the criminals, hacked by the landed
gentry.
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Mr, Speaker, Sir, you will be as-
tonished to hear that the armg used
by thege ¢riminals are sophisticated
arms, automatic rifles, light machine-
guns etc. This has been revealed
by the Police.

MR. SPEAKER: pProf, I am not
astonished; I am aghast.

“'SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: What are the armg which
were recovered from the criminals in
the zame area—from Raghuvirg and
Jaivira? The f1type of arms and
ammunitions which the Police re-
covaerad i3 a self-loading rifle with
four loadeq magazines, the full maga-
2ine of light-machine gun, one hand-
grenade and a .303 rifle, besides
amrnunition, These are the things the
criminals are equippeq with.

In UP, during the last 9 monihs
of the year, more than 4200 people
have been butchereq ang killed by
these c¢riminals. Sir, T am quoting
from officia] figures. In U.P. alone,
during the last 9 months, that is,
from January, more than 4,000
peaple have been killed by the cri-
minals; and, among them, more than
80 are policemen. You wil] be as-
tonished tg hear that in certain dis-
tricty 1ike Mweinpuri, Etan etc., affer
dusk, even. the policemen could not
Eo out of their thana. This is the
sory of condition that is prevailing in
some of the districts of UP. °*

The Government has been telling
the House wvery often that all ade-
quate measures will pe taken, In this
connection, 1 woulg like to draw the
attention of the hon. Home Minister,
to g letier sent by him to the Chief
Ministers, in March and also in Sep-
tember, 1980 wherein he hés suggedteq
some preventive ang precautiopary
measures gnd alse punitive and re-
habilitative measures. But, Sir, in
U.P, no such measure wag enforced.
The House will be astonished tg hear
thay Jarsmna Police Station i only 0
or 7 miles away from Deholi village,
but the Police dig not reach the wil-
lage where this murder took place,
upte 11 A.M. on the next day. These
have beep demanding thet licences
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should be given to them so that they
can alsp carry arms to counter any

possible threat t, them.

The District Magistrate summarily
rejected the prayer of the Harijans
because they Wwere poor, But who are
persons who are having arms? The
Thakurs, the Ahirs, the high-caste
families, the landed gentry all possess
arms. They can possess arms, legal
ang illegal, They have lcence to
Possess arms. They have jllega) arms.
But when the poor Harijans go to the
authorities and requesy them "our life
i3 in danger ang that you protect us
angd if you cannot protect us, give us
arms”, they are denied the Jegitimate
right to defend themselves. Not only
that, It js astonishing, rather yn-
believable when these Harijans in
Deholi village, on 18th of this month-
only one mile away there was a PAC
camp-—were crying "save us, we have
heen butchered and murdered by the
criminals”, no one came out. The cus-
fodians of law and order were not to
be found there, The PAC was not
there? And when did the Police
reach there? They rcached at 11.0
A.M. on the 16th of November, after
24 innocent lives were lost. Some of
them were children; some of them
were women, They died for no crime
of their own. There was none to pro-
tect them.

Are we living in a civilizeg society?
.Ts there any law and order? Ig there
any Government to protect the funda-
mental pights of the Indiamn citizen, the
right to life? That is not there. You
will also be astonished to know that
there was a BSF Unjt, But that was
withdrawn six months back because
one politica]l leader wanteg that the
B.S.F. should mot pe there. So long
es the BSF was there, there was no
¢riminal activity or there was very
little activity of the criminals, The
moment the BSF was withdrawn, the
field was open to thein. The local
Police js hand in giove with the
criminals. The landed geniry raised

money in the village to kill these
Harijans. Do you know  how
much money they raised? They
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Xill these Harijans. Do you knew
how much money they raised? .ThEb'
raised Rs. 10,000/- in the village.
With this money, they purchased arms
and they supplied the arms to Radhey
ang Santosha, They belong to upper
caste, the landeg gentry. They have
land, they haye money and they i'na\Ee
muscle power, Who are these Hari-
jans? They are the poor farmers,
they are the agricultural labourers,
they are the fisherman, they are the
insignificant people to them. So, they
had to pay their price because they
were Harijans and they were week
people. And in spite of the waming,
in spite of so many nice things said
by the Government, every d4ay the
life of the Harijan iz lost. How long
can this be allowed {o happen? How
long can thig Government be silent?
Under Article 46 of our Constitution,
jt is the responsibility, it is the sacred
duty of the Central Government to
protect the lives and properties of the
weaker sections—the Harijans. It is
the responsibility of the Central Go-
vernment to protect the Harijans from
barbarous exploitation to which they
are subjedéted to. May I ask the Home
Minister what has peen done in this
regard? The Police Station was
there, but they did not came out. The
PAC was there, but they did not come
out. Who is there to proteet their
Hves? Who is there to protect their
property? Who is there to protect
the lives of the innocent people?
There is none,

