(SHRI P.C. SETHI) : Sir, I made a brief
statement in this House on 15th March,

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1984 regarding the incident near Imphal on
14th March wherein some unidentified
gunmen, suspected to belong to PLA bad
opened fire on a CRPF party on law and
order and bridge-guard duties near the
venue of a Volley Ball match between the
Manipur Police and the B.S.F.

2. The strength of CRPF party was 8
and along with them were 3 civil police
personnel also. The personnel were spread
out—some were patrolling on the Mayang—
Imphal Road and some were on a bridge
silg pearby.

3. There was a crowd of about 2,000
persons, including men, women and children
who came to withness the match. At around
4.00 P.M. when the game was in progress,
a group of armed insdrgents numbering
about 15 who seem to have planned their
move, took up positions quietly around the
CRPF personnel and almost simultaneously
fired at them. One CRPF constable was
killed and 5 other CRPF personnal received
bullet injuries. The insurgents took hold of
4 weapons of CRPF personnel who were
killed or seriously injured. The CRPF
personnal fired at the insurgents. The
insurgents continued to fire with the snat-
ched weapons also. The crowd during the
exchange of fire started running helter
skelter and in the cross firing there were
casualities of civilians also. In all 14
persons are reported to have been kiled
and they include one CRPF and one
Manipur Rifles personnel, although I had
mentioned that 2 CRPF personnel were
kiiled in my first brief statement. The
number of injured persons is reported to be
38 of whom 34 wore hospitalised. One
CRPF personnel and one civilian are in a
serious condition.

4. During intensive combing operations
on March 14 and 15, 17 persons were
apprehended and interrogation and enquiries
were in progress.

5. Curfew was imposed in the area
from 1900 hours on 14th March to 1000
hours on 15th March. The situation in and
around Imphal is wunder control. The
markets have also opened and are fupc-
tioning normally.

6. According to a latest report, the
dead body of one of the assailants, injured

during the firing, has been recovered. He
has been indentified as Sapam Birajit
Singh, who was a PLA leader. The body is
bélieved to have been dumped on road-side
near Tharung Khu by persons travelling in
a car. The car suspected to have been used
gnd its driver have been takem into custody.
Thorough investigation is in progress.

7. 1G CRPF and GOC Eastern Com-
mand visited Imphal on 15th March, 1984.
Effective coordinated action to deal with
insurgents was planned.

8. The Council of Ministers of Manipur
have decided to extend all help and assis-
tance to thosc who have lost their lives
and those injured in the course of the
firing incident on .4th March, 1984. Security
measures have becn stepped up in the
area.

9. As the House is aware, PLA,
PREPAK and KCP and other allied bouvies
were declared unlawful associatioss in Oct.,
1983. The number of extremists arrested In
Manipur during 1983 was 95. Besides 13
extremists had surrendered in 1983.

10. The Hon'ble Members have also
referred to growing activities of insurgents in
the north-cast. There has been some inci-
dents in Manipur, Tripura and Mizoram
involving extremists, but there has becn no
significant extremist activity in Nagaland
and Assam in the recent months. Mcghalaya
and Arunachal Pradesh have bcqn peaceful.

11. The whole State of Manipur and
the Union Territory of Mizoram stand
declared as “disturbed arcas', A belt in
Tripura on Tripura-Mizoram border also
stands declared as ‘disturbed’ Seccurity
measures have been stepped up.

12. Socio-economic development of the
north-eastern region is also receiving due
attention. The per capita outlay in the north-
eastern region is Rs. 1393-as against Rs.
872/- in the rest of the country in the Sixth
Five Year Plan. I may also inform the Hon’
ble Members that the first phase of Kopili
Hydel Project with 25 megawatt capacity
has just been commissioned and the broad
gauge railway line between New Bongai-
gaon to Gauhati is likely to be completed
by April, 1984. A special T.V. network at
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an estimated cost of Rs. 36.5 crores is also
likely to be launched soon in the north-
eastern region.

SHRI CHITTA BASU (Barasat) : Sir,
I have heard the statment with deep
attention. My general observation regarding
the tenor of thz statment is that efforts have
been made to under-estimate the gravity of
the situation and it betrays a sense of
complacency in respect of the steps already
taken by the Government of Manipur and
other North-castern States as also the
Government of India. As you know only in
December last the Chief Minister of Manipur
made a public statement in which he is
reported to have said that the insurgency
was no longer a problem for the State of
Manipur and he was in a position or rather
he has come to grips with the problem.
But, as a matter of fact, the murder of
Mr Shaiza brings about a different story
about the claim made by the Chief Minister
of Manipur, I do not want to dilate much
on the State of Manipur because this call
attention notice also concerns the activities
of the insurgents in other North-eastern
States also, but, having regard to the
experince of Manipur, I wish to make this
submission that this sense of complacence
might have been because of the induction
of the Army in Manipur in 1980 or because
of certain steps being taken by the
Governmen? of Manipur and the Govern-
ment of India leading to the arrest of—
somebody says it is 500 and somcbody says
more thap that—a number of insurgents
and the steps taken by the Government in
declaring certain areas as disturbed areas.
These steps, according to the Government,
have improved the situation. The situation
has not improved because of these steps.

