MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Now, we
resume discussion on the Finance Bill,
Shri Vijayaraghavan to continue his speach.

*SHRI V. S. VIJAYARAGHAVAN
(Palghat) : Yesterday I was rcferring to the
problems of Kerala, Kerala has always

*xNot recorded,
*The original speech was deliverd in

Malayalam,
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been regarded as a problem State, This
was true in a political sense. However, the
political situation has undergone a radical
change in that State after the Democratic
Front under the leadership of Shri Karuna-
karan came to power. There is political
stability in that State now. But some of
the basic economic problems remain to be
solved.

The major problem is shortage of rice.
As you know, Kerala is deficient in food.
We have to depend on the Central allocation
for meeting our requircments. Kerala
requires 2 lakh ten thousand tonnes of rice
per month to meet the requirements of the
public distribution system. Incidentally the
public distribution system in Kerala has
been hailed as the best in the country, But
inadequate allocation has rendered it less
effective.  Against the requirement of 2
lakh ten thousand tonnes of rice the Central
allocation was one lakh 20 thousand tonnes
during the month of August, September and
October, 1983. But even this level could not
be maintained subsequently. We have been
advised by the Centre to increase the intake
of wheat. 1 can very well understand the
anxiety of the Central Government in main-
taining food supply to different parts of
the country. But how can we change
within a short time the food habits formed
through many centuries. Therefore, the
Centre should be little more considerate in
the matter of rice allocation, The Kerala
Government has demanded permission to
buy rice directly from the rice producing
Stares. The Centre has not given permission.
This too has affected the rice supply in the
State. Therefore, in this matter the Centre
should take a realistic approach and discuss
the problem with the representatives of the
State and find a solution so that the poor
people of Kerala do not suffer.

Another vital problem affecting the
State is the extensive damage of the coconut
trees due to the root wilt disease. Need-
less to say that coconut plays a very impor-
tant role /n Kerala's economy. It is estimated
th_ t India has about 1.12 million hactares
of land under coconut cultivation and
pr oduces about 6000 million nuts annually.
This dreaded disease has caused an annual
loss of 340 million nuts. This disease is
prevalent in about 2.5 Jakh hectares of
fand, The total acrafige of coconut cultiva-
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tion in Kerala is around 7.4 lakh hectares.
You can very well imagine the dimension of
the damage and the seriousness of the
disease, Although some research is being
done in Kerala into the causes of this
disease no effective remedy has so far been
found, The Central Government has some
scheme for providing relief to the growers
affected by this disease. But 'that is not
enough. Liberal financial assistance and
research facilities should be provided to
meet the threat, In this context I would
demand that the root wilt disease of coconut
be declared a national disease,

Sir, Kerala is primarily a cash crop
growing State. Last year's severe drought
had taken a heavy toll of these crops. There
has been extensive damage of important
cash crops like cardamom, nutmeg, coffee,
rubber etc, The worst damage has occurred
in the cardamom plantation., The full
impact of the drought is yet to be assessed,
The Central team had done some
study and on the basis of that the Central
Government has released some money for
the rehabilitation and replantation of the
plantations. The Cardamom Board has
recently formulated a scheme for this pur-
pose and has sent it for the Central clea-
rance, [ hope the Government will give
speedy clearance to this scheme,

Then I come to the question of jndus-
trialisation of the State, Kerala has the
lowest Central investment, Of course, of
late the Central Government is taking steps
to set up some industries and expand the
existing ones. I am grateful to the Govern-
ment for expanding the Indian Telephone
Industries in Palghat which is my constity-
ency. Similarly T am told that the Central
Government has sent a team to Kerala to
study the technical feasibility of setting up a
coach factory. In fact this demand was
made by me in the House and elsewhere on
a number of occasions. If the report is
true, I will be really happy. Kerala has
assured all infrastructural facilities required
for this coach factory and 1 hope that the
Government will take a speedy decision in
this matter.

Similarly, the Kerala Government is
formulating some schemes for setting up
-~ industries with the help of the non-resident
Indians., Without the Central assistance it
is mot possible to make apy significant
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progress in this respect. Therefore, I wo.nld
request the Government to give all possible
assistance in this matter.

Sir, the paddy cultivators of Kerala are
in distress. Last year's drought has almost
crippled the farmers of Kerala. Thousands
of hectares of paddy fields has dried up and
the crops were damaged. This matter was
raised by me in the House on many Occa-
sions. The farmers particularly of Palghat
district are hit hard and they are unable to
pay off the loan which they had taken. They
are unable to pay water charges. Palghat is
the granary of Kerala, If this is the condi-
tion of the paddy growers, what will happen
on the food front in Kerala is anybody's
guess, Therefore, what 1 want is a mora-
torium on the repayment of loan and liberal
financial assistance to the paddy growers.

Finally, I want to say a word about
the power situation in Kerala, Kerala was
a surplus State until a few years back,
Successive failures of monsoon have created
a crippling power shortage in the State.
There was cent per cent power cut for
industries whose impact on industrial
production is yet to be known. This has
happened because of the total dependence
on hydro power generation, This situation
has to change. That is why the State has
demanded a nuclear power plant in the
South. I would request the Government to
set up the proposed plant in Kerala,

One more submission I want to make
in this context, The Kuriarkutty-Kara-
ppora Hydro-clectric project is awaiting
Central clearance. When power shortage
has become very acute in Kerala this project,
if implemented would relieve the shortage
in the Mnlabar region. Therefore speedy
clearance should be given to this project.

Sir, 1 will just make one more point and
then conclude. It is concerning my own
constituency, Under the 20-point programme
the Government has formulated a scheme
for expanding television facilities to all
parts of the country,  Accordingly it has
been decided to set up relay centres in all
major towns of Kerala, [T thank the
Government for this decision. Under this
scheme a low power transmitor will be set
up at Palghat, I would request the Govern-
ment to complete the work on this centre
and commission it at the earliest,
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Sir, the budget makes adequate provi-
sions to implement the major items of the
20-point programme of our Prime Minister.
The 20-point programme gives a new direc-
tion and guidance to our economy. Assuring
my whole hearted support to the Govern-
ment for all the steps that it takes, for the
successful implementation of these pro-
grammes, I conclude.

SHRI K. PRADHANI (Nowrangpur) :
Sir, I rise to support the Finance Bill for
the year 1984-85, introduced by the Finance
Minister in this House. I congratulate the
Finance Minister for introducing such a
popular budget, where 60 per cent of the
allotment is made for developmental work,
16 per cent for defence and 13 per cent for
interest of outstanding loan. The Finance
Minister has given some concessions instead
of adding to the burden of the common
people. I will mention some of the conce-
ssions given by him. There is a reduction
of 5 per cent in every income-tax slab, In
the case of income-tax payers earning more
than Rs. 1lakh, there is another reduction
from 60 to 55 per cent. The ceiling for
wealth tax has been raised from Rs. 1.5
lakhs to Rs. 2 lakhs for joint families. In
the corporate sector, the rate of interest
which the entrepreneurs have to pay has
been reduced from 12-1/2 to 11-1/2 per cent
for loans upto four crores., In addition
Minister has mentioned some more in his
Budget speech and also during his speech on
the Finance Bill, day before yesterday, The
fast item he mentioned was the release of
three more instalments of dearness allowance,

Sir, during this year the production of
crop exceeded 149 million tonnes and the
electricity production increased by five per
cent.  Industrial production was up by 4.5
per cent while the coal production exceeded
the 140 million tonnes target and the petro-
leum production exceeded the 26 million
mark. Keeping these in view, I would say
that the background of our Budget was very
favourable and our Government is its best
to improve the economy of the country,
and also of the people. Some of our
Opposition leaders while speaking day
before yesterday criticised onur Government
saying that this Budget is an election year
Budget and that they have not dome any-
thing good for the country. Sir, this it not
true and during the later part of my spesch
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1 will just give those facts and figures which
will disprove their claim,

Sir, while our Government is doing its best
to improve the economy of the country and of
the people, there are some urgent and impor-
tant problems facing the country which force
us to spend more and more on those items
because of which our development is delayed
and that we are not able to achieve the
development target as we desire.  The
main problem is the induction of sophisti-
cated arms in Pakistan and militarisation of
the Indian Ocean which threatens the
security of our country. Therefore, whether
we like it or not, we have to spend more
and more of our funds every year on our
defence. This year we are spending Rs.
6,800 crores, which is Rs. 450 crores more
than that of the last year spending. Here
I must mention that our Prime Minister,
who is the Chair-person of the non-aligned
movement, is taking every step and is
trying her best to promote peace, disarma-
ment and economic cooperation among the
pations of the world,

Sir, the next problem is the population
growth. Our country is the second largest
country with population next only to China.
This population explosion has deterred us
to eliminate illitracy, poverty and unemploy-
ment from our country, Because of this
we are unable to achieve the targets as we
desired, 'That is why the family planning
programme has become the most impor-
tant programme in our planning, Our
efforts to reduce our population growth
have taken the international recognition and
our Prime Minister was given the Interna-
tional Population Award on 30th September,
1983 at New York,

The third and the most important pro-
gramme is the elimination of poverty, un-
employment and illiracy. During 1984-85
our allotment for IRD has been Rs. 216
crores against last years allocation of Rs, 202
crores, This year’s allotment for the NREP
was Rs, 3230 crores against Rs. 190 crores of
last year, while the Employment Guarantee
Programme has been allotted Rs, 400 crores
against last year’s allotment of Rs, 100
crores.

Now, I will refrain from speaking any-
thing further on the Budget, Instead I would

like to give some syggestion to different -
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Ministries for their consideration,

First I speak on agricultural support
price to the farmers. The support price is
given as an incentive to the agriculturists
and the cultivators. It is only meant for
the poorer classes of farmers and cultivators,
Sir, rice is grown in South India, Eastern
India and in many other parts of the
country. It is the main food for our country,
but the remunerative price of rice is much
lower than that of wheat, Our people
sometimes get discouraged due to unremu-
nerative price. ‘This year due to the bumper
crop our people are not getting the remu-
nerative price of rice. Generally it is the
poor cultivator who, soon after the barvest,
goes to the market to dispose of his stock to
be able to meet his domestic needs, purchase
bullocks and repay the loans. Actually the
rich farmers do not need the support price,
They get more money after six months or
one year, Therefore, they dispose of their
food stocks only after that period. That is
why the support price is meant for those
living below the poverty line, If the
Government thinks that giving remunerative
price will be difficult because the poor
consumers will be affected, I would suggest
that the Government may give subsidised
ration cards only to those consumers who
are poor and arc living below the poverty
line and cut off the ration cards of those
who do not need it.

The second item on which 1 want to
speak is in regard to education. Sir, day
by day the value of the moral education in
our country is going down and indiscipline
is growing. Only two or three decades,
ago, when I was a student in schools and
colleges, I remember even upto high schools
and even in colleges the teachers wused to
teach moral instructions and discipline, But
today I do not find that these subjects are
taught in the schools and colleges. Most
probably this is the recason why the value of
morals and discipline is going down.  This
should he Compulsory subject now,

Now, I come to the tribals development,
This is a subject dealt by the Home Minister,
Sir, in this connection I would like to draw
the attention of the Home Minister through
you that the tribal arcas, where the popula-
tion of the tribals is more than 50 per cent
of the population, are treated as Scheduled
areas and they are governed by the Schedule

F
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V. The Governor of that State in consulta-
tion with the Tribal Advisory Council can
withhold any law of the Parliament or
State Assembly to operate in that area,
That means the Governor, in consultation
with the Tribal Advisory Council, it more
powerful than the Parliament and the State
Assemblies. But in practice what we see is
that the implementation part of this is not
up to the Mark. The main task entrusted
to them is to see that the exploitation of the
people is eliminated. Actually what we find
is that they have passed many regulations
in different States, but they do not see that
they are properly implemented. It is only
a formal committee under the Chairmanship
of the Chief Minister, They do not meet
frequently to discuss all these things. There-
fore, I would draw the attention of the
Home Ministry towards this and request it
to see that these committecs meet frequently
to discuss the subject like forest policy,
excise policy etc. There the exploitation
is continuing. Therefore, measures be should
taken frequently to dissuade the exploitation
of the tribals and give them some direct
benefit so0 that there is no room for exploita-
tion,

With these words I conclude my speech.

SHRI CHINTAMANI PANIGRAHI :
(Bhubaneswar) : Sir, despite the strains on
our economic development for the last four
years we have seen significant developments
so far as our economic progress is concer-
ned. We started from a very dismal back-
ground when we took over in 1980 and now
gince 1980 upto 1984 we have scen all round
progress in various spheres of our economic
development, TODAY I would like to bring
to the notice of the Government some of
the problems which need to be looked into,

If we look to the Budget of 1984-85, we
will find that we have provided more sub-
sidies. Regarding domestic fertilizer subsi-
dies we have provided Rs 930 crores in
1984-85. Similarly for providing food at
reasonable price to weaker sections of society
we have made a provision of food subsidy
of Rs. 850 crores. The Government of India
and our Prime Minister have also anpoun-
ced, let us see that wheat sells at Rs 1,50
a kg. We also suggested similar thing in
respect of rice for the weaker sections, that
is, rice to be sold at Rs. 2 per k.g.

