SHRI M.M. LAWRENCE (Idukki).
Mr. Chairman, this is the thirty-
.Scventh year of Independence. After
some days we are going to celebrate
our Independence Day. When we
"got independence a blood bath was
going on in many parts of our
country, especially in the Northern
India on communal basis. Every-
body hoped that it would end
after that. But still even after
37 years we are discussing the
same communal disturbances, com-
mupal riots apd we are trying to
find out ways and mecans (o end
these communal disturbance and riots.

On so many occasions it has becn
discussed and decisions werc taken.
Especially our Prime Minister Shrimati
Indira Gandhi has always been making
speeches warning against the work of
the divisive forces and to stall the inci-
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dents of communal strife and riots and
all that.

Now we are discussing mainly the
incidents in Bhiwandi. It is not the
latest, I think the latest is in Hydera-
bad. In Bhiwandi more than three hun-
dred peoble were killed, thousands were
injured, many brothers and sisters are
now living without limbs there. How
has this bappened ? In 1973 also in
Bhiwandi there was a communal riot.
About 80 people died then, mostly Mus-
lims. Lakhs and lakhs worth of materi-
als were Jooted by the hooligans then,
hundreds of huts were burnt and after
13 Years again this incident took place
there and more people died, more loot-
ing took place, more arson took place,
more huts were burnt and more people
were injured. The main responisbility
for this rests upon the semi-Fascist
organisation Shiva Sena. 1 am sur-
prised to see that the Members who
spoke befor me were not utteirng event
a sirngle word against this semi-Fascist
organisation, Shiv Sena.

SHRI EDUORDO FALEIRO : Why
‘semi’ ?

SHRI M. M. LAWRENCE : It is
for you to modify. Why are they not
bothered to call a spade ? Why ?

My friend from the ruling party
was making a very strong speech here.
He also was not uttering even a single
word against this Shiva Sena who
meticulously planned Communal riots
there 1 think there is a reason for
this sielnce. This Shiva Sena has helped
the ruling party of Maharashtra during
the Council election thero. A tacit
agreement was there. They helped the
Congress (1) members to be elected to
the Council. Our Finance Minister while
making his Budget speech this year
has menitioned about the Coming Great
event. The Congress (I) in Maharahtra
was appearing Shiv Sena to get their
support for that “coming great
event’’ the elections.

SHRI EDUARDO FALEIRO: -Why
are you making a false statement ?
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SHRI M. M. LAWRENCE: You can
contradict it.

After 1970 incident the Shivaji
Jayanti procession was banned in the
sensitive areas. Why was it allowed
this Year? It was done to appease the
Shiva Sena people. They have lifted
the prohibition and allowed them to
take the procession to the senmsitive
areas shouting all kinds of provocative
slogans. If the snction for taking this
procession was not given, this -riot
would not have taken place. So, the
main responsibility rests upon tho
Maharashtra Government and the Con-
gress (I) party.

In so many places communal riots
aro taking place. After that some agita-
tion will start to institute an inquiry
commission. The commission will go
into the details of that and bring out
the report and make recommendations
and suggestions. But nothing will be
done to implement the recommendations
of the commission. After the 1970 inci-
dents, an Inquiry Commission headed
by Justice Madam had made some
suggestions. But they were not heeded
by the Maharashtra Government. Like-
wise, in the National Integration Coun-
cil which met in Srinagar from June 20

to 22, 1968 following decisions were
taken :

1. Constituting at the State and
Central levels of a special intelligence
unit composed of persons specially train-
ed and possessing eptitude and abso-
lute impartiality needed for this kind
of work :

2. Furnishing by the intelligence
agencies of their reports and assess-
ments by the District Magistrates and
Superintendent of police regularly.

3. Charging of District Magistrate
and Superintendent of police with per-
sonal responsibllity by scrutinising these
reports and for taking preventive action
promptly. to forest all any communal
disturbances.
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4, Keeping of a close watch
On numour mongering.

These recommendations were acce ptde
by the National Integration Council But
did nothing to implement it. What was
the Congress (I) Government in Maha-
rashtra doing, what was the Intelligence
Service of Maharashtra doing ? As I
said earlier, this was wmeticulously
planned in advance by Shiv scna and
other Communal forces If the Intelli-
gence Service was functioning properly
and promoptly, they would have got the
information earlier almust what is going
to happen. But, what is the character
of the police there ? In 1970 itself, the
Madan Committee Report had pointed
out that the police in Maharashtra has
taken a partisan attitude. After the first
Bhiwandi incident, so many persons
were arrested from the minority_
community there, of course from the
other side also some persons were
arrested. But who were arrested from
the minority community were not given
even drinking water they were not
allowed to take water from the tap.
Others were provided shelter in the
verandahs of the peolice station but
those who belonged to the minority
community were asked to sit in the
sun. They were tortured in Custody,
they were sent to jail without having
been provided adequate room to sit
in the van. This is what was pointed
out in the Madan Committ ee Report.

