(iv) Need to set-up a suitable cvaluating
machinery to study the impact of
welfare programmes on weaker sections
particularly on Scheduled Castes/
Tribes.

SHRI ARJUN SETHI (Bhadrak) : The
directive principles embodied in the Consti-
tution enjoin the State to promote with
special care the cducational and economic
interests of the weaker sections of the people
particularly the scheduled castes and tribes
and to protect them from social injustice
and all forms of exploitation. Special
efforts have been made through the succes-
sive five-year and annual plans to narrow
down the existing disparities in the socio-
economic conditions of scheduled castes/
tribes and the rest of the population.
Various welfare programmes/schemes have
been undertaken by the Government of
India for meeting the special needs of these
communities for the implementation of
which hundreds of crores of rupees were
rcleased during the last 33 years by the
Central Government to various Statc
Governments.

But, no evaluation of the results obtained
therefrom and their impact on improving
the educational, economic and other in-
terests of these communities has been made
so far. I urge upon the Government to
appoint a suitable evaluating machinery to
study the impact of the schemes implemen-
ted and suggest measures to rectify the
defects if any.
