THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
DEPARTMENT OF SMALL SCALE INDUS­
TRIES AND AGRO AND RURAL INDUS­
TRIES IN THE MINISTRY OF INDUSTRY 
(SHRI SRIKANTA JENA): (a) Location of 
industries under KVIC Scheme is in accor­
dance with KVIC Act. As per the amended 
Act, ’Village Industry* means any industry 
located in a ‘rural area’ which produces any 
goods or renders any service with or without

the use of power and in which the fixed 
capital investment per head of an artisan or 
a worker does not exceed fifteen thousand 
rupees or such other sum as may, by notifi- 
catbn in the Offksial Gazette, be spedfied 
from time to time by the Central Govern­
ment. 'Rural Area’ means a 'Village' or the 
area comprised in any town, the populatkin 
of whk:h does not exceed ten thousand or 
such other figure as the Central Government 
may specify from time to time.

(b) and (c). As on 1.4.1990 seventy 
additional village industries have been iden­
tified by KVIC to be assisted under the pur­
view of KVIC in a phased manner in addition 
to Khadi and 26 village industries under its 
purview earlier. List of these 70 new village 
industries is given bebw.

(d) KVIC extends financial and fiscal 
support, appropriateservbefacititiesthrough 
raw material, marketing, training and techni­
cal infrastaicture for the devebpment of 
khadi and village industries under its pur­
view. Finance assistance is provided as per 
approved pattern of assistance. Khadi bans 
are interest free whereas village industries 
ban carry interest offourper cent per annum 
obtained from budgetary support under inter­
est subskJy of KVIC. The implementing 
agencies have to bear interest at four per 
cent per annum on both khadi and village 
industries ban. There is rebate on certain' 
items of cotton khadi throughout the year 
and on other varieties of khadi including 
polyvastra. Special rebate for certain period 
is also provbed. These facilities will be pro- 
vbed to new industries bentified by KVIC.

(e) and (f). Some of the industries under 
KVIC such as village leather, non edible oil, 
seed collectbn, beekeeping, fibre, woollen 
khadi, weaving tasser, silk etc. provbe the 
maximum emplc^ment opportunities to SC 
artisans and Tribals. Among the important
