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AJITSINGH): (a) and (b). Industrialisation of 
particular district in a State in primarily the 
responsibility of the State Government con­
cerned. However, in order to promote in- 
dusrtialisation and reduce regional imbal­
ances, the Central Government offers a 
number of incentives such as priority in the 
grant of industrial licences, concessbnal 
finance etc. to entrepreneurs setting up units 
in Centrally declared backward districts/area. 
District Hardoi in UP has been declared as a 
'C category backward district and is eligible 
for the above incentives. During the years 
1987 to 1990 (upto May 1990), three letters 
of intent-one in the year 1988 and two in the 
year 1989—have been issued for setting up 
industries in the Distrtot.

(c) The Central Investment Subsidy 
Scheme has been discontinued with effect 
from 1.10.1988. Information on District-wise 
reimbursement of subsidy was not main­
tained.
