Mortality Rate in the country as per Sample 
Registratbn system of Registrar General of 
India. The rate is 94 during 1968 as com-
pared to 104 in 1984. The state-wise esti-
mated infant Mortality Rate for major States 
and All India during 1984 to 1988 is given in 
the Statement bebw.

(b) Among the major States Uttar 
Pradesh has the highest infant Mortality fol- 
towed by Orissa and Madhya Pradesh.

(c) The steps taken or proposed to lie 
taken to control Infant Mortality interalia 
include a massive programme for training of 
traditional birth attendance, improvement of 
health infrastructure, training of health 
manpower, intensification of MCH pro-
gramme and health education, universal
