The Central Government has 

already prohibited empbyment of contract 

labour in various operations intheooal mining 
activities. In respect of various establish­

tion work, the 'appropriate Government* is 
the concerned State Government. It is the 
endeavour of the Central Govemment to 

ensure prohibition of contract labour wher­

ever it is so wananted by the proviskHis of 
the aforesaid Act.
