Such
publications have been seized and
prosecutions have also been launched
in specific cases, The recent Bill for
amending the Indian Penal Code as
reported by the Joint Committee con-
tains an additional provision for deal-
ing with grossly indecent publica-
tions and if this is approved by Par-
liament 1t may also help.
