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SHRI R.D. BHANDARE (Bombey
Ceatral) : To what extent has the Nagpur
master plan for roads been implemented ?

SHRI RAJ BAHADUR : I will reply to
that.
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SHRI 8.L. PRJE (Ratnagirl) : Mr,
Chairman, Sir, I support the Demands of
the Shipping and Transport Ministry.

My hon. friend, Shri Savant, has ably
pofnted out the difficulties and problems
regarding coastal trafic of Konkan.
Formerly, the coastal traffic of Konkan
was being operated by Scindia Steam Navi-
gation Company. Then the passengers had
all the conveniences and the fare charged
by the company was reasonable and less.
But when the services were taken over by
Messrs Chowgule and Company, instead of
giving regular service and charging reason-
able fare, they have not only increased
the fare but have discontinued some
services, They have got only three ships.
One ship 13 operated to Jaigad and the
rest to Goa.
