SHRI A. RAJA : | have gone through the detailed reply that has been given by

the hon. Minister. While | appreciate the efforts being taken by the Government

to reduce the litigation, | am having one question as well as a suggestion. In
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this Parliament | think the hon. Minister introduced The Mediation Bill which
has been referred by the hon. Speaker to the Standing Committee. The Bill is
being debated. The way in which it was piloted, it is really going to have a very
big impact on the judicial system of our country. There is no doubt about it.
How it is workable is yet another question. It is being debated in the
Parliamentary Standing Committee. My suggestion is this. You are going to
devise a policy. This policy is within the Government and the Government
Boards. But the Mediation Bill is having a universal impact, it covers third party
also.  Any policy which does not have any statutory binding, as the hon.
Minister knows, is only a policy because if it is breached, nobody can question
it. | have a question here. In the Mediation Bill, is any specific provision going
to be incorporated with the same motto and the same objective? If you do that,
it will really reduce litigations in this country. | expect a positive and an
affirmative reply from the hon. Minister.

SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: Sir, hon. Member Shri Raja Ji has a rich experience of
the governance system. We have many constraints in terms of settling the
cases, and the total amount of pendency in our country is rising very fast. The
Government is very much concerned about the rising number of cases. That is
why, we are talking about alternative dispute resolution mechanisms. So,
Mediation Bill which has been introduced and which has gone to the Standing
Committee, and which will come back, will be deliberated upon in detail and

the Committee will come out with more concrete suggestions, if any.
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But | am very confident that the Mediation Bill has been prepared in such
a way that there is very little scope for criticism. Rather people will appreciate it
or if there are any, they will add value to the provisions in the Mediation Bill.
The basic purpose of this Mediation Bill is to ensure that the pre-litigation in our
country takes a wider scope because mediation is part of the Indian ethos and
Indian traditions, and for ages, for millennia, mediation has been practiced in
our society. That is why, Raja Ji’s suggestion is very welcome. It is going to be
a very comprehensive policy. Within that, all the provisions are taken of. | do
not want to tell in detail about the provisions, but if you go through the
provisions of the Mediation Bill, it is going to be appreciated across the
sections of this hon. House as well as by the people of this country.

| am sure that when we pass the Mediation Bill from this august House,
it will bring in lots of reforms in our society, especially it will give relief to the
small-time people who do not have the capacity or resources to go to the court
and manage the entire process. Thank you.
SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI : Thank you, Sir. On one hand there are
luxurious litigations and superfluous cases logging our judicial system and on
the other hand there is a huge vacancy of Judges in the High Courts and
Tribunals coupled with severe stagnation in the judicial capacity. In this context
why is it that the Government is unable to provide affordable justice by
regulating the exorbitant legal fees charged by the advocates in the courts and

thereby ensure justice to the commoners and the ‘aam’ litigants?
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SHRI KIREN RIJIJU : Sir, the question posed by my dear friend Pradyut
Bordoloi ji is very important and serious in nature also, but at the same time
there are constraints.

Sir, you know very well that it is very difficult for the Government to put a
cap or regulate the court fees or the fees of the advocates. | have stated in
some of the public forums also that in our country it is very sad for the Law
Minister to say that some of the advocates are so expensive that it is very
difficult and beyond the common man’s affordability.

| have discussed with the Bar Council of India and with all the
stakeholders that we should make sure that advocates and good lawyers are
available to the needy people, but at the same time the legal aid programme,
outreach programme launched by the Government of India through the
Supreme Court, NALSA, and the State Legal Service Authorities up to the
Talukas are going with the motto that we must provide easy and accessible
services to the common people. At the same time, | also insist about the
provisions of providing free legal aid and pro bono. Some advocates should
take up the cases free of cost. The hon. Supreme Court Judges also have
been appealing that advocates, especially young advocates should inculcate
this culture of pro bono to provide free legal aid or at minimum cost, and the
Tele-law and some other provisions launched by the Government of India are

actually reaching out to the people.
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| share the concern of the hon. Member, and | am going to start it as a
big campaign on the advice and blessings of the hon. Prime Minister. We must
ensure that nobody is denied justice just because he cannot afford a good

lawyer. Thank you.

| appreciate everything, but one point still remains, namely, the vacancies are
not being filled up. You are saying that you are taking steps with inquiry, re-
inquiry and so on. Where did you fill up the vacancies of the High Court Judges
or vacancies in the Tribunals? You have given reference of the Income Tax
Tribunal. What about the Central Administrative Tribunal? Nothing is
functioning.

| am not making any complaint and do not take it otherwise. You should
not get emotional thinking that | am mentioning it, but | am concerned about

the fact that the vacancies are not getting filled up. Kindly do it.
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SHRI KIREN RIJIJU: My good friend, Shri Kalyan Banerjee has asked certain
questions and he has also made certain remarks, especially with regard to the
appointment of the Judges. It is very difficult for me to pinpointedly answer the
queries which he has asked. | have stated in the discussion which took place
last time in this august House that the Government has the bounden duty to
carry out some due diligence while appointing the Judges. We have a
prescribed system here.

| know what the hon. Member is referring to. He is referring to a
particular High Court, and a particular name, about which | am not ready to
divulge the names here nor am | here to indulge in this particular thing. But if
you can pick up the reports of the past many decades, you will know how
many Judges have been appointed since | took over as the Minister of Law
and Justice of this country. Since last July until now, do you know how many
Judges have been appointed in the Supreme Court and in different High
Courts of the country? The hon. Chief Justice of India has publicly stated and
appreciated that the process has been the fastest ever since the last few
decades. That is why, let us appreciate that if there are any constraints and
delay, it is not because the Government does not want to appoint Judges at a
fast pace but because there is a provision in the Memorandum of Procedure.
The Collegium and the Government are working in tandem and our effort is to
fill up all the vacancies as fast as possible, but there are certain vacancies
which would always remain because there is a process — when somebody

retires, how the name comes from the Collegium, from the High Courts, etc/
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During this process - certain time is taken. | do admit that but the system is

Minister for giving very comprehensive and detailed replies to the question |
have asked. My question to him, through you, is very specific to the
construction of a new Greenfield Port at Bavanapadu, which is in my
constituency. | would like to know the status of this Port from the hon. Minister.
What would be the contribution to it from the Government of India? Are there
any permissions still pending regarding the approval of the Port?
SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL: | am very much thankful to Shri Ram
Mohan for bringing this particular, very important question before this House.
For your information, the Andhra Pradesh Government is developing a
Greenfield port and whatever measures needed for awarding of the contract
for the construction of the port were already taken up. As per the information
provided by Maritime Board of Andhra Pradesh, in the later part of this month,
the contract could be awarded. | believe that you need not have to worry
because your Government is very much serious in this particular matter.

Regarding the financial support, if the proposal comes from the
Government of Andhra Pradesh, then, definitely, SagarMala programme will
always be a part of it.
SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : My second question is more into
the SagarMala project. Already there are certain proposals which are under
consideration and under the due process of construction. There are also some

changes which are proposed. There are new proposals also. So, | would like to
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know if we want to include new projects in the SagarMala project, what is the
process that we have to follow.

SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL: For the information of the august House,
let me inform the procedure. Whatever principle has been decided to develop
the SagarMala programme, particularly for the development of the ports,
management of the ports and new ports, terminals, enhancement of
connectivity and community development, enhancement of tourism jetties, and
fishing harbours, all these aspects are there in the SagarMala programme. So,
in this regard, if we receive the proposal connected to the principal point from
the State Government, we will definitely look into the matter positively.

SHRI HIBI EDEN : Sir, Kochi has a huge coastal line right from Chellanam to
Cherai. We are blessed with numerous harbours, ports, container terminals
and the prestigious Cochin Shipyard Limited which the hon. Minister visited a
few months back and reviewed the projects including the INS Vikrant which is
the first indigenous aircraft carrier built in India.

During the last budget, the hon. Finance Minister announced to
modernise major harbours into state-of-the-art harbours and develop all the
basic infrastructure for modern harbours. Cochin was one among those
harbours on which, right from where the fish are caught and transported to the
storage facility, including washrooms and all the major infrastructure, a
Detailed Project Report of Rs. 140 crore was submitted by the Cochin Port

Trust. Two of the harbours which were announced have already commenced
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the work. So, what is the status of the Cochin harbour? | would like to know
whether the Government would take necessary steps to expedite this project.
SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL: Regarding the Cochin Fishing Harbour, the
tentative cost is Rs. 300 crore. In convergence with the Department of
Fisheries, a special purpose vehicle has already been formed for harbour and
a revised DPR is now awaited. After receiving all this, my Ministry will definitely
look into the matter. It is a very important project because Sagarmala Project
always encourages the construction of fishing harbour, encourages our
fishermen, creates avenues for the employment opportunities and for people to
earn livelihood. That is why, hon. Prime Minister is always very much keen to
develop the Coastal Economic Zone. All the people living in the coastal States
must have proper facility to get themselves employed and also to get better
facility to earn their livelihood. With this noble objective, this particular
programme is now under implementation. These are some of the projects
which are under development. This is the latest position.
SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI : Sir, the Draft National Logistics
Policy 2019 indicated ‘measures will be taken to reduce logistics cost to 10 per
cent from 14 to 15 per cent’. On the east coast, most of the international cargo
is landing at the Columbo Port and almost 60 per cent of the cargo loading and
unloading is happening at the Columbo Port.

Smaller ships have to go to Columbo Port to bring goods to India and
the Indian economy is losing out to a large extent because of this. Having

transhipment hub ports in places like Thoothukudi and developing it will really
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help our economy. We made repeated requests to the Government for the
transhipment hub. | would like to know the status of it.
SHRI SARBANANDA SONOWAL.: Sir, this is a very, very important question
that the respected Member has raised in the House because the issue of draft
depth is a very, very critical issue for Indian coastline right from Gujarat to
West Bengal. We have a total 7,500 km coastline. These are the major
challenges that we are facing. That is why dredging is a mandatory initiative on
our part to maintain the draft so that our cargo vessel can come and operate.
So, this is a very important matter, a matter of serious concern, and the
Ministry is seriously considering it. We are now looking forward to developing a
transhipment hub in the country. There are some areas which have been
under survey. | will definitely be able to let the august House know within a
short span of time how the Government is very aggressive on this particularly
to get this particular facility provided to the Indian exporters and importers so
that in the near future whatever export-import cargo is transported through
different destinations can be easily done here for a better growth of our
national economy. Thank you.

