SHRI BENNY BEHANAN : Sir, fuel price in India is one of the highest in the
world. Today, these prices are being determined by various oil companies as
they are under their discretion. Earlier, India had an Oil Pool Account. Thus,
even when the price of crude oil increased in the international markets, the
Government could subsidise from the Oil Pool Account and control the price
hike. After the Oil Pool Account was disabled, there is no subsidy available.

This has contributed to the fuel price hike.

Another important reason for the price hike is the increase in the Central
and State Government taxes, which is happening without any scientific
standards. So, in order to curb the fuel price hike, can the Government
subsidise, decrease the taxes, and fix petrol and diesel rates in the range of

Rs.70 to Rs.80 in accordance with the current international crude oil rates?

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, | would like to inform the hon. Member that
on the issue of deregulation of petrol and diesel prices, a decision was taken in
June 2010 by the then Government of the day for petrol; and for diesel, a
decision was taken in October 2014. Prices of petrol and diesel in any country
in the world are determined by the international prices in a deregulated

situation.
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As | mentioned, petrol and diesel prices were deregulated in 2010 and
2014. Now, over an extended period, if you look back at the history of prices, |
can tell the hon. Member that between 1973 and 1979, when we had an
administered price system, prices rose by 140 per cent; between 1979 and
1986, prices rose by 122 per cent; and between 1986 and 1993, prices rose by
125 per cent. Sir, | am mentioning seven-year periods because that is the
period from 2014 to 2021, which is of the present Government. Between 2000
and 2007, prices went up by 70 per cent and between 2007 and 2014, prices
went up by 60 per cent. In the last seven years, prices have gone up. Can |
complete my reply? ... (Interruptions)

In the period between 2014 and 2021, prices have gone up by 30 per
cent only. Prices are determined by three factors. One is the international
price. When the economic slowdown took place or when the economic
lockdown took place in March 2020, when there was an international
lockdown, the price of international crude came down to $19.56 a barrel
because there was surplus crude available in the market, and there were no
takers.

When the economic activity picked up, this price has gone up to a much
higher figure. The price is determined by the price at which the international
production quantities are made available; the OPEC Plus makes the available
production.... (Interruptions) The situation is that today the factors are the cost
at which price is worked out by the market, depending on the quantity that the

OPEC Plus puts into the market.
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Just now, we have a situation where the amount of crude made
available in the market is less than the demand. That is the reason why the
price is high. Therefore, we are in touch with the producing countries, and we
try to use our margin of persuasion to tell them to make more crude available.
Equally, it is determined by the exchange rate, the freight rate, and the dealer
margin. Now, we have taken a number of steps to meet this situation. The
Government, a little while ago, reduced the excise duty on petrol and diesel by
Rs.5 and Rs.10 respectively.

Sir, the State Governments equally impose a VAT out of the money that
we collect from excise duty. We have to spend the money on urban
rejuvenation, Ujjawala and all the other schemes. ... (Interruptions). | would
appeal to those hon. Members who are exercised about this to tell their State
Governments including in Tamil Nadu to reduce the amount of VAT that is
charged. ... (Interruptions) | am very happy to hear that.

Now, we have a situation where the Government is acutely sensitive
about the price at which petrol and diesel become available to the consumer at
the bunk. We are increasing the ethanol blending. In the previous
Government’s time, it did not even go up to 1.15 per cent. It is 9 per cent now.
... (Interruptions) The price of petrol and diesel was deregulated by the then
Congress Government. ... (Interruptions)

Finally, | want to tell them this. One method that they adopted for
maintaining the stability was to float oil bonds in the year 2005.

(Interruptions). They floated oil bonds for Rs. 1,41,000 crore which have
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resulted in Rs. 3,20,000 repayment. So, last year we paid out Rs. 20,000
crore. This was done by them so as to maintain stable prices.
(Interruptions).

SHRI DAYANIDHI MARAN : Sir, the hon. Minister is speaking about
percentages and value of money when it is suiting him. When he deregulated
the prices, he said he has reduced Rs. 10. When the prices have increased
now in the international market, how come he has not increased the prices of
petrol? Is it because of the current elections in five states, especially in Uttar
Pradesh that you do not want to increase the prices? Earlier, when you
increased the prices, you were in a hurry. Every time there is an election, you

want to pull back. Is it the actual ‘decontrol’ or your ‘remote control’?
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SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: The oil marketing companies are by definition
marketing companies. ... (Interruptions) Sometimes, when the price is low and
they collect some extra cushion, they can utilise it. We do not tell the oil
marketing companies whether to raise the prices or lower them.
(Interruptions) They have to determine it unlike in the previous Congress
Government where they had an administered price mechanism.

land; we have the sunshine; we have the agricultural produce. Earlier, the

entire ethanol blending programme was anchored in sugarcane. But there
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were difficulties because sugarcane is heavily dependent on water. Therefore,
a decision was taken to broad-base the feedstock and to include, apart from
sugarcane, maize, broken rice, feedstock, which is otherwise not fit for
consumption, and then futuristic technologies were added, such as 2G for
which there was a reference in the earlier question. My friend, the hon.
Member reminded me that 2G also includes some bamboo. So, now in order to
be able to have a roadmap, we have to involve the Oil Marketing Companies
which will procure and produce the ethanol and also that will depend on the
raw material or feedstock which is available. Therefore, a national plan has
been drawn up which, according to the original target set for the roadmap, was
to have E 20 by 2030. But since we were successful in implementing from 1.54
per cent in the route towards the next target which is 10 per cent, the
Government thought it fit to bring that forward -- because of the other
problems, because of availability, shortage of crude, high prices — from 2030 to

2025.

| want to remind the hon. Member that today we are in a position where,
in the last month, in January, today we are on 3" February, we have already
exceeded the 9 per cent mark. So, we are confident that from 9 per cent to 20
per cent in the period between now and 2025 is doable. What we have done is
that we have floated tenders to dedicated ethanol plants; apart from sugar and
ethanol, other plants are being set up. Today, for instance, in the State of
Bihar, let me give you a background, we have calculated how much ethanol

would be required according to present facts and projections, between now
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and 2030. For the State of Bihar, the requirement would be 17 crore litres. But
when the tenders were floated the requirement which came from Bihar was
astounding. | had a discussion with the Government there.

(ix) Regarding non-payment of salaries to temporary employees in Kerala

KUMARI RAMYA HARIDAS (ALATHUR): | would like to draw the attention of
the Government towards a serious issue concerning tribals at Parambikulam
Tribal Colony in my Alathur Parliamentary Constituency, Kerala. There are
1115 Tribal temporary employees working under the Parambikulam Tiger
Reserve and living on the wages from the Plan fund. But, Since January 2021,
they have not been paid their wages. It is learnt that reason for non-payment of
salary is that the National Tiger Consideration Authority has not approved their

Annual Plan of Operation.

Further, there are 105 temporary tribal employees working in
connection with the Tourism activities under the Parambikulam Forest
Development Agency. They have been assigned works pertaining to tourism.
But the Parambikulam Tiger Reserve has been closed due to Covid pandemic
and revenue from Tourism has stagnated. Temporary employees who have
been working in connection with the tourism related purposes have not been

paid during the Covid Pandemic.

So | humbly request the Government to save them from starvation.
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(x) Regarding restoration of concessional railway fares to senior citizens

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): The Indian Railways had
suspended concessional fares for senior citizens travelling in trains. It may be
recalled that out of the total population of 136 crores of the country 10% of the
population totaling 13 crores are senior citizens belonging to 60 + category.
This category of citizens have been facing various hardships in their lives. It
may also be noted that this is the category which has been worst hit by Covid

pandemic.

It is the bounden duty of the Government to protect the interest of
vulnerable section of the population. But it is most unfortunate that instead of
protecting this section of the population especially in the period of Covid, the
Government has left this section of the people in the lurch by stopping the
concessional fare allowed to them in the railways travel. It may be recalled that
it is the very same Government which had brought about a bill in 2019 aimed

at the maintenance and the welfare of senior citizens.

It is highly paradoxical that the Government which brought about the bill
aimed at welfare of senior citizen is withdrawing the benefits being given to

them.
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So | forcefully appeal to the Government that it is the duty of the
Government to protect senior citizen of the country. In this context | request the

Government to restore the concessional fares to the senior citizens.
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(xi) Regarding dropping proposed amendments to IAS Cadre Rules

DR. T. SUMATHY (A) THAMIZHACHI THANGAPANDIAN (CHENNAI
SOUTH): Tamil Nadu Chief Minister has urged Prime Minister Narendra Modi
to drop the proposed amendments to IAS Cadre Rules as they would go

against principles of federalism and rights of State Governments.

The move would lead to disaster, concentration of powers with the
Centre and cause friction between the Union and State Governments. The
move will also induce fear psychosis and attitude of hesitancy among All-India

Service Officers in implementing State Government policies.

Many State Governments are woefully short of officers at specific
seniority levels primarily due to the alleged wrong cadre management policies
of the Centre. While the Union Government is using the common pool of
Group-| officers at the national level, the State Governments solely depend on

the limited pool of IAS officers available in the State.

The Union Government's hasty eagerness to bring such drastic
changes into the basic structures of the system without going through
consultative process is once again grossly violative of the federal structure of
the nation. Neither the bureaucracy nor the State Governments, the two

important stakeholders in this serious issue, welcome this move.
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Therefore | urge the Union Government to drop the proposed
amendments to IAS Cadre Rules and strictly stick to the healthy cooperative

federal system enshrined in the Constitution of India.
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(xii) Regarding genuine needs of the differently-abled sports persons

DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): | would like to bring to the kind
notice of the Government that there are many special schools running for
differently-abled persons in our country. Many differently-abled sports persons
are participating in state, national and international level sports and games. My
request to the Union Government through you, Sir, is that in the Central
Government Sports Quota Appointments, 1% of posts can be reserved for
differently abled International and National Medal winners. Presently,
differently abled persons are doing well at the International level games. This
will be a great motivation to them.

There is a need of separate compartment in trains and adequate
concession for travelling in flights along with the companion for the differently
abled sports persons to participate in international sports tournaments like
Special Olympics and Paralympics.

