Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : There are about 210 unauthorised colonies in Delhi
and there are about 55 thousand plots in them. There are about 30 thousand such
plots that where houses have been constructed and about 5 thousand persons live in those
houses. Most of these plots are within the areas of green belt and that is why they have
not been regularised. People living in the colonies are being served notices of demolition.

It means that seven or eight crores of rupees will go waste. I want to know whether
some changes would be made in the Master Plan to regularise these colonies, so that houses

may be constructed in these colonies.
Shri Igbal Singh : So far wunauthorised colonies are concerned, there isno pro-
posal to revise the Master Plans. We have asked the Delhi Municipal Corporation to

report as to how Master Plan can be revised. They have been asked to indicate which
unauthorised colonies can be regularised. After the report is received, we would look into

this matter. It cannot be said as to what will be the decision.
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Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : I want to know whether the Hon. Minister is aware
that when the Master Plan was formulated it was estimated that annual increase of
Delbi’s population would be about one lakh persons but actually the annual increase is
about two lakhs, Due to this all calculations have proved wrong and all construction act-
ivity is at a stand-still. T want to know whether the Committee constituted by the Home
Minister, Hon. Minister is a member of that committee—has recommended that Master
Plan should be revised ? Now the Hon. Minister says that there is no such proposal. I
feel that if no prompt action is taken, there would be difficulties. I want to know the
details of difficulties that have come to notice.

Shri Iqgbal Singh : This plan was formulated with the assumption that the po-
pulation of Delhi would increase at the rate of about one lakh persons every year, but in
reality the increase is about two lakhs every year. We are revising the pattern of density
for this. We are constructing vertical multi-storeyed buildings in those areas, so that more
people could be provided with accommodation. But itis not proper to bring about changes in
the Master Plan.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta : I did notsay that it should be changed but it should
be revised and reviewed.

Shri Igbal Singh : I cannot say about the committee. Its recommendations have
just been received by Government.

Dr. Sushila Nayar : Is it not a fact that the more the relaxation is given the
number of unauthorised constructions goes up ? The position of capital is becoming very
ackward. What steps are being taken to check this type of construction?

Shri Iqbal Singh : There are certain people in this category who have construc-
ted houses on Government land. They come under Jhuggi Jhonpri scheme. The Home
Minister has constituted a committee about them. It has submitted its report which is under
consideration. Then there are unauthorised colonies which came into being long back. We
are trying to ensure that no such colonies come up again. If we want to make Delhi a
livable and beautiful city, we will have to check the unauthorised constructions.

Shri Ram Charan : Most of the people who would be evicted as a result of
implementation of Master Plan belong to scheduled castes or to the low income group.
These people are being thrown at very far off places from the city. This is like the treat-
ment that was meted out to the low class people in ancient days. I want to know whether
this plan would be changed or not, so that the poor slum dweller is not disturbed? Delhi

is under Jan Sangh rule, but this is the responsibility of the Centre which is under Congress
Party,

Shri Igbal Singh : So far as the land is concerned, about 55 thousand acres of land
in Delhi, which is inhabitated by the poor and the rich is being acquired, so it can be
distributed in plots. We do not want the evictions of the poor or the Harijans, but a person
who is squatting on Government land, will have to be removed from there. There is no
question of rich or poor in this. Last time it was alleged here that some rich people
have been removed. We cannot allow unauthorised occupation of Government land.

Shri Igbal Singh : So far as the concentration of population and provision of
essentail facilities are concerned, we are revising the Master Plan. Similarly a powered com-
mittee has been formed and the Chief Ministers of U, P., Haryana and Rajasthan are its
members. This Committee is looking into the matter of development of neighbouring

towns.

Shri Balraj Madhok : The Hon. Minister has said that the population of Delhi is
increasing and they are changing the pattern of density. He has admitted that changes are
necessary in the Master Plan. I want to know whether 2 committee, consisting of represent-
atives ol Delhi Administration and Central Government, would be formed to review the
Master Plan and ensure as tohow the needs of the increasing population of Delhi could be

met ?

Shri Igbal Singh : This Master plan was initiated in 1956 and its conception comp-
leted in 1962. Zonal plans were prepared accordingly. About 82 Zonal plans have been prepa-
red. Some of them are with D.D.A. and some are with the Municipal Corporation while
some have bren approved by Government. If we go on changing the concept of the plan,
there would be no end. There is no proposal to appointa committee in this regard. We
have to implement the plan and if there is any difficulty, Government will have to remove

the difficulty, Government has got theright to make the changes etc.

