Shri Madbu Limaye: Is it a fact that in NathuLa, when Chinese made their first
attack, it was surprising and sudden and as our troops werc not ready to meet it and some
of our officers were off from duty, our troops had to withdraw in the first instance and
afterwards they recaptured their position with the help of heavy guns ? The Hon. Minister
has stated that our officers signed those documents in good faith as they believed that
those were in token of receipts of dead bodies only. It is not a question of exchange
of dead bodies, because no Chinese soldier was killed on our side and we had no dead
body in our possession. So this was a question about getting back the dead bodies. I want
to™now whether the paper which was signed was written in Chinese language and whether
we have no Chinese knowing person in our army or whether they do not deem it necessary
to learn Chinese, because they are English-knowing people, which is an international
language. It should be made clear as to why such papers were signed and if those papers
were in Chinese language, had we had no Chinese interpreter ?

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri: Kecping in view the riots which had taken place in
Mizo hills and then going of Mizos to Pakistan for getting training the Government had
given more powers to the armecd forces there as a result of which law aod order had
prevailed there. But since these powers of the military have been curlailed they have again
started going to Pakistan for getting training and riots have also started taking place in
Mizo hills. So, may I know whether the Ministry of External Affairs has again started
consulting the Home Ministry to give more powers to military there so that such tenden-
cies may be put under control. '

Shri B. R. Bhagat: Consultations take place every now and then. Defence Ministry
and Ministry of External Affairs join together on this issue and as I have already said every
effort is being made to see that those persons who have gone there dom’t come back.

Manufacture of Electrornic Equipments

*]26. Shri Maharaj Singh Bharati : Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to

state :

(a) the progress made in the manufacture of electronic equipments indigenously in
accordance with the recommendation made by the Bhabha Committee to make India sclf-

sufficient in the field of defence equipment ; and

(b) whether it is a fact that his Ministry prefers to purchase electronic equipments
from individual industries instead of manufacturing themselves ?
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Minister of State (Defeace Production) in the Ministry of Defence (Shri L. N.
Mishra) (a) and (b} A statement has been placed on the Table of the House.

STATEMENT

(a) The recomrnendations made by the Bhabha Committee have been accepted by
the Government. In addition to defence equipments it is connected with electronic equip-
ments. There has been increase in the quality and quantity of «he Bharat Electronics,
Indian Telephone Industries and Hindustan Teleprinters.

A new unit has been established for the manufacturing of radar and micro wave
plant.

The number of the schemes connected with food products and electrical equipments
have been forwarded to the various laboratories. These important steps have been taken,
keeping in view the defence requirecments of the country, The aim is to make the country
scll-sufficient in this direction.

(b) The requirement of strategic importance are met with production done at the
public sector industries. But the arrangements are being made to have them even in the
private sector.

Shri Maharaj Singh: I want to know whether the Bhabha Committee has recom-
mende:l the manufacturing of electric goods in the public sector or private sector and
whether we are going according to the s‘chcdulc in manufacturing these equipments.

Minister of State ( Defence Production ) in the Ministry of Defence (Shri L. N.
Mighra) :

We are going according to the schedule. In ordsr to take follow-up ac'ion we have
formulated a Committee under the leadership of Dr. Sarabhai. So far as the question of
manufacturing the equipments in public and private sectors are concerned, it has been told
in reply to part (b) of the question tnat mnostly the equipments will be made in public
sector. In case we are not able to manufacture equipments in the public sector or if it
becomes necessary we can do this work in private sector also.

Shri Maharaj Singh Bharti : Whether it is a fact that the Bhabha Committee
recommended to give training to three lakh engincers in the country and whether we will
not be able to train them according to the schedule ?

Shrj L. N. Mishra : We have prepared a phased programme in this connection.
We have manufactured two plants. We have expanded the Bharat Electorics and
Telephone Industries. We have employed people in them and we are working acc-
ordirg to schedule.

Methods of settling these dis-
putes and certain specific issues arising out of these disputes were determined at these
meetings. At a meeting in February, 1966, the GOC-in-C, Eastern ~Command, India and
GOC, 14 Infantry Division, Pakistan arrived at a working agreement with regard to Lathitilla
and Bhagalpur areas which were a cause of tension and firing. Besides, a number of
meetings at Sector and Sub-Sector Commander levels have been held.

