Shri Shri Chand Goyal : The prices of Milk in Delhi were, in the first instance
increased on 26th December, 1968 from 84 Paise per litre to Rs. 1.04 P. per litre and on
22nd February, 19€9 these price were again increased from Rs. 1,04 to Rs. 1.16 per litre.

But at the fullowing category of stations, the facility can be provided even on Joss
basis subject to an overall limit of Joss not exceeding Rs. 4) lakhs during a period of §

years from Ist April, 66 :

(Shri Bhagwat Jha Azad) : (a) 10 (d): It would be difficult to reply to the question
categorically in a general way, but there are  arcas where conditions bave to be improved.

The Mines Act 1952 deals with workiog conditions in mines and the Central
vernment has set up a suitable administrative appratus for the effcctive enforcement of
the Act in the field so that workers do in fact benefit from the provisions of the Act. The
Act lays down, for instance, the specific responsibility of the mine-owaers to provide

7
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adequate drinking water facilities. In addition, the Central Government has esiablished
statutory welfare funds for the benefit of workers in coal, mica and iron-ore mines under
which adequate provision cxists for the selting up of schemes for housing and water
supply in particular. Under the existing different housing schemes which are in opera-
tion there is provision for the grant of subsidy and loan to mine owners, workers and
other cooperative societies. Under the existing schemics there is also provision for the
grant of subsidy to mine owners and to State Governments for digging wells and for
execuling water supply schemes. Further, it is intended to concentrate on programmes of
housing and water supply schemes which are expected to be expanded substantially during
the 4th Pian period.

Kaushalyapuri Looting Case

1874. Shri Arjun Slegh Bhadoria :

Wil) the Minister of Food and Agriculture be pleased to refer to the reply given te
Un:<tarred Question No. 767 on the 15th November, 1968 and state :

(a) whether the District authorities connected with the Kaushalyapuri looting case
were asked to clarify the basis on which a private registered institution was attacked and
dissolved and a case filed against it;
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(b) the reasoos for not fixiog its responsibility up till now;

(c) whether Government propose not to take any action against the guilty officials
on account of the case being as old as 16 years; and

(d) whether Government consider the importance of the possibility of all the facts
coming into light by way of an open enquiry ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture Community Development
and Cooperation (Shri M. S. Grupadaswami) : (a) According to the records available the
facts of the case are that about 500 acres of land were acquired by the U. P, Government
in 1949 in connection with the Grow More Food Compaign. The land was pot trans—
fersed to the unregistere Kaushalyapuri Cooperative Organisation. Shri Ganga Ram
Dhanuk was entrus’ed with the watch and ward duty on a part of the land on } Batai.
The question of dissolving it or conducting a raid on it did not, therefore, arise. Itis a
fact that Shri Ganga Ram Dhanuk was prosecuted in two criminal cases under sectiors
419/511 and 4(6/409 Indian Panel Code. Shri Dhanuk wasconvicted by the Trial Court
in one case under section 419/511 but was acquitied by the Sessions court, In the second

case under section 406/4. 9 Indian Panel Code he was acquitted by the Asstt, Session
Judge.

(b) The Government of U. P. did not find anything necessitating the fixation of
responsibility in this conpection,

(c) and (d) In view of replies to parts (a) and (b) above, thrse do ndTUarise,

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agriculture, Community Development
and Cooperatien (Shri M. S. Gorupadaswami) : (a) According to the information furni-
shed by the Govt. of U. P., there was looting in 1949-50 by the then District Officers of
Kaushalyapuri Farm as alleged and as such the question of fixing responsibility does not
arise.

(b) In a meeting of the prospective members of the Cooperative Farming Society,
its bye laws were adopted and it was named as **‘Ashokpuri Cooperative Agricultural and
Industrial Society,”® The meeting was attended among others by oae Shri Ganga Ram
Dhanuk who was elected one of the Directors of the new society. Shri Dhanuk was
alleged 10 have collected subscription from a large number of persons promising them
shares in the cooperative society. He was called upon by the society to render account of
the money be bad raised. When Shri Dhanuk allegediy failed to submit accounts of the
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money collected by him, the then District Development Officer in his capacity as the
President of the Ashokpuri Cooperative Farming Society, in pursuance of a resolution of
the Cooperative Society dated 18.6.1950, submitted a report dt. 2 7.0 to the District
Magistrate, Etawah, who forwarded it to policecauthorities, A case was then registered
U/S 705/409 1PC against Shri Ganga Ram Dhanuk, Similarly, on the basis of another
report dated 7.7.1950 by the then District Development Officer, a case was registered U/S
419/511 IPC.

1949. Shri Arjun Singh Bhadoria * will the Minister of Food and Agriculture be
pleased to refer ta the reply given to Unstarred Question No, 4452 on the 13th Decem-
ber, 1968 and state :

(¢) the reasons for not accepting the judicial evidence and not taking the evidence
of persoas on the spot; and '

(f) the purpose of Government in presenting new evidence and where and how
it will be presented ?

The Miuister of State in the Ministry of Food, Agricolture, Community Development
and Ccrporation (Sbri M. S. Gurupadswamy) : (a) According to the Government of U,
P, there was no case as kaushalyapuri looting case. The facts about the kaushalyapuri
case have already been conveyed to the Lok Sabha in reply to part (a) of Unstarred Ques-
tion No. 1374 put dowa for areply in the Lok Sabha on 6.3.1969.

(b) and (¢) In view of reply to part (a) above, these do not arise.
(d) This is a hypothetical question and does not arise.

