Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : A committice was set up to go into this question and
they had selected certain sites also. They had decided to install the statue ot Netaji Sub-
hash Chandra Bose at one of the two sites around or near the Red Fort.

It was, therefore, decided to select some much
suitable site and po decision bas yet been taken in the matier,

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Sales Tax on Betel Leaves in Delhi

December 1966 and early part of 1467 from dealers in ‘prepared pan’ seeking exemption of
this communily fiom sales tax. The matter was examined and it was decided thatin
respect of dealers in pan (other than betel leaf) the taxable turnover shall be raised from
Rs. 10,000 to Rs. 30,000, Orders to this effect were issued oo the 14th June, 1968 by the
Delhi Administration. The Delhi Administration has also been advised to take up the
question of complete exemption of ‘prepared pan’ before the Regional Council of Sales
1 ax for the Norther!n Zone.

Theft Incidents at Bombay Port Trust

* 3129. Shri Ram Avtar Sharma : Will the Minister of Shipping and Transport be
* pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that sirtay incidents of thefts at the Bombay Port Trust are
~taking place with tlee connivance of the employees there ; otherwise bow do the thieves
know as to where and in which packets the valuable articles are kept ; and

(b) ifso, whether any action have been taken against the officials concerped ?

The Deputy Minister in the Department of Parliamentary AfTairs and in the Ministry
of Shipping and Transport (Shri tgbal Singh) : (a) The possibility of some of the thefts
occurring with the connivance of employces of the Bombay Port Trust cannot be ruled
out. It would not however, be correct to hold that the information as to which of the
packages stored in the Dock area contained valuable articles was within the exclusive know-
ledge of Port Trust employees, Copies of manifests of vessels wherein the description of
goods is furnished, are available with the Port Trust, Ship Agents/Owners and Customs.
Arart from this, employees of Ship/Owners Agents, Customs, Clearing Agents, Stevedores,
Police personne], Ship Chandiers etc ,constantly call at the ships and transit sheds where

- cargoes-are stored and could gather information as to the type of cargo lying stored in

the Docks.
(b) In the case of the Port Tucst cmployee involved or suspected to be implicated
in pilferage in the Docks, the following action is taken :-

(1) Theemployee is suspended from duty pending disposal by the Magis-
trate of the charges framed against him by the Police.

(II) [If the case results ina conviction, the employee is dismissed from ser-
vice,

(ITy  If the employee is acquitted of the charges, he is immediately reinsta-
ted in service buta departmental erquiry is initiated if the records
suggest that a prima-facie case exists for such an enquiry and a decision
is thercafter taken on the findings of the Board of Enquiry.

(Ivy A dcpa“rtmcntal Board of Enquiry is held in a case whether the Police

authorities may not prosecule the employee (l'or want of sufficient evi-
dence or on some other grounds) but the Administration takes: the
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view or is advised on th: basis of available evidenc: that such an act-
ion i®warranted, The question whether or not in such a case the emp=
oyee concorned should be under suspension during the period of enqu-
liry would largely depend on the facts of that case as also whether or
not the continuance on duty of such a person would impede the con-
duct of the enquiry.

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lock-fasts in transit sheds, improved lighting in the docks, jetties and, yards and operation
of mpbile squads, etc.

Tbe Dock gates are manned by Police personnel. All incoming and out-going
persons as well as vehicles are checked.

Round the clock patrol in the docks as well as in the sea is maintained, and anti-
social elements are picked out, Besides frequent patrolling, surprise general round -ups
in the docks are made and the persops found in the docks are screened, and those who
are found inside the dock without any reasonable explanation are arrested and prosecuted
for trespass. Patrols by plain clothes policemen have also proved helpful in picking out
bad characters,

A Port Anti-pilferage Committee is meeting regularly at thjs Port to keep a watch
on the position and devise new measures where necessary.

Excavation Work at Kalibanga (Rajasthan)

3160, Shri P. L. Barupal : Will the Minister of Education and Youth Services be
pleased to state :

Jahanara Jaipal Sinzh) : (a) Excavations have revealed two periods of occupation at the
site. Of these, the upper one (Period I1) was Harappan (c. 2300-18C0 B. C.). The lower
settlement (Period 1), being Pre Harappan, was found to be enclosed by a mud-brick
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fortification wall. The Harappan settlement (Period IT) consisted of two principal parts :
(i) the citadel and (ii) thg lower city. While the citade! was located on thesite of the
abondoned Pre-Harappan settlement, the lower city was laid out about 40 m. to the east
of it. The citadel consisted of two separately patterned and almost equal parts, each of
which was enclosed by a fortification-wall The southern half contained four to six mud-
brick platforms, some of which may have been used for religious or ritual purposes. The
northern half of the citadel contained residential buildings of the elite. The lower city was
also perhaps fortified. Within it were found north.south and east-west running thorough-
fares with housc-blocks in characteristic grid pattern. Besides, a cemetery of the Harappan
Period has also been located.

