Separation of Judiciary From Executive

*1231. Shri_Bibhuti Mishra : Shri Heerji Bhai :
Stri K. N. Tiwary ; Shri K. Pradhani :
Shiri Ramachandra Ulaka : Sbri Vishwa Nata Paniey

Shri Dhuleshwar Meena :
Will the Minister of Home Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) whether the Executive and Judiciary have been separated in all the States and
Union Territories ;

(b) if so, the names of Unioun Territories and the States where these have not been
separated ; and

(c) the reasons therefor ?

The Minister of Home Affairs (Shri Y. B. Chavan) : (a) The Judiciary has beep
separated from the Executive in Bihar, Gujarat, Kerala, Madras, Maharashtra, Mysore,
Punjab, Haryana and the Union territory of Chandigarh. It has also been separated over
large areas of Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh, Orissa, Uttar Pradesh and in some parts
of Assam, Rajasthan and Himachal Pradesh.

(b) There has been no separation in Jammu and Kashmir, West Bengal and
Nagaland and the Uniou territorics other than Chandigarh and parts of Himachal
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Pradesh. However, a law has been enacted in Jammu and Kashmir and the West Bengal
Government are considering enacting a law for the purpose. The question of introducing
separation in Delhi and the rest of Himachal Pradesh either through legislation or execu~
tive orders, is under consideration.

(¢) Inadequacy of personnel, financial stringency and non-availability of necessary
accommodation have stood in the way of extending the reform.

Shri Bibbuti Mishra : It has been the demand of the people prior and after indepen-
dence that the Judiciary should bs separated from the Executive. The Minister of Heme
Affairs has told that due to financial strigencies it has not been done. How long it will
take to make up these financial difficulties and to separate the Judiciary from the Execu-

tive throughout the country ?

The Minister of State in the Ministry of Home Affairs (Shri Vidya Charan Shukla) :

The policy of separation of the Judiciary from the Executive has been laid down in the
Directive Principles of the Constitution and we are following it. In most of the States
the separation has been effected and in States like West Beogal and Jammu and Kashmir
this question is being pursued vigorously. We want that such separation should take
place as soon as possible to implement our national policy as declared in our Constitu-

tion.

Shri Bibbuti Mishra : May I know whether the Government have written to the
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh where it has been domne in part and whether the
Government will give financial assistance to such States ?

Sbri Vidya Charan Shukla : Yes, Sir, the Home Minister has written to the Chief
Ministers of such States. As far as the Andhra Pradesh is concerned, there are some
scheduled areas where the separation has not been done. No financial aid has been

asked by this State for this purpose.

Shri K. N. Tiwary : Is it a fact that at all the places, where the Judiciary has been
separated from the Executive, separate cadres have not been created and the magistrates
of executive side are frequently transferred to the judiciary side and vice versa ? 1 would
also like to know whether the Government is considering to make a separate permanpent
cadre for the Judiciary or whether such advice is being given to the States.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : It is a fact. Itis our presumption that the proper
separation is that where separate cadres for the Judiciary and the Executive have been
formed. Where there is no such arrangement we try that separate cadres should be created

there.

Shri Dhuleshwar Meena: May I know whether it is a fact that the executive
officers and the political leader intervene in the affairs of judicial authorities ; if, what
steps are being taken the Government to check it ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : Separation is b:ing done to do away with these
things.

Shri K, Pradhani: May I know whether the Judiciary and the Executive are
working successfully at all, the palaces, where they have been separated.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : Yes, Sir,
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Shri Nitiraj Singh Chaudbhary : May [ know whether the cases are being disposed

of expenditiously after the separation or whether the disposal of a cas: ta'ws the same
time as it took before separation ?

Shri Yidya Charan Shukla ; As far as 1 koow the cases now are being disposed of
expeditiously.

Shri Brij Bhushan Lal : Will the Minister be pleased to state why the Judiciary
and the Executive have not been separated in U. P. ?

