Shri Prem Chand Vermi : (Flamirpur) : I support the demands of the Ministry of
Works, Housing and Supply. This Ministry has done very good work during the last
few years specially in constructing new buildings. The Mimistry. has -also constructed

markets in Delhi so that business may develop there.

Now I come to the other side of the picture.. This -Ministry has formed a body
known as Delhi Development Authority. The wotk of this body is simply scandalous.
The black marketing is very much prevalent is D.D.A. It has indulged in great profiteer-
ing in the sale of plots in Delhi, It purchased land from the farmers at cheaper rates
and sold the same to the public at much higher rates. But even after charging exorbitant
prices from the people it did not provide even municipal facilities to them.

Apart from it while this Government is. constructing eight storey or twelve storey
buildings in Romakrishnapuram they are not allowing the private parties to construct

more than lour of five storey buildings.

- When they complain, the reply to them is given that rules dq not permit that.. 1
want to know what js the reason for that. The policy of the Government is not -under-
standable. On the one hand it is'said that there is shortage of -office space in Delhi by
31 lakh square feet. On the other hand private parties are not allowed.to construct
multi storey buildings. If permission is granted to them (hen those buildings can be used

for offices also.

It has been mentioned in the report of the Minpistry that 56,000 units of quarters
are required for Government employees. The Ministry constructed 3112 quarters in
1965-66 and only 431 in 1966-67. Thus instead of constructing more quarters the Ministry
has constructed less in the next year. Thus instead of progress there was decline. . In
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22 gaTE, 1967 FAT FY AN-ITY

this way we will not be in a position to fulfil the requirements even in fifty years. Even
those employees who have put in more than 15 years service have not so far been allotted
quarters. The inefficiency. of the Ministry can also been reflected by looking at the fact

that even after several months this Ministry has not becn able to provide accommodation
even to Members of Parliament what to speak of others.

I would alsolike to say something about Jhuggi— Jhonpries and slums. [t is said
that scheme have been framed in this regard. But what is the use of these schemes. When
we have not been able to clear the slums in Delhi even after deali *g with this problem for
continuous fifteen years. On the other hand we see that multi-storey building are being
constructed in New Delhi. The pumber of Jhuggies in 1966 has bsen doubled than what
it was in 1960. After that the number has again increased. This problem is taking a
serious turn day by day. 1 would like to know why Government allowed the persons to
construct Jhuggies. Ts it not a fact that the nfficials of Delhi Corporation and the D.D.A,

illegally charge rent from Jhuggidwellers and that is why they are not allowing Jhuggi-
dwellers to construct Jhuggies

I would also like to say something abo it Central Public Works Department. also
This department is known for being a hot-bed of corruption. Withcut giving bribe 1ou
cannot get any work done. As far as the ‘question of Supply Department is concerned
same is the story there also. It would be folly to refuse to admit that corruption is not

prevalent there. If we have not been ~ble to do anything during the kst twenly years in
this regard we have achieved nothing

I would also like to make one more request. Working Journalists should aiso be

entitled to accomodation from the general pool. At least the accredited press representa-
tives should be provided cheap accommodation.

Shri R. S. Vidyarthi (Karol Bagh) : After independence people were expecting
that Government will make arrangement for accommodation for every citizen of India but
even after the lapse of twenty years we see that the number of Jhuggies is increasing n .
only in villages but in urban areas also. The ccmdition of Delhi is even worse, A master,
plan has been prepared to “make Delhi a show window by 1981 but the way things are.
going on at present they would make it a city of slums. If the Ministry wants to make
Delhi a beautifu! city it should construct every year -35,rp0'dwell'mg units bacause 14 lakh ‘
persons are mi grating to this city every year, This Ministry is constructing at the most
15,000 dwelling units. Therzfore slum _gouditions are bounds to grow

For this purpose the Ministry had acquired 65000 acres Gf iand and has passed..
he work of development of this land to D. D. A. Itisa matter of great regret that over.
t iod of 10 years it has developed only 3,000 plots and constructed 180 units only.:
a peri hese uriits. 78 lying’ vacant because the condition of these units is very bad,
gve;:ies this inefficiency there are many irregularities being done in the matter of

1E;sttin shops, cinema plots etc. It is in this way that D. D. A 1B WOCTIng. Through
o S'rg I would request the hon. Minister to pay attention to s Sepanment In;
Yog. ‘tc: mprove itﬁ'workiﬂg four Memters of Parliament sh'ould be appointed on that
O‘:o;; and 2 Housing Committee for Delhi should also be appointed.

