DR. SUJAY VIKHE PATIL: Thank you, Speaker Sir.

Biogas is one of the prominent methods of converting waste to energy.
The Ministry was providing Central Financial Assistance for setting up of
compressed biogas plants. However, the Government has withdrawn subsidy
on all kinds of biogas plants which will impact almost 50 million farmers looking
for energy security and natural farming.

| would like to know from the Minister, through you, Sir, what were the
reasons behind stopping this assistance, and is there any plan to consider the
continuation of Central Financial Assistance beyond March 2021 under Waste
to Energy Programme for new projects.
SHRI R. K. SINGH: Mr. Speaker, Sir, the scheme has been extended but it is
only for meeting the liabilities which have already been incurred. We have
gone back to the Ministry of Finance and asked them to reconsider this
because we feel that this scheme, the biogas part of it, is something which
needs to be continued.

Actually, the problem was that this was an amalgam of schemes. You
had Waste to Energy in this; you had Municipal Solid Waste in this; you had
Industrial Waste in this; and you had Biogas in this. Now, the Ministry of Urban

Development has come out with their Swachh Bharat Mission under which
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they give assistance for Waste to Energy programme and Municipal Solid
Waste programme.

The Government felt that here there was a duplication with two
Ministries giving assistance to the same programme, and therefore, this
decision was taken. But we have gone back to the Government saying that as
far as biogas is concerned, this needs to be continued.

DR. SUJAY VIKHE PATIL: Sir, biogas plants can be installed only where
waste generation is abundant. It is challenging to assure waste sources for the
production of Bio-CNG. | would like to ask the hon. Minister, through you,
whether the Government is considering a policy to incentivize landfills and
toilet linked biogas plants. In addition to this, does the Ministry plan to
collaborate with the Ministries concerned through Swachh Bharat Mission?
SHRI R. K. SINGH: Mr. Speaker Sir, as | said, this is something which is
before the Government to take a decision on whether we are going to extend it
for new sanctions or not. When the Government takes a decision on this, we
will also decide on the composition.

SHRI R. K. SINGH: Mr. Speaker Sir, as | mentioned, this programme is now
being funded by the Ministry of Urban Development. But while we were funding
it, we were technology agnostic. We did not prescribe the technology which
had to be followed. That was left to the developer. When we were funding it,
we did not exist on a PPP mode. The developers set up the waste-to-energy
plant by themselves.

So far as the efficiency is concerned, we took care of that. We provided
that whatever electricity is generated from the waste-to-energy plants will be
compulsorily purchased by the distribution company at whatever cost. So,
even where the cost of power generation comes to around Rs. 9 or Rs. 10 per
unit, the power is being purchased by the distribution companies. So, that is

taken care of.

ADV. ADOOR PRAKASH: Thank you, Sir. Thiruvananthapuram was selected
in the third round of Smart City Mission in 2017 for projects worth Rs. 1,317.64
crore. The answer reveals that projects worth Rs. 278.63 crore only have been
completed as on date, and majority of the projects have not even completed
the work-order stage.

The deadline for completion of the projects under the Smart City Mission
is June, 2023. In Thiruvananthapuram, the slow progress in implementation of
the projects should be reviewed. My question is whether the Government will
conduct a review meeting and take necessary measures for faster
implementation of the projects in Thiruvananthapuram.

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Sir, the Smart City Mission was conceived and
implemented in June, 2015. One hundred cities were selected through a
process of projects being offered, and the system of selection and election in
four rounds started in January, 2016. Typically, the period for completion of a
Smart City Project is five years. Out of the 100 smart cities, today, 75 of them
have functioning integrated command and control centres. The cities which
were selected in January, 2016 are at a more advanced stage of
implementation. | can read out to you, Sir: “The rate at which the overall Smart
City Project is being implemented. Work tenders have been issued for 6,721

projects, and the project cost of the tenders issued is Rs. 1,88,507 crore which
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is 92 per cent of the total tenders to be issued”. Work orders have been issued
for 6,124 projects, and the cost is Rs. 1,62,988 crore which is 79 per cent and
the work completed is 29 per cent. But as the project has been tendered and
work orders have been issued, it means that they are at advanced stages of
implementation.

Now, insofar as Thiruvananthapuram is concerned, Sir, this is a project
whose completion date is June, 2023 which means we still have a year and
two months. All the smart city projects are being implemented through what is
called a ‘Special Purpose Vehicle’ which has been specifically set up for that
purpose and a Special Purpose Vehicle is also monitoring the projects. It has
an advisory committee attached to it.

| must say, last time, when | was answering a question here, a lot of my
distinguished colleagues and the people who should be attending the advisory
council meetings of the Smart City Project were up on their feet to say that it
has not been held and it is only a name. | wrote a letter to each one of them
reminding them how many meetings were held and how many meetings they
had attended. Now, | have come armed with all the hundred Smart Cities’ data
so, if someone turns around and says that the advisory committee meeting is
not being held, | would be able to tell him here and | would not have to write a
letter later. Sir, all the work orders in respect of Thiruvananthapuram are going
to be done by March, 2022. So, once the work order is issued, it is a question

of the project being completed.
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Typically, a Smart City Project overall has a number of ... (Interruptions).

SHRI HARDEEP SINGH PURI: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | would like to thank the
hon. Member for raising a question which actually lies at the very heart of the
direction in which we are moving in urbanisation.

Sir, | would like to recall that when we gained our Independence in 1947
and when the first Census was conducted in 1951, our urban population then

was about 17 per cent. According to 2011 Census, the urban population is very
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much on the rise and we are now working against a possibility of 600 million
people living in urban areas by the year 2030, which is the Agenda for
Sustainable Development Goals. It is entirely possible that by the year 2051,
half of our population or as much as 80 crores or 800 million would be living in
urban areas.

Most of the urbanisation has hitherto taken place in an autonomous and
somewhat unstructured manner because every citizen of India has a right to go
to any part of the country for education or for employment. So, as a result,
what has happened is that there has been a very marked and significant
demographic shift to urban centres.

| think, today, urban centres already provide sixty per cent of our GDP
and when the urban population will increase, it is going to provide 75 to 80 per
cent of our GDP. The hon. Member is citing a figure which is a provision made
under the AMRUT Scheme where an amount of Rs. 515 crore has been set
aside for this purpose.

AMRUT is a programmatic intervention of the Central Government. Land is a
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State subject and the States have to do it. But since the hon. Member has
asked, | can confirm to him that Kollam Draft Master Plan has been done and a
continued support will be provided. Under AMRUT, this provision has been
made. This was a scheme introduced in June, 2015. It covers 500 Indian cities
which have a population above one lakh. But it covers only about 60 per cent
of our urban areas and AMRUT will be subsumed under AMRUT-II. So, out of
456 cities, which have been uploaded, | remember that two of them, that is,
Nagar Haveli and Lakshadweep had said that they already have a Master
Plan. So, there are three stages. First stage is the creation of a GIS Database
using very high-resolution satellite images for the big cities. The second stage
is this. If the city is not very big, you could use the same drone technology to
get it done and then, you produce a Master Plan. Now, | do not know, maybe
my colleagues amongst the officials are very well prepared. | can confirm for
Kollam. | can confirm for some other place. But | want to assure the hon.
Member where a draft Masterplan has not been prepared or where they need
some handholding or capacity building assistance, we are ready to provide
that.

A committee was indeed established and the committee recommended
that by the time we reach the present period, our import dependence should
decline by 10 per cent. That was the recommendation. But what happened on
the ground is entirely different.

Today, Sir, we are in a situation where our consumption of energy of

petroleum, diesel, gas is way beyond pre-COVID period levels. Our
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consumption in India is 1/3™ of global average. But, if the economy is growing
at 9.2 per cent, obviously, consumption will also be growing. So, we have
taken other steps including ethanol blending up to 20 per cent.

We have taken various steps to increase the area under exploration and
production. So, there is no inconsistency. If you ask me, my recommendation
will be that we should bring import dependence down from 85 per cent to 50
per cent. But, it is one thing to do that and the other thing is to have the system
in place to be able to do that.

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(ii) Regarding regulating online games

DR. (PROF.) KIRIT PREMJIBHAI SOLANKI (AHMEDABAD WEST): Over the
past few years, the online gaming sector in India has been at the helm of both
centre and state government discussions, with each state having the power to
make its laws resulting in a lack of uniformity in the legal position across
states. As a result of this lopsided legal regime, many challenges and risks
have emerged, including entry of unscrupulous operators, a threat to
cybersecurity, and addiction, among others. At the same time, there are online
betting operators viz. Dafabet, Technosports, Betway, etc., are running
unhindered within the country and violating laws such as Money Laundering
Act, 2002, FEMA 1999, Payment and Settlement Systems Act, 2007,
Information Technology Act, 2000. It is estimated that INR 10 Lakh crore worth
of money is laundered to offshore havens without any taxes being paid. Such
sites are now home to carry out hawala operations, generate and circulate
black money and probably engage in terrorist funding activities.

