Gratuity to Soldiers.

736, Shri Hukam Chand Kachwai :
Shri Ram Singh Ayarwal :

Will the Minister of Defence be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact ‘that no gratuity is paid to a soldier and only pension is
given to him on retirement;

(b) whether it is also a fact that a civilian, on retirement, gets pension as well as
gratuity on the basis of his monthly pay:

(c) if so, the rcasons therefor: and
() the action proposed to be taken in the matter ?

The Minister of Defence ( Sbri Swaran Singh ): (a) Gratuity is paid to a soldier,
subject to the prescribed conditions, in cases where he has not qualified for a pension,
However, it is a fact that a soldier who is entitled to pension gets only the pension and is
not given a gratuity in addition.

(b)y It is also a fact that a civilian Government servant on retirement with a
pension gets the pension Plus a lump-sum gratuity based on his pay.

(c) Prior to 1950, the pension of civilian Government servants was assessed at the
scale of 1/60th. of emoluments for each year of qualifying service: and no gratuity was
payable in addition, The scale was reduced in 1950 to 1/80th of emoluments: and in
addition to the loweér pension, the civilian Government servants have been made eligible
for a lump-sum gratuity, which represents the capitalised value of the reduction inthe
pension. In the case of soldiers, the rates of pension laid down are on the basis of the
old scale of 1/60th of emoluments (with certain adjustments), and consequently no gratuity
can be paid in addition to their pension.

(d) Reduction in the scale for assessing the pension of soldiers, with a view to
giving them the benefit of gratuity as well, will result in their getting comparatively very
low amounts as pension, because they earn pension alter 15 years qualifying service as
against 30 years for civilian Government servants. As such, it would not be advantageous
to the soldiers if the present system on the civil side is made applicable to them. No
action is accordingly proposed to be taken in the matter.

Family Quarters for Armed Forces Personnel in Forward Areas.

The Minister of Defence (Shri Swaran Singh) : (a) Governmen policy is to provide
married accommodation to separated families of officers and other personnel posted to
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forward areas, This'is normally constructed at places where medical and educational
facilittes already exist.

Reservation of seats in Military Schools, Lawrence Schools, & Szinik Schools has
been provided for children of Defence Services personnel including those serving in for-
ward areas. There are over one hundred Central Schools in the country where children
of Defcnce Services personnel are given first priority for admission.

(b) and (¢) Projects for the construction of accommodation for secparated families
of 1246 officers, 966 JCOs, 3040 Other Ranks and 703 NCs (E) have been sanctioned.
Pending construction of sanctioned accommodation for separated families, Government
have authorised hiring of houses at selected stations.

At present, ali Hindi talks and
commentaries are prepared directly in Hindi, and a major proportion of the daily news
bulletins is prepared directly in Hindi. Steps are being taken to accelerate the process for
ultimately setting up a “Hindi Newsroom’’ subject to availability of resources.

RADIO PROGRAMMES ON CULTIVATION

754. Sbri Maharaj Singh Bharti : Wiil the Minister of Information and Broadcasting
be pleased to state thc naturé of schemes prepared by AIl Indi Radio to broadcast
information regarding methods of intensive cultivation, the manner in which seeds,
fortilizers, insecticides and farm implements are to be obtained as also the places from
wherc these are obtainable and about the mode and time of irrigation ?

The Minister of Information and Broadcasting (Shri K. K. Shah) : Ten Farm and Home
broadcasting units were established during the year 1966-67 at tea stations to give active
support to the intensive agricultural and highy-yielding varieties programme of the Ministry
of Food and Agriculture at the Centre and the State Agriculture Departments in the field.
These units have been sct up to cater to the needs of a small, compact and homogeneous
agricultural area selected on the basis of similarity of practices and problems. The
programmes have been mostly ield-based and problem-oriented and a large number of
progressive farmers are now participating in the broadcasts, This is going a long way
in establishing a two-way traffic between the All ladia Radio stations on the one side
and the farmers on the other.

2. Six more intensive Farm and Home Unils are proposed to be established
during the current year bringing the total number of units to 16, These 16 upits will
cover an area of 32.5 million acres in about 130 districts during the current Plan
period.

