The three cases referred to in (b) above have also
been investigated. In two of these cases the number on one set of notes had been altered
by a deliberate attempt. In the third case the duplicate numbering was due to an error
which escaped notice in the Press and departmental action was taken against the persons
responsible for this error.

Smuggled Goods Seized in Jabalpur

The Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Finance ( Shri Morarii Desai ) : (a) to (d)
On 31st March, 1967 a person who had come to Sagar by bus collapsed on alighting from
the bus and died. 200 tolas of foreign-marked gold valued at Rs. 19,684/-at the intern-
ational rate, 131 watches valued at about Rs. 19,000/-and Indian currency amounting to
Rs. 10,108,98 were recovered from the deceased by the local police. On dth April, 1967
under the orders of Sub-Divisional magistrate, Sagar, the seized articles were taken over
by the customs authorities for further action under customs Jaw. The place from where
the seized articles were brought is not yet known. The matter is under investigation.

Shri Randhir Singh (Rohtak) : I fully support the Bill which the Home Minister has
brought here. Ceorrupticn has crept into the body politic of the nation. An ordinary
peasant these days says that a corrupt officer is better than an honest one as the former
at Jeast after obtaining his bribe ac. omplishes your work whereas an honest officer does
not do your work. What a dirty mentality is it 7 We have to chance it or else it will

ruin our country,

Coruption has spread to such an extent that you cannot cure it by small pills or
mixtures but you will have to administer a big injection of it. In the Act before the ycar
1947 there was sub-section (2) of Section 5 where they had a presumption that the accused
had torebut it. If be could not rebut it he could be punished. But afier the Act of 1964
that presumpltion has been removed. I want that the Act should be revised so that the
same provision should Fe restored with retrospective effect.

You v il find cofficers f om a Patwaritoan]. C.S. and I. A S. officer as cosrupt.

A Patwari who-e tasic pay is only Rs. 60/- to Rs. 70/~ charges anything from Rs. 100 -
to Rs. 500/- and rore from poor peasants for supplying an orcinary form, the real price
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of which is only 4 anpas, They earn by means of illegal gra'ification anything upto
Rs 3C00/- p. m. The same is the case with ordinary overscers.

I want the hon, members of the opposition not to oppose this Bill as this aficcts
the whole country.

I congratulate the Home M:nister for bringing this Bill. The Congress Government
was the first to have instituted inquiry against the ex-Chiet Minister Snri Pratap Singh
Kairon and they have removed ten Chief Ministers from their offices.

I want that frem a Patwari to a Chief Secretary, a Judge of the Supreme Court and
cven a Minister should be brought within the purview of this B:Il and any public servant
against whom there is even a doubt of having received bribe should 'e suspended from
service,

Shri Kanwar Lal Gupta (Delhi Sadar) : I am surprised that although we have a big
!aw Department on which we spend so much yet they did not introduce any savings clasue
in the Bill of 1964. I want that the officers who ignored it. ’

The present measure is a pice-meal legislation. T want a comprehensive Bill to take
its place. When the Santhanam Committee gave its report the e was demand from the
Government all its recommendations should be incorporated in the Bill. We also formed a
study group 10 suggest measures for putting an end to corruption in the departments which
are directly connected with the public such as C. P. W. D., Licensing, supplies, export-
import department etc, I want to know what happened to that study group ?

The Santhanam Committee gave 131 recommendaiions. One of the recommeanda-
tions was incorporated in the first bill there were 37 recommendations which were
accepted by the Government but they did not take any action on them till 1964. Apart
from that there were 49 other recommendations about which Government said that they
were considering them, I want to know what has happend to them ? Had you acecepted
in full the Stanthanam Committee‘s recommendations, the corruption in the country
would have ended.

The Santhanam Committee also recomended that the office bearers of Co-vperative
Societies should be treated as public servant- for the purposes of this law. You spend
crores of rupees on the Co-operative Societies but you never care about the character of
the people who work them. In Delhi the Co-operative Society indulged in the gur scandal,
coal scandal, dates scandal, land scandal and what not. The political leaders of Congress
were involved in them and in 90% of the cases there was embezzlement and bribe. The
same happened to the case of Shri Patnaik in Orissa. The C. B. I. report on him should
be given 10 the Government of Orissa. The report of the police against C orgress leaders
of Delhi should be given to the Delhi Administration so that appropriate action in the

matter might be taken against those people.

The Ministers should be of high moral character. You spent Rs. 87 lakh on the
staff of Vigilapce Department in 1965-67 and yet there is not end to corruption. Unless
and until yon ser an exampie whether one may be a Congressman or a Jan Sanghi, you
cannot end corruption. There should be open trial of the corrupt peole.

There is one more way of corruption. The sons and relatives of the politicians are
employed at high salaries ranging even upto Rs. 500/- p. m, in private firms although they
may not be fit even to get a salary of Rs.150/-p.m. This type of corruption should also end.
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I want the Government to think about all these matiers and bring a comprehensive
bill,

Shri Abdul Ghani Dar (Gurgaon) : 1 support this Bill. Any measure to eradicate
corruption, however incomplete it may be, must be supported. It can be of any use only
when it is implemented seriously.

Corruption is so rampant that no department has remained unaffected. Even the
Congress Members like Shri Randhir Singh and Shri Sharma has censured their own
Goverrment for the same. The Government had sufficient powers to deal witk. corruption
but they have failed to take action. No action was taken against Shri Shanti Prasad Jain,
Sahu-Jain or Shri Birla inspite of the strictures passed by Vivian Bose Commission. The
firm of M/s. Amin Chand Pyare Lal was black listed by S. Swaran Singh in October and
it was removed from that list three months thereafter.

The officers indulge in many irregularities at the instance of Ministers. It is not
clear from the amerdment whether the Mipisters are included in it or not. If the Govern-
ment is really interested im wiping out corruption. I will support aay bill brought forward
in this connection, however stringent it may be.

Shri Sheo Narain (Basti) : I support this amending Bill. Tt is the Congress Govern-
ment at the Centre which has introduced this Bill. There are nine ncn-Congress Govern-
meuts in the States, What have they done in this connection ? | would request the Govera-
ment to bring forward a comprehensive bill.

There is no doubt about it that we are determined to find out a solution to the prob-
em of corruption. No person guilty of corruption will be left scot free, no matter how
high office he might be occupying, Thr law should be applied universally. The Anti
Corruption Bill should be without any lacuma so that the problem of corruption could be
solved.

Shri Madbu Limaye ( Monghyr ) : 1 support the suggestion that an investigation
should be made in this matter either through a Parliamentary Committee on through a

tribunal. The report of the investigation should be published.

This is a very old matter About ten years back the present Prime Minister made
