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bore wells in most of the States like Rajast-
han, Gujarat, etc., which have drinking water 
supply problem of their own. State Govern-
ment has been advised to contact the other 
States directly. The Central Ground Water 
Board has however, agreed to divert two 
DTH and one rotary rig for carrying out the 
drilling programme in Madhya Pradesh on 
payment of cost. The State Government has 
also been advised to use 70-80 drilling rigs 
available with the irrigation agencies for tis 
emergent drinking water programme.
