The Human Settlement
Management Institute set up by HUDCO in
1985 functions as Research and Traning
institute in the field of housing and human
settlement. It collaborates under ditferent
programmes with various specialised insti-
tutions and conducts regulartraining courses
for the upgradation of technica! and mana-
genal skills of professionals engaged in
housing and human settlements.

(d) HUDCO financeshousing and infra-
structure developmem schemes all over the
country, to State housing agencies, local
bodies and cooperative sector, etc. 55% of
HUDCO's annual funds are allocated for
housing for EWS and LIS beneficiaries with
emphasis on low cost housing.

HUDCOQ s also participatingin the equity
capital of enterprises manufacturing low co;st
building material and components by utilis-
ing locally available materials including in-
dustrial and agricultural wastes.
