SHRI N. K. SOMANI (Nagaur) ; Sir,
onc of the viruses constanily affectioy
various Ministries of the Government of
India 15 their constant belief that whatever
their boancial of fiscal performance is golog
to be, they can always come back to
Parliament and, without explaining thelr
stand or justification for effective imple-
mentation of the budget grant either in
one particular period or another, they can
gct away with any sums of money, That
can always huppen in this country because
they arein a majorlty. One thing will
have bec brought to the attention of the
various Ministries that before they ure
given a grant io excess of a particular
yeur’s grant which has been voled already
and they come with a supplemeatary
demand, a serious note of that phenomenon
will be taken. For lack of time, | would
like to hurriedly go lato four or five items
mentioned in this particular report.

Beginning with the Defence services,
duriog the last five years the expenditure
bas spiralled to over Rs. 1200 crores now.
There is no courage ut all in 1bis Govern-
ment 10 accept the demand which is belng
made in this House fur a long period that
there has to be a statutory parlimentary
commitiee like the PAC and other
Commitiees functioning to look into the
problems, whether the money that is belog
spent to defend our fromtiers and the
countlry in a legitimate fashion, is being
properiy spent.  You will find that a sum
of over Rs. 940,000 rclates to pensions. It
is fiow tbe poiut of view of the uversll

management and eficlency of this depart-
meot that the quesiion has to be examiped.

Take the gross financial indiscipline
end mismanagement of the debt services.
A huge sum of over Rs. 64 lukhs is being
asked in excess of the original that was
provided. We estimate a certain amount
to service our debts and liabilities in the
begioning of the financial year, but as soon
as the yecar is over the pésition has
deteriorated to such an exient that we find
all our guesses and performance go com-
pletely of the mark.

Look at the Ministry of Information
and Broadcasting. 1 can undersiand the
Defence or some other Ministry uonder
some kind of a crisis putting is a lintle
more money. But where is the justification
for a Ministry of Information and Broad-
casting to ask for Rs. 16 lakhs in a single
period on a gingle year. [Itis a fact that
they had to put in 6 or seven broadiasting
stations suddenly and withoul previous
provision 7 Or did they have to appuoint a
number of directors of information and
broadcasting ? What did they do to ask
for Rs. 16 lakhs in such a fashion ? This
is something which not only the Deputy
Prime Minister but the  Prime Minister
should look iInto; before allowing these
demapds to be put before this House and
disvusted heie, not only should a proper
wudit be done but it has to be made clear
once ¢nd for all thut these excess demands
would be virewed with very great care and
sCriousness.

Ceming lastly to the Ministry of
Transport and Aviation, the biggest culprit
of them al!, the commucications division
hus atked for anm excess sum of Rs. 65
Jakhs. 1 am glad that the distinguished
Chairmoan of the Public Accounts Com-
mittee is here. lo the Commitiee's Report
in respect of the department in respect of
the sume year, we have been told about the
constiuction of a Jateral road which is 1111
miles, abuut which 1 spoke a few days
ealier, lom Amingacn in ASsam to
Bareilli in UP. which wes estimated 1o cost
a4 sum ol Rs. 110 crores. This has been
clestly biought 10 the atlention of the
Lok Satba ond the Minbstry conver
ped. ‘The Commitlce was ioformed
that muchioery wurth Rs. 825
luhbs wete puichased for we io the four
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States concerned—because thls road runs
throught four States—and out of these,
Rs. 282 lakhs worth of plant and machinery
has been declared surplus by three of the
States coocerned. If this is the state of
efficieocy of management in various
Ministries, therc is po wonder that the
project is still incomplete and there Is such
a wass that plant and ecquipment and
accessories which  have been declared
surplus for the last two or three years, is
still rotting in a junk-yard without amy
effiective use beiog put of it. WNeither the
national highways are extended, nor is the
plant and equipment disposed of. In this
way, valuable inventories, plant and equip»
ment, are allowed to rot.

The study team of the Committee says
that the overall cost of this particular
project cannot be more than Rs. 74 crores,
while the original estimate was Rs. 111
vrores.

These are certain instances which all

of us must view very seriously. Time after
time, year after year and in debale after
debate here, these things have been

brought to the attention of the Ministiies
concerned. But the pity is that instead of
improving the efficiency and effectiveness of
this spending, they get away with every
thing because of the manner in which the
majority they possess is exercised,

The House must understand the exact
way io which an excess grant arises.
Today we have passed the supplementary
demands for grants which covers all the
expendliure of the Government to date.
What is going to be excess js If the depart-

Rs. 8 or 9 crores more after supplementary
demands at the end of the year, is it fair ?
In this short time should the departments
have a free hund in spending money like
this ? It is very necessary that the Finaoce
Ministry must exercise some disclpline on
such expenditure at the last minute parti-
cularly Considering why the amount had
been sanctioned or even whether the expen-
diture had been properly examined. In this
ntter the “inunce Ministry itself is the
biggest offender. If you see the list, you
will find that undar ‘taxes and income’,
about Rs. 415 lukhs had been spent by the
Finance Ministty  on such  things as
Tollorith muachine, vacant posis, etc. Why
vhould they take the decision after the 15th
ol Murch to fill the vacant post T Did they
vonsider spending on those postsat the
time of framing the budget demands or at
the time of the supplementary demands ?
To make up for their lapses, they ruly on
the approval of the Cxcess demands.

Thien there is the big expendilure under
depuly whips on which my friend Mr.
Masini has already made his commeants.
My time is running out but I cannot
forbear feom making two more observa-
tions. One big source of expendlturs is
on the foreign tours of our Ministers,
From Rs, 9 likhs in the beginning, it rose
by two lakhs at the time of the supple-
mentary budget and after that it has now
gone up agaln by Rs. 64,000. Is it neces-
sury for the Minister to tour like this ?
Huve they no work in Parliament or in
their offices that they can spend so much
on their tours and get money senctioned
from time to time in this manner ?

