CALLING ATTENTIONTO MATTER OF
URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE

Strike by workers of Telco and other
engineering concerns,

SHRIMATI TARKESHWARI SINHA :
(BASTI) : 1 call the Attention of the Minis-
ter of Labour, Employment and Rehabilita-
tion to the following matter of urgent public
importance and request that he may make
& statement thereon :

The serious situation arising out of
strike by 40,000 workers of TELCO
and other engineering concerns in
Jamshedpur for implementation of Cen-
tral Board Wage-rates.

THE MINISTER OF FOOD AND AG.
RICULTURE AND LABOUR EMPLO.
YMENT AND REHABILITATION
(SHRI JAGIIWAN RAM) : About thirty to
thirty five thousand workers of seven major
cngincering establishments in Jamshedpur
have been on strike from the 18th of Novem-
ber, 1969 to press their demand for higher
wages, The strike followed a series of as
yet inconclusive meeting of the State level
tripartite commitiee set up t0 go into the
matter. This Committee was constituted in
pursuance of the unanimous agreement rea-
ched at an earlier tripartite meeting held at
Patna on the 13th of September, 1969 for
the purpose of working out an agreed wage
structure for workers in the Engincering
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Industry in the State of Bihar, in fhe cone
text of the Report of the Central Wage
Board for Engineering Industries. The Wage
Board's recommendations not having beem
unanimous, the approach to implementation
has been in terms of State region-wise settle.
ments, The State level Tripartite Committes
last met on MNovember 15, 16 and 17, 1969.
Duwring the course of these discussions, the
Committee was given o understand that the
strike at Jamshedpur would take place from
the 18th of Novemnber 1969 unless the co-
mmittee was able to bring about a wage
scttiement before then.

The Labour relation machinery of State
Governmient of Bihar is seized of it. The
needed Jaw and order arrangements at
Jamshedpur have been provided. The State
authorities have appealed to the workers to
resume work so that the tripartite negotia-
tions can be carried forward in the proper
atmosphere.

We are in touch with the State Govern-
ment and have advised them to try and
bring the parties together for further nego-
tigtions.

I will take this opportunity to appeal
to the workers to withdraw the strike and
to the employers to withdraw their withdra-
wal from the tripartite negotiations.

SHRIMATI TARKESHWARI SINHA :
The workers have resorted to this strike be-
cause they have failed to get their grievances
redressed by other means. It has heen sta-
ted on and off by the Central Government
as well as the State Governments that they
would use their good offices and their ma-
chinery to sce that the wage board awards
are implemented Secondly, is it not a fact
that ut the present moment the Bihar Assem-
bly stands suspended and, therefore, it is
the responsibility of the Central Government
to take an active interest in  the settlement
of this issue ? In this context, may I know
whether the representatives of the workers
and the management have been called here
to see that a scttlement is arrived at? I know
that they are here but 1 Jo not know whe-
ther it has heen at the instance of the
Government of India that they are bere.
Then, may I have an assurance from the hon.
Minister that this matter will be settled by
direct initiative of the Central Governmesnt
50 that a large oumber of workers may
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again go back to work ? Most of the ghe-
«a0s are taking place in this country prima-
rily for the reason that in spite of the fact
that the wago board awards are mandatory
the management refuses to implement them.
Isita fact thatthe government machinery
4% so weak that it cannot exercise its influ-
<nce to see that the workers’ rightful claims
-are accepted ?

SHRI JAGIIWAN RAM : As [ have
-stated earlier, it is a fact that the recommen-
«dation of the wage board was not unani-
mous. Therefore, at a meeting held here
some time back it was decided in consulta-
tion with the representatives of workers,
<employers and the State Governments that
<fforts should be made by the State Govern-
ment to have a State-wise or region-wise
scttiement, The State Government wanted
$0me time to aegotiate with the parties at the
State level.

SHRI1 5. M. BANERJEE (Kanpur) :
There is no elected government in the State.

SHRI JAGJIWAN RAM: In some States
secttlements have been effected. Here also
when the tripartite negotiations were going
«<n at one stage it appeared that the settle-
ment was within reach. Knowing the arca
«of difference between the employers and the
-employees, I have no doubt that if a fur-
ther negotiation takes place a [final settle-
ment can be effected in the next week or
iwo. The Advisor of the Bihar Government
was here and he had discussions with the
officials of the Labour Ministry. One or
1wo representatives of employers were also
here: may be they are here even today.
Following the break down of the negotiation
the representatives of employers wrote to the
goveraoment that they are withdrawing from
the tripartite negotiations. That is why I

said that let the workers withdraw the
strike and the employers withdraw their
awithdrawal,

SHRI YOGENDRA SHARMA (Begu-
sarai) : What about victimisation ?

SHRI S. M. BANERJEE : They will
wictimise svery workers. Last time Tatas
and others did it
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SHRI JAGJIWAN RAM : It has been
our approach that in such cases victimisation
should be done a way with. I would still
appeel 10 the workers and employers to sit
around a table and discuss the problem and
1 have have no doubt that the area of diffe-
rence being very narrow the final settle-
ment can be reached within the course of
the next few days.
