CALLING ATTENTION TO MATTER
OF URGENT PUBLIC

REPORTED INVOLVEMENT of CPL
(MARXIST) IN ANTI-NATIONAL ACTIVITIES

SHRI HEM BARUA (Mangaldai) :
I call the attention of the Minister of
Home Affairs to the following matter of
urgent public importance and I request
that he may make a statement thereon :

“The reporwd involvemeat of CPI
(Marxist) in anti-natiomal activities in
West Bengal and Kashmir.”

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF HOME AF-
FAIRS (SHRI VIDYA CHARAN
SHUKLA) : Sir, the House is aware
of the activities of the extremist group
of the CP.M. This group was the
main force behind the Naxalbari agi-
tation which has been brought under
oontrol by firm police action taken by
the West Bengal Government. This
group has continued to propagate the
Chinese way of revolution. Its philo-
sophy, according to its own professions,
i summed up in their belief that
“Power grows out of the barrel of the
gm”. In West Bengal the extremists
are to have organized a pum-
ber meetings and theatrical perfor-
mances with a view to exhorting people
to launch a violent class struggle. 1In
Jammu and Kashmir though such extre-
mists are trying to instigate lawlessness
they are an insignificant force,. We are
keeping in close touch with the State
Governments concerned regarding  their
activities, May I assure the House that
all steps necessary for safeguarding
national security and upholding the
Constitution would be taken by the
Central as well as by the Stats Govern-
ments,

SHRI HEM BARUA: Sir, may I
draw the attention of the Government
to a relevant portion of a letter, that has
been widely circulated, written by Shri
Ajoy Mukherjee, ex-Chief Minister of
West Bengal, about a partner in the
ULF Government? This is what he
said :

“Something more dangerous is per-
haps in the offing. Pro-Chinese Left
Communists seem to be preparing the
ground for a bloody revolution in
West Bengal with China’s help. If
that happens, perhaps for many years
the entire areas of Assam Manipur,
Tripura and parts of Bihar and
Orissa will be turned into a battle-

from them and, unfortunately,
and democracy have become a hot-bed
of all sorts of anti-national activities.
My concern is with the national secu-
rity of the country.

SHRI S. A, DANGE (Bombay Cent-
ral South) : Through the CIA (Infer-
ruptions).

SHRI HEM BARUA: Not through
the CIA. Do not talk like that. Sir,
these people are in the habit of referring
to CIA. May I make it cléar here that
1 am not going to give a morsel of
Indian dust for all the dollars or rubles
of the world. I maintain certain moral
standards in my public life. Secondly,
what happened is, there has been that
much wanted expression of the expul-
sion of the Naxalbari extremists and the
Naxalbari so-called revolution was
stated to be conducted on the lines of
Mao’s thoughts. Before the Naxalbari
extremists were expelled slogans like
“Meo Tse-tung Zindabad"” were heard
on the streets of Calcutta (Interrmp-

tions). Mao’s pictures were distributed
on a large scale.  Sir, could it be pos-
sible for anybody to shout a slogan in
the streets of Peking saying “Shrimati
Indira Gandhi Zindabad”? Would he
not be reduced to pulp by the Red
Guards ?  But this sort of thing hap-
pened here. In the context of that,
may 1 know (a) since most people do
not have any faith in the backdoor gov-
ernment of Shri P. C. Ghosh in West
Bengal, whether the Central Govern-
ment is going to examine the intelli-
gence reports about these involvements
and take action of its own; (b) there
are reports that the government are in
possession of facts justifying the ban-
ning of the Communist Party (Mar-
xists) . . . (interruptions) . . . how
far is it a fact, and (c) after the clos-
ing down of the Bank of China in Cal-
cutta, they shifted their headquarters to
Dacca and it is through the Bank of
China in Dacca and the Chinese Con-
sulate in Dacca that all sorts of revo-
lutionary materials and finance are
flowing down to certain political parties
in West Bengal; are government aware
of this and, if so, what steps are they
going to take to stop this?
