STATEMENT OG BIRLA COTTON
MILLS STRIKE

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF LABOUR, EMPLOY-
MENT AND REHABILITATION (SHRI
BHAGWAT JHA AZAD): According to
the information furnished by the Delhl
Administration, the workers of Birla Cotton
Spinning  and Weaving Mills Dclhi, are on
strike from the 26th October, 1969, The
management {5 reporied to have offered 4%
bonus in terms of the Payment of Bonus
Act, 1965, The workers are,
demanding higher bonus,
in the Siate sphere, The Delhi Administra-
tion invited the represemtatives of the
management and the workers to bring about
an amicuble, scttlement. These discussions,
however, did not succeed, A suggestion was
made for reference of the dispute to arbitra-
tion. This was not accepiable to the workers,
In the circumstances, the Delhi Administra-
tion have referred the dispute 10 the
Additional Industrial Tribunal, on the S5th
November, 1969 for adjudicaticn.  They
have  simultaneously  issued an  order
prohibiting the stiike. The strike, however,
continues.  The textile workers in  other
mills cxpressed their sympathy with the
striklng workers  of the Birla Cotton
Spinning and Weaving Mills by going on a
