ok Personal Explanation

SHRI K. NARAYANA RAO: The
very word ‘‘personal explanation” indi-
cales that there is something personal
about certain things which either he
must have misunderstood or has omitted
to mention or something like that,
Therefore, my submission is that his
point of order is out of order, and he
ought not to be permitted. Now,
having permitted this, I come to the
second point. You arc a constitutional
lawyer and you know the constitutional
niceties ; you know what the position
of the Governor is in the State and what
the position of the President is in the
set=up of the Union and its relations with
the States. There are umptcen marginal
areas where the discretion is available
for the Governor.

In this context, let us see what the
hon. Member has said, After all, the
Governor is an institutional head ; he
is a constitutional figure, Tomorrow,
when it comes up,—and the conventions
are there—he is entitled to delete those
things which may relatc to personal
things.

SHRT RANDHIR SINGH : He nced
not read the address. Read the
Constitution pleasc. (j'merrnpﬁcm)

He has of course the right to
make a personal explanation, But so
far as the issue that has been raised here
is concerned, the points is this. The
matter is likely to crop up tomorrow.

He wanted to raise the ques-
tion of interpretation of that particular
Article and the ambit of discretion avai-
lable to the Governor in these matters,
Therefore, 1 allowed him. Certain other
issues also were raised. As I have
pointed out, whatever was said regarding
this matter, to avoid any crises or critical
moment, that would be conveyed by the
Minister of Parliamentary Affairs,

ever cover the issue might have come up,
the fact remains that in West B:ngal
tomorrow some crisis is going to be
created. That is a problem before the
country and ] request you to allow
a debate on the issue. Mr. Dharma Vira
should not be allowcd to remain there,

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THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS
(DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH) : About
50 minutes. ’

SHRI KIRUTTINAN (Sivaganji) :
Sir, our hon. Railway Minister has tried
to paint a rosy picture by preseniiag the
Railway Budg:t with a m:agre am>uat of
surplus of 1.91 crores. Even about this
he is not confidant. He has said that
unless costs increase for reasons b:yond
the control of th= railways, the anticipa-
ted surplus of Rs. 1.91 crores would be
realised.

For the year 1969-70, the Railway
Minister estimated gross traflic receipts
at Rs. 94680 crores—an increass of
Rs. 45 crores over the current year and
ordinary working expznses at Rs. 665.35
crores—Rs, 25 crores higher than the
current year.

But the financial administration of thz
railways is far from satisfactory, The
Aulit Report for 1968-69 clearly shows
that crores of rup:es hav: been wasted
du= to lack of efficiency —not one or two
cases, but a number of cases ; nol in one
or two railways but in almost all rail-
ways, I need not go into all these
details. But I would like to ask the hon.
minister what steps he is going to take to
remove all these irregularities.

I cannot congratulate the hon. Minister
because, although th: bulget has not
proposcd and increase in fares and
freight, it has given indication of fares
and freight structure b:ing rationalised,
hased on the results of rezeat cost studies,
The cost studies show that the passenger
fare is lagging behind cost and similarly
freight for long distance haulage of bulk
commodities is also below cost.  8», the
rationalisation move will take care of
this |

Further, the Railway Board is still
pursuing the removal of certain lines by
saying that they are unremunerative. The
State Governments, particularly the
Tamil Nadu Government, arc against this
proposal. Railway lines are considered
to b: most important things for
industrialisation of a particular area. 8o,
if the Central Govemment will come
forward to remove any line in Tamil
Nadu, the people of Tamil Nadu will

They are ready to face
any consequences arising out of this
opportunity to warn the Governmant not
to engage their machinery to dismantle or
remove the existing things, but to cons-
truct new things.

Furiher, the explanatory memorandum
on the Railway Budget for 1969-70 shows
no provision for new lines on the Southern
Railway, particulary in Tamil Nadu area,
during the budget year—the first year of
the fourth plan, There is a token pro-
vision of Rs. 6 lakhs for op:n lin= works
on the railway. These works which are
estimated to cost a total of Rs. 637 lakhs
inlcude doubling of the track on the
Madukkarai-Kankjikod:, Alwaye-Ernaku-
lam and Morappur-Daampatti sections.
What does it m=an 7 Practically nothing
is going to be done on these works in
1969-70.

An appendix to the memorandum
mentions a preliminary engineering-cum-
trallic survey for a parallel broad gauge
line between Guntakkal and Dharma-
varam and for conversion of Dharmva-
ram-Bangalore line into broad gauge, as
having be=n undertaken during 1968-69.
But, Sir, nothing has been said about
the proposed traffic and surveys for a
broad gauge line betwzen Krur-Dindigul-
Tuticorin or about the survey conducted
for electrification of the Madras-Vijaya-
wada and Madras-Arkonam sections,
With great difficulty the Government
has decided to reassess the previous sur-
vey reports of Tirunzlveli-Cape Comorin-
Trivandram rail link,

As far as Madras-Arkonam electrifi-
cation is concernned, the form:r Railway
Minister Shri Poonacha said in January
last year that a detailed programme had
been prepared and the work would begin
soon. Ower a year has passed but still
there is no provision for this. This is
afier all a relatively small proj:ct involv-
ing hardly Rs. 3 croses excluding rolling
stock. This is highly unfair on the part
of the Cantral Government. This step-
motherly treatment will definitely effect
the Congress Party in Tamil Nadu.

Our State Government has also sug-
gested so many new rail links to b: takea
up during the Fourth Five Year Plan
period. 1 would also request to Govern-
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ment to make a survey to connect Southern Railway 7 During the past few

Aranthanki to Thondi and Thondi to
Manamadurei, the area which is comple-
tely neglected for the past so many years.
Steps should also be taken to connect
Madurai and Karaikudi which has got
a large industrial and developmental
potential.

Much has been said by the hon. Minis-
ter about cordial ties with labour, *I
have had the pleasure of being associated
with the woking of the Railways in the
past and had come to acquirc a high
openion of the calibre of railway men of
all ranks” he said. He also said: I
trust that in my renewed association with
them, I shall have opportunity to form
a still better opinion of thecir ability and
devotion to duty and that they will be
continue to give their best to tke Rail-
ways and the country™.

We always expect such callings from
the hon. Minister. At the same time
the hon, Minister and the Railway
Board should cooperate and be kind
enough to hear the grievances of the
employees and take suitable action to
remove their difficulties, The hon,
Minister should intervene whenever the
bureaucratic officials take chance to
visitimise the employees.

In Trichy, Sir, one Divisional Supcrin-
tencent is going to the possible maximum
extent to victimise to poor fircmen,

 Every day some firemen are being remov-
ed from service. These things were
brought to the notice of the Minister on
several occasions, but I regret to say,
Sir, that nothing has been done so far.
So I request the hon. Minister who is
new —— and I hope that he is capable of
tackling all these problems to do some-
thing good to the firemen in Trichy
Division.

I want to say something about the
commercial clerks in Railways. I have
been told that there is a proposal to
reduce the number of commercial clerks,
in the name of economy drive, only in
the Southern Railway and not in any
other Railway, Why is it only in the

years the axe of economy was falling on
this category alone. In 1961 the number
of commercial clerks in Madurai Division
was 800 whereas it is 600 at present.
Already the commercial clerks are over-
working without getting any over-time
allowanc:. They gat no promotions even
after ten years, They are demanding for
additional clerks for preparing statements,
indents etc. Traffic has also increased.
The revenus receipts have increased. The
Departmaznt its:If is printing three or four
times the number of tickets. 1In view of
these facts, where is the necessity of re-
ducing the numb:r of clerks 7 Both in
Mrdurai and in Trichy Divitions about
60 clerks have to bz sent out, This is a
grave problem to which our hon. Minister
should pay his immediate attention,

I now coms to the questinn of SAS
qualifizd staff, The Budget speech ¢ n-
tains no special benefit for class TII
Accounts Stafl though th: same is very
liberal in doling out gifts to officers.
SAS railway staff after passing the exami-
nation as early as in 1957 are sitting on
the maximum of the clerical scales for
the last four years and have no chances
of promotion for another decade or so.
What do the Ministry of Railways pro-
pose to do in their case 7

