THE MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS
(SHRI VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA):
Sir, according to the information re-
ceived from the State Government,
the wife of one Shri Chhaba Ram was
admitted in Patna Medical College
Hospital at 9.15 P.M. on July 13. She
was immediately examined by tne
docter on duty who found her to be
suffering from an abdominal disease.
At the time ef admission she was
almost pulseless and her econdition
wag very low, Despite all possible
medical treatment shs dled at
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515 AM on July 10. At the time
of admission, there were no marks of
injury on her person, nor was any
allegation of assault made at that
time, As the death appeared to
be due to natural causes, the dead
body was handed over to Shri Chhaba
Ram. Several hours after her death.
Shri Chhaba Ram informed the Supdt.
Medical College Hospital orally that
on July 14, 1968, his wife had told
him that she had been assaulted by
the police. Thereupon efforts were
made to take charge of the dead body
for post mortem examination
in view of the allegations
made by Shri Chhaba Ram,
However, inspite of the request
of, and persuasion by, the Sub-Divi-
sional Officer, Patna the dead body
was not handed over for post mortem
examination. No report about the
alleged assault was lodged either with
the police or with the Sub-Divisional
Magistrate. The Skate Government
had decided that an inguiry should
be made by a senior administrative
officer into the allegations made by
Shri Chhaba Ram regarding the
causes of death of his wife. It has
not been possible to proceed with this
inquiry because a private complaint
hag been filed by one Shri Baikunth
Ram on July 20, 1988 under Section
200 of the Code of Criminal Procedure
before the Sub-Divisiona] Magistrate
Patna who has asked a Magistrate
to inquire into the complaint.
