THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF FOOD, AGRICULTURE,
COMMIUNITY DEVELOPMENT AND
CO-OPERATION (SHRI ANNASAHIB
SHINDE) 1 The new strategy In agriculture
has brought to the fore the urgency of struc-
tural changes in tenurial conditlons, which can

_ only be brought about through expeditious
and effective implementation of land
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reform measures. It is with this object in
vlew that the Conference of Chief Ministers
of all the States and Union Territories was
convened at New Delhi last week. The
agenda iocluded a review of the progress
upto date, indentificatton of the gaps and
weaknesses in the existing loss and in its
implementation and the need for
reorientation of the land policy with refe-
rence to securilty of ienure, regulation
of rent and land ceillngs, and the ways
and means to improve the living conditions
of landless agricultural labourers by provid-
ing them with a piece of land for cultivation
and homestead purposes,

The Chlef Ministers of States and Union
Territories accordingly met on 28th and
29th November, 1969 and discussed the
various problems under the Chairmanship of
the Unlon Miaister of Food and Agriculcure,
A note containing the summary of the re-
commendations made by the Conference s
laid on the Table of the Sabha,

Summary of reconmendations made
by the Chief Ministers' Conference on
Land Reforms.

(1) It was recommended that all the
remaining intermediary interests and
estates should be abolished by the
end of 1970.

(2) It was recommended that legislative
measures should be adopted for
bringing tenants into direct contact
with the States to ensure effective
security as well as to enable the
tepants farmer to obtain Institu-
tlonal credit,

(3) It was recommended that the task
of revising the land records and
preparing an  up-to-date record of
tenants and sub-tenants will be
accorded a very high priority in the
Plan schemes,

(4) In respect of sub-lenancy, It was
recommended that while leglslation
in this regard should be implement-
ed expeditlously, care should be
taken to see that it was not cir-
cumvented by land owners,

(5) With regard to the problem re-
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sumption, the Conference broadly
agreed that this right should be
further restricted.

(6) With regard to the ceiling provi-
sioms, it was decided that the
State Governments and Union
Territorles will review the positlon,
having regard to the new strategy
and technological developments In
agriculture and take steps to enforce
the celling leglslation.

(7)  With regard to surplus and Go-
veroment fallow land, it was re-
commended that this should be
distributed to the landless agricul-
tural labourers, They should be
made secure in regard to homestead
land and organised into appropriate
cooperative organfisatlons for im-
proving thelr bargainlng powers
with regard to wages.

(8) With regard to institutional credit,
it was agreed that there was a great
need for simplification of the pro-
cedure, It was rcommended that,
as far as possible, credit facilities
should be provided for the small
farmers and the landless agricultural
labourers for ancillary activities llke
dairy cattle and poultry.

(9) It was further agreed that farmers'
training programmes should be
organised so that the small famers
could make use of the modern
technology.

(10) With regard to consolldation of
holdings, 1t was agreed that, as a
matter of priority, this should be
taken up Immediately in the {rrigat-
ed areas.

(11) To review and evaluate the progress
of land reforms, it was decided to
have high power Committee in each
State and Union Territory under
the Chairmanship of the Chiefl
Minister,

It was also decided to have a Central
Committee under the Chairmanship of the
Union Minister for Food, Agriculture, Com-
munity Development and Cooperation, to
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review the progress made by the different
States In the implementation of land reforms,

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SHRT ANNASAHIB SHINDE : I do not

think that any policies is Involved in the
matter of land reforms. As the bon. Member
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himself is aware, after the new strategy of
agriculture has been adopted and new
technological developments have taken place
in the field of agriculture, some tensions
have developed in the rural areas, and there
is more urgent need now to look Into the
problem of land reforms afresh having this
background in view, aud this conference of
the Chief Minlsters was convepyed by the
Minister Is of Food and Agriculture to discuss
this matter, Ewven ip the past, Government
were reviewing from time to time the various
land reforms measures taken by the State
Governments. But the hon. Member will
appreciaie that land reform is, constitution-
ally, a State subject. The cooperation of
the State Government is absolutely necessary
to have effeciive implementatlon of land
reforms. We have been trying to persuade
the State Government to see that land
reforms, whether it be in regard to security
of tenure, or implementation of land cellings
or fixation of fair rent, or rehabilitation of
landless labourers on land etc. are imple=
mented expeditiously and effectively. I
concede the point that in many of the States,
land reforms have not been very effectively
implemented. Therefore, there is all the
more the need to see that the necessary
consensus is created in the country and an
awareness is created In the country so that
popular pressure is built up and the State
Governments are required 10 take necessary
steps in that direction.

As far as the conference of the Chijef
Ministers is concerned, 1 must submit that
this conference has made a great contribu-
tion, because a general consensus, has been
evolved In this conference, and there was a
near-upanimity in the conference as far as
fixity of tenure was concerned, aod it has
been declared by the conference, and the
decision was announced by the hon. Minister
of Food and Agriculture in the press
conference held thereafter that within a
period of one year, thatls, by 1970, all
intermediaties would be abolished; some
decisions also have been taken which have
been enumerated in the statement laid on
the Table of the House.

In regard to implementation, the hon.
Member had made some reference to certain
States like Bihar, Andhra Pradesh ete, 1
quite concede the posilion that in many
States, there are gaps in the existing legisla-

tlon. This problem was also gone into, and
the Chief Ministers have given the assurance
that they will review land reforms, ceilings,
oo lands in their States and take steps to
see that there is effective implementations.

this approach,
