RAM SUBHAG SINGH : Last
time when we said about the Defence
Ministry planes, you asked us to submit a
concrete case. The case was submitted but
no reply has yet been received. Now, here
is a telegram saying that five Harijan and
Backward Classes Members were being
pressurized by three ministers.

MR. SPEAKER : I am sorry. Such
organisational quarrels should not be broyght
in Parliament.

DR. RAM SUBHAG SINGH : It has
become the habit of ministers and we will
have to take note of it...(/ntersuption)
