PUBLIC PREMISES (EVICTION OF
UNAUTHORISED OCCUPANTS)
AMENDMENT BILL

THE MINISTER OF WORKS,
HOUSING AND SUPPLY (SHRI
JAGANATH RAO): ] move:

*“That the Bill further to amend
ihe Public Premises (Eviction of
Unauthorised O:zcupants) Act,
1958, as passed by Rajya Sabha,
be taken into consideration.”

The Public Premises (Eviction of
Unauthorised Occupants) Act, 1958
was enacted to provide For speedy

machinery for the eviction of un-
au'horised occupants I=Sm  public

premiszs and recovery of agrears of
rent and damags2s for unauthorised
occupat on of such premises. The Act
empowers the competent authority
called the ‘Estate Officer’ to evict any
person in unau horised occupation of
public premises. The Act stipulates
that after a show cdus? notice and
after giving the unauthorised occu-
pant a reasonablz  opportunity of
‘being heard, the estate officer may
‘make an order of eviz{ion for reasons
to bs recorded therein .recting that
the public premisgy shall be vacated
‘by all unauthorised BecedFams. In
4he event of non-compliance with the
eviciion order within 30 days, the
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estate officer or any othey duly autho-
rised officer may eflet (W§i™ person
[rom, and take possession of, the pub-
lic premises. The Act also provides
for recovery of rent and damages as
arrears of land revenue,

Similar provisions exist in the Pune
jab Public Premises and Land (Eviec-
tion and Ren. Kecovery) A«t, 1959
prevailing in Punjab and Haryana,

In April, 1967, the Supreme Cour
declareq section 3 of the Punjab Pub=
lic Premises and Land (Eviction of
Hent Recovery) Act void on the
ground that it conferred an addition-
a] remedy over and above the usual
remedy by way of sui’. The Supreme
Court held that provisia of Lwo al=
ternative remedies to {he Govern-
ment and leaving it fo the unguided
discretion of the Collec’'or tp resort
to ong or the other and to pick and
choose among those in occupation of
public premises was discriminatory
and therefore it violated article 14
of the Constitution.

As the objecis ahd procedures
prescribed by the Central Act, which
we propose to amend are gimilar to
those of the Punjab Act, we felt that
there was risk of the Central Act also
being struck down by the Supreme
Court, if challenged. W4, therefore,
thought it necessary that a suitable
amendm-~nt should be made in the
Central Act so ‘hat the ordinary re-
medy by way of civil suit may be
taken away.

The Act also empowers the Central
Government to recover rent ang da-
mages in respect of the public premi-
ses as arrears of land revenue. We
propose to amend fhe Ac’ in provide
that in the matter of eviction as well
as recovery of arrears of rent and
damages in respect of pub'ic premises,
only the procedure prescribed in the
Act shall apply. No Civii Court
shal] have ‘he jurisdiction to enter-
tain any suit or proceeding in  res-
pect of the eviction of any unautho-
rised occupant of public premiseg ot
recovery of the arrears of rent end
damages.



3933 Public Premises

The ‘Public Premises’ as deflneg in
the Act are premises belonging to
the Centra] Government, the Delhi
Development Authority, Municipal
Corporation of Delhi. and the New‘
Delhi Municipal Committee.

We found that the Government
Companies as deflned in the Compa-
nies Act, 1856 (in other words those
in which not less than 51 per cent of
the Capital is held hy the Central
Government) were also faced with
the problem of eviction of unautho-
rised orcupants and recovery of rent
and damages, We, therefore, felt that
the premises belonging to Govern-
ment Companies should also be

brought within the purview of the
Act
The Public Premises (Eviction of

Unauthorised Occupants) Amendment
Bill, 1968 accordingly was introduced
in the Rajya Sabha on the 5th March,
1968. It could not however be passed
during the last session of the Rajya
Sabha.

On the 28th May, 1968, the Delhi
High Court held sections 5 and 7 (2)
of this Act to be ultra vires of the
Constitution on the same grounds as
those mentioned by the Supreme Court
in the Punjab case.

It was, therefore, considered neces-
sary to promulgate an ordinance on
the lines of the Public Premiseg (Evic-
tion of Unauthorised Occupants)
Amendment Bill, 1968, introduced in
the Rajya Sabha and pending in this
House. The ordinance was issued on
the 17th June, 1968.

The Bill introduced in this House
on the 5th March, 1988 and the ordi-
nance did not cover premises belong-
ing to statutory corporations such as
the Indian Institutes of Technology,
the Indian Airlineg Corporation, the
Air India International, ete. We now
propose to bring the premises of those
corporate bodies also within the pur-
view of 1he Act.
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Ag 1 explained in brief, these are
the objects and reasons for the amend-
ing Bill. This Bill seeks to replace
the ordinance.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: Motioa
made:

“That the Bi}l further {0 amend
the Public Premises (Eviction of
Unauthoriseq Occupants) Act,
1958, as passed by Rajya Sabha,
be taken into consideration.”

SHRI N. SREEKANTAN NAIR
(Quilon): Sir, in the Order Paper,
this wag listed ag the last item of
Government Business, Because of the
other Bill which ought to have taken
five hours or more, I have not yet put
in my amendment to this Bill, which
is a very imporfant one, In this
amending Bill, the hon. Minister has
excluded the State Governments, At
this juncture, when many of the
State Governments are run by non-
Congresg Ministries, it will look very
bad when those Governments are ex-
cluded. Many of thes, State Govern-
ments have now acquired property
here. So far as my State is concern-
ed, somg of our properties are in the
hands of unauthorised occupants, and
thery is no provision in this Bill
which allowg even the Corporations
under the Government of India to
have all the facilities, and that is be-
ing denied to the State Governments.
So, that aspect is very important and
my amendment may be accepled.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: That
will be coming up. We will see

SHRI E. K. NAYANAR (Palghat):
I did not expect that this Bill will be

coming up today. I have also an
amendment.
MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: . If

there js any amendment of yours also,
it will also be accepted. You submit
it today.

SHRI E. K. NAYANAR: First page,
clause (b), after “on behalf of - the
Central . Government”, add “State
Governments’. That ig my amendmsént.

1f the Minister is able to accept the
amendment we have ng objection.

DEPUTY-SPEAKER: You
are making g mistake, There was the
question of time that would arise, and
therefore I said that it could be waiv-
ed. It would be in order even if you
submit it today. That is all. I cannot
accept an amendment on behalf of
the Minister; that ig the point. How
can I say that? The amendment will
be allowed to be moved.

SHRI B. K. DASCHOWDHURY
(Cooch-Behar): On this Bill, I
have alspg submitted an amendment,
particularly to section 4, wherg 1 have
sought to delete lineg 28 to 35. I do
not know what will happen to my
amendment, nor has that been print-
ed.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: 1 will
find out.

(Barh): Mr. Chairman, Sir, when I
moved this Resolution during the last
session of the Lok Sabha, I was golng
to say that many people in the country
have beep feeling greatly concerned
about the growing favourilism and
nepotism in our administrative set-up.
