THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI
VIDYA CHARAN SHUKLA): Mr. Speaker
Sir, At present the deep-stream of river Ganga
is the boundary between Ballia district of
Uttar Pradesh and Shahabad district of Bihar.
The course of the river in this area fluctuates
from year to year, with the result that the
deep-stream also undergoes changes from time
to time. When the river subsides after the
monsoon, at some places it may flow in more
than one stream and if there is doubt as to
which of them should be taken as the deep-
stream the verification is done by officers of
the two State Governments in accordance
with the rules on the subject.

According to reports received, some doubt
had arisen regarding the actual locus of the
deep-stream as emerged after the last
monsoon at certain points along the course
of the river. The State Governments have
been in touch with each other and our in-
formation is that the concerned Commis-
sioners of the two Governments would be
meeting soon for the verification of the decp-
stream. The need for carrying out this work

immediately and before the harvesting of

crops in this area has been impressed upon
the State Governments.
