It has been reported Iin the papers that on
Saturday last about 100 Hindu famllies of
refugees have come over to India from East
Pakistan through Burunhat village in Hasn-
abad Thana, There were many women
amongst them and some of them were
assaulted and molested in such a way that
it is a shameful thing that they nceded im-
mediate medical attention.  ([nterruptions)
Our border authorities made no arrange-
ment to give them medical attention, Noth-
ing was done for them. [ want to know
whether there is any arrangement on the
border to dJdo somcthing for these reflugees
who come in such a shameful, pitlable and
agonising condition, When they come to
India, it is our moral duty to give them all
facllities. T would like the Minisier to
answer this,

SHRI SURENDRA PAL SINGH : If
the impresssion has gone round that the coa«
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dition is normal, 1 say, the conditieon of
the people is very bad, and we may say
that the condition is abnormal and it is also
true that a large number of people are com-
ing over rcgularly from East Pakistan, and
I may inform the House that the non-
Muslim population in East Pakistan has
decreased from 147, to 11%. That result
the exact position there.

As regards the figure of 100 people men-
tioned by the hon. Member who have come
10 West Bengal, we have checked up with
the Government there and the figure Is said
to be 42, As regards the question of giving
relief, some people come with wvalid do-
cuments, some do not have valid documents,
Adequate relicf and rehabilitation facililies
are given by the State Government and also
the Central Government to all deserving
people,
