SHRI P. K.eDEO (Kalabandi): Mr.
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death of Shri D, D. Upadhyaya (Disc.)
Chairman, Sir, I take this opportunity to
salute the greate martyr the late lamented
Pandit Deen Dayal Upadhyaya. 1 had the
privilege to know him since the last 20
years in the company of Shri Shyama Prasad
Mukherjee. I know him to be a patriot to
the core of his heart, a great son of Mother
India. He was bumility personified [ do
oot think he was capable of creating any
enmity with any person.

Sir, it is 8 matter of great concern to
this House and to this country, since
independence, that the Stalin era has
dawned in this country. We get startling
reports from no less a person than Mr.
Khruschev how political oppepents used to
suddenly disappear in the Soviet Union
during the Stalin Era. Mr. Khruschev has
mentioned that ‘It is a miracle to me how
Mr. Kosygin could not become a victim of
the Stalin conspiracy.’

Since independence we have seen how
attempts have been made (o liquidate
political opponents. As early as 1949, when
we raised the first standard of revolt this
totalitarian Government, by organising the
Gana Tarntra Parishad, the first target was
the Maharaja of Boudh. An attempt was
made on his life. A person shot at him
with a bullet. He had a miraculous escape
because the bullet siruck on a diary which
he cariied in his pocket. He got a lacarated
inury in his arm. This is & sad story.
That person who fiied the bullet was a
sentry supplied by the Government itself.

In the last Lok Sabha we were seized
of the most brutal aod the Most heinous
murder of Shri Pravin Chandra Bhanj deo,
the late Maharaja of Bastar, who wiclded a
great deal of influence in his area.

We know, the death of Shri Shyama
Prasad Mukherjee has still remained a
mystery. This morning we have submitted
a statement regarding the death of the late-
lamented Prime Minister Shri Lal Behadur
Shastri. It still remains a mystery to this
House. We could not get an opportunity
to extract more clarification from the
Government.

Taking all these things into considera-
tion, we are not satisfied and this country
is not satisfied with the finding of the
Chandrachud commission. I charge the
Government with dereliction of duty in
unfolding the truth. Government have
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signally failed to book the culprits, The
Chandrachud commission’s report is a
political finding. It is full of ‘ifs’ and
‘buts’, The conclusion that he has drawn
has been drawn from wrong premises. The
conclusions are based on surmises, and,
therefore, they are not worth the paper on
which they have been printed.

Going into the merits, I would lke to
point out that even Shri Murlidhar had
stated :

“The problem of truth about the
murder still remains.”

That means that the mysterious circum-
stances in which the murder took place bhave
not been brought to light. Shri Murlidhar
was asked to pass judgement on the so-
called accused who were produced before
him, and because his scope was limited,
the police failed to charge-sheet persons who
were the actual murderers. Some fake
persons were placed on the dock and
naturally they were acquitted.

Regarding the presence of a stranger in
the compartment, the five-rupee note and the
pillow-case and the iojury at the backside
of the head, it still remains 8 mystery and it
will all remain a mystery unless the truth is
found out.

Therefore, I fullly support the demand
of my hon. friend Shri Atal Bibari Vajpapee
that there should be a second commission
consisting of (hree persons, presided over by
a judge of the Supreme Court, for, then
only, we can get the truth. There has been
a second probe into Netsji's disappearance,
regarding Mahatma Gandhi's death etc,
Similarly, when there is & unanimous demand
in this case also, I request Government to
accede to have a sccond probe into this
matter by a fully constituted commission
of at least three persons presided over by a
Supreme Court judge,

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BASU (Diamond
Harbour) : The news of the late
Upadhyayji's death distressed all of us. We
were all very sorry to hear it. But what
alarmed and shook us was that
immedately there after we heard the blame
being put indiscriminately on Muslims and
Communists by people who share the views
of those who are now putting the blame.
Frantic efforts -were made to capitalise on
this unfortunate incident. This also distres-
sed us. Another set of people went to the
extent of saying that this was the outcome
of factional fight in the Jan Sangh. I have
no comment {0 make on that.

This morning we saw the issue of the
death of the late Lal Bahadur Shastriji
being raised in this forum after a lapse of
five years. I had not known that the House
bad & galaxy of forensic experts and
criminologists—at least I am not one of
them. The Judge who inquired into this is
peither a Communist nor a spokesman of
the Muslim community. So I can confi-
dently say that he had tried to find out the
facts with objectivity. In the past many
such aspersions have been cast on various
grounds. 1 may recollect Mr. Nanda's
accusation against my party which brought
at least, 3,000 families to complete ruination,
but the people appreciated the truth.

