GENERAL BUDGET— GENERAL
DISCUSSION—Contd.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : The House
will now resume further discussion on the
general budget. Mr. Mahida.

SHRI NARENDRA SINGH MAHIDA
(Anand) : Sir, the budget presented by
the Deputy Prime Minister and Finance
Minister has been generally welcomed and
1 must congratulate him on bringing for-
ward a very balanced budget. These are
days of economic stress and strain and to
bring a balanced budget is more difficult.
In these circumstances, with his experience
of finance for the last so many years, a
very balanced budget has been brought.

Instead of going in for deficit financing,
he has brought out certain controversial
issues, particvlarly the levy on fertilisers.
Many States, including Gujarat, have just
taken to fertilisers. There are two sides
to this question. Progressive farmers have
just started using fertilisers. 1 believe that
those who have the facility of tubewells and
canal water and who have carned more
money should be taxed in a minor way, oot
heavily. Afier all, the money will go to
the central exchequer for the good of the
people.

Another controversy is about taxing of
pumping sets used for lifting water from
channels, taoks, etc. If big farmers using
pump sets are taxed, | have no objection.
But if the intention is 10 tax small farmers
who have begun to use pump sets, | shall
raise my voice against it.

The budget has to include many aspects.
The Kandla fertiliser project is not yet in
tbe picture. The fertiliser project envisaged
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by Tatas at Mithapur has not yet been finally
sunctioned by Governoment. 1 have seen
the site of this project only a week back.
There was objection from Dr. V. K. R. V.
Rao, the then Minister for Transport and
Shipping, that Tatas are asking for a pri-
vate port. 1 have difference of opinion on
this. They are askiog only for a jetty to
facilitate transport of components of ferti-
lisers and raw materials, and despatch of
the fertiliser. I have been to the cement
factory at Sikka. They have a private jetty,
Mithapur project also proposes to have a
private jetty and not a port and there
should be no objection to it.

There are various areas in our country
which are backward while some other areas
are well up in industrialisation. Now that
the Gujarat State is coming up, it should
not be held against that Stute that there is
already one fertilizer factory at Baroda, an-
other is being thought of in Kandla and a
third is belng considered at Mithapur. Ferti-
lizer produced there will not be used only
by Gujarat ; it will be utilized all over the
country. But, as the Tatas have said, this
project can be located only at Mithapur
because that area has certain advantages for
the location of the plant. Therefore, if
that project is not allowed there, it will
have to be dropped. I do not hold any
brief for Tatas. But, at the same time, I
would say that it should be considered as
a pational project because it will benefit
the whole country.

Railways are consideriog the construc-
tion of many lines. Tarapur-Bhavanagar
line will open up certain areas in Gujarat
which are backward and which do not have
any facillties of railways. Railway Ministry
may very well say that they have not got
enough funds. But paucity of funds should
not hold back development of those areas
which are backward. We should pay parti-
cular attention to backward areas, be it in
Bengal, Assam, Gujarat, Andbra Pradesh
or Rajasthan.

A major irrigation project in which the
States of Madhya Pradesh, Gujarat, Maha-
rashtra and Rajasthan are interested is the
Narmada Valley Project. Since Qujarat is
a deficit State, so far as food is concerned,
1 still wonder why there is anv hesltation
in taking up that project. Tt is one of the
biggest projects in the world. I am confi-
deat that if this scheme |s implerented, our
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[Shri Narendra Singh Mahida]

import of foodgrains will be reduced. So,
it should be taken as a national project. [
would request the hon. Finance Minister to
give top priority to this project and see to
it that it is taken up at an early date.

If the States of Maharashtra, Madhya
Pradesh, Qujarat and Rajasthan come to
an agreement, well and good. 1f they do
not, then the provisions of the River Water
Disputes Act should be invoked and the
dispute referred to arbitration ; or the
Central Goveroment themeselves can give a
decision uand take up the work. Even if
the work is takss up now it will take
nearly twenty years for ils completion,
which is a long time. Maoy of us miy not
be ulive then. As this project will help
our national cause, [ hope the Finance
Minister will pay urgent attention to this
and take it up at an early date.

