Tamil Nadu is a significant
instance in which the loan per head
of population, which stood at
Rs. 17.24 in 1963-64, came down to
Rs. 12,93 in 1966-87, The lowest in
the scale are Orissa (Rs. 4.95),
Jammu and Kashmir (Rs. 4.09),
Rajasthan (Rs. 3,78), West Bengal
