SHRI B. V. NAIK (Kangra): Sir, I
welcome this BillL In order io avoid
embarrassment at the clause-by-clause
consideration stage when I might have
to move an amendment, 1 would like
to come io the point siraighiway so
that in his reply to the gencral discus-
sion itself, the Minister may be kind
enough to indicate his mind whether
the existing provisions are adequate to
meet the requrement stipulated in my
emendment to the Iron Ore Mines and
Manganese Ore Mines Labour Welfare
Fund Bill and my amendment is re-
dundant. On the other hand, if he
feels tha{ these amendments on the
basis of grass root study are necessary,
he may accept them. If noi, he can
convince me. My amendment is to
the definitions clause which says:

“(h) a person is said to be emp-
loyed in an iron ore mine or manga-
nese ore mine—

(1) it he is employed within
the premises or in the wvicinity of
such mine by the owmer, agent or
manager of such mine or by a con-
tractor or any other agency exclu-
gively in any one or more of the
following, namely,”... .etc.

in view of the fact that the export of
fron ore or manganese ore has ceve-
loped phenomenally in the course of
the last 10 or 15 years particularly
along the western coast, I have sug-
gested sn addition te this proviso,
which mads thus:
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“If he is engaged in port opers-
tiong in the export of iron ore or
manganese ore from any of the
major medium and mfinor ports in
the territory of the Indian Union.”

I have seen it with my own eyes.
There are about three or four medium
ports working on the wesl coast, in
the areg where I come from. Next
to that iz the Goa port which exports
about half a million tonnes of irun.
ore. The conditions of the people who
work on the docks, who work with
the stevedors, who are engaged 1n
loading on the barrages, are exactly
the same as those of the workers who
are working in the mines. I sce no
reason why these people should not
be considered eguivalent to the peoe
ple who work in oiffices. canteens and
creche in the precincts of such mines.
If a bearer in a hotel can get the hene.
fit of this gcheme, I see no reason
why somechody who puts in  hard
labour by working in the docks and
is as much involved in the mineral
operations ag anybody else, should not
be benefited. More so, these sre the
people who are more susceptible 1o
tuberculosis. I would, therefore, sugs
ges! that these people should also be
included in thal category. There are
a large number of them on the ports.
I hope. the Minister will give a sym-
pathetic consideration to that.

It would be foo much to expect that
the people who are involved in the
transportation of iron-ore and manga-
nese ore should be benefited. Some of
the ports get about 300 trucks daily.
1 think, that amount of fexibility in
general terms, should be there.

The heart of the administration lies
in promising less and performing more,
According to the Bill, they are going
to be provided with sanitary facilifies,
reading rooms, educational facilities,
recreational facilities, health facilities,
residence, public bhealth provision,
water supply facilities, transport, the
list is unending. The fact i that
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the Minister has got Rs. 3} crores at
his disposal. He expects Rs. 1.07 cro-
res out of this presént BillL I wwould
suggest if you really want to give
them the benefit, free them from the
clutcheg of money-lenders. Give them
loans without interest, liquidate their
loans. Your administrative charges
will be very low. Only half a per
cent will be sufficient, Or take Rs. 5
lakhs and subsidise them. I think,
these are again the problems which
w> have been inheriting from the
western democracies. It is probably
thought that simply because in the UK,
USA or West Germany it is done, we
should do it. I have no inhibitions
about it. I would say that we cannot
afford that level of social welfare, even
though the Minister has repeatedly
told us about the welfare State. Some
how, the word ‘socialism’ is not used. I
would say that this single pomnt ot
liquidating their debt will go a long
way. Thereafter our Mr. Ram Singh
Bha: will launch his {emperance
movement; and the rest of the things
will come in, The industrial scene in
India, more particularly the muneral
and the mmning scene in India 1s com-
pounded of three factors. One
factor is the irresponsible capitalist
approach. We know, in regard to
the biggest lax-payer in India io-day,
as to what he was 30 years back, say
in the year 1939 or 1940. Now within
about 30 years, he has emerged a3 the
biggest tax-payer; but he has earned
all this money through the sweat on
the brows of iron ore and manganese
ore workers. Therefore, we have an
jrresponsible capitalist structure and
a supine trade uniop movement and
in between these two, the State—with
good intentions, because the road to
hell is paved with good intentions—
which plays Cinderella but is not very
effective. I hope the progressive and
well informed Minister will be able to
do something realistic and help the
labour and trade union movement—
but not an fhe foundation of dreams.

