The reported decision of the Delhj
Higher Secondai1y teacherg to launch
satyagraha resulting 4n postpone-
ment of examinations affecting the
career of 80,000 students and step:
taken by Government in this
regard
THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION,

SOCIAL WELFARE AND CULTURE
(PROF S. NURUL HASAN): A= the
House is aware. the pay scales of
teachdrs in Delhi and other Union
Territories and Organizations on
Central scales of pay were last revi-
sed in September, 1971 effective from
27th May, 1970. These scales brought
about considerable improvement in
respect of the minimum and maxi-
mum of the pay scales, the span of
the time-scale was reduced and
cerfain imbalances that existed bet-
ween the scales of pay of different
categories of teachers were removed.
While sanctioning these pay scales, it
was stipulated that these will be
subject to modifications by the Third
Pay Commission and this was accep-
tanle to the teachers. .

The Third Pay Commission which
Wwas appointed By the Government ol
s to Jook into the pay structure
of all categories of Central Govern-
g""t rmployees, including eachers in

,these recommendations,
PR the Third Pay

School Teachers re. Satyagrah
(C.A.)

Commlssion had kopt in view the pay
revisions which have taken place in
the case of teachers after the jmple-
mentation of the Second Pay Commis-
sion recommendations. In making
their recommendations in regard to
teachers, the Pay Commission has
observed as under:—

“The revisicn of the pay scales for
the teachers under the Delhj Ad-
ministration in 1971 were, however,
subjrct to the outcome of our en=-
quiry and we have aceordingdly
reconsidered the matter. Huving
regard to the increases; that have
taken place at frequent inlervals,
in the last f.ve years in the oDav
scales of teachers under the Delhi
Administration, we have come to
tne conclusion that while the exist-
ing total cmoluments should be
broadly protected, np further "In-
crease are cn''=@ for in these sciles
We have, however, satisfied our-
selves that the scales that we are
recommending on this basis dc not
result in lower increases over the
total emoluments available bufore
the 1971 revision, than the increascs
that we have suggested for corres-
ponding scales in respect of other
categories generally. We have also
felt that the time span and the in-
crementa] steps of pay scales of the
teachers and those of the other catc-
gories should more or less conform
to the same pattern.”

Ever since the Pay Commission’s
recommendations were announced,
the teachers have been protesting and
have sent representations to the
Government demanding improvement
in the pay scales and pointing out
what they considered to be mnomalivs
in the pay <cales recommended by
the Third Pay Commisslon. There
were examined by the Government
but it was not found possible to dc-
viate from the recommendations made
by the Third Pay Commission which
had gone into the matter in depth.
The policy of the Government was
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explain-d to the rcpresentatives of
the teachers However, they urged
the Government to examine their
case further.

A l1a1ga number of teacherg resoited
to a stay-in-sirike from 1st March
and also threatened to boycott the
Examination of the Central Board of
Secondary Education which was to
commence from March 7, 1975 In
view of this, the Delh1 Admifistraaon
closed the schoolg 1n the Union Terri-
tory of Delh: from 5th March to 17th
March, 1875 (both days inclusive) The
Centra] Board of Secopdary Educa-
tion also postponed the Delhj Higher
Secondary Examination for which
about 52.000 students from about 500
Higher Secondary Schooly in Delhi
appear However, the All-India
Higher Secondary Exumination for
which children from a number of
schools affihated to the Board located
in different parts of the country in-
cluding 35 schools fiom Delh; appear,
18 taking place as scheduled from
March 7, 1975

It was expected that the teachers
would call off the agitation Accord-
ing to the available information the
Joint Council of Delhi Teachers’ Or-
ganisations have decided to continue
with their stay-in-strike for a week
from 18th March, 1876. It iz also
reported that they have decided ¢o
resort to ‘Satyagreha’ if thelr de-
mands are not acccpted

Consequent to the continustion ol
the agitation of teachers, the DeMi
Administration have decided further
closure of the schools in the Union
Territory of Delh: from 18th March
to 24th March, 1875  « oth days
inclusive)

It 1 verv unfortunste that tihe
clesyre of the schools as a result of
the agitation of teachers has caused
cons'derable mental strain {o the young
pupils and alse anxiety to the parents.
Whatever may be the grievances of the
teachers, it would be imfair to put the
young children to undue hardshlp,

particularly at a time when they are
anxious fo complete their examinations.
The Government ure looking into the
points raised by the teachers within the
framework of the Third Pay Commis-
qlon’s recommendations I earnestly
hope that the teachers m Delm will
realize the gravity of the situation, will
immediafely call off their agitation, re.

The rute of increment
for the teachers has been increased by
Ry 5 in each category except with re-
gard to Principul where it has gone
by Rs 40-50, The Principal is to get
Rs. 50 and the ordinary teacher will
not get more than Rs. 5. 1 am not
against the Prircipal, but I, say this
shuuld come to an end. 1 want to
know from the hon. Minister what
concrete steps has he taken. He asked
them to withdraw their agitation. He
has made an appeal and I am sure,
being a teacher himse!f, he must have
done that with a genuine heart, He
has a heart for the teachers which
bleeds for the teachers also notwith-
standing Dr. Kailas 1 would ask him
to tell] us here and now how he is
going to seive their problem so that
we may ask the teachers to do away
with the Satyagraha.

