The
only reason why we have done this
is because Rajya Sabha had to pass
it, Whatever they pass we are tak-
ing up later and Iwhatever they have
to pass, we are taking up earlier. I

SHRI INDRAJIT GUPTA: 1t is all
right, We are also reasonable but

they should not bypass you and us,
Sir.

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
‘THE MINISTRY OF FINANCE
(SHRI PRANAB KUMAR MUKHER-
JEE): I beg to move®:

‘“That the Bill to consglidate and
amend the law relating to the levy
of tax on sule of goods in the Union
territory of Delhi, as reported by
the Select Committee be taken into
consideration.”

My pred-cessor had already traced
the history of the Bill and also the
more important provisions of the Bill
while introducing it in April 1973. I
do not wish to take the time of the
House by recapitulating them again.

The Bill was referred to a Select
Committee on 6th September, 1874
which submitteq its report on 8th
April 1875. The Select Committee
has examined the matter in great de-
tail in the light of the evidence ten-
dered by important trade bodies, as-
saociations and representativeg of State
Governments in the North Zone.

The report of the Select Committee
sets out the details of the amend-
ments adopted. I need, therefore,
bring to the notice of the House only

sMoved with the recommendationof the President.
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some of the more important chauges
made in the Bill, These fall broadly
in three categories, namely;

{a) Changes which will reduce irk-
someness of the procedural for-
malities of the trade:

1n thig category, 1 should mention
that texable quantum in respect of
manufacturers and retailers in the
original Bill was Rs 15000 and Rs.
50,000 respectively, These have been
raised to Rs, 30,000 and Rs. 1,00,000
respectively in the Bil] as reported
by the Seleet Committee. This will
thus exclude many dealers with &
small turnover.

The dealers will have to issuc cash
memuos or cash bills only i respect
of trausactions exceeding Rs. 10, the
limit specified 1n the original Bill was
Rs §

The Bill provides that the sales tax
authoritics should issue registration
certificates within a prescribed period,

Provision has been made for pay-
ment of interest In respect of delayed
refunds by the Sales-tax Department.
Simularly, provision has also been
made for payment of interest for de-
Javed payments by the dealers to the
Governmc t

(b) Measures which will tighten up
the collection machinery and lead
w0 an effectire check on etrasion.

The Commissioner of Sales-tax has
been nmpowered to demand in appro-
priat> cases security for proper cus-
tody and use of declaration forms,

The penal provisions have been
made more stringeut in respect of
certain offences which are of a serious
nature. The penalty for such offen-
ces will be rigorous jmprisonment for
® term which may extend to 6 months
or with fine or with both and where
the offences is a continuing one; a

daily fine not exceeding Rs, 200 dur-
ing the period of the continuance of
the offence,

(¢) Revision in the rates of tax:

The Bill originally provideq for a
rate of tax upto 7 per cent as the
general rate of tax. This js now be-
ing fixed at 7 per cent.

In respect of goods included in the
First Schedule which are normally
tuxury goods, the Select Committee
has reviseq the rates from 10 to 12
per cent. This has been done taking
into consideration the rates for simi-
lar items in adjoining States and
keep 1n view the consensus in the
meetings of the Sales-tax Regional
Council for North Zone,

In respect of declared goods, the
Bul originally provided g rate of tax
upto 3 per cent. Thig was the limit
upto which the States could levy tax
vn Jdeclared goods under the Central
Sales-tax Act. Now with effect from
1-7-1975, the rate of ceiling upto
which the States can levy tax on dec-
lared goods has been raised to 4 per
cent. I am moving an amendment to
inciease the ceiling imit to 4 per ceat
i ~speet of declared goods which are
in the Seccud Schedule,

Provision is :lso being made for
taxing food or drinks served for con-
sumption 1n a hotel or restaurant
viih which a cabaret, floor show or
sir ilar  entertainment s provided
tt 1rin, at a rate of 40 per cent.

The Select Committee has specifi-
cally added the following goods in the
cicuipted list (Schedule III):

“Cooked dal, charcoa], instrument
boxes used by students, chaff-cut-
ters and Persian wheels, electric
motors including mono bloc pump
sets of 3 to 7 horse power, hand-
spun yarn, achar and morabba,
scientific goods, live-stocks includ-
ing poultry and cotton paddiag.”
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" [Shri Pranab Kumar Mukherjec]

Almagt &l the recommendations
made by the Select Comhites have
bewn incorporated in the Hill gs re-
ported by the Select Committee, A
few which have not been incorpora-
¢34 in the Bill can, if the Government
decide to aceept, be implemented by
issue of suitable motifications in exer-
cise of the delegated powers contained
in the Bill, The Governméut is,
however, not in g position to accept
anid adopt immediately one recom-
mendation of the Select Committee
which relates to making a provision
in the Bill to penalise officers con-
niving or colluding with the tax eva-
ders specially as the Committee has
also suggesteq that the Government
should consider inclusion of a similar
provision in other taxation laws.
Thig will require detailed consultation
with the State Government gn an All-
India basis and a decision arrived at
aftey discussiong in the meetings of
the Regional Councils for Sales-tax.

