BETWA RIVER BOARD BILL

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF AGRICULTURE AND
IRRIGATION (SHRI KEDAR NATH
SINGH): I beg to move*-

“Thal jhe Bill to provide for the
eslablishment of a Bvard for the
trealion of a reservoir at Rajghat hy
consliuction, on behalf of the Gov-
ernments ol Madhya Pradesh and
Uitar Pradesh, of a Jdam on  the
Betwa river at Rajghat and Icr the
1egulation of such reseivorr, be tuken
mto consideration.”

As the Hon'n'e Members aie, per-
haps awale the River Belwa 15 a
major {ributory of the Yamuna flow-

mg through the States ot Aladhya
Pradesh and Uttar Prade<h. The
Betwa Cunal system 1iogether wath

Parichha wen was constructerd i 1885
the Dhukwan dam constructed wy 1409,
the Matatila dam construcled in 1958
and these {ogether with a few o her
smal] schemeg ufilise less than 1/3rd
of the total waler resouices of the
Betwa,

The Bundelkhand region of Uttar
Piadesh and the districts of Guna,
Shivpurt and Datia of Maabva Pra-
desh bordering the Bundelkhand re-
gion, are drought-stricken areas. The
cxisling storages provide meagre 1rri-
gation facilities {o these arcas and are
unable to supply water to Jarge poc-
kets 1n this region.

The Rajghat site on the Belwa on
ihe Border of UP. and M.P., provides

“Moved with the recommendation of the President
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excellent conditions for a large storage
to meet the irrigation demands of
these needy areas. The question of

laring of the waters of the Betwa in
the in of the people of the region
received considerable attention during
the course of the last three years by
the two State Governments and it was
in August, 1972 that an agreement was
reached between the Chief Ministers
of the two States to construct a sto-
rage dam at Rajghat with live capa-
¢ity of 62 TMC (Thousand million
cubic ff.). After allowing for 9 TMC
for ths committgd use downstream,
the balance waters will be shared
equally by the two States. The total
quantity available at Rajghat is 115
TMC. It was agreed that 53 TMC
will be utilised by M.P. upstream of
Rajghat and the balance gquantlity of
62 TMC will be available at Rajghat
for being shared between M.P. and
U.P. as indicated above.

The Rajghat Dam will be a joint
venture of Madhya Pradesh and Uttar
Pradesh Governments, and the estima-
ted cost of the dam is Rs. 72.56 crores.

The Rajghai Dam will have a 1, axi-
mum height of 28 metres in the earthen
portion which will be about 10 KM
long and 43 metres high in the maso-
nry portion which will Be 550 metres
long. The reservoir will involve sub.
mergence of 214 sq. KM comprising
111 sg KM in 28 villages in UP. with
a population of over 10,600 and 103 sq.
KM in 22 villages in M.P. with a pnpu-
lation of over 8000.

The share of U.P, in the Rajghat
walers will be utilised in exlending
irrigation under the Betwa Canal sys-
iem and that of M.P. will be used in
exiending irrigation under the exist.ng
Bhander Canal system and in ;rovid-
ing irrigation to the areas downstircam
of the dam. This scheme will, un the
whole, provide annual irrigafion to
an area of aboul 3 lakh hectarcs.

The Rajghat project will usher in n
new era in the history of thiz tack-
ward region and he a model of an
inter-State understanding leading to
optimum utilisation of the availalLle
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wafer resources of an inter.State river
for the mutual benefits of the vast
population of this region.

The construciion of the dam was in.
augurated by the Prime Minister in
April, 1973, Subsequently M.P. had
some reservations concerning the pro-
ject features. A supplemental agres-
ment was entered into between M.P.
and U.P. on 9th December 1973, Im
this agreement, the two Chief Minis~
ters agreed to the setting up of a
Central Control Board under the
chairmanship of the Union Minster of
Irrigation and Power for the speedy,
smooth and efficient execution of
various inter-State projects of UP, and
M.P. including the Rajghat project.
They also agreed that the construe-
tion of the Rajghat Dam should be
entrusted to a project authority to be
appointed by the Control Board.

