CALLING ATTENTION TO MATTER
OF URGENT PUBLIC IMPORTANCE

REPORTFD WAGON BREAKING RACKET IN
KopermMa

SHRI B V NAIK (Kanara) Sir, I
cal] the attention of the Minister of
Railways to the following matter of
urgent public importance and I re-
nuest that he may make a statement
thereon —

‘The reported wagon breaking
racket 1n Koderma involving politi-
cians and RPF personnel swindling
railways to the extent of Rupees
Five crores”

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
(FHRI MOHD SHAFI QURESHI):
€1r, a scrutiny ot the crime reports
received from thr Eastern Railway as
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liso other source information had in-
ficated that the incidence of crime
igainst booked consignments in the
3rand Chord Section of Dhanbad
Jivision of the Eastern Railway was
requent. A team from the Central
rime Bureau of the Railway Board
vas deputed io make confidential en-
Juiries into the matter and they also
sought help from the Biher CID and
other State Police authorities. The in-
formation was developed further and
on February 28, 1875, searches were
conducted at seven places in the rail-
way quarters at Railway Station Ko-
derma and in Jhumri Talaiva Town
of Bihar under the supervision of
Superintendent of Folice, District Ha-
zoribagh, and an Assistant Security
Officer from the Rsailway Board,

The main party of the Central Crime
Bureau, Railway Board, who had made
preliminary enquiries and organised
the rawd is still working in the field
on this case and full deails of the
Jevelopments thereof are mnot yet
known. However, on the basis of in-
formation so far received in the Rail-
way Board, the faclts are as under:—

As a result of these searches, some
properiy suspected to have been stolen
from the Railway, cash amounting to
about Rs 1,05.000;- and some papers
were recovered and as a conseguence
thereof, three Rakshaks of the Railway
Protection Force and one other rail-
way employee were arrested. One
more railway employee wanted in the
rase is absconding.

Government Railway Police, Gomoh
(Bihar) have registered four cases
under Section 414 JPC and Section
5(2) of Prevention of Corruption Act
and are investigating the same. A case
under Section 3 of the Railway Pro-
perty (Unlawfu] Possession) Act has
also been started at R.P.F. Post,
Gomoh, and is under enquiry.

Since the whole matter is under in-
vestigation by the Bihar State Police
aqthorit.ies and the papers ete. sgeized
will require a detailed examination, it
would be premature to say anything
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at this stage about the alleged links
of the wagon breakers.

Separate statigtics of losses incurred
at Koderma Railway Station are not
readily available. However, during
the period frem January 1o October
1874, 1219 cases involving a losg of
Rs. 16,37,098/- were reported from the
entire Dhanbad Division.

SHRI B. V. NAIK: Sir, what we
have listened to in the reply and the
most operative nart as usual in res-
pect of almost all replies to the Cal-
ling  Attention Motions is that it
would be premature to say anything
at this stage about the alleged link of
the wagon breakers, Whatever has
been seized, will need a further de-
tailed examination. Before 1 go to
the subject proper, I feel that the
very utility of the Parliamentary Ins-
titudon is in ovder to expose these
rackets and give them as wide a pub-
licity as possible so that culprits are
afraid of the duz process of law; in
due course of tme, under Sec. 414
of IPC we can pook them, After they
book the culprits, if the magistracy
accepts the coniention of the prosecu-
tion, there is 1 maximum of three
year's punishment and some fine,
Since it is in the interests of both
the Government and the Railways
not to say the least aboul the oppo-
sition, that the Parliamentary  Ins-
titution is at least not made inarticu-
late, I would perhaps request not only
the Minister for Railways but all the
ministries concerned to come out with
a frank clarification involving all the
fact: al their command. After all, the
proceedwngs here are protected. By
making thesc general observations, I
would also like to submit to you fhat,
according to the Ratlway Convention
Committee Report for the vear 1871,
thefts that took place in 1968-69 were
of the order of Rs. 35 lakhs; in 1969-
70 thev were of the value of Rs. 39
lakhs: in 1970.71, they were of the
value of Rs. 110 lakhs but, in 1971-72,
the value was of the order of Rs. 127
lakhs. I do not have the figures for
the year 1972-73. But, at the time
of presentation of Railway Budget,
the Indian Railways Report
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(Shri B, V. Naik.)

~was also submitted which showed how
much of thefts had occurred in the
Railways in the consignments booked.
In the year 1873-T4, the thefts involved
an amount of Rs. 2.39 crores nearly
Rs. 2.40.

