SHRI DASARATHA DEB (Tripuia
lzast) : 1 shall be very brief and confine
mysell only to mentioning the points

Under Demand No. 9, a  provision of
Rs. 5,51,000 Lias been made for the cons-
titution of a subordinate services selection
boaid. Asfa ns my information goes,
this board is a defunct body and 1t 1s non.
existent in Punjab. That is why I say
that thys demand is u fantastic one. The
hon. Minister should let us know whether
the board is still existing or 1t is defunct.

Demand No. 13 at page 26 relates to
the construction of rest houses. We find
from the explanatory foot-note that the
existing rest-houses are not provided
with the present-day amenities such as
furniture, pipewater supply, sanitary
fittings, gecysers, refrigerators, air-condi-
tioners etc, with a view to bringing these
rest-houses to a really good standard; for
meeting the needs of the touring Minis-
ters, VIPs and officers the above mentioned
amenities are necessary, and accordiogly
it has been decided that the rest-houses
at the district headquarters and important
rest-houses on the GT road should be pro-
vided with modern amenities, For this
purpose, a sum of Rs. 22,358,500 has been
provided. This is a very big amount,
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When the country is facing a war, and we
are asking our people to undergo hardship
to defend our country and to mobilise the
entire strength of the country to meet this
situation, to ask for money to provide air-
conditioners and refrigerators in rest.
houses for Ministers and VIPs is something
very fantastic. I think the entirc country
will oppose it, and, therefore, 1 oppose
this demand.

There 15 another amazing Demand that
we find here. Shri Chetan Anand, Pro-
prietor of Messrs, Himalaya Films had
entered into an agreement with the Pun-
jub Government for producing a certain
film. Rs. 13,15,000 had been taken from
the Cential Government by the Punjab
Government to finance this, But this film
company could not produce any films,
and they are notina posilion to repay
that amount. Now, the Punjab Govern-
ment have asked the Central Government
1o allow the money to be refunded to the
Bank.

This 1s a fantastic thing. If this parti-
cular company fails to repay that money,
why should it be reimbursed fiom the
exchequer, The money should be realised
from the company.

A provision 1s made of Rs. 5,25,000
for invertigation of irrigation, flood con-
trol and waterlogging schemes. For this
more money should have been provided.
Punjab has been in the grip of many
floods. Devastation is very large. But
Government have started thinking of in-
vestigation of these problems only now; it
should have been done much earlier. In-
stead of giving priority to rest house air-
conditioning, more money should Jave
come for floodcontrol and irrigation
schemes.

MR. SPEAKER : This was printed in
QOctober.

SHRI DASARATHA DEB: Now
1 come to the police budget, page 10,
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The original estimate was Rs. 8,93,71,100,
Now an additional sum of Rs. 1,13,53,518
is demanded, making a total of Rs. 10,07,
24, 618. The argument given for thisis
fantastic. 1t is for upgrading the posts of
Superintendents of Police of Bhatinda,
Patiala and Jullundur and creating more
Special SPs with supporting staff. As
regards Jullundur, it is said that it is the
nerve-centre of Naxalite activities and
political parties and almost all \ernacular
papers have their offices there. They say
that political troubles and agitation start
here and so to curb these activities, the
responsibility of the police has increased.
To attend to this most vital aspect of
police work in this district, supervision
and investigation of criminal cases is nece-
ssary. Hence they are upgrading the three
posts of SPs and creating 3 posts of addi-
tional SPs with supporting staff.

This argument is bound to create a
feeling of revulsion in the mind of any
democratically-minded people. Specially
after the recent division, Punjab is not a
big State. So much of police officers and
staff is not necessary for the State.

As regards the argument that most of
the political parties and vernacular papers
have their offices in Jullundur, what is
wrong in thet? Are the Government
thinking of curbing legitimate political
activity in Punjab. To say that because
all the political parties and vernacular
papers have their offices in Jullundur and
hence they should be curbed, is a very
dangerous trend of thinking,

As for the charge that Naxalites are
active there, to my knowledge, Naxalite
activity in Punjab #s not very significant;
it is there in & very small proportion, But
under the cover of dealing with Naxalites,
they are now upgrading these police
officials and givinpg more power to the
police. This produces a very unhealthy
atmosphere in Punjab for the creation of

which the Central Government is respon-
sible.

Sir, this 1s a wonderful expression of
the Government or & man who has always
been carried away by some sort of cri-
minal conscience. To such men, it appears
that the political activities of others who
do not subscribe to their idevlogy or who
do not serve their own interests, are consi-
dered to be dangerous. Such people are
considered by them to be criminals but in
fact it is not.

