MINISTRY OF HOME AFFA\II.S (SHRI
K.C. PANT) : Sir. On the morning of
3igt March, 1972, it was rited by the
Director/Principal of the Maufana Azad
Medical College to the Chief Secretary, Dethi
Administration that 5 cases of seizyres on acc-
ount of taking spurious liquor had been ad-
mitted to the Ifwin Hospital. The Police and
Excise Departements were immediately direct-
e¢d to enquire into the circumstances. During
the coursé of that dav, and on subsequefit
days, further reports of more admissions in
the various Hospitals and of deaths were
received. Till this merning 9th cases hadd
been rece.ved for admission in varioys Hos-
pitals of Dethi. In addition, four persons
were found dead elsewhere. Till that tive,
56 persons had died, four had absconded
from the hospital and thirteen had been dis-
charged. 25 patients are still under treat-
ment. An investigation into the causes ‘ol
death is being made by the Excise and Police
Departmeénts. So far, the report of the
Chemical Examiner has been received in
respect of the viscera of seven deceased
persons. In all these cases methyl alcohal
has been detected in the viscera. In. other
cases, the report of the Chemical Examiner
is awaited. It is suspected, however, that
these deaths have occurred due to the con-
sumption of spurious liquor containing -dele-
terious material which can be fatal, A firm
conclusion can be however, arrived at only
after the report of the Chemical Exeminet
has been received. In one other case, the
person affected had stated that his physical
condition deteriorated after consumption of
rum, an Indian made foreigan liquor.

The police have registered till this mor-
ning 15 cases under Section 304A and other
Sections of the 1, P, C, and Exgise Act in
Delhi and one case in Gurgaon. 12 arrests
bave been made 50 far. About 400 persons hav®
been rounded up for inteyrogation during the-
the last few days and over 2000 bottles of
illicit liquor have been seized in thess raids.
Since the tims of Iast series of deaths, over
20,000 bottles of illicit liquor have been
seized, The investigation is in progress.

The total
quantities involved are 25619 litres of thin-

The Excise staff have to regulerly check
the entries jn the Sales Registers of the
retail seilers and to satisfy themselves that
the purchases are genuipe.

Those who want to drown their
sorrows with drugs or alcohol would do it.
They would use other drogs also. But it
is the responsbiluy of the Government to
sec that good liquor 1s supplied to the peo-
ple who want to consume 1t.

I hope, it is with the approval of the
Ministry of Home Affairs that Haryana
Government has taken certain steps. They
have started a policy of issuing free licences
for open bars, They are trying to see that
every Panwala will have a wine shop
and anybody could ask for a glass of wine.
If Haryana Government is doing it. baing a
Congress Government, I fail to understand
why this policy of peohibition is not chang-
ed at the Centre’s level, Why is it different
in other States 7 It is also due to that that
porsons in auch cases die.

The hon Minister has stated that steps
are being taken to open liguar sbops at
Administration’s level. I want to know
whether it is possible for poor man to buy
a bottle at a time. What is responsible for
such incidents in Delhi is the practice of
selling whole bottles, There aré ao open
bars. If open bars for retail sale or parts
of bottle are started in Dethi, these poor
people could go and buy 4 annas or 8 annas
worth of liquor. They cannot bay a
bottie at a time, That is why thoso deat
are occurring. I would tike to know
the hon, Minister how far it #s corvest
it is only the poor peopie who have
It is because they do not have
mofiey to go for a whole ‘bottle at a fime

SHRI K. G. PANT: Sir, the hon.
Member blamed the Home Ministry far
callousness and then he went on toask a
rhetorica] question as to whether these
deaths were a part of the Government's
policy to control population and to remove
poverty by killing the poot. Iam sorry
during thess questions and answers, I have
never heard such a callous statement.

As to whether the denatured sphit is
the only chemical which is responsible for
these deaths or there are other chemicals
which can also be used to prepare ijlick
liquor, other chemicals also can be used.
As 1 have mentioned, apart from denatured
apirit, it is the specially denatured spirit
which is known as industrial alcohol which
is also used for making thinner and which
is used for varnishes and paints. It is these
chomicals also which wre sometimes used
very wroagly for proparing liqwor. They
contain chemicals which by ordinary pro-
ceises cannot be purified to a safe level, So,
dldicit distillation decs not take the polson
away. In fact, in Delhi, as far aa I know,
there is no distillation as such. It is a
mixing of chemieats.

It does not take away the poilsoaous
olomoat amd that causes death, That is
one »of the coaclusions ome can draw
from Baweja Commission’s repost.
Until the Investigations are complete, I
would st dke to say categorically whether
a particular chemical was responsiblo for
the deaths or whether there may have been
savaggiing of some aloohal Gom dutside
becauso there was & case from Ourgacn
which I mentioned in the statement. So,
until the investipations ars domplete, I

would not ke to make w :
ey Putogurical saty-
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The other point is about prohibition
and Government’s approach to the policy
of prohibition. My hon. friend is an ex-
pericoced administrator and he has rightly
said that there are difficulties in the way of
Government being able to control social
evils. These have their roots in certain other
maladies and perhaps it is not possible for
Government by flat or law to control these
things. But the policy of prohibition, as
he himself points out, is based ..

About the suggestion to open liquor
shops, it is a basic dilemma with the policy
of prohibition accepted by this House and
the Government and the people to what
extent one can go about opsning these shops
and so on... (Imterruption) This poses a
dilemma and I would ke the House to
appreciate the dilemma of the Governme nt
in this matter also because it is the House
which ultimately decides on these matters of
policy ; it lays down the policy. A Cons-
titutional decision has to be taken. I can-
not pronounce this policy. The policy
which is followed by the Government 1s
that which is accepted by the House,

SHRI K.S. CHAVDA : In 1956 the
House adopted the policy regarding prohibi-
tion.

MR, SPEAKER : The hon, Member
seems to think that pointing out some pro-
vision in the Constitution becomes a point
of order.
