The ncident goes bak to 1953 In
the same wvillage of Rupaspur, Dstrict
Purnea two persons Lakhan Murnu and
Somra Murnu were trailed out by one of
the men of the landlord who asked them 1o
escort um to his house, they did so but
they never returned back Police reports
say that there was no clue to trace the
culprits and the matter ended There
may be many things whith had not seen
the hight of the day It 1» one such thing
But that should have been the last not
to be repeated agamn

Three or four days later the dead bodies
of thesc men were found in a river  Trouble
started right from that day This type of
aliovities 15 happening in tribal areas all
over India and they are mainly due to
the land reform problems We have
promised land reforms to the people
we have not been able to sort them out
That 1s the ciux of the pioblem A simi-
lar pioblem arose wn tlus village a week
beforc the 22nd November, 1971 where
the people of the landlord complained
to the authoritics that the santhals were
cutting the crops, bul when they went
to the site they found 1t was not so Pei-
haps 1t way just the other way 1 hev
had themselves cut and tried to imphicate
the Santhals The BDO and SDO went
to the site and settled the 1ssue of Sikmia

About five days beforo the dale of this
oocutrence, on the 17th of November,
the Depaty Superintendent of Police ac-
companied by some of the men of land-
fords, perhaps they were his coofidaats,
Ramadhar Singh, Pradyumma Narain
Sivgh, son of the Dr Lakshny Naramn
Suftensy, the former Speaker of the Bihar
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Legulative Assembly, Har Singh a nephew
of D1 Sidhansu and others went to the
village and wanted the tnibals to be brought
to Alka Kothi, the residence ol Dr LN
Sidhansu, about a furlong away from the
place of occuirence, Rupaspur Santhal
Tola Thes: people went to the willage
and brought two Santhals to the road
When they were brought to the road the
women of that wvillage flocked togethe
and they were reminded of what happened
n 1953 and therefore, forcibly they snatched
those two santhals back and this perhaps
might have wounded the feelings of the
DSP or other people  So, thzy were waii-
ing lor an opportunity

to know all about these things How
did the trouble start? ] can understand if
it had been Sikrm right tand where they
could have had some ground for con‘en
tion about the distribution, but the troublc
arose 1n a-tiny prece of land to which the
Kandan Murmu, had legdl title Therefore,
the question of there being any dispute
about tenancy rights 18 purely an intentional
provocation

On 22nd November-1971 the people
of these landlords harvested the land of onz
Kandan Mutmu, but because 1t belonged
to him he said that he should go along with
a few puople and ask them not to doso
They went there, but these people weie
large in number, and there were exchange
of words, hot and cold, from both sides,
and because these people were only five
or six, they returned to the wilage

After a few mmutes at about 3 30 P M.,
=bout 130 people with a few hured gang-
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about a furlong away from ithe place of
They siarted moving along
that road, some on foot and others on cycles.
but sverbody armed. with jeeps, station
wagons, tractors and trailors particularly
meant for taking away the dead bodies.
They mwoved to the place of occurrence,
and thzn started firing.

When tribals saw people
coming in large numbers, they all went
inside their houses, and these peoplz bolted
the doors from outside. They could not
get out.  Then they set fire 1o ail the houses
on the road on the left-hand side, and when
the smoke started curling up, the tiibals
were getting suffocated. They wanted to
come out. One or two people came oul.
One was shot dead at about 125 yards
dragged and biought to the tractor trailer
waiting for the dead body, and he was
bundled there. Another they shot at a
distance of about 25 yards, dragged him
also to the tractor trailer. 1 went and saw
how exactly thz paddy fields were very
nicely carved and routes were made by
the dragging of the dzad body. 1 could
see the blood stains there. They were
brought over ths distance and dumped in
the tractor trailer.

Then again, another four of them wers
shot dead, they were brought and dumped
again in the traclor trailer.
were caught alive.

Four others
Their hands and legs
were tied with their dressing apparel, they
made them naked. dragged them alive to
these trailers, and they were later killed.

This is not the end of it. 1 cannot
imagine how the human mind could stoop
to commit such grave atrocitizs. Three
unmarrizsd young gitls, and one married
young girl, were stripped naked inside

the house before they set fire to the house,

raped them and afterwards they pushed
them outsids. They were naked, they ran
about half a mile from the house and
then <hey were shot at.

