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REGIONAL RURAL BANKS BILL

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
CHARGE OF THE DEPARTMENT OF
REVENUE AND BANKING (SHRI
PRANAB KUMAR MUKHERJEE): 1
beg to move®:

“That the Bill to provide for the
incorporation. regulation and wind-
ing up of Regional Rural Banks
with a view to developing the rural
economy by prov.ding, for the pur-
pose of development of agriculture,
trade, commerce, indusiry and other
productive activities in the rural
areas, credit and other facililies,
particularly to the small and margi-
nal farmers, agriculiural labourers,
artisans and small entrepreneurs,
and for matters connected therewith
and incidental thereto, be taken into
consideration.”

This Bill is intended to replace the
Regional Rural Banks Ordinance, 1975.
This Ordinance, as you are aware
was promulgated on the 26th Septem-
1976 in the context of the implemen.
tation of debt relief measures in the
rural areas under the Twenty Point
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Soclo-Economic Programme to enable
the Government to set up Regional
Rural Banks in the country with a
view to developing the rural economy
by providing credit and other facilities
for the purpose of development of
agriculture, trade, commerce, indus-
try and other productive activities for
the rural areas. These banks will
also finance reorganised primary co-
operative societies and farmers’ ser-
vice societies with universal mem-
bership.

The setting up of these hanks in
areas with adequate development
potential but with inadequate institu-
tional credit arrangemtnts, acquired
great urgency and  seven Regional
Rural Banks have been established so
far, the first five hanks having been
established on 2nd Oclober, 1975.

The reasons for issuing the Ordin.
ance have ulready been explamned in
{he Statement which has been laid on
the Table ol the Ilouse. So, I would
not Like to receat them Now at this
stage T woulg not like to dwell upor
the philosophy of Rural Bank and
credil problems in the rursl areas. I
would like to confine mysdlt to some
of the important provisions of the
Bill atl this stage.

The important provisions of the

Bill are;

(1) Each Regional Bank shall have
an authorised capiial of Rs, 1 crore
and & paid-up capital of Rs. 25 lakhs
The share capital of each Regional
Rural Bank is to be raised by the
Government of India, the State Gov-

(li) The Sponsor Banks are entrust-
ed with the duty of aiding and assist-
ing the Regional Rural Banks not only
by subscribing to the share capital of
the Bank, but in the recruitment and
training of the personnel during the
first five years of the functioning of
the Regonal Rural Bank. The Spon-
sor Bankg will also provide manage-
rial and financial assistance to the
Regional Rural Bank.

(1i) The Regional Rural Bank will
confine its activities within the notifi-
ed area generally comprising one or
more districts

(1v) The Regional Rural Banks will
extend loans, parlicularly to the small
and marginal farmers, agricultural
Jahourers. artisans, small entrepre-
neurs and persons ol small means
engaged 1n trade, commerce or indus-
try or other productive activities in
the rural area. They will also grant
loans and advances to wvarious {vpes
of co-operafive societies including
Farmers' Service Societies.

(v) The Board of Direciors of a Re
giona' Rural Bank shall consist of not
more than n:ne directors

(vi) The Chairman of the Regional
Rural Bank who will devote his whole
time to the services ol the bank will
be appointed by the Central Govern

ment.

(v11) The remuneration of officers
and emplovees of the Regional Rural
Bank will be determined by the Cen-
tral CGovernment. having due regard
to the sulary structure of comparable
level and status of officers and emplo-
yees of the State Government,

(viii) After consultation  with the
Reserve Bank and the Sponsor Bank,
the Central Government may make
rules for earrying out the provisions of
the Regional Rural Banks,
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(ix) After consultation with the
Sponsor Bank and the Reserve Bank.
the Board of Directors of the Regional
Rural Bank mayv., with  the previous
sanction of the Central Government,
make regulations for the purpose of
giving effeet to the provisions of the
Act.

