The aready
married father of an :llegitmate
child cannot take care of it without
failing to some extent in hir obl-
gations to this own family, even if
he is wealthy. The child whose
parents are not married does not
belong to the father’s family, and
neither the father nor his family
needs to meet more than minimal
legal obligations to the child. The
child's position 18 ambiguous,....”
