This is a very suitable day to discuss the
Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Home
Affairs because this atrocious CR P. Act has
been declared ulfra vires and bad inlaw by the
Calcutta High Court. The judge, in his
judgment, declared that the CRP Act of 1949
came within the expression ‘police’ in Entry 2,
List II, State List, and as such the impugned
legislation was uwltra vires and beyond the
legislative competence of the federal legislature.
‘The judge also rejected the contention of the
respondeats that it was permissible under
Entry 1, List III, Concurrent List, ef,

Until and unless the judgment is other-
wise delivered or reversed, it will be illegal
for the House to sanction any money, f.e.,
Rs 32 wores for the CRP or any Central
police or intelligence furce which is not meant
for Union Territories. It will offend the
Constitution and it will be an indirect
contempt of the House.

This CRP all along acted as a tool of
oppression foi furthering the causes of the
ruling party. As for the Home Ministry, I
can say that it is the principal cxecutioner of
a cotcrie of the ruling party headed by
Mrs. Indira Gandhi. Shc wants to be a
dictator, and for this, semi-fascist method
have been adopted through this machinery.
Through this machinery, the entire Central
Government, the major policics of the States
and all the affairs of the country are controle
led—through the unscen thread of ICS, IAS
officers against whom the State Governments
have no absolute power. In reply to an
unstarred question, they said clearly : *. ..on
them—the IAS and IPS oflicers—a penally
other than dismissal, rcimoval, e.” They
cannot be dismissed even if they commit the
most flagrant violation of the State Govern-
ment rules and order. They are protected by
the Central Government, the Ministry of
Home Affairs. The State Governments are
competent 10 initiate disciplinary action
against officers serving under itself and to
arrange their postings. The can, in consulta-
tion with the Union Public Service Commis-
sion, impose peoalties, ote. The State Govern-
ments have no ultimate power to coutrol the
IAS and IPS officers. Through police and
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intelligence which are State subjects, the
Centre has established a parallel police and
intelligence service everywhere, specially in
Congress-opposed areas.

The States gradually have become tools in
the hands of Centre, They have the
Governors as agents of the Home Ministry
av also the IAS, IPS, CRP and now the
nominated Chief Ministers of the Prime
Minister. Even the Ministers of the Congress-
opposed State Governments were not spared.
When Shri Jyoti Bosu was Deputy Chief
Minister, we discovercd that his teleplione
was being tapped at the initiative of the
Central Intelligence, Sites nearabout his home
were dug, parallel lines were taken out
and connected with the tape-recording
arrangements of the Central Tntelligence
Agency. The Central Intelligence has set up
numerous offices apart from the onc at 9,
Garyahat Raod and another at Lake Place.
A network of numerous Central Intelligence
Offiges have been set up which are spying on
the politically-opposed parties and people,

Before the United Front Government took
over in 1967, files were removed from che
Bengal Government withou! their permission
and they were taken to Delhi. Here, in Delhi,
the telephones of the political opponents are
tapped, their letters are looked into, destroyed
and censored. Thus we are living in a reign
of Gestapo rule. The countiy is fast heading to
a Police State, a Gestapo State, and we have
in our midst the Indian edition of CIA, that
is, the Research and Analysis Wing of the
Cabinet Secretariat headed by Mr. Kaw. This
is directly under the Prime Minister and it is
a very high-powered unit having full access to
cverything and every machinery of the
Government. Although the name—Rescarch
and Analysis Wing— sounds very pious, it is
nothing but a special intelligence unit of the
ruling Paity. The House has a right to
know more details about this unit.

Through this vast intelligence machinery
political information of opposition parties
including that of dimidents is collected and
used—at Government cost, for the bencfit of
a coterie of the ruling Party. Political black-
mailings are constantly organised. Corrupt
and guilty persons are not proscucted or

but made to make voom for the
coterie in the political adventure.

Lt us look at the Police Budget. Central
Police (not Intelligence)—1950-51—Rs. 3
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crores, 1955-56—Rs, 4.2 crores and 1956-66—
Rs. 31.8 crores because the Congress Party
was becoming shaky in the States. In 1967-G8
it was Rs. 613 crores, 1970.7]-—Rs. 98.01
crores, 1971.72-—Rs. 11457 crores and
1972-73—Rs. 120.43 crores. For West Bengal
and its surrounding areas alone, 32000 cadres
were recruited for Research and Analysis
Wing and Subsidiary Intelligence Bureau,
during the recent years. You will be
surprised—what was considercd good enough
till to-day is no longer good—this year they
have gone to the extent of removing the
recruitment to Intelligence Services from the
scope of the UPSC, Under Art. 134 the
Intelligence Services will be kept outside their
scope. Otherwise, it will take time for them
to convert this country into a full Gestapo
State,

This set~up has given the Congress Govern-
ment and the coteri headed by Mrs, Gandhi
a very high dividend through last elections
and their services have been magnificent for
them in destroying democracy and destroying
leftist movement.

Look at Grant No. 4#—Rs. 8,32,61,000
under ‘Other Revenue Expenditure’. Is it not
for Intelligence ? Has it not been given
under a different head to confuse the people ?
Wc do not have much time to make a
thorough scrutiny of the Budget papers but
this amount of Rs. 8,32,61,000 is meant for
pure intelligence work. The House must
have a committer to cxamine the principles
of this cxpenditure. Add to this the Exiernal
Affairs Budget—another tidy amount as dis-
cretionary fund. If you kindly look at page 3—
discretionary expenditure in  1970-71 it was
Rs, 6,06,68,000 and in 1972-73 it is
Rs. 13,88,00,000—a rise of over 110% in one

year,

Then, there is the Defence Intelligence
and the discretionary fund. The Research
Analysis Wing is a combination of hand-picked
senior officers. Many officers were trained in
the United States of America. The previous
Home Minister Secretary was very close to the
Americans. The hon. Prime Minister knows
about it, These officers were people speclally
trained in anti-communist, police and intellie
gence work. Their main offices are in the
Secretariat, in Ramakrishnapuram, in Rajouri
Gardens and many other places. They have a
network of ‘offices in the whole country, They
sometimes function independently and also in
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collaboration with select, planted, State Police
officials at top levels. This was originally
creatrd for foreign intelligence work. They
scut plane-load of men to Dacca before the
Prime Minister's last visit, Now, its tentacles
arc on the entire country. Even our Central
Hall is mot spared, it is frequented by dozens
of such informers and planted people. The
whole political arena is controlled by them,,
They organisc def~ctions they organise politi-
cal murders, rigging and creating confusion,
agent provocateurs and inter-party clashes.

MR. SPEAKER : The Central Hall is
only confined to the Members and the Press,

SHRI B. 8. MURTHY (Amulaputam):
Prrhaps he is speaking about his party, Sir.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : They plant
stories in the Press for political puipuses. On
top of this cential outft, in 1970-71, the
Congress-run States were 14 out of 16, as I
have it in my chart herc. The strength of
pulicemen was 5,34,879, costing the prople of
the country Rs. 184,17,41,952. In West
Bengal alone, the expenditure was Rs.
17,48,06,000 in 1970-71 but in 1971.72 it has
come to uver Rs, 28 ciores,

Sir, the Central parallel police cost alone
touched over Rs, 130 crores while the States’
pulice force cost a little over Rs. 200 crores,
Here the people starve and dic; people want
jobs ; in place of jobs they are given batons
and bullets.

The Rescarch and Analysis Wing for-
mulates, operates and executes through fascist
methods. With it comes the Subsidiary In-
telligence Burcau and other sister intelligence
urganisations,

Sir, around 1965 to 1967, it had sct up
@ network of such people in Eastern India,
cspecially in West Bengal to keep Laft forces
out of power, destroy democratic movernents,
murder our cadre and asmociates. They
formulated the ill-famed thing, ‘Opcration
Hooghly® 10 murder 2500 CPI(M) important
cadre men,

I would quote a circular from the Subsidi-
ary Intelligence Bureauto show their activities.
‘This is Circular No, C4/C71 (18) dated 3.4.71
from Deputy Director SIB (MHA) Guvern-
ment of India, 9/1 Gariahat Road, Calcutta-
19 to DIG, IB, Calcutta. This reveals a
diabolical plan to implicate the CPI (M) in
Caes of smurder of individuals which are

taking place daily. I don’s want to take the
time to read the wholc of it as it is a long
circular, That is what they have been doing.

Since 1969-70 they intensificd this and
they made use of the unemployed and
misguided youth ; they recruited, armed and
trained them,

Just before the 1972 clectivns three senior
officers were specially deputed from  Delhi
tv the Subsidiary Intelligence Burcau in
Calcutta to finalise the design with the West
Bengal Police, with the Police Chief, details
of Poll-day uperations. A secret circular went
out from the Inspector-General of Police and
the news lcaked out to the Press. The
superintendents  of police in districts were to
cuntact the district cungress presidents  which
gives a clear indication of their methods. As
a result, in 50 seaty there was unprecedented
violence and in the rest 150 seats there was

full rigging.

