SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS : Sir, a separate railway zone for residual Andhra
Pradesh was the promise made while the State was bifurcated. It is also
mentioned in the Andhra Pradesh Reorganisation Act, 2014. But it is not yet
operationalised until today. Even the hon. Prime Minister had announced that
the South Coast Railway Zone would be operationalised soon. After that, |
think, on 27" February, 2019, the hon. Railway Minister had also announced a
separate South Coast Railway Zone for Andhra Pradesh. But it is not yet
operationalised.

So, | would like to know from the hon. Minister the reasons for the delay
in operationalising this Railway Zone. What is the tentative date by which they
would start the operations of this Railway Zone?

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Hon. Speaker, Sir, the Government is fully
committed to operationalise the South Coast Railway Zone at the earliest.
Whatever steps are needed to complete the work -- especially the building
work, the site location, the DPR -- all those are in very advanced stage of
finalisation; and we are fully committed. | assure the hon. Member; and | had
assured earlier also on the floor of this House that we are fully committed to

completing this work at the earliest.
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SHRI KESINENI SRINIVAS: Sir, Vijayawada railway station is one of the
oldest railway stations of this country. It is the fourth biggest station in this
country after Howrah, Kanpur and New Delhi railway stations.

Sir, it is also one of the busiest junctions after Mughalsarai junction.
Daily, 256 passenger trains and nearly 140 freight trains are plying on this
route. It is catering to nearly 1.4 lakh passengers per day with five crore
passengers per annum.

But even today, it is lacking proper facilities for the passengers and other
amenities. So, | would like to ask the hon. Minister: what are the steps being
taken to make it a world class railway station in passenger amenities?

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI: States like Tamil Nadu have
Universal PDS System. In Tamil Nadu, we distribute 20 kilograms of free rice
to every ration card holder and many of the welfare schemes are also linked

with the ration cards and the PDS system.
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So, in a case like this, who bears the extra cost of providing for the
migrant labourers because it will become an added burden on the States, as
the PDS system is a State’s subject? So, when you are bringing something like

this, we need a clarity as to who is going to bear the cost of it.

SHRIMATI KANIMOZHI KARUNANIDHI: Sometimes it is very difficult to
understand. | know that you can speak English very well and my question was
also in English. Sir, kindly reply in English.

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: | respect my sister. Very often, States are giving
something over and above the National Food Security Programme and they
are also welcome to do so. The Central Government does not object to it as
long as the National Food Security Programme is respected and the eligibility
under that is given at the appropriate prices defined under the NFS Act to all
the beneficiaries in each State. Beyond that, if any State wants to give food
grains to its ration card holders, that State will have to look after its own costs.
The Central Government bears hundred per cent of the cost of providing food
grains under the NFSA. Hundred per cent cost, including transport cost,
storage cost, distribution cost, rice billing cost, etc., is borne by the
Government of India. Beyond that is a matter of choice for the States. We do
not charge any value from the States over and above what they must be

spending on it.
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As far as the One Nation One Ration Card Scheme is concerned, for
that also, there is no additional charge. It is an UPI technology-driven solution
for which there is no additional charge on any user.

SUSHRI MAHUA MOITRA : Thank you, hon. Speaker, Sir. Through you, |
would like to ask a question to the hon. Minister. There is the One Nation One
Ration Card Scheme. The idea behind the same is that the migrant labourers
are able to use the PDS facility in a State outside their home States. My district
is a migrant exodus district and | have over five to seven lakh people working
outside. In the last two or three months, we have found that after COVID, most
of these workers have now gone back to their places of work in other States.
But the One Nation One Ration Card facility has not been made available to
them. You have said sixty crore has been done. When do we expect that it will
be done all over India? What is the rough timeline?

SHRI PIYUSH GOYAL: No, | did not say that sixty crore has been done. | said
that sixty crore transactions have happened under portability -- seventy-seven
crores out of eighty crores. Now, it includes the State of West Bengal. As you
may be aware, for a very long time, the State of West Bengal has resisted from
joining the One Nation One Ration Card Scheme for a variety of reasons. But
after the hon. Supreme Court’s verdict -- which came recently -- | am happy to
share with you that the State of West Bengal has also joined that Scheme.

They have also done the Aadhaar linkage of all the beneficiaries under
the Scheme. There is no question and there is no power on Earth which can

stop the beneficiaries in your district from also getting the benefit of One Nation
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One Ration Card Scheme. So, it is not only pravasi mazdoor or the migrant
labour, but anyone, who is eligible, can get the benefit within the State of West
Bengal. If you are probably eligible or are registered in one village and if you
are travelling to some other village, you can take it within any village of the
State. Now, it is area and geography agnostic.

Another element which | would like to add for the benefit of the hon.
Members, through you, is that you do not have to take the whole ration at one
time. Suppose a family is eligible for 35 kilograms of ration and if they do not
want to take the whole thing, they can take 20 kilograms at one time. They can
take the balance 15 kilograms in a second transaction. So, a lot of flexibility is
there. It is technology-driven.

Similarly, if a family decides or some part of the family members want to
take it in another State and some want to take it in the main State, they can do
it. If a child is studying in Kota, hon. Speaker’s constituency, let us say, for
engineering and the child wants to pick up some grain, it could be the whole 35
kilograms or 10 kilograms or five kilograms if the family is eligible. We have
left the total flexibility. The technology ensures that whatever is to be given,
that much they take in a month. 1 think, this is a Scheme which has universally
found a lot of blessings of the people of India for all of us. After all, the whole
country is working towards collective effort to improve the lives of our people. |
think, the Prime Minister’s single-minded focus on the poor of the country, on
the people who have been marginalised over several years, and on the

marginalised sections of the society is now yielding very good results in terms
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of the successful implementation for the beneficiaries without any

DR. RAJDEEP ROY : | thank the hon. Minister of Railways, Shri Ashwini
Vaishnaw for his answer which is satisfactory but my thirst is still not quenched
enough being a student of evidence based medicine.

Recently, the whole world’s attention was diverted to a photograph
wherein our Prime Minister, Shri Narendra Modiji was having a meal with his
mother. What caught my attention other than the mother and son bonhomie
was the fact that they were having food in copper utensils. | checked it back
with the photograph of 2019 also. During that time also, he was having food in
those copper utensils. So, what | would like to say is this. When it has been
almost proved that copper has got antimicrobial and antiviral properties, can
we undertake a proposal of converting all the railway surfaces which are prone
to be hand touched like handles, door knobs, etc. to something which is laden
with copper? Keeping in mind the safety of the passengers, we can undertake
such measures.

My second point is, you have allocated Rs. 1000 crore for

redevelopment project in this Budget. So, | would like to ask whether we can
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consider anything in this redevelopment package so that we can develop

copper to be used in a better way in railway coaches.

SHRI HIBI EDEN : Sir, there is a lot of concern and ambiguity regarding the K-
Rail (Silver Line) Project initiated by the Kerala Government. Is the
Government of India aware about the environmental impact, economical
impact, and social impact of this particular project? The Left Government in
Kerala has totally failed in gaining the confidence of the local populace
regarding the K-Rail (Silver Line) Project.

After 2018, Kerala has become a flood-prone State. We have very well
understood that. So, when you give an answer, it is clearly told that you have
given in-principle sanction, and the final project is not sanctioned, which will
depend upon the techno-economic viability. In a State like Kerala which is
thickly and densely populated, how can we mobilise these resources? What is
the environmental impact of this particular project? How can we take this
project forward?

The Government of Kerala is hiding a lot of things. The Detailed Project
Report was released after constant interventions by many of the Members of
the Legislative Assembly. My colleague, Shri Anwar Sadat, MLA had to give a
breach of privilege notice in the Kerala Legislative Assembly in order to get the
Detailed Project Report. So, Sir, when you sanction this project, kindly
understand the environmental impact, financial feasibility of this project and

then take a decision on this particular project.
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SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, | will reply in English. Sir, the Silver Line
Project in Kerala is a very sensitive project. Yesterday, during the discussion
on the Demands for Grants also, the hon. MPs from Kerala had expressed
very emotional views about this project and there were views from almost all
sections of the Opposition. This is a 530-kilometre project which has about 88
kilometres viaduct and 36 kilometres tunnel. It is a standard gauge line. So,
there is no interoperability. That means, a train, which goes on the normal
Indian railway network, cannot really use this line.

The concerns about environmental issues are real concerns. They are
genuine concerns. If it is implemented in the way the project is currently
designed, we do not really understand what will be the environmental impact
on the State. That is the reality. As far as Indian Railways is concerned, we
have very clearly said that the project’s final sanction will depend upon the
detailed techno-economic feasibility. We have to see whether the technology is
okay or not; whether the soil conditions are okay or not because when | met
Metro man, Mr. Sreedharan, he explained that the existing tracks in Kerala are
still sinking every year, which basically means that there are lots of issues on
the technical side also.

On financial feasibility, the cost which is estimated is definitely an
underestimate. So, we need to carefully look into all these things, then only
something can come out. This is a very complex issue. | would like that this

should be handled in a very systematic manner.
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SHRI HIBI EDEN : | would like to thank the hon. Minister for this clarity on the

issue.

Sir, my supplementary question is that when we want to build a drainage
out of the track, which is not owned by the Indian Railways, we need to go to
the Southern Railway, the Chennai office, to get a sanction for it. Here, in this
project, a lot of land is to be taken over from the Indian Railways. But the State
Government is laying foundation stone of this project across Kerala. There has
been a huge resentment amongst the people on this issue. If the ‘in principle’
approval is not given, and if the project is not sanctioned yet, how can the
State Government go ahead with the stone laying functions? How can the
survey be done in this manner when local resentment is there? Is the
Government of India trying to intervene in such a situation in this particular
matter?

SHRI ASHWINI VAISHNAW: Sir, the hon. Member has asked a question
which is squarely related to the State Government’s conduct. | would not like to
comment on that. As far as we are concerned, the process is very straight
forward. The in principle approval basically means that you can go ahead, start
working on understanding what you need to do to complete that project. That
basically means, feasibility studies, surveys, preparation of a Detailed Project
Report (DPR), etc. But preparing a DPR does not mean that the land is given
by Indian Railways to that project. That is very clear, and that is the stated

position. There is nothing new about it.
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If the State Government is going ahead with land acquisition, please
take it up with the State Government.

SHRI BENNY BEHANAN: | would thank the hon. Minister for understanding
the feelings and emotions of the Kerala people. But still without sanctioning of
the project, the Kerala Government is trying to implement the scheme.

Now, the most significant problem which Kerala faces today is the
question whether we need K-Rail project in Kerala. That is the biggest
problem. The entire proposal is without considering any of the critical
ecological and geographical stature of Kerala where the population density is
very high and about 44 rivers criss-cross from East to West in the State.

This small State stretches on the Malabar coast like a line in hardly 600
kilometres with a width of about 30 to 120 kilometres. If the K-Rail project is
implemented, it will divide the State overlooking its geographical position and
enhance the wvulnerability of natural disasters such as floods and heavy
landslides which are often occurring. Therefore, | would request the
Government not to sanction the K-Rail project.

| have one more supplementary question which is with regard to
increasing the speed of existing trains. If you look at the revenue from the
passenger trains, Kerala may be the highest amongst the Southern Railways.
But the railway infrastructure in Kerala is very poor. We do not have fully
automatic system there. We do not have double lines there, and because of

the natural geographical landscape, there are many other limitations.

SHRIMATI CHINTA ANURADHA: Can the hon. Minister clarify whether any
proposals for creation of Exclusive Mining Zones have been accepted and
cleared by the Government? If yes, please provide the details of the same, and
if not, does the government propose to establish any Exclusive Mining Zones
in the coming years in accordance with the National Mineral Policy?

SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Normally, mining blocks are identified by the
Geological Survey of India. After the blocks are identified by the Geological
Survey of India, the report will be handed over to the State Governments and
the State Governments will decide whether to auction it, at what level it has to
be auctioned, etc. We have now allowed auction even at the G3 level, G4
level. It is up to the State Governments to decide based on the reports of the
GSI or any other body. But at present we are having GSI reports only and we
submit it to the State Governments. The States will decide when to auction it
and on what condition it has to auction them. We have given a very clear
guideline that it should be done in the most transparent manner.

SHRI BELLANA CHANDRA SEKHAR: The National Mineral Policy, 2019
pertaining to non-coal and non-fuel minerals has laid down a target of
increasing the production of major minerals by 200 per cent in seven years.
Can the hon. Minister state how much of this target has India achieved in the

last three years?
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SHRI PRALHAD JOSHI: Sir, it is a continuous process. Now, it has
considerably increased. Though his question is not directly related to the main
Question, but | can say that in the last five years, a total of 145 mineral blocks
have so far been auctioned. In the current year itself, after the amendment to
MMDR Act in 2021, in just one year, 95 NITs have been issued, and only in
this year, 37 blocks have been auctioned. These all have been added to the
production of the minerals in the country.

| would like to share some interesting figures. By introducing some new

reforms in the mining sector pro-actively the State of Odisha has increased its
revenue from Rs. 13,900 crore to Rs. 41,000 crore as on today. Many States
are using it. | urge upon all the States to pro-actively take up the blocks and
auction it. The production, in revenue terms, has also increased from Rs.
53,000 to Rs. 78,000 crore last year.
DR. M.K. VISHNU PRASAD: | really appreciate that the Government is looking
at revising the royalty rates. At the same time, in my State of Tamil Nadu, the
people who gave the land for Neyveli Lignite Corporation have not got the jobs.
Around 430 families are still jobless. Will the Government consider giving them
jobs?