That is the law and order situation
in U.P. Morp than 4200 lives have been
lost; more than 2,900 dacoities have
taken place, You have seen in the
mewspaper reports that criminalsg are
Jooting the Lucknow-Delhi Mail. The
House will be surprised to know that
in the same trajn one Inspector and
twentyfour Constables were moving.
They were supposeq to protect the
lives of the passengers. Two of our
MPs were also in the train. But what
happened? They openly looted and
the culprits are going scot free_
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AN HON. MEMBER: Is this g Cal~
ling Attention, or a speech?

SHRI SATYASADHAN CHAKRA-
BORTY: Mr, Spesaker, Sir, I am sorry,
one Hon, Member is annoyed. I can-
not help, I shall be annoying him
when pcople are dying.

I wouid like to gsk Mr. Makwana:
“You went to Kerala and spoke about
law and order; you went to West
Bengal and spoke about law and order
there but why don’t you go to U.P,
ang tell your own people about the
conditions of law and order there
where more than 4,200 people have
been Dbutchered by the criminals,
where, what to talk of ordinary people,
even policemen are afraid of going
out of the local police stations after
dusk because of the criminals ....
(Interruptions) Mr. Arif Mohammad, I
know your complicity in the State.
This is precisely because of the fact
that in UP these criminals are enjoy-
ing the political patronage.

Mr, Speaker, Sir, I would like the
Home Minister to disclose the police
records of the ruling Party legislators
in UP. I want to know why is it that
the Congress(I) MLA in Mainpuri
was instrumental in the withdrawal
of the B.S.F. from there? Mr. Speaker,
Sir, the Government has assumed so
many powers like under the criminal
Procedure (Amendment) Act, the
U. P. Governmen: has assumed so
gated ordinances, Our Ministers have
now morg powers. But the more
power they are assuming, the more
crimes are being committed, What is
the reason? Until and unless there is
collusion between  the bureaucracy
and the criminals, unfil and unless
there iz collusion between the ruling
party leaders and the c¢riminals, this
cannot happen,

" In our country, ithe atrocities on
Harijans are inextricably mixed up
with the guestion of land. These are
the landless people who cultivate the
land, but they are exploited and they
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do not get their share. May 1 ask the
Hon. Home Minister what steps has he
taken for land reforms to give Jand to
Harijans? It is because
of their weak economic position that
they are subjected to all sorts of indi-
gnities. Mr. Makwana and Mr, Zail
Singh go to Kerala and West Bengal
for condemning those Governments
where the land reforms have taken
place and where the weaker sections
of the people have got their lands be-
cause of the policy of the Government
there ang they are defending them,
but why do they not go to UP. and
ask their Government to have ralical
land reforms so that these poor Hari-
jans get their share of land? Why 4re
you not trying te rehabilitate them
economically? You have some programs-
mes, but they are fruitless.

It is good that Mr. Zai]l Singh has
visited the place. But may I ask him
whether he is going {o publicly con-
demn the UP Government which bas
flouted his directive issued in March
1980 ang September 19807 You issued
your directives in March 1980 and Sep-
tember 1980, What preventive measu-
res, precautions ang punitive measures
were taken? Why ;s it that the police
station remained silent? Why is it
that so many hours elapsed before the
bolice reachsd there? Why is it ihat
the whole administration is in colly-
sion with the criminals and anti-socia’
gangs? Why is it that illicit arms are
produced and used by the gangs? Why
is it that the Government has pleaded
inability—because the Chief Minister
himself has said: ‘I am guilty'? He
expressed his inahility to contral all
these things. If that is so, if ihe Chiet
Minister of a State openly says ‘bat he
18 not in a position to control the cri-
minals, if he is not in a positicn to
ensure law and crder, if he is not in &
position to protect the lives and pro-
perties of the Harijans, has ke any
right to stay for one moment in power?
Is the Central Government * or
the Home Minister going to
assure this House that the whole UP.
Ministry wil be dismisseq and hesh
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election ordered and verdict of the
people soughf, so that the Harijans
and weaker sections of the people can
have a Government of their own choj-
ce? The responsibility lies with the
U.P. Government—which has falled
The law and grder machinery has fai-
led.

With these words, I would urge the
hon. Home Miniser fo answer {hese
questions.