May I know from the hon, Minister
whether he is aware of the fact that even
the Government of Manipur cannot provide
Judges to try the cases of insurgents because
there is a sense of insecurity and a sense of
fear that if somebody sits on judgmcnt and
gives a judgment against somebody, then
his name will be included in the bhit ligt.

- Therefore, under an apparent tranquilljty
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public fear and a lack of sense of security
prevails in that part of the country.

Now he has mentioned—and I am one
Mr. Shastri that this kind of insurgency is
a phenomenon and cannot be dealt with
merely as a problem of law and order
situation. Regarding Manipur, I think you
know the total population is 1.7 million i.e.
17 lakhs. 1.5 lakhs are registered upem-
ployed. In Manipur out of the total popula-
tion of 17 lakhs, 1} lakhs youths are
registered unemployed youth. [ do not know
what is the actual figure of the unregistered
Mapipur youths. This is the phenomenon.
This is the economic condition. Therefore,
insurgency is not merely in that part of
the country a question of law and order; it
is very much linked with the economic
condition, the economic situation and the
economic problem of the entire North-
eastern region.

The statement claims that the per
capita investment during the Sixth Five
Year Plan is much higher than the average
per -capita investment in the rest of the
country. It may be so. There is no doubt
that the document might have that figure.
In spite of that, I wbuld say that the
problem cannot be solved.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : The
Government is giving that figure.

SHRI CHITTA BASU : Yes, Sir,
Government is giving that figure. I do not
contest that. But, what is the result 7 The
result is that 1,50 lakhs young men in
Manipur are still unemployed; the result is
that the potential for the hydro-electric
power has not been fully harnessed. There
has not been an improvement in the railway
communication. I am not going into that
because I have a long list given by the
people in the North-Eastern region. Govern-
ment should be proud that they are able to
invest or claim that the largest per capita
investment is in Manipur—it is the highest
investment there—as compared to the other
States. The result is not very much satis-
factory. This much I can say. Of the money
which has been invested—you would be
sorry to know that—a major part of it, goes
only to the pockets of the politicians—
corrupt politicians and corrupt bureaucrats.
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1 think the hon. Member from Manipur
will agree with me. (Inrerruptions)

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER. Mr. Chitta
Basu, yau are accusing yourself. You arc
also a politician.

SHRI CHITTA BASU: Iam nota
corrupt politician. There is a difference
between a corrupt politician and corrupt
burcaucrat and the incorrupts, You are
also a politician. You are not a corrupt
politician. But, if you say that all politicians
arc corrupt, I thank, it is too general an
opinion or view. But, politicians are poli-
ticians. There are politicians and politicians;
there are  burcaucrats and bureaucrais also.
I have mentioned that there are corrupt poli-
ticians and corrupt bureaucrats. Sir, Govern-
ment have offered certain amnesty to some
young men who have discarded the path of
violence and who have sought to be
rehabilitated or rescttled in the socicty. But,
I have received complaints that the adminis-
tration has been less than fair towards
those who have decided to go and rchabi-
litate or resettle themselves and become a
part of the national mainstream. There are
a few complaints and, if you want, I can
read. There arc complaints of official high-
handedness. That is, those officers who go
over there sometimes bebave in a way as
if these Manipuris and the North-eastern
people arc not Indians and that they are
much superior to them in their attitude, in
their very behaviour of bureaucratic
mannerism. Therefore, those frustrated and
disappointed young men or women cannot
expect a sympathetic attitude from those
bureaucrats and this is one of the results
causing alienation of the masses from the
mainstream of India. Sir, all these things
create a condition in which the hard core
insurgents are able to convince or persuade
or rather restrain the others, that is, the
moderate elements, from joining the main-
stream. The hard core insurgents say: ‘Look,
this is how they are made; look, these are
the instances of highhandedness wherein
they feel that we are not Indians and we
are not taken as part and parcel of the
mainstream®. This very bureaucratic attitude
ultimately kindles the fire. Therefore, I do
not want to mention more. One of the
major tasks of the Government should be
to see that the politicians and administra-
tions take an enlightened view of the
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situation and they take a view of the under-

standing of these pcople and take a sympa- .

thetic view about them. Unless that change
is brought about in the minds of the
politicians and bureaucrats in their attitude
and manner, whatever money you may
spend there or whatever good words you
may speak for them, they will always feel
that they suffer from a sense of alienation.
That is more dangerous and it creates the
conditions for insurgency.