Now, regarding promotion of exports
we have made a provision of Rs 520 crores
for giving various incentives so that exports
will increase,

If we add also the invisible subsidies to
the companies which manufacture fertilizers
and also the invisible subsidies that we pro-
vide on the 20 point programme to wcaker
sections, then, it comes to about Rs 4000
crores, We are trying to absorb these 4,000
crores subsidies in our Budget. This is a
very great venture ; it is a very courageous,
bold step. But here I would suggest to the
Government that these subsidies are not at
all reaching the beneficiaries for whom they
are intended. We are trying to face a very
difficult situation so far as our financial
matters are concerned. It is a bold step
which we have taken. But now the only
question before us js that these subsidies
are not reaching the beneficiaries to whom
they are intended. Therefore what 1 suggest
is this, There are subsidies on the 20 point
economic programme ; there is generation
of employment under the Sclf.emiployment
scheme which the Prime Minister announced
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for unemployed graduates, This is a very
good scheme. But I would like to bring to
the notice of the government that these
subsidies have created a sort of corruptive
atomosphere in block level and in different
administrative levels. Therefore why should
not we think of a different method ? When
we go and meect these beneficiaries they say,
you should not charge the interest, because
that taxes us more, because we are not
getting the subsidy part ; it does not reach
us, Why not then forego the subsidy ? The
beneficiaries should not be asked to pay
interest for 8 period of say 10 years or 15
years. There should no interest charged
from them for a longer term period. But
the point is that the subsidy part is not
reaching the beneficiaries There is a Jot of
corruption going on while granting subsidy.

PROF. N.,G. RANGA 1 It does not
reach the farmers. It is taken away by
others.

SHRI CHINTAMANI PANIGRAHI :

The subsidy given by way of fertilisers
does not reach the farmers. The ferti-
liser is sold by the officers and they
enter the names of farmers to show that the
subsidy has reached such and such farmers.
Therefore, Sir, this problem should be solved

‘and needs serious attention.

Here, 1 would Jike to draw the attention
of the hon. Minister to another important
aspect of our economy, that is, the external
debt servicing payment. In the First Plan
the total debt servicing payment that we
made as interest and amortisation of capital,
together, was Rs. 23.8 crores. In the Second
Plan, we paid Rs. 119.4 crores and in the
Third Plan we paid Rs. 542.6 crores as
external debt servicing payment, In 1983.84-
itself, this year, we paid Rs, 1025,3 crores.
So, from the beginning of the First Five
Year Plan till now, we have paid Rs. 12,
273.7 crores by way of External Debt
Servicing payment, both interest and amorti-
zation of capital put together. Now, invest-
ment of the muitinations by way of royalty
and their profit if we add this outflow of
resources from this country, it comes.
to Rs. 6,600 crores. So, if you -calcu-
late these two, then the outflow comes
to Rs. 18000 to Rs. 19,000 crores by
now This is a very serious problem. Now,
a kind of opinion is being mobilised in the
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international forums that India should not
get concessional loan assistance from the
- International Financial Institutions and that
India should go in for commercial loans
from the open market. It means they want
to say that India should pay more to the
foreign countries. Therefore, this kind of
opinion is being mobilised against India.
In the beginning we took foreign assistance
about 109 to 15%, only. We should not
have gone for more and more of foreign
assistance, We should emulate the ideals of
Gandhiji. Therefore, let us try to be self-
reliant with whatever little we are earming,
This outlow of resources of about 19,000
crores of rupees is a big sum, If you read
the great book written by Dadaji Nauroji
as to how th: Indian Nation was swept by
the emotion by the Indian nationals, that
is, Swadeshi and Swaraj movements in those
days, it would give an inspiration to the
nation to attain self reliance. Therefore, I
feel that the Government should pay more
attention to this aspect of outflow of our
resources through  multi-nationals and by
way of debt servicing payment,

Sir, there is another aspect of our
economic problem, that is, we have so far
invested more than Rs, 30,000 to Rs. 40,000
crores in the public sector, We have invested
in the public sector in order to achieve the
growth in various sectors of our economy.
Now, If private business have invested so
much of money in the private sector, if they
have invested Rs. 1000 crores, they would cal-
culate a return of 8 to 10%,. If wecalculate
even 5 to 6%, out of the investment that we
bave made in the public sector, every year we
have to get Rs 10,000 crores of return.
Now, if we look at the performance and if
wo see the achievements of the public sector,
we will find that capacity utilisation of
various public sector units varies from 459
to 75% Take the case of Aluminium. This
is a core sector, Now, we peed aluminium
for varlous industries. In the industries,
only 63% of the producti n capacity of
aluminium has been utilised with such a
huge investment made in the Aluminium
industries. If you look to the copper, an
important core sector, the percentage capa-
city utilisation is 87 per cent, Then, the per-
centage capacity Utilisation in respect of zinc
is 59 per cent, lead 83 per cent, and cement
for which there is a great demand and there
is black market of the same, it is 79 per cent.
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In respect of fertilizer, it is 65 per eent; - for
news print it is 70 per cent and for steel, it
is only 63 percent, Obviously, we should lay
more emphasis on capacity utilisation, We
should devise ways and means to see that
whatever capacities we have created after
so much investment from our public resour-
ces, should be utilised to the maximum
possible extent, at least to the extent of
80-85 per cenmt in the coming one or two
years so that we can make up our financial
deficiencies,

I will now come to another important
aspect. In Orissa, the Talcher Fertilizer
factory has also been closed down because
of power shortage. Last year, this factory
suffered a total loss of 52 crores, This year,
it is being shut down from April onwards.
In Orissa there is hydel power, For various
industries like Talchar Fertilizer Factory,
Rourkela Steel plant etc. there is no power.
1 would request that at least April onwards,
we should try to supply power from the
national grid to all the public sector iadus-
tries in the core sector like fertilizers, steel,
aluminium etc, so that these industries do
not shut down, and we keep up to the pro-
duction targets,

Further, I would like to bring to the
notice of the Government, that when the
hon. Finance Minister was himself Steel
Minister, we got Daitaru Steel Plant. 1t was
to come up in the Sixth Plan period. Now,
in this year’s budget only one crore has
been provided, when it requires some 400
or 500 crores of rupees. I plead that this
Steel Plant, which is really a hope for our
people should be completed as. early as
possible. It is languishing now ; it is not
comiog up, we are maintaining the structure
only. More funds should be made availa-
ble for this plant, so that it comes up at
the earliest.

Then, I am surprised sometimes, how
our Vigilance Department becomes very
active in some cases. Last year, there was a
raid on the Ferro Alloys Corporation .Ltd.
and a lot of unaccounted wealth was re-
ported to have been found. How suddenly
was the entire process of investigation and
enquiry dropped 71 could not unders:and
the whole thing. 1t is really surprising for
the people. It has gone to the mind: of the
people that some kind of action which was
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being taken is being hushed up. I, therefore,
plead with the Government that there should
be an enquiry. Why has no further action
been taken in this regard ? This needs
immediation action by the Government,

Let us now have a look at the irrigation
potential that we have created in the coun-
try. As I told you, we have not utilised the
capacities created by us in the industrial
sector. The irrigation potential utilised in
the major and minor irrigation has been
only 24 per cent, and in the matter of
minor irrigation, it is 34 per cent, That is
the latest position. We have invested
thousands of rupees for creating irrigation
potential in the country and this is the
utilisation. While we have created so much
irrigation potential by spending so many
crores, we should make all-out efforts to
make maximum capacity utilisation of the
capacity. If we do that, it can bring enough
resources, and the huge deficit of Rs, 2700
crores may not be necessary.

Therefore, we have created resources,
but we arc not able to utilise them. Sir,
these points need serious attention of the

Government.

1 must submit that with all the efforts
that we have made, the farmers are not
getting a fair deal. The Parliament and the
Prime Minister have declared many times
that the Government are fixing the prices of
wheat and rice. Therefore, the Food Cor-
poration of India should go and immedia-
tely purchase rice from the farmers. But Sir,
we see that in spite of all our declarations
and in spite of all our affirmations that the
farmers should get reasonable prices, the
Food Corporation of India did not go
direct to the farmers, They appointed whole-
salers and the farmers had distress sales,
The wholesalers would sell for a higher
price, and because of that the Food Cor-
poration of India will again suffer a loss.
Therefore, whatever decisions we are taking,
we should try to implement them and see
that the benefits reach the farmers, the
beneficiarics for whom the entire country
and the Central Government is spending
crores and millions of rupees, so that their
living standards are improved.

Lastly, regarding the implementation of
the 20-Point Programme, take the case of
Andhra Pradesh, Regarding surplus land
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allotment, now what has been the progress ?
The Minister has replied in January 1984
that it was only 15.8 per cent, This is the
achievement so far as surplus land allotment
is concerned.

Similarly, you leok at the drinking
water supply in Andhra Pradesh. Only 62.1
per cent is utilised, This is the achievement,
Sir, I need not go into all these details, in
respect of all the States. Whether it is drink-
ing water supply or surplus land allotment
or giving house-sites to the weaker sections
of the people, how much importance the
Government of India and the Prime Minister
are giving to these programmes and how
they are being implemented in the States ?
This is the Jatest reply that the Minister has
given to the House,

We are taking so many measures so that
the weaker sections improve their living -
standards, but the achicvement is so negligi-
ble. I hope this monitoring mechanism from
the Centre should be arranged in such a
manner that month to month at least we can
see and monitor what are the achievements
and what is the money we are spending, In
the case of West Bengal, Sir, if you look
at the achievement, it is completely negligi-
ble.

With these words, I support the Finance
Bill and I hope that the points which I have
suggested will be taken into consideration,

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SHRI ARJUN SETHI (Bhadrak) : Sir,
at the outset I ought to congratulate the
hon. Minister of Finance for his strides to
control the inflation to the single digit level
as well as to meet the . development neceds
of the country fully, It is commendable on
the part of the Government that they have
achieved d record target in the production

of wheat and rice during the current year, ’
Not only they have achieved the record
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target, they have tried to see that the far-
mers get their due share for their products.
But at the same time I would like to point
out to the House as well as to the hon,
Minister that there are same- distortions in
our production process and in spite of achiev-
ing the record target in food production this
year, there are some distortions in the
production of rice.. We arc aware that rice
is produced mainly in Eastern Indja-in. the
States of Orissa, Bihar, West Bengal, Assam,
etc.-but I find from the papers available in
the library that the production of rice yield
is actually not equitable in comparisen with
the other States of the country. Here I
must point out that according to an inter-
national comparison, amongst the less deve-
loped countries, the best results arc reporied
from the two Koreas, China and Indonesia
and amongst the industrialised countries,
Austria leads, with Japan following closely,

The experience with high-yielding vari-
eties has shown that when the ecology of
the rice field is charged by the application
of more water and fertilizer, the threat to
yield caused by the triple alliance of weeds,
pests pathogens could become serious,
Countering the risk effectively will be parti-
cularly important for the small farmers, who
cannot otherwise be expected to show an
making requisite investments in inputs which
are vital to the success of high-yiclding
varieties programme,

Here the most important aspect perhaps
is the correction of yield disparities between
regions, In rice yield Punjab leads with
2,961 kg per hectare, followed by Haryana,
The average per hectare yield is 952 kg in
Assam, West Bengal, Orrissa, Madhya
Pradesh and UP, which account for 66,8
per cent of the land underpaddy, against the
national average of 1,308 kg. Further,
Punjab and Haryana with a little over four
per cent of the country’s population produce
13 per cent of the national food output, Only
19 per cent of their population is below the
poverty line. Madhya Pradesh and Uttar
Pradesh have the worst scores in this regard,
So, the picture of plenty reflected in absolute
figures of increase of food production has to
be viewed in the context of intensity of
deprivation that stalks the vast countryside,
because the per capita calorie supply is
uneven due to the weaknesses in the distri-
bution system. So, I would request the hon,
Minister to see that these distortions are
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removed at the earliest.

The Economic Advisory Council has also
made a reference to lower rates of growth of
output of rice, in these States, That low
yield levels are prevailing in Eastern and
Central India and almost stationary levels
of rice production in the three Southern
States of Tamil Nadu, Karnataka and Kerala.
The have also equally mentioned the low
growth rate of pulses in oilseeds,

While the rice production is almost
stationary in the eastern region, the consump-
tion of fertilizer has decreased in some States
in comparison to 1982-83, In Andhra Pradesh
the consumption of fertilizer has come down
from 8.7 to 5.4 per cent ; in Tamil Nadu it
has come down to 5.4 per cent and in
Punjab to 4.1 per cent. No doubt, Govern-
ment have made attempts to see that fertili-
zers are made available to the fammers in
time. In spite of that there is shortfall in
consumption of fertilizer, The hon, Minister
has to see how this can be rectified.

Coming to oilseeds, in reply to a question
the hon. Minister stated that the per hectare
yield of oilseed has been fluctuating from
year to year because a major proportion of
the oilseeds is being grown in the rain-fed
condition in arid and semi-arid areas. Unless
this fluctuation is stopped, the growth tempo
which we have built during the year may
not be maintained,

Coming to irrigation, the hon. Members
have mentioned how the potential has been
created, it is not being utilised for the
benefit of the farmer., I would elaborate it
and say that by the end of 1979-80 though
‘an irrigation potential of 56.5 million

_ hectares has been created, the actual utilisa-
tion in the country is very much less com-
pared to the potential created,

In fact 42 million hectares irrigable
land is not being used in the country. It is
good that during the Sixth Five Year Plan
Government took steps to see that additional
acreage of 13,74 million to be created
in the country. But according to the recent
Report of the Ministry they will be able to
create potential of 11.5%. Inspite of the
shortfall in the creation of irrigation poten-
tial, the gap between the irrigation potential
and its use in the country has also widened.
It is mentioned in the report of the Irrigation
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Ministry that about 6 million hectares of
irrigation potential is not being used. I
would like to urge upon the Government as
well as the Minister to look into it. We have
spent large money. Unless it is used fully
for the benefit of the farmers and all of us,
we cannot achicve our target in food produc-
tion,

Similarly, we have made provisions for
the Command Area Dsvelopment Project,
To reduce the gap between the potential-
what has been created and what is being
used, Goevernment has created Command
Area Development Project. But what has
been the result ? In the Report it has been
pointed out that our efforts in this direction
have not been made so as to achieve the
result. To point out that, in my constituency
there is a Command Area Development
Project called Salandi Development Project.
Although it has been in operation for the
last twelve years, the potential has not becn
achieved. The progress has not been made
due to the various reasons, The consolidation
of holdings, the land levelling is not upto
the mark. Unless this is done no irrigation
potential can be utilised fully and the people
cannot have its benefit,

The Government has time and again
been told that the spill over irrigation projects
must be completed during the Sixth Five
Year Plan. Four years have already passed
but no report has been made gvailable to
us —how many projects have been completed
by this time and how many spill over projects
remain to be completed. The new projects
have also been taken up. There are another
104 new Projects during the Plan. It is
good that they have taken up the projects
but whatever we have taken up in the
previous Plan must be completed. There is
escalation of cost. Thase should, therefore,
be completed soon.