In our country all kinds of divisive
forces are working with the help of
foreign money. In the name of missio-
pary work, so many organisations are
working in the North-East and in other
parts of the country and the Govern-
ment also knows it very well that they
are being helped by foreign agencies and
they are backed by t he imperialists
but it is not doing anything to control
the activities of these forces which are
trying to disintegrate our couatry.
Sir this Government has failed to give
any sense of direction to the people
after Independence. Why are the
communal riots taking place? Who
arc dying in these Communal riots ? Only
poor people. These riots are taking
place between the poor people them-
selves and not between the big
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industrialists, or the big landlords or
the big capitalists. When the riots
take place in an area these poor
people are killing each other, looting
cach - other and burning cach other
but, at the same time, those who are
rich in both the communities are
enjoying their lives in S-star hotels & all
that. That is what is happening. The main
thing is to give some sense of direction
to the pecople. Before Independence we
had that sense of direction then we
had to get our country liberated from
the foreign yoke but what is happening
after Independence ? The Government
is trying to build up capitalism, they
are helping capitalists, they are helping
the landlords by increasirg the misery of
the common people. They want some how
to retain the power only to safe guard
the interests of the exploiters. They set
one community against another. They
are using the same tactics which were
used by the British imperialists divide
and rule. They are afraid of the unity
of. people. If the poor people of our
country, irrespective of whether they
are Hindus, Muslims, Sikhs, Christians,
Parsis or who soever they are, if they
join  together and fight for their
interests, mnaturally they will fight
against these reactionary polices of the
Government which are fostering the
interests of the landlords and the
capitalists and other exploiters in this
country. So, the ruling party is not inte-
rested in unifying the people. What is
heppening in Kerala ? Congress (I) is
leading a United Front where the
majority of the parties are organised on
the basis of religion and caste—Chris-
tians, Muslims, Ezhavas Nairs etc.

SHRI K. T. KOSALRAM (Tiru-
chendur) : I can challenge that every
political party is like that.

SHRI M. M. LAWRENCE : Even
if I accept what he said just for the
sake of argument, is it the policy of con-
gress (I) to foster communal organi-
sations for selfish ends to retain power
somchow ? That is what they are doing
in Kerala.

How we can prevent the
Communal riots ? Some organisations
are trying to take measures to contain
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communal riots and disturbances by
organising themselves on communal
basis. The largest Minority community
in our country is the Muslims. The
Muslim National Front has been created
recently. Will it help contain commu-
nal strife, communal tensions and
disturbances ? It will not help; it will
be a suicidal policy.

SHRI EBRAHIM SULAIMAN SAIT

_ (Manjeri) : If they combine together and

act jointly for the welfare of the country,
how is it suicidal ?

SHRI M. M LAWRENCE : It is
organised on the basis of religion and
communalism. But you cannot contain
communalism in  that way
(Intertuptions).

Instead Organiating on Commu-
nal basis for their own interest,
The minority communities must join
hands with all the secular forces, demo-
cratic forces and progressive forces
in the country. It is only by such a
step that the minority communities can
stop and contain the atrocities perpe-
trated on them in the name of the majo-
rity community. The common people
in the majority Communitiy are not
interested in the riots. It is instigated
by some interested parties and organisa-
tions. So, the only was out for the
minority community is to join hands
with those secular, democratic and
progressive forces, because that is the
only way to contain communal riots,

As I mentioned earlier, Congress (I)
is the ruling party in our State. What
they are doing in Kerala, as in other
States, is for selfish political interests,
they are joining hands with communal
foces, instead of trying to contain them.

STATEMENT RE : SITUATIONS
IN SRI LANKA
THE MINISTRY OF STATE IN THE
MINISTER OF EXTERNAL AFFAIRS
(SHRI NIWAS MIRDHA) : Honourable
Chairman and Members of the House,

Recent developments in Sri Lanka
are causing us deep concern. There
have been reports of sharp deterioration
in the security situation in the Northern
part of Sri Lanka, resulting in large-
scale loss of human life and property.
There have also been reports of encoun-
ters between Sri Lankan State security
forces and Tamil militants. The Sri
Lanka security forces have suffered
some casualties. Two Naval personnel
are reported to have been killed in the
violence and a senior police  official
died in his office in a bomb explosion.
Loss of Tamil lives and property have
been far greater. There have been
reports of large-scale arrests in the
Northern province. It has been reported
that the town of Velvettiturai has been
extensively shelled by the Sri Lankan
Navy causing very heavy liss of life
and property there. A very large number
of people have been rendered homeless
and are accommodated in school build-
ings and elsewhere. These tragic
happenings have caused deep agony
and shock. '

As the House is aware, we have
repecatedly expressed our opposition to
all forms of violence and have reaffirmed
our support for Sri Lanka’s integrity
and unity. We have taken all steps to