U1 3TeeT: U AT 44, 2 U9, Jga |
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(Q. 44)

SHRI M. K. RAGHAVAN : Respected Speaker, Sir, the initiative of
Government of India to bring in chip-based e-passport is welcome. However,
we have some concerns. Hon. Minister has given detailed answers regarding
chip-based e-passports. | wish to know the hon. Minister's response on the
following points as well. What measures have been taken to ensure data
security of Indian citizens who are going to be issued with chip-based e-
passports; and will it be violation of individual’s right to privacy?

DR. SUBRAHMANYAM JAISHANKAR: Sir, the purpose of issuing e-
passports is to make it easier and smoother to travel, and also to ensure better
security of the data of the passport holder. What the e-passport has is the data
on the sheet like a regular passport as well as the data with the photograph on
an inlay sheet which is put in the back cover of the passport.

In terms of the data security, the data is put into the chip through a
personalisation process. This, then is printed using a specialised printer. Then
there is establishment of a public key infrastructure which will do a digital
signature. That digital signature is of the issuing country. It is like a certifying
authority. There is a company which is specialised which will do this on behalf
of Government of India. That digital signature will be sent for recognition to
other Governments. Along with that, there will be other digital keys which will
verify the passport at every stage - when the chip is made, when the inlay is
made, when ISP Nashik is putting the inlay in the passport, when the passport

office is loading the data or when the Embassy is loading the data, and when
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the passport is issued. In addition to that, of course, we are testing it in a
testbed so that it is secure, we can show to ourselves and to other countries
also that it is secure. So, there will be multiple layers of security. | think
because it will be both on paper as well as chip, the average citizen will find
that the passport data is much more integral and more protected than it would
be in other circumstances.
SHRI M. K. RAGHAVAN : Sir, my second question is, whether chip-based e-
passport system will reduce the time taken for issue of Indian passports when
compared to present system, and would strengthen Indian passport when
compared to passports issued by other nations.
DR. SUBRAHMANYAM JAISHANKAR: Sir, | would like to inform the hon.
Member through you that the entire world is moving now to chip-based
passports. So, we also have to move. We are very confident. We have already
started the process. | have stated in my reply that we have issued Letters of
Intent for 4.5 crore chips and antennae to be procured. We expect that once
we award the contracts, which will take a little time, within six months we will
be in the process of issuing the passports. We will do it in this financial year.

In terms of the speed of issuing passports, once it becomes routinised —
| think, the hon. Member would appreciate that actually the speed of passport
issual has become much faster — we have every confidence that we will be

able to keep to the same scheduling and the same speed.

AT 3regeT : i) e Hrarer — IR el |
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DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Sir, | have been listening attentively to the hon.
Minister but he has not fully addressed the concerns either of my hon.
colleague or myself on the question of security. The Ministry has declared that
they are going to be embedding this in the passport with a Radio Frequency
Identification (RFID) chip. That is embedded and that is going to be in the
passport as the Minister has explained. You know, there have been global
studies that have indicated that these RFID tags can be so-called skimmed. If
there is anybody entering with that passport to any location, within a few feet of
that person, people can skim the data, copy it onto another chip or another
RFID card. There have been examples given. For example, the American
Civil Liberties Union has published a report on precisely this danger saying that
terrorists, ID thieves, Government agents, marketeers, retailers, anybody could
do this with the appropriate technology available. So, the worry we have is
this. Are we exposing our citizens to greater danger? Are we putting
ourselves in a position where if the data is skimmed, vital information about our
citizens can fall into the hands of others? A passport is an essential document
but you have to give it in a number of places. Anybody can take it off and copy
this chip. | am wondering what kind of measures can be taken to ensure that
this does not happen before we actually introduce a document that could put

our own citizens in danger. Thank you, Sir.
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DR. SUBRAHMANYAM JAISHANKAR: Sir, | would like to inform the hon.
Member that we are very, very cognizant of the danger of the skimming
vulnerability. So, in fact, one of the reasons why the sample passports are
going through a testbed process is to ensure that very casually — because it
will be a sheet at the back — if you go through, let us say, an immigration
counter, that unless you actually handover the passport, the data will not be
captured. Until we are sure of that, naturally we will not introduce it.

DR. SHASHI THAROOR : Through RFID, it can be captured... (Interruptions)
DR. SUBRAHMANYAM JAISHANKAR: Again, | would like to underline to the
hon. Member that until we are sure that the skimming danger is adequately
addressed, naturally we will not be going forward. But we have every
confidence; that will be the case. We are very cognisant of that.

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN : Thank you so much, Speaker, Sir. | appreciate
that India is taking positive steps and the Finance Minister has announced in
her Budget Speech that e-Passports will come. Even in the detailed answer
the Minister has said that one of the benefits of the e-Passport is that the
immigration process will be smooth for the Indian passport holders. But the
irony is that wherever an Indian passport holder or an Indian goes, they are
treated like third-class citizens, especially in our own country. When you travel
to UAE, there is a special counter for UAE citizens who can just walk through.
If we go to Malaysia, there is a separate counter for Malaysian citizens where
they can walk through. If you go to European Union, the European Union

citizens can walk through. In India, we are made to wait to stand in a queue,
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and look like criminals. Anything what you have, it does not speed up the
process. This is my genuine request; whether you put a chip in it, put
anything, the process is the same. In what way for a common Indian the
process is going to be changed?

The second part of my question is this. When you are going to introduce
this e-Passport, will it be uniform across the country or will certain States like
Guijarat or Delhi be selected and will the States of the South like Tamil Nadu,
Andhra Pradesh and Karnataka be ignored?

DR. SUBRAHMANYAM JAISHANKAR: Sir, first of all, the first question of the
hon. Member pertains to the Bureau of Immigration. | think, the Member’'s
characterisation of the situation at airports is quite unfair. | do more airport
travelling probably than any other Member of the House. ... (Interruptions) It is
because of that | am not blind. | also look at what is happening in other
counters. | think, all the Members should be fair enough to recognise that
airport processes have improved. | grant you; there is room for improvement.
There is room for improvement in the airport and in the BOI counters. It is a
valid concern but please do not sort of give it such a sweepingly negative

characterisation. That is not fair.
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The second issue is even more unfair. On the passport side we have
never discriminated in favour of any State or against any State. | resent that. |
think that is completely uncalled for, and | would urge the hon. Member not to

make such comments.

These are certain etiquettes that we learn from how others are behaving. But

that is not happening here.
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Therefore, it was a very sad day yesterday. But it is good that most of
us are opening up our mind here, and | believe that this will be a lesson for
everyone including me to understand why that has happened the other day,
and we have to correct ourselves.

DR. SUJAY VIKHE PATIL (AHMEDNAGAR): The enactment of the Central
Universities Act,2009 was done with the aim to establish and incorporate
universities for teaching and research in various States. Currently, there are 16
Universities under this Act for different States but there is no university for the
State of Maharashtra. The State of Maharashtra being one of the most
developed States of India and also an educational hub has been devoid of a
central university. |, therefore, request the Government to establish a central
university in  Maharashtra for encouraging multidisciplinary learning by
promoting creative and critical thinking for holistic development. This shall be a
right direction in achieving the goal to provide better opportunities of learning
and research in higher education through a full-fledged university which will not
only provide education but also aid in creatmg human capital. It will foster
excellence in teaching, research and innovation in pure and applied areas of

learning and generate direct and indirect employment.

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(ix)Regarding establishment of a central university in
lower Assam region

SHRI ABDUL KHALEQUE (BARPETA): One cannot dispute the fact that
higher education plays a significant role in the development of human
resources and society in general. However, the progress of higher education
has not been optimum in the country particularly in Assam. Higher education
produces high level of professionals.

Assam has a literacy rate of about 73% as per 2011 census. According
to Gross Enrolment Ratio of Higher Education (2021), Assam’s rate is 17.3%
and national rate is 27.1%. The huge gap is due to lack of basic amenities and
state of the art educational infrastructure in Assam. As Swami Vivekananda
said, “A nation is advanced in proportion to education and intelligence spread
among the masses”.

To shrink the gap of 9.8% GER, there is a need to enhance the
infrastructure of higher education in the state. In this regard, | would like to
mention that lower Assam region is devoid of any major educational
institutions. Many move out of the state for higher education thereby causing
huge brain drain.

Therefore, | urge upon the Hon’ble Minister of Education to consider
establishment of a central university in lower Assam region, especially in and

around Barpeta. Doing so will create educational hub in the region.
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(x)Regarding deputation of cadre officers

SHRI K. MURALEEDHARAN (VADAKARA): The Department of Personnel &
Training proposals to amend Rule 6 of IAS (Cadre) Rules-1954 related to
deputation of cadre officers, would undermine the Co-operative federalism and
morale of the All India Service Officers. Many state governments and political
parties have spoken out against the changes, opposing the proposal of the
Centre. The amendments in the IAS Cadre rule will lead to the Central
Government having greater control in the central deputation of all three All
India Services (IAS). The Centre will have the power to depute civil servants to
Central ministries without taking any approval from the state governments.
Proposed amendments will induce fear psychosis among All India Service
Officers in implementing policies of those State governments where political
dispensation is different from ruling party at Centre. Hence, the proposed
Amendment may be dropped for upholding the Co-Operative Federalism of

India and the morale of AlS officers.
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(xi) Need to include Irular and Narikuravar communities in the list of
Scheduled Tribes

SHRI S. RAMALINGAM (MAYILADUTHURAI): The Irular and Narikuravar
Communities are in the OBC list of Union Government of India. Actually they
are depressed communities living under below poverty condition. They are not
having any permanent income source. They are unable to get even elementary
education. Very few people from the communities got school and college
education. However, they are unable to get government jobs due to the lack of
community certificate. The above said communities may be included in the

Scheduled Tribes list for their upliftment.
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(xii) Regarding booster shots to bankers

SHRIMATI APARUPA PODDAR (ARAMBAGH): Our country currently has 12
public sector banks, 22 private sector banks, 44 foreign banks,56 regional rural
banks,1485 urban cooperative banks & 96000 rural cooperative banks which
employ more than 15 lakh employees. Since the beginning of the corona
pandemic, the banking sector has been working continuously to sustain our
economy and carrying out essential services. More than 2,000 bankers have
lost their lives in the first two waves of the pandemic. The banks have served
every section of the society in both urban and rural areas during these
challenging times & have played a crucial role in ensuring that there is no
disruption in our financial system. Unfortunately, the recognition of bank
employees as Frontline Covid Warrior (FLW) was delayed, denying the
opportunity of getting vaccinated along with other FLWs in the first instance,
which could possibly have averted the loss of precious lives. In order to
prevent any further casualty to the bank employees, | request the Government
to consider bankers as the frontline workers for administering booster shots
amid rising COVID-19 cases across the country and the onset of the third
wave. In addition to this, special status should be given to bankers for availing

public transport, including suburban railways under essential service category.
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(xiii)Regarding alleged increasing incidents of attack on minorities

SHRI E. T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): The spirit of Indian
secularism is going to be in doldrums as the attack on the life and property of
minorities are increasing day by day. News coming from various states are
worrisome and Government of India’s efforts to address it is the need of the
hour. Government should convene an all party meeting to discuss this burning

issue and evolve a programme of action.