Already the Government of India is sponsoring the air tickets for the
participants of Special Olympics, Paralympics, which includes Asian Games,
Commonwealth games and World Championship. But not for the International
events which are qualifier for the Paralympics. At least 50% concessions can
be given for the eligible participants.

So, | urge upon the Union Ministry of Youth affairs and Sports to

consider the genuine needs of the differently-abled sports persons.
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(xiii) Regarding expansion of storage capacity of Damodar Valley

Corporation dam to prevent annual flood in the adjoining region

SHRIMATI SAJDA AHMED (ULUBERIA): | would like to draw the
Government’s attention to an important and critical issue concerning the
Damodar Valley Corporation, that has been affecting my Parliamentary

Constituency Uluberia in West Bengal since a decade.

Heavy release of water from the DVC Dam'’s led to floods in Bengal over
decades. It has affected my Parliamentary Constituency the most, particularly
the areas of Udaynaraynpur, Bagnan-l and Amta I&ll blocks . This year as well,
lakhs of people faced the same flood situation with loss of lives. There is an
urgent need for renovation, upgradation and modernisation of DVC. There is
need of essential dredging to prevent the recurrent wrath of floods and it is
utmost important to increase the water holding capacity of the DVC.
Government of West Bengal has been repeatedly raising the concerns with

Union Government But these matters for years remained unaddressed.

| urge the Government to develop a holistic approach and there should
be an aimed expansion of storage capacity of the DVC to ensure that my
constituency and its neighbouring areas in West Bengal are spared of the

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(xvi) Regarding disinvestment of National Aluminum Company in Odisha

SHRI MAHESH SAHOO (DHENKANAL): National Aluminium Company is one
of the top Public Sector Units enjoying the Navratna Status. The company has
two plants in Odisha at Angul and Damanjodi. NALCO is the pride of Odisha.
NALCO has been one of the few profit-making government organisations. The

company has been giving profits.

The company provides direct employment to more than six thousand
people while offering indirect employment to several thousands more.
However, there have been reports of mismanagement of the company and the
Central Government has decided to disinvest the company. Talk about
disinvestment has halted the expansion plans of the company which otherwise
could have given much more profit to the Government. Meanwhile,
Government has off loaded small portion of its share in the company but yet to
finalise the disinvestment. The people of Odisha are not supporting The
Central Government plan to disinvest NALCO. We oppose tooth and nail.
However, the sword of disinvestment still hangs on the fate of NALCO. All

development and expansion plan of the plants have been stalled.

Therefore, | urge upon both Minister of Finance and Minister of Mines to

clear the dust and spell out if it is going for disinvestment or not.
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(xvii) Regarding RRB NTPC Result

SHRI SHYAM SINGH YADAV (JAUNPUR): In Railway RRB NTPC
intermediate and railway NTPC graduate level exam, gross discrepancies have
been found.

1. According to the advertisement, the number of students to be short-listed
should have been 20 times of vacancies but in the result the number of
students short-listed is only 11 times of the vacancies.

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(xviii) Need to control '‘Black Thrips', a pest damaging the chilli crop in
Andhra Pradesh

SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS (VIJAYAWADA): Andhra is the largest producer
of red chilli in the country, accounting for 44% of the country’s chilli produce. It
is consumed both domestically and exported internationally. This year, due to
market demand, farmers in Andhra planted chilli in more than 2 lakh hectares,
a big jump from previous years. But unfortunately, a new pest called Black
Thrips has ravaged the chilli crop. The un-untimely heavy rains have further
aggravated the pest attack. It is estimated that the chilli farmers will suffer
losses to the tune of 80% of their crop. Farmers have invested nearly Rs. One
lakh per acre, anticipating a healthy chilli yield of 20-25 quintals per acre. But
given the devastating pest attack, they will just get a yield of 5 quintals per
acre. The chilli farmers are incurring huge losses. This has now become a
question of survival for the chilli farmers of Andhra. Expeditious action is
warranted in this regard. | urge the Agriculture and Farmers Welfare minister to
press the Indian Council for Agricultural Research into action to study the pest
and develop an alternative pesticide to control Black Thrips, immediately. In
the meantime, for this crop year, the Central Government should declare

adequate financial compensation to the affected chilli farmers.
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(xix) Need to establish a Passport Seva Kendra at Punalur,

Kollam district, Kerala

SHRI N.K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Punalur is an important station in
Kollam and there is demand for establishment of Passport Seva Kendra.
Number of people travelling abroad for their employment, study and visit is
comparatively high in this region. People from the eastern region of Kollam
District is facing difficulties due to lack of Passport Seva Kendra at Punalur.
They have to travel long distance to reach the Passport Seva Kendra at Kollam
and Thiruvananthapuram.

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(xxii) Regarding representation of judges belonging to
SC/ST category in higher judiciary

SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA (AMALAPURAM): Welfare of weaker
Sections of the Society is one of the biggest pillars of ensuring social Justice.
The Government of Andhra Pradesh has been dedicated to the cause of
Welfare of weaker sections and their representation and has passed various
legislations for the same, such as 35 percent reservation for students from BC,

SC, ST and minorities in private universities.

While the Central Government is doing its best to ensure equitable
representation, there is one institution that needs urgent reformation. The
higher judiciary’s statistics of representation points out the need for immediate
step in favour of diversity and minority representation. The data shows that
since 1950, there have been only five judges at the supreme Court from the
Scheduled Castes (SCs). The National Commission for Scheduled Castes, in
its 2016 report on ‘Reservation in Judiciary ‘ states that as of 2001 ,there were
only 24 judges belonging to SC/ST against a total of 850 judges in all the 21
High Courts. Moreover, 14 out of the 21 High Courts did not have a single
SC/ST judge. Thus, it is my humble request that this issue be immediately

corrected via legislation.
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(xxiii) Need to declare Ajmer - Chandigarh highway or Kishangarh-

The Government did not address the very core issues
like the crumbling MSME sector, the impact of the Covid, the increase in the
prices of essential commodities. Rather, there has been an enormous
increase in the prices of petroleum products -- 69 times in one year. This
Government has earned Rs. 4.91 lakh crore by way of this. From 2014, this
Government has earned Rs. 25 lakh crores by way of hiking the prices of
petroleum products. There was no mention of all these issue in the hon.

President’'s Address.

After having collected the GST amount, the Union Government is not

paying back the share to the State Governments in a timely manner.

On the matter of NEET, my DMK party which | belong to, had opposed
the Bill from the first day. So far, 30 students have committed suicide in Tamil
Nadu. Our Tamil Nadu State Government had passed a Resolution in the
Assembly against the NEET and sent the same to the Tamil Nadu Governor.
Several reminders were sent. Even our Tamil Nadu CM, Dr. M.K.Stalin met

him and requested him to send the Bill to the President. But nothing happened.
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| would request the Government to intervene in this matter and withdraw
the NEET Bill or give exemption to Tamil Nadu from NEET for the welfare of

our students.

There were several commendable points which were covered in the
speech and numerous avenues in which India has made considerable strides.

Yet, there are a few matters | would like to draw attention to.

The hon. President mentioned that there has been a record-breaking
agricultural yield this year. This goes to show that the foundation and
backbone of our nation are our farmers. To match this yield, there was a record
Government procurement of food grains, amounting to 433 lakh metric tonnes
of wheat during the Rabi season and 900 lakh metric tonnes of paddy procured

during Kharif season.

A terrible combination of a cyclone, heavy rains and floods caused
immense destruction to life and property in Andhra Pradesh in 2021. Farming
cycles were completely disrupted. Combined with this, our chilli farmers had to

face a devastating thrips infestation which has pushed farmers to the brink.

| appreciate the moves of the Government in sending a team to Andhra
Pradesh and neighbouring states to study the infestation in detail. They noted
that Guntur and Prakasam districts in AP were the worst affected with 85-90

per cent yield loss.

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In such circumstances, the Centre must give assistance and
compensation to distraught farmers from the National Disaster Relief Fund.
The AP Government has supported the farmers in every way they can, but

they need Central aid in order to secure the complete welfare of the farmers.

Unemployment, which was at 7.9 per cent in December 2021, has
become a severe problem plaguing our nation. The Honourable President
mentioned that our start up culture is thriving in India, and there are over 40

new unicorns.

This is truly a commendable feat. Yet focus needs to be placed on the
unskilled labour in the country, which is in the majority. In order to reap the
benefits of our demographic dividend, we need to focus on a simultaneous

project of skilling programmes and provision of jobs requiring unskilled labour.

The budget has placed a lot of focus on infrastructure development, but
at the same time funds for programmes like MNREGA, which are needed to
secure jobs for the rural poor especially, remained the same as last year at Rs.
78,000 crore. This is despite the fact that supplementary DFG required Rs.

25,000 crore for the efficient implementation of the programme.

Similarly, while celebrating the expansion of our start-up culture, we
need to realize that projects like Start-up India have not been as successful as
envisioned because unskilled labour in India outstrips skilled labour. Clear
action plans in this regard would provide more direction and increase

employment.
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| applaud the hon. President for mentioning e-shram cards which are
important for beneficiaries. At the same time, there was no mention of the gig
economy consisting of platform and gig workers.

Profit seeking companies are exploiting labour through loopholes,
overworking them without proving adequate welfare and benefits. Social
security must be expanded and strengthened so that no employee, whether in
the formal or informal sector, is subject to unfair or exploitative conditions of
work.

Additionally, the four Labour Codes are yet to be fully operationalized.
Undue delay in the same is harmful for our workers and people.

The Ken-Betwa river linkage project is an ambitious and important one
which is completely being funded by the Centre. | would like to point out that
the Polavaram Irrigation Project found no mention in the President's Speech
and this has been a long pending demand of the people of Andhra, legally
enshrined in the AP Reorganization Act, 2014.

At present, there is a pending amount of Rs. 2100 crores due to the
State and revised estimates of project costs are yet to be accepted and
covered by the Centre. Considering the economic losses faced by the State
during bifurcation as well as during the pandemic, the support of the Centre is

vital to successfully complete the project without further delay.
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Additionally, the Honourable Finance Minister mentioned river linkage
projects including Godavari-Krishna rivers. Such a project would ensure
irrigation water to 17 lakh acres of agricultural land in the Krishna belt

throughout the year.