Jewellery Recovered from Bara Bazar, Calcutta

Occasionally, however, some stray imports of such
books are noticed by the Customs authorities.

(b) and (c) : The effectiveness of the measures to prevent the entry of obscene
literature. into the country has been considered by the Government from time to time
and necessary legal provisions have already been made. Recently, on reccipt of a letter
from a member of the public urging the Government to take more effective steps to stop
the import of obscene literature from foreign countries, the whole marter has again been
reviewed. One of the measures already taken by the Government in this regard is to scru-
tinise the titles of magazines/journals proposed to be imported against quota licences and to
issue import licences endorsing the titles of the magazines/journals for which the licences
would be valid. The Government is also considering whether any further steps to prevent
the importation of obscene books are called for.

Loans given by Banks

842. Shri Bibhuti Mishra : Will the Minister of Finance be pleased to state :

(a) the percentages of the amount advanced as loan by the scheduled and the non’
scheduled banks to agriculturists, persons carrying on business in small villages and to big
industrialists, separately;

(b) the amount of loans advanced to each category and the rates of interest charged
thereon by these Banks during the period from 1960 to November, 1967; and

(c) whether it is also a fact that these banks have now started thinking in terms of
lending money to agriculturists also since the ideca of nationlisation of banks is gaining
strength?

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance (Shri Morarji Desai) :(a)
and (b) : At the end of March, 1966, scheduled commercial banks advances to agriculture,
including plantations, amounted to Rs. 56.5 crores or 249, of their total advances, the corres-
ponding figures of agricultural credit alone being Rs. 465 crores and 0-2%. No statistics are
avilable regarding bank credit to ¢ persons carrying on business in small villages’. As regarde
bank credit to ‘big industrialists’ , advances granted by the first 15 Indian banks (other
than the State Bank of India. and (its subsidiaries) to 194 concerns under 30 big business
houses amounted to Rs. 21337 crores or 18‘3% of their total advances at the end of 1966.
The rate of interest in these cases will vary with the type of advance, the nature of security
available and the credit-worthiness of the borrowing party. At present, the interest charged
by most of the banks vary between 8% and 10%.

(c) The cooperative institutions are recognised as the primary agencies to look after
the financial needs of agriculture and the commercial banks have playcd a relatively sma-
ller part in this field. However, of late' the Reserve Bank has been impressing upon the
commercial bank to increase their assistance, either directly or indirectly, to agriculture sector
for production, marketing and there are indications that they will step up their investment
in development and agriculture and allied sectors.

(c) if so, the details thereof and the suggestions given by the Central Government to
avoid losses 2

The Minister of State in the Ministry Irrigation and Power (Dr. KL RAO)

(a) The year-wise figures of losses as reported by the Government of Bihar are as
follows :— ’

(b) The annual statements of accounts have been sent by the Bihar State Electricity
Board to the Central Water and Power Commission.

(c) The losses have arisen as the Board has not been able to earn revenue sufficient
to cover operation and maintenance charges, depreciatian, general reserve and interest charges
on loan capital. On the basis of the recommendations of the Venkataraman Committee, the
Central Government has urged State Electricity Boards in the first instance to aim at higher
revenues sufficient to cover operation and maintenance charges, contribution to the general
and depreciation reserves and interest charges on loan capital and to keep the cost of genera-
tion, transmission and distribution including overheads as low as possible.

Failures of Loop

872. Shri Raghuvir Singh Shastri : Will the Minister of Health and Family
Planning bc pleased to state :

(a) whether the use of loop device has proved unsuccessful and a large scale retrench-
ment is being effected in the loop manufacturing factory at Kanpur;

(b) whether Government propose to introduce any other device in this regard ; and;

(c) if so, the details thereof ? ‘

The Minister of state in the Ministry of Health, Family Planning and Urban
Development (Dr. S. Chandrasekhar) : (a) No, the loop has not proved unsuccessful.
However, for various reasons there has been some fall in the rate of loop insertions,
Corresponding to the reduction in the number of loop insertions, the number of loops
and insertors purchased by the Government of India from the IUCD factory, Kanpur, have

been reduccd. This factory is run by the U. P. Government and they decide its staff re-
quirements in tle light of the offtake of the loops etc. and other ;ele_vant factors.