The object of these meetings generally has been to help reduce tension and settle border
mis-understandings peacefully. This purpose has been substantially met.

(a) As indicated in the reply to Unstarred Question no.4384 on 3rd July 1967. the
Report of the Enquiry had already been received at that time.

(b) Trouble started in the Gun and Shell Factory, Cossipore, at about 5.30 PM on
9.5.67 when the workers became agitated about the supply of a spurious brand of cold
drink in the Factory canteen, This was immediately tackled by the Officers of the Factory.
Soon after this, fresh trouble arose on account of certain allegations about short supply of
rations which arrived in a truck at that time. Starting from these two incidents, the agita-
tion became more serious and other labour demands were brought up. The agitation con-
tinued overnight and took a violent turn on several occasions with the result that several
olficers and staff were injured, The Army moved in next morning and the atmosphere calmed
down towards the evening of the 10th May 1967,

Death of Army Officers in Motor Boat Accident Near Poona

1058. smri K. P. Singh Deo : Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to
refer to the reply given to Starred Question No. 1190 on 17th July, 1967 and state :

(a) whether the enquiry into the causes of a motor boat mishap near Poona whioh
resulted in the death of six Army Officers has since been completed;

(b) The proceedings of the Court of Inquiry have revealed that on the night of
29/30th June 1967, a storm boat was carrying 16 personnel, including officer trainees,
who were doing a Bridging Training exercise, as part of their normal course of instruc-
tions, in the river Mula at Poona. When the storm boat was in  mid-strearn, another
motor-driven storm boat passed by it at a high speed. Due to the turbulence created by
this second motor boat, water slipped into the first boat from the bow end and it was
disturbed. The disturbance created a panic among the persons on the boat. Some af
the passengers started moving from one place to another, This movement of the passengers
increased the disturbance of the boat, resulting in some of the passengers being washed
over-board while some others left the boat on their own. As a result of this six students
officers were drowned.

Shri Amrit Nahata (Barmer) : Mr., Deputy Speaker’ we have not been able to
frame a concrete policy in regard to education. Now the Education Commission has
prescoted a comprchensive report. I may congratulate the Government of India and the
Education Minister for this.

There is much controversy thesc days about the medium of education. I personally
feel that language is a poor medium of education. Rousseau and Wordsworth have stated
that all education can be imparted through the medium of nature’s beauty. Tagore
did the same through Sangeet and art. Education can be imparted through games too.
Education can be considered complete if it enables one to develop fully,

Regarding language as a medium of education I can say that only mother tongue
can be the best medium of education, It takes little effort and lesser time in imparting
education. Those who advocate English to be the medium of education are doing so with
a view to secure more jobs through that. We should make our national language or the
mother tongue as the medium of education.

I feel that it is easier to impart Science education through the medium of mother
tongue than to teach humanities through it. I feel that only very brilliant students should be
permitted to take to the study of humanities whereas Science should be tought to the

majority of students although it may result in lowering of educational standard for some time.

I am in [avour of the system of neighourhood School. If you cannot do so vyou
should make those institutions available for all childien and the school fees in them
“should be reduced. The students produced by these institutions considered themselves to be
a class part.

We should make our education Science—oriented.

The most notable recommendation of Education Commission pertains to gaining
experience of labour. [ feel that in the villages an adept Kisan should be entrusted
with this job who may take for students to fields and teach them the art of cultivation.
Similarly in the towns some technician or craltman must bc asked to give education to
children in his art. These kisans and crafiman must be paid some remuneration by the
Government.

There should be reduction in the number of vacations given to students and the
school hours should be increased.

The teachers should not be transferred at all. If you do so they would devote all
their lives for the betterment of the schools.

The films are creating a very bad effect on our youngmen. The Educaeion Minister
should do something about it.