Sir, Shri Wanchoo, Former Secretary, Department of Iron and Steel and Shri
Mukherjee, then Deputy Iron and Steel Controller fabricated a misleading evidence and
placed it before the important committee of Parliament. Regarding matters concerping
«leel barter and Preimports, with which the notorious Am chand Pyare Lal, Ram
Krishna Kulwant Rai and other firms were connected, Shri Wanchoo, in presence of

Shri Mukherjee, gave 3 false evidence.

When asked by the sub-committee of P, A, C. to state the terms on which the
Finance Ministry had agreed with the suggestions of the Iron and Steel Ministry regard-
ing import of such Steel, the Joint Secretary of the Finance Miuistry replied that they

have imposed two conditions viz:-

(1) There should be a definite agreement in regard to exporls, and an assurance
should be obtained from the banks that the foreign exchange earned through these exports

would, in fact. be remitled to India ; and

(2) These firms must give 15 percent bank guarantee. When, on 1he basis of this
information the P. A. C. recorded evidence of Shri Wanchoo and asked him if the Steel
Controller had followed those instructions properly, he replied that the instructions of the
ministry left some room for different interpretation and he felt theinstructions of the
Ministry were nol as clear as they ought. to have been on the particular point, viz.,
what was intended. When enquired by the Sub-committee if there was any misunderst-
anding on this point between the Economic Affairs Department and the MlDISlry of Iron
and Steel, he further stated : [ would not say that, the Ministry of [ron & Steel do not
seem to have. translaled the instructions of the Economic Affairs Department in clear

and unambiguous terms.”

On the basis of this cwdence whlch misled PAC, they observed in their 25th Report
that the Sub Committec regretted to observe that these views of the Ministry of Finance
were not communicated in clear and unam biguous terms by the Department of Ircn and
Steel and the Commiltee could not depricate in strongest words this failure on the part

of the Iron and Steel Ministry.

Now what [ want to siress is the evidence given by Shri Wanchoo was nothing else

than a concocted story and by doing so, he supressed the truth and misled the Parlia-

ment.

The correspondence entered into belween the Stecl Minist y and the Steel Cont-
roller on this subject itself shows clearly lhat Shri Mukherjce himself wanted clarificat-
ions about the instructions of the Finance Ministry for ‘thé notorious Firms like Amichand
Pvare Lal were existing pressure on him with full force at their command.

The Steel Controlier even after getting clairifications, violated the instructions of
the Finance Ministry which. were communicalted to him in clear anod unambiguous

terms,
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But not only that, while giving evidence before the P. A, C., they wilfully suppre-
ssed the truth and proofs which were there on the Govt. files, and induced the committee
exonerale the steel controller of all the responsibilities that devolve om him in his
capacity as such.

There have been rulings that Par/iament can function as a court. Shri M. N. Kaul
and Shri S, L. Shakdher in their “Practice and Procedure of Parliament® have stated
“Prevaricating, giving false evidence, or wilfully supressing truth or presistently mislead-
ing a Committee is a breach of Privilege and coostitutes a contempt of Parliament.

I would like to invite the attention of the House to the sections of the Indian Penal
Code under which a person is liable to undergo seven years imprisonment on the convi-
ction on a charge of perjury and fabrication of false evidence. I, therefore, charge Shri
Wanchoo and Shri Mukherjee with committing a serious offence, and this has been done
under the pressure from the corrupt teaders.

In Parliamentary system of democracy which we have, a Minister is held responsi-
blefor the commissions and ommissions of his officials and he has to pay a price for
that, But in this particular case, the situation s otherwise. [ hope the whole matter
would be referred to the Committee of Previleges for their examination and opinion and
the officers involved, who one guilty of giving false evidence before a Statutory Comm-
ittee of Parliament, would not be shown any leniency.

Shri Madbu Limaye: Mr. Deputy Speaker, my first point is that the Constituti-
onal objections raised by me have been supported the Chief Minister of Punjab, informa-
tion Minister of West Bengal, Shri Mohite of Maharashtra and other parsons.

The following seantence was not in the copies Budget speech circulated to the
Member immediatety after the Budget speech delivered by the Finance Minister:—

[ shall, however, consider as to how genuine agriculiurists can be exempted from
the purview of this measure and will be moving the pecessary amendment to the Finance
Bill at the appropriate time.”

Next day we received a slip with the parliamentary papers in which the word
‘erratum’ was written. According to Oxford Dictionary ‘errstum’ means ““Error in print-
ing of writing."" In this connection I raise a point of order that efforts are being made to
mislead the House. On the one hand we are told that itis an error in printing or writing
aud on the other hand subsequcntly Shri T. P. Singh made a press statement in which
he said:-

“*Since the propcsal was first for mulated, the Deputy Prime Minister had second
thoughts about the scope of the proposals,”

Ta this connection I want to know the. exact position. According to my information
budget proposals in respect to impossing taxes on fertilizers were opposed by the other.
Members of the Cabinet that was why they were not present here at the time of budget
speech by the Deputy Prime Minister. Tho Prime Minister gave chick to the Deputy
Prime Mipgister to read alongwish the budget . speech when he came in the House. There
are differences of opinions in the Cabinet itself that is why such things arise and certains
changes are effected at the eleveoth hour.
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My second point of order is about the leakage of budget proposal in Bombay : nd
other places before the announcement in the House as a result of which hoarders like M/s.
Gokul Chand Morarka have hoarded a huge stock of sugar and synthetic yarn for making
big prohits, 1 do pot hold any particular individual responsible for it but at the same time
I want that this matier should be investigated to find out the truth and the guilty

persons,

My last point is about the charges levelled on us by Shri Morarji Desai in Ahmeda-
bad while delivering a speech there. He said that we want cheap publicity and do not
want ‘o pay taxes. In this connection I would like to make it clear that I have not even
one ‘bigha’ of land and therefore tbere is not question that 1 do not want to pay tax.