An out standing discovery of this season’s excavation is the location of a Pre-Hara-
ppan Period ploughed field, showing regular furrow-marks.

(b) At present there is no proposal for taking in hand excavation work of these
mounds. )

Education for Landless Farmers

3213. Shri Jageshwar Yadav: Will the Minister of Education and Youth Services
be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the wards ol the small landless farmers arc not in. a
position to receive education even upto the High School standard because the tuition fees
in the Schools have gone up very much; and

(b) whet her Government propose to introduce free education upto the High School
standard during the Fourth Five Year Plan period and if not, the reasons therefor espe-
cially when the Madhya Pradesh Government have already done so ?

The Minister of Education and Youth Services (Dr. V. K. R. V. Rao) : (a) Govern-
. ment is aware that the poorer sections of society, including landless labourers, often find
it difficult to send their children to secondary schools, partly because of poverty which
disables them to forego the earnings of their children and partly because of the expendi-
ture on tuition fces and otker inc'dental charges. The increase in tuition fees, which bas
taken place to some extent , has only a marginal effect in this,

(b) School education is free for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes in all parts
of the countrv. Secondary education is free for all children in Andhra Pradesh, Jaimmu
and Kashmir, Kerala, Mysore, Nagaland and Tamil Nacdu. Girls receive free education
upto the secondary stage in Madbya Pradesh, Orissa, Rajusthan and Uttar Pradesh. In
Maharashtra and Gujarat, free education upto the secondary stage is available to the
children of all parents whose income is less than Rs. 1200/—per annum. In other States,
concessions in fees are available to a fair extent for poor and deser ving students,

It is for the Governments to make sccondary education free. The main difficulty is
the Jack of resources and it will not be possible to realise the goal in the Fourlh Five
Year Plan. The advice of the Government of India is that facilities for free ecucation
should be extended at the secondary stage to the extent possible to cover all needy stu-
dents, with the ultimate objective of making secondary education free for all students.

Madhya Pradesh has not made secondary education free for all children. This
facility is available only to girls and to the children of the Backward Clas- es.

ions bave assumed threatening dimensions,

To-day cur country has to repay loans amountiog to 16 thousand crores of rupees.
The Centre have spent this money on the various schemes in the States during the First.
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S

—

Second and Third plan periods., There is no denying the fact that the States spent money
on their deselopmental schemes b.yond their repaying capacity and they resorted to
overdrafis. The Central Government had from time to time given inancial assistance to
the States as per their demands. They have to repay the money to creditors and depcsi-
tors ncw. How can cne blame the Centre if they ask 1the States to repay their loans and
wmobiise additional resources for their schemcs ? The Srates are as good responsible as the
Centre is for the repaying of these icans. While talkii g of regional imbalances, we shoutld
ot aillow ourselves to be swayed by parachial tendencies:

So far as my State Rajasthan is concerned, it has not a sound financial position
and from this point of view, it is a very backward State. It will be good if the Centre
adopts a liberal policy in the case of such States as are financially weak and are unable to-
aceet their demands.

If the Centre goes on granting loans to
States and States go on refusing their repayments, from where the Centre will get ail
this money. ? A person who takes loan and does not repay it, cannot be treated as an
honest man. This resolution cannot therefore be supported.

The States sﬁould, however, not be asked to pay compouad interest on these loans
‘because-the poor States like Bengal, Madras, Punjab and Haryana cannot afford to

pay it.

The Centre should help us in the implementation of Satluj-Bias Link Project,
Kisan Dam Project and Gurgaon Canal Project because their completion will enable us
to solve the food problem of other Stales. Necessary sanction should also be granted

Secondly elforts should be made that these loans are written off. There is no
dearth of wealth in the country. Hoarded wealth worth five thousand crores to ten
thousand crores lying in temples, mosques and at other places should bz brought out
and put to use. Simitarly an amount of Rs. 500 crores can be saved through economy:
every year and an amount of Rs. 200 crores to Rs 30 crores by checking tax-evasion.
Over and above this an amount of Rs 1,000 crores can be saved every year if a ceiling on
incomes is imposed in the ratio of 1:10. If all these resources are tapped we will not
have 10 depend on others for funds for execution of our dzvelopment programmes.