Shri Vidhya Charan Shukla: In this respect U. P, Government bave prepared a
phased programme in 1949 and since then it has been implemented in most parts of the
State, Only some hilly districts are there where this scheme has not been implem:n-
ted. The Home Minister has written to the the State for it.

Shri Sarjoo Pandey : Is it a fact that some State Governments are reluctant to
separate the Judiciary and the Executive, because in that case they will not be ina posi-
tion to penalize the people in arbitrary manner ?

Stri Vidya Charan Shukla : It isnot afact. All the States have agreed for separa-

ting the both organs and they are rapidly doing it in accordance with the circumstances,
which exist there.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : This process has been finished in most parts of the

country. Efforts are being made to complete it as soon as possible in rest parts of the
country.

Shri Brij Bhushan Lal : Is the Minister aware of the fact that a large number of
Pakistani pationals are overstaying in Uttar Pradesh, especially in Bareilly, due to
carelessness of the Police and they are doing anti-national activities ? If so, how many
and what steps are being taken to deport them ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : I have not got the figures statewise. There are 1650
people who are overstaying in Uttar Pradesh. Out of them 123 people belong to minori-
ties of Pakistan. Some have applied for the extension of Visa some other waat that they
should be declared Indian citizens. But the State Government is proceeding with the

matter properly.

Shri Brij Bbushan Lal : May I know whether the Governmeet isaware of the
flows in Foreigners® Act and these Pakistani nationals are taking advaatage of these flaws
in overstaying here ? If so, whether the Government propose to amend this Act to

removo those defects,

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : We have not come across to any such flaw. If it is
found there, certainly the Act will be amended.

Shri Manubbai Patel: Some of those who are overstaying, do spying for Pakistan.
What arrangements the Goveroment have made to have a strict look on them ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : Al] such arrangements have already been made.

Shri George Fernandes : A large number of Pathans have been living in diﬂ'erf:nt
parts of the country since pre-independence days and some of them have asked for Indian
citizenship. May I know whether the Government consider them Pakistani nationals and

whether the Government intend to grant them Indian citizenship ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : If the hon. Member is using ‘Pathans’ word for the
nationals of Afghanistan, I want to tell him that they are taken as Afghanistani natio_nals
and not Pakistani nationals. If they duly apply for Indian citizenship, their applications$
are considered according to rules,

Shri George Fernandes : I am mentioning about those Pathans who belong o
Pakhtoonistan, the land of Badshah Khan. They have been living here since long, gven
before division of the country. '

Shri Vidva Charan Shukla : As [ have already mentioned that we give due °°“sl';
deration to the applications of such people for citizenship. We do not want to send su¢
people out of India who are entitled vo be citizens of India.

Shri Prakash Vir Shastri : May I know whether some Pakistani infiltrators are
found in areas of Rajasthan border who are engaged in espionage activities, and whether
some such Pakistani citizens are overstaying in Delhi also, against whom the High

Court has given its decision, because they are being guarded by some big politica_l
leaders.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : Some such Pakisiani natiooals are found there also.
Those who are doubted, are kept under strict vigil and legal actions are taken against
them where required. As far as the existence of such a man in Delhi is concerned, the
High Court have expressed its opinion about a man that he 1s a citizen of Pakistan. We
have allowed _him to stay here by extending his visa year after year.

Shri S. M, Joshi : The matter raised by Shri George Fernandes has not been
clarified by the answer given by the hon. Minister. I woule like to know whether it isa
policy of the Government to allow these Pathans belonging to Pakhtoonistan, the land of
Badshah Khan, which is now a part of Pakistan, to stay in India.

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : [ have alrcady said that the Pakhtoons, who apply
for Indian citizenship, are given due consideration according to laws,

Shri Ram Kishan : May I know whether the Government of India have issued the
instructions to the State Governments regarding fixation the limit of stay of Pakistani
pationals in the States, and whether some such Pakistani nationals are found engaged in
espionage activities during Indo-Pak conflict ; if so the aqtion taken against them ?