The problem of Jhuggi Jhonpries in Delhi is very serious. I would request the hon.
Minister to give a serious thought to this problem. This problem should be tackled. It
is not that people want to live in Jhuggies. They have to live that in compelling
circumstaonces. The scheme of allotting them a plot of 25 yards is senseless because
that would mean creation of new slums as they would not be in a position to accom-
modate themselves in such small plot. Therefore this scheme should be given up and
instead they should be accommodated in multi-storey buildings with sufficient space for
every familv. In this connection I would suggest that in regard to Jhuggi-Jhonpries
Government should formulate and declare a definite policy which is to be followed for
this purpose. I would also suggest that a housing corporation with a grant of loan of
Rs. 10 crores should be set up for Delhi for constructing houses on hire-purchase

basis.

No I would like to tell the irregularities that are going on in this Ministry. So
many markets have been constructed in Delhi. The shops there are allotted to people
who can belp the parties in power during elections. Similarly the C. P. W. D, contractors
are also utilised for election purposes.

I would also like to make another submission. It is the rule of Government that
rent for Government accommodation should be deposited on the first or every mooth,
but I am sorry to state that Rs.6 00 were due from the Congress President, Shri
Kamraj on 31st March, 1967 for the accomm.dat on t) him thought the sum should have
been paid in advance,

There is another case of corruption in the Department. There are many hotels
in Delhi such as Janpath Hotel, Ashoka hotel etc. Because there is no hold of
U. P. S. C. over these hotels so they appoint their own men on fat salaries, I wish the
bhon. Minister make one enquiry of this case and refer it to C.B. ?

As has already been said the Supply Department is full of corruption. One case
bas also come to my knowledge. In that case a U. P, firm was given contract for
supplying roadrollers for border roads and a buge of Rs, 2 crores was involved in that

case.

There is one Printing and Stationery Department under this Ministry. A foreign
country had supplied paper to this Department for printing text books for Delhi students
and this Department charged not only the cost of printing but also the cost of paper and
sold those books at a profit of 35 per cent.

Last year when the report of Govinda Reddy Commission was presented, the
hon. Minister had stated in this House that the recommendations of this Commissision
have been accepted but we find that there were hundreds of Assistant Engineer who have
not been confirmed so far though they have put in more than fifteen years service. The
same is the case of work-charged establishment, In that establishment also very few
people have been confirmed, Jan Sangh dominated Delhi Executive Council has requested
the Central Go\‘erpment not to auction the plots upto 300 sq. yards, I would request the
hon. Minister to agree to their demand because it will help in bringing the prices of the
land down in Delhi.

The Government have not paid any attention to the rural housing schemes although
the problem is very acute. The Government have practically not made any provision in
these years for this purpose. More attention should be paid to the rural housing problem.

The Government have acquired the land for various projects from the farmers. In
this process the numbcr of farmers have been rendered Home'ess and jobless. They have
also not been paid proper compensation. I would request the hon. Minister that in addition
the prople compensation they should also be given suitable lands and accommodation.

It has come to my notice that Jbuggi dwellers are being removed from Delbi. They
should be provided with alternative accommodation,

So far as the question of allotment of qwarters to the Government sevants is concer-
ped their condition is pitiable. Persons with 10 or more year of service at (heir credit
have not yet been allotted Government accommodation even in the C.P.W,D. I would
request the hon, Minister to pay serious attention to this problem also.

Several high officers of the Government of India own their own houses in Delhi.
They are earning a lot by letting these houses while they themselves are living in the
Government accommodatioo. Secretary of ithe Department of . Supply have constructed
his house costing seven lakhs of rupees and is getting a rent of three-and a half thousand
rupees. 1 would request the hon. Minlster to hold énquiry in this matter.

Su 'h drugs spoil
the healih of the people. Government should take steps to prohibit the sale ¢ f adulterated
drugs and to stop the manufacture of subsstandard drugs in the country.

We have not enough doctors to meet the requirements of th*country.Because oy short:

age of doctors people have to experience great difficulty.Government should pay adequite
attention to this problem. _

The prices nf drugs are constantly on the increise. Goverament should brins f -
ward a Patents Bill on the lines of the Bill introduzed in the last Lok Sabva and g2t it

passed immediately. This legislation will help us in controlling the prices of drugs in this
country. '

Aprovision to the
effect that the boys and girls can not be allowed to marry below the age of 21 and 18 years
respectively, should be included in the concerned laws.

So far as Family Planning is concerned more steps should be taken to popalarize
it among the masses.