As per the current legal framework, clarified by various rulings of the
Supreme Court, there is a clear distinction between the “Games of skill” and
“‘Games of chance”. The apex court has repeatedly held that Games of Skill
such as Online Fantasy Sports can’t be construed as gambling. However, with
each state having its legislation on the subject, most states don’t have that kind

of clarity, and some of them have even considered a blanket ban on all forms
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of online games, including the games of skill which has posed a significant
challenge as well as compliance burden for the industry and digital economy.

Realising these concerns, | urge upon the Government to enact a model

framework law to regulate Online Games.

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(vii) Regarding waiving off cut-off conditions for NEET PG

DR. SANJAY JAISWAL (PASCHIM CHAMPARAN): There is a need to waive
off the requisite cut-off conditions for NEET PG.

This is to inform that many NEET PG seats go vacant every year
because enough candidates above the cut-off do not opt for them. These seats
remain vacant in prominent government medical colleges in para-clinical and
basic subjects.

We all are aware that our country needs a lot of specialist doctors. At
this moment, we have to see that no seat should remain vacant in PG NEET
when aspiring candidates are waiting to take admission but could not get it due

to requisite eligibility criteria.
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(viii) Regarding transfer of defence land for expansion of Tiruchirapalli
International Airport runway

SHRI SU. THIRUNAVUKKARASAR (TIRUCHIRAPPALLI): Tiruchirappalli
International Airport Terminal, Tamilnadu has exhausted its capacity due to
increasing domestic and international traffic. A proposal was mooted by AAI in
2010-2011 to extend runway length upto 12,500 feet to handle wide-bodied
aircraft, augment its cargo and passenger handling capacity upto 3.52 million
by 2025-2026. The foundation stone for the new terminal was laid in February
2019. AAI has submitted a request to the State Government, for acquisition of
510.30 acres of land which also included 164.68 acres of defence land. The
State Government had in 2018 accorded administrative sanction to acquire
about 345.62 acres of land for runway extension and the process is underway.
However, the process of transfer of defence land is unduly delayed due to
various reasons.

| shall, therefore, urge upon the Hon’ble Defence Minister to kindly take
early action to transfer requisite defence land for the long pending expansion

of Tiruchirappalli International Airport.
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(ix) Regarding Government policy to support agriculture sector

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN (CHALAKUDY): Due to the current COVID
pandemic situation, there has been a dip in all the agricultural sectors including
rubber and spices. This in turn has financially affected lakhs of farmers. The
main reason for the price drop is the import policy. The quality of Indian rubber
and spices, especially from Kerala, is of international standards. But the quality
of imported rubber and spices is not upto the mark. In a country like India,
where agriculture is the main economic backbone, we should help the farmers
by amending the import policy and increasing the import duty.

The minimum support price should be revised and also if the market
price falls below the minimum support price, the Government should procure

the goods from the farmers at this minimum support price.
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(x) Regarding price fluctuations of agricultural crops

SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN (THRISSUR): The fall in price of agricultural crops
has become a usual phenomenon in the country and as a result poor farmers
are affected very badly. The fluctuations coming in the price mechanism of
various cash crops, foodgrains and agricultural products leave a majority of
farmers into a miserable economic insecurity. As the primary factor and
producer of an economic chain, the farmers deserve a justifiable price when
they have to sell the commodities. The price of black pepper in 2016-2017 was
Rs 694 per kg and it got reduced to Rs. 488 per kg. The cardamom was Rs
2908 per kg in 2019-20 and now it came down to Rs 1478 per kg. Banana was
Rs 60-70 per kg in 2017 and now it came down to Rs. 40-45 per kg. The
situation is the same for many cash crops like rubber and coconut. The
producer gets very small amount of the actual price that a customer pays for
the product.

The rapid changes and continuous fall of price eventually lead the
producer households into economic insecurity where they will be compelled to
either borrow money from insecure sources or give up farming. As this is a
matter of food security of the country, welfare and economic system, the GOI
should have a proper support price mechanism in the country. | kindly request

the Government to initiate an appropriate mechanism to support our farmers.
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(xi) Regarding completion of Tindivanam-Tiruvannamalai new Broad
Gauge Railway line project

SHRI C. N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): The Tindivanam-
Tiruvannamalai new Broad Gauge Railway Line Project would enhance overall
area development on account of potential for spiritual Tourism famous as the
Lord Arunachaleshwar Shiva Temple falls in Tiruvannamalai which attracts
domestic as well as international tourists for Darshan of Lord Shiva and
Girivallam.

As there are no chances of
getting fresh loans, government is evolving ways to utilise public assets for
getting loans. Mortgaging of public assets has become a daily routine. The AP
Government has resorted to utilise the LIC Premium money of the rural
DWACRA women and mortgaged Market Yards for getting loans. Further,
State government is trying to raise loans in the names of Corporations.
Payment of salaries and pensions has also become difficult. State’s financial
position is striding towards the verge of insolvency. Financial emergency has
become inevitable in the state — which is a bad sign of state’s economy.
Considering precarious scenario, before the situation goes out of control,
| strongly urge upon the Union Government to intervene into the state affairs

and impose Presidents’ Rule and save the State without any further delay.

Minister has announced several tax and regulatory
measures which should go a long way towards removing difficulties faced by

tax payers, reducing litigation, providing certainty, and widening the tax base.
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Policy measures have also been introduced to increase the flow of private
investment in India.

Of course, efficient and timely execution will be the key, and this is also
where the Government estimates that gain from supply side reforms and
easing of regulations may boost growth. The emphasis on infrastructure
spending, reforms, various supportive schemes such as PLI, and digitalisation
are expected to boost investment and kickstart the virtuous cycle of
investment, employment, income and demand.

In fact, the digitalisation theme will be the backbone for new investments
in education, healthcare, agriculture, banking, payments, and will also
streamline Government payments and procurement.

The availability of fiscal space to ramp up capital spending, easing
supply chain constraints, and synchronised global growth resulting in exports
will further boost the growth momentum. A well-coordinated monetary and
fiscal policy will ensure a sustained recovery, and measures such as swift
payments, resolution of disputes and arbitration, and improved logistical
efficiencies are likely to enhance the ease of doing business and boost
investors’ confidence.

| also note that that the Government’s thrust on mindful and deliberate
use of resources is visible as the FM has proposed long-term and short-term
actions towards a sustainable development. What is truly commendable is the

announcement of targeted policies for specific sectors to support their recovery
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and boost growth in sectors with opportunities. This will help improve
productivity, reduce fragmented growth, and create job opportunities.

The contribution of the pharmaceuticals and healthcare industry has
been well acknowledged, especially with regard to the speed and coverage of
vaccination and improvement in healthcare infrastructure. The key
announcements include creating a robust national digital health ecosystem
through extensive use of technology and also launching the National Tele-
Mental Health Programme. Schemes like Mission Shakti, Mission Vatsalya,
Saksham Anganwadi, and Poshan 2.0 were recently launched to provide
integrated benefits to women and children.

It will also drive a wave of technology in the agriculture and farming
sector with technology usage such as kisan drones for crop assessments, land
records and spraying of insecticides to name a few.

This is a growth and infrastructure-focused Budget and the Union
Government has made its intention clear by pushing up capital expenditure to
boost robust growth. At the same time, the Government has maintained
continuity in terms of the policy framework and continued the process of
simplification and standardisation in the area of taxation.

The SEZ Act will be replaced with a new legislation that would enable
States to become partners in becoming development hubs. The decision of
the Government to relax SEZ norms will reduce the current compliance
burden. It will cover the existing industrial enclaves and enhance the
competitiveness of exports. It is a move aimed at the development of
enterprise and hubs.

The PM Gati Shakti master plan covering roads, railways, airports, ports,
mass transport, waterways and logistics infra, is indeed a laudable step. It
confers a wide-ranging benefits across various sectors such as cement, steel,
commercial vehicles, and earthmoving and construction equipment, not to
speak of its vast employment generating potential. India has already derived
significant benefits from the Golden Quadrilateral, and as more of our roads

become world-class, these benefits will only increase.
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The idea of a master plan to focus on the entire spectrum of goods and
people’s movement has, therefore, not come a day too soon. The sharp
increase in public capital expenditure by 35.4 per cent to Rs.7.50 lakh crore in
2022-23, is an equally welcome step.

In five big infrastructure projects, the Government has proposed
expanding highways in the country by 25,000 kilometres, allocating Rs.60,000
crore to the Nal Se Jal Scheme, five river link projects across various states,
an additional Rs.48,000 crore in the PM housing scheme, and boosting
infrastructure development in the North East.