3. The main objective of the Farm and Home units is to disseminate information
in support of intensive cultivation and high-yielding varietics programmes invoiving the
use of better quality seeds, fertilizers, insecticides and improved farm implements. The
question of their availability is dealt with in general in these programmes and specific
information in this regard is supplied to the farmers by the extension agencies of the
States. The mode and time of irrigation as advocated in the package of practices in
respect of various crops also form an important part of all programmes.

A bi-weekly programme for the agriculturists of the Union Territory of Delhi has been
started from the Delhi Television Centre since January 26, 1967, Eighty Television Sets
have been installed in the villages and the programmes mainly concentrate on educating
and informing the cultivators about intensive cultivation programmes and high-yielding
varicties,

Except for formal
commumnication like letters of credence, our missions abroad do not correspond with
foreign countries ip Hindi, primarily because people there have hardly any knowledge of
Hindi, but also because we are short of personnel with adequate knowledge of Hindi
and the ability to express themselves in Hindi as precisely as in English, For the same
reason English continues to be largely in use in the Ministry of Extermal Affairs
itself, -

(b) -No, Sir. In the above mentioned circumstances, no purpose will be served at
the present stage by sending a gyindi version with an English text; on the other hand it
will involve us in avoidable expenditure in foreign exchange on staff and other
requisites.

In the
connected matter of citizenship, His Majesty's Government of Nepal, by an Ordinance
issucd recently, have taken steps which will ‘assist people of Indian origin in acquiring
Nepali citizenship. The Government of india are deeply appreciative of this gesture and
have every hope that His Majesty’s Government of Nepal will also authorise action to
remove disabilities of Indian nationals which have arisen under Land Legislation in

Nepal in recent years.

Shri Bishwanath Roy ( Deoria ) : The budget of the biggest industry in the country
is under the consideration of the House. The success or the failure of the railways
depends upon the progress achieved in the economic field.

The increase in the prices of the articles, which are needed for the railways, also
affects the pace of progress of the railways, The price of iron and steel was Rupees one
hundred in 1950-51 and it has gone to Rupees 225 inthe year 1965-66. The increase in
the salaries of the employees is 84 per cent and the increase in the price of coal is 81 per
cent. On the other hand, the rise in fare and freight is only 48.7 per cent. The fares for
small distances had not been increased so far, but now it has been done to meet the
deficit. Itis, however, clear that the increase in the fares and freights is much less than

the increase in prices.

The number of railway accidents was minimum in the year 1965—66. Although
there has been improvement in this regard, the accidents have affected the quantum of
goods transported by the railways. When the accidents are frequent, the owners of
goods regard road transport to be safer. These things are very important and if the
position is improved, it can help the railways to compete with road transport. There
is a tough competition to the railways. Out-agencies should be opened in more areas
to secure more goods for railway transport.

Mail and Express trains are generally overcrowded. Alongwith the increase in
raiiway fares, more trains should have been introduced or more bogies should be attached
10 the existing trains. Attention should also be paid to the matter of receiving the
complaints of the passengers.
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The population of towns is on the iacrease and the existing stations are less than
the requisite number. In view of the increasced population trucks and other vehicles huve
to wait for a very long time on the railway crossings,

In orfder to have a quicker and smoother flow of traffic, moreoverbridges and
underbridges shouid be provided. Narrow gauge lines should be nationalised. This will
increase the income of the railways.

Shri Sitaram Kesri ( Katihar ) : Now that the fares and freight are going to be
increased, I request. that more facilities should be provided-particularly to the third
class passengers. More facilities should be provided at Kanpur Railway Station, where
the train reaches at 6 or 7 in the morring.

A big part of revenue comes from third ciass passengers. 4About 86 per cent people
travel in third class while only about 12 percent travel by second class or first class. Are
we providing to the third class passergers the armenities in proportion to their revenue
carnings ? It is not. This should be dcne, Thcusands of wcres of land is lying waste
along the railways lines in our country. It should be utilized for agricultural purposes.
The diferage of the Railways property should be stopped more vigorcusly. The Railway
lines which were dismentled should be restored without further delay. I have found that
drinking water is not available at small railway stations. This amenity must be provided
The catering arrangement is not satisfactory at Railway stations. Necessary arrangement
should be made in trains and at Railway stations. The railway line from Katibar te
Brauni should be converted into a broad gauge. It will be very beneficial.