The second point is about the luxury
of stafl cars. Every Ministry discovers
at the last minute that it must acquirs a
new stafl car or jeep. Suppose the STC
makes on offer and says that such a car is
available, the Ministry suddenly discovers
that it requires one to replace the ooe It
already has. 1 ask the Government to set
an examp!c and exercise some economy in
spending money from the public exchequer
on such times as luxury cars ; these should
be avolded by a Government which stands
for socialism.
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SHRI 8. R. DAMANI (Sholapur) : 1
have heard the comments of the hon.
Member from opposite. The points raised
by them are not very substantial. There
is hardly much difference between the
budget estimates and the aciuils and
1 am happy at the fioe job done by the
the Finance Ministry in estimating with
reasonable accuracy income and expen-
diture.

There are some other important matters
to which 1 would like to refer, but you will
not give me more time. So, with these
few words, 1 support the Demands.

THE MINI!ISTTR OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI P, C.
SETHI) : Sir, we are here concerned with
a very limited object, and that is, with
certain excess expenditure that has been
made by various Ministries and depart-
ments which could not be envisaged, and
we have come before Parliament for its
sanction,

Article 115(1) (b) of the Constitution
{tself provides for this contingency. Had
it not been so, there would have been no
need for this particular article in the
Constitution. 1 do not mean to justify
that the necessity should arise for a very
large expenditure of this type, but the very
fact that we have come before the House
for a limited amount of Rs. 11.53 crores
out of the 151 grants which were before
the House and which were sanctioned
shows that we have come for the excess
amount in 28 cases only. In thecse 28 cases,
the sum of Rs 11,53 crores represeants only
0.08 per cent of the total expenditure which
was granted. Out of this, Rs. 179 crores
is oo revenue account, Rs. 605 crores on
capital account anod Rs. 369 crores on
loans and advances,

As far as the point made by Shri Lobo
Prabbu is concerned, be bas raised a very
relevant poiot that we should bring forth
before the House us 10 how these excess
demands arose. The aiccunts are compiled
by the Comptroller and Auditor-Genenral,
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Defence Accounts and the Rallways, and
after that, they are vetted by the Audit
Department and then the Public Accounts
Commitiee has to go into it. You had
decided last year that it is only after the
Public Accounts Committee has gone
through it that we should come before the
House. Accordiog to that procedure, last
time, the Public Accounts Committee put
forth its report before the House ino
November, and the Minisiry came forward
with the excess demands in the moath of
December, but in the last scssion this
could not be taken up. Thereflore, we are
considering this now.

As far as the excess demands are con-
cerped, many lhon. Members have spoken
about mapny points. 1t is likely that some
of them might not have unloaded their
burden during the budget debate and
therefore they took this opportunity to say
certain points.  Of course I do not object
to it.  They are moat welcome 1o give
their suggesiions.

SHRI SONAVANE (Pandharpur) 1 Tt
Is a burden or healthy criticism ?

SHRI P. C. DETHI : It might be
both 1 healthy criticism and burden.
Therefore, they are most welcome to
advance certuin  points, For example,

Shri Tyagl mentioned something about the
Rashtrapati Bhaven. Whitever expendi-
ture is necessary in the Rashtrapati Bhavan,
we have to make in order 10 keep the
dignity of that oflize and the foreign
dignitaries who come to the Rashtrapati
Bhavan, and | hope the House will not
object to the proper mainteaance of the
Rashirapati Bhavan and the expenditure
that we have to incur there.

Then, travelling allowance, especially,
has been criticised by Sari Shiv Chandra
Jha and also lastly by Shri Lobo Prabhu.
The total expenditure incurred on tours,
Rs. 9 lakhs, is not only on foreigo tours ;
it :ncludes all the tours within the couniry
and outside, Therefore, the sum which
has been indicated here is not only for
foreign tours, and sometim:s ihe lOours are
taken which are more 1han what were
envisaged, and in view of the fact (bat the
total amount on tours which has exceeded is
about Rs. 1 lakh, it is pot on the high side.
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Therefore, I hope the House will have no
objection in granting this amount.

Besides this, Shri Lukhan Lal Kapoor
mentioned about the road. Tt is true that
during the emergency this road was o be
taken vp and we had spent a considerable
amount on it, but then in the yecar 1965.66
it was decided to go slow on this road
because 1t entailed a heavy expenditure,
about Rs, 70 crores to Rs. 73 ciures.

Anyhow, provision is being made this
year also to take up the work on this road.
1 muy take some time, but in view of the
heavy amount to be spent, this is but
essential.

Mr Somani said that we come to
Parliament and we get away with it and
that is why no strict control is being
maintained and the ministries are taking it
very lightly. 1 ussure him thut we huave
taken all possible precautions and in spile
of that, this position has come ubout. At
the same time, we are now trying 10
streamline the procedure. We have asked
the minisiries to have a finance cell in each
ministry. From this cell it will go to the
Finance Department. It will go to audit
from the Finance Depurtment and from a
central position, it will go to the PAC. This
is likely to streamline the position We are
hoping that this would improve the
situation.

Looking from all these points of view,
the total expenditure that we have put for-
ward for the approval of Parliament is not
on the high side. This has Lecome necess-
ary, but all possible precautions are being
taken. We would certainly take further
note of the remarks made by hon. members
and Insist on the ministries to take care of
it. Even in the UK where the exchequer
control is being observed, this situation
arlses and there also excess grants and asked
for. | agaia assure the House that we
will take note of the remarks by hon. mem-
bers.