The Commercial Clerks Association
made a represcntation to the hon, Minis-
ter, Shri Poonacha, when he was the
Railway Minister and he had promised
to refer this case to a one-man tribunal.
So, T would request the present Railway
Minister to uphold the assurance of his
predecessor by referring this matter to a
one-man tribunal,

Lastly, I want to make a mention
about the recognition of trade unions.
We of the DMK always prefer one
union for one industry. But the Union
Government follows a policy of any
number of unions for ome industry.
Even this policy is not followed properly
by the Central Government. As far as
the railways is concerned, only two
unions have been recognised — NFIR and
AIRF, After the token strike on 19th
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September AIRF has been  de-recognised.
So, there is only one union, which is
a Congress union, The Central Govern-
ment says that all demands should be
repres=nted through a recognised union.
What does it mean ? It means that all
the demands should be represented
through the Congress union. How is it
possible ? So, my suggestion is that
all organised unions should be recog-
nised. It is not possible, I have got
another alternative. Kindly derccognise
all unions. The Commercial clerks have
their own association, which is regisier-
ed. The firemen have their own coun-
cil, which is registered. So also, sta-
tion masters, guards, drivers and ticket-
examiners. All of them have got all-
India federations. So, the government
can ask all these federations to form a
confederation in which all types of
workers can be represented and that
confederation can be recognised. I hope
all sections of this august House will
appreciate this move and accept my
suggestion.

During the course of his specech the
hon. Minister said that 23 new trains
have been introduced in the current
year. 1 have requested the govern-
ment so many limes to introduce a new
express train between Madurai-Rames-
waram and Madras-Rameswaram-Viru=
dhunagar via Manamadurai-Trichy
chord. 1 hop: our nmew Minister will
consider this suggestion.

SHRIMATI TARA SAPRE (Bombay
North-East) :  Mr. Deputy-Speaker,
Sir, at the outset I would like to con-
gratulate our Railway Minister for the
status quo position of the passenger fares.
But, at the same time, I think it un-
wise to increase luggage fare by the
backdoor.

1 am going to confine mysclf to the
problems of Bombay city. Bombay is
the industrial capital of India, essentially
an island joined to the mainland at the
northern tip near Kurla. The chain of
islands runs north-south and  crecks
between the islands have been filled up.
The main centre of business activity is at
the south end of the island and the
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housing is expanding to the northern
end of the island. Nearly 2.2 million
commuters come from the subarbs to
business centre in the morning and equal
number also go back to suburbs in the
evening to their residents, The intra-
city transport for the region is provided
by the municipal bus service. The
capacity of the bus service of carrying
commuters during the psak hours has
reached the point of climax. Now itis
beyond the capacity of the bus service
to expand their units and run during the
peak hours, There is stceply increasing
congestion on the 10ads, with an ave-
rage 10,000 wehicles being added every
year, and the law of diminishing return
has already set in.

The suburban services of the railways,
therefore, form the backbone of the mass
transportation system of Bombay, It
is, therefore, of utmost importance for
the well being of this city and, toa
certain extent, of the entire country
that the Suburban services of the railways
are maintained at the highest level of
cfficiency.

From the sbove discussion it is a
natural corollary that some immediate
and definite action ought to have been
taken by the Railway Ministry. But 1
feel very sorry 1o say that no concrele
proposal has been accepied by the Mi-
nistry to solve this complex and ever
pressing problem of Bombay suburban
traffic. On the contrary, the Ministry
advocates that the Railways should take
up a survey for the final location and
detailed planning of the suburban dis-
persal line in Calcutta and a techno-
economic feasibility study for a mass
rapid transit system in Calcutta, This
mean that there is a definite program=
me by the Railways for Calcutta, while
for Bombay a survey for a third terminal
in Ballard Esiate is a proposal which s
not at all feasible for two reasons. There
isa lot of goods traffic of the Port
Trust on that line and the line will
not provide rapid mass transit at all be-
cause Ballard Estate is at the southem
end of the island near the business
centre and the bulk of commuters came
from the northern suburbs to the southern
part. Many autboritics on the trans-
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port system have expressed their opinion
about the uselessness of this proposal.
This wastage on thc survey is meaning-
less. Kurla Mankhurd survey section
is to serve the goods traffic.

Now our demand is that immediately,
like Calcutta, a techno-economic study
for & mass rapid transit system in Bom-
bay must be taken up along with Cal-
cutta, Secondly, it has bzen assessed
that with an investment of about Rs. 60
crores on the two railways, soms= 50 per
cent capacity ‘can b2 increased by
quadrupling of the Grant Road-Church-
gate section on the Western Railway
and an invesiment on coaches lay-out
for running 12-coach trains in place of
the present 9-coach trains. This is the
imm:diate demand and for this the
Railways will require som: foreign ex-
change which should b: sanctioned
without hesitation. Even this addition
of some coaches and lengthening of
platforms, stabling and rcpairs facilities
will require at least four to five years
if we start in right earnest. There will
be abandoning of som: existing schemes
for which public opinion must be creat-
ed. Such an increase of 50 cent in the
capacity will, however, be helplessly
inadequate when considered in the con-
text of the prevailing distressing over-
crowding of trains and the potential for
further growth as explained above. In
this context a Grade S:=parated Rapid
transit system for the region is a ‘must’.
Ordering of such a survey with forcign
exchange supported by some develop-
mental agency is an immediate neces-
sity.

The Central Railway has already re-
commended a survey of a project—a
third Ghat route to join Kalyan to a
convenient point on the Dhond-Manmad
line—so that the needs of long distance
passengers and goods transport from and
to Bombay region can be met adequately
fora long time to come. This will
help remove the congestion at pre-
sent.

There isa demand for starting more
trains from Bombay in all directions.
The further growth of industry in Bom-
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bay area, setti ng up of a subsidiary port
at Nowva-shiva and the need for rail
transport to feed the population of the
metropolitan city from the upcountry
region—all these things are beyond the
capacity of th: two existing routes to-
wards Poona and Nasik. Hence there
is an immzadiate need for the survey and
construction of a third Ghat route to
join Kalyan at a suitable place with the
Dhond-Manmad Railway.

I do not coisider it right to take
away the facility of free railways passes
enjoyed by railways servants of all clas-
ses ; in fact, we are a paor country and
as such we are not able to look after
our employees as we should, being the
welfare  state. My suggestion will be
that all railway servants should get an
equal numbzr of passes and there should
not be any discrimination. S:condly,
retirad persons if they are getting pen-
sions and provident fund, should not get
free passes.

SHRI RANDHIR SINGH (Roh-
tak) : What is the harm if there are
no passes 7

SHRIMATI TARA SAPRE : There
should bz some passes because that is
the only facility that they are gatting.

DR. MAITREYEE BASU (Dar-
jecling) :  Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
at the outset I thank you for giving me
an opportuaity to speak on the Railway
Budget.

I only want to emphasize two points.
One is about the narrow-gauge railway
line running from N=w Jalpaiguri to
Darjeeling. This was disrupted during
the floods and landslides of October,
1968. The road haulage was also dis-
rupted. The roads were very much
croded. The road has now been re-
constructed. But I do not se: any point
in not reconstructing the narrow-gauge
railway line as well. This line had
the old name of Darjeeling-Himalayan
Railway. It is still the Darjecling-
Himalayan Railway. It has got its
historic value ; it bas got a strategic
value......
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SHRI DHIRESWAR KALITA
(Gauhati) : There are no  passén-
gers.

DR. MAITREYEE BASU: There
may not be any passengers. Why is he
speaking like that 7 He is not interested
in Darjeeling constituency. He is only
interested in his own constituency. How
does he know there are no passengers 7
Probably  Mr. Kalita does not
like my speech. That is why he is
interrupting me. But I do not care.

SHRI RANDHIR SINGH : We like

your speech very much,

DR. MAITREYEE BASU : There may
be passengers or there may not be pas-
sengers. It may be a paying line or it
may not be a paying line. Sometimes,
these public utility services have to be
considered from another angle, whether
it is of a strategic value, it is of some
other wvalue, whether it is of historic
value. As 1 have already said, it has
got historic value. [t has a strategic
value of great importance because it is
on the border of Sikkim and Bhutan,
It has got the value of giving employ-
ment to the local population. There is
no other way of haulage of heavy ma-
terial. Why they are not paying atten-
tion to this particular line I do not
understand. The road and the railway
line run side by side. Since they have
built up the road, specially in Sonada
where it has been built up from the
very bottom of the valley, why the
railway line should not be reconstructed
is a mystery to me.