We have seen in this case that habitual
criminals were involved and 1 do hope that
the friends on my right will not dispute that.
Once a Judge's findings are rejected, I do
not know what the reaction of the person
who succeeds him will be. I only want to
ask one question, why at the time of this
Commission's appointment the Jan Sangh
Jeaders did not speak out about its composi-
tion and size why today. I humbly suggest
my hon. friends in the Jaoa Sangh will be
showing true respect to their departed leader
ir the matter is left where it is now.

THE MINISTER OF STAT1E IN THE
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS, AND

K. C. PANT) : Mr. Chairman, we are
discussing the Commission’s report which
relates to an event which every Member of
this House will deeply regret, namely, the
dastardly aod brutal murder of Shii Deen
Dayal Upadhyaya. On that all the Members
who spoke arc paturally agreed.

Apart from politics, he was a very
gentle  person. He was widely respecled
and was a8 man of learning. Besides this,
he was a leading political figure and he was
the President of the Jana Sangh, I think,
when he died. That was, as Vajpayceji bas
mentiooed, between the 10th and 1ith
February, 1968 while travelling in a train,

He also referred to the fact that his
body was found in the Moghulsarai railway
yard. Shastriji just now refurred to the
tact that at first the case was being iovesti-
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gated by the UP CID and later by.the CBL
I may add here that it was at the reajuest of
the State Government that the CBI was sent
there.

1 may also add that the CBI is the best
invesiiga.ing agency in the ccuntry. This
House very often, when problems in which
the help of an investigating agency is deemed
to be necessary arise, asks us 1o ulilise the
CBIL. In a wery recent incident in Shillong
we sent the CBI fiom here.

In fact, we had at first urged the Assam
Government to utilise the C.ID. or the
State police in the matter because the CBI's
resources were rather stretched. But the
Assam Government told us that it would
creatc a better atmosphere,in Assam itself
and in the Assembly if the C.BI. could be
sent to carry on the jnvestigations. Therefore,
there could be no question about the inten-
tion of Government. It did everything
possible to see that the investigation was
carried out by the best agency available
to it.

Later on the CB.I. prosecuted two
persons and, again as Vajpayeeji said, one of
them was acquitted and the other was con-
victed on a charge of theft for five years, I
think.

Some witnesses, who are members of the
Jana Sangh, while appearing in the trial
court had contended that Shri Upadhyaya
had been murdered for political reasons and
that the C.B'1. had concocted the evidence
to make scapegoats of the two accused
persons. 1 am saying this so that the House
may appreciate that all this had been placed
before the court and before the Commission
of Inquiry also. Both these statements were
made. These allegations or arguments were
advanced and the Judge observed in his
judgment that the prosecution was unable to
prove its case mainly because of paucity of
evidence, and that there was no concrete
data before him to say that the murder was
committed for a political motive, This was
as far as the judgment of the Sessions’ court
went.

Thercafter, the demands were raised, and
1 think Shri Vajpayee himsell spoke on the
occasion and some other parties also joined
in that demand, that there should be a com-
mission of inguiry to probe into the case
ab initio, A memorandum signed by seveial
Membeis of Parliament, about 72 M. Py
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was also received in this coonection. Then
the question arose that an appeal should be
filed in the High Court. The Chief Minister
of Uttar Piadesh announced in the State
Assembly on August 4, 1969 that on appeal
could be filed. The next day, the Home
Minister here made a statement in the Lok
Sabha announcing the decision to appoint a
commission of inquiry, The Commission
was appointed on October 23, 196 to inguire
into all the facts and circumstances relating
to the death of Shri Deen Dayal Upadhyaya.

Shri Vajpayee referred to various points
of facts which he thinks point to certain
conclusions. Before the Commission also
the Jana Sangh refterated its stand that Shri
Upadhyaya was murdered for political
reasons, As was said by some hon. Members,
it was suggested that communists and com-
munalists had joined hands in organising the
crime. It was pointed out that therc were
deficiencies in the case put ‘orward by the
CB.I. to which, I think, Shri Vajpayee
referred, at least to some of them— I do not
know whether he referred to all of them; I
cannot say. But even before the Commission
it was said that an attempt was made to make
out that the two accused persons in the case
had only been made scape-goats, This is
more or less the sum and substance of what
Shri Vajpayee said bere.

They went on to assert that the investiga-
tion carried on by the C B. 1. was mala fide
and was intended deliberately to suppress the
political origin of the crime. I am repeating
all this so that the House may understand
that what is being said here today was also
sald before the Commission.  All the facts
were placed before it; all the arguments
were placed before it ; all the evidence was
placed before it. The Commission went into
all these things and thercafter published the
Report. It is not as though any new facts
bhave come up before the House which were
pot placed before the Cemmission. As far as
I am aware, nll these facts were placed be-
fore the Commission and the Commission
did consider them before coming to its
conclusions.