There are many other important river
valley projects. If there is agreement bet-
ween Maharashtra, Mysore and Andhra
Pradesh and Nagarjunasagar project is
taken up, the farmers of the surrounding
ar=a will be benefited and the whole topo-
graphy of that arca will be changed. The
farmers of that arew are waiting for the
irrigation chanoels to be dug and filled
with water. The farmers will be satisfied
only when they actually receive waler ; no
amount of political talk uabout settlement
between States will convince them. As
India is an agricultural country, top prio-
rity should be given to agriculture. It is a
sad fact that even twenty years after inde-
pendence we are not sell-sufficient and we
are importing foodgrains from outside.

I am glad that the Central Government
have given some uttention to agro-indus-
tries as well,

Priority should be given to agro-indus-
tries because these industries help our
agriculture. Unless agriculture is given
the topmost priority, even higher thao that
given to the Bokaro steel project. we shall
not be uble to feed our hungry people und
save our country from the rampages of
Commuaisi or semi-Communist propaganda
till then.

Afier all, we must give concrete hope
to our maticn, Mere political speeches
bere or outside or changing governmants
here and there wijll not affect our masses.
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It is, therefore, an imperative necessity
that we concentrate our attention on agri-
culture. We many not build our dams
immediately but we can certainly tap the
underground water. Tubewells can be
raised and wells cun be dug.

Only very lately the land mortgage deve-
lopment banks have started advancing small
amounts to farmers for digging weils. This
should be subsidised. The Central Govern-
ment should give more allocation of funds
lo these land mortgage banks so that they
can give loans to farmers who can then
buy better cattle : better seeds and better
implemenis for forming. Unless this is
done, | do not think there is any hope for
further development in agriculture.

I also have a word to say about road
transport in villages. That will come under
the Transport Ministry and we shall dis-
cuss it further. Rural roads have to be
developed. ladia is divided into two
parts, the urban area and the rural area.
The urban area is having sll the bene-
fiis of a free country—electricity, water-
works, good roads, hospitals, schools and
colleges. 1 come from the rural area and
1 feel that the rural area is still neglected.
It behaves greately to the rural area people
that they are silent over this matter and
do not march to Delhi. Just imagine if
40 crores of people march to Delhi. 1 do
not knmow what our Communist bro-
thers will have to say about this. But be-
cause they are mot properly organised and
advised and cannot come to Dzlhi, it does
a0l mean that their affairs should be neg-
lected.

I personally feel that rural India is
lagging behind and it will take hundreds of
years before we pull them up and put them
und par with the urban area. I, therefore,
plead thut more amount should be spent
over the rural areas. They should
also receive modern henefits like high
schools and medical institutions. The
people of rural India cannot wait indefini-
tely and her the danger lies. If there is a
spread of any Communist elements—I am
not afraid of the urban areas—we have
seen what results have been brought by it.
They can be excited. This sort of affairs
caonot be allowed 1o go on for years, 1
therefore, very humbly plead with thethon.
Deputy Prime Minister that he should pay
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more attention to the rural areas. Tax
those penple who can afford to pay taxes
but we cannot tax the huggi and fhonpr!
dwellers who have nothing to pay. | am
quite sure that any taxation will be oppos-
ed by the urban people, by those who eara
money. But this money will have to be
spent for the development of rural areas.
As long as this process goes on, | shall
support the Finince Minister. 1 hope
that rural India will also receive propsr
attention.

SHRI BHAGAVATI (Tezpur): Mr,
Chairman, Sir, in 1916, Mahatma Gandhi
made his first important speech when he
addressed students and professors of the
Banaras Hindu Universitv.  In that speech,
he mentioned that, in the morning, when
he wvisited the Vishwanath temple, he found
dirt and filth in every place He then put
a pertinent question : will dirt and filth
evaporate, the very moment the British go
away from this country. Again, he put
another question :  What will our swaraj
be like if we cannot keep our own temple
clean 7 1 think that is a very important
question. That was important at that time
and that is important even today. It has
greater relevance today. 1f we want to
make this country great, I feel, we have to
undersiand the significance of this message.
Mr. Albert Camos, a great French writer,
once wrote in one of his famous books,
“In twenty centuries, the sum total of evils
in the world has not decreased ; no para-
dise divine or revolutionary has been
realised.”” We have 1o ponder how this
world can be made a better place to live in.
I think, in the year of Gandhi Ceotenary,
Indin has to make some contribution so
that humanity as a whole can nec  better
days. We huve 10 clear the Angustian
stable in the world and-make the public
life in ladia cleun end pure.
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I remember to have read a very famous
book written by Prof. Harrison Brown
entitled "'Challenge to man's future™ in
which he has analysed with scientific dala
to show that if the advanced countries
squander the natural resources of the world,
a day will fast approach when, il this
machine civilisation, because of certain
catastrophe stops functioning, it will be
very difficult to revive it again.