SHRI CHAPALENDU BHATTA-

Manganese Ore Mines
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CHARYYIA (Giridih): Mr. Speaker,
Sir, I welcome this bill whole-hearted-
ly. In fact, it was overdue, The con-
cept of welfare for the mining popu-
lation had started with coal. The
coal mines welfare organisation, its
activities, its amplitude of operations,
its successes and its fajlureg are the
guidelines. These organirations have
also (o avoid its pitfalls, in the com-
ing years. In the contexi of our pers-
pective plan, the production of iron
ore and of manganese ore are going
to increase tremendously So also
the mining population. And it is only
right and proper that the iron ore
and manganese ore wurkers have Leen
Tumped together, because their fortu-
nes and their production fluctuate,
more or less. They are correlated.
The iron ore¢ mines, as also the manga-
nese mines are in various States of
our couniry, wviz, Bihar, Orissa,
Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh,
Karnataka and Maharashtra. The
Bhandara district of Maharashtra and
the Srikakulam district of Andhra
Pradesh, for example, are districts in-
habited mosfly by Adivasis and Iari-
jans. Some of them are sensitive
areas The point which I would like
to press again and again on the Minis-
ter of Labour through you, Sir, is that
we should not lose any time in ex-
panding the welfare activities in these
regions at one go. What has raised
certain doubts in our minds is that in
Section 13(2) of the bill it is said:

(a) The amount collected as cess,
under the Act repealed by
sub-section (1). shall be cre-
dited to the Consolidated Fund
of India.

(b) The Central Government
may, after due appropriation
made by Parliament by law
in this behalf, credit to the
Fund....."
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[Shri Chapalendu Bhattacharyyia]
Now about the volume and quanium
of welfare activities. The major diffi-
culty faced by the coal mineg welfare
fund and the mica welfare fund is
that these funds, bemng part of the
Consolidated Fung of India, have been
used more often as a budgetary sup-
port rather than for amehorating the
conditions of the workers and for pro-
viding them with the wides; amplitude

of welfare activities at the earliest.

Then, the pattern of welfare activi-
ties 18 known—central hospital the re-
gional hospitals, the commumity pro-
ject hospitals where education and
some treatment goes on, the schools,
the scholarships and stipends. More
than that, what is necessary 1s that
the women workers and the wives of
the mine workers must be activised
through a large orgamsalion of sevi-
kas so that during their spare time
they have a newer dimension in {hewr
existence,

The question of acute shortage of
water hag been well made. The Coal-
mineg Welfare Orgamisation goes 1In
for 70' deep and 10° diametier wells.
Why not go in for 20' diameter and 40'
deep wells where water table 1, righi.
‘That will have a multi-purpose effecl
in the villages trom which the labour-
ers or miners come., It will help them
with drinking water supply and also
irmgation for agriculture which wll
give general suppori to the eionomy
of the region.

It 15 absolutely urgeni and necessary
that these workers have some 1ecrca-
tion in agriculture in order to help
them, to shield them, from the 1nci-
dence of occupational diseases. I
find that one industry has been left
out, and that 1s the copper mines. The
largest number of silicosis patients
you will find in copper mines, in our
State of Bihar, particularly in Singh-
bhum, where the TB hospitals nad to
be egxpanded continuously, In these
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industries, in order to save these work-
ers from the incidence of microbeal
diseases, water-borne diseases ond the
occupational diseases, these welfare or-
gamsations have to make a different
approach  altogether.  Domiciliaty
treatment ig not enough; the preven-
tive aspect ig the crux of the matter.
For that what is required is that mo-
bile X-ray clinics should visit these
areas and the workers should have
their X-.rays done automatically, regu-
larly every second or third month, so
that the preventive aspect gets greater
prominence, greater Iimportance and
greater weightage than it has received
so far.

The difficulty has been that we start
with great expectations, but these or-
gamisations, which should have been
a movemen{, slowly starli becoming a
depariment and start stagnating. I
hope that under the energetic leader-
ship and drive of Shri Raghunatha
Reddy, they will get out of the slough
of despondency and stagnation, and
go and work meamngfully among
the workers to bring a new quality in
their life.

of the National Commission on Labour
and 1in lne with the suggesuons of
the hon Member, we have made a
beginning I do hope thai in course
of time, if the situation permits, if the
economics of combining all the wel-
fare funds 1s feasible this aspect of
the question will be considered I
can give ihis assurance to the hon
Members

though I do not want to go into theore
tical aspects made a very indirect ac
cusation agamnst me that I had not
used the word “socialism” and only