That is to say, com-
pared to what the Kothar1 Commission
had recommended, the disparity has
been somewhat reduced and certainly
not incressed He made the point that
the trained graduste teacher would
fact get Rs 6 less, I stated this in
other Houss and I would repeat
here. Teachers who had been ap-
inted prior fo 1-1-73 would find
revised scales ¢s recommended by the
Third Pay Commission are more fa-
vourable than even the September

The recommendation
of the Third Pay Commission is very
simllar to the recommendation of the
Kothari Commission. The pay scale
of Rs 700-1100 was the scale which
the Principals were getting The con-
version scale as recommended by the
Third Pay Commission was Rs, 1100~
1800. But, what the Government has
decided 1s that for a certsin service,
the initial senior scale pay was fixed
at Rs 1100 while for other services,
the initial pay was fixed at Rs. 1050.
Government has decided thai instead
of having these two starting salaries
in the senior scale for certain servi-
ces, it should be uniformly Rs. 1100.
Now, to say that this is a major modi-
fication 18 not correct What has been
done in the case of Principals is
that they have been given their re-
placement scale as recommended by
the Third Pay Commission whereas
in the case of teachers, the Pay Com-
mission came to the conclusion that
since they have already recelved an
increase in 1971 there was no further
justification for incressing their sala~
ries. 8o, the relative position recom-
mended by the Pay Commission in
more or less similar to the relative
position which has been recommend-
ed by the Kotharl Commission.

SHRI NOORUL HUDA (Cachar); It
15 known to all that the minister also
belonged to the noble profession of
teaching That 13 why I was a bit sur-
prised when he said in his statement
that the agitation of teachers has
caused considerable mental strain to
the young pupils and also anxiety to
the patents It 1u true that due to the
agitation of the school teachers in
Delhi since 1st March, 75 thousands
of school-going children have been
suffering and it 15 also causing stiain
to then parents But, at the same
time I wouid lLke to ask the hon.
Minister what are the other alterna-
tives the teachers have except to re-
sort to this ug'tation And they hnve
said they would (ontinue this agita-
tion until their minimum demands are
met  The Mineter just now said that
there was a dialogue  between the
Government and the teachers and
their representatites for the last three
and a half vear Tt 1= obvioug that
this dialogue for thiee and a  half
years has not produced any result
and it has not resolved the dispute
so far It 1= true that these teachers,
40,000 of them, have been agitating
for their demands But vou would ap-
pireciite that they have tried thewr
best for the Iast two or three years
to extract cartalr concessiong from
the Government and when all the
efforts failed 1t 15 only then the teae
chers have been willy nillh forced to
resort to satvagraha or «it In strike,
or whotever yon call it

The daye when the leaching com-
munity would br satished with Rs 200
or Ra 300 are gone becuuse the cost
of living sperially 1n Delhi and sur-
rounding ateas, hag gone up very
high and jt has become very difficult
for the teachur, to meet their expen-
ses with their present emohiments,
That is why thev have resorted to sat-
yagraha In the background of this, I
would like to ask snme relevant ques-
tions

Thirdly, wh*n the se'ection grades
were announced sometime back there
were many con.plaints that m the
preparation of the semorty  hist
certain favours were bestowed on cer-
tamn category [ teachers 1 would hke
to know whether 1t 15 true or not It
i: also allegei that just to deprive
the post-gradiate teachers of thy selec-
tion grade, a lurge number of post-
graduate teacheis were confirmed
suit on the eve of the declaration of
the selection grade I understand that
this action of the Covernment has been
held to be mela fide by the High Court
und the persons concerned huve since
been de-confirmed by the Delhi Admi-
matration 8o, 1 would like to know
why the Government have not given
th» gselection grade to these teachers
imultaneously with their confirma-
tion, and why this maiter has been de-
lived to create dissatisfaction among

Minister to enlighten us whether this
is true or not

It 15 alleged that in the preparation
of the sentority lLists of teacheis theie
was favouritism and nepotism and
some benefits were given to those who
do not deserve them The gencral
criterion for the fixation of seruority
1% the date of eppointment Thas 15 the
criterion followed mi nther  depart-
ments But, 1n thc cese of schoel tea-
chers, thie criterion has not been fol-
lowed I would ,ihe to know fiom
the hon Minuster why this discrimi-
nation hu- been practized

In the statement the hon Minster
says that the Goverminent expect that
the teachers would cal] off the agita-
tion I do not kmow on what basis
the Government had been  holding
such an expectation Were there any
such negotiations®” Was anv ptomise
made by the teaching community that
they would uni'‘aterally withdrawn
theirr agitation without getung any

unable to accept the contention that
this movement is only because of the
ucreased cost of living, I am told,
and the hon.