In hig minute of dissent, Shri Ram-
avtar Shastri has recommended that
coal, kerosene and matches should be
brought under the exempted list since
these articles are used mostly by the
poor and middle strata of the popula-
tion Coal is of two kinds, one of
which is commonly known as char
coal used as a domestic fuel and the
othcr used mostly as an industrial
fuel The latter is included in the
list of goods declared to be of special
importance in Inter-State  Trade.
There is already a restraint on the
limit up tp which goods so declared
can be taxed under the Joca] sales-
tax laws. The present limit is 4 per
cent and this cannot be exceeded, For
over past 15 years, coal for industrial
use has been subject to taxation in
Delhi and it woulg not be desirable
to exempt this now, However, char-
eoal which is nsed by the commonman
has, 6rn the recommendations of the
Select Committee, been includeq in
the list of exempted coods ard NO
sales-tax will be levidble thereon
wheén the Bill g¢ enacted, comes into
force,
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As regards kerosene and matches,
they are subjected to salesstax st the
geveral rate of tax in the States gd-
joining Delhi. The asdjoining States
have been urging in the meetings of
the Regional Councils for Sales Tax
for levy of sales-tax in De¥n{ en such
items of mass consumption 6o that
there is near uniformity in the rates
thus reducing the incentive for tax
evasion, Having regard to all the re-
levant factors and considering the
evidence tendered by representatives
of sorne of the neighbouring States
in the North Zone, the majority re-
port of the Select Committee has made
the following recommendations:

“Tax on keroscne and matches
should be levied at the first point
and it should not in any case be
more than 3 per cent on kerosene
end 4 per cent on matches.”

It 1s proposed to accept the majo-
rity recommendations and suitable
action will be taken for implementing
them when the new law js brought
into effect The Bill gives adequate
powers for giving effect to these re-
commendations by issue of requisite
notifications by the Administrator. In
the circumstances, it is regretted that
the Government is not in a positior to
accept proposals made in the minute
of dissent of Shri Ramavtoey Shastri.

The House is aware that the Bill
has bheen carefully considered by the
Select Committee which has sugrested
the Bill in the present form £ I there-
fore, commend the Bill for its unani-
mous acceptance of the House.

was also pointed out at that level that
we should bring it on par with the
central saleg tax. By amending the
Finance Act, sales tax has beep raised
from 3 per cent to 4 per cemt and this
Js an enabling provision ihat the cejl-
ing should not be more than 4 per
cent. But, it does not mean automati«
cally that it should be fixed at 4 per
cent. It can be reduced. It can be
fixed at less than 4 per cent and the
maximum ceiling is put forwarq to
bring it in conformity with the
amended provision of the Finance Act.
That i3 why, I want to move this
amendment,

They hon. Member has also high-
lighted the point in regard to salos
tax on kerosene and match box. But,
at the same time, we shall have to
keep in mind that it is not merely in
the Union Territory of Delhi, but in
almost all States, there is sales tax on
these two items, If I can quote the
rates in some of the States, in
Haryana it is 7 per cent; in Himachal
Pradesh it is 6 per cen; in Punjab it
is 6 per cent; in Rajmsthan it is 7 per
cent and in UP it is 7 per cent. I am
Just quoting the rates levied in the
neighbouring States. It is known to
the hon. Member that this is a provi-
sion on which we had a good deal of
deliberation. Keeping the distributive
character of the Delhj trade and other
points in view, we have fixeqd sales
tax not at par with the peighbouring
States but at the reduced rate.

1 have also tried to cover the third
point which the hon, Memher men.
tioned. It is true that those people
whe collude with the tax evaders
should be penalised. It may be possis

L]
-
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ble that the existing provisions whith
deal with these typeg of offences may
not be adequate. But, at the =ame
time,  Sir, it has to be kept in mind
that this is not the only piece of tax
legislation; there are wvarous other
provisions also, Therefore, 1n ordet
to make an over-all asgcssment, I
have indicated that this ig 2 matter
which requires some detailed exami-
nation ang in regard to which, State
Governments have also to be consult-
ed. Sales tax is not administered
merely by the Delln Adinmistration
or by the Central Government; certain
other States also come into the
picture. Other tax lawsg are also there
administereq by the Central Govern-
ment, and at the appropriate time, it
would be possible for us to take an
overall view 80 far as this particular
point is concerned and 1f necessary
amendments can be made.