A peculiar fcalure of the Rajghat
dam is that the dam site is located
partly in U.P, and partly in M\P. In
order therefore that the work of maso-
nry dam and earthen dam proceeds
according to a pre-determined schedule
and thal the project work does not get
a selback in implementation, the
work of the entire dam, including re-
habilitalion, has to be carried out by
one agency. No agreement could be
reached on any onc Stale implement-
ing the project because both the States
wanfed their oflicers and staff to wve
assoctated with the implementation of
the work, Ullimately, the Statex agrecd
to enirust the execution of the project
{0 an independent High Power Board
which would ufilise in equal measure
the services of both the States and
aureed {o finance the projeci in propor-
tion to the benefi*; aceruing to thom.
This High Power Board would be pre-
sided over by the Un.on Mintster 1n
charge of irrigalion. Such a Board
could not be constituted by an execu-
tive order because of the special con-
ditions obtaining in the location of the
Rajghat dam. Several alternatives
were considered in consullation with
{he Law Ministry and also in consul-
tation with the Stale Governments.
Although water Is a Slate subject—
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vide Eniry 17 of the State List—Parlia-
ment is competent to provide for le-
gislatlon and development of inter-
State rivers to the exfent to which
such regulation and development under
the control of the Union is declared by
Parliament by law to be expedient in
the public interest (vide entry 56 of the
Unjon List). Besides, under Entry 44
of the Unjon List, the Parament is
competent in respect of incorporation,
regulation and winding up of Corpor-
rations with objectives not confined fo
one State. Both the States are, there-
fore, anxious that the execution of the
projec} should be entrusted to an inde-
pendent High Power Board. It s,
therefore, proposed to undertake a
fresh legislation under Entry 58 of List
{ in respect of Rajghat Project,

Detailed consideration of the legal
{mplications in consultation wijth the
Minisiry of Law, Justice and Company
Affairs preceded the preparation of a
draft Bill to provide for a Board to
undertake the construction of the
Rajghat Dam. The finalisation of ithe
draft Bill, however, took time because
of diflerences on various technical and
enginecring aspects as well as in re-
gard to the scope of the funclions of
the Board. It was possible {o persuadn
the Chief Ministers of the iwo States
in August, 1975 to resolve their dif-
ferences.

Hon, Memhers will see from the
provisions of the Bill that the Board
will be a Triparlite Board presided
over by the Union Minister ol Agri-
culiure and Irrication and include the
Chief Minisfers of M.P. and UP. as
well as the Ministrrs ol the two Stater
in charge of Finance and Irrigation.
The main functions and powers of the
Board shall be to carry out surveys and
fnvestigations, prepare detailed project
reports, land cstimates, alloration of
cost amongst the Governmenis of M.P.
and UP, drawing of specifications,
construclion of the Rajghal Dam. Jay-
ing down rules of operation and per-
form any other relalied functions.
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The cost of the Rajgbat Dam shall
be shared between the two State Gov-
ernments. 'The Central Government
may have {o bear only a nominal cost
of DA and TA of the Members of
the Betwa River Board and the Exe-
cutive Committee.

There will be an Executive Commit-
tee to assist the Board. The Chairman
of the Executive Committee would be
a Central Government Officer and the
Committee’s composition would be lett
to be prescribed by rules framed uader
the Act. The intention, however, is
that til] the completion of the project,
the Secretary of Additional Secretary
in the Ministry of Agriculture and Irri-
gation would preside over the Com-
mittee and the Committee will include
Chairman, CWC, Joint Secretary in the
Depariment of Expenditure of Finance
Ministry, the Becretary incharge of
Finance and Irrigation Departmenis of
the two States besides their senior
engineers. A smaller Commitiee may,
however, be constitufed after the pro-
ject works are completed 1o look after
operation and maintenance  works.
The Chief Engineer, the Financial
Adviser and the Secretary of the Board
will be appointed by the Central Gov-
ernment after consulting the Govern-
menfs of Uttar Pradesh and Madhya
Pradesh. As far as possible, it will
be ensured that officers from the same
stale du not hold the posts of Chief
Enginecr and Secretary at the same
time. I would like to draw alieniion
in parficular {o clause 18 which pro-
vides {hat if any dispute arises bet-
ween ithe Board and the Government
of Madhva Pradesh or Utlar Pradesh
or both regarding any malter covered
by this Act or touching or arising out
of it, it shall be referred to the Central
Government and the decision of the
Central Government shall be final and
binding on the Board and the said
Governments.

The Central Governmeni is also em-
powcred to make rules for carrying out
the purposes of the Act and approve
of the regulationg framed by the Board
fo regulate its business. A Belwa
River Board Fund is also provided in
clause 13 which would be built up out
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of fundg provided by the iwo State
Governments. f would Lke fo end
my remarks with an expression of m»r
deep sense of appreciation of the gpirit
of cooperation displayed by the ‘wo
Btate Governments. The proposed Raj-
ghat Dam would provide waler 1o
an area where it would prove to be a
boom to the people and contributa o
development of irrigation and even.
tually bring about prosperity to the
vegion I am sure, the hon. Members
will joln me in wishing the iwo States
all the success in bringing 1o frution
the objectives behind the propused rro-
ject.