This is only in regard to the thefts
.which have been classified as thefts.
\Over and above that, dunng the year
1973-74, out of the ralways Eross
earnings of about a thousand and odd
crores as much as one percent of its
total gross revenue Eoes to pay the
.compensation claims, most of which
will be accountable on the basis of
~thefts, pilferages and wastages on
transit. In 1973 74, the railways settl-
ed the claims worth Rs. 6,62,513/-.
-7The compensation that was paid to the
-people who had hLooked their consign-
ments and the los: oD railway pro-
perty as well as the lnss on revenué
earnings on consignments amounted to
Rs. 13.50 crores.

We can now see the dimensions of
-the amount of the goods lost in transit,
goods missing in transit, railway pro-
perty stolen and the pilferage that took
place. All these coulg be understood.
The worst part of this racket seems
to be by the so ralled guardians of
law; the Railway Protection Force, the
constables, who are expected to pro-
tect the railway proprety have shown
themselves as the eriminals—T do not
want to use any other word—involv-
ed in thefts. If the guardian of the
law 1s risen to such 2 level, what
punishment are you going to provide?
Section 414 provides for three years’
{mprisonment. But. if the magistracy
is in a generous inood, it may be two
years or even two months, unless they
are going to be honourably acquitted.
Under the circumstances, it is a shame
.on the part of the Railway Protection
Force and for the Railway Adminis-
¢ration to entrust the investigation to
some of its own personnel who have
een teken on loan from the Honie
Minietry as trial authorities for in-
westi ation of the rallway protection
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forces involved in this case, Why is
it that we eannot commission the CBI?
There is one more reason why the
highest authorities in the CBI have to
go and investigate because it is not
only the guardians of law but it is also
the politicians—the guardians of de-
mocracy—who have been involved in
this. This 18 the most shameful chap-
ter. I would like to know whether
one of the Members belonging to one
of the parties in this country and 1
do not think I would be erring on the
wrong side if I say Mr. Chander
Shekhar Singh belonging to the Com-
munist Party of India has been sus.
pended by his own party. I compli-
ment the party. Under the ecircum-
stances, let the country know where
the crooks are hiding and let action
be taken against them. 1 would like
that in future in rackets of this kind
the Railways should come out with
mare facts. You have inherited bureau
cracy. 1 suggest instrumental revolu-
tion and changes in our system.

I hope the Railway Minister would
accede to my request for intervention
of CBI at the highest level to prohe
it in details because as the Paper savs
the racket is not of one lakhs but
worth Rs 5 crores.

SHRI MOHD SHAFI QURESHI
Sir, judging from the information
which we received from various rail-
ways, we noticed an upward trend of
pilferages and thefts more especially
on Gaya Gomoh Section. So. the
whole job wag entrusted to the Central
Crime Bureau of Indian railways. It
was done in November and in Febru.
ary when raids were conducted it was
found that railway property was re-
covered from some railway rakshaks.
We have also seized Certain documents
but it is rather premature for me to
say whether we can establish any Hnk
between the persons whose letters
have been seized and rakshaks who
pave been held responsible for steal-
ing railway property. The rakshaks
involved are one Mukti Nath Singh
from whose house cash worth Rs.
88,257/-, two bags of wheat, one bag
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.0f rice and ome tarpaulin bearing
-railway marking all sugpected to
have been stolen from rallway wagons
were recovered. Another is  Shiv
Kumar Tiwari from whose house cash
-worth Rs. 1900/- and jewellery roughly
of the value of Rs, 5,000/- and reglstra.

-.one Ambassador car No. BRH 273
were recovered., The car registered as
taxi in the name of C. S. Smgh has
been seized by the police as T8 was
parked outside the railway quarter of
rakshak.

Bmgh by the Minister of Railways. I
do not know the contents of the letier
but that Jetter has also been recoverad
Yrom the house of the Rakshak. These
“8re the facts of the case. We have
mothing to conceal. These facts are
there. Whatever further documents
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are needed by the investigating autho-
rities, those will be made available to
them. At this stage, I would again
repeat that there is no question of in-
volving CBI in this case.

Singh and the plea was taken that the
employees’ children were studying,
orderg were issued that their transfer
should be stayed in view of their
children's studies upto March 1975 or
the cases were finished, whichever was
earlier, There is no favour shown to
any persomn.

1 have said that the hon. Member
who had been pressing the case of
these employees happens to belong to
a particular party; it is not to say that
the whole party is bad. I am not
saying so.