Sir, this Government pretends that it is
curbing the criminal activities of anti-
social elements in Punjab by enlarging the
police force there. But in fact, they are
curbing the political activities of the poli-
tical parties opposed to the ruling class.
Law and order have continued to remain
the same. There is an increase in the case
of attempt to murder; therc is an increase
in the case of rape; the number of kid-
napping cases continues to remain in the
same position, During the two years, the
police committed so many crimes in a
number of places; indiscriminate arrests
are being made in respect of the political
workers including ex-MLAs belonging to
our party, by putting them in the police
lock-up; they were beaten up and the
Government, without giving any trial in
the court, indulge in doing all these things
in the name of encounters, naxalites,
etc.

During the Iast two years, in Punjab,
a lot of students were arrested bocause
there is a lot of student agitation and
movement there. For curbing these acti-
vities, the Government are using the
Maintenance of Internal Security Act,

Very recently, two students were ar-
rested and killed by the police on the false
allegation of encounter. ‘This is very bad,
Why they want more monoy is because
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|Shri Dasaratha Deb|
they want to strengthen the hands of the
police. You, Sir, come from Punjab and
you know that the distribution of
evacuee lands in Punjab is not being done
well, because most of the officials and land-
lords arc keeping the lauds, and thereis a
lot of agitation amongst the agricultural
workers and poor peasants. They are not
getting the land. They want land from
the Government; and so they are making
some sort of ugitational approach to the
Government. But they are denied, and the
Government, n the name of curbing the
activities of naxalites, arc arresting these
poor people and putting them mn jail and
beating them up with the help of the
policc Some people were also killed on
alleged encounters. Thisisa false storys
This is one of the causes The activities
of the Sangrur police are ‘e1y, very dan-
gerous und formidable, 1hey have raided
all the houses of vur workers including the
house «l Shit Hardit Singh Bhattal, ex-
MLA, and Shri Sampuran Singh Daulat,
ex-MLA. Lven our workers arc not
allowed to ploster our posters in the
villages. They were arrested and beaten up
by the police. That is why, during the
last two years, two dozen people were urre-
sted and shot dead by the police in alleged
encounters. Shri Trilochan Singh, an ex-
Minister of Punjab, has admitied that the
police shot them after arresting them. All
thess incidents prove how far the police
excesses have gonein Punjab.  Now, the
need of the hour is, the entire country
must be one. We have to mobilise our
entire strength to fight against West
Pakistan military junta. All the people
m our country are coming forward to
help the Government in this respect. So,
at least the use of the Maintenance of Inter-
nal Security Act and the indiscriminate
arrests and beating of the people, etc.,
should stop. At least the people be allowed
to work frecly and express their ideas freely
and do heir political activities freely.
With these words, I commend these
Diemands.

THE MINISTER OF STATEIN THE
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRIK. R,
GANESH) : Mr. Deputy-Speaker, Sir,
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at the outset, 1 join hon. Members who
have paid tribute to the glory and heroism
of the people of Punjab.

As far as these Supplementary Demands
are concerned, the House is aware that
dueto the mid-term elections, the State
Budget for 1971-72 was presented to the
Stale Legislature in January, 1971 itsclf.
And all the fexpenditure upto that period
and all the Demands of that period were
taken into consideration. Thereafter the
State Legislature was adjourned after
taking a vote on account upto 30th June
197}, Thereafter, the President took over
the administration of Punjab and the State
Rudget for 1971-72 as prepared in January
1971 was presented and passed by Parlia-
ment in Junc 1971, I am only giving
these facts to indicate that due to the fact
that the State administration had proposed
the Budget, had taken a vote on account
first and then prepared a Budget which
took into account the commitments and
the demands upto January 1971, there are
certain items which have come in this
Budget which we are placing to-day, the
Supplementary Budget, certain items which
were not thought of then have had to be
taken into consideration.