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This is the story of this Rupaspur vil-
lage which has the proud privilege of hav-
ing a brilliant product iike Dr. Lakshmi-
narain  Sudhansu, a very scholarly person
and a very well-reputed person. But
that is what he did. Those people who
could not escape were roasted alive in the
fire, four of them. 1 have got the photo-
graphs here. [ can tell you that when |
showed the photographs to the Hon., Spea-
ker,Icould clearly see that he was very
much moved with sorrow.

Out of the
four roasted alive. ] was male and three
were women. There were 34 injured per-
sons, maimed, crippled and rendered help-
less for life—some of them. They include
children from the ages of 2 to 12 and among
many others an old woman of 8l.

SHRI KARTIK ORAON : On the 7th
December, when 1 went therc, I could sce the
ravage on the walls outside, and inside the
house, and there were innumerable marks
of guncshot pellets and blood stains at
various places. A few women with babies
in their arms told me the horrowing tales.
Their husbands, mothers or brothers had
either been Killed or injured and as to how
ten dead bodies were later removed to River
Kosi, 25 miles away, in that trailer. 1
am sure cven Yahya Khan would have
been mortified by this.

After setting fire to one village, they
moved to another village close-by about
150 yards away, again a Santhal village.
They said: 57 F=1, HGTFAT FT AT 1
They attacked that village, set fire to it
and shot them indiscriminately. This
is called universal malice. If this sort
of thing is not seriously taken note of by
the great leaders of the country, by every
Member of Parliament and by every citi-
zen of this country, | am sure we are
living in a different age.

1 have already mentioned that this
so-called disputed land was not realiy
a land under dispute. Kandan Murmu
had the legal title and there was hardly
any ground for any contention.
a pure case of land grab.

The posting of officers was so systema-
tically planned that all belonged to the
15LS5/71—3
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community of Dr. Lakshmi Narain Sudan-
su. Shri Shiv Balak Singh was the DSP;
he was popularly known as Lathi Singh.
Shri Ram Paras Singh was the Inspector.
Shri Nagendra Nath Singh was the ASI,
Except for Mohammed WNaim Akhtar,
sub-inspector and  Kameshwar Prasad
Singh, another sub-inspector, all the rest
beloneed to the same community. This
Ram Paras Singh, the Inspector, had
been in Purnea and in this area for about
six years and then very recently he was
transferred to Nawada on account of a
charge of having acquired 60 to 70 acres of
land in Raniganj area, which is dispro-
poitionale to his income. They were all
lands in which the adivasis had Sikmi
right. At the instance of influential people
in the government, Shri Ram Paras
Singh was transferred back from Nawada
after a couple of months as a CID inspector.
Later on, he was brought to the general
linz and posted at the Dhamdaha police
station where this Rupaspur village is.

There were armed {orces posted at the
residence of Dr. Lakshmi Narayan Sudhan-
su but this force was removed from there
and stationed at Mirganj, about a mile
and a half from the place of occurrence.
This removal took place about a couple
of days belore the date of occurrence.

It is very important to note that on the
day of the occurrence, on the 22nd Novem-
ber, nearly all officials were out of the
headquarters except the Additional S.P.
and SDO. The District Magistrate was out
to Katihar. The SP was at Purnca. The
DSP, Lathi Singh, met him at 2 p.m. and
discussed with him the Ladhugarh murder
case which took place on 21-11-71, the
previous dav.
him to go to Ladhugarh by 3 p.m. and
that he would go later. The DSP, instead
of going to Ladhugarh, left for Dhandaha,
the pnlice station of the place of occurrence,

-

1t appears the SP advised
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It is said that he stayed at Kosi rest house,
stayed there for the night and left in the
morning of 23.11.71 for Ladhugarh without
recording his stay in the register. The
thaprasi confirmed this to DIG and Com-
missioner Bhagalpur Division. The SP
reached Ladhugarh on the 23rd November.
The DSP also reached there later on the
same day. I do not hrnow what the hell
the DSP was doing in the night. Perhaps
he informed the SP that there was a case of
arson in Ru;::aspur.L

The inspector bhad been to Forhas-
zanj for arrest of a notorious absconding
dacoit along with ASP (Bhagalpur). The
Sub-Inspector met the DSP afier the inci-
dent at the police station with Hari Singh
the accused. The ASI, Shri Kameshwar
Prasad Singh was directed by the DSP
lo go to Bardela about threc miles from
Dhandaha and return on 23.11.71, When
the DSP was there at the police station,
at about 5.15 p.m. Hari Singh, the accused
lodged a complaint of arson against the
zamindars by Santhals for which there is
the station diary.