SHRI 8. P, BHATTACHARYYA
(Uluberia): Mr. Chairman. Sir, so far
as the rural banks are concerned. they
will help the rural poor. But. so far as
I know, the number of hanks which
are going to be started is very small
according to the requirements ol the
rural people. If you want that they
should really be helpful to the rural
people, you must take into account
the 70 per cent nonulation of the rural
people, who are almo t poor peasants
or agricultural 'abourers, who require
help. who are compelled to go to the
Mahajans tor their existence in their
difficult time for their needs. If the
Government is really going to help
them, then it requires finance. Those
families, as a whole, 1n India will
number a minimum of 6.7 crores. If
you are to help them by giving at least
Rs. 100 or Rs, 200 ag loan per year
for productive purpose, 1t will come
Rs. 600—1200 crores per year. Then.
the purpose of the Government will be
really helpful to the voor people.

The question is, if you want to
give loans to these persons and want
to free them from the clutches of the
mahajans, the money-landers or the
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big traders, then you must create a
condition so that these poor persous,
maybe agricultural labourers, maybe
poor peasants, will be able to utilise
the money téken irom the bank in &
productive way have some surplus,
help hig family and give back the loan
taken from the bank. In this way,
the bank will be working properly, not
getting liquidated. That condition
musi be created for Lhe poor pe:usants
and the agricultural labourers,

Tms requires fhat these poor pea-
sant« must have sufficient land. pro-
per irngation facilities, seeds and all
that so that by utilising a small plot
of land, he can produce sufficienily te
maintain hus tamily, to se’]l the surplus,
make a profit and give back the loan
taken from the bank. That cond.tion
must he created That s the bhasic
thing we must think of. How are yeu
gommg to do that? Without having
that i1n our mind, our efinrts will go
in a blind way and will not help these
poor people.

Next comes ihe agricultural lanour.
If you cunnot give them land, may be
Scheduled Caste or Scheduled 1ribes
or anypody you must guaraniee the
mimmum wage to the agricultural
labourer You must guarantee work
to him throughout the year or at least
sou must develop rural industiries so
that they can gei employment in the
rural areas during off time when no
harvesting or sowing is going on You
must arrange the labour power to be
utilised in developing irrigation and
other things or some rural industries
so that they can employ labour, Then
only the agrncultural labourer taking
loan from the bank can help his family
and the bank will be really helpful.
Without this broad outlook in our
country, the objective of rural Bank to
help these poor people will not be ful-
flled. 1 want that the Minister should
have some such outlook so thai it can
really help the rural people.
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For this, a radical land reform is re-
quired in the rural areas. The Agri-
cultura] tax Enquiry Committee Report
or Ray Committee Report has already
mentioned that 10 per cent of the
families are controlling two-thirds of
the rural produce. If that is the case,
if you are going to help those 90 per
cent rural families who are only get-
ting only one-third of the rural pro-
duce, then that system must be chang-
ed and, for that, a radical reform is
required.

You have better seeds and fertilisers
and irrigation. Scientists are develop-
ing wvarious methods of having suffi-
cient produce from a limited area of
land. There is the rotation of crops,
ete. You can fully utilise the scientific
achievements for the poor people to
develop new village industries. And
then, there are families who are
holding and controlling wvast amount
of land without being able to utilise
it, who become money-lenders at great
profits. These must be removed from
the village. Then only your rural
banks will be helpful; otherwise these
rural banks would be the dens of the
money lenders. If you don’'t proceed
in that way, it will work as a den for
the money lenders: they will take
money in the name of agricultural
workers and poor peasants and utilise
it themselves. 1 know that there are
various parasites in West Bengal also
where a land-owmer having 30 or 20
acres of land for himself, is grabbing
Government land in the name of a
number of agricultural labourers. If
a Government officer goes there, well,
s0 many labourers are tilling the land,
and they will make it appear before
the Officer that the agricultural labou-
rers are utilising it. But, really
speaking, they are nominal.