Parliamentary democracy has been reduced
to a mockery. I would like to quote from the
Economist, London It says :

“Indira calls in the toughs to win
back West Bengal.”

Then, the Economic Times, Bombay says :
“Bengal : Gunners garb votes.”

Then, the Economic and Political Weskly,
Bumbay says :

“In West Bengal, while every detail
of Gestapo stormetrooper atrocities is
being re-cnacted there is hardly any
protest or concern voiced by any section
of liberal democracy, within the State or
outside,"

None of these papers is a communist
paper. The same thing was done in Tripura,
in Jammu and Kashmir and in Bihar.

This Rescarch and Analysis Wing organis-
ed political and mass murders. Shri Hemanta
Kumar Basu was a victim, and when the
Forward Bloc people approached the Governor,
Shri Ajoy Mukherjee and also the Prime
Minister, they were promised an ingniry, but
so far nothing has been done, because if an
fnquiry is instituted, the cat will be out of the
bag. I ask the Prime Minister what has happe-
ned to the inquiry into the Barasat murders,
the Baranagore murders and the Beliaghata
murders, The Primec Minister promised an
inquiry but nothing has been done because
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there is a skeleton in the cupboard, All these

were anspired by police and intelligence
collaborated florts,

Now, the outcume is wvimible, We have
seen  what has bappened in Dhanbad and
Krishnanagar 200 armed goondas came all the
way from Calcutta and they attempted on
Trade Union leader and M.P. Mr A. P
Sharma’s lifc. What happened ? The Bihar
Government has arrested 35 to 40 persoms
with fircearins with Pakistan markings, and
has put them behind the bars, Telephione
calls arc coming from the Bengal Secretariat
fiom the Chief Minister that they should be
relcased, but they have not been releascd so
far,

There atc many such cases, In a one-
day strike whith was forced, by blocking the
railway cabins on gun point and there was a
loss of scveral lakhs of rupees to the Railways
and millions haiassed.

This Research and  Analysis Wing used
Naxalites for anti-CPM work.

SHRI VAYALAR RAVI (Chirayinkil):

This Research and Analysis Wing uses the
Naxalites, and after the work was done, those
who refused to work for Mrs. Gandhi and the
Congress, and the political hard-core were
murdered. They were not even spared in  the
jail, Eleven times there have been beatings
and shootings in jails in eleven months in
1971 in West Bengal, and the rest have been
banished to the Cuddalore jail,

The police and intelligence provided arms,
ammupitions and explosives. The Centre is
atill not satisfied. They want to take mare
powers for prosccution for the Central agencies.
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They want to include some law and order
itens in the Concurrent List, and widen the
role of the CRP.

‘The judgment on the CRP has come, like
a ‘Bull in the Chinasshop’. In the posteclec-
tion period, trade union offices have been
captured by force. They aie geiting police
help for that. Theie have been more than 40
murders and 20,000 families of workers have
been evicted fiom their houses at Baranagore,
Beliaghata, Belgachia, Dum Dum, Tollygunje,
Jadavpur, Comipuie, Sonaipur, Mahestola
and Burdwan.

SHRI B. K. DASCHOWDHARY (Uouch-

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Houss, that more than 13,000 textile workers
in Kanpur belonging to the Swadeshi and
J. K. Mills, the biggest textile units in Kanpur
are on strike gince 28th March, 1972,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER ; How does it

come in,

SHKI 8. M. BANER]JEE : It has come.
They want bonus according to the
Khadilkar formula. Shri Khadilkar is a
Central Minister. He had given a formula
with particular reference to the Bonus Act.
He assured this House on the 20th March
and then on the 14th April that he would
contact the Chief Minister and try to stan
and biing about negotiated settlement. They
weic expected to come to a scttlement. We
also approached the Prime Minister and I am
sure the Prime  Minister must have either
spoken or taken up the matter with the Chief
Minister. Instead of solving this matter, the
Chief Minister issued a statement today
asking the workers to join duty without any
settlement.

I wonld like to say that tomorrow, all the
taxtile workers in Kanpur are going on stiike
in sympathy with the 13,000 workers. There-
fore, I would 1equest the Prime Minister and
the Labour Minister, through you, to come to
the rescue of the workers. Ifatis left to the
Uttar Paadesh Government only, I am sorry
to say that the Singhanias and Jaipurias would
prove to be mote powerful.

I request them to realise that they should
tespect the Khadidkar formula. (Interruption)
Sir, Kanpur is situated in India.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Yuu have
already maude the point. That is all right.

SHRI 8. M. BANERJEE ; Sir, lct the
Minister of Patliamentary Affairs take note
of it. (Interruption)

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Order, please.

SHRI1 JYOTIRMOY BOSU : Sir, resu-
ming what I have been saying before the
House adjourned for lunch, about the treat-
ment of the trade unions, I would liks to
state that about 20,000 families of the workers
of the Left Froat were forcibly evicted from
their houses in Baranagar, Beliaghata North
Belgachia, Dum Dum, Tallyganj, Jadavpur,

, Somarpur, Mechestolla, Asansol,
Barabeni, Kaina, Busdwas, Khardah and
Various other places.
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Sir, about 30,000 workers and supporters
of the Left Front who worked during the
elections are constantly attacked and threa-
tened by armed murders. The police have
orders not to interfere with them.

The break-up of the number of unions
affected and attacked arc as followes : In
respect of the CITU, at Khardah, it was 10;
Baranagar 35 ; Beliaghata 40; Dum Dum
50 ; Behala 10 ; Sonarpur 15 ; South Belia-
ghata 10; Tellyganj 20; Jadavpur 10
Asansol 12 ; Raniganj area 18 ; Durgapur 30;
and Hooghly 10. In respect of the UTUC,
it was two at Baranagar; four each at
Dum Dum, Behala and Sonarpur.

In regard to the union offices forcibly
occupied, I may point out that the following
unions were affrcted : Jessop Mazdoor Union;
Tribeni Tissue factory ; here, they were the
CITU unions, Then, Sree Annapurna Cotton
Mill Workers' Union ; Dunbar Cotton Mill
Workers' Union—CITU ; Bengal Enamel
Sramik Karmachari Union ; Eastern Paper
and Board Mill—a CITU Union ; Hindustan
Steel and Metal—both CITU and UTUQC
unions ; Shamnagar Tin Factory-CITU
union § Dies and Tools, Dum Dum and
Bengal Tools, Dum Dum~both CITU unions;

On the Air India boarding at the crossing
of Jawahatlal Nchru Road and Acbarya J. G,
Bose Road, the following words have been
written : “One Nation, onc Leader, one
India ; Jai Hind.” This is what they said in
Germany and in Italy dwing the TFascist
regime. When Fascism was there, they had
only one party and all the other trade umons
were smashed with the help of the police and
Nazi foices,

Then, trade union functioning in about
300 factories has stopped. A former hon.
Member of this [House, the late Feroze Gandhi,
in 1959 when the Kerala Government was
toppled by the present Prime Minister who
was at that time the President of the Indian
National Congress, had said to Jyoti Basu
that democracy has come tn an end in this
country.

‘The CRP is the tool of terrorism and sup-
pression and tyranny in West Bengal, and
between March, 1970 and November, 1970,
it had fired on 37 occasions. This reply was
given ou the floor of this House. The CRP
is posted 1n the educational institutions ‘also,
which even the Briushems did not do during
their reign. Many State Governments have
demanded the withdrawal of the CRP. In
Meghalaya—your own State, Sir—on the 26th
June, 1971, there was a united demand from
many MLAs that the CRP should be taken
away from that Statc.

The Border Security Foree has unlashed a
reign of terrorin  Murshidabad district. The
minotity communitics under  Suti  polive
station, in many villages, air being terrorised
and beaten up, The GRP is beating up the
unarmed people there, I come to apother
subject—UPSC. It was raised duriog the Inat
debate—puolice varification. I am trying to
establish here that the country is heading
towards police, gestapo State. Then there are
irregular employments. The maximum num-
ber is in the Home Ministry, They say that
they do not approve of superannuated people
being continued but still they have granted
the maximum number of extensions in the
Home Ministry, because otherwise how can
they create a gestapo State ? The Inteiligance
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Service, they have now taken it outside the
scope of the UPSC in 1970,

There has been an inflow of foreign money
in this country to political partics and elec-
tions. What has happened to the report of
the GBI enquiry which was instituted ? Why
has the report been shelved P Why is it not
publithed ? Is it because a number of Con-
gresmen are deeply involved in it ?