SHRI LAVU SRI KRISHNA DEVARAYALU (NARASARAOPET): Thank you,
hon. Speaker, Sir.

Sir, Piduguralla, which is in Palnadu area located on Guntur-Hyderabad
Highway, is popularly known as the Lime City as it is the hub of the limestone
industry. Since 1995, the industry has been facing a lot of crisis. But due to
pandemic and also due to the recent Ukraine crisis, this whole issue has been
blown out of proportion.

A tonne of coal used to cost Rs. 11,200 but now, the cost has increased
to almost Rs. 14,700. In 2020, the cost of petcock was just around Rs. 8,500
per tonne.

Now, it has shot up to almost Rs. 18,500 per tonne. The availability of
coal and pet coke has also become a major issue. According to the
manufacturers, they are losing around Rs. 400-500 per tonne in the
manufacture of lime powder.

So, respected Sir, through you, | would request the Minister of Coal to
either allocate coal or subsidise coal for the local manufacturers in Piduguralla
so that they will also become competitive across the country. This is also a
part of Atmanirbhar Bharat. So, | hope the Minister will take this in a positive

way.

SHRI S. RAMALINGAM (MAYILADUTHURAI): Sir, the textile and handloom
industry in India is the second largest manufacturing industry which is
presently undergoing huge financial stress and closing all its operations mainly
due to tax burden. In addition to COVID distress, the Government has notified
an increase in GST on natural fibre products including apparels from five per
cent to 12 per cent which might affect the textiles and manufacturing units to a
large extent. Due to above mentioned reasons, the textile exports comprising
textile, apparel and handicraft have been affected badly. The present
unsustainable price rise of cotton yarn has sabotaged the textile industry and
affected the livelihood of thousands of workers. Additionally, the Union
Government has brought the levy of five per cent custom duty and five percent
agricultural infrastructure development cess and ten per cent social welfare
cess both totalling eleven per cent on the cotton imports which have an
unprecedented impact on the cotton price.

Thus, | would request the Union Government to keep the GST rate low
and temporarily suspend eleven per cent import duty on cotton yarn for certain
time period and take relevant policy decisions to safeguard the interest of
workers.

Kindly extend the subsidy of five per cent which can save millions of
small-scale workers.

Kindly take some relevant measures to revive the MSME sector and

allow them to participate in the procurement process.
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| humbly request the hon. Minister to take necessary intervention to
control the rising price of cotton yarn.

SHRI KARADI SANGANNA AMARAPPA (KOPPAL): Sir, even though | have

raised this matter yesterday, | would like to say a few words about it now.

| would like to thank Shri Narendra Modi ji, hon. Prime Minister and Shri
Ashwini Vaishnav ji, hon. Minister of Railways for their keen personal interest
in various developmental work in my parliamentary constituency, Koppal in
Karnataka.

My constituency, Koppal, comes under Article 371(j) and is a backward
district with over 18 large, six medium and over thousand small scale
industries apart from about 150 rice mills. In 2021, the Government approved
the toys manufacturing cluster which is coming up in an area of over 400 acres

of land.
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My constituency is surrounded by tourist as well as pilgrimage places
which attracts tourists and devotees from nearby and far off places including
tourists from abroad. Anjanadri Hills is a revered place which is believed to be
the birth place of Lord Hanuman. The World Heritage Site for Happiness is a
tourist as well as pilgrimage Centre which is situated in my constituency. Due
to influx of tourists and pilgrims, the available facilities are insufficient causing
inconvenience and discomfort.

Through you Sir, | would request the hon. Minister of Railways for
upgrading the railway station at Gangavathi in Koppal with various facilities for
the comfort of the visiting tourists and pilgrims which in turn will result in
increasing the number of visitors and development of locally available trade
and commerce. This would be highly appreciated.
| would also request for the following:

1. New 35 kilometre length railway line from Gangavathi to Daroji (It is
very essential for trade and commerce purpose)
2. Restart of Kolapur-Hyderabad Express (Train No. 11303/11304 and

Hubli-Tirupati Train No. 57273/57274)

3. Two new BG projects have to be completed within March, 2024, namely

Gadag-Wadi and Munirabad to Mahabubnagar.

4. Start new trains between Ayodhya to Kishkinda, Gangavathi and Hubli to

Bidar via Bellary under Vande Bharat Scheme.

SHRI PRADYUT BORDOLOI (NAWGONG): Sir, | am very constrained to

point out and regret to say that due to the apathy, indifference and inaptitude of
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the Ministry of Jal Shakti, a State like Assam has been continuously suffering
as they have not been able to perceive the problem of flood and erosion in
totality.

We have been trying to raise this problem again and again for the last
couple of years. Almost 40 per cent of the land area of Assam is flood prone.
Flood comes and goes away. But the phenomenon which affects Assam is
river erosion and that problem of erosion has not been addressed. Assam has
lost 4.4 lakh hectares of land to erosion. That is why, we have been trying to
draw the attention of the Minister of Jal Shakti and we have been requesting
them to address this problem in totality.

We have some suggestions to them. | will just read out those
suggestions.

1. Including erosion in the admissible list of calamities for
Government assistance under the National Disaster Response
Force (NDRF)

2. Adding flood control and management including anti-erosion
schemes to the Concurrent List.

3. Reactivate the model draft Bill for flood plain zoning and provide
financial assistance especially to populous States to enact the
same to facilitate compensation and provisioning of alternative
lands to those displaced.

These problems have to be addressed and this is our earnest request.

ADOOR PRAKASH (ATTINGAL): Sir, | want to seek the immediate
attention of the Government on detention of Indian fishermen in Indonesia and
Seychelles.

Indonesian authorities have detained eight Indian fishermen on 7"
March, 2022 for crossing the sea border. These fishermen went to the sea
from Andaman and Nicobar Islands. Their boat crossed the sea border due to
strong winds and they were held by the Indonesian authorities for legal
proceedings. Three fishermen belong to my Constituency in Kerala and five
are from Tamil Nadu.

In another two incidents, the Seychelles Coast Guard has detained 58
fishermen on charges of crossing their territorial water border. The arrested
fishermen were in two boats and they belong to Kerala and Tamil Nadu.

Sir, | request for an immediate intervention of the Government for
release and repatriation of the fishermen detained in Indonesia and

Seychelles.

SHRI KUNAR HEMBRAM (JHARGRAM): Thank you, Speaker Sir, for giving
me the opportunity to raise a matter of urgent public importance of my
Constituency.

Sir, in Jhargram district, there is only one Aadhaar Facilitation Centre at
Jhargram Head Post Office in West Bengal. Earlier, there were two counters in

operation for new enrolment, corrections etc. in Aadhaar card.
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Presently, only one counter is in operation for enrolment and correction.,
The common people are facing enormous trouble for enrolment or necessary
correction due to the closing of the other counter. It is taking more than five to
six months for enrolment or correction in Aadhaar card. It is also mentioned
that the pre-formalities for Aadhaar card are being done in a temporarily-
placed table under the staircase.

Therefore, it is my humble request to the concerned hon. Minister,
through you, to kindly set up five or more counters functional at Aadhaar
Facilitation Centre at Jhargram Head Post Office and allot a dedicated room
with ample space so that the common people are able to get themselves
enrolled or make necessary corrections in Aadhaar card smoothly. Thank you.

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SHRI RAM MOHAN NAIDU KINJARAPU (SRIKAKULAM): Thank you, hon.
Chairman, Sir, for giving me this opportunity to speak during ‘zero hour’. This
is a State issue, Sir. Our hon. Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, before the
2019 elections, has promised the people of Andhra Pradesh that there is going
to be a total ban on the sale of liquor in the State. But after becoming the
Chief Minister, ban on sale has not happened. On the contrary, what is
happening, right now, is that the Andhra Pradesh State Government itself is
doing business of liquor. Cheap liquor brands have been created by the
cronies of the Ruling Party of Andhra Pradesh. Due to this, the prices of liquor
have increased exponentially. It has also led to the creation of liquor mafia
and black marketing of liquor in the State of Andhra Pradesh. This has also
led to severe adulteration of liquor.

As a consequence, the consumption of illicit liquor has risen alongside
consumption of dangerous substitutes to liquor including hand sanitizers and
other products. What is interesting here is that the Government which says
that it is going to ban the total sale of liquor is earning Rs. 16,500 crore just by
the sale of liquor. The most important thing is that recently because of the
consumption of spurious liquor 18 people have died in Jangareddygudem in
West Godavari District. This is how serious this issue is. Our hon. leader, Nara
Chandrababu Naidu garu visited the victims’ families and spoke to the doctors.
The doctors are suggesting that this number could rise in the coming days

also. So, itis not going to end here.

SHRI C.N. ANNADURAI (TIRUVANNAMALAI): Hon. Chairperson, Sir, | would
like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister of Chemicals and Fertilizers
towards the severe shortage, rampant hoardings and black-marketing of

fertilizers throughout the country, especially in Tamil Nadu. The farmers are
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running from pillar to post and the productivity of various crops is declining.
Since the present Government aims at doubling the income of the farmers, it is
necessary that the Government must take, on priority basis, suitable action to
ensure continued supply of fertilizers at subsidized rate.

SHRIMATI SARMISTHA SETHI (JAJPUR): Sir, paragraph 4.7 and paragraph
4.10 of the MPLADS Guidelines clearly state that the balance of MPLAD funds
left by the predecessor MP of Lok Sabha would be passed on to the successor
MP. Further, the works of MPLAD shall be completed within 18 months from
the date of dissolution of Lok Sabha.

In my constituency, that is, Jajpur in the State of Odisha, the MPLAD
account of my predecessor is yet to be closed despite lapse of timeline due to
non-receipt of full amount from the Government of India, and the works
recommended by my predecessor could not be completed as work orders
were not released due to non-availability of funds.

When MPLADS was suspended for the financial years 2020-21 and
2021-22, | requested the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation
to issue clarification in this regard and release the funds so that the amount,
including the interest accrued in my predecessor’s account, can be utilized for
the developmental activities of my constituency. But | am yet to get any
response from the Ministry.

| humbly request the hon. Minister, through you, Sir, to look into the
matter and issue necessary clarifications and instruction to the authorities

concerned to release the funds accordingly.
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SHRI KARTI P. CHIDAMBARAM (SIVAGANGA): Sir, technology creates new
opportunities. Today we have something called the ‘gig economy’. A gig
worker is somebody who has a non-traditional relationship between him and
the employer because of technology. In India, there are 15 million workers in
the gig economy and it is bound to grow to 25 million and, perhaps, 100 million
in the long-term.

There are companies which are valued in billions, which operate in this
gig economy. The companies like Swiggy, Dunzo, Zomato, Uber, Ola are all
valued in billions of dollars. Their valuation is based on a principle called ‘TAT’,
that is, turn around time — the shorter the turn around time of them in providing
the service, the greater the valuation is. So, we have delivery companies which
promise delivery of either food or groceries or any product within 10 to 30
minutes.

This delivery is done by workers who are not employees of the
company. They drive their personal two-wheelers but do a commercial delivery
carrying a huge weight in their carrier or in pillion seat. But there is no
protection for these workers. There is no classification whether these vehicles
are meant for commercial delivery. The insurance companies refuse to give
them compensation if there is an accident.

There have been accidents where there have been fatalities. In Zomato,
a person called Salil Tripathi died while making a delivery. So, these delivery

companies need to be regulated. They cannot have this unrealistic and
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unreasonable delivery time, which is putting the life of these people in great
peril.

| urge upon the Government to come up with some guidelines with
regard to protection for all the workers in the gig economy. Thank you.
SHRI B. MANICKAM TAGORE (VIRUDHUNAGAR): Thank you, Chairman,
Sir. Tamil Nadu has always been a State which is very peaceful. We celebrate
communal harmony and faith. But for the past few years, a new kind of politics
called, ‘dead body politics’ has started in Tamil Nadu. Particularly, there is a
retired IPS officer, who has come there from Karnataka, whose work is to
create tensions in each incident of death of a young kid who commits suicide.

SHRI SHYAM SINGH YADAYV (JAUNPUR): | draw the kind attention of Union
Minister of Health and Family Affairs towards the following issues pertaining to
the establishment of Medical College in Jaunpur, Uttar Pradesh.

(NMC). Alleged Non-payment of wages of construction workers is also a issue
due to which the construction work is getting delayed. | request the Hon'ble
Minister to please look into the issues as mentioned above and taken

necessary measures at the earliest.
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(xxiii) Regarding filling up of vacancies in Kendriya Vidyalayas Schools
in Tamil Nadu

SHRI P. RAVINDHRANATH (THENI): | urge upon the Government to ensure
necessary action for filling up the vacancies of Principals, Teachers and Non-
Teaching staff in Kendriya Vidyalaya in Tamil Nadu. As per the data on 1st
February 2022, the vacancies in Tamil Nadu is that of 58 Principals, Vice
Principals and Head-Masters taken together, 139 Post Graduate Teachers,
471 Trained Graduate Teachers and 575 Primary Teachers, apart from the
vacancies of several non-teaching staff. Also, while it is recommended that
schools should not be having more than 10-15% temporary teaching staff,
several schools in Tamil Nadu are largely depending upon the contractual
teaching staff. Teachers play a pivotal role in promoting student learning and
their competency greatly depends on a combination of teaching ability, their
motivation, morale and their preparation to teach. However, lack of continuity
in academic works with respect to contractual teachers is found to be causing
potentially serious impact on the quality of education in the state, especially in
the primary classes. Therefore, | would like to urge the government to review
the vacancies and take immediate action for filling up of these vacancies in the

Kendriya Vidyalayas in Tamil Nadu.