Sir, I also want to draw the attention
of the Government to the fact as to how
this grist is brought to the mill of the
insurgents. I have got a list of nine young

men who have been missing for years
together. Their names are,,,
MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Don't

mention the names. You can pass on this
list to the hon. Minister.

SHRI CHITTA BASU : I can pass on
the list to him but the fact is that a number
of young men have been arrested by the Army
and other security agencies; their whercabouts
are not being disclosed for the last two to
there years. Does it not add to the grist in
the mill of the insurgents 7 They take up
these cases and say how oppressions are
being perpetrated on Manipuris.

Secondly, the hon. Minister has men-
tioned that there is no increased activity of
insurgents in the North-eastern region as a
whole. The situation is comfortable. I
disagree with him on that scare. There are
indications which prove that organistions
like PLA, NSCL, Tripura National
Voluntary Organisation, Naga National
Council and other extremist forces in Assam
agitation are trying to have somé coordi-
nation of their activities. There is also
evidence that foreign arms are also
available with them. I want to know from

. the arms which have been recovered can the
Minister tell the whether any of these arms
bear foreign markings ? If so, can he give
the details 7 On earlier occasions you have
spoken about the forcign money element
being there by you have not named the
foreign hand involved in this matter. But
1 would like to say that the global situation
has convinced us that Imperialist powers
are working round the clock to bring about
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de-stabilisation in this country and from
this evidence I have come to the conclusion
that north-eastern region has become the
theatre of de-stabilisation operation.

Having regard to this would the Govern-
ment of India take apporpriate steps to see
that both from economic and administrative
points of view, conditions are created in
which insurgents do not find a fertile
ground to develop themselves and that can
be done only by involving the people of
north-eastern people in the national
mainstream of our country 7

SHRI‘ NGANGOM MOHENDRA
(Inner Manipur) : Sir, I want to tell
through you to Shri Sontosh Mohan Dev,,,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : You can-
not do so. Your name is not there. I am
permitting you as a special case.

SHRI NGANGOM MOHENDRA : Sir,
I want to tell Mr. Sontosh Mohan Dev
that because of my proximity to Shri Chitta
Basu, who was on his legs, Shri Basu
pointed to me that I would be agreeing to
the allegation of corruption since I come
from that region. .

SHRI SONTOSH MOHAN DEY : that
is his opinion.

SHRI NGANGOM MOHENDRA : I
would like to make it clear that when yon
\yourself were in the Chair on the last occa-
sion [ spoke on corruption in Manipur, I used
phrase ‘Rs. 22 lakhs a gun point and Rs.
7 crores on pen-point, and I want to tell
Mr. Sontosh Mohan Dev that these figures
were admitted by his own ministers there on
the Floor of the Assembly.

SHRI P.C. SETHI : Sir, in the last few
months during the extremists’ activities it
is unfortunate that the ex-Cheif Minister
lost his life but I would like to inform the
hon. Members that nine people have been
arrested in his murder case. Three is no
question of complacency here. Had it been
so we would not have been able to improve
the situation and control the insurgency.
The hon. Member is not correct in pointing
out that insurgency is on the increase,
On the contrary we have been able to arrest
more people and the insurgency is under
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control. For example, in Manipur alone
people have been arrested in the year 1983
and 13 people have surrendered. As far as

the question of the judges’ feeling insecure

this is not correct because the judges have
been provided with all security, If there
is any lack of sccurity in that arrangement,
we will certainly look into it and provide
more security to them.

Sir, we are trying to tackle the problem
of north-castern region not only as a law
and order problem but also as a problem
of development and we have done our best
in this conncction. A part from TV and
per capita income I would like to point out
that the project which will be com-
missioned in July 1984 would fully meet the
demands of electricity of Manipur. The
project will have ancillary irrigation
scheme to irrigate 10,000 hectares. Manipur
State is also to be connected by a railway
line which will extend from Silchar to
Jiribam. It is under construction and the
construction is expecled to be completed by
1986-87.

As far as certain missing persons are
conceernd, there is no question of keeping
their whereabouts! secret. There are
some writ petitions in this connection going
on in the Supreme Court. They are really
missing and arc not under arrest. The
Supreme Court is hearing the petition.
Ttis, therefore, SUB JUDICE matted
and I would not like to add anything
in this.

As far as the other suggestion of the
hon. Mvmber is concerned, we are not
afraid ol giving the name of any foreign
country. As I have said, wc have reports
that shere are some camps of the insurgents
in Bangladesh, but we have no particular
about it.