Drinking water is not availakle in the
coastal area of Orissa and other States, Mr,
Chairman, you also come from my State.
There has not been rain fall from December
last. Water level has gont down. Most
of the tube wells which were in operation
now remain dry. Unless some emergency
steps are taken to see that drinking water is
made available to the people, I am afraid,
the people will face many difficulties. So,
[ urge upon the Government and I have also
drawn the attention of the hon. Minister on
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earlier occasions regarding many tubewells

lying defuct after the onset of summer.
There are also sanctioned tubewells but that’

have not been insialled due to non-availabi-
lity of rigs as well as some other difficulties
in the locality. So. I urge upon the Govern-
ment to do something. :
I also thank the hon. Minister for his
efforts to see and improve the economy in
spite of many strains in the economy. They
have managed the economy well and they
have gone ahead in a remarkable way in the
food front,

SHRI NURUL ISLAM (Dhubri) :
Mr. Chairman, Sir, I rise to support the
Finance Bill for the yéar 1984.85. In doing
so at the outset I would like to congratulate
our hon. Minister for producing such a
most befitting budget and a Finance Bill
thereon. Why I call it a befitting budget’
because this ycar’s budget aims at the well-
being of the down-trodden, middle class and
the fixed income group of the country.

Sir, this budget is anti-inflationary and
his has been proved because the inflation
has come down” to 8.8 per cent and on
account of this reduction in inflation Govern-
ment has proposed to grant three instalments
of dearness allowance to the Central Govern-
ment employees, The duty reduction on
certain consumer goods will benefit all
classes of people and will have a salutary
affect on the rising prices. The duty reduc-
tion on consumer goods and some other
measures envisaged in the budget shall
stimulate the gross national production of
country. The income tax reliefs that have
been announced in the budget shall benefit
all levels of income earners and will be an
incentive save, and invest which, I believe,
is the most essential thing under the present
economic juncture. Enhancement of subsidy
on the fertilisers*and adequate allotment of
funds to agriculture shall invariably improve
the agricultural production of the country.
The subsidy to food stuff announced in the
budget shall benefit the consumers in general,

Further, Sir, the allotment of funds being
doubled for the precious 20-point programme
of our benevolent leader, Shrimati Indira
Gandhi, shall surely have a salutary effect on
removing poverty from our country to a
great extent. For all these I cann’t but to
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support the Finance Bill for 1984-85, On
account of the able guidance of our leader,
Shrimati Indira Gandhi and wunder the
dynamic personality of our Finance Minister
and introducing the strict fiscal and economic
discipline we improved the GNP of our
country from 3.5 per centto 6to 77, by
1985, The industrial production has improved
from 1.4 per cent in 1979 to 5.4 per cent in
1984-85, The rate of inflatlon has come
down from 21.4 per cent in 1979 to 8.8 per
cent in 1984, Oil production has increased
from 10.4 million tonnes in 1979 to 26
million tonnes in 1984, Food production
has increased to142 million tonnes and coal
production from 107 million tonnes in 1979
to 137 million tonnes in 1984, Hence I
support the Finance Bill for 1984-85,

Although we have made all these achive-
ments yet I would like to make one submi-
ssion that this achievement is not uniform
throughout the country. I have made this
submission earlier also, This un-uniformed
development is creating regional imbalances
the country and consequent dis-satisfaction
and conflaguration everywhere in the
country,

So my submission is that the planning
must not be defective. I believe that in a
defective manpower planning regional im-
balances is happening and it will happen.
T hope that the Finance Ministry will look
into it because the Finance Ministry is
altotting the funds to different States. In
allotting the funds special priority is to be
given to the undeveloped regions and States,
There should be a follow-up action taken by
the Finance Ministry to see that there is
proper utilisation of the funds allotted to
different regions,

During the course of the debate on the
President’s Address and on General Budget
and now on this Finance Bill, I have noticed
one thing, There have been speeches from
the opposition side that this Government
is giving encourangement to monoply houses,
The opposition members have always alleged
that this Government has deluded anti-
monopoly thrust and that Tata, Birla and
other 75 monopoly houscs have amassed huge
wealth and assets etc. It is quite natural
since ours i3 a mixed oconomy, and in a
mixed economy we must allow private
capital to thrive,
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One thing I must pring to your notice.
When we started the plan in 1950-51 we had
only 5 central public undertakings with
an overall investment of Rs. 29 crores.
Private sector in those days had a predomi-
nant role in our economy. In the total
capital formulation the share of the private
sector at that time was more than 937/ and
the public sector’s share was only 7%,.

What 'is the position today ? Today the
public sector investment is more than Rs.
25,000 crores and the private sector's
percentage of share was reduced fund 93%,
to 28%. Does it indicate that this Govern-
ment is deluding the thrust against the
monopoly houses ? No.

Now I come to another point. They
have said that the Government is dependent
upon more foreign aid and assistance and
liberalising the import policy and giving up
the policy of economic self-reliance. 1 would
like to point out that in the Sixth Plan we
are having a massive outlay of Rs. 110,
thousand crores of which we have already
spent more than Rs. 80, thousand crores
during the last four years,

In this huge expenditure what is the
percentage of foreign aid and assistance ?
It includes both bilaterial and multilateral
financial assistance. The quantum of such
assistance is less than 79 and 939/ of the

plan expenditure comes from own rerources..

Is it not a policy of self-reliance ? The rate
of investment is 259, ; our saving is 23% ;
we are depending upon foreign assistance to
the extent of only 2%, of our total invest-
ment. So it proves that our economy is
selfreliant and self-sufficient.

Let us assume .today that all' countries
of the world stop economic assistance and
technical aid to us ; then what will happen
to this country ? I can proudly say that this
country will continue to earn 26 to 30 million
tonnes of oil, 10 to 15 million tonnes of
steel, 35 to 40 million tonnes of cement, and
132 to 150 million tonnes of foodgrains. 1If
that be so, is it not a self-reliant economy ?

Now, Sir, the third thing I like to raise
about is the centre-State relation, As
regards Centre-State relation, 1 have already
made my submision, Yet, I want to repeat
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that 409, of our national resources come
from agriculture, Now, agriculture has
been transferred to State and this year the
subject of power tariff has also been
transferred to the State. Over and above
this, the transfer of resources from Central
Government in 1982.83 was Rs., 12,822
crores out of the total receipts of Rs, 35,000
crores. In terms of percentage, it comes to
36.6%,. In 1960-61, the total transfer to
the States was only Rs. 471 crores out of
the total receipt of 1882 crores. In terms of
percentage, it was only 24.89,. Now, I
would like to ask them where is the injustice
has been done in the matter of dealing with
the States. Already 409, of the main
resources of the country has been transferred
to the States, which comes from Agriculture.
Then, again, power tariff was transferred to
the States, Besides, 3669, of the total
receipts has also been transferred to the
States by the Central Government. I do
not understand why they claim that injustice
has been done to the States. The opposi-
tion claim that the States should be granted
more financial powers. Their slogan is
only to cover up their inability and ineffi-
ciency to manage their affajrs, Sir, during
the decade of 1950-1960, if Mr. Venkata-
raman could havé industrialisation, under
the same provision of the Constitution and
the fiscal policy and make the modern
Bengal under the same scheme why today
Bengal cannot have a single industry with
the Left Front Government for the last
seven years 7 Apart from this if you see
the percentage of investment made by the
respective States for development, you will be
convinced that there cannot be any develop-
ment. In U.P. the investment made for
developmental purposes upto March 1984
was about 319/, in Maharashtra, it was
29%, in Andhra Pradesh it was 259 in
Rajasthan, it was 229/, and in West Bengal,
it was only 179,. Now, with only 179,
investment in West Bengal can there be any
development 7

Sir, there is a big plus point in this
year’s Budget, that is, the total allocation of
funds for the 20.point programme is very
sizeable. As you know, this 20-Point
Programme is the economic magna carta for
the poorer sections of the people of this
country. If this programme is properly and
honestly implemented, I am sure the benefit
of this programme will definitely reach the
common and the weaker sections of the
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people and this programme aimed at the
rural economic recostructions and also to
ameliorate the cconomic condition of the
poorer sections of this country, Upto this
vear, in implementing this 20 Point Pro-
gramme, we have provided house-sites upto
to March 1983 to 31.73 lakh families. We
have provi.led financial assistance to cons-
fruct houses, to 1767 lakhs of families. We
have provided drinking water facilities to
54,208 problem villages. Upto 1983,
Integrated Rural Development Programme
helped 89 lakhs of families. Upto 1984
under R.L.E.G.P., 328 million mandays have
been created.”

Sir, although these things were done, |
want 1o make one submission in this regard.
However, sufficient progress we could make
due to negligence of the banking authorities,
aczelerated implementation of this precious
programme has been hampered to a great
extent. La respect of the banking services, | had
already submitted about a year back that in
my district, Dhubri, and also other districts
like Goalpara, Barapeta and Kokrajhar, the
ratio of per Bank branch population varies
from 50,000 to 1,50,000, I have drawn the
attention of the hon, Finance Minister to
this fact through leiters and through my
personal request in this House on more
than one occasions But no action has
yet been taken in this direction, 1f it is
not done, then the implementation of 20-
Point Programme will remain on paper and
would become infructuous in many vulner-
able packets of the country. 1 draw the
sharp and pointed attention of ‘the Hon.
Minister to see that more bank branches
should be cstablished in these four districts
for which licences were issued long
back and rather accorded its sanction. |
hope, the hon. Minister will take keen
interest to see that the bank branches are
established in these four districts and the
bank branch population ratio is brought
down to the all India level.

As regards allocation of funds, I would
request honourable Finance Minister to
make adequate allocation of funds to the
State of Assam, which is not only a sensi-
tive State, but also a problematic State, - for
development of power, industry irrigation
and anti-erosion schemes in river Brahma-
putra, The whole economy of the State
depends on the river Brahmaputra. 1 do
not know, why the Government could not
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do anything to control this river for the
last 36 years, and there is no effort for the
future also. I believe, it will take another
25-30 years to control this river. The antj-
erosion measures should therefore be taken
immediately at least in the districts of
Dhubri and Goalpara,

In the districts of Dhubri and Goalpura,
alone the erosion of Brahmaputra river has
already rendered, by and large, onelakh
families landless, and homeless, and these
one lakh families are roaming throughout
the state of Assam about in search of land
and livelihood and they are posing a national
problem (foreign nationals). 1 have made
this submission on previous occasions also
that anti-erosion schemes should be sincerely
taken up in the districts of Dhubri and
Goalpura in a massive way without which
about 6/7 lakhs people are likely to be
rendered Jandless and homeless in these
districts within 5/6 years are account of
erosin of river Brahmeputra,

Further, a reasonahle tax remission ta.
the north-eastern region must be given, more
particularly to the State of Assam for faci-
litating its all round economic development,
for which our benevolent leader, Shrimati
Indira -Gandhi’s anxiety knows no bounds.

Then, the regional headquarters of G.1.C.
and the New Indian Assurance Co. are still
at Calcutta. Thesé should be established at
Gauhati for the all round development of
the Statc, With branches at Dhubri,
Goalpura, Bongaigaon and Kourajha ete.

Improvement of performances of banks
like IDBI, FCICI and other banks should
also be given serious consideration Invest-
ment by these banks in the north-eastern
region is lamentably meagre in comparison
wit1 that of other developing States. I
request the hon. Minister to see that the
investment performances by the various
banks is improved within a short time
which none can help the - industrialisation of
the state of Assam,

This State is industrially backward and
until banks come forward to help them,
there cannot be any industrial development
of these States. To remove the regional
imbalance of this sensitive State, | hope, the
Minister will look into the matter perspnaily
and see that the bank investments in this

SHRI BHUBANESWAR BHUYAN
(Gauhati) : Mr. Chairman, Sir, with your
kind permission 1 am standing here to ex-
tend my support to the Finance Bill, 1984,
While supporting the Bill Twould like to
draw the attention of our hon. Finance
Minister in particular and also the Govern-
ment of India to a few facts that I am going
to state right now.

We have noficed that the expenditure on
education has considerably increased during
the last five Plan periods from Rs, 144
crores in 1950-51 to nearly Rs. 3700 crores
in 1980-81, But the plan allocation on educa-
tion is decreasing from one Plan to another.
Tt has been observed that this allocation has
decreased from 7.2 per cent in the First
Plan to 28 per cent in the Second Plan.
This has revealed that the Ministry of
Finance and the Planning Commission have
paid a very very inadequate attention to the
Department of Education. You are aware
that in this very field of education, it happens
to be the primary concern of this country
so far as the preparation of the future
generation, of the future citizens of this
country is concerned. In this context I would

also like to bring to your notice that the -

Central Government allocates only '3 per
cent on education while the State Govern.
ments gllocate one-fourth of their budget on
edugation, Thus, the Plan expenditure in
the Central sector works out to only three
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per cent of the total Plan budget while it is
nearly 15 per cent in the State sector, All
this speaks out very clearly about the treat-
ment and the importance attached by the
Government of India and the Ministry of
Finance and the Planning Commission to
this particular Ministry, namely, the Mini-
stcy of Education. If you observe through- -
out the country, what is happening today ?
Look at Assam. Thec agitation in Assam on
foreign nationals issue has been launched
by All Assam Students Union, It is the
students who are on the forefront of the
agitation. Look at Punjab, For all kinds of
arsons, loots, murders and what may be
subscribed as a kind of secessionists’ agita-
tion in Punjab, you will find that it is the
All India Sikh Students Federation which is
on the forefront. Leave aside the political -
parties and the question of political involve-
ment. It is a serious development in the
field of education.