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY (BAHARAMPUR): Thank you, Sir.

Sir, since the Constitution came into force, in consonance with the
traditional protocols of Indian Parliamentary democracy, each year, before the
commencement of the Session, Mahamahim Rashtrapatiji used to deliver the
Address to both the Houses of Parliament assembled together.

So, it heralds the first Session of this new year, 2022. It is incumbent
upon the President under Article 87 of our Constitution to address the
Parliament and we all maintain it as a solemn occasion since the first President

We cannot hide the truth of our history even if we
strive hard to distort it. That should be kept in mind.

We should
follow his idea. The great saint Rishi Aurobindo said and | quote: “All problems
of the existence are the problems of harmony. Ever since the dawn of history,
man has been actuated by the persistent dream of triple harmony — harmony
within man, social harmony between man and man, and the harmony between
the man and the world around him.” Whether we are pursuing that idea of
harmony or not, that needs to be considered.

negligible decline from 88 rapes per day in 2019. Ninety per cent of crimes
were registered under the Protection of Children from Sexual Offences Act
(POCSO) in 2020. There was 9.4 per cent increase in crimes against members
of Scheduled Castes and 9.3 per cent increase in crimes against the members
of Scheduled Tribes. The highest number of cases of atrocities were recorded
in BJP-led States of Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Bihar. India’s status
in the Freedom in the World 2021 Report was downgraded from ‘Free’ to
‘Partly Free'. Hate crimes against religious minorities have spiked by 300 per
cent since the BJP assumed power in 2014. Incidents of cow vigilantism and
related violence have increased sharply in PM Modi ji's successive
governments. Despite the COVID-19 lockdown in 2020, 16 such incidents
were recorded which resulted in 94 deaths.

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"SHRI V.K. SREEKANDAN (PALAKKAD): The people of this country
expected a lot from the Address by our Hon'ble President this year too, but
were greatly disappointed as the address lacks direction and the way the
Government intends to move in the year ahead. Therefore, | strongly oppose
the Address. However, | would like to highlight here some of the issues that
were found no place in the entire address such as:

The word Amrit Mahotsav found at many places in the entire Address of
the Hon'ble President, but no mention has been made about the supreme
sacrifices of our 20 jawans who have been killed in Galwan Valley at the hands
of our enemy, China and China is posing very serious threat to our nation's
security than ever. The country has lost its first Chief of Defence Staff and 13
other defence personnel in a helicopter crash very recently, again no mention
about this tragic loss in the address. 14 innocent people were killed by the
army wrongfully in Nagaland very recently, and again no mention about this
brutal killing and how it has happened. Bhagwaan Birsa Munda was a great
freedom fighter and he was a Gaurav for the entire nation. Therefore,
celebrating his birth anniversary as Jan Jatiya Gaurav Diwas, as mentioned in
the Address, is really disrespecting him instead of honouring him and his
contribution, as no celebration can be attached with the name of caste or

religion he or she belongs to.

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It is now more than two years that we are experiencing Covid-19
pandemic, no mention been made in the Address as to how the government
has failed to vaccinate the entire population of the country. Several crores of
people are yet to get even the first dose.

The Address has failed to acknowledge the benefit of the Green
Revolution brought out by our then Prime Minister, late Smt. Indira Gandhi,
when the Government takes the credit of providing food during Covid-19
pandemic.

There has been no mention in the address that when will the
government be able to make rules against the Citizens Amendment Act, 2019.
The bill was passed by both the Houses of Parliament in the year 2019 and 83
people have lost their lives while protesting against it. Very sorry to state that
even a starred question of mine laid for answer on 8.2.2022 in this regard has
been simply taken off to unanswer it.

It is really surprising that no mention has been made in the Address
about more than 700 farmers who have lost their lives while protesting against
the three farm bills brought out by the Government and later on withdrawn
them. Our annadatas have been demanding for a new Minimum Support Price
guarantee law for all agricultural produce, but no mention has been made in
the Address in this regard.

The global demand for Indian ayurved products is increasing day by day,
but the Government is yet to take steps to boost this sector, and moreover, no

mention has also been made in the Address in this regard.
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In the Address it has been stated that 1 crore 17 lakh houses have been
approved at a cost of Rupees one and a half lakh crore in the last three years
under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana — Gramin, but no mention has been
mentioned that how many have been constructed and handed over to the
beneficiaries during the said period as there have been reports that the
scheme is moving at snail's speed.

As per the Address 2 crore 25 lakh youth across the country have been
skilled through various forums, but the fact is that these trained skilled youths
have no employment for most of them. Therefore, this Address lacks the
number of youths skilled who have got employment because of the skKill
development they got.

High cost for all input materials and non-availability of some of the
important input materials are the burning issues the MSMEs are facing now.
This Address has no word on how to help these MSMEs which are the main
sources of employment in the country.

Covid-19 pandemic added further loss of employment in the country and
the people are facing difficulties to meet their day to day needs. The high cost
of petrol and diesel pushed the prices of all essential commodities at an all-
time high. However, no mention has been made in the Address how to provide
relief to the people.

Now | come to some of the issues that are concerning the State of
Kerala, the State which | belong to. It has been a demand of the people of

Kerala to set up an AlIMS in the State as this State does not appear in the list
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of 22 AlIIMS the Government has initiated. Therefore, | urge that an AIIMS be
sanctioned for the State of Kerala and Palakkad is the most ideal place for the
same to be set up there, as it is centrally located in the State. Land has been
acquired which is lying unused and is in the custody of the Central
Government. Apart from that, an institution is also willing to offer its giant
campus of more than 500 acres with requisite infrastructure for the proposed
AIIMS. The proposed AlIMS at Palakkad, can also put an end to the continued
infant child mortality in Attappadi which is a tribal area due to lack of medical
care there. This will also benefit people of various districts in the neighbouring
State of Tamil Nadu too. Therefore, setting up an AIIMS at Palakkad will
benefit people of two States. Therefore, it is requested that AlIMS be set up at
Palakkad at the earliest.

Palakkad, which is my Parliamentary Constituency, is a centrally placed
district in the State of Kerala and adjoining to the State of Tamil Nadu. Airports
for the people of Palakkad are at Nedumbassery, Karipur and Coimbatore
having a road distance of 113 kms., 101 km. and 69 kms respectively.
Palakkad is the second largest industrial district in Kerala, having all types of
industries, including both Central and State governments public sector
undertakings. The only IIT in the State of Kerala is at Palakkad. Palakkad is
also the divisional headquarter of Southern Railway. The work on the Industrial
Corridor between Coimbatore and Kochi via Palakkad is in progress. Palakkad
is the gateway for reaching all materials to the State of Kerala from many parts

of the country. More-over, many thousands of people from this district and its
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neighbouring district are settled in many parts of the globe, earning precious
foreign exchange for the country. The proposed Coimbatore-Kochi Industrial
Corridor is expecting huge foreign Investment. Hence, it is necessary and
essential to have an airport at Palakkad to make travel to/from Palakkad
easier. Therefore, | urge that Palakkad may also be included in the airport
expansion plan of the Government.

There has been a long pending demand to take steps to get UNESCO
heritage site status for Edakkal Caves in Kerala, but this Address has no
mention of this. Getting UNESCO heritage site status for these caves at
Edakkal shall pave the way for attracting more tourists to this place and
thereby economic development of the area in which these caves are located.
With this | conclude and | oppose the Address.

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Jaljeevan Mission really given greater relief to the women of six crore
households by accessing tap water connection. But nearly 15 crore
households are without piped water in rural areas. This number may be higher
than this. It is also a fact to note that seven states in the country water table
depleting rapidly. But it is a long way to go.

In the agricultural sector 80% of farmers belong to small and marginal
category with less than 2 acres of land. The PM SAMMAN Nidhi amount need
to be enhanced from Rs. 6,000/- to Rs. 10,000/- as requested by the Chief
Minister of Andhra Pradesh Sri. YS. Jangan Mohan Reddy.

| am thankful to the Prime Minister for sanctioning the Kisan Rail which
is a first in south India and second in the country which was started in
Anantapur of Andhra Pradesh which is also my Parliament Constituency. So
far 122 trips of trains from AP to Delhi and other places were run by the
Department to meet the demand of Horticulture production.

The issues related to Minimum Support Price (MSP) purchase and
procurement of the produce of the farmers need to be taken into consideration.

Creating a provision for Gender Inclusion fund in the national education
policy and admitting women cadets in the National Defence Academy is paving
ways for equal opportunities for women. However, there is a decrease in the
budget allocations from 3.8 % of the spending in 2015-16 to 2.7% allocation in

2021-22 There is a need to relook into the spendings.
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The opening of Ekalavya Model Residential Schools is a welcome step
to provide quality education. But budgetary allocations to provide
infrastructure, teaching staff and other support staff need to be taken care of.
Sufficient budget allocation is the need of the programme to achieve its
success.

Divyang facilities should be taken on a priority basis. The Data suggests
that there are seven crore population in the country who are Divyang.
Establishing National Institute of Mineral Health Rehabilitation and developing
a 10,000-word Indian Sign Language Dictionary is appreciable.

Reference to the development and security of Scheduled Castes is
totally missing in the speech.

As part of Atmanirbhar Bharath, increasing the support to MSME
through guaranteed collateral free loans from rupees 3 lakh crore to Rupees
4.5 lakh crore is a welcome step. However, the employment loss during the
COVID- 19 pandemic is huge. It is estimated that 35% of MSMEs either closed
or de functional as a result of the pandemic. The Government needs to create
some more supports to the MSME sector.

It is also estimated that India's unemployment rate has reached to
nearly 8%. Announcing an urban employment guarantee programme might
have given hope to millions of urban labour in the country.

Developing infrastructure facilities like roads, railways, airports, higher

Education institutions in north east and Jammu, Kashmir and Ladakh is very
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much needed and the steps taken by the Government is very much
appreciable.

As a Member of Parliament coming from the state of Andhra Pradesh
which is affected by the bifurcation in 2014, we are consistently urging the
government to provide Special Category Status (SCS) for the state to
overcome the problems inherited. However, in the Hon'ble President speech
the sanction of the special category status is missing. Similarly, the supports
promised in the AP Bifurcation Act 2014 are also not proclaimed in the speech
of the Hon'ble President.

We whole heartedly thank the President for the commitments towards
health, creation of water resources, employment and farmers’ welfare.