The DPR for this is ready and | request that the process of achieving
consensus amongst beneficiary states be driven by the Government at the

earliest and work be started on such projects.

Considering the dire economic conditions of AP, and the magnitude of
people set to benefit from such a project, | request the Government to centrally
fund the Godavari-Krishna linkage along the same lines as the Ken-Betwa
project. Such a step would go a long way towards restoring the alienation

amongst the people of Andhra with respect to the Centre's unfulfilled promises.

The Government has taken several strides towards empowerment of
women, and the hon. President mentioned several of these. However, there
are still several states/UTs which do not have an emergency response system-
112 calling number in place. Such a delay hampers the safety and security of

women.

The Nirbhaya Fund is also grossly underutilized. There is no clear action
plan on how to effectively utilize these funds because bottlenecks preventing
efficient implementation have not yet been identified. This is a continuing

problem which defies the very intent of having such a Fund in the first place.
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| would also like to point out that a nation-wide law for the safety and
security of women, along the lines of the DISHA Act in Andhra Pradesh has
been endorsed by several feminists and eminent personalities. | request that

this be considered as well.

There has been significant stress on the development of Jammu and
Kashmir and the North East. But not one mention was made for providing
special category status to Andhra Pradesh. This remains a long overdue

demand of our people, a right denied as per the AP Reorganization Act.

Despite material from the Finance Commission and Standing Committee
on Commerce and Industry among other respected institutions, there has been
no mention of any financial assistance to Andhra Pradesh even this year. This
is a grave injustice to our people and against the ethos of equality that our

country is built on.

There has been special reference made to the improved production of
khadi, which has increased by three times. Andhra Pradesh, as you know, is a
cotton hub. Despite numerous demands that a special train be started between
Palnadu-Delhi to ease the transport and development of cotton, there is no
clarity or movement on the matter. When the Government is enthusiastically
supporting Kisan Rails, why can it not also promote transport of textile raw

materials which would benefit the nation as a whole?
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National Edible Palm Oil Mission has been awarded a corpus of Rs.
11,000 crores to improve domestic production. Palm QOil is a water and nutrient
intensive crop, which is extremely unfriendly to the environment. The
Government has not considered promoting oils indigenous to India, such as
coconut, and reducing consumer dependence on palm oil. Such a demand can
not only be fulfilled domestically, but it is also much cleaner for the

environment being less water and fertilizer intensive.

Instead, there were discussions on raising the GST of coconut oil is a
bottle less than a litre to 18 per cent from 5 per cent, regardless of its end use.
This was not only a vast increase in GST, but it was unfairly singling coconut
oil and patently against the interests of the Southern States which are the

largest coconut producers.

As per the Maritime Vision Document, 2030, the National Waterway 4 in
Andhra Pradesh is a priority route. Andhra Pradesh has also been identified as
a high potential cluster for the development of a Global Mega Port.
Additionally, it was flagged that that the State has high potential for coastal
shipping of food grain and fertilizers across State borders. This necessitates

the development of adequate waterfront infrastructure.

The hon. President's Speech mentioned the Sagarmala Project and the
strides it has made in maritime infrastructure. There was, however, no specific

mention of Andhra Pradesh and the development of its substantial maritime
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potential. Such an oversight is not only an injustice to our people but also

hampers the achievement of India's full economic potential.

Lastly, | would like to mention education and the impact of the lockdown
on our students. The hon. President praised the low cost of internet and smart
phones and the penetration of 5G mobile connectivity amongst citizens. This,

however, does not detract from the digital divide in the country.

According to a National Statistical Organization Report in 2020, only one
in ten households have a computer whether a desktop, laptop or tablet. In
cities, 42 per cent are internet enabled homes, whereas only 15 per cent are

internet enabled in rural areas.

Students from financially insecure backgrounds do not have access to
smart phones and data regularly and so cannot access online education.
Private schools have recorded high dropout rates as parents cannot afford to
send their children there anymore. In Andhra Pradesh, for example two lakh
students have moved from private to government schools and 60,000 have

dropped out altogether.

To redress this, the hon. CM has been pushing programmes like Amma
Vodi and Nadu Nedu to bring children back into schools. The Centre must take
steps similar to these and redress the existing digital divide in order to help

students return to normalcy.

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“ ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): The President’s Address to the Joint
Session of the Parliament on 31st January, 2022 has not mentioned the critical

issues the nation is facing today.

The President address deliberately keeps silence on the most important
issue of border security. The reports of Chinese infrastructure development
across the Line of Actual Control (LAC) and increased Chinese military
deployment is a matter of great concern. But there is no mention of the same in

the speech.

As usual, the Government is not ready to admit the seriousness of price
rise. At 14.23 per cent, country's wholesale inflation rate in November 2021
was the highest in three decades. The prices of edible oil, pulses and LPG are
continuously rising. No positive measures have been taken by the Government
to address this issue burdening the common people. The Government is not

ready to clarify on restoring the direct subsidy on LPG.

Rising unemployment is a worrying issue. As per latest reports, India
has 53 million unemployed people and majority of them are women. However
very little attention has been paid by the Government to address the issue of
unemployment. Many states are witnessing protest of students on recruitment
issues and the youth unrest is evident for the situation. COVID-19 crisis
resulted in job loss for lakhs of Indian workers abroad, and forced them to

return to the country. Most of them are uncertain about their return to the

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destination countries. This is going to be a biggest challenge but the Address

keeps ignorance on this issue.

Another serious issue the nation witnessing today is the threat of drug
addiction among youths. Seizure of large quantity of drugs are being reported
from many parts of the country every day. Narcotics Control Bureau data
reveals manifold increase in drug abuse and trafficking recent years. It is a
matter of great concern that even school students are being addicted to drug

abuse.

The impact of COVID-19 crisis was disastrous to the traditional fishing
sector in the country. The traditional fishermen are struggling for survival due
to job loss and no income. The coastal areas in the country are the most
vulnerable to the adverse effects of climate change. No effective measures
have been taken by the Government to address their issues during this crisis
period. The demand for compensation to the traditional fishermen towards job
loss or to implement a scheme for ensuring minimum employment in a year for

them is not considering by the Government.

The Government is always boasting that strong foundation has been laid
in the last seven years, to make this decade India's decade and this century
India's century. If so, what is the purpose of disinvesting the profit-making
public sector undertakings? The reality is that today the country is facing

recession and huge employment loss.
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We are on the occasion of 75th year of our Independence. Our nation is
known for its unity in diversity. This unity was our strength in our freedom
movement. But today, while we are celebrating 'Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav', the

nation is witnessing growing intolerance in society.

In short, the President’s Address ignored the real issues and is nothing
but a list of schemes of the Government. Neither the farmer, nor worker, nor

youth, nor women or deprived section is happy about the Government.

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA (KRISHNANAGAR): Hon. Speaker Sir and my
esteemed colleagues, | stand today to respond to the hon. President’s Address

on behalf of my Party, the All India Trinamool Congress.

The President’s Address is the Government’s assessment of the state of
the Union today. | stand before you to vehemently disagree with that
assessment and to ask the most important question that faces us all. What is
the kind of Republic that we want? What is the India that we want today?
What is our idea of India that we are willing to stand up for, fight for, be abused

for and get jailed for?

Ours is a living Constitution. It breaths as long as we are willing to
breath life into it. Otherwise, it is just a piece of paper, black and white, that can
be smudged into shades of grey by any majoritarian Government. An elected
Government bears the people’s trust to uphold the Constitution both in letter as
well as in spirit. If the Government fails, we all fail. So, it is not enough for

Indians to sit back and watch and wish each other ‘A Happy Republic Day’.

This Government wants to alter history. They are fearful of the future
and they mistrust the present. Robert F. Kennedy in the 1960s had warned of

such hateful forces.

The hon. President, early on, in his Address speaks about freedom
fighters who secured India’s rights. He speaks of Guru Teg Bahadur, V.O.
Chidambaram Pillai and Netaji Subhas Chandra Bose. But this is just a lip
service. In reality, recalling India’s past, a past of decency, a past of plurality, a
past of secularism makes this Government very, very insecure. So, they
disallowed Republic Day floats from West Bengal, Tamil Nadu and Kerala:
floats on Netaji who taught us to say ‘Jai Hind’; floats on Subramaniam
Bharatiyar who said that even if Indians are divided, they are still the child of
one mother; floats on V.O. Chidambaram Pillai who even when he was
threatened with being imprisoned on sedition refused to stop his political
activity; and floats on Sree Narayana Guru who picked up a rock and
consecrated it as Eezhava Shiva. The invocation of an imaginary past
however goes on and on. This Government has reinvented Savarkar as a
freedom fighter. The apology letter he wrote to the British begging for release
is now being recast as some kind of strategic master stroke. What about the
appropriation of Bhagat Singh who was staunchly anti-fascist and what about
the appropriation of Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel who banned the RSS after

becoming the Home Minister?

The President’s Address refers to Netaji on multiple occasions. | will
remind this Republic that this is the same Netaji who said that the Government

of India should have an absolutely neutral and impartial attitude towards all
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religions. Would Netaji have approved of a Haridwar Dharam Sansad that
issues blood curdling calls for Muslim genocide? On 14" June, 1938, in
Cumilla, now in Bangladesh, Netaji said: “Communalism has raised its ugly

head in an all-out nakedness.”

Netaji’s Indian National Army’s insignia was Tipu Sultan’s springing tiger -
- the same Tipu Sultan that you erased from our textbooks after whom you
cannot bear to name roads or sports stadiums. The INA’s motto was three Urdu
words — sﬁgﬁ' ERRC 3R gﬁf:ﬁ namely, Unity, Trust and Sacrifice. It is the
same Urdu language that this Government is so delighted to replace with Hindi

as the first and official language of Jammu and Kashmir.