(b) and (c) Studies covering over 20,000 cases of IUCD show that acbut 549 of IUCD
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users had no complaints whatsoever. There were minor complaints in the remaining cases.
The total number of expulsions and removals after 12 months is not more than 259%.
Research for minimising such complaints and studies on other loops are being undertaken
and it is hoped that an IUCD more suitable to Indian conditions than the present one in
use will be found. Ficld studies on oral pills for use by those women who do not find
IUCD acceptable have also been started. Conventional contraceptives like condoms, are
also recommended for use by couplet where the L.U.C.D. is expelled or removed.

Fertilizer Factories Using Rock Phosphate

888. shri Maharaj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Petroleum and Chemicals
be pleased to state:

(a) whether itis a fact that 2,000 workers of the Delhi Electricity Supply Undertaking
demonstrated at the Prime Minister’s residence on the 10th August, 1967 ;

(b) if so, what were their demands; and

(¢) the action taken by Government thereon ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Irrigation and Power (Dr.K. L. Rao):

(a) There was a demonstration by Members of the Delhi  State Electricity Workers®
('nion at the Prime Minister’s residence on 10 August, 1967,

(b) The Union represented that 38 demands which were agreed to had not been
implemented in full and that there were about 42 demands which were to be discussed
and settled. It was also alleged by the Union that one of their Vice Presidents was placed
under suspension and office-bearers and active workers of the Union were transferred. by
the Management
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(c) The good offices of the Ministry of Irrigation and Power were made available
for expediting departmental enquiries involved and for ensuring expeditious settlement of
accepted demands. 28 demands have been accepted by the Undertaking, out of which 16
have been implemented. Those include payment of ex-gratia, revision of pay scales, con-
veyance allowance, payment of overtime, absorption of 830 work-charged mazdoors as
regular mazdoors. The remaining demands, the more important of which relate to provi-
sion of residential accommodation, publication of seniority lists, recruitment and promotion
rules, gratuity and pension schemes, are under consideration of the Delhi Electric Supply
Undertaking. In regard to the 42 demands which are to be discussed, the General
Manager has requested the Union to discuss the matter. The departmental enquiry against
the junior mistry who also happened to be the Vice President of the Union has been
completed. He was awarded punishiment and re-instated "with effect from 5-10-67. The
dispute regarding the transfers of two workers has been referred by the Administration to
the Additional Industrial Tribunal in Delhi and is pending before the Tribunal.

In Bharatpur district the existing drainage system was unable
to cope with the heavy inflow, due to which extensive areas were under flood for a consider-
sble period. I inspected the flood affected areas of the Bharatpur district and had discussions
with the Minister for Irrigation and Power and officials of the Central and State Govern-
ments on the immediate steps to be taken to meet the situation and also the future
measures for preventing a recurrence of the situation. At an inter-state meeting subsequently
held by me with the concerned State Ministers on I1th November, 1967, it has been decided
to remodel the inter-State Ujjina-Pahari Kaman-Goverdhan Drainage system to accommodate
1600 cusec from Haryana, 1000 cusec from Rajasthan and 1000 cusecc from Uttar Pradecsh.
The request of the State Government for additional financial assistance for restoration of
damage due to floods etc., i3 under consideration.

The State Government are also taking steps to repair the Ghaggar diversion Channel.

Utilisation of Gity filthy Water and Garbage

(a) Liquid wastes from many towns and cities are discharged into natural water courses
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without adequate treatment . Town Refuse is also used as a landfill as it is an approved and
economic method of disposal.

(b) and (c) Under the National Water Supply and Sanitation Programme it is intended
to introduce sewerage schemes for all the towns and cities. The Programme is being imple-
mented according to the availibilty of funds. Under this Programme, sewage effluent after
primary or secondary treatment, will be used for agricultutal purposes wherever possible. The
digested sludge can be used as manure. In order to encourage the use of sewage effluent
for agriculture, the Government of India have recently decided to assist the Local Bodies
with 25% subsidy, to be equally shared by the Centre and the State Governments conce-

rned, provided the effluent is used for agricultural purposes.
Garbage is composted alongwith night soil and made into manure where the towns
and cities have service type latrines. It is the policy of the Government to completely eli-

minate manual removal of night soil by introducing flush-out latrines.