I want that Nehru Chairs should be created in the Universities so that young people
may take inspiration from the life and works of the Jawahar Lal Nehru,

Many people advance strange arguments in favour of retention of English as medium
of education. But the people who support English are only handfull in the population of
India. They never mix with the masses. They consider themselves superior to the general
mass of population in this country. Some say that - the unity of the country will be in jeo-
pardy if you abondon English. To me these appear to be hollow arguments. Another argu-
ment advanced in favour of English is that it is our window on the world. But we accept
that argument then we should read Russian and Japancse languages also so that our window
in that direction may also remain open.

There should be two qualities in the educational systern. One that it should be available
to all and secondly it should have utility. We still have two types of schools-one where the
cost on education per child is only Re. l/- and then there are schools where cost on
education per child is Rs, 500/-.  Those who advocate public schools want to perpetuate
their hold on services. We should put an end to the public school system,

The report has only shown lip service to the study of Sanskrit. We should do more
for it. We should encourage the Gurukul system of education as that was truly socialistic
system where children of poor and rich studied together.

Shri Randhir Singh (Rohtak) : Mr. Deputy-Spcaker, Sir, the education commission
has a historical importance about education. T can say that we should look to the integrity
of the nation first and to anything else later on. Lducation is the base in every sphere of
our life. There should not be any hurry in matter of education. We should implement
the assujance of late Shri Jawahar Lal Nehru. We cannot force language on anybody.

The students who come out of Schools are disturbed in their mind., When they
came out of schools and Colleges they hanker after Jobs which are not available., The
present educational system has created a tendency in us that those persons who have passed
B. A. and M. A. want to get only white-collared jobs. They have no love for labour.

The people who obtain third division in the degree become teachers and lecturers when
they do not find any other job. What result can we expect from such people ? I, therefore,
ant you to increase the pay scales of teachers so that the quality of students may be good.

Secondly I want to reveal that the plight of the teachers in private schools is very bad.

I request you to take over these institutions and give them the Pay Scales which you give to
teachers in Delhi. '

The sons and daughters of Harijans and poor people are not sent to school because
if they send their children to school, they will not be in a position to make their both ends

meet. We have free and compulsory education in out Directive Principles and hence it
should be implemented.

The practical training should be included in the curricula of schools and colleges. They
should be utilised for community development work. They should not be given their Certificate
unless and until they complete the practical training.

It is because of education that you will find people in Kerala so clean in their clothes.
We should start a powerful compaign in favour of female education.

I would again repeat that the Pay Scales and service condition of teachers in Haryana
should be improved.

Shri OnkarLal Bohra (Chittorgarh) : I agree which Shri M.R. Masani that there
should be free education just as free trade and free enterprise as provided in our democratic
Constitution. But democracy does not mean right and privileges for selected number of people.
In fact in democracy everyone should have equal oppertunity. only two percent of our
population know English very well, Only 20 or 22 percent of the total population is literate
and 78 percent areilliterate, Therefor unless we provide equal opportunitiesin regard of
education, these connot be democracy in real sense. Itis wrong to say that Parliament
has no right to discuss the issue of education. If it is not proper to discuss this matter in
the Parliament then I want to ask that who is the appropriate autharity for considering this
matter? When we go to the electorate and ask for their votes, we do not converse with them
in our mother tongue. In democracy it is nccessary that children of the rich and poor should
get uniform education. Before we discuss the Report of Education Comnmission , we should be
clear in our minds whether we have to provide education for 2 particular class or we have
to provide education to all, In case we want to follow democratic system of education, it is
necessary that we should impart education through the medium of mother tongue.

The Report of the Education CGommission is comprehensive but the question of medium of
instruction has been left undecided. In fact we ought to develop wuniform system of education
failing which there can not be national integration. If we want to eradicate illiteracy then
our medium of instuction has to be regional languages. But that does not mean that no
one can study any other language. Anybody can study English, French or any other
language.,

Before I conclude, I may say that there is a problem of discipline in our country. I feel
that we do not give proper respect to our teachers. Teachers should be given due status and
proper scales of pay. Disparity in  various grades of pay of the teachers should be removed.
Without that we cannot expect good teaching staff to join this noble profession.