Shri Vidya Charan Shukla : Pakistani nationals also canl' stay in India according
to Foreigners” Act, Pass Port and visa rules. Some cases of espionage have come to our
notice.

‘‘Ancient City Discovered in Darjeeling District,””

What appears to be an ancient city of fortifications, walls and monuments, scatter-
ing around crumbling pony tracks lacing around high-cli{fs, has now been discovered on
the southern heights of the Gr.at Rangit below Badamtam in Darjeeling district of West

Bengal by the Directorate of Archaeology of West Bengal.

An exploration conducted by the Directorate has brought to light for the first time
the immeasurable importance of those ruins of stone po‘ed like huge funerary monuments
with characteristic circular or oval forms enclosed within slanting uprights or vertical
shafts like the megalithic architecture connected with the neolithic tradition, The massive
i egalithic monuments at Badamtam perched on the Southern cliffs of the Great Rangit
at the confluence with the stream Rong-dong are some times more than ten feet in height
and their alignment was found to be from the east to the west.

The occurence of such monuments in the Himalayan north will indeed throw a new
light upon the origin and distribution of megalithis in their various forms in India more
than two thousand years ago. While the South-Indian megalithis have been some-times
attributed to the Dravidian-speaking people, the megalithic architectures now discovered
may have their source in some other culture once prevailing in the Himalayan environ-
ments in north-eastern India in an unknown chronological horizon whose origin may go

back to an age before the spread of Budhism in the terrain.

The Directorate of Archaeology of West Bengal have conducted a photographic
survey of some of the ancient ru'ns at Badamtam.

Kamiz and Doopata (or,
for those who habitually
wear them, Skirt and
blouse)

Note (1) Materials, colour - schemes and designs should be such as would help
to maintain dignity and decorum. Saris and blouses worn in office
should be of sober colours and blouse pieces should be of adequate
leogth. Very bright colours gay or florid designs and striking patterns

should be avoided; the same applies to Shalwar and Kamiz and Skirt
and Blouse.
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(2) The materials should be Swadeshi. if possible hand-spun and hand-
woven.

These were only suggestions for maintaining correct standard in the matter of

wearing dress for different occasions. They were not be treated as orders.

Unforluna‘ely the whole profit goes to the
shareholders or the capitalists. while it should bz distributed equally between the capital
ists and the workers. There is a unitio the Ministry of Finance which is prepgring a
case for large scale retrenchment. It is my suggastion that this unit should be dissolved
There is a Rehabilitation Ministry where 807, 10 909% the staff is temporary. It is injustice.
The fourth class employees of this Ministry should get the same salaries as their counter-
parls are getting elsewhere,

Thzre was one Minister by the name of Dr. Dass. When he was defeated in the

elections, a new Department was established at the cost of Rs. 2% lakha per annum to fix
him up and a post was created [or him. After all what work is he doing there ? [ want that
the above post be abolisheh

Similarly there are two retired military officers in Mana Camp. Both of them are
autocrats.

Shri George Fernandes (Bombay South) : Increasing unemployment and due¢ to some
other reasons for which Government is responsible, has made the worker in India help-
less. But this helpless worker has at time achieved success in securing justice bzcause of
their organisational power. The Minister of Labour seems to be maore helpless than the
worker. The Government itself is responsible for the loss of her prestige and his Mini-
stry. For instance, Finance Ministry has never supported our labour laws during the last
twenty years. A tripartitie meeting was held in Nainital in which Government, the
industrialists and the workers participated and a resolution regarding pay-scales was pa-
ssed but our the then Finance Minister refused to implement that decision and in this way
the prestige of Labour Ministry suffered.