The Finance Minister also announced the auction of 5G spectrum in
2022; announced a national programme for mental health, worsened by the
COVID-19 pandemic; and brought virtual currencies like cryptocurrency and
non-fungible tokens under the tax net.

The announcement of direct payment of MSP into the farmers’ accounts
will improve their effective earnings and add more muscle to the rural
consumption. This will also lead to an increase in disposable income at the
hands of the farmers, which will be beneficial since rural markets account for
40 per cent of the total Fast-Moving Consumer Goods market in India.

base to drive the agenda.
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DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): The Union Budget 2022-23
endeavour to enact economic reforms for the country that is recovering from
the pandemic and pave the pathway for its robust rise in the coming years. The
thrust has been nurture economic development with sustainable and widescale
employment. In an ambitious expansion plan, Rs. 7.5 ftrillion as capital
expenditure and Rs. 10.7 trillion as effective capex have been earmarked to
facilitate a vicious cycle of jobs and growth. The budget outline seeks to
enhance India's infrastructural base across the economic, social and digital
dimensions.

The economic infrastructure will be fostered through synergies reaped
from the multi-modal approach of Prime Minister Gati Shakti pertaining to
India's seven growth engines; Roads, Railways, Airports, Ports, Mass
transport, Waterways and Logistics infrastructures.

Thank you Speaker Sir.
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"SHRI T. N. PRATHAPAN (THRISSUR): The budget indeed was very
expected and yet disappointing. The budget isbasically very funny and a
reflection of the ruling party. | will tell you why, One day, you end five year
plans. Another day, you want a 25 years plan. And this long 25 years plan has
nothing to do with the present and its people. Without dealing with this present,
the future of this country will be doomed. Because we are going through a very
risky economic crisis. India lands at 101st rank in Global hunger index. There
is a rapid increase of poor sections in our society. The number of families that
cannot earn at least Rs 150 increased from 6 crore to 13.4 crore last year.

There was a 21% increase in the unemployment rate last year. And the
current unemployment in the country is 12% which is one of the highest in the
world and worst after our independence. 80% of our country's workforce
suffered last year. Here come two Indias! The difference and distance between
these two Indias are increasing!

At the same time, the price hike of essential goods and inflation is like a
rocket. Therefore, this country is in a stagflation. Every balance of our
economic system is broken. The Government speaks about 'Sab ka sath, Sab
ka vikas.' And the Government is doing nothing to realize that. There are hate
gatherings called 'Dharmma Sansad' even in holy places like Haridwar. In such
conclaves extreme Hindutvavadis are snarling for Muslim genocide, lynching

and economic sanctions on a particular community. And no strict actions
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against the culprits. Not even arrests have been made so far by the BJP
Government in Uttarakhand. There are witch hunts of Muslims, Dalits,
Activists, there mob attacks, lynching and fake terrible narratives to divide
people in the name of religion under the watch of this Government.

Attacks against Christians also increased. Last Christmas was of horror
and othering. Christmas carols were attacked many parts of the country. Effigy
burning of Santa Claus was there by some Hindutva organizations alleging that
Santa comes for religious conversion. Churches were vandalized in Karnataka
and Haryana on the eve of Christmas.

The license of six thousand organizations and institutions for accepting
foreign funds were not allowed to renew by the Home Ministry. The Nehru
Memorial Library, Jamia Millia Islamia, Oxfom, RCFI and many other
educational, charitable and relief communities among those organizations
denied the renewal of the license. Who is the 'Sab' in the prestigious motto of
this government 'Sab ka sath'?

In the budget, funds for Madrassas and other minority institutions have
disappeared. And there is no mention of important fellowships like National
Fellowship for SC, National Fellowship for ST and Maulana Azad National
Fellowship for Minority Students. Last year there was no mention for National
Fellowships for SC and ST. It seems that every year the government is
avoiding the importance of such fellowships. Without proper and separate

allocations for such economic empowerment of weaker sections, the
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consideration may not be done genuinely. The research scholars from these
underprivileged sections often face delay of fellowships, most of the time due
to the delay of fund generation and sometimes due to the absence of funds in
concerned authorities.

Fisheries sector is again neglected in the budget. There shall be a
unique welfare policy for fishermen communities. Like everything else, this
government will sell our seas and rivers also. The traditional fishermen will be
thrown out from their lands. The proposed CRZ amendment, Indian Marine
Fisheries Bill and WTO agreement on subsidies are pointing to a betrayal to
the poor fisherfolk of our country.

The allocation for Pradhan Mantri Annadata Aay Yojana in the last
budget was 400 crore rupees. The revised budget was just 1 crore rupees.
And for this budget, there is no funds in the case of unemployment, this budget
is a blank paper without a vision. First of all, do you have any idea about 'What
is a vision?' You have just a tube light there always.

When Rahul Gandhi talks about a Tsunami of Covid 19 pandemic or
economic crisis, you will not understand that. Your IT cell will make trolls and
fake news about it. And when the reality comes, you will enter with a new
name. The 6,000 crore rupees for Atmanirbhar Bharat Rozgar Yojana is not
enough. It will never solve the existing unemployment crisis. The allocated
fund for Bhima Yojana for unorganized workers is just 10 lakh rupees. It is

clear that you don't have any idea about the unorganized working sector. The
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Prime Minister was accusing Congress and other opposition parties that they
did some 'Covid sin' during pandemic lockdown. Yes, Congress helped
stranded unorganized workers to reach their home. Congress initiated to help
those people who wanted Oxygen cylinders. If helping stranded migrant
workers who are left unattended during a complete nationwide lockdown where
the Government gave up on them completely without providing any mode of
transportation.

Currently in India, the duty on gold is 10.75% and it may be one of the highest
rates in the world in terms of Gold. The high rate of duty on gold is allegedly a
reason for the increasing attempts of smuggling gold. Therefore, the duty on
gold shall be reduced to 3%.

| would like to request some important projects for Thrissur district to be
considered in Budget allocation. The Agricultural University of Kerala which is
in Mannuthi, Thrissur shall be upgraded to the international standards in
agricultural research. Rs 100 crore shall be allocated for this. Rs. 50 crore shall
be allocated for the developmental activities in Kerala Medical University in
Thrissur. The Thrissur- Ponnani Kol fields in Kerala is very famous for rice
farming. The Union Government had allocated various supports earlier. To
preserve this Kol region which is marked in Ramsar sites as Vembanad Kol
wetlands. Rs 100 crore shall be allocated for the preservation of this

environmentally important site.
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Rs 50 crore shall be allocated to support Kerala Forest Research
Institute in Peechi. Chettuva Harbor and Munakkakkadavu fish landing center
are very important centers in Kerala fisheries sector. One of the most important
characteristics of these fishing centers is its close positioning to the fish banks
in Arabian Sea. For the developmental activities of these centers, the Union
Government shall initiate a special package and also provide financial support
from the funds of the union government to modernize the ports and harbors.

An innovative tourism project called 'Smart Thrissur' shall be
initiated connecting the possibilities of culture, festivals, environment, forest,
temple arts, beaches, wetlands, Ayurveda, folklore sectors in Thrissur. A
project called 'Smart Thrissur' under Vvisionaries like Dr. Muralee
Thummarukudy and Dr. Benny Kuriakose is there in its first phase. A financial
package of Rs 100 shall be allocated for this.

More funds for Guruvayur- Thirunavaya line shall be allocated and
the procedure for the completion of works shall be done without delay.

Since every Parliamentary constituency consists of seven
Assembly segments, the MPs funds should be Rs. 42 crores proportionally.

However, we have to make do with a measly Rs. 5 crores. That is lower than
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allocation for one Assembly constituency. In this scenario, the MPLADS should
be increased to at least Rs. 15 crores so that the MPs can effectively
contribute to the development of his or her constituency. | request the
Government to consider this request favourably since it is a policy decision that
will help all MPs and people of India in a bipartisan manner.

There is also a consistent demand to increase the salary and provide

"SHRI Y. DEVENDRAPPA (BELLARY): Hon. Chairperson Madam, My
Sharanu Sharaanrthi (Namaskar) to all. Thank you for allowing me to
participate in the discussion on General Budget for the year 2022-23,
presented by the Hon’ble Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman ji, who is
representing Karnataka in the Upper House.

Budget is the government’s blueprint on expenditure, taxes it plans to
levy, and other transactions which affect the economy and lives of citizens.
The government is estimated to spend Rs 39,44,909 crore during 2022-23.
This is an increase of 4.6% over the revised estimate of 2021-22.