Healthy competition should be developed with the road transport. People think
that sending of goods through railway is not safe. This impression should be done away
with, Corruption is prevalent on a large of scale in Railways Vigilance Department
should he streamlined, It should ke under the Railway Board. This Depariment is very
useful. It can prove very effective in checking corruption,

The problem of over—crowding is a big problem. The difficulty is that tickets are
issued without kecping in view the capacity of trains. This can be seen from the fact that
berths in trains arc reserved wecks in advance. [ suggest the more coaches should be
attached with trains, It will ease the situation a great deal.

Passengers of third class should be provided more facilities.

Shri George Fernandes ( Bombay-South ) : The Railways suffer from many ills. We
have been supplied a booklet entitled ‘A Review of the accidents on Indian Government
Railways, 1965-66"". This Book is self contradistory. It gives differcnt figures in regard
to the persons killed on Indian Railway. '

There have been many committees for rooting cut corruption from Railways The
Ministers say that majority of the recommendations of there committees have been
accepted but the result if before us. [ can say that basic recommendations are not imple-
mented. The recommendations about the length of line a permanent way Inspector is
supposed to check has not been implemented, A white paper has been brought forward
in regard to Railway safety. I challenge its authenticity. I think the members of the
Raiiway Board and other high officials are responsible for Railways, going into loss.
Railway Board should be abolished. It is doing precious little for the efficiency of
Railways. Last year’s Audit Report of Railways points out many deficiencies and failures
of Railway Board. I suggest that the members of Railway Board who are responsible
for this should be penalised suitably. Railway Board pays little attention to problems
which are raised. The problems are very vital for the common man who travels by
Railways. The saloons and luxurious bogies and other facilities provided to the Railway
officers should be done away with. The saving thus resulted should be spent on the lower
categories of cipioyees who are responsivle ior running the railways. Higher allocations

-—
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have been made for providing accommo lation facilities to officers. I would request the
hon. Minister to pay more attention to the problems of the lower class in this respect.

It is a matler of regret that Government is paying no attention to the wellarc of the
people. Unions of ihc employces are being suppressed. Ten to filteen office bearers of
the workers Union in Estern Railway were dismissed because they demonstrated before
the office of the General Manager. 1 would like to know whether holding of demons-
tration is a crime ? Ican quote so many instances where Government have tried 10
disintegrate the Unions.

The conduct rules tormuljated lor the workers are very much humilating. uwnucr
the rules workers have to indicate to the administration whether any member of their
family is connec'ed with any political party. Such humiliating rules should not have
found any place.

I will give few solid suggestions. Due share should be given to the workers in the
management and their co-operation should be souyht at every stage. They should also be
associated with the vigilance organisation to detect the case of thelt and ¢ .iuplion.
A committee consists of Members of Parliament and other eminent people of couniry to
g0 into whole affair of the -railways.

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : The reason of tension between India and
Pakistan is the supply of arms by America to Pakistan. This is an unfriendly actcn the
part of America. I am, however, not in favour of alliances which is pleaded by Shri
Banerjee. We should look to our own interest or our country’s interest, and we should
[rame our foreign policy accordingly. America wants that we should depend on her for
all times to come in all matters viz. Technicians, food, arms, exports. America has penet
rated in our life to the extent that we have started thinking whether we are Indians in the
real sense. We should be self-reliant and I want to know the steps taken by the Govern-
ment in this direction. We should tell America straightaway that supply of arms to
Pakisian is an unfriendly act and India will no longer tolerate it. If America does not
agree, we should make them realise by our behaviour and action. Is it not a fact that
Pakistan has not only recouped its arms strength as a result of resumption of American
Aid instea t they have got much more arms ?

I would also like to know whether U, S. A. has supplied all the arms promised by
them at the time of Chinese invasion. I have come to know that not even half of the

promised quantity of arms has been rececived as compared to the supplies rcc::wcd by
Pakistan.