There is also some agitation there. [
am not in favour of agitation to get
something done. If the Railway Minis-
ter or the Government as such want an
agitation, they will have an agitation.
The agitation is already under way.
The other day, I asked for a short
notice Question to be replied to. But
the Railway Minister was unkind
enough to reject it. Nawrally, I am
using this time of the House to bring the
whole matter to the attention of the
public. Such persons who have already
visited Darjecling will all agree with
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me that this is really something to be
proud of, It serves the -highest mountain
station at the highest altitude in the
whole world, I believe. The Ghoom
railway station is at an altitude of more
than 8000 ft, high. As such, it isa
tourist attraction also, But I am not
in favour of a tourist atrraction only,
All the economic, political, strategic
and  historic factors are there, This
must b: done at a very early date to
allay the fears and anxieties of the local
people and also in view of the impor-
tance of local employment. That is also
of a very great importance.

The other point to which 1 want to
draw the attention of the Railway Mi-
nister is about the link between Cuttack
and Paradip port, I do not know
whether the Railway Minister has men-
tioned about it. 1 did not hear him.
The Paradip port is being built at a
high cost. About Rs. 24 crores have
been spent. A fully mechanical plant
for ore-loading has been established
there. There is the Express Highway
built at a cost of Rs. 21 crores, The
State of Orissa which is not wvery
affluent has spent so much money and
now, if all this new equipment Is not
utiliscd, what are we going to do?
How are we going to improve our port
capacity ? The port capacity has to
be increased. There is no doubt about
it. There is so much talk of planning,
having the major ports commission

and 0 on and so forth, But
if a port which has already been
in existence for three or four years

does not get the food that it needs,
how can it function ? This is a port
which has a great potentiality. It can
handle already a ship of 30 feet draft
and it may even go up to 35 feet
draft, which is not a joke, which is a
very important thing. This railway
line is also not of a wery great lengih
cither. In spite of that, this has not
been  built, 1 think, the Orissa
Government has not been able to acquire
tho land nceded for this. Now they
say that they will acquire it. But
if they canmot do it, then they must
be helped since so much moncy has
already been spent. If the port has
to function as & major port, if we are
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nt to lose our capacity for ore-
loading, if we are not to lose our
Japanese trade, then this must be done.
I bring this matter to the pointed
attention of Dr. Ram Subhag Singh.
I might point out here that this is
not my constituency ; this 1s some-
body else’s constituency ; this is not
even in my State.

SHRI KAMALANATHAN (Krishna-
giri) : Madam, the hon. Railway
Minister felt happy to inform us that
the picture of the current year is some-
what better. Of course, after four years
of dreary deficits, the public also heaved
a sigh of relief. But the hon. minister
was very clever in raising the passenger
luggage rates when he was about to intro-
duce the Railway Budget for 1969-70.
By this he exhibitel his cleverness. But
he also exhibited what sort of respect he
shows to this August Parliament, for
whose affairs he was the Minister till-
yesterday. We consider it as an erosion
or subversion of this great institution,
and at this tim: of creating good, healthy
traditions to nuture our young democra-
cy, wz should bz doing a great scrvice
if we put an end to such short-cut me-
thods.

Though freight and fare structures are
not raised this time, people cannot be
completely happy because of a dark hint
contained in this budget. He has again
clearly pointed out that rationalisation
based on cost studies arc being under-
taken anl fare structures may be re-
examined. If this means another heavy
dose of tax on travel, then people would
view it as a time-bomb which may ex-
plode any mom:nt in the near future,
So, [ want the hon. minister to be can-
did, to us and to the public. I would
like to know whsther any secret mive is
b:ing nurtured in the Rail Bhavan to
increase freight rates and fares under one
pretext or the other in coming months
when Parliamsnt is not in session.

Our plea is, there is lot of scope for
effecting efficiency and cconomy in the
working of Railways without increasing
the burden on the users.

Take, for example, the unused capa-
clty. Our railways are the mounment of
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bad planning. Goods traffic is still 20
percent below the total carrying capacity.
It is clear example of bad and misdirected
investment. How about ticketless travel?

Here is a field for increasing your
revenues.
How about pilferage ? Organised

gangs are indulging in those activities,
This calls for rigorous handling. For
example Rupees One lakh  worth of train
compartment fittings are being stolen
from such a headquarter station llke
Madras Central notin a year, but every
month, This is & shameful truth. This
is not a stray case. This happens all over
India day in and day out. I would like
to know what the authorities have done
to stop this menace, Becausc of pilfer-
age, the public are afraid to book their
goods by train. There is no guarantee
that the goods booked in open wagons
would reach the destination intact. Even
coal and stecl are pilfered by regular
gangs operating near the outer signals of
all important stations,

Madam, I would like to point out that
the people of the South are greately dis-
appointed over this year's railway bud-
get. I also accuse that this budget has
uot taken into consideration the needs
and aspirations of the South,

Please look at the railway map of the
South-Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Andhra
Pradesh and Mysore. There arc scveral
vital gaps to be filled up. The much
expected fourth Five Year Plan is round
the corner. At least can't you make a
good beginning this year? It Is seen
from the Report on Indian Railways-
1967-68, that thousands of route kilo-
metres of railway lines in northern and
Eastern India have been elecrificd while
the entire south has only about 160 KMS
of clectrified traction. There has been a
persistent demand from the Governments
of all the southern States to electrify the
railway lines between Madras-Bangalors
and Madras-Vijayawada. At one siage
the Madras-Vijayawada and Madras-
Arakonam lines were surveyed for taking
up the execution. The reasons for mot
taking up the project yet are to be
made known. It Is a well-known fact that
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the coal required for steam traction for
Southern Railway has to be brought from
far off places. This coal could be saved
if electrification is resorted to in the
place of steam traction atleast on main
lines. The coal thus saved could be
better utilised for thermal power stations
which have high thermal efficiency than
that with locomotive engines.

I would like to invite the attention of
the hon. Minister to a blunder commi-
mitted by this department. They created
new lines between Bangalore ahd Salem.
The pity is that these two broad gauge
points were linked with metre gauge lines.
The trend all over the world is towards
broad gauge which is more economical.
1 do not know what prompted them to
‘make such a move. If they want to make
more profits they should do something
regarding this line. I say this because it
takes about 10} hours to travel from
Bangalore to Salem by this new railway
line whereas it takes only 6 hours by
ordinary buses and 4l hours by Express
buses to reach the same destination,
Please compare this with the speed of
the Rajdhani Express. How can you
expect the people to patronise these slow
moving trains.

The expansion of Madras Central
Station must be given priority. In spite
of the additional platform rrovided in
the Central Station during the Third Plan
the station is not able to cope up with
the number of trains. There was a pro-
posal with the Railway Ministry to ex-
pand the Station on the canal side by
providing some sort of coverage. I re-
quest the hon. Minister to examine this
proposal to improve the train capacity of
the station and amenities to passengers.
There was also a proposal to connect the
Madras Central  Station and Egmore
Railway Station by an underground tun-
nel milway. The proposal was once the
talk of the day. I shall be grateful to
the hon. Minister if a favourable deci-
sion is taken regarding this.

The governments of Tamil Nadu and
Kerala for & long time have been stress-
ing for a new line from Tirunclveli to
Trivandrum. Kanyakumari District in
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Tamil Nadu has no railway facilities at
the moment and development of this area
would be greately assisted by laying the
above rail link with a branch line from
Nagercoil to Kanyakumari. Swrveys after
surveys are bcing undertaken but nothing
has turned out.

As the House is aware, Nagercoil has
attracted the attention of all in the re-
cent bye-election which returned Shri
Kamraj. I also expected, like the people
of Nagercoil who wvoted him that he
would plead at least for this new line on
the floor of this House. I am sorry he is
not here,

SHRI RANGA (Srikakulam) : He
may be pleading for it in the under-
ground,

SHRI NAMBIAR (Tiruchirappali) :
He promised to get it done as soon as
he was elected. He will get it,

SHRI KAMALANATHAN: You
have not included him in the Cabinet.
At least include this scheme in the beginn-
ing years of the Fourth Plan, Please do
not say agatium Parkkalam in the

language of Shri Kamraj.