What are the conclusions of the Com-
mission 7 The Commission bas come to a
conclusion that the murder of Shri Deen
Dayal Upadbaya was not committed for
political motives. That is one clear conclusion

of the Commission. The szcond is that
neither any communist nor any comxnunalist
connected directly or indirecily with the
murder, Thy third is that he had ,been
pushed out of the runniog train as a resul” of
which he dashed against_a traction pole and
{died instantaneously. The fourth and last
conclusion is that the murder was accomp-
anjed by immediate theft. .
These are the conclusions qQf the Com-
mission. As regards the C.BI.. the role of
the C B.I., the C: mmission has also come to
certain conclusiohs and its conclusion is that
the C B.I. conducted investigation with care
and objectivity. The Commission has found
no substance in the charge that the C.BI
acted ma a fide, These are the findings of
the Commission. Now, there appears to be
an impression in the minds of some hon.
Members that the Commission should have
investigated the crime or should have dupli-
cated the work that bas been dobe by the
Sessions court, That is not so and I would
invite the attention of the House to the
second chapter of the report of the Com-
mission on the scope of the reference made
to the Commission. The Commission was
primarily concerned with the question regard-
iog the moiive for the muider of Shri Deen
Dayal Upadhyaya. As the Commission
states, the guestion of motive is the central
theme of the task before the Commission.
What emerges from the report of the Com-
mission is that the murder of Shri Deen
Dayal Upadhyaya was oot committed for
political motives and it also says, as I said
carlier, that the murder was accompanied by
immediate theft which shows that the two
arc part and parcel of the same transaction.
I am tryiog as far as possible to adhere to
the wording of the Commission’s finding
itself. It was not the function of the Com-
mission to determine like a court of criminal
trial as to who was guilly of the murder.
The sessions trial went into that question
and came to the conclusion that the pro-
secution had not established beyod reasonable
doubt—a point that was made by Mr.
Randhir Singh with his knowledge of law—
that the two persons accused had committed
the offence of murder... (Interruptions) The
Court, however, convicted one of them on
the charge of iheft.

Now, I am in a somewhat difficu't posi-
tion because the appeal against the convictiod
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o. Shri Bharat Lal is still sub judice, that is
the person who was convicted for theft and
sentenced for 4 years, It would not be
proper for Government to go further into the
merifs of Bharat Lal's conviction for theft
or the rejection by the trial court of the
offence regarding murder. The report of t
Commission should be taken as a final
answer, The Commission have ruled out
political motives after giviog the fullest
opportunity 4o the advocates of that theory.
If we wereto go into the whole question,
there would have hardly been any point in
appointing a Commission of ‘nquiry.

Sir, I have already said that certain
remarks have been made about the CBI.
by the Commission and they have come to
the conclusion that it has not acted mala fide
and I would refer in this connection to
pages 130 and 11 of the Report of the
Commission and the learned Judge there
adds that he saw nothing from which he
could infer that the C B]. gave amnesty (o
Communists and communalists and found
an easy way out by catching two common
thieves.

My hon. friend, Shri Vajpayee, raised the
point that the Commission should have had
an independent investigating agency of its
own. Sir, the Goveinment have been anxious
that such Commissions should bave the
service of investigating agencies on whom
they can call, But, as thiags stand at present,
under the law they cannot have this and it
is for this reason that we have introduced a
Bill for ameoding the Commission of
Inquiries Act and that Bill is before
Parliament.

Shri Vajpayee has argued on the basis of
some selected passages of the report of the
Commission that the findings of the Com-
mission are not satisfactory. Sir, 1 do not
know whether this House can go into the
factsand evidence and the findings of the
Commission. After all the Commission was
appointed to go into the evidence and the
facts and let us have its conclusions. I don't
think we are equipped to perform that task.
And the Commission, as 1 said earlier, did
examine the witnesses, it scrutinised the
documents and it heard arguments of
Counsels and then it came to certain con-
clusions appreciating the evidence that had
come before the Commission. It was because
Goveroment was anxious that the evidence

should be woeighed, properly that they have
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obtained the services of a serving judge. Shri
‘Vajpayee is certainly entitled to have his own
appreciation of that evidence ; but Govern-
ment see no reason—and no reasons have
been advanced either—why on merely a
different reading of the evidence, selectively
presented, the fiadings of an impartial Com-
mission should be rejected. If we go about
rejecting the findings of a serving judge of a
High Court, there can be no end to any
controversy. The Commission,—the House
may recall,— was appointed in consultation
wilh the Chief Justice of India.

SHRI CHENGALRAYA NAIDU
(Chittoor) : Why don't you apply the same
rule to the Mahajan Commilsion's Report ?

SHRI K. C. PANT : Government accept
the report of the Chandrachud Commission
Government accept the findingy and feel that
there is no need for another Commission.

We fully share the sorrow and the deep
grief over the most tragic death, the despic-
able murder of Shri Deen Dayal Upadhyaya.

C. PANT : As I have sid
carlier, I share Shri Vajpayee's concern and
grief. It is oot just a formality ; this sense