These are the problems that the world
has faced. [ think that in India has the
responsibility, this Government has the
responsibility, to focus attention on these
issues.

We speak of many failures, many
defects and many shortcomings. When
there is communpal trouble, we blame each
other. When there are atrocities committed
against Harijans, we blame the Government
for not implementing the Constitutional
provisions concerning them. When there
is fallure in prohibition, then also we raise
our voice, we wax eloguent in blaming the
Government. But, in this way. can we
take this country ahead 7 That is the
main question before all of us We may
blume one party. In ele:tions one parly
may go down and another party may come
up ; one party may be in power today and
another parly may come to power tomor-
row. But we have been suying things by
which we have created confusion in the
minds of the people. We have created an
impression in the minds of the people that
some people in Delhi or in State Capitals
can do miracles. This Is a bad paychology
that we have created. So, whichever party
may come (0 power will fuce difficulty.
They may go on for six months or one
year, but after that. they will face the same
situation ; because we have ignored funda-
mental issues. We have taught the people
in a wrong way. Government is nut all-
powerful ; government should not be all-
powerful ; government should not be made
all-powerful ; it should not be made to
appeur that mimsiers are persons who are
supported to do miracles. Il we create a
psychology that the Government or Minis-
ters can give whatever we ask for, this
country can never go ahead. OF course,
if we do nut have democracy, things can be
different, but in democracy we must under-
stand the significance of Guandhy's teach-
ings ond by following him only we can gu
abead,
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[Shri Bhagavati]

It has been said that this is a year in
which there has been some progress both
in the agricultural field and in the industrial
field. It is true that industries have
shown signs of progress ; there is increased
production. But 1 feel that we have to be
very careful about the future. We have 1o
see things. judge things, scientifically. How
do we judge whether the country’s economy
has progressed 7 What is the criterion ?
Not by produciion of statisiics alone. Of
course, in this connection, | would like to
be guided bv one factual position and that
is the proportion of the people engaged in
different occupations. By that we can
judge the growth of the economy. At
present 70 per cent of the people in this
country are engaged in agriculturc. No
country can have a good economy if such a
high percentage of people have to live on
Jand. In po country land can feed such a
high percentage of people. In this country
also the historical fact is that so many
people did not depend on land; even in
the middle ages, only about 60 to 65 per
cent of the people of this country depended
on land. But now 70 per cent of the
people depend on land and every year the
percentuge of the people depending on land
is increasing. Between the 1951 census and
the 1961 census, 43 per cent of the people
have increased in agricultural field as culti-
vators and farmers and 14 per cent as
agricultural labourers. This is not a happy
state of affairs. This means that there is
more pressure on land, more frugmentation
of our land. There are 9 million holdings
which are less than one acre in size.

That is above 19 percent of the total
holdings. Again, there are 213 million
holdings of the size of less than five acres,
and the percentage is 43.5 per cent of the
total holdings. So, how can you expect
that the agriculturist should compete in
this modern age :nd have the standard of
living which he should have ? 1 submit that
it is not possible at all with this size of
holding. And it is not possible 1o provide
bigger holdings for 70 per cent of the
people. Whether in this Government or
any other, no Minister can do a mircale
in this respect and find enough land 10
give 10 all of them. In Russia, the land
area is seven times more than the land area
io luuia. But the otal  population . there
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is 23 crores whereas our total number of
voters is 26 crores. When that is the case,
how can any Minister distribute economic
holdings to all the culiivators in this
country 7 So, a sizable number of cultiva-
tors will have to be shifted to other occupa-
tions, and to other fields. That should be
the main criterion of developing the eco-
nomy. For that, industrialisation is the
only answer.