There is one more point T would like to
submit, that apait from the expenditure
on Police about which some sections of the
House have been critical although certain
hon, Members welcomed it, this expendi-
ture on police comes to only about 6% of
the total expenditure on revenue account.
There are also productive expenditure and
productive demands which have been
sought from the House. These include
the acquisition of land and construction
of Government bulldings Fand urban
estates—Rs. 90 lakhs, Development works
in municipal arcas—Rs. 30 lakhs, cxten-
sion and addition to road transport ser-
vices—Rs. 100 lakhs, Distribution of fer-
tilisers—Rs. 1393 lakhs. Apart from the
additional provision for loans and advan-
ces, mainly for loans to the State Eleotri-
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eity Board for sesing that the Guru Nanak
Thermal Plant, Bhatinda is commigsioned
earlier than “anticipated and loans to the
Punjab State Co-operative Supply &
Marketing Federation for distribution of
fertilisors—Rs. 60 lakhs, Puniab Dairy
Development Corporation—Rs. 7 lakhs,
loans to poor and desarving students—
Rs. 12 lakhs, loans to allottees of plots in
urban estates—Rs. 10 lakhs, erc. These
figures T have indicated to show that there
has been in this Supplementary Budget
itself an emphasis on productive demands
as well as demands relating to the various
sections of the people.

There are oneor two more specific
points "about which T wish to draw the
attention of the House, Hon, Member,
Shri Dasaratha Deb, mentioned about the
Subordinate Services Selection Board,
that it is not functioning. This Board
was constitated on Ist Aprii, 1971 by the
Puniab Government and this appropriation
which we are seek: ng is to meet the expen-
diture of the Board.

As far as water supply is concemed,
there is already. (Inferruptions) I' had
already in my earlier remarks indicated the
varlous courses through which the Punjab
Budget had gone through asa result of
conditions obtaining there.

There is a provision of Rs. 1'80 crores
for rural water supply schem 8 to meet the
needs of rural watet supply.

As far as the Punjab Electricity Board
about which Sardar Darbara Singh refer-
red {i concerned, it was originally decided
1o commission the first unit of the Gurn
Natak Thermal Plant by the end of March
1973. But now it bas been decidedto
advance the date of commissioning by six
months, 7.2, by October 1972, The addi-
tional loan s réquired to get "commission-
ed the Orst unit of the 110 Megawatts

pit,
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Apart from this, about corruption
charges and various things which the hon.
Member Sardar Tela Singh Swatantra
raised, the Government of India has appo-
fnted a Commission of Inquiry. Now,
the Commission had its first sitting.
Certain points of jurlsdiction were ralsed
before the Commission which are now
under examination of the Commission.

As far as this Rs. 10 lakhs loan given
to the Himalaya Films is concerned, the
matter is that the producers failed to pay
by the stipulated period. As advised by
the Iegal Remembrancer to the Puniab
this amount plus the interest had to be
paid to the bank, and now lepal steps are
being taken; a civil sujt is being filed to
recover the amount from the producer,

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: Specta-
cular!

SHRI K. R. GANFESH: Tam only giv-
ing the facts, and I am not entering into a
debate.

There was a complaint about the high-
handedness of the police during the stud.
ents' agitation in Muktasar distriet in
Ferorepur. It was to be investipated by
the Additional Secretary, Ministry of
Home Affairs. But since there are cerfain
complaints, even criminal complaints,
which have been filed in the various courts
the matter has become sub fudice. There-
fore, the Additional Secretery who was
sppointed to go into these variouscom-
plaints could not proceed with the matter.

Anotber point that I wish to submit is
that in regard to 40 extreme political work-
ers arrested and 21 smugglers cum sples
who have been detained under the Main-
tenance of Internal Security Act, their do-
tentions have to be approved by an advi-
sory board presided over by a High Court
judge. So far, 12 cases have been looked
into by the board, and in all of them, theis
detention has been upbeld.

Hon. Members had also raised many
points about police administration T hope,
Sir, that you will agree with me that it is
not possible to go into the details of all
the cases. They have already taken up the
matter with the Home Ministry, and I am
sure that the Home Ministry is looking
into this question.

With these few remarks, I commend the
budget to the House.

SHRI N K. P. SALVE: What has
happened to the Demand for catering to
the needs of the touring Ministers and VIPs
for which a sum of about Rs. 4.97 lakhs
and Rs. 33,390 has been asked for? Almost
everybody who has spoken has raised it.

SHRI K. R. GANESH : As far as un-
productive and ostentations expenditure
which has been included in this budget is
concerned, hon. Members have expressed
their concern about it, and I share ther
concern. The only difficulty is that quite
a lot of this expenditure has already been
incurred in normal time in anticipation of
the sanction. T can assure the House that
as for whatever little else still remains,
strictness and austerity will be exercised,
and the feelings of the House and the
conditions through which we are passing
will be borne in mind, and I shall see that
this is attended to.