Again, another accused, Shri Ramdhar
Singh, also lodged a complaint at about
8 P.M. on the same night that Santhals
had set fire to his house and that they came
with bows and arrows. They had fired
them in self-defence. It is said that Shri
Shiv Balak Singh, DSP, who is popularly
known as “lathi™ Singh, along with a few
constables, went to the place of occurrence
that very night and instead of sending the
report to the District Headquarters at Pur-
nea, he left for Ladhugarh next morning.
No information was received at the district
Headquarters on 22.11.71.

What is surprising is- that the armed
forces who were stationed about a mile
and a half away from where they could
hear the noise of the gun-shots and also the

flames of fire coming up,” but they did not
-
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hear any noise and did not intervene. The
District Headquarters were informed of the
atrocities at 3 P.M. on 23rd November.
It is about 20 miles away. The information
could have been communicated to the Dis-
trict Headquarters within half an hour of
the incident in the very evening, before 6
or 7 O Clock on the day of occurrence.

After hearing these things, the Additional
Superintendent of Police rushed to the
place of occurrence. The Santhals were so
panicky that they would not let anybody
come near them. It was only fortunate
that the Additional Superintendent of Police
happened to be a tribal. But he also had
a .tough time to convince them that he
would not harm them. They would not
come near him. Finally, he showed them
a mark—we do have a mark; I do not know
whether in Meghalayayou have a mark—
saying, "Look here, I am your man.”” Then,
they said, *All right.” So. they togk
him into confidence. They told him the
entire story as 10 how the dead bodies
were carried from the place of occurrence
to the Kosi river near Kursela and how
bundled
in gunny bags and taken to the river side.

they were wrapped in shrubs,

Then, the A.S.P., Purnea with the
A.S.1. of Potheya and a few social workers,
followed the trace of a tractor and they
moved up and down the river, and at about
5 A.M., they found one dead body floating
over the water. The river Kosi is known
for its havoc and every Bihari knows it,
But you will be surprised to know that the
gravity of the incident was so great that the
river Kosi refused to swallow them.

This is not the end of it. These people
had well-planned fabricated designs of
defence. They wanted to prepare a de-
fence and they wanted to show that their
houses were burnt by Santhals. [ saw
that personally. They fixed one arrow
over a tree and another arrow over a house.
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You also might be knowing how ar arrow
goes like. It will never be perpendicular
to the tree or to the house unless it is simply
pitched.

Then, from the so-called disputed land
to the place of occurrence. they had dropp-
ed grains of paddy on either side of the
footpath in a systematic manner. They
wanted to show that the Santhals had har-
vested the paddy and taken it away. These
are the things. We have not been wise
enough to make all these grievances and
defences. But as the course of events take
place in life, today the law also appears
to follow the path of riches. That is why
my purpose of raising this discussion is
this: “Let the seats of justice in this country
be filled with all good men but not so good
as 1o forget the frailties of human nature.”

Then we can perhaps bring our country
upto the expectation of our Prime Minister
under whose dynamic leadership we have
definitely been able to put this country in
the map of the world in such a brilliant
way that nobody can miss it.

1 would like to drive home to you that
there is a lot of bigshots involved in it
and what 1 am afraid of is that there should
not be sale and purchase of justice. That
is what I am afraid of. 1 am reminded
of a crime prevalent in America which is
called *white collar crime™. 1t is a crime
in the scnse of a breach of the established
criminal law by which the criminals go
scot free because they are rich and powerful
and so they can bribe the police or some-
times, the judges or sometimes they can bring
political influence to bear to secure their
immunity”. That still holds in our country
and 1 hope it will be eradicated as early as
possible.