The same thing happens in Coopera-
tives also. Co-operative loans are
taken by ‘Mahajans’ and they utilise
them in the villages in the name of
the poor veopfle. So, if you really
want to help the poor and free them
from the culiches of the ‘Mahajans’
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vou must have a radical change in the
system of village economy and make
the economy of the poor peasants and
agricultural labourers really produc-
tive. This is the main thing I wanted
to draw attention to. I would like to
¥now what the Minister thinks about
changes in the village life—about the
families of agricultural labourers,
poor peasanis and  Scheduled Castes
and Scheduled Tribes people. How
are you going to create a new life in
the village?

Next thing is that you must have
representation of the village people—
people elected by them somehow or
other by some organisation—so that
they can really give some idea about
the real needs of the people. Officers
won't be able to go deep into the life
of the people because it is not so easy
to go into the life of the wvillage peo-
ple. It is not easy for an officer from
Delhi to realise and understand and
also to by-pass the various conspira-
cies which the big money lenders are
habituated to. You cannot see through
them without representation of the
rural people, without their elected re-
presentatives being there,

Another thing is that there was a
suggestion from the Minister that the
rural bank employees will be paid
less and will not be as richly paid as
the city bank employees; there must be
poorly paid workers serving in the
banks. But if you want commerical
development of the rural areas, if vou
want expert bank employees
working in the rural areas and de-
velop commercial transactions success-
fully, then the bank employees
must be experts. They must go from
the towns with all their knowledge and
capacity, leave their families here and
remain in the village for a long period
and understand the realities of healthy
functioning of the banks. Without
such experts, your rural banks can-
not function. If you do not pay them
the minimum that is required and if
vou, from the beginning, think that
vou will pay them as little as possible,
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{Shri 8. P, Bhattacharyya]

then it will not be good; it will not
stand the test of the siluation., and it
will not function well. Therefore, you
should see that the employees that you
are going to employ are exrverts and
they must be paid at least the mini-
mum that is required, sp that they can
£o into the villages with confidence
and security and really help in the
development of the rural banks.

With these words, 1 support the pur-
pose of the Bill and I think, the
Minister w:ll explain the wvarious
things that I have raised.

sioners having five o1 Sia districts
under them

Sir. this Biull will certainlv help tne
poor farmers whose lands weie grab-
bed by the moneylenders who usea to
charge a very high interest from them
Once a loan 1s taken by the poor
tarmer. he i1s unable to pay the loan to
the monevlenders So [ would sug
gest that no corruption should be
there i1n the banks because 1if a far-
ger goes to the bunk for the loan or
even it a labourer or <mall entrepiv
neur goes to the bank for the loan, he
does not get the loan unless a britwe 18
given to the employee. In ma'y
cases, the bank staff takes 25 per rent
ot 50 per ceni of the loan that has
been sanctioned to them Besides the

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rate of interest charged on the loan
should be very nominal. Nothing is
mentioned about the rate of interest
here. I say that it should be very
nomnal and not at the bank rate as
the interest charged by the banks in
some places 13 very very high

Coming to the board of directors, I
would suggest that of the ihree direc-
tors nominated by the State, two
should bLe lady  directors Another
thing 1s thus The stafl of the regional
rural banks should be employees from
the same region Only when switable
persons are not available, people from
outside the region should be brought
n,

Another thing that I would like to
suggest 1s this  Fifty per cent of the
stafl 1n these banks should he women
and there should be egual remunera-
tion offered to women for equal work.
This should also be implemented Sir,
the loans granted to artisans, far-
mers and agricultural labour should
he granted very liberallv but it <hould
be scen that these loans are not used
for some other purposes because 1f
they spend this amount on madrriages
then they will not be anle to return
the loan

Further, Sir, 1n case any property
of a poor farmer 1s sold through -
gation 1t should be first offered to the
local people and not to the outmiders.