1 come to another case which should
really put all of us to shame—the case of
Nagarwala. How is it that in a civilised
country, the State Bank, a Government owned
bank could give on a telephonic message Rs.
60 lakhs to any person ? How is it that the
Chief Cashier spoke to the Prime Minister's
house, to her Secretariat. The country wants
to know. That man had dird in the Jail.
People are inclined to thank that he has been
murdered So is the case with the police
officer who had been enquifing. He had been
involved in an accident and he died. Let us
hope Mr. Malhotra sunvives. The point here
is that the Primc Minister’s name has been
dragged into the matter. Many times I have
said with reference to call attention inotigns
here that all this was money that the Con-
grews party had collected for election purpases,
which they had been kecping in the strong
raom of State Bank of India, not shownin
their books, The House has a right to know
fiom the Piyne Minister where from the
money came. Why is it that Mr. Malhotra
had been allowed to go away from the prose-
cution ! What has happened ? We wamt full
details here. Otherwise we shall be justified
in thinking that there is a skeleton in the
cupboard. .. . (Interruptions) 1 do not say you
got a share of the money. A VIP's son was
supposed to take it to Beirut, but I shall tell

you outside about it, later on.

I come to the issue of corruption. The
whole admumustration under 25 years of Con-
gress rule including the present regime, is
secthing with corruption, Santhanam Com-
mittee’s report had made certain spécific
recommendations. What has  happened to
that ? Why is the hon. Prime Minister afraid
of implementing them ?

I want to refee to the memorandum sub-
mitied by many MPs and MLAs on a Har-
yana issue. It is a serious matter, Ia the
Memorandum shey have given a detailed
account how land was acquired for Muruthi
limited, small car project, of which the Prime
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Minister's son happens to be the managing
director. It has been alleged and widely pub-
licised In the Press also that land was acquired
at a fraction of the real value. They had
given full details. They were all irrigated
lands and the compensation given was one-
sixth of the real value, We want that this
should be made public and the tiuth must be
revealed. We want to know these things. The
memorandum was submitted last year, on
27.10-1971. In reply to a question it was
said :—

“Since the memoranda aie under
consideration, it will not be deurable to
lay their copies on the Table of the
House,”

1 can give you 2,000 copies right now, But
the whole question is that they have taken six
months, Iam worried about only one thing.
It has dragged in the Prime Mimster's name,
her son's name. Therefore, it is most impor-
tant that they should dispose of the matter
immediately, and get a cleaiance of them-
selves, if there is no skeleton in the cupboard.

Let us see what the police has been doing,
What is the job they aie meant to do? To
control the criminals, What is happening.
They have thoroughly failed in pievention of
crime. I am giving you the figures which
came out in today's paper.

There @v & wonderful
article in the Nlustraisd Weekly—the man
must have taken a lot of pains—page 17, 12th
Deceraber, 1971, in ease you are Interested
to read it when Yyou have a litle time. (n

Andhra Pradesh—I am quoting the figures of
1966 and 1970—the figure rose gradually,
and only in 1970 1t has come down slowly.
In Asam, it has increased from 20,000 to
26,000; Bihar from 72,000 to 74,000 ; Gujarat
from 31,000 to 32,000; Haryana from 7,398
to 8,902; Jammu and Kashmir from 4,971
to 8,902; Kerala from 19,257 to 30,972,
Everywhere there is a very steep rise. In
Woest Bengal it has risn from 25,933 to
91,714. Compared to the previous averages,
the over-all increase in cognizable offences
was 2.2,  In counterfoiling, which recorded
the highest rise, the increasc was 233 per cent.

About bribery and corruption, the Report
of the Central Vigilance which has come out
only the other day, says at page 29:

“The Central Vigilance Commis.
sion has to admit with regret that corrup-
tion continues to prevaill widely among
public servants though 1ts cxtent varies
from one department to another. The
Commission alswo deplores the practice
among some senior government officers,
whose number fortunately 19 hmited, to
accept hospitality and other forms of en-
tertainment from private parties and
otherwise maintain an artificially high
standard of living.”

There is a useful article in today's Times
of India entitled “Vigilance without results,”
which savs:

“The latest annual report of the
Vigilance Commission is thing if not
a candid confession of failure, After
recounting its efforts to detect and deter
corruption, the cuommiwion regretfully
admits, however, that corruption continues
to prevail fairly widely among public
servants,”

“More than 2,831 Central em-
ployees—what happens in the States or at
the higher ministcrial level even in New
Delhi is none of the Vigilance Commis-
sion's business—were under suspeusion on
March 31, 1971, Of them nearly half
are rclatively low-paid workers of the
postal department, and a surprisingly
large number (265) belonging to the
Defence Ministry and the armed forces.”

But they do not catch the big bandicoots.
They only catch some small ones and kesp
some facesaving devices, This Govern-
ment is devoting all its earrgy to Aaht the
peaple who are politically opposed to them,
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those who fight them in principle, but ignore
the other things. This is what they have
dono. Harassment, illicit distillation, smug-
gling, failure to check communal rioty .. .

AN HON. MEMBER: Black money.

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU: I will come
to that in the Finance Bill.

I only want to refer to one other article
written by Chand Joshi in the Hiadustan
Times dated the 16th May, 1971, under the
heading **Case of the Affluent Policeman.”
I would earnestly request the Prime Minister
to read it and tell us in her reply what she
thinks about it. It speaks of ** Murder for a
puice.” Police Stations in Delhi are auctions
ed. A mub-inspector carning Rs, 15,000, a
senior police officer throwing parties in five
star hotels and consuming a bottle of Scotch
a day and so on. If you want to make the
police do a bad job, they want something in
return. Thercfore, they cannot be checked
This Government, instead of using the police
for the right purpose, are wsing them for all
sorts of illegal wark, for fusthering the paity
cause and for consohdating the coterie in
power. That is why they cannot makr the
police do the job they should do.

As for the intelligence, I repeat that they
are after making this country into a Gestapo
State. 'That is why there isa 110 per cent
increase in allocations for Demands for intel-
ligence and police. People should take care
and understand what 13 coming—a Fascist
country under a dictatorial rule. It will
affect all of us, not us alone, as we have seen
in Bengal.

SHR1 PILOO MODY (Godhra): That
is why all Congiessmen should gwve them-
selves up to Mr. Jayaprakash Narain.

SHRI VASANTRAOQ PURUSHOTTAM
SATHE (Akola): Mi. Piloo Mody has already
given himself up.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISIIRA
(Begusarai) : Mi. Deputy-Speaker, when
ana speaks of home, generally onc uses
an cpithet “sweet” and speaks of “Home
Sweet Home", Particularly, when a person
like the Prime Minister presides over the
affairs of Home, one would like to call it
“gwenter’’ or even the “swectest.” But what has
besn our experience ! The experience we have
undergone doss not enthusc us to use that
epithet in the context of the Ministry of
Homs Affaive,
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Whea this protfalio was taken over by the
Prime Minister sometlme back fram Mr.,
Chavan, there was a mixed reaction to it,
There wap a fecling, hawever that probably
the taking away of this portfolio from a frighte
ened Mr, Chavan would bLe in the interests of
the country, beause a frightened man isa
dangerous man and a frightened man likes to
be more loyal than the queen. So, some thought
that the change was for the better. There
was abo another reason for welcoming this
chauge, so far as some persons were concei-
ned, that it was taken over by no less a per-
son than the Prime Munister, who happens
to be not only the leader of the majority
party but also the leader of the nation. There-
fore, one thought that a broad-minded natio-
nal approach would be brought to bear
upon the vital pioblems that have been com-
mitted to the care of this Ministry,

But what happened in this very city of
Delhi only six ot seven months back, —what
goes by the name ‘operation Janta: Mantar® 7
Almost a deluxe edition of a neo-faseist type
operativu was underiaken within the benign
shadow of the Central Secretatiat and under
the pratection of the Delhi police and magis-
tracy. Similar operations were conducted in
the State of Bengal with the help of bombs
on the offices of some of the political parties,
May be 1n some other places also the same is
the experience. I am reminded that when
Frank Soskice was the Home Secretary he had
said *if any one breaks the law, Iwill not turn
a blind eye.”” I wish the Prime Minister could
say the same thing to uw She not only turns
a bind eye to what her paitymen do but
she seems to think that her partymen caa do
no wrong. Therefore, our Dumdum office
was attacked with bombs, and the Midnapore
Congress Office was also subjected to the most
savage attack under President’s rule,

Qur Prime Minister has curtainly attained
great political heights ; and one wants to see
her not oaly hig but one wants to see her
great. One would like to sce that this poli-
tical height is sustained by political greataess,
But we have still to see that this political
height is sustained by that kind of greatness
which alone can keep this nation together,