But having
said all, | must say that the scene and glory that was earlier enjoyed by the
Railways itself is a little bit battered away whether it is admitted by the Minister

the Lok Sabha on 1 February, 2022. The total budgetary estimate amounts to

Rs. 39,44,909 crore out of which Rs. 1,40,367 crore have been allocated to the
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Ministry of Railways which comes to merely 3.6 per cent of the total budget
allocation.

Here, it has been suggested that the CapEx Fund should be increased. |
think, there is no dispute about the intention and objective of the hike in CapEx
Fund. But the problem is how the Railways will be able to mop up the
resources to provide the fund in order to build the requisite infrastructure that
has been proposed in the Railway Budget. Yes, in the Railway Budget CapEx
fund has been worked out to be 14 per cent higher than the Budget Estimate of
2021-22. The hon. Minister must acknowledge the fact that the Railways has
been relying upon the unbridled borrowings because your internal resources
have been declining.

It has been observed by the Standing Committee concerned. Your
budgetary resources are not adequate in order to meet the requisite fund that
has been sought for. You are gradually relying upon borrowings which may
come under Extra-Budgetary Resources. Naturally, it raises a very serious
question about the financial health of the Railways.

You have also mentioned about the operating ratio of the Railways. The
operating ratio of the Railways in 2021-22 was 94.54 per cent and in 2022-23 it
is 98.95 per cent, more or less, 99 per cent. But again, in this year's Budget
you have suggested the operating ratio to be 96.95 per cent. It clearly indicates
a fluctuation in the operating ratio. | can say that it may further increase if you

take into account your other expenditures incurred by the Railways with regard
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to pension and other expenses. So, it is a very dismal situation so far as the
operating ratio is concerned.

Sir, it is true that the Railways should be run with a view to earning
profits in order to sustain this mode of transport. We are all very much
enamoured or fascinated by this mode of transport, namely, the railways or
trains. "Train’ is a small word which moves through a larger one, which is often
called the microcosm of India. It is a nation within a nation. This kind of a great
institution should be seen as an engine of growth and development and to that
end, there should not be any dearth of funds in the Railway Budget. There is
no dispute about it.

It is astonishing to note that each and every year, Indian Railways cater
to the service of the people and the number of commuters who ply in rail is
more than the commuters by rail of all the other countries in the world taken
together. It is not a mean achievement. But the fact is that this achievement
has been attained due to hundred years of endeavour. That should not be
forgotten. Initially, rail was run on steam engines; then we brought in diesel
and finally now it runs on electric engines. There is a continuous process of
evolution in the growth of the Indian Railways.

But the fact is, since the initial days of our Independence, we have never
made any qualm on rendering the social commitments to the people of our
country. That is why, Railways should not be treated exclusively as a

commercial entity. Rather we should bear in mind that Railways is destined to
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serve the social commitments specially in view of the people of our country at
large.

Here, | would like to draw the attention of the hon. Minister that in order
to contain the spread of COVID-19 virus and to minimise the travel related
reach to elderly citizens, Indian Railways withdrew the concessions available
to senior citizens on unreserved and reserved railway tickets from 20" March,
2020 onwards. As per the Ministry of Railways, this step was taken to
discourage them from making non-essential journeys. Concessions have
continued for four categories of divyangjan, eleven categories of patients and
students. Before the pandemic, the Indian Railways used to provide
concession to more than 50 categories of passengers. These include certain
categories of divyangjan passengers, senior citizens, freedom fighters, and
sportspersons. Further, the Indian Railways provides concession to railway
employees by way of privilege passes, privilege ticket orders, and
complimentary passes. The concession varies from ten to 100 per cent of the
fare depending on the category of passengers.

May | know whether the regime of concession has been restricted or has
been restored to the pre-COVID-19 situation? | simply want to know it from our
hon. Minister of Railways.

Recovery of traffic in 2021-22 is very vague and experts are of the view
that the rate of growth of passengers may not match with the growth recovery

at least in the short term. | mean at least in the short term. Here also, | would
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like to mention that there has been an exorbitant rise in the rail fare post-
COVID-19.

| will give you an example. During pre-COVID-19, the cost of a 3AC
ticket from Delhi to Howrah by Rajdhani Express was Rs. 2700 which included
one snacks, one dinner, one breakfast, and the cost of the bed roll. Today, the
same ticket costs Rs. 2700 which does not include the cost of meals. The
meal cost has to be paid separately which costs Rs. 400 for 3AC and 2AC.
So, the effective cost of the journey is now Rs. 3100.

It means an increase of 17 per cent. So, you are in a better position to
make yourself acquainted with the present status of the railways and also, you
are going to provide other concessions which had been enjoyed for long by the
people of our country.

Sir, may | also draw the attention of the Minister that a number of
eminent Members have raised the issue of recruitment. My simple reaction is,
| do not have any dispute on the objectives of the Ministry but the fact is, in the
history of independent India, have you ever seen this kind of a chaotic
situation? | am simply asking you this question. This kind of a chaotic
situation or this kind of a confusion was never witnessed which resulted
injuring many students by police excesses, irreversibly damaging their career
prospects. Students of Bihar and Uttar Pradesh bore the brunt of such
excesses. May | simply put my query? This kind of an unsavoury situation
could have been averted had the Railways taken any pre-emptive measure.

This must be explained by the hon. Minister.
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You have made a very succulent statement in the wake of the chaos but
before that time, everything had occurred.

You promised some commissions, some enquiries etc., etc. | do not
know how many preventive measures you are going to take in the wake of
such kind of a mismanagement. | think it is a mismanagement; it is a gross
failure; it is a severe deficiency of the Railways. You must admit it.

Sir, | also like to flag the attention of the hon. Minister to one thing also.

Sir, according the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation,
as many as 141 out of 285 projects under the Railways, that is, nearly 50 per
cent, are under the delayed category. The Infrastructure and Project
Monitoring Division, in its report, has also highlighted the fact that projects
agencies are not reporting revised cost estimates and commissioning
schedules for many projects, which suggest that time and cost overrun figures
are underreported.

Secondly, | would like to draw the attention of the House to the latest
report of National Crime Records bureau which states that more than 13,000

train accidents across the country have killed nearly 12,000 railway
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passengers in 2020. It means that on average, 32 people lost their lives
everyday in these accidents in 2020.

It is equally important to note that these are the statistics for a period
when 45 per cent of the passenger trains in the country were not being
operated due to the coronavirus pandemic. The Government should pay due
attention to this fact and should ensure that the announcements that have
been made for ascertaining safety and security, be it in the form of Kavach or
otherwise, are actually capable of averting train accidents and saving the
precious lives of our people.

RYHAT dradr "6;| A number of sanctioned projects in the Eastern Railway have
been pending due to land acquisition issues in West Bengal. The first one is,
Azimganj-Nasirpur railway bridge. Then, only 60 per cent work has been
completed in ROB No. 131 at Chunapur, Berhampore. The work for
Panchanantala, Berhampore ROB No. 132 has been sanctioned, but there is

no progress in this project. RUB No. 111 at Beldanga has been sanctioned, but
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again there is no progress. Works have been sanctioned for a number of low-
cost RUBs in Salar to Azimganj line under Howrah Division, but no work is
visible there. Similarly, there is no progress with regard to the railway lines
from Dhubulia to Charatola, Chopra to Islampur, Bongaon to Swarupnagar,
and Krishna Nagar to Nabadwip Dham. Then, one MRI machine is required in
B.R. Singh Railway Hospital at Kolkata. This demand has been placed long
back, but this has not materialised so far. Proper supply of medicines instead

of generic medicines in railway hospitals is very essential.

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"DR. KALANIDHI VEERASWAMY (CHENNAI NORTH): Railway is an
important life line for both passenger and cargo movement in a country with
the second highest population. Indian Railways has a vast network and is the
organization with the highest number of employees in the country.

It is laudable that the Government has done a lot of capital expenditure
for the development of rail network, but there is greater expectation from the
people to handle the ever-increasing population and newer regions being
developed.

It is sad to note that the Government is planning on privatization of some
sectors, especially the ones which are profitable. Though Railways is a
commercial undertaking of the Government of India, not all ventures should be
seen only from the commercial viewpoint. Lakhs of people benefit from the
subsidized rates offered by Indian Railways. Hence, it is only natural that there
is bound to be a loss in passenger traffic, but this can be compensated by
freight trains to offset the losses. Privatization of Railways will lead to
unscrupulous increase in passenger fares which will affect crores of people. In
a country with a very high population under the BPL category, privatization will
deprive them of a cheap mode of transport.

It is also worth noting that the Government had proposed to import train
coaches from Europe despite the fact that ICF, Chennai had developed such

coaches at a much cheaper cost and successfully operating Vandhe

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Bharat/Train 18 between Gujarat and Delhi. With the hon. Prime Minister
pushing for Atmanirbhar, it was shocking to see this effort to deny local
production of these coaches. Finally, sense prevailed and the decision to
import coaches was abandoned and ICF, Chennai was permitted to continue
manufacturing the said coaches. | only hope that this situation is not subverted
in future.

There are irregularities in Railway Recruitment Boards which need the
urgent attention of the hon. Railway Minister. It is shocking to note that in
recruitments from RRB, Chennai, the number of locals is less than 10 per cent
and most of the employees are recruited from Northern States. The other issue
is that the cut-off marks put on websites of RRBs reveal a shocking practice.
The cut-off mark for the Unreserved Category is lower than that of the
Reserved Category (SC/ST/OBC).

The 3rd phase upgrade of Kochuveli Railway Terminal is getting delayed
due to fund shortage. Sufficient fund should be provided for completion of this
project.

There are 10 railway stations under Attingal Parliament constituency. All
these stations need to improve the physical conditions for the convenience of
the passengers and the public. Indian Railway Stations Development
Corporation (IRSDC) had proposed Varkala Sivagiri Railway station in my
Constituency to develop it as a world class station. A master plan of Rs.600
crore has been prepared by RITES for the same. But no progress has
happened on this project. | would request the Government to consider the

development of this station on top priority.

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The demand for construction of over bridges at Edava (LCNo.555),
Janatha Mukku(LC No.557) and Punnamoodu (LC No0.558) and the
construction of Varkala Sivagiri Railway Station (Maithanam) foot over bridge
had been raised on many occasions but no action has been taken yet.

Consider the demand for allowing stoppage for more trains at various
stations under Attingal Constituency. This demand has been raised and noted
in the last meeting of Southern Railway GM with Members of Parliament in
Thiruvananthapuram. Request in this regard has been submitted to the hon.
Railway Minister also.

Sivagiri where the great saint and social reformer Sreenarayana Guru
lived and set Sarada mutt for ascetic teaching attracts more than 20 lakhs
pilgrims a year. Introduction of a train connecting famous pilgrim centres
Varkala Sivagiri and Varanasi would be convenient for pilgrims across the
country. A new train service connecting these two pilgrim centres should be
considered.

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"SHRI G. SELVAM (KANCHEEPURAM): All the stations belong to the
Kanchipuram constituency, should be provided with proper and safety 2-
wheeler parking sheds/ stands with shelter, which is mandatory for the daily
passengers to keep their vehicles safe. Waiting rooms with Clean and Hygienic
rest rooms must be provided for the elderly people and for the physically
challenged persons in all the stations in Kanchipuram constituency. Drinking
water facilities should be provided in all the stations for the passenger's usage.
Between Kanchipuram and Guindy via sunguvarchathiram, sriperumbudhur
and poonamalli, Tamilnadu. Between Sriperumbuthur and Mamallapuram via

Oragadam, Singaperumal koil and Chengalpet, Tamilnadu.

Even though we have a railway line between Kanchipuram and Guindy
via chengalpet junction, people going for a work, education, business, etc. in
this sunguvarchathiram, sriperumbudhur and poonamalli to Chennai areas are
suffered a lot because of the insufficient transportation problems, since there
are no railway line facilities in this route till now. Since most of the leading
educational institutions, sip cots, and companies are situated in the above said
region, it is very much useful for the Kanchipuram and the surrounding area
people for their daily travel around these areas in economical and also in time
saving modes.

Also, there is no railway line Between Sriperumbuthur and Chengalpet

area, where a greater number of leading companies are located (ORAGADAM,

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SINGAPERUMAL KOIL, ETC... are situated) within this region. A greater
number of People from the surrounding areas and also even from Chennai are
also coming for a job in these companies. They are facing lot of difficulties and
traffic issues, when they travel in these routes. And also, it is very much useful
for the companies to transfer their goods and the products through railway
transport.

The railway level crossing gate LC No0.60, near Ottivakkam railway
station is already consist of a subway which is very much interference to the
daily routine life of the surrounding village people. In rainy seasons, the
subway is filled by the rain water, which doesn't drain properly. Because of this
subway Stinking and sewer blockage, diseases were spread by the small
livings, killed by the water blocks and the subway cannot be used by the
people for their daily routine through this railway crossing. Hence immediate
action should be taken, to close the subway and setting the new flyover bridge
on this LC No.60 level crossing.