-

Besides these two broad-based instances,
1 can cite innumerable number of instances
where there are students troubles. Whether
it is Calcutta University, whether it isJN.U.,
whether it is Delhi University, whether it is
Aligarh University, Whether it is Allahabad
University, whether it is Maharashtra Uni-
versity or whether it is Mysore University,
if you look throughout the country, you will
find students trouble everywhere in the
country, either in the matters of examination
or concerning the question of postponement
of examination and so on and so forth,
You will always find that there is some or
the other students throughout the country,
Why is it so 7 It is so because it has been
emphasised throughout country that the
educational system has failed to fulfil the
aspirations of our future generation. We
find that the educational system requires a
thorough overhauling, a thorough change,
rather a revolutionary change. In this con-
text 1 would like to refer to a press report
published in the Statesman on 18.4.1984, It
says : “Professor M G.K. Menon, Member,
Planning Commission, on 16.4.84 called for
the need for achange in the present educa-
tion system in order to develop a spirit of
inquiry and self-reliance among the students,
while addressing the 32nd Convocation of
the Utkal University at Bhubaneswar™.
Further he urged to provide a framework
for future national development when
changed system of education is searched

But if you want to introduce any change in
the field of education, it cannot be done
without adequate help, adequate assistance
and adeguate budgetary allocation from
the Finance as well as from the Plan-
ning Commission. If you look at the
country today, you will find that most of
the troubles are coming from this particular
arena, There is the question of teachers'
unrest. Today, as you are in the coun-
try there are two all India teachers’ organi-
sations, the All India Federation of
Educational Association with headquarters
in Kanpur and the All India Federation of
College and University Teachers Organisa-
tion with headquarters in Calcutta. They are
making innumerable demands and agitating
for the fulfilment of those demands, eoncer-
ning mainly the service conditions and the
welfare of the teachers from the primary to
the University level. If you want a healthy
atmosphere in the field of education if you
want to integrate the country thfough the
medium of education, then education must
be brought in the core subjects. That is why
I sav that instead of treating education as a
social service department, the Government
of India should consider it as a core stnbject
and accordingly allot funds for education.
If you see the total budget and the allocation
for education, you will find that it isa
small amount and that is why I suggest that
the Government of India and the Finance
Minister should pay attention to this aspect
and allot at least one-fourth for education.

Now I want to bring before the House
a few facts concerning the backwardness of
Assam. It is not an unknown fact that, so
far as the economic and industrial activities
are concerned, Assam is a very backward
State. 1agree with the hon, Member who
spoke earlier and convey my than to the
Finance Minister for his recent allocation
to Assam, particularly the Pjan allocation.
But I think this amount of Rs. 364 crores
is not sufficient to bring Assam on par with
the rest of the developed States, so far as
industrialisation is concerned. I hope he will
take note of it and make further necessary
increase in the Plan allocation for Assam,
so far as industrialisation is concerned.

You will be surprised to know that

since partition some refugees have been
resettled in Gauhati, particularly in my
constituency. There are 34 Bengali Hindu
families that have been settled in Kahilipara,
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Gauhati. They have been given a loan of
Rs. 5,000 each, Most of them are very poor
people and, because of the situation in
Assam since 1979, they were not in a posi-
tion to repay the loan. The total amount
will not be more than Rs, 2 lakhs ; perhaps
it is far less than that. In spite of repeated
appeal to the Finance Minister in this respect
by these people and also by myself, T am
sorry to say that their demand has not been
conceded.

MR, CHAIRMAN : Do you want their
loans to be written off ?

SHRI BHUBANESWAR BHUYAN :
While the country is wasting crores of
rupees in the name of sickness in industry
and taking over sick units, 1 cannot under-
stand why this sum of Rs. 2 lakhs cannot
be written off. I would, therefore, like to
have a categorical answer as to what the
Finance Minister is going to do, so far as
these 34 refugee families of Kahilipara,
Gauhati, are concerned,

The office of the -Accountant-General,
Assam, is situated at Shillong in Meghalaya
for a very long time. After the separation of
Meghalaya from Assam, those people work-
ing in the Assam Government, if the have
any problems relating to the drawing of
their salary or retirement benefits, they have
to go all the way to Shillong. And one
fine morning when they arrive at Shillong to
settle their accounts etc , and they want to
meet certain official in this regard, they find
that the particular official is not present or
has pot turned up or that he may not come
for another one day, two days or three
days. And even if the concerned clerk has
come, one or other concerncd persons may
not be there with the result he will have
to over-stay there and spend Rs. 100 or Rs.
200 for his stay. So, there is a lcgitimate
and legal demand to bring this office to
Gauhati, Therefore, I would request the
Finance Minister to see that the A.G.'s
Office is shifted to Gaubati within a very
short time.

_ Now, I would like to draw the attention
of the Finance Minister to the development
programmes under different schemes and
under the 20-point programme, If we depend
merely on paper statistics supplied by the
Government of Assam, I think we are at a
loss to know what is going on there. I would
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therefore, ask only one point that while he Ffy F fg sraar warafrs oftely & fag

is getting the reports about so many things
done, there, he should also try to make
verification in respects of the different
schemes under these programmes and thereby
as certain what amount of progress has
actually takep placc in Assam as well as in
other States of country,

SHRI MAGANBHAI BAROT (Abmeda.
bad): Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, on three

points, I would request the attention of the
hon. Finance Minister,

No. 1is, it is our common experience
that whatever proposals we bring in the
Budget or whatever changes we make in the
Finance Bill, there are resistances. Permits
and authorization give a right to every

citizen affected by that change to challenge

in a court of law, That is his fundamental
right, But, Sir, a stage has reached and
I am required to repeat this contention which
I repeat every time when I had occasion and
opportunity to talk in the meeting of the
Finance Department Consultative Committee.
Please look to the 4 years” record, Number
of amendments we brought to either piug |,
the loopholes or to recover the dues or to-
increase the income., Every time that we

do it, the persons affected immediately rush
to the,courts of law, obtain the stay ordu-,
the validity of our law is not decided or
determined and the stay order continues..

MR. DEPUTY -SPEAKER : Including
your time when you were the Deputy
Finance Minister,
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SHRI MAGANBHAI BAROT: Yes,
Sir. 1 am speaking from my personal expe-
rience also.

It was on 18th June, 1980 that an amend-
ment in the Income-tax Act was brought as
far as Section 80-J was concerned. [ say,
with great respect to thc hon. Supreme
Court, that till toduy the judgment is not
delivered. Thec very idca of bringing the
change was that a few hundced crores of
rupees on either side were at stake, cither
the claims of assessecs were at stake or the
claim of the Government was at stake and,
with very bonalide intentions, the Govern-
ment brought an amendment in Section 80-J.
Even today I am in support of the legislation
that was brought then. But what 1 am at
pains to point out is that it is difficult for
us to vacate the stay which is so easy (o
obtained so far as the time factor is con-
cerned.

I said last time that when the newsprint
duty was added, within four days of the
presentation of the Budget and before its
debate could be taken up by the House, the
stay order was obtained. Every time that
you propose to put taxes, every time you
want to bring in a new change, an amend-
ment, by a legislation, in the Finance Bili,
the assessee or- the affected person exercising
his right of challenging in a court of law
obtains the stay order. I am not against a
citizen’s right to challenge the same. What
is the remedy then ? Last year, you added
Rs. 500 crores as taxes in the entirc Budget.
But if you look to the arrears of taxes,
because of the stay orders, the arrears are
more, I have been suggesting for the benefit
of the Finance Ministry and the Finance
Minister, every time, in the Consultative
Committee, to kindly consider a remedy for
this, -

I have in my very humble way suggested
a remedy. I have said even in the course

of previous dcbates and I repeat that you -

please go back to the Forty-Second Amend-

ment of the Constitution for a limited
purpose. I fam emphasizing the word
“limited” purpose, The Forty-Second

Amendment to the extent that it completely
curtailed the powers of the Supreme Court
and the High Courts, to the extent it curtai-
led the powers under Articles 226 and 227 of
the High Courts in writ petitions\ was ill-
advised, ill-conceived ‘and, if I may say so,
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with great respect, mischievous, Everyone
learns from mistakes, Let us learn one
lessons that, whereas the entire Forty-
Second Amendment should not be ' brought
and should never be repeated, I suggest, to
the extent the provision was there in regard
to stay orders, it was a very good provision.
Any person affected by any order of the
Government has a right to approach thé
court of law and ask for a stay order. But
the courts in application to the new amend-
ment were to call upon the Government or
the party concerned within 15 days to have
a hearing and at least clear out a stay order
application. That could help in one way.
The Government will have an opportunity
to raisc an objection to the granting of a
stay order or obtain ex parie decree to get
it vacated, :

A time limit for a stay order is an
important factor., From my personal
experience as a lawyer, I can tell you that
in many cases, the parties are only interested
in obtaining a stay order and, for 5 or 10 or
even 20 years, they go to sleep. This is where
the provision to this very limited extent was
a very good one, ] have said repeatedly
that it requires a constitution Amendment,
The ruling party is in a happy position today,
It has two-thirds majority in this House and
it has aimost two-thirds majority in the other
House. Constitution amendment is possible.
As a citizen of India concerned with any
Government’s functioning and going above
the party label, if I look above the affuirs
of any Government, any party ruling, I feel
that the Government must be trusted asmuch
as the citizen is trusted. . What is the point
in every day being told that “we will give
the stay order. We would not allow you to
recover the money™ ? That is what we hear
every day from the courts of law, If the
citizen can be irusted, that is, if the order
is passed ultimately against him, he will pay
the amount, why cannot we trust a State
or Central Government that it pays and it
will pay it back and if it succeeds, it will
also recover 7 This trust in Government
has not been accepted as a matter of practice
and there is a way out. ‘The way out is only
constitutional amendment and through the
Deputy Minister of Finance, I appeal to the
Minister of Finance and to the Ministry of
Finance “*Please utilise this ideal position of
two-thirds majority of yours in this House
as well as in the Upper House”, Iam not
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sure, next time when the Budgél would come,

who would be presenting it and who would .

be the ruling party. I know one thing that

whichever party may be ruling, it will not be

having two-third majority either in this

House or in the other House so as to pass
the Constitution Amendment Bill,

You have a golden opportunity. Please
avail of it and bring this restricted amend-
ment into the Constitution namely that
part of the 42 amendment concerning
only with the rights of the courts to grant
a stay order and the rights of the
authorities or the Governments or the
semi-governments to challenge it, to get it
vacated and the stay order being finalised
only after hearing the Government authori-
ties, That can only be done and, I am sure,
if this is done, stay orders involving hundreds
of crores of rupees which are [ying today
in the courts of law would be vacated.
Today, nearly Rs. 2,000 crores due from
Government and the parties arc under stay
orders. If Rs, 2,000 crorcs could be reicased,
any Government would be able to wipe out
the deficit of this country’s financial and
economic position, 1 request vou, respecting
the Constitution, respecting the position of
the courts of law in this country, to make
this Constitutional amendment, There is
no cleur-cut answer to our getting the money
due, to the Government, provided into the
Budgets, provided in the law provided in
the rules, provided in any Ordinances. It .is
not going to be recovered unless you make
this amendment, Please look to our records.
How many stay orders were there against
the Budget proposals in the last five years ?
If T am not wrong, most Bud:ct proposals
of your are under stay orders and you have
not been able to secure or recover a farthing
from it because of the stay orders and you
bhave not been able to do anything about it,
I request that Government should utilise the
position today and consider amendment of
the Constitution.

PROF. N, G. RANGA (Guntur) : Is it
contended that the Government has not the
right to question the order in the High
Court or the Supreme Court or is it because
stay orders are being given without the
knowledge of the Government and Govern-
ment does not pursue its legisimate right to
challenge it ?