While MSP is announced for 23 crops every year, public procurement is
limited to a few crops such as paddy, wheat, and, to a limited extent, pulses. |
am of the opinion that the government should take necessary steps to procure
more crops to help the farmers. The BJP on the demand of minimum support
price plus 50%, gave a version that satisfied no one. There are reports on
shortcoming in the implementation of MSP. Mainly, procurement is largely from
a few states. And lack of awareness among farmers before the sowing season.
Increasing cost of transportation for farmers, and also there is an inadequate
storage capacity.Therefore, | would like to suggest that the government should
address these issues to ensure benefits for the farmers. | would like to suggest
that the agricultural pricing policy needs to be reviewed to ensure that farmers
are receiving remunerative prices for their produce. Farmers are often forced
to engage in distress sales, i.e., selling below MSPs.

India has a real opportunity to become a global leader if it chooses to
focus strongly on ethanol made from a by-product of the sugar industry,
namely molasses and farm wastes. This would help our farming community
and also bring a strong climate and air quality benefits, since these wastes are

currently often burned, contributing to smog. Therefore, | would like to suggest
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that the government should take firm steps in this regard to provide benefits to
the farming community particularly for sugarcane growers.

India is one of unique countries in the world that has the legacy of
diversity of languages. Among these three languages, Sanskrit, Tamil and
Kannada have been recognized as classical language with special status and
recognition by Government of India. The Government is not funding
adequately for the promotion of Kannada as a classical language. Classical
language Kannada Rs.1 crore in 2017-18, Rs. 0.99 crore (Ninety-Nine lakhs) in
2018-19 and Rs. 1.07 crore in 2019-20. Rs 643.84 crore on the promotion of
Sanskrit in the last three years, which is 22 times the total amount of Rs 29
crore spent on the other five classical Indian languages - Tamil, Telugu,
Kannada, Malayalam and Odia.During the same period the funds given to
Tamil was Rs. 10.59, Rs. 4.65 and Rs. 9.80. Rs. 11.73 crores allocated during
2020-21. Till date Tamil language received nearly Rs. 50 crores. However, it is
only Rs. 8 crores to Kannada language. Hence | urge the Union Government
to do justice to Kannada language and people of Karnataka by releasing
adequate funds.

As far the environmental impact assessment to give approval for
industrial, real estate and mining schemes is concerned it is not being done
scientifically to assess the impact of industrial, real estate and mining schemes
on the environment and lead to an unhealthy competition amongst these
agencies to swiftly clear projects without due diligence. There is huge concern

among people and widespread criticisms against the way the EIA is being
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done. Hence at a time when climate change is driving home the ecological
fragility of large parts of India and pollution and water scarcity are taking a
serious toll on the well-being of people in cities, towns, and villages,Regulatory
bodies require enabling policies to perform their task with riger. The grading
exercise, Instead, reduces them to clearing houses. The Centre must rethink
its move.

Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana has also benefitted small farmers of
this country. The issues being faced in the implementation of the scheme is
that due to lack of awareness, several farmers do not submit declaration forms
to opt out of the scheme and face mandatory deduction of premium from their
bank accounts, and also there is inordinate delays in settlement of insurance
claims. There is also delays in taking action against defaulting insurance
companies by the Government. Therefore, in order to address the problems,
the Government should use technology and the coordination of all institutional
mechanisms.

One Nation, One Ration Card (ONORC) is implemented by the union
government successfully to ensure pan-India availability of food grain
entitlements to beneficiaries through portable ration cards and Aadhaar based
authentication. 34 states and union territories have implemented the ONORC
plan as of August 24, 2021.

In order to provide expenditure support to these farmers, Pradhan Mantri
Kisan Samman Nidhi is implemented. However, the scheme is being faced in

the implementation of the scheme. They are mainly slow pace of identification
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of beneficiaries and uploading of data by states, and poor internet connectivity
in rural areas hampering the uploading of data and some other issues.
Therefore, | would like to suggest that the Government enhance coordination
with states where enrolment is slow and take corrective steps to ensure the

poor farmers are benefitted from the scheme. Thank you.

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"SHRI A. GANESHAMURTHI (ERODE): I would like to give my views on the
Motion of Thanks on the President’s Address delivered to both the Houses of
Parliament on 31.01.2022.

In the wake of high price rise and the prices of petroleum products
skyrocketing, there is not a word about it in the President’s Address. The policy
of the BJP Government, namely, one nation, one language, one culture, one
registration, is highly condemnable. India is a secular democratic country
having federal structure. You will find unity in diversity and that is the beauty of
this nation. Therefore, we strongly oppose any move by the Union Government
to thrust one culture, one language, one view on various States.

Similarly, of late, the names of all the schemes and development
programmes are being given in Hindi language and no English translation is
provided. With the result, the people from non-Hindi speaking areas, in fact,
MPs also, are confused about the purpose of schemes. Though the Centre is
spending crores of rupees on these schemes, hon. Members are not able to
explain to the people about the aims and objectives of these schemes.
Therefore, it is our demand that names of all the schemes and programmes
should be given in the English language also so that the people in the South

can understand and take benefit of these programmes.

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According to estimates of Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy, two
crore Indians lost their jobs in April-May, 2021. In October, 2021, at least, 5.46
million Indians lost their jobs and in November last year, six million salaried
people lost their jobs. There is no mention in the President’s Address about
this alarming loss of jobs in the country due to policy paralysis of the Union
Government. This Government assured before coming to power that there will
be creation of jobs for two crore unemployed youth every year. This is the real
picture that the Centre for Monitoring Indian Economy has assessed. This is
the real picture of equality among the richest, rich, middle class, marginalised
and the poorest of the poor of the country.

Similarly, the recent amendment proposed to IAS Cadre Rules is
arbitrary and an attempt to undermine the executive powers of the States.
Already nine Chief Ministers of our country, including our Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu have vehemently opposed this unilateral and arbitrary decision of
the Union Government.

The Constitutional Heads in the Opposition-ruled States are behaving
like political functionaries and interfering with the day-to-day administration of
the States and challenging the policy decisions of the elected Governments of
the Opposition-ruled States. NEET Exemption Bill passed by the Tamil Nadu
State Assembly, is a glaring example. The Governor did not forward the Bill for
the President’s assent and he was sitting over all these months. Now, due to
pressure from our side, the Governor has sent back the Bill to the State

Assembly to reconsider the Bill with the remark that NEET examination is good
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for the people of State. It is nothing but an insult and a disrespect to the
sentiments of the people of Tamil Nadu.

The farmers’ unions have given a press statement exposing the empty
promises of Government on MSP and doubling farmers’ income. It is because
the Government said that we would increase the farmers’ income by 200 per
cent but now it is not so. Their input costs have increased. The DAP and urea
which was Rs. 1,300 is now Rs. 2000. There is no mention in the Address
about fixing the Minimum Support Price of various agricultural products and
also to provide legislative backing to Minimum Support Price mechanism. The
MSP has not been increased. Basically, eighty per cent people of the country
are agriculturalists. Even during the COVID pandemic, India had food
sufficiency because of our agriculturists but you are destroying the efforts of
the farmers.

You are giving 5G technology to the private sector but not even 4G to
BSNL and MTNL. It is a silent way of killing the public sector undertakings like
BSNL and MTNL.

The MSME sector is in a difficult position. First it suffered a severe blow
because of demonetisation and the hasty implementation of GST. The States
surrendered their sovereignty of collecting taxes but the promise that was
given by the Union Government that it would give its due share to the State
Governments has not yet been fulfilled. The due share has not been paid to
many States. It is the States which are collecting the GST but you are simply

taking that money and not re-distributing to the State Governments.
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The attack on fishermen of Rameswaram and Nagapattinam while they
were on high sea for fishing, by Sri Lankan Navy is continuing uninterrupted
despite our protests and agitations. The Centre has not tried to bring any
permanent and effective mechanism to find a permanent solution. No steps
have been taken for controlling and reducing the prices of petrol, diesel and
other petroleum products. The workers have been demanding increasing the
EPF minimum pension to Rs. 9000 by implementing the orders of the court for
higher pension on the basis of actual wages. But this Government has not
taken any step in this direction.

| highly condemn the attitude of the Government in rejecting the
Republic Day Tableau depicting the portraits of freedom fighters from Tamil
Nadu, as was proposed by the Government of Tamil Nadu, thereby hurting the
sentiments and patriotic feelings of the people of Tamil Nadu.

The President’'s Address does not mention about the alleged purchase
of Pegasus software for spying and unauthorised interception of messages
and audio conversations by probing and investigating agencies, leading to
manifestation of arbitrariness and violation of fundamental rights of citizens.
The President’s Address also does not mention about the need to provide ex-
gratia compensation to the kin of all doctors, including private practitioners who
lost their lives in the line of duty during the second COVID wave in the country.
We have been demanding the Union Government to restore travel
concessions to various categories of railway passengers in the Indian Railways

but it has not been done.
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The President’s Address also does not refer to giving facilities for the
upliftment of women belonging to the backward and rural areas of the country.
There is no mention about the need to provide immediately all basic facilities
like fixed wages, insurance, risk allowance to ASHA, Anganwadi workers and
village health workers who worked as frontline workers during the pandemic.

In view of all these omissions and misgovernance, | strongly oppose the

Before touching other issues, | wish to first focus on issues plaguing the
State of AP and appeal and pray with folded hands to the PM to, at least, now
show your magnanimity and compassion towards the State of AP and don't
add AP to BIMARU. When AP was divided, it was burdened with huge revenue
deficit of Rs. 16,078 crores and it was assured on the Floor of Parliament on
20th February, 2014, by none other than the PM that the resource gap of AP
would be compensated through regular Union Budget. And, if you look at the
accounts for FY 2014 15, audited by CAG, the revenue deficit is Rs. 16,078
crores and, in addition to this, there are other financial obligations pertaining to
that period that have not been discharged due to shortage of funds which has
rightly been regarded as part of resource gap for 2014-15 and the total
resource gap comes to Rs. 22,948 crores. This is the 8th Budget people of AP
seen expecting that provision would be made in the Budget. But, the 'bahu' of
Telugu States disappointed again. Secondly, in the recently held South Zone
Council meeting, hon. Minister assured that he would reconsider the issue and
resolve the matter and we were expecting that provision would be made in this
Budget, but nothing has been provided for. So, | request the hon. PM to kindly
intervene and see that the resource gap of Rs. 22,948 crores be paid to AP
and don't wash away. by just paying Rs. 4,117 crores.