The President's Address refers to Khadi being a symbol of
consciousness under the leadership of Bapu. But the unholy Dharam Sansad
issue calls to kill Bapu all over again. You have already succeeded in glorifying
Gandhi's assassins. But just for the sake of those children who will grow up

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"SHRI GAUTHAM SIGAMANI PON (KALLAKURICHI): The Presidential
address delivered was of immense importance and drew the attention of all
sections of the community, especially the parliamentarians from Opposition
benches. The speech delivered was, of course, statement of the Government
in power. The speech made all efforts to cover up the failures of this
Government on all fronts. Failure on all fronts is not a wild charge levelled
against the ruling dispensation but a painful fact. How else can somebody
respond to the kind of subversions done by this Government? Every wing of
governance — Parliament, Executive and Judiciary are thoroughly demoralized
and insulted at every opportune moment. All forms of constitutional authorities
are silenced under threat. The nation is headed by a Prime Minister who has
made it a tradition to disrespect and disregard parliamentary procedures. This
Prime Minister will go on to become a record of sorts to have been a mark as
the one who has never ever participated in any form of debates. For the
present party in governance the Parliament is an unnecessary hindrance in the

execution of their agenda.

Moving on to the speech, the insistence and reverence attributed to
remembering the past and learning from it is absolutely welcomed. But what is
remembered and to what purpose and what is learnt makes it all the more
important. This Government is anxious to subvert the basic structure of this

country of 140 crore citizens comprising several social, cultural, religious and

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linguistic identities into a singular identity. The remembrance is so designed to
replace many historic personalities with new idols. All efforts are in full swing to
make Savarkar as the Father of the Nation. This is not just a replacement of
personality but a big shift away from the secular basics. Remembering is not
an isolated act but on the other hand has an ignoring part or consciously
forgetting act. This patriotic Government which remembers our Great Valorous
Thamizhian V O Chidambaranar on his 150" anniversary but refuses or rather
rejects the Tamil Nadu Government float with his life like figure. The worst part
is the rejection of that float carrying the life like image of Veera Mangai Velu
Natchiar proudly riding a horse. Veera Velu Natchiar was the first
Queen/woman warrior who bravely fought the invading British Imperialist army
and was a martyr. She was the first ever Queen/warrior who physically led the
army and fought the battle and laid her life in the battle field. Remember Prime
Minister Modi, Sir, this was full hundred years before the much-celebrated
Queen of Jhansi was born. Yes, your remembering or your memory itself is a
problem and has the potency to erase many a memories and ties that makes
this country a Union of States. Remember the union is a bond that brings
together this multi ethnic, multicultural diversified land space into a nation, but
still the State remains the soul and the domain of sovereignty. The Citizenship

Act may be handled by the Union but the citizens are with the State.
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So much is talked about in the speech about the Corona pandemic
management but the fact remains that the pandemic situation exposed the
inability of this Government in many a ways. Whereas the real crisis was being
handled by the States, the Union meddled with many of the decision making.
When the pandemic condition was varying everywhere, what was the purpose
of a centralized uniform directive? Modi’s Government gravest mistakes made
the situation worse. A Prime Minister obsessed with unilateral decision making
without consultation locked down the country without warning. The worst
affected were migrant labourers and were seen walking several thousand
miles to home and many died enroute and this Government coolly said nothing
of the sort was reported. Regarding vaccination approval, the kind of hasty
decisions like approving Bharath Biotech vaccine before the completion of trial
will speak volumes. Most of the decisions are still mysterious and confusing.
Even pricing and who (Union or State) is to pay for the vaccines was caught up
in issues. This is the kind of management that is lauded now. Of course, this
Government’s management is absolutely great when it came to blaming the
States for the failures and claiming credit for the minimal success hard won by
States. The pandemic situation is not over yet. Before claiming credits the
Union should play proactive role in bringing about a peaceful end. The

Government should come out with decisions after consultation with the States.
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It is strange that a Government which made farmers’ fight an arduous
battle against the hastily brought in three atrocious farm laws for a year, can
proudly showcase the procurement data on rice and wheat. The highest point
of strangeness is the declaration of year 2023 as Millet year. Declaration of
years is fine. Is the Government armed with a working strategy on the
procurement side? Eighty per cent of products of farming are from small and
marginal farmers and sweated out through hard labour and meagre profit is the
norm till date. Allowing it to the whimsicalities of free market is the cause for
the situation. The Government should formulate a procurement strategy to

save them.

The passage of speech on National Education Policy opens with a
Thirukural couplet by our Thiruvalluvar is an irony. The couplet has a very
strong message which can never be understood by this Hindutuva
Government. In nutshell, it states or advices to read deeply understanding the
essence of the subject and act as per the positive understanding aiming at the
well-being of the community at large. National Education Policy and entrance
examinations proposed are in favour of rich and upper castes. The aim of
entrance examinations which require specialized, costly coachings are steeped
discrimination. It disadvantages the already under-privileged and again
operates to perpetuate the sanatanic caste inequality. Tamil Nadu
Government’s Bill demanding exemption from NEET is based on deeper

understanding of social inequality steeped in this society by the religious
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principles which justifies discrimination in the name of Karma. The modern-day
Karma is just duty, duty to the poor and unempowered. Hence, we oppose all
forms of entrance examinations, which is nothing but an injustice to the poor
and needy and that exactly is what is implied in the end of the Thirukural
couplet. There should be impeccable learning towards serving the humanity
and one should live up to it. Overcoming the discriminations is the essence of
service to the humanity. Abolishing all forms of entrance examinations in the

education sector is a must.
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SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Madam, thank you for giving

me this opportunity.

| was closely listening to all the speeches made yesterday and today on
the Motion of Thanks. | am of the opinion that if we are giving a thanks
message or adopting a Motion of Thanks, it should be given to Shri Rahul
Gandhi. Yesterday, his speech was really the reflection of the pulse of the
Indian citizens. With this, | would like to say a few things. | understand the time

constraint.

The first sentence of paragraph-4 of the President’'s Address reads as:
“‘My government believes that remembering the past and learning from it are
equally important for a secure future of the country.” The words are really
beautiful. At the same time, what about your deeds? It has nothing to do with

your words. On the other hand, it is contrary to the facts.

Analysing India’s past and present, there is a very authentic document.
What is that? It is National Multi-Dimensional Poverty Index. The baseline of
the Report is based on the National Family Health Survey, 2021 of NITI Aayog.
It is a 218-page Report. It gives shocking figures. The Report says how far the
deprivation level is there in different sectors. So, what | am saying is, there is
no meaning in concealing the facts and pretending ourselves that everything is
okay. This report will give you shocking figures of how far the deprivation level

is there at the national and at the State level.
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As far as poverty is concerned, this country is going from bad to worse.
Most of the poverty eradication programmes are remaining in dead letters.
There is no emphasis on MNREGA. Allotment for PMAY has not been
increased. Addressing malnutrition is also a problem, and it is remaining as it
is. Non-availability of clean drinking water, especially in the village side, is

alarming. All these things are there.

Now coming to social justice, empowerment and the level of disabled
persons, we have 2.68 crore disabled persons, that is, 2.21 per cent of the
Indian population. What exactly is the situation? Their employment, their living
and their welfare facilities — all are in a deplorable condition. Kindly go through
the latest Report of the Standing Committee on Social Justice and

Empowerment.

It shows that skill development programme planned for them is not
implemented properly. There is an ADIP programme which gives assistance to
disabled persons for purchase of fitting aids and appliances. That is also not

implemented properly. This is what the Report says.

Similarly, on all other matters, this is the position. | do not want to go into
all the details. Formation of district level District Disability Rehabilitation

Centres is not properly administrated. These kinds of things are going on.

In the President’s Address also, you repeated this. My friend was also
repeating that. They follow the mantra of Sabka Saath, Sabka Vikas, Sabka

Vishwas and Sabka Prayas. What exactly is happening? Why | am telling you,
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with all the politeness, is that even if you repeat these words 1001 times, you
will not improve. You cannot have any iota of kindness with this kind of

kindness. | will tell you many examples.

Let me now come to the minorities and the atrocities committed on them.
My learned friend was speaking about that but, unfortunately, she could not
complete her speech. What is happening? All kinds of atrocities are inflicted on
minorities. It is an endless story. They are putting innocent people in the jails.
The people of SC and ST communities are in a very bad situation in the
country. They are put in jails on sedition charges. In certain cases, even
without any chargesheet, they are put in jails. Imposing this kind of a draconian
law is a shame for the nation. They are fabricating stories against minorities.
We all know what kind of stories these are. They are harassed on issues like
mob-lynching, cow slaughter, love jihads, etc. They have taken birth in this
country. They would live here, and they would die here also. You should not

harass them.

The Government is doing many things, which | do not want to speak.
They are muzzling the Press. You are silently supressing them. You are not
tolerating criticism. That is not fair in democracy. In Kerela, my friends from
Media One were saying that you have completely banned their telecast. What
is the justification? You have done it without even giving them a notice. What is

the stand of the Government in this matter? | would like to tell you that media is
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the fourth pillar of democracy. If you attack that, it is not a good sign in

democracy.

Towards the end, | would like to add one more thing about the Calicut
airport. The Government is crippling the wings of the Calicut airport. It is a very
serious concern. Instead of increasing the length of runway on the airport, they
are shortening it to forever stop the operation of wide-bodied aircrafts. | would

like to tell you that it is injustice.

Thanks on the President’s Address.

Madam, the people of the country feel utterly disappointed with the hon.
President’s Address to the Houses as he was insincerely praising his clue-less
Government instead of showing them the right path to move ahead in this

troubling time.

A major part of his speech was focussed on the achievements of his
Government in tackling the COVID-19 menace. But the entire world has seen
how this Government has been a total failure in its response to COVID-19. |
shall read international data on how different countries allotted fiscal stimulus
and share of their GDP to tackle the COVID-19 challenge. Value of fiscal
stimulus measures as a share of GDP in respect of other countries was like
this: Argentina — 12 per cent; Australia — 19.97 per cent; Brazil — 12 per cent;
Canada — 19.7 per cent; China — 4.7 per cent; European Union — 11.27 per
cent; France — 12.06 per cent; Germany — 34.81 per cent; and India — 3.5 per
cent. This is the international data. Due to time constraint, | am not going into

the detail of all that.

Madam, how can we forget the sights of thousands of our brothers and
sisters who lost their lives without getting food and even water while fleeing
from cities during the unplanned and sudden lockdown announced on March

24" of 2020 by the Prime Minister without any consultations?
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Madam, has this Government ever bothered to enquire how many of our
migrant labourers lost their lives on their way to their native places barefoot?
Does the Government have any data regarding the pravasis, who contributed
to the savings of our foreign exchange deposits, who lost their lives and

livelihood due to the pandemic? No, there is nothing with this Government.