Shri Madhu Limaye (Monghyr) : Mr. Chairman, this is a very important Bill. It has
two parts, One part of it deals with the objection to the giving of Contribution by comp-
anies to the political parties. It wants to remove that section from the Companies Act.

In the second part of the Bill we want the Managing agency system to go atonce.

Both the above suggestions are very important. Regarding- the first suggestion that
Companies should not give contribution to political parties, I have to state that the three J udgcs
of the Bombay High Cqurt, Shri M. C. Chagla, Shri Gajendragadkar and Shri Vyas criticis-
ed this practice. They gave the example of TLSCO where in the managment had advocated

that Congress Party should be given contribution as its continuance in power would be good
for the Company.

In answer to a question, it was stated in Parliament that between August 1962 and March
1966 the Companies had given a total sum of Rc, 126 Lakh to political parties as contri-
bution, out of which Congress Party alone got Rs, 109 Lakh. Next comes the Swatantra
Party, The Congress party claims and suggests that they want to end Privy purses and will
nationalise Banks but they are not doing any of these things as they do not want to do any-
thing against big business because they are getting huge sums as contribution from them
for their party funds. It is how proved that the big business played a notable part during the
last general elections. It is also proved that the big business even supported the candi-
dature of Smt. Indira Gandhi in her election to Prime Ministership. It is very costly these
days to contest: to Parliament for the people who are not rich enough. Even a modest
election was once described as the one in which only Rs. 1.50 lakh was spent whereras the
maximum limit is Rs. 25,000. Even the Indian Labour Commission has suggested that
in the light of these contributions there would be no such thing as free voting.

Regarding the abolition of the Managing Agency System I would [say that the pro-
tagonists of it say that if this is abolished it would retard the industrial growth in India.
I may say in this connection that the Joint Select Committee of Parliament recommended
the abolition of it. I may also add that during the last two years about 1365
Companies have been formed and only 6 of them adopted the system of Managing
Agents. This shows that companies can do without it. I advocate its abolition on the
ground that its continuance is coming in the way of moderinzation of our industries. We
are not in a position to compete with other countries in our industrial trade because of the
continuance of this system. If this is abolished a new class of professional people will come

up who will look after the business in a better manner than the one who are there
because of their money.

If you accept my suggestion as given in the Bill, the system of Managing Agents
would end by 3Ist March, 1968. With these words I move my motion.

Shri Randhir Singh (Rohtak) : Mr. Chairman, I support the Bill brought forword

by Hon. §hri M?d.hu _Limayt?. I do not agree with all that he stated about the election
of eur Prime Minister. I think Shrimati Indira Gandhi is even more progressive than her
father, Congress party will also implement its 10- point for programme:
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16 qaFaz, 1967 gwean (dua) fadas

The big business is controlling every aspect of our lile. They are in journalism in the
Government and in the Legislatures too and are intending to overpower even judiciary.

There should be ban on the contribution which the big business makes to political
parties. These people give money to all political parties according to the political influence
of these parties so that whichever party comes into power, these people may enjoy their
patronage. I may therefore be in favour of the ban on contribution to political
parties.

There is substance in what Shri Madhu Limaye has said and we should accept his
Bill. Mr. Chairman, we want the 50 crore people of this country to be rulers and not any
particular group. I again support the Bill of Shri Madhu Limaye.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : Mr. Chairman, I fully support the Bill
and the two sections which he has advocated for substitution.

We have to decide whether the ordinary people of India are to become the rulers
of India or only asection of the big people will rule over us.

I saw just now Shri Randhir Singh from the Congress side was supporting the Bill.
I am not happy about it because I know that the Congressmen have two standards one for
showing sympathy for the common causes and the other in which they do nothing about
the common causes. They would advocate nationalisation of general insurance and banks
but in fact while they go on advocating this, they will not do any of these things.

In the history of the world, Congress is the only party which has brought about this
suers in the nation.

Shri Limaye presented some figures to show that Congress party was the greatest
beneficiary of the funds given by the Companies to political parties. It is not that they love
Congress more than other parties. It is because they want to get permits and quotas in
return for the money which they give to these parties, They want to control the politics
and the policies.

The Hazari Report has squarely condemned this aspect of the big business. Even
the Santhanam Committee stated that companies in India should not be allowed to participate
in politics through their donations.