Dr.A.G. Sonar (Ramtek) : The Report of the Education Commission in quite enha-
ustive. This Commission has considered the question of education right from primary stage

to University stage. The Report of the Kothari Commission should be implemented in a
systematic manner.

A good number of people have expressed their concern about the neighbourhood schools.
I want to ask such people whether they want the rule of a particular class of society or
masses. In case we wantto provide equal opportunities to all classes of society in the field of
education, then we have to lay emphasis on the neighbourhood schools and we have to
implement this scheme vigorously. At present only a particular class of society can get
their children educated in the public schoo's, whereas the children of laymen afford to rec.
eive good education for their children, There should be an end to such distinctions.

I want to ask whether there is any country in the world in which foreign language is
being used as official language even after 20 years of achievement of independence? There
is no such country in the world. 1f people from South do not know Hindi, English can be
kept as link language for certain period but that isa different matter. It 13 therefore, not pro-
per to continue to use English as official language,
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In my opinion the medium of instruction should be regional languages. There should be
some time limit for this purpose otherwise the same position wiil continue which has been
going on for the last 20 years. An hon’ble Member has said that by adopting regional
languages as medium of instruction a vaccum will be created- The medium of instruction
would be regional languages at all levels and Hindi will remain as link language, as pro-
vided in the constitution.

I am of the opinion that there should be uniformity in system of education throughout
the country. The Government should take steps to give higher salaries to the teachers.

I am not in favour of select admissions to the colleges as recommended by the Com-
mission. I oppose it emphatically. It will bé an injustice to the people living in rural and
backward areas. When our people visit forcign countries, they speak in English. It is not
proper, I, thercfore suggest the scheme of switching over to regional languages should be
implemented as early as possible.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri (Hapur) : Kothari commission and Committee of Members
of Parliament on Education have dealt with the question of medium of instrution exhausti-
vely.

There are only 2 limited number of people who are supporting English.
Ms. Chairman : The hon’ble Member may continue his speech tomorrow.

Re: Mining Operations in Jharia

Shri B.S. Sharma (Banka) : There are Coal mines all round the Jharia town. There
are two companies who have undertaken mining operations Underneath the Jharia Town. it
is not known how our chief Inspector of Mines has allowed them to conduct these operations.
It has been said that experts opinion has been taken and pillers of certain length and width
are being left at proper distance in the mine. But we know how these rules are being obs-
erved there. There is general fecling among the people of that area that there have been some
underhand dealing in granting permission for conducting mining operations which her enda-
ngered the life of the inhabitants of the town.

The people of that area fear that some officials are involved in the said underhand
dealing, When the people in that area are sleeping at night, the sounds of blasts are heard
which upsets the peaceful living. The people fear danger to their lives and properties,

Editorials have been published about the dangers passed by these mining 6perations. It
has been stated there in that due to these explosions and bursting sounds at night sleeping bab-
ies are awakened, houswives are frightened and patients get nervous. Severel cracks in the bui
Idings have developed there. Besides what has been published in the newspapers, the people
have writen to the authorities. They have written to the Chief  Inspector of Mines but 1o
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reply has been received. When there is so apparentdanger to the inhabitants of Jhaiia it is
not understood why government is anxious to conduct underneath mining operertions in
Jharia when there is sufficient Coal available at other places. There are huge deposits
of coal is our coalfields.

There is already fire on two sides of Jharia and it is the opinion of the experts that
if the ground becomes hollow, the fire can find its way in that hollow place and if the
ground remains to be solid it will resist the danger of fire. In view of this position, the
inhabitants of that areas have sought assurance fron the authorities that mining operations
underueath  the town would be stopped. But no such assurante has been given. They
have stated that pillars of 100°X100° are being left but where is the guarantee forx such

actions.

It is just possible that technically speaking there may not be any such danger but
people are very much afraid of it. The government should therefore give an assurances to
the people of that area that if some untoward thing happens because of the mistake of any
official or any expert, severe action will be taken against the person concerned.

If the Labour Minister is worried about the employment of the labourers working in
this area then it is good thing. But I want to ask whether these labourers cannot be prov-

ided employment elsewhere. I think that they can easily be observed in Coalficlds of Bengal
and Bihar.