Now,-what has happsned to the Gajendragadkar Commissions report. The Com-
mission had worked hard and submitted this report but Ministry of Finance is creating
difficulties in implementation of this report and Labour Miaister is not consulted at all
in such an important matter in which lakhs of employees are involved- Similarly there
are ‘Labour officers of this Ministry working in Ministry of Defence but their views do
not carry any weight, Again who is respoasible for the implementation of Labour laws
in the public sector ? What happened in N. C. D C. ? In fact this Government does
not have any labour policy. The strike by pilots was declared illegal but all the Minis-
ters including the Prime Minister tried to end the strike. In the case of N. C. D. C,
because poor labourers were involved, they were backward and had to undertake hazar-
dous jobs in the mines etc., no one bathered about the.n and no effort was made to end
tha stikz. This is how ths Jabour policy is being implemented. The code of discipline
is an important asp:zt of labour policy of the Governm:nt but it is a matter of regret
that neither State Governments nor the Central Government or anyone else has ever both.
ered about the code of disciplise. If this code cannot bz enforced, it would be better
if it is sccapped. If Governmont dassth: hoiour ths cod: of discipline, it would harm
the interest of labour community,

Similarly much has been talked about the voluntary arbitration, but this method
has been used in 15 percent of the labour disputes only. It has been seen that the emplo-
yers adopt oppressive policy when emergency conditions come to an end. Since the Govern-
ment itself does not follow the policy of voluntary arbitration, how can it comple] others

to follow this policy.

The result is that disputes are increasing. Where the parties do not come to @
mqtual agre>ment, the arbitration is resorted to. But the difficulty is (hat when the Go-
vernmeat itself did not ast aczordiag to this prinzipls, how can it ask the private sector

" t0 follow her.

. There has been some thing wrong with the labour movement also. There is a dtaw-
back in the labour movement as it does not lay emphasis on collective bargaining and
preferred the wage board machinery which in fact is Government machinery. In my
opinion there should be wage board for incense and Bidi industries etc. In which it is
difficult to organise labour and for other industries there should be collective bargaining.

In order to prepare cost of living index, the labour representatives are not taken in
to confidence. Representatives of the Government and other employers sit together and
cost of living index is prepared. In fact cost of living index should be prepar:d in such

‘a way that the interests of labour may not suffzr. Thz Govzaramaat should take concrete
steps to achieve this object. Because if we achieve this, the problems of other movements

and strikes will automatically be solved,
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So far the question of bonus to the workers is concerned I have read the report of
the Ministcy but I have not fouad a single instance in which an employzar has been dra-
geed into the court of law. Tne Ministry must have received complaints about bonus
disputes but it seems that Government has not taken any action in the mattzr. Even in
public undertakings just like Fertilizer Corporation the workers had to fight for bonus.
In view of this approach the Government canno! ask the private scctor to follow her.
Now the point is that how to solve the disputes between workers and the employers 7 In
my opinion there should be trained labour officers, In order to train them a School

was cstablished but it is practically not functioning. Therefore trained lab.ur officers
are not available,

India is founder member of International Labour Organisation. It has been writt-
en in its constitution that the conventions that were adopted by the conference, will be
presented in the Parliament of the concerned country within a period of one year. The

Government may not agree with the convention but it has not been presented even in the
Parliament,

It is not understood why Hind Mazdoor Sabha has not so far beea recognised by

the Government when it fulfills all the requirements of the rules on the subject. The
Hon” ble Minister should look into this matter.

Shri Mobhammad Ismail (Barrackpore) :The Ministry of Labour is just like an orp-
han in the sense that it has got no powers. It has been done nothing during the last 20 ye.
ars. What is the labour policy of our Goverrment ? Even after 20 years of independence
our Government have not been in the positicn to formulate a natjional labour policy or in
other words pational wage policy. They cannot fix the minimum wage which sheuld be
admissible to the labourers everywhere in any industry. There is no unifermity in the wage
scales of the labcur working in various industries and in different parts of the couatry,
Employers do not give voluntarily to the workers what is reasonable. So employeer have
to fight even fcr tteir just demands. They have to resort to strike and other tacticsand
then they get what they want. For example, the workers of tea plantations bave forced
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their owners to set up a Wage Board for them. But the Boards’ recommendations were
not accepted and then again the tea plantation workers had to resort to strikes etc. for co-
mpeling the owners to implement the Boards® recommendations. In short it can be said
that the Government have not so far formulated any stable and strong labour policy.