This Budget lays blueprint for the Amrit Mahotsav year. This will directly
benefit our youth, women, farmers, the Scheduled Castes and the Scheduled
Tribes. Big public investment for modern infrastructure. It is beyond doubt that
this budget helps our great India to achieve its goal easily. This is being done
under the able guidance of our hon. Prime Minister many good schemes are
introduced in the country.

'PM Kisan Samman Nidhi Yojana' is one of them. The country is
progressing with this significant scheme. Nearly 1,80,000 crore rupees spent

on more than 11 crore farmer families through.

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The Government has started 'Swamitva Yojana' to provide documents to
the people in rural areas for their properties. So far more than 40 lakh property
cards have been given in 27,000 villages.

The Government has started 'Kisan Rail Seva' for farmers to get higher
price for their crops, to promote their produce and so that their goods can
reach the market.

For the first time in the world, the World Health Organization is going to
set up a Global Centre for Traditional Medicine in India.

India has also taken Green Grid Initiative - 'One Sun', 'One World', 'One
Grid' by taking the world community along.

Women empowerment is the biggest example of the success of 'Ujjwala
Yojana'. As far as employment generation is concerned, the most impressive
growth of 152 percent has been recorded in the IT/BPO sector, while growth
rates in Health is 77 per cent, in Education it is 39 per cent, in Manufacturing it
is 22 percent, in Transport it is 68 per cent and in Construction it is 42 percent.

Under Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Yojana (PMGKY), Government of
India has contributed both 12 per cent employer’'s share and 12% employee’s
share under Employees Provident Fund (EPF), totalling 24per cent of the wage
for the wage month from March to August, 2020 for the establishments having
100 employees with 90% of such employees earning less than Rs. 15000/-.
This has helped in providing employment in EPFO registered establishments

during post Covid period.
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During Covid-19 pandemic the Government introduced Aatmanirbhar
Bharat Rozgar Yojana and with social security schemes. This scheme being
implemented through the Employees’ Provident Fund Organisation (EPFO),
seeks to reduce the financial burden of the employers and encourages them to
hire more workers. Under this scheme 39.59 lakh beneficiaries are provided
benefits through 1.17 lakh establishments.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Please complete.

SHRI Y. DEVENDRAPPA: With regard to river-interlinking projects, the budget
announced the support to river-interlinking projects including to Krishna,
Pennar and Cauvery. Karnataka has been extending its support to the river-
linking scheme. However, my state has demanded its share in surplus water.

That is why the projects related to Krishna, Pennar and Cauvery are of
concern to Karnataka. Though river water disputes between riparian states
have more or less been settled by various commissions, the sharing of surplus
water continues to be a contentious issue. Therefore Southern rivers should
not be interlinked before the state’s share of surplus water is finalized and to
ensure justice to my state.

| appreciate that the Government has taken serious note on Climate
change and Hon'ble Finance Minister has increased the total allocation for
Ministry of Environment Forest & Climate Change is Rs. 3030 crore, which is
Rs. 161 crore increased from the last budget. Funding the National Clean Air

Program under 'control of pollution' has received a budget of Rs 460 crore,

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National Clean Air Program (NCAP) is a crucial programme to tackle the air
pollution crisis across Indian cities. But we have only two years left to achieve
the air pollution reduction target for 132 cities.

MGNREGA is one of the best employment-generating schemes at rural
and backward areas particularly North Eastern Region and although under this
scheme lots of assets has been created. The allocation to MGNREGA is cut
back to Rs 73,000 crore from the revised estimate of Rs 98,000 crore this year.
It needed to be stepped up substantially given the increasing demand for work
due to high rates of rural job loss due to the COVID-19 pandemic. Further, the
allocation in labour intensive sectors such as rural development and agriculture
and allied activities show little rise or an actual decline when adjusted for
inflation. Thus, this investment pattern will not lead to the boost required in
employment generation.

| appreciate that Hon'ble Finance Minister has mentioned about mental
health and due to covid-19 pandemic's last two waves has badly affected the
people particularly youths. | welcome that Government is intense for mental
health and has announced for 'National Tele Mental Health Programme' to
address mental health problems that have been exacerbated by the lockdowns
and anxieties triggered by the pandemic.

By calling the energy transition the sunrise opportunity, the finance
minister in her budget speech clearly indicates that the era of clean energy is

here and we can't afford to not use this opportunity. Allocating Rs 19,500 crore
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to build the domestic manufacturing capacity, promoting clean energy for
Anganwadi centres and provision of decentralized renewable energy for
vibrant village programmes are welcoming news. India moves towards a clean
energy transition and the programme to promote decentralized renewable

energy in border villages and should expand to all villages across the country.

The technology used for the coal gasification plan is archaic. It
contaminates both surface water and groundwater and also emits greenhouse
gases. If renewable energy is available and becoming cheaper day by day,

government should invest more fund for renewable energy sector.

| welcome that the finance minister speaks about the promotion of public
transport in urban areas, zero fossil-fuel policy, and EV vehicles. However,
many cities are working on to create efficient infrastructure to build sustainable
mobility. Any effort for sustainable urban mobility must go beyond electric
vehicles and big projects like the metro and focus more on localised,

accessible, and affordable modes of transport.

In the last budget, the finance minister announced a new scheme at a
cost of Rs 18,000 Cr to support the augmentation of public bus transport
services but it's still under process. The concerned authorities must speed up
the process to promote public transport, with the creation of a separate fund to

support cities to implement the policies on the ground level.
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The finance minister in her speech spoke about chemical-free natural
farming and the International Year of Millets.

The Finance Minister has balanced both welfare schemes and
incentives to boost the economy which will facilitate the achievement of a 5
trillion-dollar economy dream of our Prime Minister. The clarity of thought and
focus on Sabka Saath Sabka vikas of our government was evident from the
minute the Finance Minister began her speech. The 3 core themes of
Aspirational India covering Agriculture, rural development, Education &
Sanitation, Economic Development which comprised of Industry, Commerce &

Infrastructure and Caring Society which involves Women and Child
Welfare, Culture, Tourism & Environment reflects the sensitivity of our

government towards the needs of not only the common man, farmer or

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businessman but also achieve the dream of Mahatma Gandhi Ji & Deen Dayal
Upadhyay Ji who gave the principles of Antyodaya.

The Union budget 2022-23 strives to enact economic reforms for the
country that is recovering from the pandemic and pave the pathway for its
robust rise in the coming years. It speaks of an outlook for India@100 in
preparation for a post-Covid world order. The thrust has been to nurture
economic development with sustainable and wide-scale employment. To that
extent, the budget has crafted a growth plan which is driven by investment
policy levers. In an ambitious expansion plan, Rs 7.5 ftrillion as capital
expenditure and Rs 10.7 trillion as effective capex have been earmarked to
facilitate a virtuous cycle of jobs and growth.

Amid an economic environment where uncertainties still linger, the
private expenditure component of GDP usually dithers. There is a need for an
enabling milieu. It was therefore imperative that the government steps in and
front-loads the economy through public expenditure. But an economy has a
limited reservoir of policy resources hence public expenditure needs keen
judgement, this budget demonstrates that.

The Government proposes to spend Rs crore in 2022-23, which is an
increase of 4.6% over the revised estimate of 2021-22. In 2021-22, total
expenditure is estimated to be 8.2% higher than budget estimates The receipts
(other than borrowings) in 2022-23 are expected to be to Rs 22,83,713 crore,

an increase of 4.8% over revised estimate of 2021-22. In 2021-22, total
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receipts (Other than borrowings) are estimated to be 10.2% higher than the
budget estimates.

The Special Economic Zones Act, 2005 will be replaced with a new
legislation that will enable states to become partners in 'Development of*
Enterprise and Service Hubs', covering all existing and new industrial
enclaves. Legislative changes will also be brought in to promote agro-forestry
and private forestry. Amendments will be made in the Insolvency and
Bankruptcy Code to facilitate cross border insolvency resolution.

Under Ayushman Bharat Digital Mission, an open platform for National
Digital Health Ecosystem will be established. It will consist of digital registries
of health providers and health facilities, unique health identity, consent
framework, and universal access to health facilities. A National Tele Mental
Health Programme will be launched to provide access to quality mental health
counselling and care services. The Ken-Betwa Link Project will be
implemented at an estimated cost of Rs 44,605 crore.

The Digital Ecosystem for Skilling and Livelihood (DESH) Stack e-portal
will be launched. The portal will help citizens learn skills, acquire credentials,
and assist in finding relevant jobs. Projects relating to transport and logistics
infrastructure in the National Infrastructure Pipeline will be aligned with PM
GatiShakti framework, which was launched last year. The Prime Minister's
Development Initiative for North-East (PMDeVINE) will be implemented through

the North-Eastern Council to fund development projects in the North-East
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region. Also, one lakh crore rupees is being allocated to states for catalysing
investments, in the form of 50-year interest free loans.