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SHRI B. K. DASCHOWDHURY
(Cooch-Behar) : I have gone through
the entire text of the hon. Minister, Dr.
Ram Subhag Singh's speech. It appears
to me that in his 16-page spcech, he has
expressed himself as being in a very
happy mood in regard to the activities of
the Railways and [ do not know also
whether he is happier for his new assign-
ment. But the thing remains clear as in
the statement, he has said this :

T am happy to point out to the
House that the Railways' efforts
for achieving economy have begun
to bear some fruit"’.

It has pained me to notice that there
Is not even a single word of appreciation
for the efforts of the railway workers
and employecs whose numbers are about
15 lakhs. If there be any achicvement on
the part of the railways, definitely it
must be assumed that it is the achicve-
ment of the cumulative effect of all the
employees running the railways. It has
pained me that the hon. Minister has
not mentioned even a word of apprecia-
tion for the railway employees.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH: It
is there in the speech,

SHRI NAMBIAR :
one sentence at the end.

There is only

SHRI B. K. DASCHOWDHURY :
That also 1 have seen. That is not for
the poor employees but for the higher
ranks. Anyway, this omission on his
part was not proper.

Before going further, I must thank
the Railway Ministry, particularly the
hon. Minister of State, Shri Parimal
Ghosh, for the statement he made the
other day. He has conceded the demand
of the people of Calcutta and Bombay
for easing the traffic congestion in both
these cities. It is wvery reassuring that
he has stated that the Calcutta circular
railway  project will be started in
the course of a few months, and as
for an underground railway project both
in Calcutta and Bombay, a scheme will
be taken up in the Fourth Plan period.
So we must thank him for that,
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With all that has been stated by the
Minister in his speech, it seems
to me that he has not con-
sidered the matter of bribery and
corruption which is rampant amongst
top-ranking officers of the railways.
This reminds me of an English saying,
that the husband is the last person to
know of adultery committed by the wife.
The same thing applies to the Railway
Minister here. 'Whenever we makc any
representations, whenever we refer certain
cases of gross corruption and irregulari-
ties to the hon. Minister, automatically
the reply comes that for such and such
reasons, it could not be gone into. 1
have several examples with me., [ refer-
red one case in the Eastern Railway
where one person was supzrseded to the
hon. Minister,

0Oae Mr, G. S. Das  was superseded,
his promotion was not given in time,
and in his place a junior man was
promoted. With your permission, I
shall rcad a few lines of the reply @

“There has been no suppression
of Shri G. 8. Das by any of his
juniors cither in respect of his
promotion or scniority as Charge-
man, Grade ‘A’ on scale Rs.
335—425. The promotion of
Shri P. Raman than in 1964 as
Chargeman, Grade ‘A" was purely
temporary, against a local wva-
cancy."

So, it is clear that Mr. P. Ramanathan
was junior to Mr. G. S. Dus, but his
promotion was made temporarily, Then,
why was not the senior man given tem-
porarily ? It remains a mystery.

While participating in last year's
Railway Budget discussion, I made a
very important point, that the railways
should adopt the micro-medium railway
radar system. A young scicntist, A, K.
Choudhury, working in the N. F. Rail-
way has made an invention and has
been trying to get the Railway Board
and the Ministry to accept it. At lcast he
should be given son: incentive to do
further research in this direction, Qa
26th March, 1968, immediately after my
spexch there was a trial test, and
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during that test the railway officers
behaved in such a manner as I would
not like to mention here. It was cate-
gorically stated that no such machine
would be used in India. But sometimes
after that, there was a news item published
in the Hindustan Standard dated 19-11-68
under the heading  “*Train-control
machine to be installed."” While this
young Indian scientist could not be
trusted for his invention of a machine to
save a few hundred crores of rupees for the
railways, and the railway offTicials and
the Railway Board do not want that
anything should be invented here or
manufactured here, but they want all these
machines to be imported from foreign
countries and I do not know what interest
they have in it. This is what the ncws
item says :

“The Eastern Railway authorities
will soon introduce a German-
made  automatic train~control
machine on the Howrah-Mughal-
sarai and Sealdah-Burdwan sections
w0 avert accidents. Each machine
will cost about Rs. 26,00,000."

The Railway Ministry may have enough
money to spend Rs. 26 lakhs cach on
the purchase of these machines from
foreign countries, but they do not alike
to go into the matter whether these
machines can be manufactured in our
country or not, and at the same lime they
do not want to give any incentive to our
young scientists.

I personally referred the matter to the
hon. Minister, and here is the reply dated
16th June signed by Shri Parimal Ghosh :

“Jt may be mentioncd that in a
demonstration before the Standing
Scrcening Commitiec on  26-3-68,
Shri Choudhury produced spring-
worked toy engines and toy rail
cars arranged on @ miniature rail
track. The demonstration had no
conneciion with the working of
radar, Shri Choudhury could not
even expliin either the broad
principles or the details of imple-
mentation of his scheme and did
not appear to possess even a
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fundamental knowledge of elec-
tricity.”

16.20 hrs.
[MR. SPEAKER in the Chair]

Mr. Choudhury is a sclence graduate
of the Calcutta Unlversity, He has
published three or four books on varlous
complicated scientific issues, but the
Minister has besn advised by the Railway
Board to say that he did not app=ar to
possess even a fundamental knowledge of
electricity. This is how they are behav-
ing and I do not know whether those
who are passing judgment on such in-
ventions, such as Mr. Sen Gupta who
had been promoted to the post of elec-
trical engineer, have got any engineering
degrec. Probably he is only a matri-
culate and by certain manipulation he
got this promotion to the highly coveted
post of electrical englneer in that
railway.

‘Without making any further remarks
about these persons, I would only request
the hon. Minister to consider this aspect,
whether anything tangible can be done
in this matter, and whether the young
scientists of our country could be given
any assistance to improve their inven-
tions. 'We have seen from our experi-
ence that Dr. Khurana could not get any
assistance from our country and he is
now a Nobel laureate. 1 can multiply
such instances.

Reference has alrcady been made to
the Tribunal.

MR. SPEAKER : The hon. Mcmber's
time is up.

SHRI B, K. DASCHOWDHURY :
I shall bricfly refcr to this matter. Only
cight points had been referred to the
Tribunal for adjudication, It was settled
in the Joint Commirtez of the All India
Railwaymen’s Federation that all the
points under dispute should be referred
to the Tribunal. [ request the hon,
Minister to take note of item 23, parti-
cularly which rcads as follows :

“Staff requiring to perform duties
on running trains, e.f. Ticket
Checking Staff, Attendants, tech-
miclans etc. should be treated on
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par with the Running Staff for all
purposes.”

That was one of the points of dispute,
This point had been referred to on a
number of occasions and the hon, Justice
Rajadhyaksha in his adjudication award
No. 1 of 1947 in para 290 records :

““Their (TTEs) duty consists main-
ly in checking tickets of passengers
while the train i3 moving, recover-
ing excess fares ; crowded as they
have been during the last few
years, this task is not a very
pleasant one and a witness referred
to the fact that travelling ticket
Examiners were occasionally as-
saulted in the performance of their
duty.”

S0, they should also be regarded as run-
ning staff and this point should also be
referred to the one-man tribunal with
Shri Mia Bhoy as the Chalrman, As 1
said earlier, this point had been referred
to on a number of occasions. Even
as early as 1953-55, tha Railway Corrup-
tion Enquiry Committee headed by Shri
J. B. Kripalani pointed out that :

“The TTE has today become a
part and parcel of the train and
his importance is nothing less than
that of a guard or driver.”