I think we have to go deep into these
matters. 1 hope that  the Government and
the Planning Commission will look into
these things very carcfullv. At present, our
position is reallv not a very happy one.

The net calorie value of the food that
we get is less than 2000 calories. Again,
per capitd prolein consumption is only 49
grams per day. Certainly that is not
enough. That is the lowest in the world.
So, that is a direction in which we have to
do much. So far, we have been laying
much stress only on cereal production, and
we have not laid stress on non-cereal
production, | would like to suggest that we
should make offort 10 increase mnon-cereal
food production in  the country. In that
field, we have not done much, and
emphasis ulso has not bteen given in that
matter in the way in which it should have
been given.

I feel unhappy when 1 listen how some
people talk about Centre State relations
so ofien now a days. It is really necessary
that there should be good relations between
the Centre and the States, But when we
talk of this so often, and the way we do
it, means that there is something wrong
somewhere. We have 10 see that the
Centre and the States pull on together
without any hitch. If any readjustment
of power is necessary, that also has to be
looked into and that has to be looked into
by a competent body. A high-powered
commission may be set up to go into this
question, because it is langerous to talk
about these things without coming to grip
on these matters. Loose talk will lead to
distrust, and if we allow distrust to grow,
that will be very bad for this country. 1
would only like to remind the House that
in the past, it is a historical fact that India
lost her indenpendencc, and invasion was
possible because the Coatre was weak,
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Whenever the Centre was weak, foregin in-
vasion was possible. So. let us not commit
that mistake again.

I hear people saying that the Centre
has done this and the Centre has done that,
thereby creating disaffection between the
Centre and the States. The Centre may
be wrong. 1 do not knuw, ine certain
matters, but it is wrong to make the
Centre weak. If we want to make the
Centre strong, this sort of propaganda
should be siopped. By strength 1 do not
mean constitutional power alone. The
Centre may have enough constitutional and

legal power; but that does mnot make the
Centre strong. There must be prestige
attuched to the Centre, there should be

affection between lhe units and the union.
and there should be popular support
towards the Centre ; that kind of aimos-
phere has to be created.

The State or thes Units must ulso know

that if they make the Centre weak, they
muke themselves weak, there will be no
India and they will have to suffer. 1

think this is an aspect to which we have

to pay our attention.

1 would now like to sav a
about my State, Assam: | would
our respecied leader and Deputy Prime
Minister, Shri Desai. to pay his personal
attention to the problems of Assam It
is a frontier State. 1 know he hus
svmpathetically considered its problems and
helped the State to some exient. But
Assam has a backlog of problems which
have to be solved. Industrially, the Stale
Is even now very much backward. We have
to understand that because of the geogra-
phical situation, Assam can develop
industrially if the raw materials available
there tapped. One of the main raw
materials there is cil, Now about 4.5
million toones of crude oil is produced in
Assam. Out of that, only 0.75 million
tonne has been given to the Gauhati
Refinery and 0.5 million tonne to Digboi.
Even if substantial prosition of the crude
produced is not refined in the State itself,
how can you expect Industrial development
fn the State ? Agood part of the
crude produced there must be refined
there itself. One argument put forward
agaiots this is that there is not enough
market for refined oil. This is a very out-
moded argument because the fidea of
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product-pipeline has now been accepted by
same who have expert knowledge on the
subject.