From what 1 have depicted, 1 am sure
you will be able to understand that there has
been a complete failure of administration
and a dereliction of duty. If really a per-
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son is adjudged guilty of dereliction of duty,
he is also equally responsible for the mur-
der and he can be readily charged with
manslaughter. '

[ would like to say and [ do not want
to throw any aspersion on anybody because
perhaps it is still at the investigation stage.
Some say that Dr. Lakshmi Narayan Sud-
hansu was present at the place of occur-
rence. Others say he was not.

However, Dr. Sudhansu is so powerful
a person that not even a leaf of a tree will
flutter without his express permission.
I am sure of that. He did not make a
statement condemning the incident. But
his first duty was to intimate the District
headquarters of the atrocitics but, instead
of doing that, he was going to Patna via
Purnea but when somebody on the way
told him that the incident, was known to
everybody in Purnea, he returned back
from Mirganjand went to Patna by another
route.

What T am trying to say is that while
judging the culprit, we have to take into
consideration that here there are three
of the four accomplices in the criminal law.
No. 1 is the principal in the first degree.
By the principal in the first degree we mean
the actual offender, the man in whose guilty
mind lay the latest blamable mental cause
of the criminal act. Then comes the princi-
pal in the second degree. He is one by
whom the actual perpetrator of the felony
is aided and abetted at the very time when
it is committed. Then comes the accessory
before the fact who procures or advises
one or more of the principals to commit
the felony. We want that thesc three
categories of the offenders who have had
active participation in this crime should be
roped in and severely punished. And a
deterrent punishment ought to be given so
that it remains a lesson for all times to
come. This should be the guideline for

»
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establishment of law and order in this
country. This is here that 1 feel that law
must come in and take its own course.
Everybody has his birthright to have his
own opinion but, nobody has a right to
be wrong in relation to facts. That is a
vital fact and nobody can aflford to be
wrong unless there is sale and purchase of
justice.

Sir, you have been very patient, and
1 do not want to take up much time of
the House. 1 hope some result will come
out of this discussion. All this trouble
in the tribal area is due Lo lack of proper
land reforms and this is a must which
we should do. Our Government, under
the benign and dynamic leadership of our
Prime Minister can twist the arms of any
Chief Minister, she can say, do this or get
out. 1 don’t want this to be considered as
a State subject. Mr. Pant the other day
said—‘This is a State subject”. It is a
subject of mnational importance. It is
happening not only in Bihar but it is hap-
pening in Andhra Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh,
Rajasthan and Gujarat, everywhere. It
is no longer a Statc subject. This is a
serious matter of national importance.
Therefore, let not Mr. Pant say that it is
a State subject. Let us be bold enough to
face this situation squarely.

We learn that investigation is going on
and about 46 pcople had been arrested
by the 12th Deccmber. [ don't know
how many more people are involved in this
and some have been left out and other
arrested have been granted bail. 1 would
like to make a request to Government,
} don't have to request the Prime Minister,
because it is too much and she is too big
a person for this. 1 request the Govern-
ment that this matter should be entrusted
to the Central Bureau of Investigation for
immediate investigation and report. The
Central Bureau of Investigation should do
their duty. Only in this way, truth will
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come out and wrong-doers will be punished

and right people rewarded.

I heard that in U.P., and Haryana they
have sorted out the problems of land re-
forms. In some cases they have given
compensation, in some cases not. My
suggestion is this. The State Government
or rather the Chief Minister of Bihar should
be dirccted to issue an ordinance straight-
way. tOIMorrow...

district in Bikar was very serious one.  Shri
Kartik Oraon has expressed his earnest
desire that this kind of incidents should be
stopped, and he has asked the Prime Minister
to take steps to promulgate an ordinance
temorrow so that the landless people may
get the land. He has also propagated the
idea here that the tillers of land should be
the owners of the land. But 1 may tell
my hon. friend emphatically that so long
as this Congress rule is there, this thing
will never take place that the real tillers of
the land will become owners of the land.

If that had bzea donz, then these incidents
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would not have taken place. In fact, this
is not the only incident that has perturbed
our friends on the other side from the ruling
party. This is just one in a series of inci;-
derts that have taken place throughout
the country. I do not kmow whether my
hon. friends remember what happened in
1968 in Tamil Nadu State. The Members
of my party had brought up that issue be-
fore the House.