When I was speaking on the broad-minded
approach to be hrought to bear on the problams
that confront the couptry, I was also remise
ded of the doguble standards maintained by
the ruling party in dealiog with mpmbers of lts
owa party and with the membera of the oppo-
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sition. Onec example was just now mentioned
by my hon. friead, Shri Jyotirmoy Busu. In
the casc of Haryana, when s0 many memor-
anda have been submitied to the President
for instituting an inquiry into the allegations
against the Chiel Minister, no attention has
been paid to that, whereas in the casc of
Punjab when only onc person submmitted a
memorandum a commission of inquiry was
instituted. In the case of Haryana, the me-
moranda were submitted by so many mem=
bers of the local legislature and were backed
by 121 Members of Parliament. Yet, nothing
is being done with regard to it. I would not
like to bring in the name of the Prime Miniw
ster in this context. Because, the charges are
80 serious in themselves and so specific against
Shri Bansilal that they would bear scrutiny at
the hands of any judicial-minded prrson. So,
my humble submission would be ihat the
Home Minisiry should not come in the way
of a commiwion of inquity being instituted
in the case of Haryana,

Do you know, Sir, what the Speaker of
the Haryana Assembly had to say about the
state of affairs in Haryana ? He said that it is
generally said about the iab countries that if
you strike with a spade you would find ol
and in the casw of Haryana if you strike with
a spade you would find corruption. That it is
not a comment made by us but by no less a
person than the Speaker of the Haryana
Assembly. So, I would like the Prime Minister
to consider scriously whether it is not time to
clear the minds of the people about the cloud
under which the Haryana Chief Minister is
functioning.

Another instance also has been mentioned
just now about corruption and fraud that we
find in commercial transactions and the ad-
ministration of the country, The Nagarwalla
case has been mentioned by my hon. fiiend,
Shri Jyotirmoy Bosu. Therc are many serious
overtones and undertones about this case, but
I would not like to mention them. Even on
the face of it, thecase s really such as to merit
the designation of being the most scrious
fraud in this century, But a curtain is sought
to be rung over the whole affair now. It is
said that Shri Nagarwalla is dead; carlier,
Shri Malhotia had been let off. So what ?
Does it mean that there is no doubt now in
the public miind about the whole affair ? In
any statement not due, cither from the State
Bank of India or from the Goverpment, indi-
cating how this happensd, why this bappened
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and what steps had bean taken in that regard ?
No statement has come cither from the State
Bank of India or from the Government of
India with regard to this. My humble sub-
mission would, therefore, be that with a view to
clearing the public mind about this, there must
be a clear statement and if the Parliament of
India is convinced that it does not requireany
judicial detetmination, we shall say so.

SHRI PILOO MODY : It doues not
require very much to convince the Parliament
of India.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA :
But if therc is a statement, let it come.
Why do you close your mind to it? I
would not like to close my mind on this
subject. However, this must be done and this
question ¢an no longer be cvaded.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : I hope, you
are awarc that you have got only 12 munutes.

SHRI SHYAMANANDAN
Only 12 minutes.

MISHRA :

Now a few words about defection, which
is another scourge ruining the political
life of the country. You know that a
committee had been appointed in pursuance
of the decision of this House and the com-
mittec had made certain recommendations.
Many of the recommendations of this com-
mittec are of a wishy-washy nature ; we are
not satisfied with them. But even so there are
certain ¢ us-based r dations
which could have bren put  into  effect.
Nothing, however has been dunc so far,
Qur clear view in this matter is that this
menace requires to be combated with all the
ruthlessness that we can command, and so it
must be banned outright.

Now, the Government has a plea that
there is no agreement about this so far as the
political parties are concerned. My submis-
sion would be that the Government cannot
shirk its responsibility about it and it must
comc forward with legislation banning de-
fection. Let any party, which does not agree
with this, come out in Parliament and say so
clearly that it dves not want defections to be
banned. This phenomenon of defections
has been engineered by the ruling party, It
has been financed by the ruling party. It has
Leen made respectable by the ruling party. I
am reminded of what a Chief Minister said
duting the course of an article sometime
back, Now, the Chief Minister, quoting the
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press report, said that the Prime Minister in
the course of her tour sometime back in a
State, |

I have auother seriouws complaint to make
and (bat is, that the institution of Governors is
being brought down in the public estimation
by the directions of this Government, Therefore,
you find, during the course of the last elect-
ions, some of the Goveinors functioned as
Chief Elcction agents of ruling party.

AN HON. MEMBER : Not at all.

SHRI SHYAMNANDAN MISHRA :..
and the balance was sought to be tilted in
such a way that the ruling party had an
advantage. So, instead of thanking the people
for its magnificent victory, the ruling party
should thank the Governors for the wonderful
service they had rendered. You cannot ima-
gine a Governur making important changes
in the administration during the period of
interregnum. But the Governor of a State
changed the I. G. of Policr, suspended
the D. I. G. and changed the Advocate-
General of the Siate when a popular Ministry
was in nght only onc month fater. That raiscs
the question of healthy practices, conventions
and propricty. Should not this Governor be
brought to book for this purpose ?

Recently, you saw how the Governor of
Mysore was admonished by the Picsident of
India and he had to make a public apology
for the indiscrcet remarks he had made. But
for the indiscreet conduct of this kind, 2
Governor muwt also be admonished and taken
to task.

Lastly, my submissdon is that so far as the
Centre State relations are concerned, they
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require to be reviewed. We find that Chief
Ministers are not being taken into con-
fidence so far as national affairn are com
cerned. Even  the National Development
Council has gone in dis-use and it has been

reduced to the position of complete impotance.

With regard to international affairs, it was
the practice during Prime Minister Nehru's time
that Chief Mimsters were kept informed of the
developments in international field through
fortnightly letters. But nothing of the kind
is being done just now, The Chicf Ministers
do not receive even the ordinary coutesy
when they come to Delhi, whereas, when the
Ministers of the Centre go to the states and, par-
ticularly, the Prime Minister, they are given
elaborate receptions. These aic some of
the thingy which must be taken into comsidera-
twn in putting the whole relationship between
the Centre and the States on an enduring
basis, And the basis must be of mutual respect,
consultation, coordination and conmstant ex-
change of views.

SHRIMATI T. LAKSIHMIKANTHAM-
MA (Khammam) : 5Slui Jyotirmoy Bosu while
initiang the debate said that our Prime
Minister is a dictator. I would like Shri Bosu
to learn at the feet of the people about love
of the people, what is the difference between
love of the prople and dictatorship.

The massive mandate given by the people
of the country in the 1972 Assembly elections
shows what amount of confidence the people
of this country have in our Prime Minister,
For millions in this country, Shrimati Gandhi
is not a mcre Prime Minister, but is the
symbol of their aspiiations for political, econo=
mic and social emancipation. In the words
of Shaikh Mujibur Rahman, she is the leader
of mankind. According to even some Ameri-
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can newspapers, she is the darling of
humanity.

The people have lost faith in the opposi-
tion parties, for they cannot deliver the goods.
The vote in Bengal is & vote against violence
and against chaos, and in favour of peace and
progress. All these allegations of Oppaosition
parties about rigging the elections are only an
cxcuse, a face-saving device.

The prople of Telengana have expressed
full faith and confidence in our Prime Minis-
ter that their miciests arc safe in her hands.
Duning the recent clections, they have given a
mamive mandate to this effect and to the
integuty of the State. “I'he Telengana Praja
Samuti which speatheaded the movement for
ascpatate State has meged with the Coungress.
The nval Piaja Samiti which set up candi-
dates in  the clections could scrurc only 2
seats out of 101 in the Telengana area. The
persistent < fTort of our heloved Prime Minister
to bring about a settlement and her sympathy
for the peuple of 'Uelengana region as well as
her soliutude for the integrity of Andhra
Pradesh bore fruit in Sept, 1971 with the
change in the lcadriship in the Statc as well
as the merger of the TPb with the Indian
Natwnal Congress. Alw ccitain  measures,
administrative and otherwise, regarding the
services have been taken,

Sir, today, whatever the prophets of
pesimism and  frustration may say, still,
Trlengana is progiessing dynamically towards
development and in the removal of injustice
done 1n the services.

The other day, we came to learn at the
Consultative Committec that the progress is
good as far as the redressal of the grievances
of the sirvices in the Telengana region is
concerned. One unfortunate thing was that the
Mulki rule was struck down by the bench of five
judges of the Andhra Pradesh High GCourt,
and the High Court has given permission for
the State Government to appeal to the
Supreme Court. Our Prime Minister has
always been sympathetic to the legitimatr
aspirations of the people of Telengana in the
matter of employment. Apartfrom the validity
of the Mulki rules, in order to meet the
legitimate aspirations of the people of
Telengana in regard to cmploymeat tppor
tunities, there should be avenues of appoint-
ment and rotionalisation for this region. The
State Government has sent certain proposals
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regarding employment opportunities for the
people of Telengana and if Is the Centre
accepts them, it will improve the position.