In my Kanchipuram Constituency, the construction of the following
flyover bridges is in progress for a long period. Hence provide the necessary
order to accelerate the work for the completion of these flyover bridges soon.
The FLYOVER BRIDGES required to be complete are, KANCHIPURAM
WEST RAILWAY STATION- PONNERI KARAI FLYOVER BRIDGE,
SRIPERUMBUDHUR - SINGAPERUMAL KOIL FLYOVER BRIDGE, P V
KALATHUR- INCOMPLETE FLYOVER BRIDGE (WITHOUT UP & DOWN

STAIRCASES)
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The railway level crossing gate LC No.45, near Maraimalai nagar railway
station is very much interference to the daily routine life of the general people
and the surrounding village people, since it is closed by more than 160 times a
day, and the time taken to open the gate for each time is around 30 minutes.
Daily, in peak hours (morning & evening) the office goers, school students and
daily wages workers are suffered a lot by this and are in a bad situation to wait
for a long time to cross this railway crossing, which is surrounded by lot of
schools, hospitals, educational institutions, companies, etc.,Hence, give the
suitable order to setting up the flyover bridge or subway crossing on this LC
No.45 level crossing.

Maduranthakam is a town and a Il Grade Municipality in Kanchipuram
district, Tamilnadu. It comprises of 3 to 4 lakhs of population in it. On this, more
than 10% of people comprising of school and college students, office goers,
business people, etc. are travelling up and down from maduranthakam to
Chennai, daily. Due to the non-availability of the trains in maduranthakam
junction, these people are facing lots of troubles in peak hours. Hence, kindly
issue suitable instructions for the arrangement of unit trains between Chennai
and Maduranthakam junction, and also give the order to stop the following

express trains in Maduranthakamjunction at peak hours.

The Tirumalpur daily passenger train's running between tirumalpur and
Chennai beach via kanchipuram is having a limited number of lady's
compartments in it. But the number of women passengers travelling from
kanchipuram to Chennai is very high compared to the seats allotted in the
lady's compartment. Because of an insufficient number of seats, the women
passengers are facing a lot of difficulties in their daily travel. In addition, the
seats in these compartments are making them feel pain and discomfort, since
it doesn't have any cushion stuff in it. Kindly issue suitable instructions, for
increasing the number of ladies' compartments in tirumalpur to chennai trains
(or) make the arrangements for the ladies' special trains in this route. Also
provide the Hassle-free journey for the women passengers by providing,
comfortable cushion seats.

| would request you to give the major priority for this issue and provide
the suitable order to accelerate this 3rd railway track setting up work in
between TAMBARAM and CHENGALPET junctions, which is very much useful
for the people to use railway services without interferences and delays in their
daily routines and also mandatory for improving the quality of railway services.

Even though we have a railway line between Kanchipuram and
chengalpet junction, via walajabad the Kithiripettai and Keelottivakkam village

local area peoples going for a work, education, business, etc... in this route the
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area living peoples are suffered a lot because of the insufficient safety of the
railway level crossing, since there are no railway gate facilities in this area till
now.

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“SHRI D.K. SURESH (BANGALORE RURAL): Thank you for giving me an
opportunity to take part in the discussion of demands for grands under the
control of ministry of Railways. | appreciate the Govt for making a record
allocation of Rs 140367.13 crore in the Union Budget - Rs 20,311 crore more
than the revised figures of the previous fiscal.

The total allocation for Railways is Rs.2,45,800 Crore for this year. |
would like to draw the attention of the government that during the last three
years, the Budget Estimates are continuously being lowered at the time of
Revised Estimates. The actual expenditure is nowhere matched with the
reduced Revised Estimates levels. So, the financial performance of the Indian
Railways during the past three consecutive years shows that even the reduced
allocation at the RE stage could not be fully utilized.

On the other hand, the Government could not complete its targets for
various projects and works of Railways. For example, the works related to new
lines, doubling, gauge conversion, electrification were not achieved the
targeted levels till 31st December 2021.

As far as Railway Electrification is concerned, total 1,926 route Km have
been electrified up to 31st December 2021, against electrification of 1,903
route km in corresponding period of financial year of 2020-21.

"Railway is working for elimination of LCS (Manned) as much as

possible to improve safety and mobility. As on 01.04.2021, there were 19532

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manned level crossings, out of which 551 manned level crossings have been
eliminated up to January' 2022.

The Government has also failed to generate internal resources over the
past years. There has been a steady decline in the generation of internal
resources by the Railways e.g., in the year 2019-20, the actuals were only Rs.
1,685.09 crore i.e. 33% as against the RE of Rs. 5000 Crore. Similarly, in the
year 2021-22, the AE remained 1,422.95 crore against the RE of Rs.2,500
Crore. Therefore, | urge upon the government that the Railways should focus
more on spending the budgetary allocation and achieve its target. | hope at
least this year the government would intensify the efforts to optimally utilize the
budget allocation to the tune of Rs. 2,45,800 for the year 2022-23.

As far as the Operating Ratio is concerned, Operating Ratio of the Indian
Railways has been consistently high, i.e., above 97% since 2018-19. It has
been 97.29, 98.36, and 97.45 during the years 2018-19, 2019-20 and 202021
respectively. Further, for the year 2021-22, it has been revised to 98.93% from
96.15% of BE. For 2022-23, a target of 96.98% has been kept.

The completion of any Railway project(s) depends on various factors like
quick land acquisition by State Government, forest clearance by officials of
forest department etc. So, | want the government should take necessary steps
to get the clearance and complete the railways projects without any delay.

Another significant issue | would like to mention that the cost share by
State Government in cost sharing projects is concerned, the Union government

should reconsider that the cost of the project should not burden on the state
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governments. For example, in Karnataka the government has agreed to
provide land free of cost. So other cost share should be borne by the Union
Government or the share of the Karnataka should be minimized.

Indian Railway has developed its own indigenous Automatic Train
Protection System for enhancing safety of running trains. The system is known
as KAVACH. | hope this initiative would help in curbing the accidents and
ensure smooth running of trains.

For suburban rail projects in Bengaluru, the amount allocated is the
proposed outlay. In case the project does not start on ground, that amount
won’t be carried forward. There has been no improvement in railway budget
allocation for Karnataka: 4,458 crore has been allocated in 2-022-2023
compared to Rs. 4,468 crore in 2021-2022.

| would like to draw the attention of the government to laying of new
railway line between Hejjala-Chamarajanagar. As far as this railway line is
concerned, | raised this issue several times in the House. There are number of
representations given to the railway ministers. The State Governments also
sent their proposals. However, there is no adequate allocation made for this
project. This is very significant railway line to connect Chamarajanagar to
Bangalore. So, | urge upon the Union Government to look into this very
significant railway line to executive at the earliest.

On the Mysuru-Bengaluru section, many commuters, especially
students, garment workers, organized sector workers from Mandya,

Ramangara and Channapatna use the trains to reach their work spot in

Bengaluru. In the absence of adequate number of trains, these people now
spent up to 30 per cent of their earnings on commuting.

Another reason is that there is also huge demand for special trains from
Karnataka to north Indian States. Though additional services are being
introduced, the occupancy levels continue to remain high. These trains mainly
carry people from Uttar Pradesh and Bihar who are working in Mysuru-
Bengaluru region, or their family members. All of the trains had percentage
utilisation in excess of 100% with a majority of the passengers boarding the
trains from Bengaluru.

Mumbai-Delhi distance is 1377 km and the fastest train takes about 17
hours. Mumbai-Bengaluru distance is 1120 km and the fastest train takes
about 24 hours. There is a need to reduce the travel time between Bengaluru
and Mumbai from 24 hours to 18 hours.

There needs to be electrification and doubling done between Bengaluru
and Dhamavaram. There is a need to start a new train from Kalaburagi to

Bengaluru. With these words | conclude my speech thank you.

The Indian railways has envisaged the National Rail Plan for India -2030
to create a future ready railway system by 2030. For that, the allocation of Rs.
60,000 crore per annum for the next five years as Gross Budgetary Support for
capital expenditure stands justified. | wish to welcome here the allocation of
Rs. | crore as Gross Budgetary Support for 2022-23, which is a 1 7 per cent
upward change compared to the Budgetary Estimates of 2021-22, which will
further help in augmenting its infrastructure during the period 2021-51.

| would like to take this opportunity to thank our hon. Railway minister
and his predecessors Shri. Piyush Goyal and Shri Suresh Prabhu for their
exceptional support for getting long pending works expedited falling within my
Lok Sabha constituency that have been affecting the passengers as well as
the local residents for past several years.

Under the guidance of Hon. Prime Minister, the Hon. Railways Ministers
took cognizance of Rajkot as gateway to Saurashtra region due to which they

were extremely generous for sanctioning of Rs. 1002.39 Cr towards doubling
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of track with electrification of Rajkot Surendranagar section of 1 1 6.17 km and
which is nearing for completion and operational in due course. And sanctioning
a cost of Rs. 5.4 crore towards construction new pit line at Rajkot, so that it
could handle all sorts of maintenances of trains including Rajdhani.

The Hon. Railways Ministers were kind enough to consider the demand
of extension of train no. 12268 / 12267 Mumbai Central - Ahmedabad -
Mumbai Central Duroroto Express up to Rajkot, erection of escalators at
Rajkot.

Now | come to the issue of starting new direct trains from Rajkot to Delhi
and Mumbai which would cater to the entire Saurashtra (9 Lok Sabha
constituencies) having population of around 2.5 crore.

Due to lack of direct trains from Rajkot to Delhi, sometimes it is very
inconvenient for pilgrims at large visiting the historical Dwarka, Somnath
temples and Gir forests and as well as public representatives to reach Delhi to
attend meetings.

Hence, the Government should consider the demand of extension of
Swarna Jayanti Rajdhani New Delhi Ahmedabad express upon its arrival at
Ahmedabad, its services can be extended up to Rajkot as intercity express on
sidelines of Gatiman Express, the said extension would benefit entire
Saurashtra region and it could be considered as direct train.

| kindly draw your attention towards the ambition of the Government of
introducing as many as 400 indigenously built new generation Vande Bharat

Express Trains in the next three years, out of which through you sir, | humbly
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request the Hon. Minister to prioritise and allot few trains to Rajkot and
Saurashtra region.

Few demand of trains such as Ahmedabad - Dharbanga Sabarmati
Express, Ahmedabad - Varanasi Express, Ahmedabad - Patna express that
are idle lying for more than 22 hrs at Ahmedabad which could considered for
extension up to Rajkot are at abeyance, in spite of having ample time for
turnaround, paving way for stress free operation of Ahmedabad — Rajkot.

The operation of the above said trains up to Rajkot, which would not only
help the passengers from Rajkot & Saurashtra region to travel to Dharbanga,
Varanasi & Patna but also generate revenue to the railways.

Another important issue pending since long time of operating Train -
19565 Okha - Haridwar express train which is plying with 24 coaches bi-weekly
or tri weekly, of which operational feasibility has been submitted.

Morbi railway station, regardless ready to use broad gauge for providing
rail connectivity to Mumbai, Delhi or any northern states, has been neglected
and unutilised for past several years, only 2-3 DEMU trains are in daily
operation.

Whereas Morbi which provides employment to around 25-30 lakhs of
migrant work force from Bihar, Uttar Pradesh and Rajasthan ceramic
industries, watch, automobile, jewellery, food processing.

Due to which the business fraternity as well as migrant work force has
been suffering due to lack of train connectivity, they either have to travel by

road (2-3 hours) to Halvad, Wakaner or Rajkot to embark their journey by train.
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| am informed that, many times after 2-3 hours of road journey they could not
board the trains as the train charting done before 3 hrs of the departure.

Hence, | kindly request you to instruct the concerned authorities to
redirect the trains originating & terminating from Gandhidham / Kutch via Morbi
to Mumbai & others junctions.

Upon consideration of above request, those would be an additional
source of revenue to railways as well as means of travel to the habitants of
Morbi district.

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As you know that people have a lot of expectations from Railways, be it
electrification, stoppage, new trains, additional coaches, ROBs/RUBs, etc., and
Guntur - my Lok Sabha Constituency in Andhra Pradesh - is no exception.
There are some requests from my district Guntur and Andhra Pradesh and |
am mentioning the same below with a request to kindly go through them and
do the needful for which | shall ever be grateful.

Existing Railway over Bridge (ROB) at Arundalpet, which connects from
St. Joseph's Hospital to Sankar Vilas Centre was constructed in the year 1957.
The life of the structure is 65 years as per the Railway norms i.e. almost
achieved. The traffic in Guntur city has increased multi folded and it takes
about 30 Mins to pass the ROB in peak hours. Guntur being a Gateway City to
the new Capital Amaravati, the traffic in Guntur city is increasing day by day.
Hence, there is every need to reconstruct a new Railway Over Bridge (ROB) in
place of the existing bridge.

The approximate cost for proposed elevated corridor / flyover from
Municipal Travellers Bungalow junction up to Lodge Centre junction comes to
Rs.175.00 Crores and the Detailed Project Report (DPR) is under progress.

It may also be noted that Guntur Municipal Corporation has completed 150
Years since its inception as Urban Local Body (ULB). Under these
circumstances, some Major Financial Rewarding and City Level
Developmental projects were identified for development of sustainable growth

of the Guntur Municipal Corporation.
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Construction of RUB's at both directions at km 1/2 of Guntur - Amaravati
in Guntur Municipal Corporation limits near the existing ROB in lieu of
L.C.N0.497-A of KmO0/5-6 in between Guntur — Nallapadu section on cost
sharing basis - It is further informed that, during the Joint inspection held on
23.09.2017 with railways, GMC and (R&B) department has decided to proceed
with RUB's. As per action plan, the estimate is prepared for Rs. 5400.00 Lakhs
with the following provisions.

South Central Railway has furnished the cost of box for
Rs.35,89,88,616/- under Railway track including pushing and other charges
vide Lr No.GNT/W/351/Arundalpet ROB dt.17.11.2017. Municipal
Commissioner, Guntur Municipal Corporation has given consent to bear the
Land acquisition, structural compensation, shifting of utilities from the
Corporation during the meeting held on 28.11.2017 with Hon'ble Minister
T(R&B).