SHRI MAGANBHAI BAROT: I am
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obliged to respect Prof. N, G. Ranga, But
the position: in practice is this. Nobody
challenges the right of an adverse party to
challenge ex-parte order. But the procedure
being this, I am saying it with my little
experience, for last five years, almost all the
proposals of Budget which have a very vital
influence on the Budget . proposals and
revenue, are under stay orders, The stay
orders continue, the system being what it is.
Therefoae, partly to the extent of providing
a compulsion, providing a provision in the
42 Amendment that it should be cleared in
15 days will be the only remedy. This is
something about which we are experiencing
difficulty’day to day and there is no short-
cut to that matter. Therefore, I respectfully
submit that this is the remedy and since
you alone, your ruling party, is in a position
now to amend the Constitution and there is
no knowing whether in  the next few years
any other party or Government would be
able o do it, please make this provision
now. You can do it. Please do it,

The sccond point is this. I had the
opportr:nity of participation in the debate
in the mceting of the Consultative Committee
Finance. The hon., Deputy Finance Minister
who looks after banks is present here, Banks
and f(inancial institutions advance money.
But what happens to that money, we have
not thought of, not considered, not bothered
about. I have said this in the Consultative
Committee and I repeat here. If somebody
who has borrowed a large amount from a
bank and does not want to pay it back asks
a lawyer for advice, whut advice does he
get 7 “Let the bank file a suit against you'.
The suit is field or you tile the suit, obtain
a litigation or file a litigation, get involved
in the litigation, five years. ten years, fifteen
ycars ; the first trial, the second trial, appeal
revision, Supreme Court - - 10 years, 15 years,
20 years. Ultimatcly even if the decree is
passed, the order will be with six per cent
interest. Nome of your advances barring
those to the weaker sections provide for an
interest at the rate of six per cent, none of
them is less than 18 per cent. So, it is
convenient for a person to have the money
of the bank, get it litigated in court of law
and pay after 20 years with six per cent
interest when the value of the money has -
come down so much, Now, what is the
remedy for that ? The money deposited

- into ‘the banks or financial institutions is
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public money ; they are deposits from the . the Finance Minister in his Budget speech,

people. 1 would, therefore, suggest this.
Under the Negotiable Instruments Act, as it
is, in respect of any amount 'advanced with'
the help of a negotiable instrument, when a
civil suit of recovery is filed, the condition
"precedent is that the man proposing to
defend it will deposit the amount, A cheque
of Hund! or promissray note or a similar
negotiable instrument requires this, If I have
borrowed money from somebody on a pro-
missory note and he files a suit to recover
the same, I want to defend myself and 1 do
not want to pay it straightway, the court
puts the condition to me that 1 deposit thc
amount before I defend the suit. This
guarantees to the person loaning the moncy
that the amount is recoverable subject to the
final decision, but he gets the money imme-
diately. If a private person can succeed on
a promissory note, on a ncgotiable instru-
ment, and have the money deposited into
the court of law before the defence of the
suit is permitted, why not the banks, why
not the financial institutions ? The banking
law has been amended. I would have desired
that a suitable amendment had been brought
that in regard to financial institutions and
bianks, the money should be treated as
public money and recoverable as land revenue
where there is a special provision. Let us
not be that harsh, But let us make a pro-
vision that all nationalised banks and
financial institutions and similar institutions
of the Statc Governments must have a right
to recover their dues, the amounts advanced
by them, as a citizen has a right to recover
his dues under the Negotiable Instruments
Act That will ensure deposit of the amount
in the court of law before a party wants (o
challenge payment thereof, Thousands of
crores oOf rupees of the banks today,
thousands of crores of rupees of the financial
institutions, hundreds of crores of rupees of
State financial igstitutions today, are under
litigation ; stay orders have been obtained
and people are sleeping over it, A simple
remedy is this. Kindly give them the same
treatment as that given under the Negotiable
Instruments Act —depositing the money in

the court — and that will give you the right -

to recover the dues. [ hope and trust that
the Finance Mmistry will consider bringing
a suitable amendment in this regard.

stands now remaies —checked, audited and
approved by a Chartered Accountant. I
have every respect to the institution of
Chartered Accountants, 1 am not generalis-
ing it. But with respect may 1 say the
defalcations, the mischiefs and the misappro-
priations arc not in the books of accounts,
they are outside the books of accounts.
With respect may I suy —I have myself had
the experience as L appeared in a matter in
a court of law —a company, a public limited
company having a turn-over of perhaps
crores of rupees filed a criminal complaint
against its cashier saying that the ‘Cashier
by misusing his position has misappro-
priated Rs. 21 lakhs. I was defending the
cashier. The plea of the defendant, namely
the accused, was, ‘Yes. 1 have been made
an instrument of these misappropriations
but the money has not reached my pocket.
I'am a sufferer at the hands of the manage-
ment., The management prevailed upon-me
and used me to exploit the situation, The
money virtually went to the management
itself." In support of his evidence he has
established the fact that this very company
in 1975 availing of the provisions of volun-
tary disclosures disclosed that it had one
crores of rupees as unaccounted money and
voluntarily disclosed it. The matter has
recently been terminated by the High Court’s
judgment. The High Court has been
pleased to come to this conclusion—the
High Court of Gujarat —that it cannot rule
out the possibility of -the amount being
received from the banks and the disclosures
made by the management under the volun-
tary disclosures scheme. The Judge has
written a very sound judgment and quoted
one paragraph from Sherlock Holmes, He
says—referring to the Chartered Account-
ants— that this is one case where a night
watch is to be kept by the dogs, the watch-
dogs, Theft was committed but the dog
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did not-bark. The dog which was presumed
to bark did not bark and suddenly it sparks
in his mind—how can it be 7 How is it
that the watch dog does not bark ? And he
comes to the conclusion that the watch dog
does not bark and it leads to the conclusion
that the thief is no one elso than the owner
himself. iThis is the observation he has
made aganst the Chartered Accountants,
one of the most prominent Chartered
Accountants’ firm, For ten years this was
going on and the amount. misappropriated
every year by the use of cheques and not
accounted for in the books of accounts and
not shown in the cash books and it was
ticked away as approval items by the
Chartered Accountant. Now please for
God's sake don’t believe it that now that it
will be entrusted to the Chartered Account-
ants, everything will be all right, The
High Court has referred the case to the
Board of Chartered Accountants [ am
giving the case of Narendra Dalal v:. State
of Gujarat which was rccently decided by
the Gujarat High Court., MJs Raijee & Co
are the Chartered Accountants. They have
been likened by the Court as those waich-
dogs which are supposed te bark but did
not bark because they knew that the theft
has been committed by the master himself
and none else. Itis for this reason that
‘the High Court referred it to the Board of
Chartercd Accountants which conducts
the examinations. But recently a case has
come out about Rs. 75 lakhs mis-appropria-
tion and a scandal by no less a person than
the Chartered Accountant engaged by NTC
Corporation. Kindly, therefore, let us not
take it as gospel truth that the accounts
checked by the chartered accountants are
the only good accounts. Please under that
pretext, don’t at least help some people who
are in a position to prevail upon the
Government that we chartered accountants
are holier than thou. If these two instances
are an eve-opener then 1 request the Deputy
Finance Minister and I have brought this to
the notice of everyone concerned and I may
also point out that the Gujarat High Court
has passed another judgement that the same

company and the gentleman concerned about -

whom I am giving' the name, Ambica

Tubes Company management, their Principal

NTC chartered accountant referred to above
and -also take action against Raiji and
company and have second thoughts about
the change in provision concerning audit by
chartered accountants of a amounts of Rs.
10 1akhs in case of individuals and Rs. 20
lakhs in case of companies, I would request
the Government to be very cautious about
it.  Please find out whether taxation practi-
tioners have failed and arc guilty of the
same scandals as Chartered Accountants are,
To the extent I am able to find some of the
friends in taxation practice are no less
competent than the Chartered Accountants
and there is no reason why wc cabnot trust
them and you should trust more the
chartered accountants. In view of the two
experiences mentioned by me I would submit
that before you bring a change in the
present provision please consider twice and
also listen to the representatives and the
representations of the taxation practitioners
before you decide.

SHRI CHINTAMANI JENA (Balasore):
Mr, Deputy speaker, I rise to support the
Finance Bill, 1984-85. 1 hm grateful to the
Government specially to our Finance Minis-
ter for the achievement of target fixed in the
country for the production as well as
national income and per capita income, if
not cent per cent, but at least nearing cent
per cent in the 6th Plan, I also congratulate
the Government that the agricultural produc-
tion in the country has been remarkably
increased, We dre all very much concerned
about inflation. But 1 congratulate the
Finance Minister for decreasing the inflation
rate and also bringing it down to 8 per cent.
When we speak about inflation, side by
side, we are urging upon the government
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to increase the D.A. to meet the

demand of the labourers and workers for
which we ask them to go on strike, ctc.

As per the figures, the total mandays
lost by strikes is 25 per cent. " This will
naturally reduce production and will help
in increasing inflation. So, I don't dispute
that we should meet the demand of the
workers, but, side by side, we should also
think that our agricultural production and
production in other fields should not be
hampered so that inflation might be
checked.

Regarding the 20-Point Programme, I
should say that this is the only key to
cradicate poverty from the society and from
the nation also, and I am happy that the
Government is trying its best to implement
the 20-Point Programme as far as possible.
There are IRDA, the rural employment
progrtamme, and urban emplloyment pro-
gramme, etc. But the youths are not
educated. So, the training of youths should
be done on a large scale, so that they may
get the loan, they may get the finance
needed and they may ulilise it in useful
ways to inerease the productivity of country.
They should not be given any loans on any
programme which has no support or any
scope for increasing production. In this
connection, I would draw the attention of
the Finance Minister to the fact that some
nationalised banks are not cooperating with
the 20-Point Programme, about which we
are all concerned. But apart from that
even though the hon. Finance Minister as
well as our Prime Minister have asked for
the cooperation of the banks, they are not
coming forward which we have noticed in
the field. So, this 20-Point Programme is
not achieving what we hoped to achieve due
to this non-cooperative arttitude of the bank
people. Of course, I am not saying that
all the bank people are nmot cooperating.
But in many cases there are people who may
be called as the black sheeps, They are
not cooperating in this propramme due to
which finance would not be available to the
benefisiarics. Apart from that, we should
also insist that this should not be a one-way
traffic, Not that one can take advances
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from the bank not returnit. Then our
economy will be definitely in 8 mess, So,
this one way traffic should be avoided
while giving loans.

Apart from that, the subsidies granted
to the beneficiaries are not reaching them
because of some middlemen taking the
advantage of it.

While speaking on self-employment,
self-employment programme for youths, 1
am bringing to your notice a difficulty which
we are experiencing in the field, That is,
there are committees at the DIC level with
officials and non-officials, as well as MLAs
and MPs as members. But when it comes
to the selection of the beneficiaries, at that
time the non-officials are not given any
scope to give their views, Only after the
marking is over and the list is prepared,
the non-officials are asked to attend the
meeting and the lists prepared by the offi-
cials are taken into consideration and the
views of the non-officials or the peuple's
representatives are not taken into account.
For, the non-officials are blamed, the people’s
representatives are blamed, while actually
the list is preparcd according to the marking
given by the officials. In that marking, one
hundred rnarks of it are kept especially for
generﬂ impression, Suppose, a particular
youth sccures more marks in merit, acade-
mic qualification, etc. But when the question
of selection comes, if the official Committee
gives more marking on general impression
to somebody else, then naturally the person
who gets more marking in general impre-
ssion, will head the list and he will get the
loan, If the meritorious youth is having
other facilities to run the business, that is
not taken into consideration and his case
is ignored, So, I would urge the hon. Finance
Minister to look into this matter personally
so that this type of lacuna and loophole in
the procedure of selection is removed,

The bank officials and bank authorities
are also ignoring the backward areas, In
my State of Orissa, there are 13 branches of
the Punjab National Bank. The bank em-
ployees have been agitating for the last two
or three years to have a regional office in
the State, I. have also requested the Deputy
Finance Minister about it. But he has also
expressed his inability by saying that since
there are only 13 branches in the State, the
divisional office or regional office cannot be
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opened there, But in the case of Assam,
with 15 branches they are having a divi-
sional office. So, this may be given due
importance so that nationalised banks,should
give more priority to the States which are
backward,

As regards the new provision for com-
pulsory audit, I whole-heartedly support the
policy of the Government, But will it be
feasible and practicable in the field because
the numbers of Chartered Accountants in the
country are very limited ? So, I propose that
the hon. Finance Minister may kindly consi-
der that the Commerce- Graduates may be
allowed to audit all the business concerns.
This policy will also give benefit is the busi-
pess men in the rural areas, beciuse with
the price escalation they will come under its
putview and their accounts would be audited
by the Chartered Accountants, who are not
available in the rural areas., This may be
given due importance and also due consi-
deration by the Finance Ministry.

Energy problem has become a nation-
wide problem, So, due importance needs to
be given for thermal power projects in
various States of the country, In Orissa there
was a heavy drought last year and due to
that, there are power-cuts.

Production has been hampered like any-
thing because of this power cut not only in
Orissa but everywhere in the country. 75 per
cent of the total energy produced in the
State of Orissa comes from hydel projects.
So, when there is scanty rainfall or there is
drought, naturally the production of cnergy
will be reduced and ultimately the industry
is to suffer, the production is to suffer.

The State Government of Orissa and the
people’s representatives are pressing the
Government of India to have the Super
thermal power project at Talcher, Due
weightage should be given to this by the
Government of India so that the State may
have this Super thermal power project at
Talcher.

Now I would like to bring to the notice
of the hon, Minister one difficulty which is
experienced in the country. Even though the
production of agriculture has increased
bsyond our expectation, so to say, we have
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not proceeded further‘in the matter of pro-
duction of pulses. Our achievement in this
field is poor, so to say. We all known that
pulses only are the poor man’s protein. So,
their production should be given due impor=
tance, But we have noticed that previously
the per capita consumption of pulses in the
country was 50 grams per day but now it
has been reduced to 30 grams. Ultimately,
the poorers, for whose upliftment this Go-
vernment, Specially our beloved Prime
Minister is very keen and is trying her level
best to strengthen their cconomic condition,
are the worst “sufferers, without getting the
required protein for themselves. So, the
Government should given due priority to
this and chalk out some time-bound pro-
gramme for raising the production of
pulses,

1 would also request our Finance
Minister that when we are committed to
rcmove the regional imbalances, we should
also give priority to the areas in which the
States are remaining bickward. I would
request the hon. Finauce Minister and the
Government of India to give more impor-
tance to those States which arz remaining
backward cven after 37 years of our inde-
pendence. I am telling about the States of
Orissa, Assam, Bihar, Madhya Pradesh, etc.
In the case of Orissa we know that about
81 per cent or 82 per cent of the people are
living below the poverty line. So ,the State
of Orissa should begiven due priority for
having more Central projects in the State

so that employment potentiality may be
increased.
With these words, I wholcheartedly

support the Finance Bill 1984-85,

SHRI P. NAMGYAL (Ladakh) : Mr
Chairman, 1 rise to support the Finance Bill
1984-85, presented by the Finance Minister,
to give effect to the various taxation pro-
posals and other related matters of the
budget proposals presented earlier and passed
by this august House. 1 would like to high-
light only a few points.