The next point is about Polavaram. Things are not moving smoothly
since R&R package has to be executed and for this, we need money. Since it
is the National Project, it is the responsibility of the GOI to release sufficient

funds to complete the project which aims to be completed this year. Technical
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Advisory Committee and the Revised Cost Committee - both are the
Committees of the Government of India - have given their approval for revised
cost estimate of Rs. 55,656 crores. People of AP were keenly looking at the
Budget that the FM may approve the revised cost estimates. She again
disappointed the people of AP. There are 2-3 issues relating to Polavaram and
| wish to place them again before the hon. PM and request him to clear them.
The first one is pending bills to the tune of Rs. 2,100 crores which are still
pending for clearance by GOI. The second one is that the Ministry is hell-bent
not recognizing supply of drinking water as part of irrigation component. We
have had National Projects in the country earlier and take any project and see
whether drinking water has been made part of irrigation component or not.
Why are you separating drinking water with irrigation and how come that you
are propounding a new theory that drinking water does not become part of
irrigation component for Polavaram? So, don't do that. Secondly, the cost of
the project has gone up, not because of AP. It is because of the Central
legislation of Right to Fair Compensation and Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 since huge amount has
to be paid to the project displaced families. So, don't negate what Section 90 of
AP Reorganisation Act says and immediately approve the revised cost
estimates and help State Government to complete the project this year.

The hon. President talked about giving free foodgrains to poor and
migrant labour and we all welcome that since it is the need of the hour in the

times of pandemic and we all welcome this. We have distributed nearly 700
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lakh metric tons of rice with an estimated cost of Rs. 2.65 lakh crores in 5
phases under PMGKAY. But, | wish to point out here that there is a section of
poor in AP who are left out under NFSA. Let me give the details. Beneficiaries
under TPDS are selected as per NFSA. And, if you look at the national
average of beneficiaries covered under the TPDS, it is 75% of the rural
population and 50% in urban population. But, when it comes to AP, the number
of persons covered under TPDS is 2.68 crores which translate into 60% in
rural areas and 40% in urban areas which is much below the national average
of 75% and 50% respectively. And, surprisingly, the States which have higher
GSDP than AP are given higher percentage of coverage! Let me give some
examples. 76% of population is covered in Karnataka whose per capita GSDP
is Rs. 2.27 lakhs. In Gujarat, 76.64% of population are covered under NFSA
and its per capita GSDP is Rs. 2.22 lakhs. 62% is covered in Tamil Nadu and
76% population is covered in Maharashtra. But, why coverage in my State is
just 60% in rural areas and 41% in urban areas. This is gross injustice done to
AP even in distribution of foodgrains. | request the Food Minister to look into
this anomaly and see that 75% in rural areas and 50% population in urban
areas are covered under NFSA. Along with this, there is one more issue of
clearing dues by GOI to the tune of Rs. 1,700 crores to AP Civil Supplies
Corporation for procurement of paddy. GoAP had submitted UCs in the

prescribed format to the Ministry. Hence, kindly release this due forthwith.
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Now that AP is at the receiving end, as | said, due to unscientific
bifurcation and misgovernance between 2014 and 2019 and subsequent
pandemic, and everybody started picking a stone and throwing at it. | will give
another example.

At the behest of the GOI, in spite of AP decided to discontinue power
supply to Telangana after June, 2014, AP had to supply power to Telangana.
We have agreed and AP supplied power to Telangana DISCOMs till 10th June,
2017. And, an amount of Rs. 6,112 crores dues have to be paid by Telangana
DISCOMs to AP. We have been repeatedly requesting for release of amount,
but Telangana Government is not moved. Now that it is nearly five years, |
appeal to the hon. PM to deduct the pending amount from the devolution of
Telangana and adjust the same to AP.

Railway Zone is another important project to come up in AP and the then
Railway Minister Shri Piyush Goyal announced setting up of Railway Zone in
2019, but the recent statement by the present Railway Minister, Shri Ashwini
Vaishnaw has brought back the issue where it left. This is exactly is what is
happening with AP, be it new Railway Zone or providing assistance to
backward districts of AP. GOl has taken back 350 crores earlier already
released for backward districts in AP. So, | ask: Why this apathy towards AP?
Why this indifference towards AP? Is AP not part of this Indian Union? Are
people of AP not Indians? So, | urge the hon. PM not to take things too long

before they broken. Kindly do justice and be with AP.
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Hon. PM may recall the hon. CM meeting him recently and submitted a
Memorandum on various issues relating to AP. | am happy that there are some
discussions taking place between officials of the GOI and the officials from
GoOAP. | appeal that let there be a timeline to clearing all issues and not to drag
them further. | also appeal to the hon. Home Minister to release a White Paper
on implementation of AP Reorganisation Act, so that the country knows where
the issues stand today and also know whether there is time and cost overrun.

Don't think that we have forgotten SCS to AP. It is an inalienable part of
our demands. The Union Government has again reiterated its earlier stand in
reply to a question asked recently in this very House by saying that ‘following
the recommendations of the 14" Finance Commission, the class of Special
Category Status ceased to exist." No one subscribes this argument and let me
give a few examples which clearly demonstrate that the purported argument of
the Government of India is far from truth.

There is Micro and Small Enterprises - Cluster Development Programme
of MSME Ministry. Under this, GOl is supporting Common Facilities Centre by
giving 90% of project cost to Special Category States (North-East, Hilly States,
etc.) and ID 80% for SCSS.

The second one is 'Industrial Development Scheme. Under this, Special
Category States are given 100% reimbursement of insurance premium on
insurance of building, plant and machinery; 30% of investment in plant and
machinery. Registration of new units under the above scheme is also granted

after 2017 by Empowered Committee for Special Category States.
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Apart from this, if you look at Article 4 of the Constitution, it says when
any State is bifurcated under Article 3 - AP is divided under Article 3 - then
supplemental, incidental and consequential measures can be taken by
Government. The very bifurcation of my State is predicated upon assurance of
Special Category Status. So, SCS is supplemental, incidental and
consequential to bifurcation. And, to say that 14" FC has not recommended it
is conceptually wrong.

All that we are demanding is to implement the decision of the Union
Cabinet in March, 2014. So, kindly grant SCS to AP.

So, these are some of the issues which | thought that | should bring to
the notice of the hon. PM with a hope that he would address all outstanding
issues relating to AP and do justice to the State before becoming it too late.

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*SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Atrocities against the minority
communities have been on the rise in the country ever since the NDA
Government under the leadership of Shri Narendra Modi assumed power in
2014. Christians residing in various States such as Madhya Pradesh,
Karnataka and Uttar Pradesh have already become the target of
fundamentalists. Institutions run by Christians are being vandalized. For
instance, a church was demolished in Delhi. A school was vandalized in
Madhya Pradesh when the students of that school were attending the 12"
class CBSE Board Exam. Nuns were attacked by some extremists on board a
train nearby Jhansi, Uttar Pradesh. Christmas Carol programmes were
interrupted by some anti-social elements on the eve of Christmas. Several
Muslim lynching cases reported in the country only because they ate beef or
carrying beef. Dalits were brutally attacked and killed across the country. This
Government is not taking adequate measures to contain such types of
activities and even not condemning such activities. This will hurt our concept of
unity in diversity.

After this Government came into power the co-operative federalism in
the country is under threat. There is no consultation between the Centre and
the States and Union Territories. The people of Lakshadweep are in deep
distress due to the malicious intervention of the Government in their daily life to

destroy their culture and tradition. The Government is trying to grab the powers

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of the States, especially in the education, health, and cooperative sectors. The
introduction of a new Ministry for cooperation is an example of this move to
bring the cooperative sector under the control of the Government.

Foreign policy of this Government is a failure in many aspects. Previous
Governments at the Centre always had a good relationship with our
neighbouring countries. Even during the period of the Vajpayee Government,
India maintained cordial relations with our neighbouring countries. The
Government has not taken any concrete steps to solve the issues with our
neighbouring countries.

The economic sector in the country is on a downward trend even after
the statistics of the Government is showing that the country is growing up. So,
there is some lack of integrity in the statistics. The people of this great nation
have the right to know about the actual economic situation prevailing in the
country. This Government is always trying to hide actual facts before the
country. The three black laws on agriculture are examples in this regard.

The average annual rate of growth of GDP under the Modi Government
so far has been just 4.8 per cent compared to 8.4 per cent during the first
seven years of the Manmohan Singh Government. Even if one excludes the
year 2020-21 (FY 21) due to massive contraction caused by COVID-19, still
the average of six years of Modi Government stands at 6.8 per cent, way

below Manmohan Singh’s 8.4 per cent.
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The Modi Government’s decision to demonetise 86 per cent of India’s
currency overnight on November 8 is seen by many experts as the trigger that
set India’s growth into a downward spiral. As the ripples of demonetisation and
a poorly designed and hastily implemented Goods and Services Tax (GST)
spread through an economy that was already struggling with massive bad
loans in the banking system, the GDP growth rate steadily fell from over 8 per
cent in FY17 to about 4 per cent in FY20, just before COVID-19 hit.

In January 2020, as the GDP growth fell to a 42 years low (in terms of
nominal GDP) before COVID was even declared a global pandemic — the
fundamentals of the Indian economy were already quite weak. Overall, if one
looks at the recent past India’s GDP growth pattern resembled an “inverted V’
even before COVID-19 hit the economy.

If this continues as business as usual, the dream of a $5 trillion economy
by 2024-25 is not likely to be achieved. In fact, India’s Gross Domestic Product
in 2020, according to the World Bank, was just under $2.7 ftrillion, so the
economy has been treading water rather than marching ahead.

Unemployment is another fundamental factor. Here the news is possibly
the worst of all. First came the news that India’s unemployment rate, even
according to Government’s own surveys was at a 45-year high in 2017-18 —
the year after demonetisation and the one which saw the introduction of GST.
Then in 2019 came the news that between 2012 and 2018, the total number of
employed people fell by 9 million — the first such instance of total employment

declining in independent India’s history. As against the norm of 2 to 3 per cent
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unemployment rate, India started routinely witnessing unemployment rates
close of 6 to 7 per cent in the years leading up to COVID-19. The pandemic, of
course, made matters considerably worse.

As per the Oxfam report, the income of 84 per cent of households in the
country declined in 2021, but at the same time, the number of Indian
billionaires grew from 102 to 142 (39 per cent growth). The richest 98 Indians
own the same wealth as the bottom 55.20 crore Indians. During the first two
waves of the Pandemic (March 2020 to November 2021), the wealth of Indian
billionaires increased from Rs. 23.14 lakh crore (USD 313 billion) to Rs. 53.16
lakh crore (USD 719 billion). This growth in the wealth of billionaires (Rs. 30.02
lakh crore) is 86 per cent of the Union Budget of FY 21-22 (Rs. 34.83 lakh

crore).