Even after death, we could not give many of them a decent burial and
we found so many dead bodies floating in the Holy Ganga. These sins will not

wash away even if our Prime Minister takes a thousand dips in the Ganga.

Madam, hon. President in his speech lauded his Government for
administering 150 crore doses of COVID-19 vaccine. Actually, he should have
praised the hon. Supreme Court for this achievement. When the Government
had thrown the people of this country below 45 years, and the State
Governments, at the mercy of the vaccine manufacturers, it was the hon.
Supreme Court which intervened for the common people of this country. |
would like to make a humble submission before the Government to please
replace the picture of the Supreme Court with that of the hon. Prime Minister
on the COVID-19 vaccine certificate. It is justified to the truth. If the judges of
the Supreme Court had not shown the courage to ask the Government what
they are going to do with Rs. 35,000 budget allocation for COVID-19
vaccination, we would have seen many more thousand dead bodies piling up

before crematoriums in second and third waves of the pandemic.
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Madam, then this Government made the rhetoric of Rs. 20 lakh crore
assistance under Atmanirbhar Bharat Abhiyan claiming that it will help the
people to come out of the chaos created by the pandemic. Even after one and
a half years, no one knows how much of this actually reached the people and
how it helped the common people.

Every time people face a crisis, the Prime Minister will appear before
them with a new slogan and people will look forward that they would get
something to cheer off.

Times a few days ago is believable, it turns out that this Government was
deliberately misleading this House by repeatedly denying that it has nothing to
do with Pegasus.

Madam, the people of this country expected that the hon. President
would announce some solace for the brave farmers for their year long fight

against the pro-corporate policies of this country.
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ltis a ... that not even once the hon. President acknowledged the
courage shown by the lakhs of farmers of our country to lead such a long and
victorious struggle ever since we got our Independence.

Madam, this Government has not shown the courtesy even now to
accept that at least a few hundred farmers lost their precious lives during their
struggle and it is the responsibility of the country to help the families of those
brave martyrs for sacrificing their lives for their rights.

Madam, Global Hunger Index 2021 and World Inequality Report 2022
have exposed the claims of this Government and its ground realities. While we
stand at 101% position among 116 countries in terms of hunger, India is one of
the most unequal countries in the world. The people of this country expected
the hon. President to at least remind the Government of these realities so as to
take affirmative actions to correct them. Instead, what they heard was the ‘Stuti
Gita’ in praise of BJP Government. In fact, the hon. President was making an

attempt to hide the failures of this Government.

is home to around 350 different tribal communities. The northern most districts
of Bengal - Darjeeling, Kalimpong, Alipurduars, Jalpaiguri, Coach Behar, North
Dinajpur and South Dinajpur has a population of around 2.5 crore, yet our
region continues to suffer abysmal health care system due to the neglect of
succeeding governments of West Bengal. The people here are dependent on
working for the tea estates or are engaged in farming for their sustenance.
Majority of the workers are women, and the average income for a family in our
region is only around Rs 6000 per month. Due to low income, people here
cannot afford treatment in private hospitals, and the Government-run facilities
are inadequately staffed, and lack even the most basic equipment. The nearest
city with better health facilities is Kolkata, which is around 650kms away, and
most people from our region cannot afford to travel there. Additionally, the
Government of West Bengal has refused to implement 'Ayushman Bharat'
scheme in the state, because of which, those who are the poorest and most
marginalized continue to suffer due to the lack of health care facilities. |
therefore request the Government to establish an AIIMS in North Bengal under
the Pradhan Mantri Ayushman Bharat Health Infrastructure Mission. | also
request the Government to establish a Medical College in Kalimpong District.
This will go a long way in provisioning better healthcare services for the people

from our region.

Regarding expediting Implementation of New Labour Codes. In 2020,
the Parliament approved four new Labour Codes - Code on Wages, Social

Security Code, Industrial Relations Code, and the Occupational Safety, Health
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and Working Conditions Code. The formulation for the rules to implement the
codes were supposed to be undertaken in 2021 itself. However, there has
been inordinate delay in the same. This delay has caused widespread
difficulties among the workers, especially those from the tea and cinchona
gardens of Darjeeling hills, Terai and Dooars region. The West Bengal
government has refused to implement the Minimum Wages Act in the tea and
cinchona gardens till date. The workers are also deprived of proper facilities,
health care, welfare and social security measures that they are entitled to citing
non formulation of rules concerning these Labour Codes. Due to the delay in
the implementation of the rules concerning the Labour Codes, the workers are
being deprived for their rights as envisioned by the Parliament of our Nation,
and our Government. | therefore, request the Government to expedite the
implementation of these Labour Codes, so that our workers get proper wages,

and facilities without any further delay.

Regarding expediting the establishment of Doordarshan Gorkha
Language Channel Sir, there are over 1.5crore Indian citizens of Gorkha
ethnicity whose mother tongue is Nepali and Gorkha language. Our
constitution under the Eighth Schedule recognizes Gorkha language as one of
the national languages of India. However, efforts towards the conservation and
propagation of this glorious language are seriously lacking. While every major
language recognized under the Eighth Schedule has a dedicated Doordarshan
Channel broadcasting programs in their respective languages, the Nepali and

Gorkha language has continued to be relegated to the side-lines. Till date we
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do not have a dedicated TV Channel broadcasting contents in Nepali and
Gorkha language. In the absence of a National Platform, the Gorkha culture,
diversity, society and language have suffered immense cultural loss. In
Darjeeling, Kurseong, and Kalimpong, the infrastructure, artists and audience
are already in place. All we need is for Prasar Bharati to initiate the efforts. |
therefore request the Government to kindly expedite the establishment of a DD

Nepali and Gorkha language Channel.

Regarding expediting AMRUT and Har Ghar Jal Projects in Darjeeling
Lok Sabha Constituency, The Central Government under the visionary
leadership of hon. PM Narendra Modi has envisioned provisioning of drinking
water to every household by 2024. States like Telangana, Haryana, Goa and
many UTs have achieved 100 per cent drinking water connection. States like
Punjab, Bihar, Himachal Pradesh have ensured over 90 per cent connection.
However, the state of West Bengal has severely lacked behind, with only
around 18 per cent of households being connected to piped drinking water so
far. Our region continues to reel under acute drinking water shortage. Many
projects sanctioned under AMRUT in Siliguri Municipal Corporation and
Darjeeling Municipality are yet to be completed. Because of this delay, people
in Siliguri, Darjeeling and other places under Darjeeling Lok Sabha
Constituency are suffering. | request the Government to kindly take cognizance
and ensure early implementation and completion of all AMRUT and Har Ghar

Jal Projects in West Bengal, particularly in Darjeeling Lok Sabha Constituency.
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Regarding development of sports infrastructure and National Academy
of Sports in Darjeeling-Siliguri-Kalimpong region, despite having immense
talents in sports, our region continues to suffer utter apathy and neglect from
the State Government when it comes to developing and promoting sports. The
only national level stadium in our region -- Kanchenjung Stadium -- is today in
shambles and no new sports infrastructure has been built in the past 20 years.
| am therefore requesting the Government to kindly develop new sports
infrastructure, including stadiums in Darjeeling, Kalimpong, Siliguri, Kurseong,
Bijanbari, Mirik, Matigara, Naxalbari, Phansidewa and Chopra. | also request

the Government to help establish Centre of Excellence in Sports in Kalimpong.

The Central University in Darjeeling hill Darjeeling has remained a hub
of education not only in India, but also across South and South-East Asian
countries. Darjeeling region is home to some of the best schools in India and
students from all over Asia come to study in the hills. Yet in terms of higher
education, this region severely lags behind as compared to the rest of India.
Establishment of a Central University in the region, has been a long-standing
aspiration and a pertinent demand of our people. Establishing a Central
University in Darjeeling can help to turn it into one of the hubs for higher
education in India and an important education centre in all of South and South
East Asia. This will greatly complement Modi ji's Act East Policy. |, therefore,
request the government to help establish a Central University in Darjeeling

hills.
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Regarding Parja Patta for Tea and Cinchona Garden Workers, despite
75 years since Independence, these tea and cinchona garden workers are
denied the right to Parja Patta of their ancestral land. The British denied our
workers Parja Patta rights, and succeeding West Bengal Governments have
continued to do the same. Sir, the only way to ensure justice for them is
through the direct intervention of the Union Government. | am, therefore,
requesting the Union Government to enact a law which will guarantee Parja
Patta rights for our tea and cinchona garden workers. Much like how the Forest
Rights Act is finally enabling land rights for forest communities, only a national
law can guarantee Parja Patta land rights for our sisters and brothers working

in the tea and cinchona gardens.

Regarding development of Infrastructure in the region, Darjeeling Lok
Sabha Constituency is situated in the heart of India's 'Chicken Neck' region.
Despite being so critical to our national security, the West Bengal Government
has neglected infrastructure development in our region. The Ministry of Road,
Transport and Highways, Government of India, has multiple highway related
projects lined up for our region. This includes the development of construction

access to roads and highway network from across the country.
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SHRI THOMAS CHAZHIKADAN (KOTTAYAM): Thank you, Madam, for
allowing me to speak on the Motion of Thanks on the Address of the hon.
President of India to the Joint Sitting of the Parliament. But this Address is
simply a narration of the activities or programmes of the Government of India.
There are no concrete plans to correct the administrative failures of the

Government.

COVID-19 pandemic has made millions of people jobless. The
Government came to power promising two crore new jobs every year. More
than five crore youngsters are jobless now. There is no mention about this in

the Address.

The country is still reeling under COVID-19 pandemic. More than five
lakh people laid their lives because of this pandemic. The Supreme Court has
directed the Government that each family where a COVID-19 patient has died,
should be provided with a minimum of Rs.50,000. This Address is not
mentioning anything about that. | would like to say that the Government

should remember that.