It is stated that someone told Shri Morarji Desai that hc could become the Prime
Minister of India if he could spend Rs. 2 crore. This is 2 sad conmmentary on the political
affairs of this nation. If the people in India lose faith in ballot, they would lose faith
in politics and then they would turn to Shri Ramamurthy.

IqIEYLT WEIET WSEA U
(Mr. Deputy Speaker in the Chair)

I want that Government should make a probe into the affairs of big business as to
how many sons and relatives of ministers are employed there. They should try to find out as
to how many ministers have vested interest.

I am also in favour of the abolition of the system of Managing Agency. That should
be replaced by a better system.

The big business is dodging the taxation in the name of funds for entertainment and
publicity. ' _

I would also ask the Government to improve its tax structure as it does not encourage
people to work hard.

I hope the Bill of Shri Madhu Limaye will be pased unanimously and the minister
will not remain content with paying lip service to it.

Shri Amrit Nabata (Barmer) : Mr. Deputy-speaker, I fully support the Bill of
Shri Madhu Limaye.
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I know that the Managing Agency system was introduced by the Britishers and m
the initial stages it did some good also to the nation.

But later on there came degeneration in it and now the Managing Agents are
making money at the cost of the share holders. They are looking after themselves only
and not the Company. They have centralised the power. The centralisation of wealth in
this country in the hands of a few people is attributable to the Managing Agency
System.

We do not find it on that scale even in America. The Universal Fruits is a big
Company in U. S. A. but they are content with the business of fruits, its juices and packing
for it. Wherever we find in India that Birlas are manufacturers of textiles, motors, cycles
utensils, pencils and even lipsticks.

It is stated that there would be loss of managerial skill if the Managing Agency system
is abolished in India. But I want to say that many budding scientists, technicians and
managers have been virtually crushed in their enthusiasm because of this system. It is not
in the interest of the nation.

Swatantra Party talks of inefficiency and nepotism in the public secter but I say
that you will find it in greater degree in the private sector.

The private sector and its managing agents are the most corrupt people in India and
they are bent upon corrupting the democratic end political atmosphere of this country.
Hence it is necessary to put an end to the system of Managing Agents and the system
which breeds the political corruption.

The then Financc Minister, Shri C.D. Deshmukh promised in this House to put an
end to the Managing Agency system. Even the committee of Dr. I. G. Patel recommen-
ded that this system should immediately end in 1965 in respect of textile sugar and
cement industries and stated that in jute and paper industries it may be finished later on.
The Government had decided to end this system immediately even in jute and paper
industries as the government felt that if this step is taken there would be no mismanage-
ment in there two industries.

The Monopolies Inquiry Commission had felt that this system was instrumental in
concentration of power in the hands of a few [amily groups. Dr. Hazari called this system
as irrational. I would therefore say that this system of Managing Agency should end.

I would support Shri Madhu Limaye when he stated that this big business and big
money is currupting the politics of this country as they are helping condidatures in their
elections. The money obtained as a result of de-control of cement was used for buying
candidates. Shri G. D, Somani who is playing a notable part in this respect should be put
behind the bars,

Shri Rabi Ray (Puri) : There has been heavy loss of life and property as a result of
present cyclone in Orissa was first hit by a cyclone and flood as early as in 1955. But this
time many people have died and thousands have been rendered homeless. Atleast our
Prime Minister should have visited the cyclone hit areas. She could go to Russia but she
has not paid a visit to backward areas of Orissa, though she promised to do so.

Orissa is a backward State and small amount of assistance would not matter much.
:Thc Per capita income of the inhabitants of this area is 3 annas perday. The main problem
is that of rehabilitation of 10 lakh people. The State Government and the Central Govern-
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ment should chalk out joint rehabilitation scheme for the rehabilitation of the people living
in Balasour, Cuttack and Puri districts and Mareechpur village.

When Orissa was hit by floods in 1955, there was Congress Government in Orissa and
rice was dropped in the flood affected areas by helicopters. But as this time it was a non’
congress Government, helicopters have not been used and people in those areas could not get
food for 8 days.

So much so the Ministry of Information and broadcasting could notproduce a docu-
menrary film on the cyclone hit areas of Orista. A railway line from Paradeep to Cuttack
should belaid immediately. Government should also pay their attention to the seheme of
connecting Cuttack with Paradeep and Talchar with Rourkela.