After the division of the ccuntry a large number of refugees came to India. They
came {rom Punjab and Bengal. Those who came from Punjab, have been rehabilitated
since long but the problem of those who came from Bengalis still standing as it was.

Shri K. N, Pandey ( Padrauna ) : We should persuade the workers to secure their
support but force should not be used for that purpose.

I would also like to say that Provideat Fund Scheme should be introduced for 5%
Jakh employees working in shops, resfraurants, theatres, etc. so that they may also get
some relief when they retire. It is not proper that there were arrears of provident fund
to the there of Rs. 5 crores with the employers. Though it is not big amount but if the
employers do not deposit it with the Government, it will acversely affect the interests of

the workers,

I would also like to say something about misimum wages. I find that minimum
wage is not more than ope rupee a day in any State. No one can make both ends meet
in sixty or seventy Paise or a rupee in these hard days. 1t should be increased as it is

very small amount.

I have been in contact with education of workers. This scheme is quite good and
much has been done in this direction but its object could not be achieved. In fact the
object of this scheme was that unions would take ever this work gradually but due to the
restrictions imposcd on the finances, no wnion asks for the Government aid. I am of the
.opinion that Government should make some arrangements with University for the educa-
tion of trade union workers so that our workers could get education about trade union

also.

I would also like to say sometbing about rehabilitation work done by this Ministry.
After partition of 1480 persons were settled in Ganga Khadar area. Out of this number
600 persons have already left this place and 200 more persons might have left. A person
who was given licencé to start industry there, has no money to invest. Government
should try to know the difficulties experienced by these people and remove them.

Shri Shiv Chandika Prasad ( Jamshedpur ) : I do not agree with the views most
of the speakers who have told that during the last tweniy years the Government have
done nothing for the employees, Government have arranged many facilities for the emp-
loyees during the last twenty years.

A great deal has been done for the improvement of the conditions of the employees
but still a lot of work has to be done. There should be one Labour Law for the whole
country.

The responiibility of examining whether this law has been implemented properly
or not should be left by the Government on the Labour Unions. Those owners who do
not implement the law properly should be punished, severely. Labour disputes should
be settled immediately. The posts of conciliation officer should be abolished, The servi-
ces of the labour officers should be available to both the parties. The list of the penal
of arbitration should be prepared. The employees should be allowed to go to the Labour
Courts. Those Unions who resort to strike should not be allowed to go to Labour
Courts. They should be forced to reach our agreement. It would result in establishing
good relations between the employees and the employers. A large number of seminars
should be arranged. so that the employees and the cmployers could be told ahout their
duties and obligations with their help. The leave should be given to all the employees
of the factories. Weekly holiday should be observed as paid holidays.

Shri Achal Singh ( Agra): Oil industry is the biggest industry in Uttar Pradesh
and oil is being sent in large quantity to Bihar, Bengal and Maharashtra. Their emplo-
yees are getting hardly 50 or 55 Rupees per month, I bave been asking from the Central
and the State Minister for the last two years to look into the matter. I am of the opinion
that a wage board must be appointed for the oil industry workers so that their salaries
may be fixed.

Shri Shinkre ( Panjun ): I want to say one thing that labourers who work in
the mines of Goa come from outside Goa. There is no provision for small-per vassination
for them when they arrive, It is a very important matter. Former.y, the labourers who used
to come to Goa, were vaccinated at the border. But so now the labourers come without
vaccination and they die of small pox- or cholera.

It is a very important matter and it should be looked into. It is, therefore, nece-

ssary that the State Government and the Central Government, make a provision for
vaccination for inoculation obligation for the labourers, where ever they may work.