The PM GatiShakti Master Plan for Expressways will be formulated in
2022-23. The National Highways network will be expanded by 25,000 km in
2022-23. ‘One-station one-product’ concept will be implemented to help local
businesses and supply chains. 400 new Vande Bharat trains will be developed
and manufactured during the next three years. Further, 100 cargo terminals for
multimodal logistics facilities will also be developed during the next three
years. Spectrum auctions will be conducted to facilitate rollout of 5G mobile
services within 2022-23.

THE MINISTER OF FINANCE AND MINISTER OF CORPORATE AFFAIRS
(SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN): Thank you, hon. Speaker Sir. | thank
all the hon. Members who have participated in this discussion on the Budget.

Hon. Speaker Sir, you have rightly said that more than eighty Members
have spoken on the Budget. In the last few days, you have held it even if it was
late in the night. The Members’ enthusiasm in talking about the Budget and
getting into some details actually has motivated me. The interest in this year’s
Budget like that of the last year as well as of the previous years has not just
been cursory. People have gone into the details, and therefore, it gives me
greater motivation to reply. Of course, as things stand, and subject to
correction, | am also given to understand that nearly 45 Members of
Parliament have given their written speeches.

Sir, | would have actually started off with the Budget all over again in
terms of some very distinct features which are there in it but | am very tempted
to take it off and start from the first speaker of the Opposition. Of course, | will
be answering many of the questions that he has raised. Maybe, because he
wanted to sound a lot more interesting about the Budget, his criticism started
off by saying:

“‘Amrit Kaal over the next 25 years; today, the people of India are

facing Andh Kaal.”
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A very senior Member of the House is saying that this is not Amrit Kaal;
this is Andh Kaal. So, | thought, we should just go over that a bit more so that
the Members would also know what probably is running in his mind.

Sir, there certainly was an Andh Kaal in this country. But that Andh Kaal
was thanks entirely due to the Congress. | would list out a few things. None of
us can disagree that that was an Andh Kaal. | would start with the fact that in

1991, we had foreign exchange reserves only for two weeks. ST UBA

gAROT BT dTeT A &7 I3t STFT & | So, that was an Andh Kaal. There was an
Andh Kaal in 1991 when you could not manage your foreign exchange
reserves, and you did not know what to do. Then, you tried to bring in a reform.

You have also claimed that you brought the reform, whereas, that was
under compulsion as one of our hon. Members mentioned it. That was Andh
Kaal. ... (Interruptions)

Again, there was double-digit inflation during the ten years of UPA. | will
get into some of the details a bit later also. When we are constantly talking
about inflation and the Government is explaining itself as to where and what
was being done in order to contain what today is being suffered by people all
over the world but that is no excuse, we are responding to the situation in
India. Double-digit inflation during UPA-I and particularly UPA-Il was andhkaal
indeed and that is the andhkaal probably he is referring to.

Thirdly, there took place coal scam and there were everyday headlines

about corruption, 2G scam, Antrix-Devas scam and there were middlemen
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everywhere. The country did not know what was happening. Every morning it
was dreadful to see the paper with yet another scam. Sir, that was andhkaal.
Not knowing how to deal with the country after the global financial crisis,
inflation touching double-digit and also the macro-economic situation and
fundamentals all going idher-udher, India became one of the fragile five. That
was andhkaal with policy paralysis. So, if he is referring to andhkaal, he is
referring to the period of his own Government and from the memory whereas
what we have created today is a situation where a common man feels that he
has received the benefits from the Government which were promised over the
decades. Therefore, entering into the next 25 years towards India@100 would
be certainly the amritkaal that all of us are referring to.

Why do | say that? Jan Dhan Yojana brought in financial inclusion for all
Indians. Today, | can say that there 44.58 crore accounts and in those
accounts, which were made fun of saying that these are zero balance accounts
and how you can have accounts where there is not going to be any balance,
there are Rs. 1.57 lakh crore as deposits. These Jan Dhan accounts include
55.6 per cent women’s accounts. So, the coverage of man-woman and the
coverage of rural-urban, everything is taken care of when we are talking about
Jan Dhan Yojana. That is the first footstep in moving towards financial

inclusion and moving towards amritkaal.
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Sir, again, 44 unicorns have successfully been identified in this country
and they have created wealth. They have also become the new showcasing of
India’s talent and innovation. This has happened between 2020 and 2021.

During the pandemic, 20 crore women were given Rs. 500 directly by
the click of a button in DBT format and the moneys went into their account.
Therefore, this again is true inclusion and inclusive development. Again, Rs.
2,000 were also given to farmers and that amount gets given every now and
then. So, annually Rs. 6,000 for sure go into their accounts. This actually is
leading towards amritkaal.

Under SVANidhi Yojana, more than 33 lakh loans amounting to Rs.
3,407 crore have also been sanctioned and more than 29 lakh loans
amounting to Rs. 2,989 crore have been disbursed. This covers poor street
vendors who otherwise would not have had the chance to enter the bank to
claim credit or loan. They have been covered, indeed leading towards
amritkaal for our country.

Under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana, three crore houses have been
sanctioned of which more than two crore houses have already been completed
in this country. Therefore, it will be amritkaal from now for all these people,
leadings towards India@100.

Every village in India has been electrified. Therefore, talking of andhkaal

was of their time whereas now, you have fantastic lit villages. In every village,
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every house has got electricity. Now, Jyoti is reaching homes and piped water
connection through Nal Se Jal Scheme has also been reaching people.

A total of 13.5 lakh MSME accounts were saved due to the ECLGS; 1.5
crore workers have been saved from potential unemployment; and 1.7 billion
people have been given free vaccination. If all this is not going to lead towards
India@100 and Amrit Kaal, what else could? So, therefore, | want to just
respond to senior leader Shashi Tharoor Ji by saying that truly recognise when
andh kaal was and what we are leading towards India@100 is actually Amrit
Kaal. The Budget this time has stated quite a few things which are going to be
leading towards building of modern India, a 21° century India. First of all is the
PLI scheme where Rs. 20,000 crore has been announced and this is going to
be for thermal power plants which can be now looking forward to reduction in
carbon dioxide. | am only naming a few. We have 100 PM Gati Shakti cargo
terminals which will all be developed within the country and this is going to help
in movement of goods and services and also increasing the exports from this
country.

Four major Multi-Modal Logistics Parks are also being established in this
country, which again is going to be better for exporters and bring in greater
logistic convenience. Urbanisation, like many of the speakers have recognized,
is being given high priority. Tier-ll and Tier-1ll cities are all going to be ramped
up for the facilities which they need. Capacity Building Commission is also

going to help us in plan and this is not just going to be business as usual, it is
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going to be a paradigm shift in the way in which we deal with building our
cities.

There are many more such announcements which we have made.
Digital education, digital university, digital banking, and we are going to have
district-level banks which are going to function completely with digital facilities.
The Central Bank is also going to be issuing a digital currency, regarding which
| have made an announcement. More than that, animation, visual effects,
gaming, and comics in which our youth are experts, we are creating a
committee which will look at possibilities of bringing in various facilities and the
framework which is required so that we can be able to produce good gaming
and comics through the digital and visual effects through the digital media. ...
(Interruptions)

5G services will also generate new employment, and for that we are also
providing the necessary ecosystem. In the Budget, drone technology which will
be of great help for the farmers, is also something which we are giving a lot of
importance. Khelo India and Fit India are all being given high priority for the
youth of this country. There are going to be 1.5 lakh post offices in the country
which will be more than just post offices, which will have all kinds of banking
service facilities. Those who have Sukanya Samriddhi account and PPF
account in the post office will also be benefitting from these services. E-NAM is

something about which we have spoken.
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Startups have been given a lot of encouragement particularly for
startups which help in agriculture bringing in value addition. We have taken a
lot of steps towards that. | am not getting into every announcement that | have
made in the Budget. | am broadly indicating that we have a clear plan to take
all sectors and their development in our mind and move with that intention in
the next few years. But then, one important point which we should not lose
sight of is this. This global crisis, the pandemic, has been one of the absolute
rare events in the last couple of hundred years. Even the Spanish flu did not
probably get recorded for the devastation in economy that it created.

| would say that for India this is probably the fourth contraction in the
GDP triggered off through an international event. In 1972-73, India saw
contraction in GDP purely because of the global oil crisis. In 1979-80 again,
there was a contraction in GDP, and that was because of the Iran-lraq War.
After that came the global financial crisis in 2008-09 when again there was a
contraction. But none of this was negative. They were all reduction, remaining
in the positive territory, but there was a substantial reduction. Year 2008-09
also saw a contraction because of the global financial crisis. But what we saw
because of the pandemic in 2020-21, which led to a contraction of 6.6 per cent
negative, was one of the worst ever that we faced. And we were not alone in it.
Indeed, all over the world, economy suffered because of such a contraction.