Guard or driver becomes running staff
within the definition of the railways,
but not the TTE's. According to the
Krishnamachari and WVashist Enquiry
Committce report, booking of TTE by
every train is nccessary to watch the
revenue aspects of this national industry.
By not implementing this recommens
dation ticketless travel will reach a
climax when it will become an issue of
national importance, For all  these
reasons | urged upon the hon. Minister
to consider this aspect. The TTEs are
exposed to all vagaries of the weather
as the driver and brakesman and others.
Guards and drivers are confined to one
place while the TTEs® are to go from come
partment to compartment and sometimes
thcy risk their lives when the train
moves, 1 wurge on the Minister to
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consider this aspect and give the TTEs
the allowances that arc given to other
running staff,

In the audit report, at page 39, we
find the following : it is in regard to the
Northeast Frontier Railway-provision of
excessive facilities at New Cooch
Behar  station. It is  sald that
in  this New Cooch Behar  sta-
tion, additional facilities have bzen
provided at a cost of Rs. 17 lakhs. What
happens ? “The Administration provided
at New Cooch Behar station, a loco shed
with ancillary facilities, a sorting yard
and reception and despatch vard in
connection with the construction of
the new B.G. line from Raninagar to
Jogighopa." But then, what happened ?
In the middlec of November *68 suddenly,
without having any administrative sanction
from the headquarters,—it was said to me
particularly by the General Manager, Mr.
Chatterjee—that the loco-shed and other
facilities at the new station had been
dismantled and taken away to somewhere
else. That has been done by some of
the officers at the district level,
There is one District Mechanical Engineer,
Mr. Grey. Wantonly ; he has done all
these things, perhaps : I do not know.
I have referred the matter to the hon.
Minister and the G2neral Manager also.
They have alrcady dismantled the entire
shed. I ask the hon. Minister, through
you, to look into this matter seriously.
I want to know why this has been done
without even taking prior orders from the
higher authorities.

Somstimes, what happens is this :
Cooch-Behar station comes under my
constitusncy, Croch-Behar is the district
head quarter town, and is growing
very rapidly owing to wvarious acti-
vities of trade and development,
But what has been done there ? They
want to cffect some economy. How
didt hey do it ? There were two senior
goods clerks at the Cooch Behar station.
By a sudden order, one of them was
removed, and when the matter was ref-
erred to the authorities, what did they
do? A junior assistant goods clerk II
has been posted in the place ol oae senior
clerk. And thzy had to pay Rs, 375
for each for reli=ving duua! which means
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Rs. 750 in all | By removing on¢ scnior
goods clerk from there, this is the saving
in expenditure ; this is the economy effec-
ted at Cooch Behar station | This is
the way the officers are working there
now and then, [ have beecn informed
by the people in my constituency that some
days before, another order has been
passed that one of the assistant station
masters at the station 1s being removed,
I do not know for what reasons. Pro-
bably that is in the place of another
whom they will be sending as relief some
days after. This is the way in which
they are effecting economy in the railway
administration. I would request the hon.
Railway Minister to look into these
things.

Lastly, I would like to refer to another
point, I refer to the report of the
Railway Board for 1967-68. At page 61
of the report, there is one particular
paragraph ; it is paragraph 106. It deals
with representation of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes in  non-gazetted
railway services. It says :

“The number of candidates be-
longing to Scheduled Castes and
Scheduled Tribes indented for by
the Railways for class III categories
and the number recommended by
the Railway Service Commissions
during the year 1967-68 are shown
below ;**

The statement shows that the Railway
Service Commissions recommended that
410 Schedu'ed Caste candidates and 135
Scheduled Tribe candidates should be
taken ; that comes to a total of 545 can-
didates. Then, the report goes on to
state :

“The shortage of candidates from
these communitics has been per-
sisting mainly in respect of cate-
gories for which technical quali-
fications are essential. Further,
the less intake in the matter of
recruitment of Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes is du: to
ban on recruitment of staff in
Class Il and Class IV categories
and absorption of staff rendered
surplus as a result of closure/coms
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pletion of certain construction pro-
jects,”

It further goes on to say :

“In order to make up the defici-
ency in the quota reserved for
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes, the Gencral Managers
of  Indian Railways con-
tinued to exercise the special
powers vested in them, j.e., the
power to select candidaleg from
those communities relaxing the
standards. These sclections sup-
plemented thosc made by the Rail-
way Service Commissions.™

MR. SPEAKER : Order, order. You
are reading from the rcport,  Please
conclude.

SHRI B. K. DASCHOWDHURY :
1 am concluding, Sir., What happens
is this. These General Managers of the
Indian Railways have bcen given certain
powers so that, il nccessary, certain
standards  cven might be relaxed,
The Railway  Service Commission
recommended 545 persons.  But the
General Managers appointed only 267
from scheduled castes and 45 from  sche-

duled tribes—a to'al of 312 only
as against 545  for appointment,
What is  the sympathy shown

the General Managers, though they
are invested with certain sp:cial powers 7
Should we not presume that the scheduled
castes and tribes do not get a fair deal
‘at the hands of the General Managers 7
There are so many anomalies in the
report but 1 have no time to refer to
them.

Lastly, I want to make one important
request. Whenever any onc scnds any
memorandum or representation to the
Railway Minister, he should consider
them as judiciously as possible, because a
representation or memorandum is sub-
mitted to the Minister only after all
other means of redressing the grievances
have failed. But very often, the Minister
sends the letters and representations to the
department for replying. If that is the
case, we should not have any ministers
at all. Let us have computers and run
the admipistration, We can feed the
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letters and representations into the com-
puters and by pressing a button, the
reply will come from the department.
Therefore, I requsst that the hon, Minister
should consider as judiciously, considera-
tely and sympathetically as possible
all m:moranda and representations sent
to him,

THE MINISTER OF RAILWAYS

(DR. RAM SUBHAGH SINGH):
Mr. Speaker, Sir, I am grateful
to the House that the Railway

Budget has been well received by almost
all the Members who have participated in
the debate. The number members of who
participated comes to about 38 Members,

Just now, Shri Tulshidas Jadhav wanted
to participate in the debate. I know the
good work that he has been rendering to
Railways by visiting different educational
institutions and impressing upon students
and others to help the Railways by not
travelling without tickets. I hope his
efforts will continue and we, on our part,
assure him that we will render all possible
assistance to him in carrying out his
work.

The hon. Member, Shri Kushwah, just
now referred to Datia Station platforms
to be joined and I will see that they are
joined. But regarding Bhind and Etawah
railway line, I do not know what is the
position at the moment. But we shall
try to understand what can be done in the
matter.

About narrow-gauge railway lines,
many hon, Members have mentioned
about narrow-gauge and private railways,
and particularly, the hon. Member,
Shri Raghubir Singh Shastri, made a
mention about -the Shahdra-Saharanpur
line. [t is also not gcod for this
developed area to give a rail track
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of that typs. After several years, the
Central Government comes ioto the
picture. But, anyway, the D:partment
on its owa is having a survey made and
wa shall see that the survey work is
expedited and whatever possible is done.

Then, the hon. Member, Shri Sheo
Narain, mentioned about the railway
employess. About the suggestion that
he has given, [ will, definitely bear
that in mind and see how bsst to help
the railway employces. I must mention
here, without any reservation, that
our policy will not be a policy of
vicitimisation. We shall do justice to
every railway employee.

Shri Barupal mentioned about Schedul-
ed Caste and Scheduled Tribe employee.
I will see that no schedule caste and
schedule tribe employee—and, as a
matter of fact, no employee of the
Railways—is not given justice. The
entire quota will bz given. We will be
generous in giving employment to Sche-
duled cast and schedule Tribe employees.
When I say this, of course, [ am mindful
of our difficulties because it is the
Ssrvice Commission which comss into
the picture in regard to Class III
posts. But we shall impress upon
them to ses that they are not allowed
to suffer,

As regards the other suggestions, I
may or may not be able to answer all
points that have been made by various
m:mbers, though my intention is to
cover each and every point. But I
will send written replics, and the
replies would not bz discourteous,  Shri
Sh=o Narain just now said that we
were mnot very courteous. How can
we ignore Lucknow which is the
Capital of Uttar Pradesh which, in
fact, Is India in miniature...(Interruption)
I will also com=to the metre gauge
mentioned by Shri Daschowdihury. He
mentionsd soms individual points ; they
will also bs gone into.