[Mr. Deputy-Speaker in the Chair)

The idea of carrying crude by pipeline
is outdated and uneconomic. Our Public
Undertakings Committee’s analysis will also
thraw light on this matter. It may be seen
that ultimately taking out crude by
pipeline is uneconomic and more expen-
sive than taking out of the refined product
by product-pipeline. This is an aspect
which | would like our Deputy Prime
Minister to consider. 1 am sure that he
will find  udditional cepucity thst can be
built up in the Gauhati Refinery or in some
other refinery in Assam itself,

Another marjor problem of Assam s
flood and soil crosion. Assam has one of
the higgest rivers not only in the country
but in the world Brahmaputra is really
an international river running through three
countries, but mainly through one Srate of
this country. It is very difficult for Assam
1o take cffeclive measures to control floods
and erosion by itse'f. You will be surprised
to know that annually about Rs. 5%
crores worth of crop is damaged by floods;
there are other damages caused to railways,
roads, buildings etc. Thousands of acres
of land are eroded by the Brahmaputra
every year. So many villages have been
caten up. At least 225 villages are eaten
up even in normal times. Annually
Brahmaputra is a very big problem for
Assam. Its economic development depends
on proper control of the river. 1 would
like the Deputy Prime Minister Lo look into
this matter and set up a Brahmaputra
Commission in the central sector.

Not many centrally-sponsored schemes
have been taken up in Assam. The State
has not got its due share of such schemes.
I would request the Deputy Prime Minister
to give priority to the State in respect of
some schemes to be taken up by the Cenire.

There are raw materials in Assam for
petro-chemical industries, cement and paper
factories ; but nothing bas been done so
far. Proposals have been made but sanc-
tion had not been given finally. 1 request
the Finance Minister to look into this
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matter personally. Assam produces the
largest export earning commeodities and it is
expected that Assam gets its due share.
Somehow the Assamese people have a feel-
ing that the Central leaders do not pay
attention to this border State : they feel neg-
lected. [ request the hon. Deputy Prime
Minister to remedy this psychology. It
may be wrong but this psychology is deve-
loping, which is not good for our country.
Something should be done so that people
may feel that they have no reasonable
ground to complain against the Centre.

At present some railway divisions has
been created in NEF Railways and only
one division has been created in Assam —
Lumding. There could be another division
in Tinsukia and one more division in
Rangapara or Rangiva. People feel that
all the divisions should not be outside

Assam and that at least there divisions
should be inside Assam.
We are in difficult times and the

Finance Mipister has made some financial
proposals. 1 appreclate the relief given by
him to tea, jute and cotton textiles, There
Is one particular difficulty with regard to
tea coming to West Bengal from Assam :
it is subject to entry tax. The Pinance
Minister of Assam had takea up this
matler with the West Bengal Government.
It Is to be seen whether it is possible that
the Centre imposes some tax and divides
the proceeds between Assam and West
Bengal so that the same commodity is not
subjected to two taxes and the tea industry
as a whole is not made to suffer. 1 hope
the Government will consider this matter
also.

As regards the exclse duty on fertillser
and power pumps, [ do not think it is the
time to levy such duties. Our cultivators
have just begun to utilise fertilisers and it
will not be correct to impose any burden
on them at this stage ; this will act as a
disincentive and hence [ request the
Government to reconsider this matter.
There should not be any tax on fertiliser
and power pumps, or on kerosene because
that also hits the lower middle class. They
are already very much hit, hecause the
cost of living is high. 1t will not be pro-
per to have the additional burden on the
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lower middle-class. Of course the Finance
Minister has the unenviable task of mobi-
lising resources by imposing taxes and we
have to given him support. Otherwise,
how can hc run the Government ? But
some proposals are not acceptable to us
and 1 hope he will reconsider them.

Sir, 1 think one of the very important
questions is how to encourage the people
to save, because the flow of funds into
investment, 1s a prerequiste for economic
growth. That is the first condition of all
economic growth., Funds must be made
available by tax collection, But by taxa-
tion alone, we cannot have enough funds.
If industrialists, as they want, are allowed
tax concession so thut thev can save and
invest that also cannot serve the purpose.
We cannot also mobilise enough resources
by total taxation. But we can educate the
people to save voluntarily. We can create
a proper climate for saving. That, we
have not done. And that is why it has
not been possible to mobilise enough re-
sources for industrialisation.

There is enough capital in the country:
amongst the agriculturists also, there is
some mony, but that has not been mobilis-
ed. We have not tried to get their co-
operation in mobilising this money for
productive investment. So, I would like to
say that some machinery should be set up
and some education is imparted so that
in patriotic way the people can come for-
ward to save their money and utilise that
money for productive purposes and thus
create more resources and income for the
people.