What I was saying to
our friends on the other side is that they
shouid consider the related issues here.

SHRIDINEN BHATTACHARYYA : Of
course; but may 1 ask, what further mea-
sures have been taken ? On the 29th No-
vember, 1971, the Minister made a state-
ment. May | ask that hon. Member what
the Government have done up to this time
to see that the culprits are punished ?
This is taking place in West Bengal also.
1 am sorry to mention this. The other
day, we four MPs made a representation
to the Minister of State in the Ministry of
Home Affairs, Shri K.C. Pant, regarding
the cases of some sharecroppers who have
been arrested and detained under the Main-
tenance of Internal Security Act be-
cause the fault is that the sharecroppers
are exercising their right on their land which
they themselves reaped and which they
themselves tilled ! The zamindars and
jotedars are denying them their rights. The
only fault of the sharecroppers is that they
insist on their right to get their share.
The zamindars and jotedars went to
the police and the police who are always
in league with the zamindars and jotedars
came and said, *vou have resorted to
violence and so you must be put under
arrest’’. But there was no case., So, what
could they do ? The only weapon in the
hands of the Goveinment .is the Main-
tenance of Internal Security Act, and under
that measure, thev put them in jaii; the
sharecroppers now suffer in the jail.

I will humbly appeal to the Minister
through you. Of course, the Minister
will profess something but in practice, they
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will not do anything. This is the policy
of the Government. In order to find out
the remedy, you have to go deep into the
matter, namely the question of land. Yoy
cannot solve these things unless the land
problem is solved. 1If that is solved, the
other things can be stopped. But in order
to do that, vou have to throw out the Con-
gress Government. Otherwise, there is
no future for the country:

Sir, this is a serious matter, 1 would, there-
fore, like to say that there should be an

This is a State subject and accordingly it
is not easv for the Centre to interfere with
these matters. However, some Members
of the Opposition have written to e about
it and I have replied sayving that |
discuss with them what can be done in
similar situations.

So far as this particular incident is con-
cerned. Shri Mohsin will naturally reply.
I only want to say that an inquiry is procee-
ding. So far as T know, it is going on all
right. There is ho complaint now. There
were many complaints in the beginning.

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Even after 24 ycars of Independence, we
have not been able to stop such painful
incidents happening in our country. As
per the statement of the hon. Minister,
the incident is quite deplorable and such
atrocities should be condemned. The police
officers concerned in this case seem to be
quite unsympathetic in the present case,
and they do not seem to be performing
their duties faithfully. 1 would submit
that the intercsts of the Adibasis should
be duly protected. They are still lagging
behind very much, socially, educationally
and economically, and they are still not in
line with the caste-Hindus.

11 is now a matler of every-day occurrence
that Adibasis and Harijans are harassed
and proper protection is not given to them
in time. The incident narrated by my hon.
fricnd Shri Kartik Oraon is very painful.

I would suggest that Government may
create a separate ccll of the police force
in every State to safeguard the interests
of the Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes. Government should also be re-
quested 1o have the report of the Commis-
sioner for Scheduled Castes and Scheduled
Tribes discussed every year in order 1o sce
how far the safeguards provided to the
Scheduled Castes and Scheduled Tribes
are implemented properly. It is a matter
of regret that no proper attention is paid
by Government in this respect. in order to
have the reports  discussed every year in
time. | would, therefore, request the
Prime Minister who is also the Home
Minister to safezuard the interests of the
Adibasis and maintain law and order be=
fore the situation worsens. [ would also
suggest that the Prime Minister may come
forward with a new slogan of “Pichdaapan
hatao” among the Adibasis and Harijans
and vemove the disabilitics
among them.

Daputy Speaker, Sir, 1 shudder to think that
in this civilised age, 14 Senthals could be
killed and 35 seriously wounded in a part
- of sur country for protocing their legitimate

to discuss this matter only today, in the
last hour of this Session.

1 come from the Saathal community.
This community is a backward community.
They arc a very simple and an innocent
peaple, who want to live peacefully with
theit neighbours. They are economically
very poor. They want nothing but a piece
of land to cultivate, to grow agood crop
and make a living. Their simplicity is
taken advantage of and they are constant-
ly being exploiled by the rich people.