Certain measures have been taken by a
Presidentinl Order to give greater powers to
the regional Committee. A scparate plan for
Telengana has been drafted, and a perspective
plan for Telengana along with the resources
inventory has also been diaftcd and published
and circulated to the Members from our
State, It is necessary that the backward
Telengana region should receive adequate
consideration in the future development
programmes of the State. Cireater weightage
should be given in view of the backwardness
of Telengana. The State Governments is also
anxious to remove the disparities in the level
of development hetween the various regions of
the State,

Out of the surpluses which we have dis-
cussed for several months in this Parliament
and which, T think, have accumulated up to
Rs. 45 crores or so, provision should b made
in the Plan so that an accelerated develop-
ment of the region during the fourth Plan
period will take place,

Impot tant development projects in Teleng-
ana are receiving special attention. The
question of full utilisation of Telengana’s share
of the Nagarjunasaga: waters in accordance
with the 1956 agicement, the early completion
of the Pochampad project and the stepping
up of the irrigation potential of Nizamsagar
are also being taken up on a piority basis,

Adequate and cffective measures have
been initiated at the instance of our Prime
Minister in order to meet the legitimate
aspirations of the people of Telengana. I am
sure the Prime Minister will 1eview the
situation from time to time so that the people
of Telengana will have full faith that they
will progress quickly.

Another thing is with regard to the man-
power item in the budget, and that is, in our
State, there is a gieat danger of rctrenchment
of engineers and other prople in the serviees,
In our own Siate, recently, because of the
dragtic cut in the Plan in respect of Nagar-
Junasagar, there is a dangm of retrenchment.
Already, there are about 590 junior enginecrs,
148 amistant engineers, 37 executive engineees
and three superintending enginrers, besides
1044 peons and many other Claws IV em-
ployers—neatly 2,000 of them—are going to

be retrenched. I request the Minister of
State in the Ministry of Home Affairs to vimt
Nagarjunasagar and casc the situation there.

Some people have been joking about the
Chambal valley daroits who have suriendered.
(Interruption). I hope Mr, Jyotnmmnoy Bosu is
not one amang them. Any how, the change
of heart will be most welcome.

I think there is something essenhally
good in every body, including people oppusite,
It 1s ultimaicly the circumstances and social
conditions that make demon of a man. I
congratulate Shii Jaiprakashy for his efforts
1o make the dacoits of the Chambal valley
swrendet amudst slogans of Gandhi-ki-Jai,
Vinobhia Bhave ki Jai and then they embraced
Jaiprakashji. It was not due to lack of courage
that they surrendered  Accouling to one of
the dacoits : “‘we too are human beings and
we thirst for pace.”

SHRI JYOTIRMOY BOSU : They were
forced to hecome dacoits under the pressure
of the police.

From darkness to light ; from death to
eternity, There was change in the hearts of
dacoits and the initiative to surrender came
from them. This was the human and civilised
way to treat them. The dacoity problem can
be solved only by tackhng the social,
paychological and economic aspects of the
problem. Both the Central and State leaders
should view the problem in perspective. The
Gavaskar enquiry committee which went into
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the problem pointed out that this problem
was & survival from the feudal past and the
right way to tackle 1t is by introducing socio=
cconomic rcforms. It also says that it is
Government’s duty to rehabilitate these dacoits
and provide them employment through crafts,
industry and settling them on land and that
protection should be given to their children
and families. More funds should be allotted
for the development of these backward ravine
areas. Reclamation of the soil should be
taken up in these valleys in U, P,, Rajasthan
and M.P. in the Chambal, Betwa and Jamuna
ravines. I think this may alo provide a
solution for the employment pioblem. This
can be done by improving land management,
soil conservation, afforestation, plantations,
alc,

I should like to refer to the suicides and
murders. Recently a very unfortunate incident
happened in Osmama University campus
where George Reddy a very brilliant boy was
murdered. They say that it was under the
instigation of the RSS and with the conmvance
of an ex-MLA. Any how it was done right
under the nose of the police and the night
policeman on duty had been suspended. Care
should be taken to see that these things do
not recur,

It is reported that in Saurashtra and
Bengal the number of suicides among women
is increasing day by day because the men
insist that brides bring large dowries or huge
property from their parents.

SHR1 ATAL BEHARI VAJPAYEE
{Gwalior) : That is also because of the RSS?

SHRIMATI T. LAKSHMIKANTHAM-
MA : That is because you arc against equal
property rights to women, If women are
given cqual property nghts, they wall not
become such victims. The Jan Sangh has
always been opposing the Hindu Code Bill
which has given only meagre property rights
to women. I have seen that during the
elections women voted in larger numbers
than men. The men's vote was divided, but
the women’s voted solidly in favour of us. So, it
is our duty to give them equal property rights,
They deserve it and it is their right, It is the
abuses and inmults that women get at the
bands of their husbands or in-laws for others,
and in politics at the hands of rivals, that
make them commit suicide, but they should

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA (Eluru)’
First of all I want to congratulate our Prime
Munister for having introduced the scheme for
pension for lreedom  fighters, at least after 25
years. Under the leadership of Mahatma
Gandhi, we got independence and under the
leadership of ouwr present Prime Munister who
has stabilised our independence, freedom
fighters will get honorarium according to
their Present levcls. The other day, in the
Rajya Sabha, they saud that MPs wae en-
joying some facilities and, therefore, they
might not be comsidered for this, But, Sir,
the membership of Parliament is not a per-
manent thing, After their retirement, MPe
do pot get any pemsion. People like mysell
we entirely dependent on land Incooae. The
extra income that weget as MPs is mota
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permanent thing. I would, therefore, suggest
that Members of Parliament who are freedom
fighters also, may be honoured with pension
after their term in  Parliament is over,  Sir,
the progressive policies of the Congress Party
could be fully implemented only if the State
Governments co-operated with the Govern-
ment of India. That is why the Prime
Minister gave the call to the people during
the recent elections. ‘If you have got con-
fidence in me and my policies, then vote for
the Congress.” Sir, in almost all the States,
the majority of the people, why majority,
ncarly 90% of the peaple as my sister, Smt.
Lakshmikantamma, said 1003, of the women
and 60-70% of the men voted for the Cong-
1ess,  Particularly, 909 of the waking class
voted for the Uongress believing in the pro-
gramme of the Congress and placing com-
plete faith in our Priine Minister. After
coming into power and particularly after the
1971 elections, our Prime Minister has been
trying to implement the schemes that were
promised during the Parliament -clections.
Before the 1967 Elections, we the members of
Parliament, appeared in the public only in
the shadow of the MLAs. Now, we are not
any longer concerned with the MLAs, But,
after the recent Assembly elections and sering
the direction given by our Prime Minister to
this country, they have gained complete faith

in the programme of the Congress Party and

now they represent to the MPs and they fer-

vently hope that very soon their age-old
poverty will be wiped out.

I would appeal to our Prime Minister and
the Government. I am not worried about
other Opposition Parties. 1 am  warried
particularly about my Party. I appeal to
them to take advantage of the strong position
of the Party and push through various pros
gressive measures.

Some friends sald that some Haryana
Minister is corrupt but no inquiry is being
held.  All these charges should be thorough-
ly inquired into. There should not be any
frar. Leave it to the CBL Let them in-
quirc into it and report. No Minister, no
Uhief Minister and no public men should be
afraid of fucing an inquiry by the CBI.

Coming to my a State of Andhra Pradesh,
Shrimati Lakshmikanthamma said about the
man-power. Recently, the Government of
Iudia have introduced a Bill, and which has
heen passed by the Parliament, te exploit the
man-power position in the country, A lot of
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man-power is going to waste, particularly, in
the agricultural sector, The agricultural
labour, nearly 50% of our cultivators, has no
employment for nearly 150 days out of 365
days in a year. At lcast this idle man.power
should be expluited and utilised by the many
industiial units that are coming up.