RVNL (Rail Vikas Nigam Limited) has completed the survey to connect
Amaravati to various places in the State and submitted the proposal to Railway
board. The Project cost is Rs 2679 crore, Track construction of about 106
route Kms, Considering Errapalem and Nambur the total new lanes will be 189
Kms. Times lines to complete the project is 4 years.

To follow up with the railway ministry to speed up the process and
ground the project at the earliest. The long pending project taken up 3 years
back with an intention to complete within 18 months is yet to be completed.

The snail pace movement of this project tells upon the efficiency of railways.
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The line is just 24.5 KM, and it is moving at a snail's pace after all the
sanctions have been given. Hope this project will not see another calendar
year to get completed. In addition to expediting the work, extend the line to
New Guntur station. Between Guntur-Tenali, Vadlamudi is a place where
Sangam Dairy and Fodder Factory in addition to Vignan University and its
affiliated colleges are there. In the near future, two medical colleges with
attached hospitals are coming up. To reach Vadlamudi, people are using only
road route. If a halt is provided near Suddapalli LC where the railways have got
their own lands it will be of utmost use to the present commuters and future
traffic.

At present this single line has been proposed for electrification which is
yet to be started. There is a necessity to go in for the doubling of this line in
view of the new railway line coming up with diversion from this, the Nadikudi -
Kalahasthi and also a new line to be planned to the AP Capital, Amaravati.
Hence Doubling and Electrification of this line should be included in the
budget.

The shortest patch of new line in Andhra Pradesh after independence
laid to bypass the rush of goods trains and some of the passenger trains from
Grand Trunk route between Tsundur-Vijayawada was opted to be removed
after some years of functioning. This needs to be reviewed once again and
revived to have a shorter route for approaching capital Amaravati from
southern states. This line was used to run Circar Express between Kakinada-

Madras Central. As this is more useful, this may be restored by including in the
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Guntur-Tenali doubling project for running goods trains and superfast Express
trains.

After several repeated requests for the last 10 years from the Members
of Parliament, sanctions were made to revive the crossing station, to reduce
the travelling time and to have more number of trains between Tenali- Repalle.
This crossing station is yet to be opened for traffic.

After selection of Thulluru Mandal of Guntur district as the New Capital
area of Andhra Pradesh, Guntur Station needs to be given the status of one of
the capital stations and providing facilities. The long pending blue print to
improve the Guntur Station is to be made a reality at the earliest.

Development of western side of the station with another (No.8) platform
par with platform No. 1 so as to receive all types of trains and to provide with
all the facilities like waiting hails, restaurant and parking place. All the platforms
are to be connected with a new Foot Over Bridge (FOB) provided with
escalators wherever necessary and convenient to passengers.

A foot over bridge is required at the station connecting east side (Govt.
General Hospital Road) to west side (1st lane Arundalpet) of the station for the
public to crossover to other side. The participation of Guntur Municipal
Corporation (GMC) whereever required will also to be informed to them.

The symbolic four lions pillar on platform no.4 be shifted to a prominent and
convenient place on eastern side of the station giving facelift.

Presently this station is being used as a bypass station to Guntur

providing passage for three by weekly long distance trains and two daily run
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trains to Chennai from Vijayawada (Janasatabdi) and from Kakinada (Circar
express) trains. This station needs to be made a coaching station by providing
connectivity to Guntur station.

Most of the important long distance trains of Grand Trunk route can be
routed through new Guntur station. The present goods loading, unloading can
be shifted to Nambur to create more space here for coaching purpose.

A Pit line at this place will be of utmost use to originate some trains from
Guntur to New Delhi, Howra and Mumbai and beyond these places.

This is situated between Guntur-Vijayawada and the nearest point to the
new capital of Andhra Pradesh. The 1000 bedded AIIMS super speciality
hospital of AP is coming up at a distance of 3 KM and many important offices
like police academy are being established nearby. This station will have to be
provided with all facilities and all the express trains are to be provided with
halts.

In spite of the double line with electrification the running time between
Vijayawada-Guntur is taking at about 100 to 120 minutes irrespective of
whether it is a passenger or an express train. By road the journey takes around
40 minutes in spite of stopping at toll gate in between. This time needs to be
reduced to attract more number of passengers on trains between Guntur and
Vijayawada.

In spite of providing two crossing stations in between Tenali-Repalle, still
the trains take longer time in reaching destinations on either side. Lack of a

crossing station between Tenali Repalle has become very inconvenient to run
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some more trains to Repalle from Tenali. Previously Vemuru was a crossing
station and there used to be a train from Repalle to Vijayawada. It is beyond
imagination what made the railways to discontinue this crossing at Vemuru and
as a result of this all the trains connected with Repalle are running late. Hence
the long back sanctioned work to lay the crossing line at Vemuru be provided
with funds to complete at the eatliest. In this connection as Repalle is one of
the terminus points of Guntur Division one Pit line may also be sanctioned so
that some passenger trains can be organised from this point. Repalle station is
serving the passengers from Machilipatnam areas of Krishna District.

As Guntur-Mangalagiri-Vijayawada stations are more approachable to
the proposed Capital of Andhra Pradesh, new trains introduced will have to be
originated from a location covering these three places. Hence all the trains
introduced towards North and East may be originated from Guntur station and
all the trains introduced towards South and West be originated from
Vijayawada station. For all these trains halt be provided at Mangalagiri station.

Express train to New Delhi is needed. The present Visakha Rajadhani
Express is only with AC accommodation. A new train with all classes should be
introduced from Guntur so as to extend it to capital city Amaravati in future

Vijayawada-Mysore-Vijayawada, Express via. Guntur-Gooty-Bengaluru
is requested. The increasing rush towards Bengaluru demands this train.
Reaching Bengaluru in early hours will be of utmost use for the passengers. As
most of the IT Professionals working at Bengaluru are from this area the

existing trains are not in a position to accommodate them. Hence introduction
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of a new train from BZA/GNT--Bangalore via NRT, NDL and Gooty is
requested.

Guntur-Tirupathi-Guntur, Intercity Express via. Tenali, Gudur is needed.
A day train connecting Bapatla, Chirala, Ongole and Nellore will be useful to
students and employees. Guntur-Chennai-Guntur, Intercity Express Via.
Tenali, Gudur is needed. It is necessary to have a direct train in day time to
reach Chennai. Vijayawada-Done-Vijayawada...Intercity Express Via. Guntur,
Nandyal is also needed. This train is useful for all the passengers reaching
Vijayawada, Guntur junctions from various places and also provides an
express in day time in this route to reach Srisailam.

Some of the Passenger and Express trains having Vijayawada as
terminus may be extended to Guntur providing direct train facility. Mumbai-
Secunderabad, Devagiri Express be extended to Guntur via. Nalgonda-
Nadikudi Howrah-Sai Prasanthinilayam Express be extended to Bengaluru.
Increase in Frequency of Kakinada-LTT from by-weekly as daily, Howrah-Sai
Prasanthinilayam as Tri-weekly and Kakinada-Bhavanagar Express as Tri-
weekly.

To provide Halt to Train no: 12709/12710 Gudur-Secunderabad —Gudur
Express at NIDUBROLU . To Provide halt to train no: 17209/17210 Bangalore-
Kakinada-Bangalore at NIDUBROLU. To Provide halt to Train no:
17401/17402 Tirupati-Machilipatnam-Tirupati at NIDUBROLU. To provide Halt
to Train no: 17225/17226 Vijayawada-Hubli-Vijayawada (Amaravati Express)

at Mangalagiri. To provide Halt to Train no: 12795/12796 Secunderabad-
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Vijayawada- Secunderabad Express at Mangalagiri. To provide halt at
Sangamjagarlamudi for Delta Fast Passenger train. To provide halt at
Pedakurapadu for Palanadu Express. To provide halt at Siripuram for
Janmabhoomi Express.

Syamalanagar-Ngo Colony Road LC. RUB was sanctioned previously.
Financial approvals given. This has to be completed at the earliest to meet the
day by day increasing rush. ROB to be sanctioned at LC on OId Guntur-
Nandivelugu Road on Guntur- Tenali Railway line which is being doubled with
electrification. To be grounded at the earliest. Some of the LCs is being closed
in Tenali-Guntur route. The farmers of the villages are finding it difficult to
reach their agricultural lands. Hence where ever it is possible the LCs may be
converted as RUBs in this route. The proposal for the new ROB as suitable for
railways in place of the existing ROB connecting one and two towns near
Guntur station be given to the state government (R&B Department) so as to
prepare DPR as the present one is not adequate for the growing traffic towards
capital.

In the first railway budget of this government there was a proposal to
establish five railway universities required to give education pertaining to
railway functions. So far only one has been established. Hence we request one
of such university be given to Andhra Pradesh in and around Guntur.

Special Trains are running beyond schedule timings without providing
any facilities in the running trains. This is after the charges for these trains are

three times the normal.
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The State Re-Organization Act has provided for a rail zone which is still
to be materialized. | propose that a decision be taken to establish anywhere in
Andhra Pradesh immediately so that it can be at any time changed to
Visakhapatnam once it gets all clearances so that the rail development works
of AP are supervised. The railway zone can come at Guntur since; where the
CM is there GM should be there. Most of the doubling, electrification works are
happening in and around Guntur.

To name the Secunderabad-Guntur Intercity Train No. 12705/12706 as
ANAVEMA Express. Revival of Nagarjuna Express: - Janma Bhoomi Express
is not able to accommodate the passengers of Tenali and Guntur. Earlier
Nagarjuna Express running between Tenali - Secunderabad was reaching at
scheduled timings and the intermediate station passengers were also getting
accommodation. Hence Nagarjuna Express be revived. To convert Pedakakani
as fully fledged station with all the facilities like water, toilets on platforms and
regular booking facility to issue season tickets and reservation tickets. Full
shade cover on the platforms be provided.

With these above observations, | request the Hon'ble Railways Minister
to kindly consider the said requests and instruct the concerned authorities so
as to obtain the necessary administrative sanction for the above mentioned
proposals. This would help make Amaravati, the people's capital, a true

gateway to the people of the state.
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"DR. T. R. PAARIVENDHAR (PERAMBALUR): | would like to present my
points in the discussion and voting on demands for Grants under the Ministry
of Railways for 2022-23. In this Union Budget 2022 documents show that the
railway ministry has been allocated Rs 1,40,367.13 crore.

It is the continuation of the trend that we have been witnessing since
2014. The Economic Survey had also spoken about the need for more funds
for better performance by the national transporter. The Union Budget 2022,
which is seen as the roadmap for next financial year, saw a clear focus on the
infrastructural reforms.

PM Gati Shakti Masterplan, which would see massive government
spending in the fields of road, railways, highways, ports and public transport.
Terming them as seven 'engines' of growth.

My long pending issues of my Perambalur parliamentary constituency
also, | would like to mention in this Demands for grants for 2022-23.
Perambalur parliamentary constituency is an under developed constituency
and there are no big industries. So, there is no job opportunity for educated
youths. In the absence of the Railway link the industrialists are hesitating to
invest and establish industries including MSME.

This particular constituency is agriculture-based one. 70% of the people
are farmers. Due to the want of railway link, the produce of the farmers unable

to transport to nearest towns and adjoining districts at cheaper cost. So, the

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farmers are ever poor and the youths are un-employed. In the past, a railway
line was planned from Ariyalur-Perambalur-Thuraiyur and Namakkal. The
distance of connecting these four places is about 108kms. The Government of
India surveyed the land by the railway authorities few years ago for which
Government has sanctioned around Rs. 16 lakhs for the survey and still it is
pending.

And also, | have already spoken this matter in Parliament twice and met
the Minister of Railways many times. On 4th March, 2020 1 met the Chairman,
Railway Board regarding this railway lane project and he told me that the
concern State Chief Minister has to forward the proposal to the Central
Government. So | met our Tamil Nadu Chief Minister on 6th March, 2020
regarding this project and our Chief Minister is also very positive about this
railway proposal.

Recently during the southern railway Tiruchirappalli division railway
meeting (19.11.2021), | raised this matter again and | received this return reply
from the General Manager, Southern Railways.

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| am very sad to state that my constituency people after the several
decades of our country's independence they had never seen a railway line in
their place. Considering the farmers problem and un-employment situation in
these regions, the laying of the railway link for the above places is very
important. This is the 50 years dream of my constituency people. There |
request the ministry of Railway to consider this proposal as early possible.

And also, | would like to bring the demands of my Perambalur
Parliamentary constituency for necessary action. | request the Ministry of
Railways to construct a Railway over-bridge in Kulithalai --- Manaparai road,
due to lack of Railway over bridge, public facing many problems like a heavy
traffic in peak hours, delay of school vehicles, more fuel consumption and even
ambulance struggles to reach Kulithalai GH and other private hospitals at
Kulithalai. Because of the frequent closure of this railway gate, a sad incident
had happened in 10.08.2015, whereas Panchayat President of the same
village expired due to cardiac arrest as they could not reach the hospital which
is on other side of the railway gate. This Railway over bridge request is
pending for several decades. Also, there is request from my Lalgudi assembly
constituency people from Tiruchirappalli District for a Railway over-bridge in
Pullambadi which is also pending for several decades. | request our railways
department to construct a under pass in Valanthur near Kulithalai Railway
Station, where my constituency people are using the railway track for entering
into their village without any safety measures for past three decades. There

are five villages in adjacent to the Kulithalai railway station so far, no proper
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road link or any other connectivity is provided. Kindly consider this matter into
an urgent case and pass necessary instruction for quick action.