While presenting the Finance Bill very
recently, he has announced further conce-
ssions and reliefs to the warious sections
of the society in general. I would like to
mention particularly the introduction of
compulsory audit of accounts of the trading
community and professionals, whose turnover
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exceeds Rs 20 lakhs and whose gross receipt
exceeds Rs, 10 lakhs. The Finance Minister
has now raised the limit of Rs. 20 lakhs to
Rs. 40 lakhs. It is a very welcome step and
1 must congratulate him for that, According
to press reports, this is the only point on
which many sections of the society have
expressed apprehension as to how to get
compulsory audit of accounts implemented.
This is a very good step.

While presenting the budget, the Finance
Minister has rightly pointed out that the
budget has beecn prepared against the back-
ground of strong recovery in the national
income and the improvement in the agricul-
tural productions and balance of payment
position, So far as the agricultural sector is
concerned, according to the Agricnlturs
Minister, the country is expecting a bumper
food production of the tune of over 149
million tonnes this year, Similarly, the
growth in our national income is likely to
be 6 to 7 per cent and per capita income
has been over 3 per cent per year during
the last four years. This has been mentioned
by the Finance Minister and this is clearly
a very big achievement, At the same time,
the_Finance Minister has expressed concern
over the trend of rising prices and the infla-
tion during the last few months. But I must
compliment the Finance Minister that he
has been able to contain inflation to a single
digit. The Government is taking adeguatc
steps to check the price rise by releasing
more foodgrains through the public distri-
bution system and also by strengthening the
public  distribution system. The Hon,
Members from the Opposition were very
critical of the price risc. At the same time
many friends from the other side wanted
that the procurement price of foodgrains
should be increased, Hightly so, Sir, the
Kisan must gct remunerative price for his
agricultural produce and 1 am for it, but
we must not forget the fact that the rise
in the procurement price has a direct bear-
ing on the price situation. The government
is doing every possible effort to meet the
demands of the farmers by way of giving
incentives and subsidies on fertilisers, The
subsidy on fertilisers has been increased
from Rs. 250 crores to over Rs. 1,048
crores .in June last year, This is not a small
step. Rs. 850 crores has been kept for food
subsidy for the current year. Similarly, tax
on cotton and tea and Khandsari has been
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reduced. These are the steps in the right
direction to benefit the farmers. But we
should not be complacent and strong steps
should be taken against the black market-
eers, hoarders, and the middle-men to keep
inflation in check.

On the taxation side, tax relief has been
given at every slab of income by five per
cent, It is a very welcome step particularly
for the fixed income and salaried group,
Good measures are being taken to simplify
the tax ‘administration and to complete
assessment within a very short period.
State measures should be taken against tax
evaders.

Turning to my State and the problems
of my Constituency, I would say that my
constitucncy—Ladakh—has been exempt
from the payment of income-tax since 1962,
This cxemption is likcly to expire this year.
But my request to the Hon, Finance Minister
is that this concession should be further
extended by another five years because the
economic conclition of the people living in
that region is still at the lowest chb in view
of the step-motherly trcutment meted out
to them by the State Government in our
developmental works,

PROF. N.G. RANGA : What
organisation ?

SHRI P. NAMGYAL : I am grateful to
the Central Government for allotting a
record amount of Rs, 235 crores to the
State of Jammu and Kashmir this year for
solving the unemployment problem, I am
thankful to the hon, Finance Minister for
this, Now, the guestion is about the utilisa-
tion of this big amount, If the past record
of the State Government is taken as a guide,
then 1 fecl that it is rather - God bless— ga
big sum. Somy request is that the Govern-
ment of India must take carc of the spend-
ing of this amount. In the past this has been
spent mostly on such work which does not
give us any good return or immediate
return, and the Government must be aware
of it, and the Finance Minister knows it
well that even the spending of the State
Government on the non-plan side is also
met by the Government of India. So far as
giving of fund is concerned, 1 must thank
the hon, Finance Minisier, but at the same
time there should be a sort of monitoring
agency to look into this huge fund as to
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whether this fund has been utilised for the
development or for the good of the people
or it is being used for political purposes,

Sir, the Government of Iadia is provi-
ding subsidies and incentives in  various
fields of activitics and particularly, to 1the
State of Jammu and Kashmir large amounts
of subsidies ure peing offercd for the
development of tourism through the Jammu
and Kashmir State Financial Corporation,
But the Statc Government is distributing

this fund purely to the persons belonging |

to a particular political party, viz, the
Ruling Party. To place one instance before
you, very recently two of the entrepreneurs
from Ladakh applied for loan and subsidy
for construction of hotels in Leh. The Board
of Directors of the Staie Financial Corpora-
tion clearly refused to grant the loan and
subsidy to the two entrepreneurs from Leh
sector while the same thing is allowed 1n
the other parts of my constituency, viz, the
Kargil sector from where they could get
some more votes during the last eclection.
Whatever incentive or whatever loan or any-
thing that is available to the people or the
entrepreneurs through this institution is not
fairly distributed. Similar is the casc with
regard to cooperative banks and other
institutions which are directly controlled by
the State Government, So, this is the state
of affairs of the people living in that area,
- S0, I request the hon, Finance Minister
kindly to see that the people, particularly
those in the Ladakh region, get better share
out of the amount sanctioned by you for
the development of that area, People living
in the border area are not gctting proper
share of the money being released by the
Centre. Take the case of flood rclief or
relief given at the time of natural calamity.
My friend Prof. Soz is not here today. The
other day he was complaining of not getting
relief for natural calamity, The Government
of India has clearly stated that a sum of Rs.
1.30 crores as markging moncy is are with
the State Government can utilise that
amount, After supmitting the utilisation
certificate to the Central Government, they
can claim additional funds for relief of
those people who suffer duc 10 natural
calamities. Unfortunately, the State Govern-
ment has not submitted Utilization Certi-
ficate so far. At the samec timc they are
demanding more and more money.
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A sum of Rs, 22 lakhs out of Rs. 1,30
crores, was meant for relief of those people
who suffered from snowfall in my Constitu-
ency, in 1982, Since then, not a single penny
was given to those people. 1 fear that this
money has also been utilised in the last
clection, I demand an enquiry from the
Government of India as to whether this
moncy has been spent for the purpose for
which it was allocated.

Now I come to hydel project. We have
to spend for the devclopment of hydel
project out of the District Budget, While in
the case of the resi, of the Districts, the
money is being rcleased through the State
Plan. We again suffer at the hands of the
State Government. This is the situation
there. 1 request the hon. Finance Minister
to see that the money released for 1984.85
should be properly distributed and properly
utilised.

Wiih these words, I support the Finance
Bill. Thank you very much for giving me an
opportunity to speak.

MR. CHAIRMAN (Ottapalam) ; Shri
A.K. Balan,

SHRI A.K. BALAN : I request the hon.
Minisier 1o hear the interpretation as I am
going 1o speak in Malyalam,

*Mr. Chairman, I request the hon,
Minister to put on earphone as I am going
tospeak in Malayalam. Sir, When Smt.
Indira Gandhi came to power'in 1980, she
gave two assurances to the people, One
was that her Government would bring down
the prices of cssential commodities and the
other was that she would provide a strong
Centre. Today when we are discussing the
Finance Bill, I would like to request the
hon. Finance Minister that while replying
to the debate he may honestly and impar-
tially tell the people of this couniry what the
real condition in the country is. A lot of
discusion has taken place on this Bill. Sir,
the economy of our country depends on the
performance in the agricultural and the
industrial sectors. I don't have to tell the
House as to the nature of the crisis being
based by the industrial sector as well as the
agricultural sector. T view this cricis as a
part of the overall crisis that has overtaken

the economy of this country.  This is

Sir, this is the fourth budget presented
by this Government. [ cannot say whether
there will be general elections before the
fifth budger is presentcd. But one thing is
certain, Even after four budgets the condi-
tion of the common man has not improved
in any measure, although the Government
may make a juggerly figures and use
of some figurative or high sounding
phrases to cloak the reality. In order
to improve the living conditions of
the common man what is to be done 7 Tt is
not that the Government does not know
what to do but they can’t do anything.
What we see today is that the Government
has become a puppet in the hands of certain
forces. When this Government came to
power what was the price of essential
commodities 7 And what is the price today?
What was the position with regard to
unemployment then and what is the position
today 7 If we compare the present situation
with that of 1980 we would find that
no perceptible improvement has taken
place in any of these areas. The hon.
Finance Minister himself admitted in a
meeting of the Calcutta Chamber of
Commerce that tax arrcars amounting to
Rs. 1500 crores ar: due from the big
industrialists of this country. He also said
that it is thesc people who distart the bud-
get Jand thercfore the Government would
spare no efforts in realising arrcars from
them. I would ask you what steps you
have taken to realisc these arrcars from these
people.  What steps you have taken to
unearth black money ?  Sir, bluck, money
has entered another scctor and that is the
film secter in this country. Film world is
being used to lander black money. very
famous film star gets Rs, 60 lakhs for acting
. in one film. I would ask the hon. Minister
as to how much he is showing as white, He
would be showing five or ten lakhs of rupess
as white and the remaining 45 or 50 lakhs go
as black money, The ruling party members
sing hallelujah to that actor. This is only a
small example. Black money is gencrated
by the very same pcople who are hanging
on to this Government. The fact is that
nothing is being done to deal with them,

1 want to make some points about the
agricultural sector.

The truth is that this 809,
population while depending upon agriculture
is slowly dying. The artachment to the
land is diminishing. Agricultural production
is a losing proposition. The producer
docs not get even the cost price. That is
the reason why there is a steady decline in
As a matter of
fact compared to many other countries India
hastmore fertile land. But our production
is much less compared to many countries in
the world. Twould quote only a line from
Organiser which is at anti-Communist and
anti-Socialist paper. “The self-sufficiency
lies in actual production which is lowest in
the world and nearly half’ of China”, This
is what Organiser says. This paper goes on
to say that the per hectare yield of food-
grains is the highest in China. Tt is 2775
K.G. in China whereas it is only 1340 K.G.
per hectare in India. Indonesia produces
2125 K.G. of foodgrains per hectare and
Japan paoduces 3419 KG per hectare, So if
you Jook at the world average you will find
that Indian's per hectare is the lowest in
the world. This happens when India has
more fertile soil than China or Japan has
got. -We have not been able to utilise it
properly.  Only 429 of the cultivable land
has been brought under irrigation. 1 need
hardly emphsise the fact that irrigation is a
very important factor in the agricultral’
production. Same is the case with surplus
land. If you want to take over the surplus
land and distribute it amongst the landless
people and when they produce foodgrains on
that land provide marketing facilities for
them you will have to make proper arrange-
ment for taking over and to distribute the
surplus land. That is the first thing that
you have to do. Sir, according to the
ofifcial estimates there are 60 million
hectares of surpjus in this country. But
we have been able to distribute only 1.3
million hectares of Jand so far, Have you
taken any concrete sieps to distribute the
surplus land and provide irrigation facilities
there ?  Six five year plans are over and we
are stepping into the Tth five year plan.
What scheme does the Government have to
irrigate these lands and produce food there ?
The original estimates made at the tjme of
formulation of the plan changes by the time
the plan comes to a completion.In the begin-
ing of 6th five year plan it was estimated that
the total outlay Would be 97 thousangd
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crores of rupees. But now even with an addi-
tion of Rs. 10,000 crores, the plan would not
be completed. This story has been requested
all through the past 34 years, Sir, the
basic problem of this country is linked with
land. If the land which is available in this
country is put to maximum productive use
we will be able to eradicate poverty. Can
we say that we have reached anywherc near
the goal 7 On the one hand you have the
five year plans, On the other hand, you
have a budget which has no relation with
the plans, Apart from that there is a
20-point programme of the Prime Minister.
Sir, where is the need for 20.-point pro-
gramme when we have a planned economy ?
Are not these points included in_ this plan
prepared by the Planning Commission ?
Then why should there be a special 20-point
programme 7 Even when special emphasis
is laid on the 20-point programme what is
the position with regard to its implementa-
tion ? Sir, distribution of surplus land is an
impottant item in the 20-point programme,
In this connection I want to remind the
Government that there are two important
"Bills concerning distribution of surplus land
awaiting clearance from the Centre. One
of these has been sent for clearance by the
Kerala Government. In 1980 whem comrade
Nayanar was the Chief Minister of Kerala,

a Bill was passed by the Kerala Assembly
seeﬂing to delete Clause 6(c) of the Kerala
Land Reforms Act which had validated the
bogus tendencies and thus deprived the
landless people of surplus land. This Bill is
gathering dust in the President’s office. Same
is the case about the land reforms Act
passed by the West Bengal Legislature. Who
_are the people who are standing in the way
of giving assent to these bills, Why can't
you give clearance to these bills ? The
problem is very simple There are certain
forces opposed to these legislations, This
Government is unable to raise a little finger
againsi them, Therefore, this is just an eye
wash and this Finance Bill is another attempt
'to befool the people of this country, There
is a programme IRDP, In Kerala in a
place called Attappadi while inaugurating
the IRDP programme an important MP
belonging to the Congress-I said that supply
of hens under this programme is an impor=
tantstep in the onward movement of the
chariot of socialism led by Smt, Indira
Gandhi. Are we to bring in socialism
by distributing hens among the harijans,
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Are we going to establish socialism byh supp-
lying goats to the harijans ?  You cannot
bring about socialism in this country by
supplying hens or goats to the poor people.
But this is the strange way in which the
Government is going to improve the lot of
the poor people. Sir, so far as the common
man is concerned meeting of Parliament is
a burdensome affair. They say that it is
better that Parliament does not meet, His fear
is that as soon as the Parliament meets there
will be rise in the prices of essential commodi-
ties. Thus there is a growing disenchatment
among the people against the Parliament itself,
This matter has to taken seriously. We want
the people of this country to have any faith
in Parliament and the democratic system,
this system must be able to deliver the
goods. Sir, what happens in this House
when a Bill is presented for discussion ?
Members belonging to the ruling party
would say Aye and the Members of the
opposition would say No and the Chairman
would say, Ayes have it, ayes have it and
the Bill is passed, Thus apy number of
bills are passed by the House. What is the
involvement of the people in this Bill ? Can
the people express their opinion on such
Bills ? Do the members of the ruling party
know exactly what they are passing and
what is contained in the bill ? Do they
know in what manner the bill is going to
effect the people of this country 7 Certainly
not, Sir. During the last 34 years this has
been happening. This is why the prices
of essential commodities are rising. There:
15 no proper discussion on important
measures effecting the life of the people.
Prices are increasing and unemployment is
.also increasing, This creates a crisis, Un-
less the Government finds & solution to this
problem, the very democratic system may be
called into question by the people. Theze is
a secrious crisis existing today. If the
Government is not prepared to do some-
thing to get the confidence of the people
the divisive forces aided and abetted by the
foreign forces will play ducks and drakes
with the life of the people, The country
will disintegrate. 1 do not want to go into
any detail about it. With regard to the
agicultural sector the Government should
take impediate steps to distribute the surplus
land and provide irrigation facilities.  This
should be given more emphasis while
formulating the five year plan, *