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President Sir has mentioned about the achievements in Sports
particularly about Olympic Games. | being a National Sports person in my
past, it took a lot of efforts by my Government to promote sports in our country.
Initiatives such as Fit India Movement, Khelo India Scheme (National
Programme for Development of Sports Scheme) aims to achieve twin goals of
mass participation and advancement of greatness in sports. The plan
endeavours to advance Sports for All as well as Sports for Excellence, Sports
Talent Search Portal, significant level committee to address complaints and
issues of women sportspersons, Empowered Steering Committee on Sports,
National Sports Awards Scheme, Sports and Games for Persons with
Disabilities Scheme, Target Olympic Podium Scheme. The Sports Ministry
released the Target Olympic Podium (TOP) Scheme in May, 2015 under the
National Sports Development Fund (NSDF) to help the potential medal
possibilities for the Olympic Games of 2016 and 2020. The main center is
given to athletics, badminton, boxing, archery, wrestling and shooting sports.

Our Government has done it fair share to promote and encourage sports
in India. Our beloved Prime Minister Modi himself is an epitome of fithess and
someone who leads by example and suggests fellow citizens to adopt a
healthy lifestyle.

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"SHRI SAPTAGIRI SANKAR ULAKA (KORAPUT): | would like to discuss
about Tribals, Scheduled Tribes. The total population of Scheduled Tribes is
10.43 crore as per the Census 2011, which accounts for 8.6 per cent of the
total population of the country. The share of the Scheduled Tribe population in
urban areas is a meagre 2.8 per cent. For Scheduled Tribes, 47 seats are
reserved in Lok Sabha. There are around 645 distinct tribes in India.

Budgetary Provisions and effectiveness

Displacement

Disinvestment of PSUs

The Tribal Sub Plan (TSP) strategy is a Government of India initiative
aimed for the rapid socio-economic development of tribal people. The funds
provided under the Tribal Sub Plan of the State have to be at least equal in
proportion to the ST population of each State or UTs.

Similarly, Central Ministries/Departments are also required to earmark
funds out of their budget for the Tribal Sub-Plan. As per guidelines issued by
the Planning Commission, the Tribal Sub Plan funds are to be non-divertible
and non-lapsable. Expenditure on Schedule Tribe Sub Plans is budgeted at
Rs. 89,265 crore an increase of a mere 2 per cent from RE 2021-22 to BE

2022-23.

From Sub Plan in Higher Education Department allocation, Rs. 240
crore is allocated for assistance to IITs. Regarding the money allocated under
this scheme in the previous years, the report of the Comptroller General of
India says that most of the seats for PG courses in these |ITs remain vacant
and in PhD, 95 per cent ST seats remain vacant in the course.

The percentage of shortfall in enrolment of PhD courses was very high
in respect of ST category ranging from 73 per cent (1ITH) to 100 per cent (1ITJ).
In the audit of budget for the year 2016-17, it was found that there are many
departments, which do not have any plan for SC/ST, but they use their budget
in large amounts.

Provisions made for them in the country’s budget, and the reply to the
questions placed in the House are proof of naked truths of justice denial.
Through the budget, the whole country is being told that the Government
follows the Constitution and is friendly to the Dalits and Adivasis. But in reality,
all this is a game of numbers. Attempt is made to divert SC/ST welfare funds
as ‘deemed Expenditure’.

The National Commission for Scheduled Tribes is vested with the duty to
participate and advise in the planning process of socio-economic development
of STs, and to evaluate the progress of their development under the Union and
any State. The approach of ongoing project model and cluster method must be
relooked. In the changing condition slowly many of them are migrating from

their homeland to outside in search of livelihood and mostly they get engaged
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in odd jobs, low paid works and join in slums as scavengers and housemaids
in the cities.

Unfortunately for a long time, they are being exhibited as museum
materials in most vulgar and undignified manner in the State-sponsored
Adivasi exhibitions and melas, wall paintings in the cities and decorated as
statues in traffic islands. Is it decent to show human beings — men, women and
children — in such a fashion before others? How such exhibitions are going to
help in building a positive image of such communities in public needs a
pondering. They struggle to cope with external changing conditions which are
quite challenging for them. The fact is mostly non-tribal actors play a major role
in the development of PVTGs of the State. The over domination of non-tribals
persistently continue in all spheres.

Forest clearances have got accelerated with alarming speed in last few
years. Under the law, such diversion is only allowed with the consent of the
concerned gram sabhas and with a certificate from these gram sabhas that all
forest rights have been recognised.

Displacement is the biggest Challenge - Compensatory Afforestation
Fund Act, Climate change related plantations - seriously threaten FRA, PESA.

The Scheduled Tribes and Other Traditional Forest Dwellers
(Recognition of Forest Rights) Act, 2006 (FRA in short), in section 4(5) states
that save as otherwise provided, no member of a forest dwelling Scheduled

Tribes or Other Traditional Forest Dweller shall be evicted or removed from the
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Forest Land under his occupation till the recognition and verification procedure
is complete.

Right to fair compensation and Transparency in Land Acquisition,
Rehabilitation and Resettlement Act, 2013 (RFCTLARR Act, 2013 in short).
The purpose of the said Act is to ensure, in consultation with institutions of
local self-government and Gram Sabhas established under the Constitution, a
humane, participative, informed and transparent process for land acquisition
with the least disturbance to the owners of the land and other affected families
and provide just and fair compensation to the affected families whose land has
been acquired or proposed to be acquired.

The Panchayats (Extension to Scheduled Area) Act, 1996, also provides
that the Gram Sabha or the Panchayats at the appropriate level shall be
consulted before making the acquisition of land in the Scheduled Areas or
development projects and before resettling or rehabilitating persons affected
by such projects in the Scheduled Areas. The actual planning and
implementation of the projects in the Scheduled Areas shall be coordinated at
the State Level.

Constitutional provision under Schedule V also provides for safeguards
against displacement of tribal population because of land acquisition etc. The
Governor of the State which has scheduled Areas is empowered to prohibit or
restrict transfer of land from tribals and regulate the allotment of land to

members of the Scheduled Tribes in such cases. Land being a state subiject,
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various provisions of rehabilitation and resettlement as per the RFCTLARR
Act, 2013 are implemented by the concerned State Governments.
We condemn any attempt by Government in disinvesting any profit

making PSUs, especially Nalco.

Everyone is aware of the Polavaram issue which has been raised
innumerable times not just by TDP but also by Members from the YSRCP and
BJP. We are appealing to the hon. PM and the GOI to approve the 2nd revised
cost estimates of Rs. 55,656.87 crores which has been approved by the
Technical Advisory Committee and the Revised Cost Committee - both of
which belongs to the Ministry of Jal Shakti. | also request that drinking water
component be treated as part of irrigation component like any other National
Project constructed so far. So, | appeal once again to do this so that project is
completed as targeted.

My next point is relating to creation of new Railway Zone headquartering
at Visakhapatnam. Announcement for this was made just before the General
Elections of 2019. People of AP felt happy that we are getting a new Zone, so
that economic activity would gear up, get direct and indirect employment
opportunities. But, the recent statement of the hon. Railway Minister that there
is no proposal before the GOI to set up new Zones, apart from the existing 17
Zones, has created a flutter in the minds of the people of AP as to what is
happening and why such statement was made by the Union Railway Minister.

Till today, this statement has not been clarified. So, | appeal to the
hon.PM to clear the air while replying to the debate and also give timelines by

when the new Zone will become operational.
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| have been raising various issues relating to AP Reorganisation Act, be
it relating to educational institutions or setting up of a major port or steel plant
or crude oil refinery and petro-chemical complex or Vizag Chennai industrial
corridor on the lines of Delhi-Mumbai Industrial Corridor or Metros and the list
goes on. But, so far not even a single project has been completed totally and
dedicated to the nation. We are only getting a standard reply that 'the work is in
progress.' So, taking advantage of this, | appeal to the hon. PM and hon. Home
Minister to release a White Paper on the AP Reorganisation Act, 2014, so that
people of AP and the people of the country know where we stand today. So,
kindly do that.

The next point | wish to make is about PM Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana.
So far 4 phases have been completed and we are in the 5th phase of its
implementation. There is no doubt that the hon. PM has so far given 700 lakh
metric tons of rice/wheat to the poor and migrant labour by spending more than
2.6 lakh crores. Hon. President has also mentioned this in his Address at Para
15. It benefited 80 crore people and is no doubt the largest food distribution
programme. But, | wish to bring to the notice of the hon. PM - | am sure, he
must be aware of this that this scheme is going to expire next month and, as
we know, pandemic is not yet over. A new Corona variant - NeoCoV has been
identified and experts have termed it as the deadliest one, be it relating to rate
of infection or mortality which are very high. | am told that it can cause 1 death

in every 3 cases. Secondly, migrant labour is still struggling. So, | request for
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consideration of the hon. PM to extend PMGKAY for six more months which
will help poor and migrant labour a lot.

Another policy that is going to end this fiscal is GST compensation to be
paid to States. As per the agreed scheme of things, compensation will have to
be paid to States at 14% for five years from 2017 for the loss of revenue by
States due to implementation of GST. This is going to expire in a few months
from now. Pandemic has hit economy of every State and AP is no exception.
So, every State, including BJP ruled States are demanding for extension of this
for five more years. | find every justification in this and request the hon. PM to
see that this is extended for five more years.

Petroleum prices is another contentious issue. It has become
contentious since GOl is sharing only around 6% of revenue it is generating
through petroleum prices. | am not going into why GOI has imposed so much
excise duty, why some States have not reduced price on petrol and diesel
when GOl reduced recently and all that.

All | appeal to the hon. PM is to share whatever Cesses, Addl. Excise
Duty, Surcharge, Infrastructure Cess, etc., collected by GOI be shared with the
States in the same percentage in which it is sharing the Excise Duty. It will help
States financially, as they get some money.

Hon. President talked about women empowerment from Paras 30 to 33.
There is no doubt that we have to empower women, not only economically,
socially but also politically. | compliment the hon. PM that he can walk the talk

as far as empowering women is concerned. But, the political empowerment at
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the national and State level is still eluding them. This can be achieved only
when this House passes the Women Reservation Bill. So, | appeal to the hon.
PM to make a pahal for this as well, the way he has done in other areas, and
give the women of this country this legislation in this Session itself.

Hon. President talked about MSMEs in Para 45 and 46. Under
Atmanirbhar Bharat package MSMEs have been given collateral free loan of 3
lakh crores and in the Budget hon. FM made 8 MSME-related announcements.
It is welcome. The Emergency Credit Line Guarantee has been extended to 5
lakh crores. It helps 130 lakh MSMES and extension till 2023 also helps them.
FM also announced that Credit Guarantee Trust for MSMEs will be revamped,
along with other steps. They are all good. But, they are demanding some fiscal
stimulus. | will speak on this in detail during the discussion on the Budget. So,
hon. PM may consider this.