The Address is mentioning that the Government is upholding the ideals
of Dr. Ambedkar: liberty, equality and fraternity. The Government has no right
to use these words, at least. Regarding liberty, | would like the House to
remember Father Stan Swamy’s fate. Earlier also, | mentioned it. He was a
tribal reformer. He fought for his entire life for rehabilitation of the tribal people.

But he was jailed. This octogenarian was seriously ill. That was not
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considered by the Government. He was not given bail. He laid his life in the
jail. The term ‘equality’ also does not suit the Government. Dalit Christians are

eligible for their reservation rights. But they are denied that.

The Government should take steps in this regard. Just because they
have opted for a particular faith, they should not be denied the right of

reservation.

The minorities in the country are not safe now. They feel unsafe. The
Government cannot use the word ‘fraternity’ also. The President's Address
mentions the achievements in the agricultural sector but it has failed to
mention anything about a year-long protest by the farmers in Delhi. The
Government had to withdraw three draconian laws. The demand of the

farmers to implement MSP through legislation is still pending.

20.01 hours (Dr. (Prof.) Kirit Premjibhai Solanki in the Chair)

The rubber growers in Kerala, as well as all over India, are not happy
with the Government’s policy. There is a long-pending demand for declaration
of MSP of Rs.250 per Kg. for natural rubber and also to declare natural rubber
as an agricultural produce. The task force for the rubber sector has
recommended treating natural rubber as an agricultural produce and also that
it should be included in the Minimum Support Price Scheme. However, the

Government has not taken any step in this regard. The Government is now
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coming up with a proposal to repeal the Rubber Act, 1947. The draft Bill is
circulated in the official website of the Department of Commerce and the
Rubber Board. The Bill is against the interests of the rubber growers. The
new Bill should have declared natural rubber as an agricultural produce, and
the MSP of Rs.250 per Kg. of rubber should have been legalised. The move to
fix the minimum and maximum price for rubber has been included in the Bill.
There is also a provision to punish those who are selling rubber below the
minimum price or above the maximum price. That is also against the interests

of the rubber growers.

The Government is not taking care of the beekeepers in Kerala. There
are thousands of beekeepers, apiculturists. The Food Safety and Standards
Authority of India has issued a guideline to keep the humidity level in honey to
less than 20 per cent. This is not possible in Kerala because of the climatic
condition. The honey being produced in Kerala always has more than 20 per

cent humidity. Apiculturists in Kerala are facing this difficulty.

Under the PM-KISAN Scheme, the farmers in India are being provided
Rs.6,000 per year. It is not sufficient. Every marginal and small farmer should
be paid at least Rs.10,000 per month so that they can survive under the

difficult circumstances. This should be seriously looked into.

The President’s Address mentions that the collection of GST is very
high, and more than Rs.1,46,000 crore have been collected but the demand of

the States to pay compensation is not being heard by the Centre. | would
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demand that the Centre should take steps to pay GST compensation to the
States and also the compensation period should be extended for a further

period of five years.

Polavaram Project, which was conceived in 1981 with the cost of Rs. 400
crores which has now escalated to Rs. 55,000 crores. To complete this project,
we are looking forward to Union Government’s support. This project will
provide drinking water and irrigation facilities to thousands of acres of land
across four districts and will benefit lakhs of farmers. It has a potential to
generate 970 MW of electricity. It is painful to learn that such Multi Purpose
Project is being neglected. This is not in the interest of farmers and people.
Andhra Pradesh and it's farmers are part of India. Projects are meant to be in

Andhra Pradesh only.

Country is union of states and without states there cannot be a country.
We thank Modi Ji for resolving J&K issue, for developing Kashi and Ayodhya.
Similarly, we request him to develop Polavaram, gift Polavaram Project to

farmers and extend all possible help to complete Polavaram Project on time.
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When we talk about education, on one hand Government claims
education for all, on the other hand Ministry of Education, states that 15 crore
people are deprived of education. State of Jammu & Kashmir got [IM & IIT.
Similarly, 7 years back Andhra Pradesh got Indian Institute of Foreign Trade
(IFT), but till now funds are not released. KVs were sanctioned, where we get
quality education, but there are no benches and other infrastructure. These
KVs do not have buildings. There is a need to look at these
deficiencies.Announcements are there, but, what is done?

These
schemes are not yet beneficial for public. We need to discuss these problems.
We completed 75 years of independence. We should not confine to issues
pertaining to economy and welfare, but we should also discuss on many issues
in this Parliament. We should discuss State-Centre relations. We should
discuss Governance. We should discuss on Legislature, we should debate on
Judiciary. We should discuss on Election Commission. Elections are becoming
expensive and even after 75 years of independence common man is being
misled while electing his representative. We need to bring electoral reforms so
that common people can elect their representative freely. There are many
issues referred to in the speech. When it comes to welfare, recently General
Budget was introduced. Here there are many senior and experienced
members. In our Country 50% of our population have only 13% of national

income whereas rich 10% of our population have 57% of our national income.
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This is a sign of imbalance and disparity. The practice of collecting taxes from
poor people and providing concessions to rich, should change. Give justice to

poor, provide welfare schemes for poor.

| can proudly say that in my state Andhra Pradesh, poor people are
getting benefits of welfare schemes without any recommendation, irrespective
of caste and political affiliation. This is being implemented by the only state
Andhra Pradesh under the leadership of our Chief Minister Shri YS Jagan
Mohan Reddy garu.

Unfortunately, the Presidential Address was a long
list of things that the Government claims to have done but did not really contain

the deeper strategic issues.

This Government claimed that it has honoured all such great men who
sacrificed their lives for the independence of this country and laid down their
lives for the unity and integrity of this country. But | say that this Government
dishonoured all those great men by weakening the Constitutional institutions
which were established by those great men. Every one of them have played a
role in the establishment of institutions in the country in the past 70 years and it
is the responsibility of all to maintain democracy. However, Modi government

failed in honouring them in real sense.

The root cause of price rise, unemployment and agricultural crisis is the
failure and mismanagement of the financial administration by Modi

government.

The President's Address did not touch the real challenges of our country.
The Union Government has completely failed in protecting the interest of poor
labourer dependent on the unorganized sector and small and medium
enterprises. The support required for the poor people during the Corona crisis

was not given.

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From employing 51 million people in 2016-17, employment in
manufacturing, which accounts for 17 per cent of the country's Gross Domestic
Product (GDP), declined by 46 per cent to reach 27.3 million in 2020-21,

reflecting the severity of the employment crisis caused by the pandemic.

It is almost halving in the space of just four years. There is a 46 per cent
drop in manufacturing jobs in India. It is because the Government has
destroyed the unorganized sector. As a result, 84 per cent people of India saw
their income declined. It is important to understand that traditionally Indian
policymakers have been of the view that the manufacturing sector is our best
hope to increase in the job opportunities. Manufacturing is well suited because

it can make use of the millions of poorly educated Indian youth.

The real estate and construction sector, which employed 69 million

people in 2016-17, employed just 53.7 million in 2020-21.

The ongoing Covid pandemic has driven a wedge between lives and
livelihoods. The measures taken by the Government are completely failed in
saving lives of the common people and proving to be terrible for livelihoods.
We have seen several studies and surveys that pointed to the unfolding crisis

in livelihoods.

The Covid pandemic had forced people out of their formal jobs into
casual work, and led to a severe decline in incomes. Not surprisingly, there is a

sudden increase in poverty over the past two years. The government has failed
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miserably in handling the situation and undertaking steps to compensate

people for the loss of earnings.

Women and younger workers have been disproportionately affected.
Households have coped by reducing food intake, borrowing, and selling
assets. Government relief has helped avoid the most severe forms of distress,
but the reach of support measures is incomplete, leaving out some of the most

vulnerable workers and households.

Demonetisation is a big failure of the Modi government and leading to all
evils of economic slowdown in the country. The widespread havoc that it
inflicted on the economy. The Union Government failed on every objective of
the demonetization, mainly on combatting terror funding, fake notes and black

moneywhile having wiped out jobs.

Demonetisation benefited Modi's few 'crony capitalist friends", but

common people are left in the lurch.

It is not stopped here the failure of the Union government is from the
mismanagement of Covid in the second wave to the farm crisis and many more

things.

While MSP is announced for 23 crops every year, public procurement is

limited to a few crops such as paddy, wheat and, to a limited extent, pulses.
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| am of the opinion that the Government should take necessary steps to
procure more crops to help the farmers. The BJP on the demand of minimum
support price plus 50 per cent, gave a version that satisfied no one. There are
reports on shortcoming in the implementation of MSP. Mainly, procurement is
largely from a few states. And lack of awareness among farmers before the
sowing season. Increasing cost of transportation for farmers, and also there is

an inadequate storage capacity.

Therefore, | would like to suggest that the Government should address

these issues to ensure benefits for the farmers.

| would like to suggest that the agricultural pricing policy needs to be
reviewed to ensure that farmers are receiving remunerative prices for their
produce. Farmers are often fored to engage in distress sales that is selling

below MSPs.

The Pradhan Mantri Bhartiya Janaushadhi Pariyojana, commonly used
generic drugs are sold at affordable prices. However, the coverage of the
scheme remains inadequate and concentrated in a few States. The
government needs to focus on block level coverage instead of District level

coverage.

India is one of the unique countries in the world that have the legacy of
diversity of languages. Among these three languages Sanskrit, Tamil, and
Kannada have been recognized as classical languages with special status and

recognition by Government of India.
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The Government is not funding adequately for the promotion of Kannada
as a classical language. Classical language Kannada Rs.1 crore in 2017-18,

Rs.0.99 crore in 2018-19 and Rs.1.07 crore in 2019-20.

Rs.643.84 crore on the promotion of Sanskrit in the last three years,
which is 22 times the total amount of Rs.29 crore spent on the other five Indian

languages - Tamil, Telugu, Kannada, Malayalam and Odia.

During the same period the funds given to Tamil was Rs.10.59, Rs. 4.65,
and Rs. 9.80, Rs.11.73 crores allocated during 2020-21. Till date Tamil
language received nearly Rs. 50 crores. However, it is only Rs.8 crore to
Kannada language.Hence, | urge the Union Government to do justice to

Kannada language and people of Karnataka by releasing adequate funds.