But what | would say is that no country had anything before them to compare
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what they could do now, what resulted now, with something else which
happened before.

However, in the recent memory, if we were to look at a global economic
crisis which also had an impact on the Indian economy, it was the global
financial crisis. | would just like to do a comparison between what was the
economy then and what were our solutions for that, and what is the economy
now and what solutions we gave for this one. In a way, the global financial
crisis resulted in a reduced gain because it was a negative growth. It was still a
small growth, but it was constricted growth. The reduced gain in the GDP was
Rs. 2.12 lakh crore in 2008-09. Compared to that, the last GDP now is Rs.
9.57 lakh crore. So, that is the extent to which we have lost in this pandemic,
compared to the financial crisis that happened a decade ago.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): How much is it percentage
wise?

Despite significant supply
side disruptions, India’s CPI inflation, | am picking that up for a minute, was 6.2
per cent in 2020-21 as compared to 9.1 per cent in 2008-09. Look at the

That means today, in spite of
this intense crisis, in spite of the reduction in the GDP to the extent of Rs. 9.57
lakh crore, the CPI inflation is well contained and it is only 6.2 per cent. It
shows that we have managed the economy much better now, it is easy to say
now, than a smaller crisis of that time when the contraction was only Rs. 2.12
lakh crore ...

sense, if you spend one rupee, immediately this year the return, or the
multiplier effect will be worth 45 paise, and the next year you may get an
additional 10 paise. It is not going to be one rupee for every rupee; it will not
even be 50 paise this year. So, there is no point in spending that money on
revenue expenditure because the multiplier is limited, it is less than one.

The RBI's estimate again says that if you spend one rupee on capital
expenditure creating assets, the return or the multiplier effect will be Rs.2.45 in
the first year, and additionally in the next year and the year after another
Rs.3.14 will get added to it. So, for all the taxpayers’ money that we spend on
capital expenditure building assets, building public infrastructure, this year itself
you will have Rs.2.45 as multiplier and the next year you will get Rs.3.14.
Therefore, since taxpayers’ money spent in creating assets gets a better
return, better multiplier effect, we chose to spend on infrastructure building.
Okay, we are borrowing money to do public expenditure but we are also
ensuring that revenue expenditure is rationalised.

Sir, | want to convey and put it on record of this august House that
revenue deficit as a percentage of GDP has shown visible decline because it
does not give you the multiplier that you want. | want to highlight and show that
in 2020-21 it is 7.3, which is actual, whereas the BE for 2021-22 is 5.1. In

2021-22, RE is only 4.7 and in 2022-23 BE we have put 3.8 only.
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Normally, anybody who is looking at budget preparations and budgets of
the countries will understand that it is highly difficult, very difficult, to reduce
revenue expenditure. But we have shown that without hurting much, revenue
expenditure could be rationalised. | just want to put this one on record, Sir.

Now, in a way, | will respond to Members of Parliament who have raised
issues. On that, | would like to give clarification or respond to the questions
that Members have raised. | will first start with several Members questioning
the GDP growth projections. Members have said that the real GDP growth
rate mentioned in the Budget Speech and the Economic Survey are different.
There is a mismatch; many Members said that. But | just want to say that for
2022-23, the projected growth in the Economic Survey is 8 to 8.5 per cent.
They have given a band. The Economic Survey gave a band of growth which
is 8 to 8.5 per cent. The estimates of RBI are different. As they are doing their
own projection, their estimates are slightly different. With this projected growth
rate, to arrive at a nominal growth rate figure, you will have to top it up with the
deflator. The GDP growth rate in the Budget projections 2022-23 was based
on the advance estimates of the NSO, which is given by the Ministry of
Statistics and Programme Implementation. That is a different strand. So, their
numbers will also be slightly different. But the trend and the number largely
are in the same level, the same sort of quartile. So, the difference by itself
does not account for too much except for the fact that the advance estimates

based on which we have projected the figure of GDP growth in the Budget was
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prior to the Omicron. What we have done is that we have also taken the
Omicron into consideration and used that figure. Therefore, the Budget
projections 2022-23 are looking at a nominal GDP growth of 11.1 per cent. So,
there is no difference. There is no much worry if the numbers are different.
The Economic Survey takes it from one source; we take it from another. All of
us use our deflators. Roughly, they are about similar ranges.

About WPI, there was a voice which was raised. Of course, that is in
double digit, whereas CPI has been remaining in the range. Therefore, we
expect to have a deflator of about 3-3.5 per cent. So, that clarity, | just wanted
to bring to the notice of the hon. Members who spoke about mismatch in the
two GDP growth figures.

| will come to this topic which most Members did raise as a concern:
unemployment. Members quoted from the speeches and mentioned that only
60 lakh jobs have been talked about. That was only for one of the schemes for
which we said that because of this scheme, there will be about 60 lakh jobs.
That is the PLI Scheme. So, that does not mean, that is the only scheme in
which we are looking at generating employment. ... (Interruptions)

SHRI ADHIR RANJAN CHOWDHURY: But by that time, the 17" Lok Sabha
will be over. ... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Sir, employment generation would be a
natural outcome. | am just saying this, to start with. | know that Members are

waiting to pounce on me because | have said this line. Let us understand the
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context. It is because just for PLI, when | said 60 lakh jobs, if | am not faulted
at, it was presumed conveniently saying, that is all is the job you are creating.
Not at all. In that Scheme, that is the number of jobs. In general, when we are
talking of high growth, in general, we are spending on infrastructure and
looking at railways, roadways, building of multimodal transport, logistic hub,
inland waterways, power generation, and renewable energy. These are not
going to happen without jobs.

The latest Periodic Labour Force Survey, which Adhir ji also referred to
during his speech, indicates that urban unemployment rate in January to
March quarter of 2021-22 has declined to pre-pandemic level of 9 per cent
after peaking to 20.8 per cent during the first wave, April-dJune quarter 2020-21.

So, this is the unemployment data which has been given by the same
periodic Labour Force Survey, which Shri Adhir Ranjan Chowdhury ji has
mentioned. | am giving you the figure of urban unemployment. | will repeat it
here. Urban unemployment rate in January-March quarter of 2021-22 has
declined to pre-pandemic level of 9 per cent after peaking at 20.8 per cent.

In November 2020-21, we saw an addition in the EPFO net subscription.
The net subscription makes up for those who have gone away and those who
have come in new. So, net addition to EPFO subscription saw a peak at 13.9
lakh new subscribers, an increase of 109.21 per cent over the previous year,

and the highest in any given month since 2017.
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So, that is about unemployment on which hon. Members, DR. M P
Abdussamad Samadani (IUML), Shri Ariff (CPI(M)), Shri Dinesh Chandra
Yadav (JD(U)), Shri B. Mahtab (BJD), Dr. Shashi Tharoor, and Dr. Farooq
Abdullah had spoken about.

With regard to reduction of allocation to MGNREGA, | would like to say
that MGNREGA is a demand-driven programme. As and when there is a
demand, we give the additional required amount through the Supplementary
Demands for Grants. We have not reduced the amount and compared to BE
the amount has remained same. It is this Government, which having given
Rs.64,000 crore in the BE in 2020-21, raised it to Rs.1,11,000 crore for
MGNREGA. So, when the demand comes, we give them money required for
keeping the rural employment guarantee scheme effective.

| would like to quote; the BE 2021-22, Rs.73,000 crore; RE increased to
Rs.98,000 crore. BE is Rs.73,000 crore. There is no reduction. This is a
demand-driven programme. As and when the demand comes, we will be
giving it. It has never been let down.

The issue of MGNREGA was raised by DR. M P Abdussamad
Samadani, Shri N.K. Premachandran, Shri Kalyan Banerjee, Shri Sudip
Bandyopadhyay, Shri B. Mahtab, Dr. Ranjith Reddy, Shri Muraleedharan, Dr.
Farooq Abdullah, Shri Kathir Anand, Shri M.K. Raghavan, Prof. Sougata Ray,

and Dr. Shashi Tharoor.
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The estimates which have been mentioned are always the best
estimates, and they are also subject to changes as and when demand comes.
| have already said it.

There was a concern about the social welfare schemes getting reduced
allocations, which is not true. | will just give you an indication. | will read it in
sequence; SC, BE 2021-22, RE 2021-22, BE 2022-23. SC, BE 2021-22, 1.26
lakh crore RE, 1.4 lakh crore (it was 1.2 lakh crore in the BE), BE 2022-23,
1.42 lakh crore, which is higher than the BE of last year, even higher than the
RE of last year. This is about the Scheduled Tribes welfare. BE-2021-22, 0.8
lakh crore, RE-2021-22, 0.87 lakh crore, BE-2022-23, 0.89 lakh crore, it has
not reduced at all. On the contrary, it is increasing.