About the catering facility at
Lucknow, whzn my hon. friend makes his
next visit to Lucknow, I am sure he
will bz reccived properly and h: will
get proper food also. I will see that
some coaches are also added to avoid
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congestion. We arc also contemp-
lating—of course, I can say this
without consuiting the  Planning
Commission—to have a broad gauge
line from Luzknow to Gorakhpur and
later on to Tinsukia but vi@ Banaras
side. When that improvement is
effected, Basti will be propaily served.

He mentioned about the railway
crossing in Basti, He also referred
to B:ngal bezcauss the Beagal people

are suffering due to, perhaps, lack of
rice and he wants to send some rice there,
Pzrhaps he also wants to go there,
We will be wvery generows in that
regard...

SHRI NAMBIAR : H: will go as
Governor of B=ngal 7

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH: It
is upto you to elect him as your
Leader and he will function as such.

The Fourth Five-Year Plan, as you
know, has not yet bzen finalised, and
we will try to impress upon the
Planning Commisrion to provide as
much allo:ation as the Railways would
require. Shri Sheo Narain also mentioned
about the border areas, more parti-
cularly about Jammu & Kashmir.
Shri Sanghi also mentioned about the
Ravi bridge. I must pay my tribute
to all the railway workers, more
particularly Class IV and Class III
employees, and also all the officers,
including the Railway Board officers
for having constructed the Ravi bridge at a
time when War was going on with
Pakistan ; but for that bridge the achieve-
ment would not have besn possible or
perhaps, it could have been possible even
then because all depends on the spirit
that the country possesses ; but that was
a great factor,

Shri Kamalanathan and Shri Kirue
ttinan mentioned about Kanyakumari,
Tionevelli, Tuticorin and also about
Egmore and Madras Central that they
should have underground connections.
I have alrcady pointed out in my
Budget speech the problems that are
fased by Madras, Bombay, Caicutta
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and Delhi. They will be taken care
of within the limitations that I have
pointed out in my Budget speech and

which my colleague; Shri  Parimal
Ghosh, has also highlighted, In fact,
my colleagues, Shri Parimal Ghosh

and Shri R. L. Chaturvedi, have lighted
my burden because they have dealt with
quite a good number of points.

When it comes to expansion of rail-
ways, defence requirements, about which
Shri Sheo MNarain was very particular, will
be given special priority. So also indust-
rial and agriculiural requirements,

Shri Randhir Singh mentioned about
irrigation facilities. There is a rule, with
which he must be conversant as he
is a very seminor advocate of Haryana,
that under the category of accommoda-
tion works covered by section 11 of the
Indian Railways Act, 1890, all such
accommodation works which are found
necessary either at the time of opening of
a line or within ten years of the opening
are provided by the railways at their
own cost. Any additional accommoda-
tion work required for the use of the
adjioning land-owners after ten years is
considered as deposit work and it is pro-
vided for at the cost of the applicant,
If the State Governments are prepared to
pay for these additional works, the rail-
ways will have no objection to take them
up. But whatever be the legal para-
phernalia, we will be as sympathetic as
Shri Randhir Singh Chaudhuri would
expect us in regard to helping the farmer.

As regards survey work for connecting
with Kanyakumarl and other places, 1
will come to them later.

Shri C.C. Desai said that doubling
work should be taken up and no new
line should be opened without effecting
doubling in industrial and other arcas.
This has been the policy so far, but side
by side with that we have also to look to
the other consideration. It would not
have been possible for us to face the
Chinese had we not started connecting
line with Rangia and Murkong Selek or

AN HON. MEMBER : How much ?

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH: All
the club members know. It can be ex-
pedited. Udhampur can also be connect-
ed, Jogigoppa has been joined with
Farakka.

Mention was made of Barauni. It is
a fact that there is transport difficulty in
and around Barauni area. There also
we propose to have a survey made to
join Barauni with Katihar by broad
gauge.

During the First Plan period, doubling
work was completed for 370 kms ; in the
Second Plan period, it was 1512 kms.,
in the Third Plan period 3,228 kms. At
present, the carry-over work amounts to
550 kms, and will cost Rs, 40 crores, In
the Fourth Plan period, 1770 kms. of
track are likely to be considered for
doubling at a cost of Rs. 168 crores. Out
of the above, new works totalling 1250
kms. are expected to be taken up and
completed during the Fourth Plan
period.

One of the basic objective of the
Fourth Plan is to push forward the pro-
gramme for modernisation, removel of
bottlenecks and maximising wtilisation of
cxisting assets, The investment programme
proposes to achieve qualitative improve-
ment instead of quamiitative expansion,
But here I must say that we are not
going to ignore the areas where there is
no rail facility,

In this connection, 1 must make a
mention of what Shri Partab Singh said
about Himachal Pradesh. Of course, I
am mindful of the suggestion made by
the Transport Committee et up by the
Planning Commission on which the
Railways were also properly represented.
The recommendation of the Commitiee
was that whichever be the mode of
transportation, railway, road, navigation
or airways, should be properly augmented.
I know that a raiiway line is something
which gives a sense of security to the
people, because people in Murkong Selek,
Kathua or Saurashtra area or Gandhi-
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dham and Lekhapani would know that
here runs a railway line, the Indian rail-
way line, which is guided by over 16 lakhs
of railway employces, both permanent
and temporary, and they will stand by
the requirements of the country at the
time of nezd. Therefore, it will be our
endeavour to go on cxtending the rail-
ways, doubling the track and modernising
the railways also. Here, these narrow
gauge and light railways will also receive
adequate attention.

SHRI RANGA (Srikakulam) ¢ What
about strategic arcas ?

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : 1
have alrcady mentioned about them be-
fore you came. Strategic areas and defence
will be our prime concern. We are not going
to fail the pcople of India, because we
got the Pokaran-Jaisalmer Railway cons-
tructed. Shri Pannalal Barupal mentioned
about Hindumalkot and Gandhinagar. I
am going to see that it is expeditiously
constructed.

In that way, it will also be our endea-
vour to lay a network of railway lines in
the entire strategic area if the House so
commands, because it will be within the
competence of the House to give us allo-
cation, and whatever allocation is provi-
ded, we will work within that limitation.

Shri Hem Barua pointed out that the
broad gauge line should be extended to
Dibrugarh. Actually, the broad gauge
line has been constructed from Farakka to
Jogigoppa, a and preliminary engincering-
cum-traffic survey for the construction
of the Bongaigaon-Gauhati s~ction and
an economic survey by the Gauhati
University of the transport needs of the
Lower Brahmaputra Valley have been
undertaken recently to assess the nced for
and the economic viability of the pro-
posal for extension of the broad gauge
line to Gaunati. A final decision in the
matter can be taken only after the results
of these investigations are known.
Further extension of the broad gauge line
to Dibrugarh can be considered after a
decision is taken on the broad gauge con-
nection to Ganhati. Therefore, 1 think
we will be in a position to help Mr,
Barua as early as possible.

SHRI DHIRESWAR KALITA
(Gauhati) : What about Jogigoppa
bridge ?

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Shri
Kalita is very symathetic to the needs of
the people of Assam, and whatever sug-
gestion he makes will be given due consi-
deration.

Shr P. M. Mehta has asked for a broad
gauge line between Bhavanagar and Tara-
pore. A fresh traffic survey has been
carried out rccently, and the report is
under examination. A decision regarding
the construction of this line will be taken
up after the examination is completed.

Shri R. K. Birla wanted a lincd up to
the Khetri project. A re-assessment  of
the new railway line to Khetri mines has
been carried out, and the report is now
under examination. A decision regard-
ing the construction of this line will be
taken up after the examination is com-
pleted.

I have already made a mention of Shri
Shastriji's point about the Saharanpur
Light Railway. Under the Agreement,
the Central Government has the option
to purchase the Railway at regular inter-
vals of seven years. It is a narrow gauge
line, and it is considered that a marrow
gauge line will, apart from bcing finane
cially unremunerative, crcate operational
broblems. Engincering and traffic serveys
for laying a new broad gauge line in the
area scrved by the Shahdara-Sahranpur
line have therefore been undertaken and
arc likely to be completed by July this
year, A decision regarding the construc-
tion of a broad gauge line will be taken
up after the result of the surveys are
known. Shri Onkarlal Vohra referred to
the Kota-Chitoorgarh line. It is a fact
that I had been in that area and it is also
a fact that it is not perhaps an e¢conomic
proposition. But that is a wery good
area and a fresh traffic assessment has
been ordered to assess the financial pros-
pects of this line, A decision regarding
the construction of this line will have to
awajt the re-asscssment.