The Santhals in this particular case
were sharecroppers who only wanted
their due share of labour. But they were
derued it and _they were harassed, beaten
and even the most hemous crime was
committed, namely, this brutal murder.

This is not an isolated incident, This
sort of thing has been happening all over
the country and nothing is being done.
The Scheduled Classes and Scheduled
Tribes enjoy specinl privileges and protec-
tion under the Constitution. The Admi-
mistration  must be more vigilant where
the rights of these communities are con-
cerned, But, instead of doing that, they
become * partners in this crime.

1am sorry that the Bihar Government
has done little in this matter, They re-
mained callous to this heinous crime.
I hereby demand an immediate inquiry
by the Government of India into this inci-
dent. I do not think proper justics would
be done if things arc left to the Bihar
Government. The culprits must be brou-
ght to book and an exemplary punishment
awarded to them so0 that the country will
be awmre of this.

£.H. MOHSIN) : | have heard Shri Kartik
Oraon and many other Members ol this
House who have spoken on this subject with
instense feclings. I can very well undersiang

the depth of thewr feclings. There 18 no doubt
that (his incident & a very ghastly one,
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I cam even say most inhuman and bar-
barous. We can use even more harsh
words, afier hearing the whole story, how
it happened. Government has expressed
grave concern. After hearing about this
incident, the Minister of State came to the
Mouse with a statement and he has expres-
sed grave concern of Government over
this incident. The Prime Minister came
back tothis House and expressed her sorrow
and shock when she heard aboul the details
of the incident, and she has also assured the
House that proper steps will be taken to
sec that the investigation is properly carried
out. That itself shews how seriously the
Government have viewed this problem.

I might give the details of the inci-
dent for the benefit of the Members who
were mnot present when the statement was
made by the Minister of State. According
to the information received from the
State Government, a plot of land situated
in village Rupaspur was the cause of dis-
pute. This plot had been  cultivated by
one Kandon Murmu of Santhal Tola,
At about 3.30 PM. on 22nd November
a mob of about 150 persons armed with
bows, arrows, bhalas, garasas etc., came
to the plot and began cutling unripe paddy.
Some of the persons were keeping guard
when thc paddy was being cul. When the
few Santhals who lived close by approa-
ched the plot in dispute, they were chased
away by themob. Themob then came over
to the Santhal Tola and was joined by
another mob armed with guns and accom-
panied by tractors, trailers and station wa-
gons. The two mobs surrounded the
Santha! Tola, locked the houses from
outside and set fire to them. In all, 45
houses were burnt. Those who tried to
escape were shot at. Injuries were also
inflicted by garasas and other weapons.
Some of the dead bodies of those who werg
killed were whisked away in tractors.

According to the information avail-
isble from the State Government, four
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dead bodies were recovered from the
houses and ten from the XKosi river bank,
Besides. 33 persons received injuries as
a result of this attack.

SHRI KARTIK ORAON : Thirty four.

SHRI F. H. MOHSIN : Criminal cases
have been regisiered in connection with the
incident. In all. 29 persons have been
named in the First Information in Report
lodged by the Santhals, According to
information reccived this morning from
the State Government, 65 persons were
arrested in this connection. Warrants
and processes under the Criminal Pro-
cedure Code have been taken out
against the absconding accused and in-
vestigations arc in progress. The Chiel
Minister of Bihar visited the village on
receipt  of the information regarding the
incident.

SHRI KARTIK ORAON : He visited on
the 26th, November, 1971,

SHRL F.H. MOHSIN : Senior police
ofticers also camped in the arca and took
necessary steps to maintain peace and pre-
venl recurrence of trouble.

Mr. Bhandare enquired about the
suspension of officers. The Deputy Super-
intendent of Police and the Block Deve-
lopment Officer concerncd have been
kept under suspension. The investigation
is being pursued vigorously under the
charge of an officer who himself belongs
to a scheduled tribe. His name is also
Oraon—npot Kartik Oraon but B. Oraon.
A senior officer attached to the Commis-
sion for Scheduled Casjes and Schedul-
ed Tribes visited the arca and was satisfied
with the investigations being carried on,