I want to bring to the notice of our hon.
friends one thing. There arc some people
who live only on rebbery and theft. When I
was in the Rajya Sabha in 1952, if I remem~
ber right, our lale Prime Minisier Jawaharlal
Nehru, once said that if only one black-
marketeer was hanged, the black-marketing
could be rooted ount, DBut what o we find
now? The hblack-marketeers are flourishing
everywhere,  They are finding ways to cire
cumvent the laws. That is why I want to
bring to the notice of the IIouse one thing,
Now, in Delhi they have introduced land
legislation, same is the case in many
States also. I only read a few days ago an
advertisement in a Delhi paper that an ad-
vertiser wants to dispose of 150 acres of his
land ncar Delhi. What is the use of raising

slogans about land lcgislation? Strictly im-
plement the land legislation., There is no
botheration. There is no hitch. People who

have to give up surplus land they will get

compensation. That is why they are not so
much bothered, Not all, but some of them—
their botheratlon is only to exploit the Gov-

ernment in the name of trusts and in the

name of schools. Even though Government

has scveral eyes, since it is not an individual,
it does not see all these things. Govern-
ment does not know how it is being cheated
by them. It does not know how the funds
are being utilised in the name of those trusts
and schools. I will quote one instance. 1
want this to be brought to the notice of the
Government, There is the Bapirasu Dharma
Samastha in my district, West Godavari, in
my constituency, They were given 500 acres
of land, This was Government land, formerly
being cultivated by the backward people,
the vaddies, This institution got Rs. 5 lakhs
loan from the Slate Bank of India. They
are not able to collect this amount for the
past two or three years. Do you know what
happened in my casc? When I applied for
a loan from the Indian Overscas Bank, they
refused to sanction because I have non other
income., They said, even my land cannot be
sold by me after this land ceiling. Previowly
I was getting a loan of Rs, 15,000 from the
same bank because I waa an insurance man
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getting Rs. 1,500 to Rs. 2,000 per month. I
have got a cutting from the report here as
to how they give these loans, Here the trust
was given Rs. 5 lakhs as crop loan. This is
how they cheated the Guvernment. What is
it that they said at the time of nationalisa-
tion of Banks? At the time of nationalisa-
tion they said: *The Banks are in the in-
terest of the small farmers.” In Tadapalii
gudam, the Statc Bank of India gave Rs. 5
lakhs to this institution on this Govermmnent
leased land., I now want to direcdy bring
this to the nojice of the CBI for enquiry.
This was not given according to the rules.
The rules state as follows:

Short-term credit, popularly known
as crop loan, is available for the purchase
of things like seeds, fertilisers and pestci-
des and to mect the cost of other agri-
cultural operations, These loans are
generally given against hypothecation of
standing crops with onc or two surcties
if and where considered necessary..,

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : That is a
scparate subject. How does it arise ?

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA: It s
going on in the name of nationalisation
They are cheating the Government, I am
not worried about Mr. Jyotirmoy’s party.
People have thrown his party out. But I am
worried about my party because we have
given promise to the people. The Prime
Minister has given promiw to the people
about thr schemes which are going to he

implemented. (Inferruption). I am reading
from this small pamphlet. There is only one
line more. It says:

If the amount is large, additional
security, like mortgage of land, may also
be required.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER: What is the
use of saying all these? That is a diffrrent
subject.

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA : Iam
telling this because they are exploiting the
Government and cheating the Government
with palitical advantage. The people round-
about that arca were arrested on the basis of
a false report of the Chairman of the Trust
which was proved false in the court. This
{and was given only for cultivation but when
people are going for fishing, they are being
haramed by this trust. (feterryption) I do not
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want to name the people of the dharma
samastha, Let the hon. Prime Minister have
an inquiry made into this matter. Even if the
Tatas or Shri Piloo Mody's firm starts an edu-
cational institution they cannot get so much
amount. They have got their own trust, created
with the profits of their business, But here is a
trust which is running about 60 to 70 schools,
and without any other property and any
other income, and they are getting Rs. 1.25
lakhs per month by way of graats. Without
any other income, they are getting this sum
by way of grants. The grant is also not being
propuerly utilised.

They are getting the entire salary for the
staff for twelve months, and they take the
thunibimpressions or signatures of the peons,
teachers ctc. but they pay the only nine
months' salary and they enjoy the three
months’ salary all by themselves. I have got
with me here all the records. Ome judgment
is also here with me. I would like to point
out from the judgment just one instance,
The picsident of this institution has been
given 500 acres of land ; in the name of the
institution, they have taken Rs. 5 lakhs as
loan against crop. Thit money has not been
returned.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Now, the
hon. Member should conclude.

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA : Lastly,
I would just like to mention only une instance.
Nearly 200 prople have been arrested, and 44
people have been committed to the sessions.

AN HON. MEMBER : Where ?

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA : In my
district of West Godavari, in mv constituency.
This is all within my knowledge. I have got
with me here all the evidence, Only yester-
day I had received a report also about this.
They have written also to the Prime Minister.
Now, the police have gone there, and they
have told the people there ‘If you are guing
to report like this to the Prime Minister, do
you know what your fate will be 7. Last
time also, they had arrested 44 people. They
were dragged to the court. In the open
court the Chairman, now a Minister, said
that he had taken thisland only for cultivation.
But he leased it for fishing. Then, it was
said in the court, that they had no right of
fishing, but they were catching fish. Even
robbers and dacoits have got some hesrt, but
not the exploiters of thess poor peapls, Tak-
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ing advantage of the Government there,
these exploiters are exploiting the poor people.
I would humbly request the CBI and the
Home Ministry to inquire into all these things.
1 am saying all these things because I have
full knowledge of these things. If these things
are not true, then I am prepared to go even
out of Parliament to save the prestige of my
party among the public, and to save these
poor people from exploitation.

I have got here with me all the records
and all the documents. These poor people
have no amenities like schools. They are
living just on one summer crop namely the
rabi crop only, and they have no ather crops.

In conclusion, I would like to congratulate
the CBI. Theii reports are all with us, and
they are worthy of praise. If there is one De-
partment of the Government of India which is not
being influenced by anybody, then I would say
that it is the CBI. I would, therefore, request
that this matter relating to the Dharmasa-
mstha may be placed before the GBI.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : Now, the
hon. Member should conclude.

SHRI K. SURYANARYANA : I am
taking the time from the time allotted to my
party. So, kindly give me some more time, at
least two or three minutes more.

MR. DEPUTY-SPEAKER : He cannot
take the whole time of his Party, because
there is a long list of Members from his party
waiting to speak.

SHRI K. SURYANARAYANA : In
canclusion, Sir I would just mention one
more thing. On several occasions, Government
had announced that the State Bank and other
banks had been nationalised only for the sake
of the poor people. But here is a bogus
institution which has got money from the
bank, I have brought this matter to the
notice of the State Bank, the Home Minister
and the Prime Minister, and I hope that
some results would flow from this.

In the end, I would just like to clear one
amall point, That will show that we should not
be afraid of any inquiry. I would like to tell
my hon. friends in the other partics that we
are not afraid of any inquiry. In the last
Parliament, somebody had raised & poing
about the profit made out of illegal transport
chirges, or what was ucalled the fertiliser
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bungle in Andhra Pradesh, Here is the CBI
report on this matter from which I would
like to quote :

“It was alleged that a number of
district cooperative socicties and firms
dealing with feriilizers in a State drew
large amounts of Government money by
tendering false bills of transportation of
fertilizer stocks from the port of delivery
to different destination points in the
State. It was also further alleged that a
number of officers of the Agricultural
Department of the State had colluded
with the firms in these false claima,

“A preliminary charge-sheet has been
laid in court against four officials of the
Agricultural Department and 21 private
persons for offinces of conspiracy, forgery,
cheating and criminal misconduct. A
former agricultural Minister of the State
has been mentioned in the charge-sheet as
a co-accused who could not, however, be
prosecuted for want of adequate evidence.”

Thus it is clear that nobody need be afraid
of a CBI inquiry,

SHRIMATI SHEILA KAUL (Lucknow) :
While discussing the Demands for Grants of
the Home Ministry, the need to improve the
«fRciency of the policc can hardly be empha-
sized. My colleague Mrs. Subhadra Joshi
also stressed this point. To the man in the
vtreet the fruits of freedom, democracy and
socialism cannot reach without radical re-
forms an the police administration. No sust-
dined effort has been made to bring about
any worthwhile improvement in the police
working, The present police system of admi-
nistration is a legacy of British imperialism
to keep up their colonial regime, The system
of police administration for their own country
was totally different from what they had for
India. Their Bobby, the policeman, is a
guide and a friend of the public, But the
Indian policeman had to be oppressive and
and coersive Obviously a system of policing
designed to meet the requirements of a foreign
Government cannot be expected to deliver
the goods in a free and democratic socicty.
Tlopes were raised that the All India Police
Uommision would be going in to the problems
facing the police force, but when the All
India Police Committee was formed, its terms
of reference were greatly curtailed, limiting
its scope omly to the subject of training of
Policemen, ‘The training of Policemen can-
not change the aflments that exist. The very
peripective has to be changed. Police cannot

function in isolation, The out-dated hundred

year-old system of police management must
be got rid off for a new system,

Under the present system, a police officer,
whatever his seniority, experience and length
of seivice, has to tuke orders from a magis-
trate, even if the latter is comparatively junior
and inexperienced. For iustance, in the not-
orious incident at Indraprastha in September,
1968, an 8. P. of 31 yeais’ service was
taking orders from an 1. A, S. officer of
four ycars’ service, No wonder the A. ). M.
who had seen such a situation perhaps for the
first time, could not assess the gravity of the
situation When it came to taking responai-
bility, the S. P. was suspended, the A. D. M.
was transferred and the D. M. was promoted.