Kindly consider the above demands and do the needful as early

possible.

In addition, the railway track work is also not in good speed. | request
you to advise the concerned authority to complete this railway track working on
high priority and start the railway service. Madasa to Dahod (Panchamahal
district) work survey is not in good speed. | equest you to look into it on
priority. Madasa to Baswada (Rajasthan) survey was planned but project
report is not submitted till date. | request you to look into this matter also.
Upon consideration of above request, those would become an additional
source of revenue to railways as well as means of travel for the habitants of
Sabarkantha.

For the
first time since independence under the guidance of Hon. PM Shri Narendra
Modi, the thrust on the holistic development of our nation is escalating with a
trajectory. It behooves me to mention that "History tells us that powerful people
come from powerful places." However, | think history was wrong! There was a
time when Chhatrapati Shivaji Maharaj proved history wrong and now, there is
a time when our Hon. Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi has shown this world
that "Powerful people make places powerful." We are in an era that belongs to
'‘Jagadguru Bharat'.

Indian Railways is one of the world's largest rail networks, spread over
68,400 route Km. Indian Railways is the lifeline of the country carrying nearly
23 million passengers every day making it the largest passenger carrying
system in the world. It is also the 4th largest freight transporter in the world
moving 1,160 million tonnes of freight annually, as it traverses the length and
breadth of the country. Rail-based transport is the most environment-friendly
mass transport system due to the inherent gains it provides in terms of energy

efficiency and resource optimization. Railways are about 12 times more

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efficient in freight traffic and three times more efficient in passenger traffic as
compared to road transport. As the Indian economy transitions, with economic
growth and sustainable development as twin goals, mobility will play a key role.
It has been estimated that for the sustainable development of the Indian
Economy, the inter-modal share of freight traffic by rail should go up from the
current share of 36% to 45% by 2030. Accordingly, Indian Railways is gearing
up for massive growth to achieve such an increase in inter-modal share by
augmentation of its network and rolling stock feet along with an increase in
productivity.

According to the Budget presented for Railways' internal revenue for
2022-23 is estimated at Rs. 2,40,000 crore, an increase of 19% over the
Revised Estimates of 2021-22. In 2021-22, revenue is estimated to be 7%
lower than the Budget Estimates. Also, the total revenue from traffic for 2022-
23 is estimated to be Rs 2,39,600 crore, an increase of 19% over Revised
Estimates of 2021-22. Freight revenue is estimated to be Rs 1,65,000 crore in
2022-23, an increase of 14% over the Revised Estimates of 2021-22. The
passenger revenue is estimated to be Rs 58,500 crore, an increase of 32%
over a low base in 2021-22 due to COVID-19. In 2021-22, passenger revenue
is estimated to be 27% lower than the Budget Estimates, whereas freight
revenue is estimated to be 5% higher than the Budget Estimates. The total
revenue expenditure by Railways for 2022-23 is projected to be Rs 2,34,640
crore, an increase of 17% over Revised Estimates of 2021-22. In 2021-22,

revenue expenditure is estimated to be 5% lower than the Budget Estimates.
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In 2022-23, capital expenditure is projected at Rs 2,45,800 crore, an increase
of 14% over the Revised Estimates of 2021-22. The Revised Estimates for
capital expenditure in 2021-22 is marginally higher than the Budget Estimates.
Further, the Operating Ratio is a ratio of working expenses to the receipts from
traffic. A lower ratio implies better profitability and availability of resources for
capital spending. In 2022-23, the Railways' Operating Ratio is estimated to be
96.98%. This would be an improvement over the operating ratio of 98.93% in
2021-22 Revised Estimates. An operating ratio of 96.15% was estimated at the
Budget stage in 2021-22.

About 400 new-generation Vande Bharat
trains will be manufactured over next three years. About 2,000 km of network
will be brought under Kavach, the indigenous technology for safety and
capacity augmentation. 'One Station-One Product' concept will be popularized

to help local businesses and supply chains.
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Indian Railways has prepared a National Rail Plan (NRP) for India -
2030. The Plan is to create a 'future ready' Railway system by 2030. The NRP
is aimed to formulate strategies based on both operational capacities and
commercial policy initiatives to increase modal share of the Railways in freight
to 45%. The objective of the Plan is to create capacity ahead of demand, which
in turn would also cater to future growth in demand right up to 2050 and also
increase the modal share of Railways to 45% in freight traffic and to continue
to sustain it. To achieve this objective all possible financial models including
Public Private Partnership (PPP) are being considered. The Government under
the leadership of PM Shri Narendra Modiji is well oriented to develop and
modernize the Indian Railway.

DR. PON GAUTHAM SIGAMANI (KALLAKURICHI): Thank you, Chairperson
Sir, for allowing me to speak on the Demand for Grant under the control of the
Ministry of Road Transport and Highways for 2022-23.

Budget is naturally called ‘statement of accounts’, that is, amount of
revenue to be generated and amount for expenditure, but the budget for 2022-
23 does not speak anything about this. It is just an echo of the Government’s
tilt towards the corporates and the big business houses. It gives a heavy
motivation to the private sector and neglects the middle class and social
sectors.

At a time when India suffered from COVID pandemic, people from all
sectors were affected. The unorganised sector was the worst hit, which led to
huge unemployment. The Reserve Bank of India announced a moratorium on
loan payments in 2020 and the Union Government’'s Atmanirbhar Bharat
programme was talked about, but there was hardly any follow through in 2021
and even now in 2022.

The budget has laid, of course, a foundation for large investments in
infrastructure to flow under public-private partnership. But roads and highways
are dependent on States for making available the land, and the States have
not been taken into confidence and consideration. Several State-led projects

were not supported by the Union Government. Hikes have been announced in
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capital expenditure as well as push on the expansion of the National Highway
network by adding 25,000 kilometres to it. The Finance Minister also
announced the PM Gati Shakti Master Plan for infrastructure development and
a master plan for expressways to boost economic growth for the next financial
year.

Regarding the allocation for road transport and highways in the budget,
it is mentioned that PM Gati Shakti Master Plan for Expressways will be
formulated in 2022-23.

The National Highways network will be expanded by 25,000 km in 2022-

23.

The Ministry of Road Transport and Highways formulates and
administers policies for road transport & transport research. It is also involved
with the construction and maintenance of the National Highways (NHs) through
the National Highways Authority of India (NHAI) and the National Highways

and Infrastructure Development Corporation Limited (NHIDCL).

In 2022-23, the Ministry of Road Transport & Highways has been
allocated nearly Rs. 68,000 crore more than the revised expenditure in 2021-
22. As of November 2021, NHAI's total debt stood at Rs. 3.38 lakh crore, which
is nearly 150 per cent more than the allocation to NHAI in 2022-23. In the
Budget Speech in 2020-21, the Finance Minister made several
announcements for the road sector, including awarding 8,500 km and

constructing another 11,000 km of NH corridors, but never mentioned how
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many have been completed in her Budget speech. In the Budget Speech
2022-23, the Finance Minister announced that by March 2023, the NH network

will be expanded by 25,000 kilometer.

Our hon. Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu Thalapathy Thiru M.K. Stalin, has
requested the Union Government for declaring eight State roads,
Tiruvannamalai-Kallakurichi, Vallior-Tiruchendur, Kollegal-Hanur-MM Hills-
Palar,  Palani-Dharapuram,  Arcot-Tindivanam,  Mettupalayam-Bhavani,
Avinashi-Mettupalayam and Bhavani-Karur, as National Highways. In-principle
approval has been granted by the Road Transport & Highways Ministry.
Proposals for declaration of these roads have been presented to Ministry of
Road Transport and Highways on 6" December, 2018, but formal notification
for declaration of these roads as National Highways is yet to be issued. |

request the hon. Minister to approve this immediately.

Sir, | wish to bring to the attention of the House a very important issue
regarding the incomplete four-way National Highway (NH-79) track between
Ulundurpettai and Salem in my Kallakurichi Parliamentary Constituency. This
National Highway project, estimated at a cost of Rs. 941 crores, was started in
the July, 2008 and was to be completed in September, 2013. But the work is
incomplete. Eight bye-pass roads at congested towns like Attur, Vazhapadi,
Udaiyarpatti, Chinnasalem, Kallakurichi, Thiagadurgam, Elavarasanoor and
Ulundurpettai were left as two-way roads. Sir due to the delay in completion of

this NH-4, accidents are taking place daily. More than 600 people lost their
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lives in the road accidents. | myself raised this issue several times, but no step

has been taken.

Sir, at this moment of great tragedy, | want to press for an early
completion of the four-way National Highway lying incomplete for more than 10
years. The Union Government says it is very keen in developing infrastructure
of the country. National Highway connecting Salem to Chennai via
Ulundurpettai and Villupuram is very vital as it facilitates large number of small
scale and medium scale industries existing in Salem, Namakkal, Cuddalore,
and Villupuram districts. The full-fledged widened highway will help bringing in

new industrial units as well.

Further, the Salem-Ulundurpettai corridor has many educational
institutions, mostly higher secondary schools catering to these backward
districts. The early completion of the National Highway will go a long way in

helping those Institutions as well.

Sir, | also draw your attention to the fact that the proposed Salem-
Chennai eight-way green fast track will put farmers to lots of hardships. There
is already a National Highway connecting Salem to Chennai. NH-48 & NH-2 go
from Chennai via Kancheepuram, Krishnanagar, Dharmapuri to Salem and the
distance is 352.7 km and it is already a six-way track. So, it would be a better
idea if all the three-tracks or any one of them could be upgraded and extended

to facilitate the fast track from Salem to Chennai. So, | request the Hon'ble
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Minister for Road Transport and Highways to abandon the Salem-Chennai

eight-way track.

Sir, another disturbing news is the increase of toll gates. The Union
Government is set to install six new toll gates in Tamil Nadu, two toll gates
each on Vellore-Tiruvannamalai-Villupuram stretch (121 km) of NH-234 &
Cuddalore-Virudachalam-Salem section (92 km) of NH-532, Avinashi-Avinashi
Palayam section (33 km) of NH-381 & Perambalur-Thanjavur section (66 km)
of NH-226E to have one Gate each. Sir, increase of more toll gates will
increase transportation costs, which will again affect the common man,
causing hardship for local residents. NHAI has already hiked toll gate fee by
four per cent to 21 per cent, which led to rise in prices of essential
commodities. Besides essential commodities, toll fees also affect

transportation of raw materials across the state.

Sir, the Union Budget 2022-23 is hugely disappointing, mainly to Tamil
Nadu as it has not provided the pending GST compensation and also not
sanctioned funds for schemes & relief for meeting the losses incurred during

the recent floods in Tamil Nadu.

The GST due to Tamil Nadu is around Rs. 16,728 crore, and Rs. 8,987
crore is still pending under the National Disaster Relief Fund. There is also no
funding for Tamil Nadu Government’s project proposals, which clearly shows

partiality towards non-BJP ruled States. Our hon. Chief Minister, Thiru M. K.
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Stalin has met the Prime Minister and has written many letters to stress upon
the Union Government regarding this issue frequently, but the Union
Government has so far not responded favourably.

Finally, through you, | would request that the Government should speed
up the work on National Highway-79 with regard to the road connecting Salem
and Ulundurpettai lying unfinished for several years and other pending projects
in Kallakurichi, and the demand for upgrading of eight roads as National
Highways and release the pending GST dues as requested by our hon. Chief
Minister.

| would like to conclude with the words of my Leader and hon. Chief
Minister, Thiru M. K. Stalin : “Nangal engal nilaipatilirindhu vilaga matoom.
Nangal engal manila urimaigalai vittu kodukka mattom. Yendha savalaiyum
edhir kolvom.” | would like to translate this in English. It says that : “We will not
budge from our stand, we will not cede our State’s right, and we will face any
challenge. Thank you, Sir.

SHRI KALYAN BANERJEE (SREERAMPUR): Sir, while speaking on the
Budget for the Ministry of Road, Transport and Highways, | will be committing a
great error unless | take the name of the great stalwart and former hon. Prime
Minister, late Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji. The Golden Quadrilateral or GQ was
former Prime Minister, late Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji's first dream project and
is enshrined as the biggest infrastructure intervention in the roadways sector in
post-Independent India of making 5,846 kms. of highways with the start of the

first phase of the National Highways Development Project.
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Late Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji used to say IR é’%Tﬁﬂ@Eﬁﬁﬂ@%aT
ﬂ?fcﬁ 4 HS®H & I' The stalwart who dreamed and has achieved his greatest
contribution to infrastructure in India. Within months of assuming charge as
Prime Minister in 1999, late Shri Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji called a meeting in the
PMO to direct the Road Transport Ministry to map out 20 most congested
areas of India and make a plan to create four-lane highways to ease
congestion. What emerged was the grand design to connect Delhi, Mumbai,
Kolkata and Chennai for seamless movement of freight. Therefore, no one can
ever forget the stalwart and great statesman of our country late Shri Atal Bihari
Vajpayee ji for development of roads and transport facilities in the country as
the pathway has been shown by him in this country.

In the present fiscal, the Road Transport and Highways Ministry strives
to reconstruct or construct 68.49 kms. of National Highways per day. The goal
targeted by the Ministry is higher than the record development of 37 kms. daily
during 2019-2020 period. India has one of the largest road networks in the
world. Roads have been in existence since ancient times after Ashoka and
Chandragupta made great efforts to build roads. Having 32,87,263 square
kms. area of the country, Indian Railway covers 67,956 square kms. area with
track length of 99,230 kms. as on March, 2020. The length of National
Highways has grown up from 1,01,011 kms. in 2016 to 1,36,440 kms. in 2021
at an average of 7,086 kms. per year with 19.41 kms. per day construction

rate.
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Most of the Indian roads are unsurfaced, that is, 42.65 per cent, and are
not suitable for use of vehicular traffic. The poor maintenance of the roads
aggravates the problem especially in the rainy season. According to an
estimate, there is about per year loss of Rs. 200 crore on the wear and tear of
the vehicles, due to poor quality of roads.