Sir, I would conclude by dealing with

one or two points pertaining to Kerala. The
silent valley project has been given up at the
instance of the Centre. In 1980 the silent
valley project was the main slogan of the
Congress-I in the Malabar area of Kerala,
Had that project been sanctioned it would
have been a great achievement to Kerala.
The dry land of Palghat and Malappuram
districts of Kerala could have been irrigated
and two or three crops could have been
raijsed. Besides, more electricity could have
been generated. I want to know whose
interest has come in the way of this project
being sanctioned. Kerala’s only wealth is its
immense water potential. When we want to
use it for the good of the State we are not
being allowed to do so, Same is
the case about Kuriarkutty-Karappara project
Even now these projects are not sanctioned,
In this context I would like to make one
submission. The Central Government is
allocating some money to Kerala under
various schemes. I want the hon, Finance
Minister to find out whether this monecy is
being used for the purposes for which they
have been provided, Deshabhimani, any
important daily of Kerala has published
certain serious irregularities committed by
the present Government in Kerala in the
matter of spending the money provided by
the Central Government. According to
that paper, money earmarked for harijan
welfare has been misused, **Managing
Director Damodar & Sons was arrested by
the Enforcement Directorate. He was
prooaedod against by the Sales Tax Depart-
ment also. He was penalised and he hnd
to pay 24,000 rupees by was of penality.
The Chief Minister of Kerala** decided to
pay Rs. 70 lakhs without any guarantee®*
This was the money that was set spart for
tho harijans.

SHRI A. K. BALAN : The money
allotted by the Central Government is not
utilised by the Kerala Government for the

purpose for which it was allotted.

MR. CHAIRMAN : You have made
your point, I have said that I shall look
into it. '

SHRI A. K. BALAN : Sir the Chief
Minister Shri Karunakaran said in the
Assembly that a factory has been set up
for the first time in the country at Attapaddi
for the welfare of the Harijans. 1 visited
that place but I could not find any factory
‘there. In the, budget presented in the
Kerala Assembly there is a mention about
this factory. 70 lakhs rupees were paid.
The Finance Secretary and many others had
objected to it. Still this amount was paid.

Never before in Kerala has such “brutal .
atrocitics beem committed on the Harijans
as are being committed to day, During one
month a Harjjan by name Manian was
beaten to death by police in Trivandrum.
Another Harijan by npame Chatan was
killed by the police in Calicut, In "Alleppy

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a Har{fjan by name Karuppan was killed,
Thus on the one hand, harijans are being
brutally killed and on the other hand the
money earmarked for themis being diverted,

Another important problem is that of
rice allocation. Mr.  Vijayraghavan MP
has referred to that problem in his speech,
In 1980, ¢here was a Government in Kerala,

When they found that “the prices of essential

commodities started rising they set Maveli
Stores for distributing essential commodities
at cheaper rates f or the benefit of the
common man. Today, these stores are not

functioning. Centre is not supplying the

required quantity of rice, So the people are
virtually on the verge of starvation. Both
the Government and the Opposition in
Kerala brought this serious problem to the
notice of the Central Government, But we
were told by the Central Minister that he
would not be able to oblige us,

Another problem is of the bidi and
cigar industry. Many memoranda have
been submitted to the Government for
the reduction excise duty on cigar. At
Kadiroor there is a cigar factory which is
being run by a cooperative society. Itis
facing closure. ~Representations were made
that the excise duty seould be reduced by at
Jeast 15 paise. But no step has been taken
in this respect. On the contrary excise duty
on cigar has been raised by 15 paise.

Thus, this is a budget which has been
framed with the general election in view. It
is a budget for publicity for the rulihg
party and this Finance Bill is part of that
budget. Therefore, I oppose it,

As things go and
have gone during the many years past, this
is about the best budget and he has given
satisfaction to a very much larger Section
of our people than & lot of his own prede-
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Criticisms there would be, and
Poor are becoming
poorer and rich are becoming richer...

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE
(Jadavpur) ;: The phrase has also become
common.

PROF, N,G, RANGA : Even if my
friend were to be {ransported to this side, I
have been thinking, what is it that he could
possibly have dore in order to prevent
myself and my colleagues on this side from
opposing him with this point ? If we
happened to be on the opposite side, and I
happened to be on the opposite side along
with my friends for many years, and a
leader of the Opposition, what is it that we
could have done 7 We would have said the
same thing.  But undcr the present circu-
mstances, what is it thcy could do that the
present Finance Minister would not be or
is not able to do ? If we put that question
to ourselves, then we shall beable to see how
difficult it is to satisfy the Opposition and to
mollify criticism. There must be Opposition
and there must be criticsm,

cessors,

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERIJEE : You
are obsessed with Opposition all the time,

PROF. N. G. RANGA : All my
hon'ble friends have got one commeon _point,
You are not able to control this blackmarket-
ing. You have not been ableto do it in
West Bengal to the extent that it is necessary
to cooperate and assist and iaspire the
Central Government to cpntrol those people;
you have not been able to do it.

PROF. MADHU DANDAVATE : They

have converted blackmarket into red-
market.
PROF. N. G. RANGA : 1 am given

20 minutes and it is going to be very difficult
for me to complete my own thesis within
those ;20 minutes. Therefore, let us take
these things with a sense of good humour.
There is no doubt that the present Finance
Minister has been fortunate in finding him-
self face to face with a surplus of food
production and in spite of the drought that
has been dogging the steps of our Govern-

.ment for the past three to four years and

also with the position obtaining today in -
regard to our exports and imports, out debt
problem and all these things, he has been
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able to abstain from borrowing any more
funds and yet manage things in this country
in such a manner that these high-browed
international monetary organisations are
obliged to wonder how India is able to
achieve such a degree of self-reliance.
Having said that, I would like to come to
my own thesis. According to me, the
Finance Ministry should be the pivotal,
should continue to be the pivotal fulcrum of
our Government. But ever since the Plan-
ning Commission has come, the Finance
Ministry's role has been reduced. I do not
want this development. I want the Planning
Commission to serve as the right hand of the
Finance Minister, Because the Finance
Minister happens to be here in this House
under our system, he knows what we want,
what priorities we are pressing for, It should
be possible for him to know considering the
total amount of finance he would be able to
have by way of taxes borrowings inside,
borrowings from outside and a bit of deficit
financing and so on-how to meet the needs
and mect the wishes of the various sections
of our House. Planning Commission would
not be able to do it. I want some change
in that direction,

Then I come to the Press and our agri-
culturists, The high-browed people, quite a
number of them, in quite a number of these
sophisticated English dailies, followed by a
large number of our local language dailies,
also are trying to get at the throats of our
agriculturists and going about saying that
there is so much of surplus wealth in the
rural areas ; why is it that the successive
Finance Ministers do not get at it ? Some-
times, my hon. friends from the opposition
also fall into the same error., They forget
to notice that in our villages to-day, out of
every thousand agricultural producers, self-
employed peasants, there are not more than
five people who come anywhere near the
maximum exemption limit of income that
my hon. friend allows to go without being
taxed, so far as the professionals are concer-
ned. Is it not Rs, 10,000/- now—plus that
money wihch is invested in Units which is
also exempted, plus that money invested in

varjous shares, also exempted ; plus also the -

amount invested as fixed deposits in banks,
" also exempted up to such-and-such limits ?
It comes to about Rs. 2,000/- a month, not
less than Rs. 2,000/-. Something more,
Where are those people among the agricul-
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turists who got as much ? Yet, we are
faced with this terrific, powerful Press and
powerful Parliamentary supporters also,
I want to express my dissent with this atti-
tide of these people. I want the Planning
Commission particularly, to be very careful
to see that they do not fall into this false
impression, viz. that there i8 so much of
this surplus wealth, and therefore it must
be mopped up; therefore, the Finance
Ministers should try various means in order
to tap it.

What about prices ? Prices have been
going up ; true, during the last 5 or 6 years,
for wheat, rice, cotton, tobacco and sugar-
cane, The Finance Ministers, Agrioulture
Ministers or other Ministers who are con-
cerned with these things seem to be under
the impression, not entirely wrongly, that
they are doing enough for the fdrmers,
Certainly, they are trying their best to meet
the demands of our agriculturists in a
sympathetic manner. But not enough. They
think that they are paying remunerative
prices, Not so. They are justified, in one
way, to think that they are meeting their
cost of cultivation. Upto that, I am -prepared
1o concede, They also feel that some incen
tives are being given. But not quite
enough, By subsiding these fertilisers,
insecticides and so on, they are under the
impression that they are helping all the
farmers, and therefore the Chairman of the
Agricultural Prices Commission was led to
think that so much is being done for these
people ; it should be taken into considera-
tion when fixing the prices. Therefore, at
such a price level it should not be so high,
so far as consumers are concerned, But not
every agriculturists is using these fertilisers
and pesticides, The whole mass of millions
of people in gangetic valley unfortunately are
not using these things. Therefore, they are
not being benefited. So is the case in
Madhya Pradesh ; so is the case in Rajasthan
also. Only in a few progressive arcas,
Punjab, Haryana, Andhra to some extent,
then Tamilnadu, Karnataka, Maharashtra
and Gujarat, agriculturists are using these °
fertilisers and pesticides ; the other people
are not using them,

What basis has got to be accepted in
fixing sgricultural prices. On what basis
should these agriculturals price be fixed ?
From one end, they go on saying, as 1 have
explained, from the daily Press and the
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journalists and the very highly efficient
public relation officers of industrialist’ pea-
sants are being paid more and more
by Indiraji for the sake of election and so

on, First of all, to think of people in terms
of election cannot be wrong. Then those
people do not  believe in democracy.

Secondly, the fact is not like that, Where
from did we start ? We started from famine
level prices, then sales under duress level
prices, always the farmer was discriminated
against,

From that level, they had started rising
slowly, They went on going up and up
during the time of Shri C. Subramaniam,
and then afterwards Mr, Venkataraman and
now our Finance Minister. Thanks to the
new sympathy that is being injected, infused
into the policy of the government by Indiraji.
1t is not for nothing that I had chosen to
support Indiraji. I have been an inveterate
opponent of those governments even after
the achievement of freedom, of those govern-
ments headed by so many of my own
colleagues during those troubled times when
the British were here, because they wcre not
sufficiently agraian, rural and peasant

minded But Indiraji is different. 1 found
that. She is for Kisans also, Then 1 had
made up my mind to support her. But she

is helpless ; she is in the hands of the Plan-
ning Commission and the Finance Minister,
and what is more, she is at the mercy of
this Press and the intellectuals and the
professionals, economists and in a disguised
manner my friends also of the Communist
Party, both sides, in a very indirect manner,
Because we are sharer in whatever govern-
ment can possibly give ; and these commu-
nists and industrial workers are professionally
so organised that whenever there is any
surplus to be taken, to be shared, they get
first share and we are last in the queue.
This is how it is happening. Therefore,
with what Indiraji has been able actually
to get this government to give to our Kisans,
The agriculturist is not satisfied he is the
least satisfied.