So, these are some of the issues | wish to flag in the President's
Address and request the hon. PM to reply to these while replying to the
debate.

With these observations, | support the Motion moved to thank the hon.
President for his Address.

| would like to highlight here how India’s vaccination program is a story
of an extraordinary journey of more than 135 crore people encountering and
fighting the challenges posed by a highly infectious coronavirus. This is indeed
a true example of “Jan Bhagidari” under the leadership of our Prime Minister
who helped us formulate a Proactive, Pre-emptive and a graded approach.

India now realizes the importance of traditional medicines and the global
attention that Ayurveda and Yoga have gained in the past few years. With the
successful efforts of the AYUSH ministry, the exports of such traditional
products have increased. To promote cost-effective alternatives to the people,
funds have been sanctioned for research and development in the traditional
medicine sector.

In the unprecedented times of the COVID-19 pandemic, in order to
prevent hunger, help and aid the people of the country, the Government of
India ran the world’s largest food distribution program. The Department of
Food and Public Distribution (DFPD) started distribution of ‘additional’ and
‘free-of-cost’ food grains (Rice/Wheat) to around 80 Crore National Food
Security Act (NFSA) beneficiaries in the country under the “Pradhan Mantri
Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana (PM-GKAY)”. What merits the most praise is the
Government's initiative to not only ensure food security for its citizens but also

generate economic benefits for them that were beyond preventing hunger.
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Under the Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Anna Yojana, as a tribute to our
Hon’ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modiji's service to the nation, |
distributed more than 10,000 Ration Bags to the beneficiaries of the scheme in
my Parliamentary Constituency, Pali. To ensure that no citizen lacks the
accessibility and affordability for sufficient nutritious food, the Government led
awareness campaigns for the beneficiaries in the remotest parts of the country.

Under the PM-GKAY scheme, the Government has so far awarded a
total of over 759 lakh MT food grains to the States/UTs under the PM-GKAY
plan (Phase | to V) for free distribution to around 80 crore NFSA beneficiaries,
which is equivalent to about Rs. 2.6 lakh crore in food subsidy.

The Jal Jeevan
Mission will be based on a community approach to water and will include
extensive Information, Education and communication as a key component of
the mission.

Amidst the progress made in respect of Digital India and Digital
Economy, the Government's vision for the success of the country's UPI
platform is also appreciated. Transactions worth more than Rupees 8 lakh
crore have taken place in the country through UPI in December 2021. This is a
clear example of how fast our people are adopting technology and rapid
change.

Our physical infrastructure was shut down in most places during the
pandemic, and during those times, we efficiently learned lessons and reaped
the benefits of having a reliable digital infrastructure that ensured our survival.
The remote working and learning from home trend have been gaining hold
prior to the Covid-19 era. However, the events of the pandemic demonstrated
that, with the correct technologies and techniques, we can rely on technology
and the vision of digital transformation can be proven to be more productive in
many circumstances.

Outlining a new approach to data governance in the world’s largest
digital democracy, India came up with its own Personal Data Protection Bill,

2019. The Personal Data Protection Bill, 2019 lays down the mechanism for
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the protection of personal data of the citizens. With the idea of Nation is first,
the bill seeks to achieve data sovereignty and tends to focus and prioritize on
the individual rights of the citizens. Personal Data Protection Bill, 2019 is going
to help boost the digital economy, generate employment and enhance the
ease of doing business. The bill is set to create a fine balance in maintaining
the privacy and helping government provide the services and benefits to the
citizens. In the interest of integrity, sovereignty and security of India, the
authorities under the Personal Data Protection Bill, 2019 have been assigned
to process and regulate the laws fairly and justly for the larger benefit of the
community.

On the eve of 75th Independence Day, Prime Minister Narendra Modi
announced from the Red Fort that the Government will launch ‘PM Gati Shakti
Master Plan’, an INR 100 lakh-crore project for building ‘holistic infrastructure’
in India. The idea behind 'Gati Shakti' scheme is that, we aim to create a digital
platform promising the “integrated planning and coordinated execution” by
sixteen ministries. Each Ministry and Government department will be able to
access information about the ongoing and upcoming projects us for a balanced
and synchronised approach.

The Gati-Shakti programme is structured to prioritise all-mega
infrastructure and connectivity targets by 2024-2025. In economics parlance,
this would have multiplier effects in the economy by saving public revenue and

taxes. The immediate effect would be seen through increased demand for
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construction materials, demand for labour and second order effects by better
reach and connectivity.

In the last seven years, under PM Modi, the union Government has
ensured an unprecedented focus on infrastructure through holistic outlook.
Now with Gati Shakti, this umbrella scheme is going to undertake various
infrastructural projects under distinct ministries like Bharatmala, Sagarmala,
inland waterways, land ports, UDAN etc.

The PM Gati Shakti master plan for expressways will facilitate faster
movements of People and goods. It is set to encompass 7 engines for
economic transformation, seamless multimodal connectivity and logistics
efficiency. The national highway network will increase by 25,000 Km in 2022-
23. Rs 20,000 Crores will be mobilised to complement public resources. The
contracts for the implementation of multimodal logistics park in four Locations
through PPP model will also be given in the current Year. 400 new generation
Vande Bharat trains with better efficiency to be brought in during the next 3
years; 100 PM Gati Shakti Cargo terminals to be developed during next 3
years and implementation of innovative ways for building metro systems.

PM GatiShakti is the result of Prime Minister's constant endeavour to
build Next Generation Infrastructure which improves Ease of Living as well as
Ease of Doing Business. The multi-modal connectivity will provide integrated
and seamless connectivity for movement of people, goods and services from
one mode of transport to another. It will facilitate the last mile connectivity of

infrastructure and also reduce travel time for people.

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SHRI INDRA HANG SUBBA (SIKKIM): Hon. Chairperson, at the very outset,
on behalf of the Sikkimese people | would like to thank and congratulate hon.
Prime Minister and the Government for their extensive vaccination drive. The
State of Sikkim has been a forerunner in vaccination and most of the adult
population in Sikkim has been vaccinated. | would also like to extend my
gratitude to the healthcare workers who have worked incredibly at the time of
pandemic and all the other frontline COVID warriors.

Hon. Chairperson, in the last few years, the State of Sikkim has seen
quite a bit of development in infrastructure sector like extension of highways,
widening of highways, and construction of bridges along the Indo-China border
in North and East Sikkim. For this, | would like to thank the hon. Defence
Minister. | would like to bring to the kind notice of the Government and the hon.
Minister that Sikkim is a small State but we are surrounded by three
international borders. One of the most sensitive borders is the Indo-China
border. However, our State also has a long border in the Western part of the
State which is the Indo-Nepal border. This border is still isolated, there is no
road connectivity and there is no reliable mobile network. There are 14 BOPs
and most of them are above 12,000 feet altitude.

as well.
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The deplorable condition of NH-10 is known to the Government. | would
again reiterate to the Government of India and the Minister of Surface
Transport that this is the only highway that connects Sikkim with rest of India.
This is very important and | request in this august House that this NH-10
highway may kindly be considered for improving the condition of the highway
which is very deplorable at this point in time.

Sikkim is known for a number of sports persons and athletes and some
of our brothers in Sikkim have represented India in Olympics as well. | would
like to extend my gratitude to the Government for providing us with a "Khelo
India Centre of Excellence’ at Gangtok. We look forward to have more such
centres so that athletes from a small State like Sikkim and other North-Eastern
States get an opportunity to participate more and grow the sports culture in our
State. The Sikkim Government has announced to provide playgrounds to each
and every school including primary schools in the remote areas so that we can
have more sports persons and athletes.

Hon. Chairperson, one big announcement by the Government is
chemical-free farming which will change the entire nature of agriculture and
also its economy in the country. However, | would like to point out one very
basic issue in this regard. The State of Sikkim is already an organic State and
we have been through this problem and so before implementing chemical-free
farming in the rest of the country, | would like to request the Government to

allocate more funds for production of organic manure, fertilizers, and bio-
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fertilizers so that productivity does not decrease in those areas where
chemical-free farming is proposed by the Government.

Lastly, | would like to thank hon. Prime Minister for all the help given to
the State of Sikkim during the time of pandemic. Due to his help and
generosity and because of his compassionate leadership, a small State like
Sikkim was able to fight COVID-19 pandemic.

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ADV. DEAN KURIAKOSE (IDUKKI): Thank you, Madam, for giving this
opportunity. At first, | would say that hon. President's Address became a
political speech. It is quite unfortunate. It has not touched the heart of the
people. It has not addressed the emotions, sentiments, concerns of the
common people.

Madam, what is the fuel price now-a-days? It costs one hundred rupees.
Our hon. Leader mentioned about it. Is it because of the international market
price? No. It is because of tax exploitation. What is the excise duty that the
Government is imposing now? It is Rs.27.9 for petrol and Rs.21.8 for diesel.

During the period of UPA, it was Rs.9.47 for petrol and Rs.3.5 for diesel.
At that time, you had protested. Now, the country is asking why the tax rates
are not being reduced. It is a question being asked from every part of this
country. Government should give answer on this.

Unscientific implementation of GST, demonetisation, COVID-19
pandemic severely affected and destroyed the livelihood of the common
people. It has affected small-scale merchants, small-scale traders, farmers and
everybody is suffering. So many people have committed suicide. Government
should give answer on this specifically.

What about our MGNREGA? This Government is considering the
MGNREGA programme as a secondary one. It was the prestigious programme
introduced by UPA Government 16 years back. This Government is planning
the mercy killing of MGNREGA programme. What is the budget allocation?

Only Rs.73,000 crore was allocated now. Earlier, it was Rs.98,000 crore.
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Before that, it was Rs.1,11,169 crore. This kind of decreasing rate is showing
that this Government is not at all considering the MGNREGA programme. In
the last six months, in my State Kerala, MGNREGA workers are wating for

their wages. It is not being disbursed. It should be disbursed immediately. It is

very ...” for the Central Government. The Government should attend to that
case specifically.

Then, what about our agriculture sector? As per the Economic Survey
report, 3.9 per cent is the growth rate. There is a slight difference from last
year. It was 6.8 per cent in 2016. What is the reason? It is because of the
wrong policies adopted by this Government. Three wrong farmers’ laws had
been tried to be introduced. It had been withdrawn due to the farmers’ protest.
Now, this Government is trying to reintroduce it. But it may not be possible.

What is the subsidy policy of this Government about fertilizers? An
amount of Rs.99,500 crore had been allocated by your Government last time.
Now, it is reduced to Rs.49,000 crore for urea. For P&K fertilizer, it was
Rs.39,000 crore last year. Now, it is only Rs.35,500 crore.