Pradhan Mantri Fasal Bima Yojana has also benefitted small farmers of
this country. The issues being faced in the implementation of the scheme is
that due to lack of awareness, several farmers do not submit declaration forms
to opt out of the scheme and face mandatory deduction of premium from their
bank accounts and also there is inordinate delays in settlement of insurance

claims.
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The Prime Minister's Street Vendor's AatmaNirbhar Nidhi (PM SVANidhi)
scheme is facing certain implementation issues such as registration of street
vendors (non-issuance of certificate of vending) and slow pace of sanction and

disbursal of loans.

With these words, | conclude my speech.

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“DR. D. RAVIKUMAR (VILUPPURAM): In his address, Honourable President
has mentioned about the 125th birth anniversary of V.O. Chidambaram. But he
forgot that it was his Government that refused to allow the vehicle which
portrayed his statue to participate the Republic Day celebrations. Hon.
President has quoted Babasaheb Dr Ambedkar's words: "My ideal would be a
society based on Liberty, Equality, and Fraternity... Democracy is not merely a
form of government... It is essentially an attitude of respect and reverence
towards one's fellow men". He also mentioned that his Government considers
these ideals of Baba Saheb as its motto'. But the truth is different. Violence
against Dalits has been on the rise across the country since the formation of
this regime; Thousands of Dalit women are raped; legal Protections such as
reservation for the Dalits are being diluted; all this is being encouraged by
supporters of the ruling party. It is shocking and painful that the President has

concealed this fact and conveyed a message that is blatantly untrue.

The President has made it look like this Government is helping the
farmers a lot. About 700 farmers were died in a year-long protest; At the end of
the protest, the Government promised to provide financial assistance to the
families of the victims and enact legislation to ensure a minimum support price
for farmers. However, the Government did not take any action on the issue.

Hon. President did not point this out in his speech.

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The President praised the steps taken by his Government to control the
COVID-19 pandemic. This Government has not complied with the Supreme
Court order to pay compensation to the families of the persons who lost their

lives in the pandemic. He made no mention of it.

Poverty and unemployment are on the rise across the country, with
millions of people starving. The President has presented a rosy picture in his

speech that contradicts this fact.

Hon. President's address not only does not reflect the true condition of
the people, but also does not prescribe ways to change their lives. This is the

The President had quoted from Thirukkural: “Karka Kasadara Karpavai
Katrapin Nirka Adarkku Taga.” It simply translates into, stand by what you
learn. The question is: Does the Government stand by the ideals of the

Constitution given by its founding fathers?

There was a mention of Dr. Ambedkar’s quote. “My ideal would be a
society based on liberty, equality and fraternity.” Democracy is not merely a
form of Government. It is essentially an attitude of respect and reverence

towards one’s fellowmen. Reality does not substantiate the above ideals.

The Report on Freedom in the World by Freedom House has
downgraded India’s status from a free country to a partly free country after

judging it on various political rights and civil liberties.

Respect and reverence is something unknown to this Government,
which was displayed brazenly during the peaceful protest against the farm
laws. Regarding GST, the Government says that the GST collection has
consistently remained above Rs.1 lakh crore during the last several months but
the States are yet to receive their share, in particular, Tamil Nadu is yet to

receive Rs.16,725 crore of GST, including compensation for the financial year.
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There was a mention of cochlear implant surgery in the President’s
Address. This finds a reference in the Address. In India, this idea was first
established and implemented free of cost by Dr. Kalaignar, the visionary
leader, in Tamil Nadu in the year 2010. This shows the socio-economic path

that the DMK has given.

In the President’s Address, there was a reference to the freedom fighter,
Va. Vu. Chidambaram. But there was no tableau or float displayed of the
freedom fighters like Va. Vu. Chidambaram, Velu Nachiyar and Maha Kavi
Bharathiyar. But, instead of floats of great freedom fighters, you had squirrels,
the body of a cow with a human head and men clad in saffron clothes being
paraded on the Republic Day parade. This hurts the sentiments of the Tamil
pride and this pride was, in fact, restored by our Chief Minister, M.K. Stalin by
having the Tamil freedom fighters’ tableau floats in Tamil Nadu. This event was
supposed to be just a five-minute event. Now this has turned into a one-month

event all along Tamil Nadu. This is how this has been showcased.

Regarding judiciary, Judiciary is the fourth pillar of Indian democracy
along with the Legislature, the Executive and the Press. But, in recent times,
the pillar of judiciary at some particular places has some particular judges who
give political colour to it. A few years back, we had seen two judges of a
particular caste going and attending a caste-based conference. They had been
invited as chief guests because of their status as judges of the High Court.

More recently, a particular judge is being approached by a particular political
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party for bails and for transfer of cases to the CBIl whereas the basic prayer of

the client himself was just to seek a CB-CID probe.

| am also of the opinion that judges pronounce their verdicts based upon
the Constitution, the law and the amendments. But, recently, we have come to
see that judges are quoting references from Hindi and Tamil films while giving
verdicts. This sets a wrong precedent. Today, we see law college students
going to libraries. Does this Government want them to go to video libraries and

OTT platforms to search for judgements?

Now, let me come to the National Education Policy. The goal of the
Government in the National Education Policy is to have a gross enrolment ratio
of 50 per cent. | would like to state that this has already been achieved by the
State of Tamil Nadu whereas India’s gross enrolment ratio is around 24.6 per
cent. We are much ahead of the American gross enrolment ratio. Why does
the Central Government want to thrust its National Education Policy upon us?
We have set principles and we have set Dravidian models which are
successful models. If the Central Government wants to implement them in
India to make it a developed State, let them implement the Tamil Nadu model
throughout the country. But why is it being thrust upon us? We totally reject it.
If they want, they can go and implement it in gomutra promoting States which

they are very keen upon.
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Today itself, in Kundapura Government College in Karnataka, women
students wearing hijabs were not allowed inside the college. Why has it
happened? It happened because yesterday some saffron-clad people had
gone there and threatened the people. The Government should at once take

action against them.

Sir, the Chief Minister, M.K. Stalin is a very amicable person. He is a
man of few words and is also a man of action. He has brought in the all-India
quota of 50 per cent reservation for OBCs. He has formed an all-India
Federation of Dravidian Forum for Social Justice. He is against the transfer of
IAS/ IPS officers, which is an infringement upon the rights of States by the
Central Government. Our Chief Minister's goal is not to compete with the
States of India, our aim is to form a roadmap for the world. We are competing

against the developed countries.

The Presidential Speech, by virtue of Article 87 of the Constitution
means that it is the statement of policies of the Government, and also the
review of the performance of the Government during the last year and the
previous year, and also the policies which are going to be presumed or
implemented in the coming financial year or in the coming calendar year.

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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Hon. Chairman,
Sir, thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak on the Motion of Thanks

on the President’s Address.

We are in the 75" year of our Independence and it is a great opportunity
for us to introspect and reflect on the state of the nation, state of the States,
where are we standing today, where the nation stands today, and where we
want it to be. And within that concern, | would like to talk about some of the

issues regarding the State of Andhra Pradesh.

One of the most important issues, and we have time and again
mentioned it in this House, is the privatisation of Vizag Steel Plant. The
Government might have a certain idea of disinvestment, a certain idea of
privatising most of the PSUs that are existing today, but they need to have a
different policy for different kinds of PSUs. If it is a sick unit, if it is a unit which
is going into losses, may be there can be a thought of privatisation. But Vizag
Steel Plant has got a tremendous history, it is linked to the sentiments of the
people of Andhra Pradesh, people have lost their lives to get the steel plant to
Andhra Pradesh, and it is in profits for the last 18 years. From 2000 to 2018,
there have been annual profits of Rs. 445 crore on average. For 13
consecutive years, it exceeded 100 per cent of its capacity utilization.
Recently, RINL Vizag has also tweeted that it has achieved cumulative sales

turnover of Rs. 22,000 crore approximately surpassing the previous best
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annual turnover. And this is during the times of Covid when such huge

performance is being achieved.

When President’s Address speaks about the PIL scheme, speaks about
Make in India, speaks about improving the domestic manufacturing, why are
we trying to send our iron ore to China, why are we trying to import steel from
other countries like China when we have the capacity, when we have such a
strategic and beautiful unit in Vishakhapatnam with the Central Government
itself? | request once again that the Central Government should not privatise
Vishakhapatnam Steel Plant. It has the spirit of Telugu also, so it should be

kept intact.

Other than this, we have also been making a constant demand
regarding this issue for the last eight years since the bifurcation of Andhra
Pradesh has happened. So many promises were made on the floor of the
House by the Prime Minister himself. So many assurances were made through
the AP Reorganization Act, which the people of Andhra Pradesh for a long
time have been looking forward to as to when it will be done by the Central
Government. Most importantly, out of these assurances, | want to mention
some of them: special status for the State of Andhra Pradesh; backward
districts funds; Polavaram and its R&R activity; Vishakhapatnam railway zone;
Vizag-Chennai corridor; a lot of educational institutions; steel plant; ports; and

such other activities such as building up of capital also. So much funds are
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supposed to come from the Central Government so that all these assurances,

all these promises get fulfilled but nothing has happened till now.

Another shocking revelation that has happened in the last two days
which | have observed is this. | was there as an MP during the Sixteenth Lok
Sabha. From YSR Congress Party, there were eight MPs at that point of time.
For special status, they resigned from this House saying that they are fighting
for the special status. Now the people of Andha Pradesh have sent 22 MPs to
this very House right now, so that they will fight for the special status.
Yesterday there was a Member from YSR Congress Party speaking. Today
one more Member from YSR Congress Party was speaking. There was not
even a single mention about the special status. This is such a shocking
revelation that we are finding today because they have promised to the people
of Andhra Pradesh that they are going to fight for the special status. There is a
pin-drop silence. The most docile MPs, | am seeing today from this Party, are
not even fighting for the rights of the State. This is like backstabbing the people
of Andhra Pradesh, especially the youth of Andhra Pradesh to whom they

promised that they are going to get special status for the State.