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Hon. Speaker, Sir, | now come to
COVID related health preparedness package. Several hon. Members raised
questions about why we did it that year and why we are not doing it this year.

The allocation for the Ministry of Health and Family
Welfare which was Rs. 64,000 crore, which | mentioned, has been increased
to Rs. 86,000 crore in the BE of 2022-23 which is a 35 per cent increase. Many
hon. Members normally ask as to what is the percentage of increase. It is a 35
per cent increase. The allocations in the years 2020-21 and 2021-2022 also
include COVID-19 related emergency health preparedness packages.

Sir, | would like to give one other additional information on the health
sector. In BE of 2022-23, a sum of Rs. 5,846 crore has been allocated under
PM Ayushman Bharat Health Infrastructure Mission (ABHIM). It is a scheme to
develop capacities in the health systems and institutions in responding
effectively to the current and any, God forbid, future pandemic or disaster. So,
that is about health.

Sir, before | come to the education sector there were questions about ...
(Interruptions) child labour. ... (Interruptions) There were questions whether
the Government has reduced allocation on child labour. | want to submit here
that the allocation to the National Child Labour Project in the Ministry of Labour
and Employment is for committed liabilities of schools run by the Ministry till
31* March, 2023. Now, this programme is also being subsumed under
Samagra Siksha Abhiyan from 2022-23. So, it is not getting closed. It is getting

subsumed into the Samagra Siksha Abhiyan under the Department of School
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Education. The Samagra Siksha Abhiyan has an outlay of Rs. 37,383 crore for
this year for which the Budget has been presented. So, through this shift we
think that the focus on integrated child labour management and also
mainstreaming children coming out of child labour will be far more focussed
though the Education Department. That is why, this has been done and you
are already aware that for bridging the gap of education lost we have brought
in 200 television channels through E-Vidya and we expect to have that for
fulfilling the needs of children in poorer Government schools from poor families
who cannot afford to buy a cell phone.

Sir, very quickly | will talk about education. That is also something on
which many hon. Members wondered if | have reduced the allocation. | have
not reduced the allocation. In 2020-21 it was Rs. 84, 219 crore; in the RE of
2021-22, it went up to Rs. 88,000 crore and this year, for the first time, it is over
18 per cent increase, rising to Rs. 1,04,000 crore for education.

ADV. A.M. ARIFF (ALAPPUZHA): Is it that 14 project sector Kendriya
Vidyalayas are going to be converted into civil sector KVs? ... (Interruptions)

SHRIMATI NIRMALA SITHARAMAN: Adv Ariff, | think | have answered quite
a few of your questions. | am coming to others. More of your questions are
being answered. There will be quite a lot of Members who will ask as to why
there is partiality and why only Adv. Ariff's questions are being answered....
(Interruptions) That is all right. A budget of over Rs. 1 lakh crore is given for

education. | am sure that they will take care of your needs also.
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Sir, regarding MSME sector, this has been quite a concern for a lot of
Members because MSME sector is the backbone of India’s manufacturing
sector. It is there actually all over the country and they need support. We
have definitely taken up a lot of schemes to reach them. An amount of Rs.
20,000 crore has been given to the subordinate debt for the MSMEs which will
help MSMEs which are already in distress.

Secondly, the amount of Rs. 3 lakh crore of collateral free automatic
loans for businesses has been enhanced to Rs. 4.5 lakh crore and another Rs.
50,000 crore has been added for those in hospitality sector. New revised
criteria of classification for MSMEs have also brought in greater possibilities for
them to improve and expand their business. So, we have actually brought in
segments of MSMEs, heard them, understood their problem and therefore,
extended some assistance to them.

Just for the record, | would say that Emergency Credit Liquidity
Guarantee Scheme has also now been extended till March, 2023. So, those
MSMEs who still want to benefit out of it and who have not used it earlier are
welcome to use it. The amount of loan sanctioned under the Emergency
Credit Liquidity Guarantee is up to Rs.3.10 lakh crore. Guarantee space left
under that Scheme is still Rs. 1.4 lakh crore because what we provide is just
the Government security meaning that emergency Government guarantee is

being given.
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Coming to the disbursements made, an amount of Rs. 2.36 lakh crore
has already been disbursed. They have gone to the hands of the MSMEs. It is
an amount of Rs. 2.36 lakh crore.

Sir, | am almost coming to the end of the clarifications which Members
wanted. On food and fertiliser subsidy, it is again an issue on which several
Members spoke. In the RE of 2021-22, allocation for food subsidy is Rs. 2.86
lakh crore. This is higher because, under Pradhan Mantri Garib Anna Yojana,
an additional allocation of around Rs. 1 lakh crore has been made in food
subsidy. Food subsidy allocation for 2022-23 is Rs. 2.07 lakh crore which is
based on the requirement at this point in time. So, there is no reduction in the
food subsidy.

Regarding fertiliser subsidy, all of us know that last year, the global price
of fertilisers went up. We import quite a lot of fertilisers. We, from the
Government, bore that increased cost in the global fertiliser market, imported it
and gave it at the same price to the farmers. We did not allow the price
increase in the global markets to fall upon the farmers. After all, we do not
manufacture those particular fertilisers which we import. We imported them at
a higher price but did not put that burden on the farmers. That is one thing
which we have to keep in mind. In 2021-22, that is the year which is ending on
31% March, 2022, Rs. 79,530 crore has been given as fertiliser subsidy. In the
RE, because of the global increase in the price, this Rs. 79,530 crore has gone

up to Rs. 1,40,000 crore and there is not a burden on the farmers.
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Government of India has put in that money. Therefore, the burden has been
taken on the Government’s shoulders and not moved over to the farmers.

To limit the damage inflicted by the pandemic, the Government had
announced a special economic and comprehensive package of Rs. 29.87 lakh
crore through Atma Nirbhar Bharat and that includes the measures taken by
the RBI also.

Sir, Pradhan Mantri Garib Kalyan Yojana, we all know, was a package of
Rs.1.70 lakh crore. Rs.1,000 in two instalments of Rs.500 each was given to
old-age citizens, widows, disabled, beneficiaries of National Social Assistance
Programme (NSAP) and so on.

Sir, | just want to highlight on income inequality. There has been a lot of
questions raised. | just want to say about the policy of financial inclusion. |
have already spoken about Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana, number of
accounts, the amounts which are there, etc.

Pradhan Mantri Jan Dhan Yojana, after being introduced in 2014, we
brought in Pradhan Mantri Mudra Yojana in 2015. Under that, Rs.32.11 crore
loans have been given with a sanctioned amount of Rs.17 lakh crore. This has
created 1.2 crore additional employment opportunities between 2015 and 2018
... (Interruptions) You have asked a lot of questions. | am giving answers. You
should wait.

Despite 2021 being the pandemic year, 15 Sustainable Development

Goals (SDGs) measured by NITI Aayog in SDG Index have all been included
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for reducing inequalities because that is one of the important goals that we
have.

Sir, | am not getting into the total amount of tax devolution which is
available in the public domain. It is one of the points on which a lot of Members
raised questions. | do not want to take more time. There are one or two

important points on which | will speak.

Maananiya Speaker, Sir, Prof. Sougata Ray raised the question that the
World Bank has dropped ease of doing business. Why are you talking about it?
Did you not know that the World Bank has dropped it? Sir, the World Bank may
produce Ease of Doing Business Report. That is fine. But the compliance
burden on the Indian business will have to go, whether there is World Bank
Report or no report. All the compliance burdens on our Indian business, on the
chhote businessmen, will have to go. That is why, 25,000 compliance burdens
have been removed by us. And for an hon. Member, a senior Member to think
that we are doing it only for the World Bank Report’s sake, he misses the point.
That ease of doing business is anyway required for our members, those who
are doing the business, and, that is why, nearly 1500 — all those not so
relevant --kanoon have been removed, and that was possible because Prime
Minister Modi had the conviction that our businessmen should have ease of
doing business.

They should not be burdened by compliances which are too much for
them to keep or by laws which are leading to rent-seeking corruption and,

therefore, we should remove all of them down. So, 25,000 compliances have
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been removed. 1500 laws have been removed so that ease of doing business
will come in. ... (Interruptions) Therefore, | want that point to be absorbed by
the Member who threw it thinking ‘oh, the Minister does not know anything’.