Shri Suraj Bhan spoke about doubling
the Delhi-Ambala section. On this
section, a small portion of 3 KM belween
D:lhi and Subzimandi is already doubled,
Engineering-cun traffic survey for the
sub-section between  Subzimandi and
Soncpat had been carried out and the
survey report is under examination. The
pattern of train opsration between Delhi
and nothern areas is such that the traffic
on the Delhi-Ambaila section is predomi-
nantly used for passenger traffic and the
freight traffic is passed on the D:lhi-
Saharanpur and Declhi-Bhatinda sections,
The capacity requirements are being exa-
mined and works considercd necessary to
further augment the capacity arc being
planned in phases; doubling will also be
considered in due course if justified on
traffic and financial considerations.

Shri Prasanna Bhai Mehta mentioned
the introduction of passenger trains on the
Dhrangadhra-Viramgam section on the
Jhund-Kandla line.

But if they think that
permanently Rajasthan is going to have
metre gauge only, that is not going to be
the futurt picture. So is the case in
Gujarat, Therefore, having regard to
all these considerations, we will sce how
bast the railways could be run.

Selck 7 Without going to any place, he
just wants cheap popularity by
intervening like this. He dces not know
anything. By talking here in this way,
he will not get anything done. I will do
more than what Assam desires but not
by his interventions like this.

SHRI KALITA :

Give it.

DHIRESWAR

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH: 1
would not give till I consider it carefully.
Shri Laskar pointed out the difficulty
which the people at Badarpur are facing.
We have every sympathy for the people
but the court cases are going on, and
due to that, I am finding it difficult to
say anything He asked whether some-
thing could be done, in regard to dieselis-
ing the Lumding-Badarpur line. I will
see that the Lumding-Cachar line is
dieselised and one or two diescl engincs
are provided, b:causc that is a very
difficult area.

Shri Suraj Bhan wanted a division at
Ambala. T know what a heavy load is
being faced by the Declhi division, Des-
pite the fact that some posts of officers
have been created, still there is difficulty,
I will have the entire traffic position
surveyed and then a decision will be
taken.

Mr Desai referred to staff  strength.
Efforts are continuosly being made to
increase the productivity of labour on the
railways. With reference to the traffic
load caaricd by the railways, the number
of the staff has been sieadily going down.
An apprehension was expressed by Mr
Indrajit Gupta on this point. We do not
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want to reduce the staff, but we do desire
to increase their productivity, because the
staff are people who come from our own
cadre, more particularly class 1V and
Class 111 pcople. Therefore, we will
always be on their side.

Mr. Fernandes mentioned about offi-
cers, He completely forgot how the in-
crease was cffeeted. Without his asking,
we increased the number of gazetted
posts by including all our railway
doctors. Therefore, the number increased
by 1400. At that time, it was beyond
the contemplation of Mr. Fernandes to
demand that they also should be included,
They were all treated as Class 1I1 emplo-
yees. They have now been made gazetted
officers,

SHRIJ. M. BISWAS (Bankaura): You
have Increased the posts of some officers
and their salaries also.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Yes.
but only some officers., The number has
not doubled, as was alleged.

Some hon. members commented that
increase in railway staff has not been in
proportion with the increase In services,
milcage, stations and materials, Staff
strength has to be viewed with reference
to traffic load carried by the railways
and not merely with reference to road
mileage or number of stations. Efforts are
continuing to increase the productive
railways, which is borne out by the
composition of the staff strength with
reference to the load carried. The number
of staff employed on railways was 3,144
per million train kilmelres in 1950-51.
This has come down by over 9 per cent
on 2,881 in 67-68. In terms of transport
output mecasured in terms of gross tonne
kilometres the number of staff per milli-
on gross tonne kilometres has come down
from 5.65 in 1950-51 to 3.67 in 1967-68,
In railway workshops also, as a result of
i ive sch ., the ber of staff
per standard unit of repair has come down
by atout a third in ten years from [4.9 in
1957-58 to 9.7 in 1967-68, in the case of
locomotives, from 1.49 to 0.97 in the
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case of carriageand from 0.34 (0 0.22 in
the case of wagon repairs.

While productivity of staff has thus heen
incresing, but as compared to other prog-
ressive Railways is the world, there can
beno denying the fact that the staff
on Indian Railways is large. British
Railways which load about the same
amount of traffic as the Indian Railways
have a staff strength of only four lakhs.
It is less than one-third of our strength.
In the French Railways also the strengh
staff is about the same as the British
Railways although they carry about
the same tonnage as in India. In the
Japanese Railways and, in that way,
in all other Raiways ulso this is the
position, Howcver I would like to clarify
that reduction of staff is not proposed to
be achieved either by retrenchment or by
increasing the workload but it is pro-
osed to be achieved solely by moderni-
sation and use of advanced 1echonological
equipment and management methods.

Many hon. Members said about the
staff who participated in the strike on
19th Scptember. As I said, 1 will be as
sympathetic as possible. 1 will consult
all those Members and try to accommo-
date their view-points withih the limila-
tion of our Governments' policy.

SHRI! S.M. BANERIEE : What about

Rajdhani Express taking passengers from
and to Kanpur ?

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : 1 will
give you four scats in other trains.
Shri Viswantham said about the redress
of grievances. 1 will discuss the matter
with him place b:fore him all that has
been done on behalf of the Railways
and I will be guided by his mature
advice. Shri  Venkatasubbaiah  had
also montioned about this,

Shri Tiwary had meontioned about
parity of scules ol pay with those of the
Contributory Health Scheme. 1 had my-
selfl got their renumcraiion increascd and
seryice conditions bettered. Of course,
there is no comparison with the Central
Contributory Hcalth Scheme because at
that time they were placed on a better
footing, but elscwhere something was
done later. Anyway we will consider
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the case and scc that justice if needed in
their case is not denied to them.

Shri Fermmandes made a mention that
the number of T.B. patients has gone up
and the number of deaths has also gone
up. 1 do not want to waste the time
of the House—perhaps it may be due to
too much shouting that incidence of T.B.
might have gone up.

The Railway Board had
occassion to investigate this apparent rise
in mortality. The apparent rise is due to
better diagnosis cnabling the railway
medical department to locate more preci-
sely the individuals suffering from T.B.
including the lucation of contacts. It is
significant that as against about 10,000
cases diagnosed in 1963 as suffering from
T.B. as many as about 16,000 were diag-
nosed in 1966-67 and 14,000 in 1967-68,
incidentally showing a drop from the
previous year, Naturally, when the cove-
rage has bzen more comprehensive the
dumber of deaths precisely located as
attributable to T.B. has also marginallys
increascd but not proportionately. Thi-
really bears out that improved facilities
arc now available for trcatment of T.B.
patients in Railways by way of additional
beds and by way of specific treatment
within the reach of bulk of the railway-
men. The number of T.B. beds in rail-
way hospitals has increased from 586 in
1963-64 to 1206 in 1967-68, enabling the
railway medical officers to bestow inti-
mate care on the railwaymen afflicted
with T.B. A survey made some
time back showed that the incidence of
T.B. in the country was 1.5 per cent of
population and the mortality rate due to
T.B. was 0.8 per thousand of population.
Against these figures, so far as railway
staff are concerned, in spite of compre-
hensive examination and coverage, the
incidence was only 1.03 per cent and the
mortality rate was only 0.4 per thousand
of population. Under these circumstan-
ces, 1 consider that Shri Fernandes's
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interpretation of the statistics is totally
incorrect.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Regar-
ding the re-organisation of the Railway
Board, Shri C. C. Desai said that
they do  not deserve to be
there and the hon. Member also
supported him by saying that some
personnel should be imported to advice the
Minister. The Minister knows his responsi-
bility. No decision is taken in the Railway
Ministry without my consent, I am the
final authority to take a decision, I
emphatically repudiate the statement of
so many hon. Members that it is the
Railway Board which can change the
Minister, It is false ; it is a total lie.