There is no justification for saddling the
police with the responsibility of maintaining
law and order und vesting the authority for
the purpose in the Dustrict Magistrate. Un-
less the decision-making capacity of senior
police officers  was considerably increased,
there was little hope of improving the overall
efficiency of the police force.

In the wake of the development work in
country, the District Magistrate has very
little time and encrgy for the problems of
law and order. Today he is more of a coor-
dinating agency. A study made in Kerala
some years back ievealed that the D. M.
had to spend 7 per cent of his official duties
in granting cement quotas in his district and
2 per cent of his tim in looking after law
and order. It seems relevant that the existing
District Magistrate system of district admini-
stration especially in urban areas requires to
be sct aside and a Policr Commission for Law
and Order replace them. The District and
Sessions Judge could sull look after the ad-
minutration of the courts.

Last year I had enquired from the House
about the implementation of the Delhi Police
Commission’s rccommendations. The Come
mission had recommended some basic struce
tural changes, a switch-over (o the Commi-
sioner of Police System. As this system has
proved efficient in cities like Calcutta, Bom-
bay, Madras, Bangalore, Nagpur and Poona,
1t seems strange that Delhi should be deprived
of the broefits of the Commissioner of Police
system, Delhi is a growing citv and the pre-
sent diarchical system of administration does
not do juttice to the needs of the growing
capital. While the Commisioner of Police
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system is good enough for Calcutta and Bom-
bay, for cities big and small, Delhi still con=
tinues to suffer from a diarchical system of
police administration. Why not the police
take the responsibility for an act done, may be
good or bad ? Delhi must also be in the
linc along with the big cities in its working
of the police system. Why are the civil admi-
nistration still wanting to cling to the res-
ponsibilities which are not legitimately theirs ?
They have enough work of their own to do.

There » need to take a fresh outlook at
the long list of police duties. Tu a policeman,
a weekly holiday is denied. It is expected
that for a salary of Rs. 75, he should give
efficient and honest eight-hour standing dutv
both in sun and rain. Then, he has to be
aleit facing offensive situations which way
amse any day any time. While thc postman
and the jawan are considered as onc of us,
the policeman vn account of the pre-indepen-
dence psychology against him is an ahen in
his own community. Where as in the text-
books the children arc made familiar with
the pictures of farmers, postmen and jawans,
no mention is made of the policeman when
he is as much the son of Mother India as
anybody eclse. It is here where the right
approach has to be made. Unfortunatcly, the
cfficiency of a policeman is judged by the
number of challans he brings to the office,
thus making him obnoxious in the eyes of the
public. It is essential that for proper medico-
legal post mortem examination, forensic facilities
should be provided, which 18 lacking in most
of the Indian States. Selected medical colleges
have been given this task which is not entircly
“ on mcientific lines. Progress made in that
respect has been very slow  because of reluct-
ance of States to allot appreciable amount of
funds,

This House nas a direct responsibility to
lonk after the police interests of the Union
territories. It is noticed that except the Delhi
police, smaller police forces of other Union
territories like Andaman Islands have not
conditions of the police force, especially in the
rematest parts of the country, are not at all
attiacting the attuntion of the House as com-
parcd to what 18 occurring in offices or other
departments or cadres, There is no incentive
and no special pav offered to the police perso-
nmel. Working conditions of the police per-
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sonnel have to be improved. It is hoped
that whatever I have said will draw the
attention of the hon. Minister to this aspect
and something will be done in that respect,
With these words, I support the Demands
for Grants relating to this Ministry.

*SHRI C. T. DHANDAPANI (Dhars-
puram) ;: Mr, Chairman, Sir, as it was felt
that the Administration had not been func-
tioning cffectively and energetically, the Admie
nistrative Reforms Commission was constituted
to suggest methods for improving the Admi-
nistration. This Commission in its various
Reports had made 578 recommendations. It
ia stated in the Annual Report of the Home
Ministry that decsions on 271 recommendas
tions have becn taken. A decision may mean
cither acceptance or rejection. I would like
to know the nature of decisions taken on these
271 recommendations—how many recommen-
dations have been accepted and how many
have been rejected.

1 find that under different heads of Dem-
ands for Grants of Home Mnistry a total
sum of Rs. 9,10,50,000 has bLeen incurred on
travelling allowances. It should naturally
mean that the officials of the Ministry have
discharged their onerous duties cfficiently.
But, you will agree with me, Sir, that there is
no perceptible improyement in cfficiency in
proper proportion to this heavy expenditure
on travel.

Sir, the hon, friends who preceded me
referred to the fact that the scheduled castes
have not been able to get adequate represen-
tation in Class I and Class II Services and
the percentage of representation is very low
I may be permitted to say that even in the
Council of Ministers in the Centre the sched-
uled castes have not been represented adequ-
ately, Though it is an imue of the Ruling
Party, I may point out that out of 14 Central
Cabinet Ministers, there is only one Minister
belonging to the scheduled caste, In 118
countries of the world we have our Ambasa-
dors and it is really regrettable that not even
in on: country we have an Ambassador be-
longing to the scheduled caste. In the case of
Governors of States, not even one Governor
comes from the scheduled caste. How can
we accept the contention that the Central
Government are working eamestly for the
welfare of scheduled castes ?

*The original speech way delivered in Tamil,
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For the current year, a sum of Ra 7
croves has been provided for the modernisa-
tion of State Police Forces. Last year only
one crore was allocated for this purpose. 1
would like to know how this provision of Rs.
7 crores is going to be wutilised. So far as
Tamil Nadu is concerned, in many Police
Stations there is no telephone and the police
personnel have no transport facilities at all.
They also do not have adequate howsing acco-
mmodation. If we raise the issue, it may
immediately be countered that the State Gov-
ernments have to look into these questions. I
would like to point out here that on account
of certain policies adopted by the Central
Govenment and also due to faulty, wrong and
delayed implementation of such policies, very
often the State Governments are to face diffi-
cult law and order situations as a result of
agitations, The State Governments have to
spend a lot of money in di:charging‘the res-
ponsibility of controlling the situation and
bringing about normalcy. For example, we
were requesting the Centure to take over the
closed textile mills in Coimbatore. As the
Centre delayed its decision, it resulted in lab-
vur agitations. The Tamil Nadu Government
had to spend quite a lot of money in giving
protection to lifc and property during this
agitation. 1 would appeal to the hon. Home
Minister that a share of such additional ex-
penditure should be borne by the Govern-
ment of India.

The Tamil Nadu Criminal Investigation
Depaitment has shown a record of successful
perfornance and it has completed 733 of the
cases undertaken. It is in the fitness o things
that the Centre should give special a.ﬁiua?oc
liberally to the State Criminal Investigation
Departments which have been working effi-

ciently.

The Members belonging 1o the Ruling
P often speak about the law and order
ui:::ytion in the country. Both the Centre and
the State Governments have got cqual respon-
sibility in maintaining law and order in the
country. Rightly or wrongly, the two Central
Ministers hailing from Tamil Nadu, whenever
they happen to visit Tamil Nadu, 'repc?udly
complain that the law and order situation in
Tamil Nadu has deteriorated. Similarly, when
there were violent agitations in West Wl,
the reason attributed was that the Leftist
Communist Party was ruling the State and
hence there was no law and order in that
State. During the récent elactions to the State

Assemblics, large contingents of Central Re-
serve Police and Army as also a team of high
officials from the Centre were there in West
Bengal. It was widely reported that various
methods of suppresion were adopted. No
doubt the Ruling Party was able to geta
mastive majority there. But the whole world
has commented upon the manner in which
the elections were held in West Bengal. It
might be said that the Communists committed
murders earlier. But one murder can not be
avenged by another murder, Itis said that
during the elections the Ruling Party and the
Police Officers in collusion with rowdies com-
mitted murders of Leftit Communist Party
workers. For deteriorating law and order
situation the Leftist Commuuists used (o be
blamed. What isthe position now after the
assumption of office by the Ruling Party ?
According to The ‘Hindu® Editorial of April
19, 1972, chaotic situation prevails in West
Bengal, I quote from this Editorial :

*The Youth of West Bengal and the
students in particular arc on the rampage
again. While their turbulence in the past
used to be blamed, though with good cause,
on marxist activities, the picture is quite
different now. Tt is the Yuvak Congress
and the Chhatra Parishad, the student
wing of the Congress, that are in the fray,
doing those very things to end which the
people have voted the Congress Party so
mawively to power. The Militant youth
groups might have been indispensable for
the (longress to fight marxist violence and
intimidation before and during the clec-
tions, just as the Mukti Bahini was nceded
by Bangla Desh in its fight againat Pakis.
tani oppression. But it lvoks as if Sheikh
Mujib has been able to show lis guerillas
their proper place once normalcy had been
restored with gicater speed and success
than the Clongress has been able o achi-
cve as yet in curbing its youthful election
allies. There have been reports of raids
by these West Bengal “Yuvaks' on factories
to throw out the marxists from trade
unions. The town of Krishnagar had to
be placed under curfew for 18 hours on
Monday, following fatal clashes among
rival groupy of Youth Congress suppor-
lﬂ"."