Road transportation has gradually increased over the years with
improvement in connectivity between cities, towns, and villages. Highway
construction has increased at 17 per cent CAR between 2016 and 2021. In
cities, streets are very congested and most of the bridges and culverts are old
and narrow. For the development of roads in rural and backward areas,
Rs.15,000 crores were announced in the Union Budget 2021 under the
Pradhan Mantri Gram Sadak Yojana (PMGSY) but still the States are waiting
for the funds from the budget for the work which they have already completed.

According to a study conducted by a global consultancy firm in 2018,
traffic congestion during peak hours in four major cities - Delhi, Mumbai,
Bengaluru and Kolkata — costs the economy around Rs.1.47 lakh crore
annually. Wayside amenities like repair shops, first aid centres, telephones,
clean toilets, restaurants, rest places, trauma hospitals are lacking along the
Indian roads and in the national highways. There is very little attention on road
safety and land traffic laws are wilfully violated due to lack of proper
observations.

There has been no stability in policy-making relating to highway

development in the country. Due to long gestation period and low-returns,
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there is very little participation of private sector in road development in India
and is around seven per cent of the total budget expenditure. The legislative
framework for private investment in roads is also not satisfactory. Since there
is no co-ordination between expert agencies and Government, their decisions
are often conflicting and contradictory. Even there is little cooperation and co-
ordination among different states.

On the issue of Bank of Sanctions with the State Government, recently
the Standing Committee on Transport has suggested: "The Committee is of the
view that the existing mechanism of bank of sanctions is causing a visible lack
of clarity between the State Government departments concerned and the
Ministry of Road Transport & Highways, regarding the amount that the State is
yet to be awarded.

The Committee recommends that the Ministry may look into the issue
and come up with suitable guidelines to ensure that there is no confusion
among the State Government Departments and the Ministry, regarding the
share of funds to be received by the State, in any particular year, after
factoring in the Bank of Sanctions.”

Roads are bad and inadequate in India. There are 34 km. long roads per
100 sqg. km area in India while in Japan 270 km. and in West Germany 167 km.
long roads per 100 sq. km area. India has 11 km highways per one lakh
population and 3.32 km. road per thousand population. Sir, 60 percent of

villages still are without roads in India which adversely affects our agriculture
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and rural economy. Therefore, the Government should spend more on the
development and construction of roads.

Another major problem is that roads are not maintained and repaired
properly in India. Less than 0.1 per cent of the national income is spent on the
maintenance of roads in India, while in Japan it is three percent of the national
income. It causes discomfort and quick depreciation of vehicles. India tops the
world with 11 per cent of global deaths in road accidents with about 4.5 lakh
road crashes per annum, in which 1.5 lakh people die which account for 11 per
cent of all road crash deaths, witnessing 53 road crashes every hour; Killing
one person every four minutes.

The total vehicle production till December 2021 is estimated at
2,40,67,787 units, which is not even one per cent growth from the
corresponding number in 2015-16 at 2,40,16,599 units. Two-wheeler sales
data of the lower-middle-class families for April-December, 2021, is just 10
million units which shows that this demand is at a decadal low in the country.
The low level of consumption in the economy needs immediate remedy.

The new budget calls for a 35 per cent increase in spending, mainly on
infrastructure related projects while allocation to roads and bridges dip over
-2%. Since 2014-15 to 2020-21, the expenditure against the revised budget
has been an average of 95 per cent of the allocation. Road engineering and

construction are yet to gear up to meet the challenges of the future like
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achieving the target of expanding the National Highway network by 25,000 km
construction.

The Government stressed that the emphasis on construction would
expand the economy. But the Committee on Public Undertakings reported
several issues in the financial performance of the National Highway Authority
on insufficiency of funds, gap between the funds allocated and released by the
Ministry, and under-utilisation of funds. The C&AG has also objected to several
procedural inefficiencies and lapses of the Ministry. Having all the data and
information, the Government is silent on the cumulative cost overrun of road
sector projects.

Sir, | am giving a summarised report of the National Highway Authority.
The National Highway Authority itself pressed these projects to the
Government as far as our State is concerned. For slope protection and
landslide mitigation at vulnerable locations in Sevoke-Rangpo section of NH-10
in West Bengal, the project cost was Rs. 355.25 crore. This has been pressed
but no decision has been taken. For the emergency repairing fund — FDR work
FDR (N)/FDR (C), OR(C), the cost estimated was Rs. 47.27 crore. The
Government has sanctioned Rs. 25.82 crore. For IRQP work from 148 km to
156 km, the project cost was Rs. 10.16 crore which was not sanctioned. For
IRQP work from 173 km to 181 km, the project cost was Rs. 12.13 which was
not sanctioned. For PR work from Ch.72 to 82.4, the fund required was Rs.
15.22 crore which was not sanctioned. For the improvement of Riding Quality

Programme on NH-10 for the year 2021-22, under NH division-IX in the district
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of Kalimpong for road stretches from 28 km to 35 km, the project cost was Rs.
4.23 crore which was not released. For the improvement of Riding Quality
Programme on NH-10 for the year 2021-22, under NH division in the district of
Kalimpong for road stretches, the project cost was Rs. 2.39 crore which has
not been released. For the road safety work on NH-10 for the year 2021-22
under NH division, the cost of the project was Rs. 4.8 crore which was not
released. The total demand was Rs. 504.2 crore. This has been pressed by
the National Highway Authority itself but the funds have not been sanctioned.

Before | conclude, | would like to say that a modern nation is built upon a
smart and efficient transportation system which will require the effective
measures that can address the problem ranging from infrastructure challenges
to governance inefficiencies.

A holistic traffic management approach is necessary to find a
sustainable solution. IT-enabled smart traffic management and smart
transportation can be a game changer.

Sir, | have a suggestion to make. The Government must make stringent
rules under the Motor Vehicles Act in respect of overburdening trucks and
vehicles. Overloading not only causes damage to the roads but leads to traffic
congestions. It should be ensured that officers of the Transport Department
conduct checks on roads, instead of sitting in offices, to see if any overloading
of transport vehicles is happening. If this menace is not checked, we cannot
improve the condition of roads. That is my practical experience. Overloading of

vehicles creates traffic congestions also.
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Thank you, Sir.

"Hon’ble Chairman Sir, thank you very much. | would like to speak in
Marathi. Mumbai-Pune expressway was the first expressway in our country
and it was constructed by Shri Nitin Gadkari ji in Maharashtra. This
expressway was conceptualized by Hon’ble Balasaheb Thakre ji. Shri Gadkari
is devoted to develop a road network throughout our country and | would like to
congratulate and thank Shri Gadkari ji, V.K. Singh ji and his team. We also
cannot forget the contribution of Atal Bihari Vajpayee ji as he successfully
connected our internal road network with the border roads under Golden
Quadrilateral Project.

Chairman Sir, the CRF fund was with this ministry and hence they were
able to construct roads at a faster pace. But, now this fund has been diverted
to Finance Ministry. Road construction work are going on throughout the
country but we should be concerned about quality of the roads also. Now, we
can see that the officers and their family members and relatives have become

contractors and the quality of road construction is compromised.

Gadkari ji went to
Supreme Court in this case but the work is still pending. In my Lok Sabha
Constituency in Pimpri-Chinchwad area, at Tathawade-Punawale, service
roads are very narrow. It causes huge logjam and people there face problems.
Due to urbanization the population is increasing and the people from adjoining
areas cannot get easy access to the road. A new DPR should be prepared for
this outer ring road and it should be converted into service road.

NH-4 which runs through my constituency and it goes upto Lonavala. At
Karla-Panepat Wadgaon over bridge should be constructed on this road. It is
necessary to avoid accidents and save lives.

On NH-248D Talegaon-Chakan-Shikrapur which connects Solapur
Highway. Gadkari ji has sanctioned this road but the pace of work is very slow.

Heavy Trucks and containers coming from Chakan MIDC, Talegaon
MIDC ply on this road. Many times accidents also take place. So, this work

should be expedited. Pilgrimage cities like Dehu and Alandi also fall under my

DPR of entire Maharashtra under PMGSY had been finalized and sent
to Central Government. But not a single road has been sanctioned under this
scheme. Please take an immediate action in this regard to ensure better road
connectivity in rural Maharashtra.

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SHRI PINAKI MISRA (PURI): Thank you hon. Chairperson for giving me the
opportunity to speak on the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways. This is regarded as one of the great success stories
of this Government. Therefore, kudos are due to the hon. Cabinet Minister
Shri Gadkari and the hon. Minister of State, who is present here very kindly to
listen to us, Gen. (Retd.) Dr. V. K. Singh.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: Are you supporting the Demands?

SHRI PINAKI MISRA: Yes, Sir, | am supporting the Demands, without doubt,
as all shades of this House have to. That is the duty of this House.

HON. CHAIRPERSON: It is a unique thing. Even the Opposition is supporting
the Demands.

SHRI PINAKI MISRA: Hon. Chairperson, that is the great thing about
bipartisan politics as far as Budgets are concerned. We must, by and large,
support the Budgetary provisions on bipartisan basis because that is our duty
to the nation.

Having praised the performance of the Ministry, | must say that there are
certain alarm bells that ring, which | think will not have gone noticed in the
sharp eyes of the Ministers, particularly the very sharp eyes of Gen. Singh,
who is here, who has very admirably led the country’s Defence forces in the
past.

It is heartening that the Ministry has actually got its due and more. The
allocation this year is Rs.68,000 crore more than the Revised Estimate of

2021-22, which is the highest percentage increase in allocation after the
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Ministry of Communications, which got 93 per cent growth. This Ministry has
got a 52 per cent jump. | think, the Government has obviously recognised that
this is one of its flagship ministries, it is one of its well-performing ministries
and therefore, this Ministry must be given all support. But, as | said there are
some alarm bells that need to stand out, that are being rung, that need to be
recognised.

The total debt of NHAI, which is really the heart and soul of this Ministry,
if | may say so, stands at Rs, 3,38,000 crore. It is almost 150 per cent more
than the allocation in 2022-23. Such a heavy debt is a very alarming position.
How this debt is going to be redeemed is anybody’s guess, and | hope the
Ministry has some good answers for this.

The Bharatmala Pariyojana works under the State PWDs, which is a
matter of concern for all the Members of Parliament representing different
States here. The allocation this year is very disappointing, which is only
Rs.200 crore against the projected requirement of Rs.500 crore. We all
thought it was a very low-projected requirement. This projected requirement
under Bharatmala Pariyojana should actually be not less than Rs.5,000 crore.
This is a much-touted project. It is a much-advertised project. The States
have great aspirations from this project, and only Rs.200 crore have been
allocated to it.

The project delays resulting in increase in project cost is again a matter
of great concern. The funds released to the NHAI has almost tripled since the

financial year 2016-17, while the length of roads constructed by NHAI has
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increased by only 63 per cent. This is a matter of very great concern. The
Standing Committee has, in fact, pointed out on the rising cost of construction
in this country, one of the main components of which, of course, is land
acquisition cost. We have brought in the new Land Acquisition, Rehabilitation
and Resettlement Act on a bipartisan basis in this House. | feel there is a
shortage of dialogue with the farmers to make them understand the importance
and the vitality of these projects, and what it does to their lands eventually. It
raises their land value manifold. | am surprised that the farmers in this country
are still hesitant to give their stretches of land for express highways. It really
improves their land holding cost. Some degree of education, therefore, is
necessary. This is something which we must start at the Panchayat level itself.
The Government must start a panchayat level education programme to teach
the farmers about how it is in their benefit that they should not put hurdles in
land acquisition for expressways and highways.

The other concern, | have personally remarked about it in the past, is
that the NHAI did not have a full-time Chairman for many, many months. That
is not something which is very good for an organisation of that size. It is still
working at only 61 per cent of the sanctioned strength with a large number of
vacancies at higher levels. It is recruiting officials under deputation quota. Itis
continuing to do that. Every now and then we hear that hundreds and
hundreds of officers are on deputation, which does not give them the requisite
loyalty to the organisation, to work overtime to make that organisation a great

Success.
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In fact, a very few direct recruitments are happening at the level of GM
which was not the case earlier.

Now, | come to the arbitration cases in NHAI. It is a matter of great
concern and | am personally aware of this. | am a Counsel myself. The amount
of claims pending, under arbitration, has risen to nearly 90,000 crores — Rs.
88,100 crore, plus climbing. When this Rs. 90,000 crore is locked in arbitration,
it does two things. It firstly locks up a huge amount of public money and also, it
literally bankrupts concessionaires who are then locked to these arbitrations
and who are not able to do further projects. So, this becomes a matter of
concern. | think, the Government must seriously look at bringing in some law
for these kinds of infrastructural projects and infrastructural sectors. Perhaps,
there can even be a fast-track arbitration which can cut through the normal
arbitration procedure that this country or this Parliament has put in place.

| am sorry. How much time do | have, hon. Chairperson?

HON. CHAIRPERSON: How much time do you require?

SHRI PINAKI MISRA: Hon. Chairperson, if it is possible, another five minutes.
HON. CHAIRPERSON: Three minutes.

SHRI PINAKI MISRA : | am grateful to you, Sir.