How can we improve the position of

production his increasing the area under
irrigation? We are doing it by pursuing

anti-erosion measures, by developing drainage
facilities,

SHRT SOMNATH CHATTERJEE:
Nothing is being done. You can ask him,

PROF. N. G. RANGA: And then
what is more, by putting land into the best
possible use, instead of producing one crop,

. let us try to produce two paddy crops,

When you do it, double profit yov can
get ; two crops you get, at the same time
more employment for Jabour will be there,
But how can we do all these things without
Finance. As my honourable friend has
just now said, Mr. Yadav, without raising
the level of intclligence, But is not the
intelligence of our educated people bouned
to raise their efficiency. We must spend
more money on elementary education.
Therefore, 1 want that the highest possible
priority should be given to elementary
education. Next comes adult ‘education,
Third is TV and AIR. I am particularly
fascinated by this AIR and TV. 1 want it
to be developed. I am very glad that the
Prime Minister has taken it into her head
to give as much money as possible for it,
I may share a bit of a secret with you, She
had to --what should I say- canvass with as
it were these people-the Finance Minister,
the Planning Minister and so many other
people, somehow or other to find some
Rs, 20 crores or Rs. 25 crores for TV,

SHRI SOMNATH CHATTERJEE :
More than Rs, 63 crores,

PROF. N.G. RANGA : Even that is
not enough, T want marketing to be deve-
loped. There we are very weak, At one
time I wanted the State Trading Corporation
to do it. But it has not been done,

I am sorry if 1 am taking more time,
but I will try to be as brief as possible,

Sir, I want a better representation on the
:Statc Agricultural Prices Commission; there
should be representation for the land owning
peasants, the smaller peasants, even for the
agricultural labourers, |f agricultural labour
is there, he would insist on minimum wages.
Once minimum wages are allowed then that
would become one of the most important
factors for production which will have to be
taken into consideration in calculating the
cost of production. Then, I want some
incentive to be given to small farmers, I also
want that there must be some protection
against natural calamities. There should also
be crop insurance. Small experienents are
being made, That is not enough. Experi-
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ments have to be made on an all-India basis,
leading to full-fledged crop insurance. Are
we going to do them ? We have to do
them. This is our Government. There is
no use criticising it. The small and marginal
farmers have to be helped. Otherwise we
will be failing in our duty,

I want the marketing experts to look
into this. The prices of commodities have
got to be sustained. Who can do it ? The

STC has to do at the State and the Central

level. They are not doing enough work in
that direction. Their work has got to be
strengthened many times and given sufficient
money for it. For that, credit is needed.
So much money has got to be released by
the Reserve Bank of India, and in this
the nationalised banks are doing very good
work.

My hon, friend, Mr, Poojary, is one of
our best people. He is doing the work of
the Communist Party as well as Finance
Ministry, he is going iround instructing the
bank officials, and making them work, and
punishing them if they commit any blunders.
He is trying his best, and he is setting an
example for others. He is giving a warning
to those officers who are not doing their
duty, I say that the others in their rcspec-
tive Ministries also should do like him, just
as he is doing for lanking.

Now, I may say that my friend, the
Finance Minister is in trouble, The Finance
Minister is being troubled by the Reserve
Bank and they are saying : “Oh ! You want
s0 much money to be released from agricul-
turist ! It may lead to inflation.” Three-
fourth of that goes into black-money. My
friends, the Communists, go on complaining
from that sidle. Am I to make a bold
statement that several thousand crores of
rupees are to be placed at the disposal of
our agriculturists not only during the crop
scason but between harvesting and selling
and between sowing and harvesting ? This
consumer credit is very much needed. I want
that the highest possible priority should be
given to it. I hope, the Finance Minister
would be able to use his good offices with
the bankers to see that something very
effective is done in this direction,

We have got to export our agricultural
products like tobacco, cotton, jute, sugar,
fruits, flowers, potato, onion and so many
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other things. How can we do it unless our
Trade Commissioners are alerted and they
become effective ? Unless Money is- placed
at the disposal of various marketing federa-
tions, nothing very effective is going to
happen, Not only that, there must be
cooperatives at the grass-root level, They
have got to be built up not from a social
welfare point of view only but from the
financial aspect also. 1 hope, the Finance
Minister will take it up as one of his special
privileges as well as duties to see that these
cooperative marketing societies are organised
at the grass-root level for almost every crop.
Then take up granaries, what you call them
cold storages and permanent warehouses,
All these have got to be built up. They
have to be placed at Kisans disposal. Ware-
houses by the Warehousing Corporations are
not enough. Freedom should he given to
a peasant two place his surplus produce at
the disposal of the Warchousing Corporation,
and take a certificate from it and draw the
credit from the banks on that basis in order
to carry on his other productive activities
and await a proper opportunity for his
produce to be sold at the reasonable price.
That is not being done, If . we proceed like
this, then there will bé- more and more
prosperity, '

One lakh of miles are our railway lines
and on both sides of the railway lines there
are margin lands measuring lakhs and lakhs
of acres. My friend was asking as to whiere
is more land for agricultural purposes. Here
is that land. This must be placed at the
disposal of agricultural labourers. In fact,
it has been placed. But the Railway Minister
wants to put it up for sale to the highest
bidder. I do not agrec with this, He says
he is in bad need of money. I request the
Finance Minister to place enough money at
his disposal in order to allow this land to
80 to the agricultural workers, Similarly, all
the State Ministries will have to be energised
to see that the land reforms are done
immediately and whatever surplus lands
they have already declared must be placed
at the disposal of the agricutural workers,

Then there is the question of raising the
efficiency of our farmers. They have got to
be given education in the use of better
implements and the latest machines like
tractors. Give them training and organise
cooperatives for all these machines and place
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the services of theee machines at the disposal
of even small marginal farmers on most
economic charges. To some extent, the
Finance Minister may be able to persuade
the State Finance Ministers to subsidise the
services of these latest machines. If we
proceed in this way, we can double our
agricultural production. If we do that, we
will have something to distribute among all
the people.

They talk about poverty and poverty.
Yes, when my present leader raised the
slogan, in the beginning quite a large number
of us were sceptical. It is only an election
gimmick we thought so. Then we realised,
as after 1970 elections, that so far as the
crores and crores of our voters were con-
cerned, they did not take it is a gimmick,
they took it up as a serious offer coming
from the Prime Minister of India. Then
they gave her the mandate, they supporting
her. Ever since they have been supported
her and she is moving in that direction
sincerely and honestly to the extent the
administration is willing to cooperate with
her. And you know, the administration in
our country is one of the greatest vested
interests. We were able to get rid of the
Maharajas and the Zamindars and all these
People but can we get rid of the adminis-
tration 7 We cannot. Can we get rid of these
industrialists and millionaires ? We cannot
Because we need their services, We are not
in a position when we can possibly say that
we do not need these millionaires and so on.
Even China is obliged to slowly make a
beginning in getting more and more of them.
But Russia had to develop the administra-
tion, Lenin himself had to ask in the very
beginning his administration to develop
what is known as accountancy side and
audit side. Audit side and accountancy side
means skilled work, intellectual work, That
%s the beginning of -bureaucracy. You cannot
got on without bureaucracy but you have
get to win the cooperation of this bureau-
cracy not by bullying but in the same way
in which I appealed to the Opposition also
to cooperate with the Government. They
have to cooperate with us. We have to
carry ourselves face to face with these
bottlenecks, we have got to deal with them,
we have got to persuade them, they are our
own brothers, our own sisters and with
their cooperation let us go ahead. I say so

much stress on this because the hon. Finance
Minister was obliged to say, not once but
many times, that the bank employees are all
tightly organised. Without their cooperation
we cannot spread this credit among the
poorer people. You can see from that the
measure of dependency of the Finance
Minister on the bureaucracy. Finance
Minister is supposed to be the most impor-
tant Minister fin the Government. I know
how powerful they are. We need their
cooperation.

I appeal to you also, my dear friends,
on the oppositions, for this cooperation so
that we can all move together. By all means,
you are in the Opposition, these friends are
in the Government., My hon. friend Mr.
Dandavate was shouldering that responsibi-
lity not so long ago. How difficult it was ?
At mid-night how much oil he burnt, how
much trouble he had ? Today he is the
fortunate man. He can take all these people
to task working more hard than anyone
else and yet I tell you this is nothing as
compared to the travail that he had to
put in when he was a Minister. And that
is the trouble that these friends are tzking
up and that is why I sympathise with them,
I support them. I would like my hon. friends
also to join me in wishing more strength to
their elbow. Thank you very much,

*SHRI S.T.K. JAKKAYAN (Periaku-
lam) : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, on behalf
of my party the All India Anna Dravida
Munnetra Kazhagam, I rise to make a few
suggestions on the Finance Bil, 1984-85. The
tax concessions that have been given in this
Finance Bill have been hailed by economists,
industrialists and the general public. The
burden of personal taxation will now be
lower than ever before since the birth of
our Republic. The Finance Minister’s
courage and wisdom inreducing the personal
taxation to a level where it can promote
initiative, reward hard work and encourage
honest tax compliance has to be commended.
This Finance Bill will contribute to lessen
the incidence of tax evasion in the country,

I will now come to the management of
our resources. The Sixth Five Year Plan
envisaged additional resource mobilisation
of Rs. 21302 crores over the total plan
period. But in the first four years Rs.

*The original speech was delivered in Tamil,
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22,000 crores of additional resources have
‘been mobilised. This is a remarkable achie-
vement. The Sixth Plan contemplated an
aggregate deficit of Rs. 5,000 crores only,
but in the first four years the total deficit
of both Central and States is of the order
of Rs. 11,000 crores. This is an illustration
of poor management of our resources.

I would like to give another example
also in order to show that we have not made
any impact on the misery index. We have
fallen substantially short of the plan targets
in the generation of electricity, The shortfall
of 2100 crores of units in power is the main
road block to growth. In August 1983 the
number of persons registered in the Employ-
ment Exchanges was 211 lakhs and every
month their number is increasing at the
rate of 1.6 lakhs every month. The jobs in
the organised scctor are increasing at less
than one-third of the plan target. The hon.
Minister should look into the causes of
such heavy backlog in the generation of

employment and initiate necessary steps for

achieving the plan targets in this matter.

The biggest industry is the textile indus-
tcy in our country. In 1951 the mills
accounted for more than three-fourths of
the textile production in the country. In
1983 they accounted for less than one-third.
In 1983 the mills produced less cloth than
they did in 1951, The hon. Minister should
investigate whether paucity of funds has led
to this step fall in production or it is due
to mismanagement of these mills. The
situation demands immediate action so that
the production of cloth picks up,

It is common knowledge that poverty
does not make any political distinction.
But the public sector banks make distinc-
tion among the poor people in the matter
of giving loans under the Prime Minister's
anti-poverty programme. I do not object
to the use of this programme for the better-
ment of ruling party’s election prospects,
But 1 am sorry to say that the ruling party
Members here send advance information
to the party workers in their constituencies
about the impending visit of the Deputy
Minijster of Finance fot loan disbursement
and advise them to collect as many loan
applications as possible from the supporters
of the ruling party and present them to the
Banks. I understand from reliable sources

that the Deputy Minister of Finance is )
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-visiti;lg 'i‘amll Nadu some time in the third

week of may, 1984. All the activists of the
ruling party are busy collecting loan appli-
cations from the people owing allegiance to
the ruling party. They are keen to get all
the loan applications processed before the
arrival of the Deputy Minister of Finance.
They want {o ensure that the Deputy
Minister of Finance disburses loan to those
people only who pledge their support to
the ruling party. This is wrong, Such a
rank discrimination in the eradication of
poverty has to be condemned. I am afraid
that the allocation of Rs. 932 crores in
1984-85 for poverty eradication programme
may also go to the benefit of the people
supporting the ruling party.

Since the industry contributes 819 of
the total tax revenue of the Central Governs
ment, it is very necessary that all the
hurdles and road blocks in industrial deve-
lopment are removed forthwith, I suggest
that the existing restrictions and regulations
in setting up indusiries must be relaxed in
favour of the States so that they take active
interest in industrial growth. We have to
ensure that the goals of industrial growth
are achieved by the close of the VI Plan,
We should stop appointing retired 1AS
Officers as the heads of public sector under-
takings. We have to develop an industrial
culture in the country. We should create
an industrial Cadre so that we get talented
people to man our public sector industrial
enterprises.

As at the end of June 1982, 439 large
units were sick and the outstanding bank
credits from them were Rs. 1728.40 crores.
Similarly, 26,973 small scale units were sick
with outstanding bank credits of Rs, 393.67
crores. In order to sustain 819/, tax revenue
from the industries, we have to make availa-
ble the necessary finances to them at the
appropriate time. Then only we can avert
growing indusirial sickness in- the country,

I have to say that the Finance Bill of
our Central Government swings with the
tide and time. The pre-election Finance Bill
is populist and the post-election Finance
Bill provides for all the extravangance of
the Government in authority. This is really
not conductive to the stability of our econo-
my. Our late-lamented Perarignar Anna used
to say that the Finance Bill must be the
potent instrument for ushering in the era of
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egilitarian society, We must ensure that the
Finance Bill of the Centre truly reflects the
sentiments of such statesmen,

Sir, in order to contain inflation, money
circulation must be curtailed and there
should be drastic reduction of non-plan
expenditure. Then only we will be able to
mdke an impact on the raging Inflation. I
am sure that the hon. Minister will devise
ways and means for curbing unnecessary
non-plan expenditure as has been directed
by our hon, Prime Minister.

Before I conclude, I would like to make
the following suggestions. The nutritious
meals scheme of our beloved leader Di.
Puratchi Thalaivar Thiru MGR has been
acclaimed by World Bank experts and by
the world-renowred Mother Teresa. I want
that this scheme should be treated as a plan
scheme and necessary funds should be pro-
vided for this. Presently on account of high
ash content coal being supplied, the Thermul
Plants in Tamil Nadu are unable to utilise
fully the inStalled capacity, I suggest that
the high-grade coal required for full utilisa-
tion of installed capacity in these thermal
plants should be imported and supplied.
The State Government of Tamil Nadu may
be permitted to do so. The Centre is impor-
ting cement. Like that, the high-grade coal
‘can also be imported and supplied to - Tamil
Nadu. This is very necessary to avert the
recurring power paucity in Tamil Nadu, 1
also suggest that the Centre should take up
with the Government of Karnataka about
the implementation of Hogenakal thermal
project. The State of Tamil Nadu and the
State of Karnataka will both derive benefit
from the completion of Hogenakal thermal
project at the earliest. The Tamil Nadu
Government is awaiting the concurrence of
the Government of Karnataka for taking up
this project, This must be done immediately
and the good offices of the hon, Minister
of Finance must be exerted for this purpose,
For rendering immediate relief assistance
to those afflicted by natural calamities like
the recurring floods and near perennial
drought in different parts of the country, I
suggest that a national fund must be created
so that immediate financial assistance is
ensured. )