It will affect the production rate. Then, what about the price of
commercial crops? We are facing a very critical situation in our State. | am
coming from an area which has the maximum cultivation of cardamom, pepper
and rubber. We want MSP for these commodities. Due to the low price of

cardamom, the farmers require Rs. 2,000 as MSP; we need Rs. 700 as MSP

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for pepper; and for rubber, we need, at least, Rs. 250 as MSP. But the
Government is not willing to pay MSP for these farmers. | demand that these
commodities be included in the list of Commission for Agricultural Costs and
Prices. Jute, tobacco and cotton have already been included in this list. We are
not opposing that. But we demand that cardamom, pepper and rubber also
should be included in this list. Madam, two days ago, our hon. leader
mentioned about the discrimination shown by this Government towards the
States ruled by the Opposition parties. This is the main problem which we are
facing in Kerala. The Government should address this issue. Then, what about
the position of labourers. | am representing a constituency which has the
maximum number of plantation labourers. We expected a package for tea
estate workers. During the Budget of 2021, the hon. Finance Minister
announced a package for the tea workers of Assam and Bengal. At that time,
in this august House, the hon. Finance Minister stated that she will consider
the case of Kerala next time. In Peerumedu area of my constituency, more
than 17 tea estates are not operating because managements of these estates
are not in a position to run these estates. So, our tea estate workers are
suffering very much. There is no housing, drinking water, and there are no
basic infrastructure facilities there. This issue should be addressed
immediately. Therefore, we want a special package for the tea estate workers
of Kerala. These kinds of mistakes are being repeated by this Government.

That is why, | oppose the Motion of Thanks on the President’s Address.

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KUMARI AGATHA K. SANGMA (TURA): Thank you, Madam, Chairperson for
giving me an opportunity to speak on the Motion of Thanks on the Presidential
Address.

Madam, | would like to rise in order to support the Motion of Thanks on
behalf of my political party, the National People’s Party and | would like to
extend my congratulations and gratitude on behalf of my State to the
Government of India under the able leadership of hon. Prime Minister Mr.
Narendra Modi for continually supporting and assisting my State of Meghalaya.
In the Presidential Address, the President has mentioned about 50 years of
statehood celebration that Meghalaya witnessed this year. | would like to,
once again, thank the Government for helping the State of Meghalaya to build
our infrastructure and the various developmental programmes that the
Government has been assisting us with.

Madam, just to give you a few statistics, the Government of Meghalaya
has built 1200 kilometres of roads under the PMGSY in three years. We also
have to achieve the target under the Jal Jeevan Mission by this year in
December 2022 as against the national target of December, 2024. | would
request the Government to continue giving us the support that it has been
giving us. Due to paucity of time, | may not be able to go into the details of the
developmental works of my State but | would like to state that since this is the
50" year of our statehood, it would be a very, very historic and a very symbolic

gesture on behalf of the Government of India if it accepted the long-standing
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demand of the people of Meghalaya regrading inclusion of the Garo and Khasi
languages in the Eighth Schedule to the Constitution.

Madam, this year a Padma Shri Award was given to Professor Badaplin
War who is a professor in Khasi, the Department of Khasi in NEHU Campus in
Shillong. Madam, Padma Shri being awarded to a professor like that, who is
an expert in Khasi, symbolises or acknowledges the importance of Khasi
language in our country. If the Garo and Khasi languages are being included
within this year, it would be extremely symbolic for our State.

Madam, the President in his Address talked about air connectivity in
North-East. In this regard, | would like to inform you that there is an airport in
my constituency, the Baljek Airport, which needs to be started immediately.

| would request the Government to look into this demand. As far as our
State is concerned, the land acquisition and other formalities have already
been done from the State Government’s side. So, we require the support from
the Central Government, and | would really appreciate if you could look into
that.

Since | also represent North Eastern States in general, | would also like
to say a few things about the North East. The hon. President spoke about the
settlement which was reached between the Central Government and the
Government of Assam to end the long dispute that is going on in Karbi
Anglong, and a peace settlement is being negotiated. In the same manner, |
would request that the Armed Forces Special Powers Act (AFSPA) also be

repealed, especially in connection with the North-Eastern States. We
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witnessed a very unfortunate incident which happened in Nagaland last year in
December, which should not have happened. Many innocent lives were lost in
this incident. The incident like this should not repeat itself. Therefore, | would
request that the AFSPA be repealed.

Madam, there was a mention regarding the National Mission on Edible
Oil-Palm Oil and an outlay of Rs. 11,000 crore has been given for this
particular mission. After that, the speech says:

“The Government is also making special efforts like organic

farming, natural farming and crop diversification.”

Madam, | somehow feel that there is a little bit of a conflict here. Just to
let you know, the forest cover in the North-East Region is about 23 per cent of
the country’s forest cover. | think, it is very important. We regard the North-
East as a potential carbon sink avenue for India. There is a huge market for
carbon sinks and for the eco-system services that the forests provide. So,
instead of focussing on palm oil, etc. if we could focus on the forests of North-
East, protect them, and instead use them for the ecosystem services, | think,
that would do a larger benefit, not only to the region but to the country in
general.

Madam, there was a mention regarding the Khelo India centres. Again,
the North-East has a huge potential when it comes to our youth, who are
extremely talented in sports. So, | would request that when you are saying that

you are setting up hundreds of Khelo India centres — some are already being
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set up in the North-East — a lot more focus be given to the North-Eastern
States.

Madam, | have one more very small point. The Pradhan Mantri Garib
Kalyan Yojana has been a lifesaving scheme. | would like to congratulate the
Government for initiating this wonderful scheme during the pandemic. It has
really helped the rural population. | urge upon the Government to continue this
scheme even beyond March 2022. If the allocation to MGNREGA is being
reduced, | feel that there is a need to continue this scheme in order to ensure
that the basic safety net is provided to the rural population.

| conclude by extending my support to the Motion of Thanks on the
President’s Address on behalf of my Party, the National People’s Party.

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SHRIMATI PRATIMA MONDAL (JAYNAGAR): Madam, | rise to speak on the
Motion of Thanks on the President’s Address.

Painting a rosy picture of the dismal situation of the nation has been the
trait of the present Government since it came to power in 2014. Similar was the
scenario on 31% January, 2022 when the hon. President of India addressed the
Parliament. Every sphere of failure has been covered with false promises and
self-boasting of these promises being fulfilled.

The claims of the Government are absolutely different from real ground
reality. In the current scenario, India has been performing poorly across all
sectors be it education or healthcare or even for that matter as basic and
crucial as the agriculture sector. The hon. President mentioned in his speech
that the Government ensured food security for every citizen of India but India is
experiencing a serious level of hunger. Over 35 lakh children in the country are
severely malnourished and more than 10 lakh are actually malnourished.
Imagine the level when the entire population is taken into account. So, the
claim that every Indian manages three meals a day is absolutely false.

The hon. President mentioned that tele-law has benefitted 13 lakh
people across the country by enabling legal advice but this is nowhere close to
what is the actual need of the hour. More than 500 posts of judges are lying
vacant across all 25 High Courts. Seventy-three thousand cases are pending
in the Supreme Court alone, and taking all cases into account, a massive 44
million pending mark has been breached. Due to the unjust policies of your

Government, 75 per cent inmates are under trial. Among them numerous might
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be innocent. Their lives are being destroyed. It is safe to assume that a large
percentage of those dying in prison are not convicted of any offence. Despite
the promises of article 21 that no person shall be deprived of his life or liberty
except according to procedure established by law, the NCRB data reveals that
the number of those dying in prison as they await their trials is only going up.
Does an act like tele-law would be of no help? Instead of advertising, the
Government should do what is actually required to be done.

The North-Eastern States found a place in the President’s sugar-coated
speech but the reality is very different from what he spoke. The unthoughtful
bogus laws of the Government have pushed numerous people into a state of
mental torture. In a recent case, Manik Das, a resident of Borkhal village of
Assam committed suicide because of the Government. The man was fighting a
case in the Foreigners Tribunal in order to prove his nationality as an Indian
despite the fact that his name was listed in NRC. He was still tagged as
Bangladeshi while the rest of his family members were identified as Indians.
This is just one case that | have highlighted. There are thousands of such
cases and no one except the Government is to be blamed. The Government is
tainted by the blood of farmers, citizens tagged as foreigners, migrant
labourers, children, and the list is endless. The most distress fact among the
current situation is that the Ruling Party has turned the temple of democracy
into a mere ground of debating club where the Opposition puts forth their

suggestions that go in vain. But it is now a known fact that the will of the
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Government will prevail in every domain without giving a heed to the minority.
But then you must at least ensure that your will is rightful and reasonable.

The policies of the Government are so inefficient that MGNREGA
workers are still waiting for almost Rs. 3,360 crore in pending wages payments
with the largest pending payments in West Bengal. Due to inadequate
allocation, West Bengal is suffering a deficit of Rs. 752 crore to be exact, which
is the highest among all States.

SHRI GAURAV GOGOI (KALIABOR): Thank you, hon. Speaker, Sir. Around
10 States have communicated to the Union Government of India protesting the
proposal to amend the IAS (Cadre) Rules, 1954. These States include West
Bengal, Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh, Maharashtra, Kerala, Tamil Nadu,
Telangana, Jharkhand and yesterday even the State of Odisha has voiced its
concern to the Union Government of India.

Now, the Union Government’s argument is that there is a shortage of
officers under Central deputation. But during the last two years when the
entire country has been fighting COVID-19, nowhere it has been recorded that
had there been more officers under Central deputation, the response of the
Union Government would have been better. So, this argument is totally flimsy.
Rather we have seen that in the last two years, through the coordinated efforts
of both the Union and the State Governments, we have fought COVID-19 and
we have implemented the vaccination programme at such a scale. Therefore,
this new proposal to amend the Rules of the three AIS Cadres is a move which

is a violation of the fundamentals of cooperative federalism. This is an attempt
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to influence IAS workers working in State Governments and prevent them from
discharging their duties in an impartial and professional manner.

Knowing the tendency of the Union Government of manipulating law
enforcement agencies during elections, the bureaucracy will become another
tool in the hands of the Union Government to influence Assembly elections in
the future.

Hon. Chief Minister of Rajasthan in his letter to the Union Government,
as quoted in the media, has himself quoted late Sardar Patel who said: “A
good All-India Service would be the one that has the freedom to speak their
mind, which has a sense of security that you can stick to your word and where
their rights and privileges are protected.”

Therefore, the Union Government must go back on his proposal to
amend the IAS (Cadre) Rules, 1954. Thank you.