On top of that, | have seen many of the regional parties are talking about
their Government, their Chief Ministers, all the important schemes, beautiful
schemes that their Government is undertaking when the State is not doing well
also; | have all the rights also to mention about all the schemes which are not

performing well also.
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Within that authority, | want to speak about some of the issues that the
State of Andhra Pradesh is facing. The President’s Address speaks about the
empowerment of women. How can we expect empowerment of women when
the crimes against women are increasing at a high pace especially in the State
of Andhra Pradesh? There is 25 per cent rise in atrocities against women. The
NCRB has reported that 17,089 cases have been reported in the State of
Andhra Pradesh in 2020. | can give some examples also. A 19-year-old degree
student was killed in Narasaraopet. One 21-year-old Engineering student was
stabbed to death on Independence Day near the CM’s residence in Guntur.
There are many such incidents. In Vijayawada recently one incident happened.
Incidents happened in West Godavari and Vishakhapatnam also. Time and
again, every day we have to look at the newspaper and there is some incident
happening regarding a woman. We are also in support to the State
Government if they are ensuring speedy justice for the victims or the families of
the victims. But the real issue right here is this. When Members from YSRCP
were speaking yesterday, they mentioned that there is a Disha Act. The
Central Government Minister in a reply stated that regarding the Disha Act,
there is no assent from the hon. President of India. It has to be sent there and
there has to be an assent and consideration from the hon. President. It has not
yet received the assent and they are waiting for the remarks from the State
Government. But the YSRCP State Government is saying that we already have
a Disha Act. | cannot understand how without assent from the President of

India regarding this Act, the police or how the State Government can book
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cases, FIRs under this Act when there is no Act. It is very, very confusing. Itis
with such insincerity that the YSR Congress Party people are behaving
towards these incidents against women....(Interruptions) Please give me two
minutes. | am just concluding. Through this Motion of Thanks on the
President’s Address, | would like to request the hon. President to mention it

whether Disha Act is functional or if there is a legal sanctity to it.

In the State of Andhra Pradesh there is a huge fear psychosis that has
developed because of the State Government. No one can speak anything
against the Chief Minister or against the State Government be it teachers,
doctors, dalits, business persons, Government employees, police, industry,

you name it, leave alone all the political parties.

No one can say anything. | am giving examples also. The YSR
Congress Party people came to the TDP Party office in Vijayawada with lots of
rods, stones, and everything. They have destroyed the office. They came
inside. Party workers were also physically assaulted. ... (Interruptions). | am
concluding. This is a very important matter. We have also given CCTV footage
to the Central Government, but nothing is happening. | have seen
Muraleedharan Sir has also come recently. One BJP leader is sitting in jail
today because of these kinds of activities. It is creating fear psychosis. Nobody

can go against the State Government.

HON. CHAIRPERSON : Please conclude.
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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU : | am concluding. | am making very
relevant points regarding the State. Please give me two minutes. | am going to

conclude.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: No, please conclude.

SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU: Another important issue is
regarding State finances of Andhra Pradesh. We are in such dire financial
crisis. We do not have money to pay salaries. We do not have money to pay
pensions today. On top of that, they are creating burden on the people of
Andhra Pradesh. House Tax has been increased, property tax has been
increased, water tax increased, sewerage tax increased, electrical charges
increased, price of essential commodities increased. ... (Interruptions). There
are new taxes like garbage tax and green tax. If this is all not enough, they
have licensed dogs and pigs also in the State of Andhra Pradesh to get money

from the poor people. That is a sad state of affair.

hologram has been shattered. That is a typical technical thing that happened
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because of the strong wind that we faced today in Delhi. A thin layer is there
which can be restored. It will be restored definitely by the end of this evening or
by tomorrow. But his sacrifice is unparalleled. He gave a call of ‘Dilli Chalo,
Chalo Dill’. ‘Jai Hind’ was his clarion call which reverberates even today after
76 years of his disappearance. He first addressed Bapu as the ‘Father of the

Nation’.

This great son was born in Cuttack, Oriya Bazaar, in his ancestral house
named Janakinath Bhawan which has been converted into Netaji Birth Place

Museum in 2002 when Atal ji was the Prime Minister.

The Chief Minister of Odisha, Naveen Patnaik ji, took all the steps to
convert this house into a memorial. Now, it has become a tirtha place. A large
number of people throughout the country, from Kerala, Tamil Nadu, till
Himachal Pradesh and even Jammu, go there to pay homage to that place,
especially to that room where he was born. The hon. Prime Minister Modi ji has
done a tremendous job by bringing Netaji’'s contribution to focus on his 125"
Birth Anniversary. Modi ji has acted out of sheer patriotic fervour without any

politics. This is how a leader should take decisions.

One is reminded that the King of England’s statue stood under the
canopy till 1968 even though it was mutilated in 1965. No one thought of
removing it till then. Though a resolution was passed in Parliament later on to
place a statue of Mahatma Gandhi, nothing much happened after the removal

of the statue till the hon. Prime Minister Modi ji took this bold decision to instal
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Netaji’s statue. | am personally indebted to him for this decision as | represent
the place, Cuttack, where Netaji was born. He spent more than twenty years
there and passed from an Oriya School called Ravenshaw Collegiate School
which is seldom recognised by my Bengali friends here or by those Members
who are from Bengal. | would request the Union Government to establish an
international research centre in his birth place, Cuttack, to propagate the ideals
of Netaji, especially relating to communal harmony, fraternity, self-reliance,
which we call nowadays ‘Atmanirbharta’, and removal of social inequality. That

will be a fitting tribute to Netaji on his 125" Birth Anniversary.

The second point that | would like to mention here is that five years ago
when the budget was presented by Arun Jaitley ji, in his budget speech he had
mentioned about Bakshi Jagabandhu Bidyadhara. He was the General or the
Senapati of the Paika’s struggle that started against the British in 1817. To
commemorate 200 years of that Paika struggle, the Union Government had
provided funds and during that period, the then President of India, Pranab
Mukherjee, had addressed a gathering in Delhi saying that this was the first
war of independence, not 1857. In 1817, the first war of independence started
from Odisha where a large number of tribals had initiated the struggle and it
was the peasants who had also participated. Cutting across any class or

creed, they had revolted and fought against the British.
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There was a demand then that the 1817 war of independence against
the East India Company should be termed as the First War of Independence
and that it should find place in the textbooks across the country so that the
whole country would get to know about that. That has not happened even

though five years have passed.

The third point | would like to mention is related to our freedom struggle.
Hon. President has mentioned in the second paragraph of his Address, ‘I
salute lakhs of freedom fighters who gave highest priority to their duties and
secured the rights of India”. What happened? Lakhs and lakhs of people went
to jails. They were tortured to death. Their families were uprooted. What
happened to their families who stayed back? In 1971, on the 25" anniversary
of our Independence, the Ministry of Home Affairs of the Union Government
provided them some Samman Pension. After that, nothing much has
happened. Subsequently, the Central Government had provided succour to the
unwed daughters or the widows of the freedom fighters. Some Samman

Pension was being provided.

| would like to make a demand here. | have records with me to show that
a number of State Governments have recognised the freedom fighters but
there is no recognition given today to their families. Once a freedom fighter
passes away, their family members are just like any other citizens in the
country. In the United States, family members of those who fought for

independence are recognised as the family of freedom fighters. Here in India,
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though we have lakhs and lakhs of people who fought for freedom, no such
recognition is being provided to their family members. That recognition is
needed to be given to them. ID cards have to be provided at least to the
second and third generation of the freedom fighters. Sons and daughters and
the grandchildren of the freedom fighters need to be provided ID cards. Some
State Governments have started doing it. States like Bihar, Punjab, and
Manipur have already provided this type of IDs to the children of freedom

fighters. That is not being done throughout the country.

| have a request to make to the Government, through you, Sir. The
Home Ministry which has the list of freedom fighters who were provided
Samman Pension. At least families of those people can be provided ID cards.
It will be one of the best cherished moments for them in this Amrut Kaal, the

75" year of our Independence.

Today,
undoubtedly India is in a grim security scenario — from Pakistan, from China,
from Nepal, from Bangladesh, from Sri Lanka, we are facing a hostile
environment. It is very unfortunate and very painful. As an Ex-Serviceman | am
disappointed at the way the hon. President of India did not even mention this

issue.

Sir, on the security scenario front, in the Indo-China border, Colonel
Santosh Babu who was martyred on 15" June, 2020 belongs to my
parliamentary constituency. | went to attend his last rites. | looked after his
family. Today, through you, | would like to request the Central Government that
a National Martyrs Memorial and a National Martyrs Museum should be started

in the native place of Colonel Santosh Babu, who was decorated with Mahavir
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Chakra and was martyred in a conflict with the Chinese soldiers in the Galwan
Valley. The Modi Government has failed. | would like to tell my earlier speaker
that the Chinese have entered the Indian territory. Unfortunately, the
Government does not accept the truth. Colonel Santosh Babu was martyred
along with soldiers of the Bihar Regiment in the Galwan Valley. Did he go into
the Chinese territory?

Sir, the Chinese Government is building permanent cemented
structures. The Chinese Government is building helipads and surface-to-air
missile sites.

The Chinese Government is naming places in Arunachal Pradesh in Chinese
language in their maps. The Chinese troops have not gone back from the Indo-
Tibetan border and they are building permanent structures. The Chinese are
building bridges on the Pangong Lake. | think, the security scenario on the
Indo-China border is grim. The hon. Prime Minister must address this issue
when he replies to the debate on the Motion of Thanks on the President’s

Address in the House.

Sir, the hon. President spoke about agriculture and farmers’ issue.
Through you | would like to bring to the notice of the Government that what he
mentioned in his Address is very surprising because in the Budget, in speech

the hon. Finance Minister said that 1208 lakh MT have been procured this year
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and last year 1283 lakh MT were procured. That means the procurement is

lesser this year.

| would like to bring one more thing to your notice. In Telangana, during
the Kharif season, the farmers were crying and the farmers were committing
suicide.

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Hon. Speaker Sir, as regards the Rythu Bharosa-PM Kisan Scheme,
Andhra Pradesh is the only State to extend an annual input subsidy of Rs.
13,500 to the tenant farmers. Hence, through you, Sir, | would like to request
the Minister of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare to provide benefit to tenant
farmers under the PM Kisan Scheme. The coverage of tenant farmers within
the ambit of this Scheme also aligns with the Prime Minister's vision of

doubling farmers’ income.