Though she is not here to hear my speech, | would like to
please correct the fact that | am not a nominated Member, | am elected to the
Rajya Sabha. Here, | also want to add that nominated Members are also
dignified Members. They are chosen because of their contribution to the
society is important, and therefore they are given a place in the Rajya Sabha.
Are the Members of Rajya Sabha being mocked at? The Members of Rajya
Sabha are also part of the constitutional provision of this country, and they are
also entitled, if so chosen, it is the privy of the Prime Minister, to become a
Minister here.

If that is hurting, let me also ask them, why were they sitting in the
Cabinet of Dr. Manmohan Singh? Why could they not come out? Ten full
years, they were seated in the Cabinet when Prime Minister Manmohan Singh,
who all of us respect, was a Member of the Rajya Sabha. In the Cabinet of that
Prime Minister, that Member, that Member’s respected father for whom | also
hold a great regard, that Member’s party, were all Members of the Cabinet.

HEENA VIJAYKUMAR GAVIT (NANDURBAR): Thank you, Chairman,
Sir, for allowing me to raise an important issue regarding my Nandurbar
Parliamentary constituency.

The constituency of Nandurbar is tribal dominated and ranks low on
Human Development Index with rising cases of malnutrition. Nandurbar lacks
the facilities of standard educational institutions offering professional courses.
The students belonging to Nandurbar have been demanding the establishment
of educational institutions imparting courses having high placement rate and

employability since they have to look for avenues in other parts of the country.
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The Central Institute of Petrochemicals Engineering and Technology (CIPET)
is an autonomous institute under the Ministry of Chemicals and Fertilizers
having 43 operational centres catering to the needs of polymer and allied
industries. A CIPET centre in Nandurbar will be beneficial for providing quality
education and promote research and development in polymer and allied
industries. CIPET has 85 to 90 per cent placement record along with
systematic interaction with the plastic industry. Through short and long-term
courses, CIPET offers a dynamic career opportunity for students with a blend
of theoretical and practical pedagogy. Currently, Maharashtra has only two
centres of CIPET. There is an urgent need for one centre in North
Maharashtra which has a lot of potential.

| would request the Government to sanction a centre of Central Institute
of Petrochemicals Engineering and Technology in Nandurbar to generate
employment opportunities and give a boost to the local economy.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Thank you Chairman Sir.

It is a long pending demand of the Dalit Christians to include them in the
Scheduled Caste list.

Hon. Chairman Sir, those people from Hindu community who converted
to Sikhism and Buddhism are granted all the reservations available to those
communities.

But at the same time, those who have converted to Christianity are not
given the reservation. So, as per Presidential Order issued under Article 341 of
the Constitution in 1950 and amendments thereafter, reservation must be

given to them.
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Sir, by taking note of the long-standing demand that has been
highlighted in several studies and commissions such as Mandal and Misra
Commissions that recommended converted Christians from Dalit communities
be given SC status as they continue to face discrimination.

With the grant of SC status, social and political discrimination suffered
by converted Christians will be alleviated and quota benefits for education,
Government jobs, panchayat elections, Assembly elections, Parliament
elections as well as protection under the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes (Prevention of Atrocities Act) 1989 will be available to them.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Kindly put your demand.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH : It has been more than 70 years since the
demand for justice to Dalit Christians is pending and the discrimination
suffered by the community will only be addressed by effective promulgation of
legislative cover.

Through you, | would like to request our Minister of Road Transport and
Highways Minister Shri Nitin Gadkari Ji, who is a performing Minister, to look
into these two issues.

One is the maintenance of National Highway No. 6 on an emergency
basis and early work order to be released for road section between
Harangajao to NERIM bungalow.

SHRI BHARTRUHARI MAHTAB (CUTTACK): | would like to speak just four
sentences.

The vulnerability of Odisha’s coastline to tidal surge and erosion has
come under sharp focus with 7.5 per cent of its sea coast being battered by
mighty waves and undergoing erosion in last 28 years.

Sir, a stretch of 37 kilometres in Odisha comes under the Coastal
Vulnerability Index which constitutes 7.5 per cent of State’s 480 kilometres

coastline. The Satabhaya, Pentha, Gahirmatha in Kendrapara district, Ganjam
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port north in Ganjam district and Sahasavedhi in Jagatsinghpur district were
found to be worst affected by sea erosion which has hit the coastal pockets of
the State.

There is an urgent need to prevent sea erosion and protect the

ecosystem and communities. Therefore, | would urge the Government to take
environment friendly initiatives to protect the livelihoods of those communities
residing in coastal areas, especially in Odisha, as it is highly vulnerable to sea
erosion.

SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Hon. Chairman, Sir, |

would like to draw the attention of the Government to a very important issue of

toll plazas in my Constituency.
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On National Highway 50, the old NH 13, Kopaal, on the stretch of four
kilometres between Shahapur toll plaza and Hitani toll plaza, there is no
service road between these toll plazas. The toll companies are collecting tolls
illegally. For crossing the road from Koppal to Anegundi, where there is the
Anjandri Temple also, which is a world heritage site in Gangawathi, there is no
service road.

As per Section 8(2) of the National Highways Fee (Determination of
Rates and Collection) Rules, 2008, a toll plaza cannot be established in the
same direction within 60 kilometres of another toll plaza. If the executing
authority feels that it is necessary, it can establish or allow the concessionaire
to establish another toll plaza within a distance of 60 kilometres after recording
the reasons, in writing. As per Government data, more than 25 per cent of all
the toll plazas on national highways are established within 60 kilometres.

through crypto, will also have to pay a hefty tax of 30 per cent. This is unfair
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and illegal. Should the Government not treat crypto currency at the same

footing as betting and gambling? It should be treated same as the stock market

transaction. Thank you.
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SHRIMATI VANGA GEETHA VISWANATH (KAKINADA): Sir, this is
regarding the revision of pension for BSNL pensioners.

The employees of the Department of Telecommunications, who were
absorbed in BSNL are covered under the CCS (Pension) Rules, 2021. As per
this statutory rule, 100 per cent liability of pension and also the family pension
lies with the Government of India with no relativity with BSNL financial position.
The serving employees have been getting their pay from the BSNL.
Unfortunately, the Department of Telecommunications links pension revision
with pay revision of employees.

Sir, during their service, their master is BSNL, and after their retirement,
their master is the Department of Telecommunications. They are at par with
the Central Government pensioners in all respects, be it commutation or
retirement gratuity.

Sir, the Government implemented the 7" CPC recommendations for
more than 60 lakh Central Government pensioners. The BSNL pensioners got
their pension revised in 2007 which got due after 10 years. So, | demand
pension revision to be done by merging pension and DR with 32 per cent
weightage, as recommended by the 7" CPC. The Department  of
Telecommunications should take the decision immediately in this regard. |
would also request the hon. Minister concerned to take immediate action in this

regard.

SHRI ANTO ANTONY (PATHANAMTHITTA): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would
like to bring to the notice of this august House a very important issue regarding
the difficulties that are being faced by the beneficiaries of PM KISAN to
complete the process of eKYC.

As per the new rules, the Government has made eKYC mandatory for all
registered farmers availing the benefits under the scheme. There are around
12.49 crore beneficiaries across the country. For doing eKYC, one should
either have an Aadhaar linked mobile phone number or should visit CSC/
Akshaya Kendra in Kerala.

Most of the beneficiaries face a lot of problems in doing eKYC. Many
farmers are getting invalid OTP error while doing eKYC, which is causing
inordinate delay in completing it. Some of them have to visit CSC/ Akshaya

Kendra more than five to ten times to complete the process.

| would like to raise an issue regarding the extension of Interest
Equalization Scheme. The scheme was announced as a part of Foreign Trade
Policy (2015-20) majorly to boost exports in MSME sector in particular. At the
time of inclusion, merchant exporters accounted for nearly 35 per cent of the
country’s exports and generally operated at a low margin of 2-4 per cent. This
scheme provides interest subvention, which ranges from 3-5 per cent, and this
measure will help in lowering the credit cost and in turn increase the margin. It
was originally valid up to April 2020 and was extended by a year up to March
2021 citing pandemic as a reason. From then it was extended on piecemeal
basis, firstly for three months up to June 2021 and then again for three more
months up to September, 2021.

Since there was no extension and these kinds of temporary extensions

have created anxiety among exporters where they are now paying regular
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interest rate from 01.10.2021. The irony is FTP (2015-20) was extended up to
March 2022 but the scheme which is very much part of it did not get an
extension.

The scheme targets the products, which are largely in MSME or labour-
intensive sectors such as agriculture, textiles, leather, handicraft and
machinery.

| would urge upon the hon. Commerce Minister to extend the scheme’s
deadline up to 31/03/2022 with retrospective effect from 01/10/2021 because
the Government has budgeted Rs. 1,900 crore for the scheme for the Financial
Year 2022 and include the same scheme in the upcoming new five-year
Foreign Trade Policy to encourage export and competitiveness of the products.