SHRI J. M. BISWAS : That is your
past experience 7

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : I know
you were in the railways. But now you
arc a Member and you do not know
everything that happens in the Railway
Ministry.

The pattern of the Railway Board has
been subjcct to expert cxamination in the
past; but it has not becn possible to
suggest a better arrangement  for running
the vast network of our railways, which
is the second largest system in the world
under onc single management. They

carry over two hundred crores of passen-
gors cvery ycar; more than one per cent
of the country population cvery day.
They haul more than § lakhs tonnes of
the nation’s goods for an average distance
of 605 km. day in and day out. They
provide direct employment to 20 lakhs of
people. They purchase one crore rupees
worth of goods every day, which keeps
the nation's Industry going in peace and
in war. Here [ must pay my tribute to
the railway employecs that they stood the
test of time during the Chinese und Pakis-
tani war, I have seen how the railway offi-
cers and railway employees, from a khalasi
up to the Railway Board mcmbers,
performed their duties in a marvellous
way when there was darkness in Delhi,

which brought a good name to our
country. They keep the industry
going in peace and in war, whether
it be the Chinese or the Pakistan

aggression or drought, flood and famine
or even the plenty of the Green
Revolution, The nation has every
reason to be proud of the performance of
our railway employces and railway
officers.

There is some serous incident some-
where every day to disrup tthe running
of railways, whether it be the burning
of trains or the looting of stations or
assault on railway cmployees or cutting
of telephone  wires or cven pulling
of alarm chain ; yet, it is manellous
how the trains keep running smoothly
in every corner of the country. What
is happening in our country even today
is evidence of the vitality of the
organisatinn and the leadership that
heads it.

SHRI LOBO PRABHU : Hear, hear!

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH :
This is not guided by the ICS people.
These are men who have risen through
a life-time of hard work, who have
gone through the mill and have
proved their worth, Shri Desai and
Shri Lobo Prabhu may, naturally, feel
that their fraternity alone is competent
to advise the minister ; but I perso-
pally know that they are not
eempetent, Jdo pot want 1o say
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anything against anybody. The top
railwaymen are competent to advise
not only the Railway Minister but all
others. So, far, it is the system that
they are not sent to other ministries
but wherever the Railway Board people
are placed or if you care to place them as
any other officer, they will show their
worth there and you will not be able to
criticise them. Give your place to them
and then you will know,

SHRI NAMBIAR : But do not
praise them too much.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH: 1
stand corrected.

SHRI NAMBIAR :

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH:
Experts from India and abroad have
praised our railway performance. The
World Bank have made repeated
evaluations and they can pcruse their
recommendations. The Kunzru Commj-
ttee has also said about their performance.
That also will be available to hon,
Members, including my great friend,
Shri Nambiar.

I do not want to go more into it but
| want to repeat that in a parliamentary
democracy, as the House knows and
as cvery hon, Member is familiar with
it, a minister is responsible for whatever
is dome in his department. It will be
wrong to attack the permanent officials
who cannot defend  themselves, 1
would, therefore, urge and plead
with the hon. Members not to deviate

RAM SUBHAG SINGH: ‘I
might be permitted to point out that
there is an Administrative Reforms
Commission. They have also sct up a
committee to go into the railway
organisation and that committee has
perhaps finalised its report. They will
submit their recommendations to the
Government, It will naturally, come
before you and you can do whatever
you like at that time. But how can
I accept your criticism just now and
not repudiate that ?

SHRI DHIRESWAR KALITA : Try
to understand it.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Shri
Tiwary mentioned about wagons. 1
have already touched that point and
I do not want to repeat It. There are
orders for over 21,000, Our intention
is not to starve anybody. We want
the railways and the country to be
going as effectively as possible.

Shri  Fernandes also  pointed out
about the ‘suppression of the annual
report of the Commission on Railway
safety by the Railway Board. That Com-
mission is not an organisation under the
Railway Ministry; it is under the Ministry
of Civil Aviation and Tourism. I do not
know how we can suppress their
reports. If there is any suppression
anywhere, 1 am prepared to look into it.

Shrimati Tara Sapre pointed out the
difficulties, in Bombay suburban areas,
to suburban passengers. We  will,
subject to our limitations, do our best.
On that day, when you, Sir, were not
in the Chair I did point out what has
been the amount of damage done to
Railways in Bombay arca. I do not
know how to get all the coaches
replaced, Therefore, the  difficulties
are bound to increase and more so
when people give threats, “If you do
not, do, we will burn coaches.”” All right.
You burn them and sce what is going
to be the effect on the country.
Anyway, I am with the suburban people
because poor people go 1o  serve
Bombay offices, may be Government
offices or private offices and so the
suffering will be there. I do not want
to increase their suffering. We will
do our best to decrease their suffering.
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Then, Shei Suraj Bhanji pointed out
about fodder. | had handled this
problem when I was in the Agriculture
Ministry and also in the Railway
Ministry, ~ Whatever the Rajasthan
Government wants, I am prepared to
do for them to save the dying cattle
and the people of that area.

Shri Suraj Bhanji also pointed out about
lights and fans in the coaches. I know
that even in uppcr classes the light
is not upto the mark. There might
be som: difficulty., But we will make
a special drive to  sce that third class

coaches are given all facilities that
should b: provided according to
our rules.

SHRI HEM BARUA : I know of one
instance, while travelling from QGauhati,
when there was not a single light.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : I am
sorry for any inconvenience caused to
Shri Hem Barua. As [ said, we will
have a special drive so that water, light
and fans are provided because the summer
season is going to come very soon.

SHRI RANGA : Lavatories should be
improved,

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Yes.

Then, the hon. Members said about
puactuality of trains. I admit that there
has been som: difficulty. 1 admit that
passenger trains punctuality is not what
we wish it to bz,  So far as the factors
within the control of the Railways are
concerned, cvery possible effort will
continue to be mads to improve the punc-
tuality of passcnger trains. Thesc efforts
are bzing increasingly bedevilled by anti-
social activities. For example, during
the second half of 1968, there were 1,09,
750 cases of alarm-chain pulling on Indian
Railways. These show an increase of
35 per cent over the corresponding figure
of 1967. Punctual running of trains also
depends on the opsration of control cir-
cuits which unfortunately remain inopera-
tive for hours together on account of
copper wire thefis or other typ:s of inter-
fercnce with telecommuaications. For
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instance, in the threz months from Oct-
ober to Dzcxmber, 1968, the control cir-
cuit hours lost werc 8574 on Eastern
Railway and 5366 o021 South Eastern
Railwiy, Oa thase Railways, such failu-
re: increassd by 95 p:r cent and 105

2r cent resp:ctively over the figures of
the correspoading period of 1967,

During the recent Telengana agitation
which is still coatinuing, 329 passenger
trains had to be canczlled while a still
largsr numb:r of other trains were sub-
jected to detentions for wvarious periods
of tims. The House will appreciate the
difficulties of the Railways in maintaining
punctuality uadzr such situation,

Shri Hem Barua made a mention about
pilferage of coal in transit and he esti-
mated that it is 10 p=2r cent. But our
estimate is mnot that much. It is
less than 2 per cent, 1,75 per cent to 1.84
per cent.

SHRI HEM BARUA : The Railway
Corruption Committee pointed out, as
Acharyaji mentioned, there was an occa-
sion when out of 24,000 tonnes of coal
B00O tonnes of coal was pilferred.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : What
you say is what Railway Corruptioa Com-
mittee pointed out.

About railwiy crossings, Shri Ram-
shekhar Singh pointed out about Sidh-

walia, The poition is that the full
initial capital is bornz by the State
Governmment and the annual recurring

maintenance charges are met eatirely by
the Railways. 1 will write to the Govern-
ment of Bihar to act up to this sugges-
tion and I will sex that that is provided,
provided the Government of Bihar
co-operates,

Shastriji pointed out about the literat-
ures which are distributed among passen-
gers. I will see that they are distributed
along with English in 41l regional langu-
ages of the areas, He also pointed out
abeut compensation. That is a big
drain on Railways. Mcntion was made
about ticketless travclling also. 'We shall
have to intensify our campaign for chec-
king that and we will do this.