It cuntinues ; —

“"The obnoxious ‘ghcras’ which one
thought had been climinated in West Ben-
gal with the fall of the marxists, was used
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agein by the very students owing allegi-
ance to the Congress-blessed Chhatra Pari-
shad to coerce the Viee-Chancellor to
yield to their demand.”

It continues further —

“It is perhaps necessary for the Prime
Minister who thanked the youth of Bengal
openly for its militant help in winning the
elections to appeal now to its good sense
to shoulder the responsibility for restoring
order, decency and discipline in the
State.”

This is what a responsible paper like ‘The
Hindu' says. The Congress people are doing
the same thing done by the Leftist Communist
Party, If you want to oust a Government,
you can do many things. But you should not
oust a Government creating a chaotic situation
or by adopting autocratic methods against the
interests of democracy. I would like to stress
that democratic methods should be followed
for ousting any Government from power. 1
will give another example. When a D.M.K.
candidate contested election in a constituency
called Nagari in Andhra Pradcsh, the former
Transport Minister of Andhra Pradesh siood
against him, Inthis constituency, the Harijans
were violently attacked and the people who
went to vote for the D.M,K. candidate were
beaten and physically prevented from exerci-
sing their franchise. When we wanted to raise
this isue here in the Lok Sabha, our Speaker
refused to give his permission.

Sir, the Directorate of Enforcement at the
Centre is being used for achieving nariow
political ends. ‘The hon. Member who preceded
me referred to the petition against the Chief
Minister of Haryaua and he also said that no
action has been taken so far, Itis not that
the Chijef Ministers of States and other Minis-
ters in the States are to be proceeded against
by this Directorate for alleged abuse of power,
The Central Ministers are cqually susceptible
to such indulgence, Who is there to supervise
them ? When we raised this issue, we were
told that Lokpal and Lokayuktas Bill would
be introduced in the House, This Bill has not
yet been brought before this House. I would
like to know the reasons for the inordinate
delay in bringing forward this legialation.

Apart from political implications, the Wan-
choo Committee has reported that in 1968 the
black money in the country was of the order
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of Rs. 7000 crores. During the period 1962~
71 the Enforcement Directorate conducted
about 1447 raids and in [418 raids they could
unearth a paltry sum of Rs. 6.99 crores, out
of Rs. 7000 crores. This is not even 0.01%.
When are we going to bring out the black
money of Rs. 7000 crores ?

The Central Vigilance Commission in its
latest Report has said that even now the high
officials are not free from corrupt practices.
I quote from this Report :

“The Central Vigilance Commission
has to admit with regret that corruption
continues to prevail fairly widely among
public servants though its extent varies
from one department to another,”

What steps are bmng taken by the Govern-
ment to root out corruption from among
highly placed public servents ? It is common
knowledge that the retired I. C. S, Officers
are appointed as Governors. Some of them
after retirement are made the Chairmen of
public undertakings under the Central Govern-
ment. It looky as though that the mistakes
committed by them during their service are
not enough and thry should be permitted to
continue such mistakes even after retirement.
I came across recently that a highly placed
retired officer is to be appointed Chairman
of & public undertaking. This system of appo-
inting retired ICS Officers to public posts
should be put an end to by the Government.

Sir, the people from South find it very
expemsive to come to Delhi for getting justice
in the Supreme Court. You can imagine how
much & poor man from Trivandrum or from
a corner of Tamil Nadu or Andhra Pradesh
has to spend if he wants to seek justice from
Supreme Court. He has to spend a lotof
money and time, as he will not get justice
quickly also. In India, the only case in which
judgment was delivered within two hours of
filing the case was that of Nagarwala, Nor-
mally it takes years and years before a case is
settled, Therefore, I would suggest that a
Duvision Bench of the Supreme Court should
be opened somewhere in the South, Similarly
a proposal to have a Division Bench of the
High Court in Tamil Nadu either at Coim-
batore or at Madurai bas been sent to the
Government here, 8o far permission has not
been accorded by the Ceatral Government.
I request that permimsion should be given
catly by the Centre to have a diviion bench
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of the High Court in Tamil Nadu either at
Coimbatore or at Madurai.

In the Annual Report there is reference
to the Prevention of Insults to National
Honour Act, 1971. The scope of the law is
restricted to overt acts of insults to and attacks
on the National Flag and the Constitution by
burning, trampling, defiling or mutilating etc.
in public. National honour cannot be protec-
ted by law, It should be instilled in the
minds of the people by voluntary efforts. In
cinema houses, 507 of the audience walks out
when the National Anthem is played. They
do not know the significance of playing the
National Anthem. It should be made known
to them. Similarly, when the Constitution
dues not prove to be an  instrument of assis-
tance to the people, they indulge in acts of
burmng or trampling. The Constitution has
not heen written by them. It has been framed
by the earlier generation whom they do not
know. If they cannot get justice through the
Constitution, what else will they do ? When
the required amendments are not made to the
Conatitution expeditiously, you will come
across such instances, displaying the annoyance
of the people. We should make earnest ende-
avoms in instilling in the people the sense of
nationalism and patriotism,

Recently, in the Rajya Sabha, the Plann-
ing Minister, Shii C. Subramaniam, stated
that India is a multi-lingual country and not
a multi-racial country. Mr. Subramaniam is
a good man with his ostrich attitude of life.
1 wonder whether he has contacts even with
his ministerial colleagues, leave apart the
ruling party workers and the people near to
him. It is really astonishing that just for re-
taining his ministership he should have dis-
owned Tamil race to which he himself belongs.
Though many races are there in our country
we have unity in divensity as we want to be
a nation. There is understanding among the
different races in the country. Here, I would
Hke to quote from the Book *‘Letters from a
Father to his Daughter” in which Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru from his prison to his dau-
ghter, Shrimati Indira Gandhi, our present
prime mimster writes about this :

“The Dravidians were very advanced
people and had their own languages and
carricd on a lot of business with other
people,

Some of the languages of the South
India like "_l'unﬂ, Telugu, Maleyalara and

Kannada also do not belong to these
groups, These four are of the Dravidian
family and are very old.”

“Let us scc what happened in India
first. We have already scen that in the
very old times India, like Egypt, had a
civilisation. There was trade, and ships
carried Indian goods to Egypt and Messo-
potomia and other countries. In those
days the people who lived in India were
called Dravidians. They arc the people
whose descendants live in South India now
round about Madras.”

I have referred to this because this letter
has been written to our present Prime Minis-
ter by her father. There are many races in the
country and they live in peace and amity in
the interests of the nation.

Though I would like 1o refer the pro-
blems faced by my Government, on behalf of
my party, the Dravida Munnetra Kazhogam,
I would refer only to one or two issucs as my
time is up. The members who preceded me
belonging to Old Congress and the Commu-
nist Party referred to the autonomy of the
States. But when we say this immediately we
are reminded that we have no other thing
cxcept to repeat this quite often. For exam-
ple, the financial administration of the
country is cntirely in the hands of the
Central Governm~nt. The Centee is in
a position to distribute funds to whichever
State it wants to favour. This question of
abject dependence of the States on the Centre
for finances should be examined in detail and
remedial steps should be taken,

I refer to this point because  Mrs. Indira
Gandhi is here. On the U. P, 8. C. Report’s
discussions last year, I made a mention about
this. Now, the students from South are wri-
ting the examinations conducted by the
U. P. 8. C. in English. But now it is said
that the students can write the U. P. 8, G
examinations cither in Hindi or English.
Leaving aside the political impact, I would
like to point out that because of this, the non-
Hindi speaking students arc placed at
a disadvantage, as the Hindi-speaking
students can write the examinations in their
mother-tongue Hindi. The non-Hindi speak-
ing students cannot write them in their mother
tongue. This casts an unequal burden on the
non-Hindi speaking students,

I would like to quote from the speech
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delivered by the Prime Minwter at Visakha-
patnam reported in The Hindu of 3. 2. 72 :
“The importance of learning Hindi
or Hindustani to foster the country’s
unity was emphasised by the Prime Minis-
ter at a public meeting. She pointed out
that the Bangla Desh problem had demo-
nstrated that religion could not be a basis
for unity and stability. She said, “A
common language was cmential for the
people to be able to speak with their
fellow countrymen in any part of India.
She wurged the children to learn mother
tongue and alo Hindi or Hindustam so
that there could be a feeling of oneness
among the people.”

I would like to remind the hon. Prime
Minister that one of the basic reasons for the
emergence of Bangla Desh was the question of
language.

I would conclude by saying that as long
as India remains Hindi shall not be imposed

on non-Hindi-speaking people.