Now, the other point of great concern that the States have is the Central
Road and Infrastructure Fund, which is a funding for the State Governments.
The allocation of state roads from the CRIF in 2022-23 is estimated at Rs. 250
crore, while the RE was Rs. 295 crore. So, that has also come down. Although

it is a paltry R.E. figure, even then, that paltry R.E. figure has further been
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slashed and the road projects pertaining to only ten States/UTs, have been
approved under the Head ‘Scheme of States Finances from CRIF’. This is very
disappointing in such a large country. If NHAI and the Ministry are going to
have this kind of shortage of funds from the CRIF, again, | believe, the Ministry
must look at getting innovative means of financing for something like the CRIF.
It can be done.

If the Finance Ministry and the Ministry concerned put their heads
together and if you give them the incentives, | am sure that there is a great and
a large amount of public money that is locked away needlessly which can
easily flow into this sector. You only have to think up new ways of getting
money and incentives. This is the best way.

Another area of some concern for me is that since 2017-18, the
allocation for state roads has also substantially been decreasing. It was Rs.
677 crore in 2017-18 and today, it is Rs. 250 crore in 2022-23. The States are
being short-changed continuously in this regard. This is again a matter of great
concern for States like Odisha, which has the potential. That one area or that
one mining belt between Paradip, Barbil and Keonjhar, has the potential to
literally wipe out the entire debt of NHAI in two years or three years. ...
(Interruptions) That is right. The CRIF was, in fact, part of NHAI which has now
been hived off. | am grateful to my distinguished colleague. | do not know
whether this is something that should have been done at all. | think, Dubey Ji is

right that this is something that should have been revisited.
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The expenditure on a scheme on women’s safety has been decreasing
again particularly under the Nirbhaya Framework. This is a very sorry state of
affairs. Hundred crore of rupees were allocated for women’s safety in 2021-22.
Out of this, only 33 per cent was utilised. So, even that paltry amount, that is,
33 per cent, was utilised. In 2020-21, Rs. 139 crore was the actual expenditure
because actually, the Centre cannot help as many of the States have not opted
for this scheme under the Nirbhaya Framework. This year’'s Budget Estimates
now only provide for Rs. 20 crore for schemes on women’s safety. | think, this
is not fair to the women of this country.

Mr. Chairperson, | would like to make a couple of last points. The
Ministry has allocated Rs. 2,586 crore towards maintenance of roads and
highways, which is seven per cent less than the Revised Estimates on
maintenance in 2021-22.

In both the years of 2018-19 and 2019-20, the actual expenditure on
maintenance was less than sixty per cent of the Budget Estimates. This does
not speak well for the situation of maintenance. | do not why the full amount
allocated is not being spent on maintenance. This again speaks poorly for the
man-management as well as the interface with the concessionaires that the
NHAI and all these other major organisations here are looking at.

The Ministry has managed to spend just eleven per cent more than the
Budget Estimate of 2021-22. This is something that the Standing Committee

again has highlighted as far as utilization figures are concerned. Many of the
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heads are under-funded and under-utilized and that is again a matter of
concern.

On a personal level - and this is something | think all shades of MPs in
the House will agree - the mechanical devices which the concessionaires have
put up at these toll booths are woefully inadequate and woefully poor.

Speaking for myself, the Members of Parliament have been fortunate.
We get these smart cards which are supposed to have seamless drive
through. Fifty per cent of the times, my smart card in my car does not work.
Therefore, there has to be some halt. Somebody has to come out, put a
manual machine there and get the car moving. Invariably, this has happened
with the MPs. With the smart cards, it has happened fifty per cent of the times.
Very often, when | am on clients’ expense, | go out in taxis etc to other States
to attend other High Courts and that is almost eighty per cent of the times.
Eighty per cent of the times, | have found that each and every car has to halt,
which is supposed to be a smooth passage. It has to halt and somebody has to
come out of the booth and has to start again the entire process manually.
Therefore, | do not know why these concessionaires are not able to get start of
the art equipment.

Mr. Chairman, | speak for everybody here. Never in my life have | seen
this in the New York tunnels, for instance. In the German autobahn, never in
our lives, have we ever had to halt for even a fraction of a second when we are

driving through. The pass troughs are absolutely seamless. So, obviously,
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there is something wrong with the kind of systems that we are putting in place
here. These are very antiquated systems.

So, with all these words, | would request the hon. Minister who is here to
kindly look at some of these problems that | have flagged. Otherwise, as | said,
at the outset, it is one of the success stories of this Government and may the
success continue unabated.

| wish the Government well and, therefore, | raise my voice again once
more in support of the Demands for Grants of the Ministry of Road Transport
and Highways for 2022-23.

Roads are a symbol of our civilisation. It is an indication of our culture.
Roads are the pillars of our country’s development. About 90% of the 130
crore population of our country use roadways. Rs.1,99,108 crores have been
allocated for this Ministry for the financial year 2022-23.

The State of Telangana is surging ahead in all sectors under the
leadership of our Chief Minister Shri K. Chandrasekhara Rao and our State
stands ahead in the development in our country. Our State stands at number
one in development. There is a need to approve all the proposals sent by our
State, which are pending with the Union Government.

As per the proposal sent by our State Government, the Central
Government has approved the Regional Ring Road Project on 24.11.2016.
This is the biggest ring road which has been proposed to provide better
transportation facility, in and around the city of Hyderabad in Telangana.

This project will pass through Sanga Reddy on NH-161 and Narsapuir,
Toopran, Gajwel, Jaidevpur, Bhuvanagiri, Choutuppal on NH-65, north side of
Hyderabad. The first phase of this project has been approved. Now, there is a
need to notify the 185 km stretch of road on the southern side of Hyderabad.

That is Choutuppal on NH-65 and Shad Nagar, Sanga Reddy on NH-65. Only

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when this stretch is notified, can the northern corridor be used. Therefore, the
Central Government should take immediate steps in this regard by notifying
the above mentioned stretch.

Some proposals to upgrade state highways to National Highways have
been sent to the union government. But these proposals are pending with the
government. The Choutuppal — Shad Nagar — Sanga Reddy, Mahbub Nagar-
Nagarkurnool -Mananuru road falls under my Parliamentary Constituency,
Nagarkurnool. Mahabubnagar to Nagarkurnool and Mananuru road goes up to
the pilgrim centre of Lord Shiva, Srisailam. This road is in high demand. This is
a State Highway which should be upgraded to a National Highway at the
earliest.

Similarly, there are Kothakota-Atmakuru-Mantralayam, and Zaheerabad-
Bidar, Karim Nagar-Kama Reddy-Ella Reddy-Pitlam, Jadcharla-Bijinepalli-
Vanaparthi. Two more minutes, sir. | am speaking in Telugu; you are giving me
less time. These stretches should also be converted as National Highways.
Also, National Highway-167K, Kalvakurthi-Nagarkurnool, Kalvakurthi-Kollapur,
Somasila-Nandyal, stretches connect to Tirupati Highway. This is 180 kms of
road. Rs.1200 crores have been sanctioned by the Central Government. |
appreciate the Government for this gesture. The DPR has been prepared.
Tenders should be invited at the earliest so that works can commence soon.
This stretch also comes under my Parliamentary Constituency.

Similarly, Kalvakurthi to Srisailam Road is presently in two lanes. This

should be expanded to four lanes as there is heavy traffic on this stretch.
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Proposals for this stretch are being sent and | request the Ministry to approve
the same. As requested by the Ministry, the State government has sent a
proposal for upgradation of Mahbubnagar-Mananuru Highway. | request the
Ministry to allocate a highway number for this stretch and start the work at the
earliest.

The Union Government has approved in principle six laning of the
Hyderabad-Bengaluru National Highway which is presently of four lanes. One
minute, Sir. | request the Government, through you, to start that work as well.
On Hyderabad-Bengaluru Highway, in Jogulamba Gadwal district, near
Yerravelli X-roads, proposals have been sent for an under bridge. These
proposals may be expedited.

Similarly on the stretch of Kodada-Nalgonda-Devorakonda-Kalvakurthi-
Jadcherla, bridge construction near Charuguda is going on at snail’s pace.
That work should be expedited and completed at the earliest.

Today, Telangana state is surging ahead in all fields. If National
Highways for our state are sanctioned generously, Telangana state under the
leadership of Shri K. Chandrasekhara Rao will emerge as number one in our
country. | thank you once again for giving me this opportunity.

SHRI VINCENT H. PALA (SHILLONG): Hon. Chairperson, | am very grateful
to my party for giving me this opportunity to speak in this august House where |
can raise my genuine concerns in the discussion on Demand for Grant relating
to the Ministry of Road Transport and Highways for the year 2022-23.

Sir, like many of my colleagues have said, this Ministry is a very
important Ministry. As of March, 2019, there were 1.3 lakh kilometres of the
National Highways and 1.8 lakh kilometres of the State Highways. Out of this,
almost 60 per cent of the total goods were transported through these Highways
with 85 per cent of total passenger traffic. Therefore, this Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways is a very important Ministry.

But at the same time, | would like the hon. Minister to clarify it. There
has always been a comparison between the UPA regime and the present

regime. But many of the people do not know that there is a change in the
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formula for calculations of the highway construction system from a linear
system to a length kilometre system. For example, during the UPA
Government, if a 10-kilomtre road was constructed, whether it was a 2-lane or
a 4-lane, we said, it was 10 kilometres construction. But in the present system,
a 10-kilometre road is constructed for 2-lanes, they say it is 20 kilometres
construction; and for 6-lanes, they say, it is 60 kilometres construction.

So, | think, it is totally wrong to compare the UPA regime with the
present regime as regards construction of highways.

My colleague had said that during the Congress time, the Government
did not do well, but it is totally wrong because there is a change in the formula
of calculation. In changing names also, the present Government is very
famous. So, they should not take credit for all those things.

Rather if you see, out of 388 projects which had been allotted, not even
half of them has been completed.

In terms of debt, the NHAI has got almost Rs. 3.3 lakh crore debt in it
which is almost Rs. 63,300 crore per year. When this Government took over,
investment from the private sector was almost 37 per cent. As of now, it is only
seven per cent. So, there is a deficit of trust by the private parties as far as
investment in the national highways is concerned.

So, they do not trust this Government. That is why, the investment is
reduced from 37 per cent to seven per cent. In terms of borrowing, when this
Government took over, the borrowing was only five per cent. But, as on today,

the borrowing is 14 per cent. So, more liabilities than assets have been
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created by this Government. Not only that, the projects have been delayed. If
you see the cost overrun, the Government has to bear more than Rs. 8,120
crore. ltis only because there is delay in the projects.

If you look in terms of delays, the main delay is due to land acquisition.
When the UPA Government was there, we used to pay almost Rs. 92 lakh per
hectare but the present Government pays Rs. 3.13 crore per hectare for the
land acquisition. So, there is an increase of 240 per cent in terms of the cost in
the last six years even though there is a lot of delay in the completion of these
projects.

When it comes to road safety, | will be happy if the Minister takes note of
this, in my constituency, in a span of 200 kilometers, there are 22 check gates.
| will be happy if you initiate an inquiry. | have written a letter to the Minister to
know why these check gates are there at almost every five or ten kilometers.
There is a check gate and the police is there to collect money from the people.
| used to drive my vehicle from Delhi to Shillong. | hardly see any check gates
on the highways. When | raised this question in this House, they said that
these check gates are illegal. How can they perform on the property of the
national highways if they are illegal? If the officers and the Government are not
involved, how is this happening?

Therefore, | request you to take an initiative to initiate an inquiry. A lot of
accidents are taking place due to this. As of today, almost 1.5 lakh people
have died because of these accidents. In my constituency, | have seen many a

time accidents happen because of these check gates. During nights, these
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check gates are no more the check gates but become a place where they can
loot the people or, | can say, they become ATMs for the Government.
Therefore, | request you to take a serious note of this issue.

Some of my colleagues have said about the black spots. Around 3,996
black spots have been identified but you have rectified only 60 per cent of
them. There are certain areas in every constituency. We have written to the
Ministers. They have identified them.

We have written letters to the State Government to send it further to the
Central Government about all these things. Unfortunately, up till now, this
problem has not been rectified. This has caused a lot of traffic jams.

In my constituency, there are some proposed roads which have been
approved in-principle. | have got a letter from the hon. Union Minister that the

road has been approved in-principle. But | am told that the Minister has

approved it whereas the ... * has stalled these programmes. | have two very
important roads, that is, from Nongstoin, it goes up to the border of
Bangladesh and from Nongstroin, it goes right up to Guwahati to connect this
road. This road has been approved in-principle but stalled, as they said, by the
... *. The other road is from National Highway Dkhiah upto Halflong to connect
Meghalaya ad Halflong. These roads were approved in-principle to be

considered as national highway. That also has been stalled. So, | will be

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happy if you can, at least, clarify to my people why this has been stalled. Is
there any scarcity of fund?

In the North-East, there is SARDP. The name is very good but actually,
on the ground, they have not done any work because of paucity of funds. The
capacity is over.

Also, | would say that road work is a challenge especially in the North-
East. ... (Interruptions) Therefore, the sale of cement has to be increased. At
least, the roads have to be in a good condition. Therefore, | would request the
hon. Minister to specially take note of this so that the work is done at a fast
pace in the North-East. We have almost 400 kilometres of road along the
border. The condition of all these roads which connect the main land, the cities
and the border, be it in Tura or Dawki, is very bad. | think, the funds for the
repair of roads are insufficient. Therefore, overall, the present Government is
doing very good marketing. But if we see the ground reality, this Government
has failed in everything, especially as regards development of highways.

With these words, | conclude. Thank you.
